Against UConn, Northeastern holds the advantage overall with a 16-8-0 record, outshoot-
ing their opponent 94-53. During the 2023-24 slate, Northeastern faced UConn three
times, going 2-1-0 that included a victory in the 2023 Frozen Fenway event.

The Huskies are currently 9-5-0 when either Campbell or Hryckowian tally a goal during
the 2023-24 stint. Additionally, both skaters lead the Huskies in goals and assists as
Campbell has recorded a team-high 18 goals and Hryckowian has a team-high 23 assists.

Freshman goaltender Cameron White-
head recorded his best month during the
February slate, picking up a 5-2-0 record,
including wins over #3 Boston University
and, then #6/5 and #9, Maine.

In seven games, the Ontario native re-
corded 230 total saves for a .931 save
percentage in 423 minutes of action.
He also collected two shutouts, coming
against UMass Lowell (4-0) and #9 Maine
(4-0). The shutout against the Black
Bears was the first by any opponent at
Alfond Arena since Dec. 3, 2021.

Whitehead also tabbed various acco-
lades throughout February. First, he was
named the 2024 Eberly Award winner
after stopping 54 of 59 shots faced in
the Beanpot tournament, helping the
Huskies win their ninth title. Additionally,
he tabbed two Hockey Goaltender of the
Week honors.

AMONG THE BEST

Whether ranked among the best in Hock-
ey East or the country, Northeastern
skaters have found their way into the mix.

In the NCAA this season, three Huskies
rank among the Top-20 players in their
respective categories. Senior Gunnar-
wolfe Fontaine is tied for tenth with
four game-winning goals while senior
Alex Campbell's 18 goals are tied for
15th overall. Captain Justin Hryckowian
ranks in two categories coming in sec-
ond with a .626 faceoff win percentage
and 11th with 346 faceoff wins, among all
skaters who have taken a minimum 200

faceoff attempts.

Among all Hockey East skaters, Campbell
and Hryckowian are named among the
Top-10 in various statistics, in addition
to defenseman Pito Walton. Hryckowian
ranks first in both faceoff win percent-
age (.644) and faceoff wins (230), among
players with a minimum 200 faceoff at-
tempts. Additionally, Walton ranks tied
for sixth with 35 blocked shots and
Campbell comes in tied for seventh with
ten goals in conference play.

YOUR 2024 GRADUATING CLASS

The Northeastern men's hockey program
is honored to celebrate the 2024 gradu-
ating class this Friday at Matthews Are-
na.

These ten Huskies have shown great
dedication and success both on-and-off
the ice. As a group, the 2024 class has
totaled 223 points from 90 goals and 133
assists.

Three Huskies in particular have skated
their entire collegiate careers in the Red
& Black. Seniors Gunnarwolfe Fontaine
and Michael Qutzen and graduate stu-
dent Matt DeMelis have, in total, played
338 career games for the Huskies.

During their time, the trio has collected
an 84-62-14 record. Additionally, they
have helped lead Northeastern to three
Beanpot titles, a berth in the 2022 Di-
vision I NCAA tournament and the pro-
gram's first ever Hockey East Regular
oeason title.
