Byrum had six interceptions and led the country with three defensive touchdowns in 2005. A semifinalist for the Thorpe Award, he was named first-team All-
America by the AFCA and earned second-team honors from the Associated Press and Sports Illustrated.yards.

Joe Callan | DB | 1979

Callan led the nation with nine interceptions in 1979 setting the single season record at Ohio. Collected three interceptions in three seperate games 
during his career. Was named Honorable Mention All-American by the Associated Press in 1979. 

Ken Carmon | DT | 1968

One of only four Bobcats to be named first-team All-MAC at least three times, Carmon was a key part of the Bobcats’ 1968 MAC title. He was named 
honorable mention All-America by both the Associated Press and United Press International.

Vince Costello | C | 1952

Costello was a an All-MAC selection in 1952, as well as being named to the Little All-America Team that season. He was inducted into the Ohio

Dick Grecni | C | 1960

Skip Hoovler | LB | 1963, 1964

Hoovler is the only Bobcat ever to earn All-America honors in multiple seasons. He was an honorable mention pick by both the Associated Press and United 
Press International in 1963 and 1964, and earned first-team honors from Williamson in 1964.

Noah Keller | LB | 2009

Keller, a captain on the 2009 MAC East Championship team was named as an Honorable Mention All-American by SI.com following his junior season, where he led 
the MAC with 155 total tackles (91 assisted and 64 solo) while adding 9.0 tackles for loss and two forced fumbles.

John Kerns | T | 1946

Kerns was an  honorable mention All-American in the final year of his war-interrupted career. He served in the Marines from 1943-45. Kerns played in the 1947 
East-West Shrine Game, and went on to play professionally for the Buffalo Bills and Toronto Argonauts.
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Art Lewis | T | 1935

Lewis was a first-team Associated Press Little All-American in 1935.He was the first Bobcat to play in the East-West Shrine Game. He went on to play for the 
New York Giants. Lewis coached at West Virginia, and still ranks second on WVU’s all-time list with 58 wins.

Dan Risaliti | QB | 1939

Risaliti was named an Associated Press Little All-American in 1939 after leading the nation in completion percentage at 63.3 percent (62-98). He was a two-
time All-Ohio pick (1939-40). Risaliti also participated in track & field, lettering in 1940 and 1941.

Lenard Sadosky | RB | 1963

Sadosky was an honorable mention All-American in 1932. He was twice chosen unanimously to the All-Ohio team and the All-Buckeye Conference squad (1932-
33). He was a member of the Silver Anniversary Class of the Ohio Athletics Hall of Fame in 1989.

Al Scheider | OT | 1951

Scheider was an honorable mention Little All-American in 1951. He was the first Bobcat ever to earn first-team All-MAC honors at least three times 
(1949-51). United Press International named him the top lineman in Ohio in 1951.

Todd Snyder | WR | 1968

Snyder is the most decorated Bobcat wide receiver ever, earning honorable mention All-America honors in 1968 and first-team All-MAC honors in 1968 and 1969. He teamed 
with Cleve Bryant to help the 1968 squad become the most prolific scoring offense in school history.

Dave Zastudil | P | 2001

The school record holder in nearly every punting category, Zastudil was named a first-team All-American by the FWAA in 2001. In additon, he was a 
second-team pick by the Associated Press and a third-team selection by The Sporting News.

   The Bobcats played in their first-ever bowl game on Dec. 31, 1962 when they faced West Texas State in 
the Sun Bowl. The Bobcats finished the regular season with an 8-2 overall record and a 5-1 conference 
record to finish second in the MAC.
   After a scoreless first quarter, Ohio got on the board first on a 52-yard field goal by Jim McKee. West 
Texas State answered with a touchdown on a 13-yard halfback pass from Jerry Richardson to Jerry Don 
Logan, and the extra point gave the Buffs a 7-3 lead they carried into halftime.
   The Ohio defense accounted for the next score when Skip Hoovler picked up a fumble at the nine-yard 
line and returned it 91 yards for a touchdown. The play still stands as the longest fumble return in Sun 
Bowl history and is tied for the fourth longest in any bowl game. Bob Babbitt completed a pass to Ken 
Smith for the two-point conversion to give Ohio an 11-7 lead heading into the fourth quarter. Hoovler 
went on to take Lineman of the Game honors.
   The Bobcats pushed the lead to 14-7 on McKee’s second field goal of the game, a 24-yarder. West Texas 
State scored late in the contest on a 32-yard touchdown pass from Dave Gibson to Richardson. Instead of 
tying the game with an extra point, the Buffs went for the win and converted the two-point conversion 
for the 15-14 victory.
   McKee set a trio of Sun Bowl records in the game, connecting on two field goals in five attempts, 
including the 52-yarder. All three of McKee’s misses in the game came from longer than 50 yards (51, 
56, 53).

   Ohio completed a 10-0 regular season, winning the MAC title to earn a berth in the 1968 Tangerine Bowl. 
The Bobcats entered the contest scoring 37.6 points per game, which still stands as the school record.
   The Ohio and Richmond offenses racked up a combined 91 points and 1,001 yards of total offense. The 
Spiders outgained the Bobcats 556-445.
   Quarterback Cleve Bryant and end Todd Snyder, both of whom were first-team All-MAC picks, connected 
on a 48-yard touchdown pass on Ohio’s first possession. Richmond scored the next 14 points, but the 
Bobcats tied the score on a seven-yard run by Bryant. The Spiders quickly reclaimed their advantage on a 
touchdown run by Joe Kellum and O’Brien’s second touchdown toss of the day. Another touchdown pass 
from Bryant to Sndyer made the score 28-21 at halftime.
   The Ohio duo connected again on a 45-yard score to tie the game in the third quarter, but the Spiders were 
able to post back-to-back touchdowns to take the lead for good. Dave LeVeck scored to pull the Bobcats 
to within eight at 42-34. Richmond tallied what proved to be the game-winning touchdown on O’Brien’s 
fourth touchdown pass. 
   Bryant would add his fourth touchdown pass in the game, a school record that is still in place today. A 
two-point conversion brought Ohio within seven with 1:53 left, but the Bobcats would get no closer.
   Bryant completed 17-of-33 passes for 223 yards, while Snyder had 11 catches for 214 yards in the contest. 
Bryant was later inducted into the Citrus Bowl Hall of Fame in 1988.

Behind 152 yards and four touchdowns from redshirt senior running back Dorian Brown, the Ohio football team (9-4, 5-3 
MAC)  captured its third bowl win in program history with a 41-6 win over the UAB Blazers (8-5, 6-3 C-USA) in the 2017 
Bahamas Bowl on Friday afternoon (Dec. 22) at Nathan A. Robinson National Stadium. 

The win was the Bobcats first bowl win since the 2012 Independence Bowl and the first for the Mid-American Conference 
since 2015. The win also registers as the largest margin of victory in MAC bowl history. 

Brown captured the offensive player of the game award, and teammate, redshirt sophomore safety Javon Hagan was 
named the defensive player of the game. Helping in Brown's rushing attack was redshirt junior running back A.J Ouellette, 
who reached the 1,000 yard mark for the first time in his career. He's the first Bobcat to do so Beau Blakenship in 2012. 
Oulette logged 26 yards before leaving the game with an injury and finished the season with 1,006 rushing yards. 

Sophomore quarterback Nathan Rourke surpassed Tyler Tettleton in total touchdowns in a single season with 39, tallying 
two on the day. Rourke passed for 185 yards and two touchdowns on 12 completions. He also ran for 30 yards on three 
carries. Rourke connected with redshirt junior wide receiver Papi White for 106 yards on four completions, the long coming 
on a 56-yard touchdown catch. Redshirt junior wide receiver Andrew Meyer finished with six receptions for 50 yards. 

As a team, Ohio totaled 10 quarterback hits and forced a fumble. Hagan led the charge with nine total tackles and a forced 
fumble, along with two pass breakups. Redshirt junior linebacker Evan Croutch followed up with eight tackles and redshirt 
senior linebacker Chad Moore had four tackles, including two tackles for loss.

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The Ohio football team (7-6, 5-3 MAC) clinched its program-record third-straight bowl win and fifth bowl victory in 
program history courtesy of a 30-21 triumph over Nevada (7-6, 4-4 MW) in the 23rd Famous Idaho Potato Bowl this 
afternoon at Albertsons Stadium.

Ohio won the Idaho Potato Bowl for the second time in its first. The Bobcats beat Utah State in the 2011 edition of the 
game, 24-23. The Bobcats matched Toledo (1969-71) and Miami (1973-75) for the most consecutive bowl wins in 
Mid-American Conference history. Ohio led 30-9 after three quarters of play but were forced to withstand a fourth-quarter 
comeback by the Wolf Pack in which Nevada scored 12 unanswered points.

The Bobcats gained 285 of their 429 total yards of offense via the rushing attack, with junior running back De'Montre 
Tuggle (Channelview, Texas) leading the way with a game-high 97 yards and a touchdown. Redshirt sophomore running 
back Julian Ross (Kansas City, Mo.) added 87 yards and a touchdown. Tuggle and Ross carried the bulk of the load after Ohio 
lost redshirt freshman starting running back O'Shaan Allison (Norristown, Pa.) to injury in the second quarter. Redshirt 
senior placekicker Louie Zervos (Tarpon Springs, Fla.) accounted for 12 of Ohio's 30 points, converting all three of his field 
attempts and all three of his extra point attempts in his final collegiate game.

The Ohio defense came away with two big takeaways, with redshirt junior defensive end Austin Conrad (LaGrange, 
Ohio) tallying the first two forced fumbles of his career and redshirt sophomore defensive tackle Marcus Coleman (Upper 
Marlboro, Md.) logging the second fumble recovery of his career and redshirt freshman weakside linebacker Keye 
Thompson (Barberton, Ohio) recording his first. Redshirt senior free safety Javon Hagan (Jacksonville, Fla.), redshirt 
freshman defensive tackle Kylen McCracken (Cleveland Heights, Ohio) and redshirt freshman Jack McCrory (Springfield, 
Ohio) accounted for Ohio's three sacks. Redshirt junior safety Jarren Hampton (Fostoria, Ohio) led the Bobcats with nine 
solo tackles.

After freshman kicker Nathanial Vakos kicked a 46-yard field goal to tie the game with only four seconds left on the clock, 
the Ohio football team (10-4, 7-1 MAC) defeated the Wyoming Cowboys (7-6, 5-3 MWC) at the Barstool Sports Arizona 
Bowl in overtime, 30-27. This victory marks the Bobcats' first 10-win season since 2011 and their fourth in program history 
as well as their first win over Wyoming. 

Redshirt sophomore quarterback CJ Harris (West Bloomfield, Mich.) went 20-for-33 with two touchdowns on 184 yards. 
Sieh Bangura finished the season with 1,078 total rushing yards, marking the most rushing yards in a season by a freshman 
in program history. On the ground, r Sieh Bangura (Bowie, Md.) led the Bobcats with 25 carries and one touchdown on 138 
rushing yards. 
 
Defensively, redshirt junior linebacker Cannon Blauser (Hilliard, Ohio) led the team with seven tackles, five of which were 
solo. Redshirt freshman cornerback Torrie Cox, Jr. (Bowie, Md.) snagged the only interception of the game. 
 
A 45-yard field goal from Vakos extended Ohio's lead with 4:17 left in the game, but the Cowboys strung together a six-
play, 75-yard drive to take a 24-21 lead. After a Wyoming timeout, Vakos' 46-yard field goal tied the game, 24-24, with only 
four seconds left in the fourth quarter, sending the game into overtime. 

Wyoming kicked a 29-yard field goal to take a three-point lead. After multiple rushing attempts, a 10-yard throw to Foster 
secured Ohio's 30-27 win.
