 After battling to scoreless draws against 
Michigan and Xavier, Ohio State has 
shutout four of the last fi ve opponents 
and fi ve of the last seven. 

 Buckeye keepers have combined to hold 
opponents scoreless over the last 287 
minutes. Max Trejo earned a 2-0 shutout 
at Rutgers and then most recently held 
Michigan scoreless in a draw. Peter Van 
Euwen blanked Xavier. 

 Ohio State earned its fi rst Big Ten 
win of the season with a 2-0 road win 
at Rutgers (9/29). Laurence Wootton 
scored on a fi rst-half penalty kick 
before Marko Borkovic added an 
insurance goal in the second half in 
the shutout. 

 The last time Ohio State recorded a 
shutout on the road in Big Ten play 
was during the 2021 spring season 
at Michigan State (2-0) March 3, 
2021. The Buckeyes also blanked 
Maryland 1-0 just prior to the MSU 

win Feb. 27. Those matches were 
contested in the spring because of 
the COVID pandemic in 2020.

 The last time the Buckeyes recorded 
three-consecutive shutouts was a 
season ago when after a 1-all tie 
against South Carolina in the season 
opener, Ohio State held Cal Poly 
(3-0), Bowling Green (away, 1-0), 
Wright State (2-0) and Butler (2-0) 
without a score. 
 When it comes to experience, Ohio State 
has fi ve players on its roster who have 
appeared in 50 or more NCAA Division 
I men’s soccer matches. Brayden Durbin 
lead the way with 70 appearances while 
David Wrona, a transfer from Wake 
Forest, owns 67. Wootton owns the most 
starts on the 2023 roster with 54 in 55 
career appearances. 

  The Buckeyes fi nished 0-1-1 at the 
IU Classic (Sept. 1/4). The opener 
against Seton Hall (L, 0-1) was held 
in Bloomington, Indiana, Sept. 1. Ohio 
State played host to No. 22 Washington 
(T, 1-1) in Columbus (9/4) as part of the 
event.

 With 79 corner kicks to date this season, 
the Buckeyes rank No. 5 nationally with 
an average of 7.60 per match. 

 Wootton was named to the preseason 
Watch List for the 2023 Hermann 
Trophy by the United Soccer Coaches. 
He also was named the No. 2-rated 
player nationally by TopDrawerSoccer 
in its preseason list of Top 100 players. 

 Wootton and Adedokun were named 
to the 2023 Wolstein Classic All-
Tournament Team. The Buckeyes 
fi nished with a 0-1-1 record in the event, 
held the opening weekend of the season 
in Columbus. 

 After a team vote, seniors Wootton, 
Brayden Durbin, Owen Sullivan and 
Deylen Vellios were named captains of 
the 2023 Buckeyes.

 Wootton, Anthony Samways and Vellios 
were all named to the Big Ten Players 
to Watch List for 2023. In addition, the 
Buckeyes were tabbed as the No. 3 team 
in the rugged Big Ten Conference by the 
league coaches. 

  This was Year 17 for the Wolstein 
Classic in Columbus. The event was 
fi rst played in 2006 and since then, Ohio 
State is 17-8-8.

 Devyn Etling, a mainstay on the sidelines 
over the last six years, chose to remain 
in Columbus to assist the Buckeyes 
further as a program assistant in 2023. 
Etling fi nished his career in 2022 with 
64 matches played and 17 goals in 46 
starts.

  In games played at Jesse Owens 
Memorial Stadium since it opened in 
1999, Ohio State is 133-69-38.

  The Buckeyes fi nished 11-3-6 overall in 
2022 with a second place (tie) fi nish in 
the Big Ten. Ohio State then advanced 
to the second round of the NCAA 
Tournament with a fi rst round win at 
Wake Forest, 3-0 before tie at UNC 
Greensboro. UNCG advanced on PKs.  

 Ohio State made its 11th appearance in 
the NCAA Tournament a year ago and 
the fi rst since 2015.

  In 2023, Ohio State returns Big Ten 
honorees Wootton (2022 Midfi elder of 
the Year/First Team All-Big Ten) and 
Anthony Samways, a Second Team All-
Big Ten selection by the league coaches. 
Tanner Creech and Luciano Pechota 
(unanimous) earned spots on the All-
Freshman team last year as well.   

2023 Rookies/Newcomers
Ohio State added three freshmen to the 
2023 roster to go with an equal number of 
transfers. The three rookie newcomers hail 
from Ohio. Michael Adedokun, a junior 
midfi elder, transferred to Ohio State from 
Dayton  and graduate student David Wrona 
left Wake Forest to become a Buckeye. 
Siggi Magnusson is a graduate student 
from Iceland.

Maisonneuve at OSU 
Brian Maisonneuve is in his sixth year as 
head coach of the Buckeyes. Maisonneuve 
came from Indiana University where he 
was associate head coach for the Hoosiers. 
The Buckeyes posted 11 victories, tied for 
second in the Big Ten and advanced to the 
second round of the NCAA Tournament a 
year ago. 
 As one of the top assistants in the country, 
Maisonneuve guided Indiana to the 2012 
NCAA National Title, a NCAA runner-up 
fi nish in 2017, the 2010 Big Ten Regular-
Season Title as well as the 2013 Big Ten 
Tournament Championship. Maisonneuve, 

a native of Warren, Michigan, is one of 
the top players in Indiana soccer history, 
winning the Hermann Trophy in 1994. 
He spent nine seasons with the Columbus 
Crew from 1996-2004 and was a member 
of the United States’ 1998 World Cup team. 
Maisonneuve is assisted by Matt Foldesy, 
Travis Morris and Corey Brueggeman. 
Former Buckeye Devyn Etling was added 
in the off season as a program assistant.

Game 1 - CSUN 8/24/23 (1-1)
Sean Ryan scored the fi rst goal of the season 
for the Buckeyes on a header in the 67th 
minute to put OSU up 1-0 vs. CSUN in the 
Wolstein Classic. The Matadors countered 
with a goal in the 90' for the draw.

Game 2 - UC Davis 8/27/23 (1-2)
Tanner Creech scored the fi rst goal of the 
game in the 2' but the Aggies countered 
with a pair of fi rst-half goals and claim a 
2-1 win in the fi nal game of the Wolstein 
Classic in Columbus.

Game 3 - vs. Seton Hall 9/1/23 (0-1)
The Buckeyes and Pirates were scoreless 
in a defensive battle until the 81st minute 
when SHU's Sam Bjork scored to give the 
Pirates the eventual 1-0 win in a neutral 
contest at Indiana in the IU Classic.

Game 4 - No. 22 Washington 9/4/23 (1-1)
Ohio State was again in a battle of the 
defenses until the 61st minute when 
sophomore Ashton Bilow put Ohio State 
up 1-0 on an unassisted goal. The Huskies 
ramped up its attack and tied the match at 
1-all with a score in the 85' to earn the draw.

Game 5 - at Butler 9/9/23 (1-0)
The Buckeyes were entangled in yet another 
defensive battle with the teams scoreless 
well into the second half. That all changed 
when senior midfi elder Laurence Wootton, 
one of four Ohio State captains, scored his 
fi rst goal of the season, and sixth-career 
game-winner, in the 83rd minute.

Game 6 - Penn State 9/15/23 (0-3)
Penn State scored once in the fi rst half and 
added a pair of goals in the second while 
the Buckeyes were down a player because 

of a fi rst-half red card (Samways). All three 
scores were by PSU's Liam Butts (13', 60', 
63'). All were unassisted. 

Game 7 - Kentucky 9/19/23 (3-0)
Michael Adedokun broke open a scoreless 
match in the 51' with a breakaway goal 
before Luciano Pechota scored twice in 
just over two minutes (61', 63') to propel 
the Buckeyes to a 3-0 win over visiting 
Kentucky. Max Trejo earned the clean 
sheet in goal for the Buckeyes. He stopped 
three Wildcat shots, including one on a 
penalty kick.  

Game 8 - at No. 13 Northwestern 
9/24/23 (2-4)
Michael Adedokun scored his fi rst goal 
in Big Ten play to open the scoring at 
Northwestern but the Wildcats responded 
with a pair of goals to lead 2-1 at half. 

Laurence Wootton added a goal on a 
penalty kick in the second half in the 4-2 
loss to the Wildcats. 

Game 9 - at Rutgers 9/29/23 (2-0)
After Michael Adedokun was fouled in 
the box, Laurence Wootton converted on a 
penalty kick to give Ohio State a fi rst-half 
1-0 lead in Piscataway. Marko Borkovic 
added his fi rst goal of the year on a 
header from a corner off  the foot of Parker 
Grinstead in the second.

Game 10 - Xavier 10/3/23 (0-0)
Ohio State keeper Peter Van Euwen helped 
shut out the Musketeers with the help of a 
defenseman Deylen Vellios save with under 
10 minutes to play in the second half. After 
a scramble, Xavier managed to get a shot 
through to the goal but Vellios was there 
to clear it safely away after a carom off  the 
crossbar. 

Game 11 - Michigan 10/6/23 (0-0)
Max Trejo faced one shot while the 
Ohio State defense allowed six total in a 
scoreless draw with Michigan. It was the 
second shutout in as many outings for Trejo 
and Ohio State's third-consecutive and fi fth 
of the year.

BRIAN MAISONNEUVE HEAD COACH
6TH SEASON, INDIANA ‘95

Brian Maisonneuve, a former member of the U.S. Na-
tional Team and Columbus Crew, was named head 
men’s soccer coach at The Ohio State University April 
23, 2018.

Maisonneuve was one of the top assistants in all of 
college soccer at Indiana for the decade prior to him 
taking over at Ohio State. Wherever Maisonneuve has 
coached, success has followed. He helped guide the 
Hoosiers to the 2012 NCAA National Championship, a 
NCAA runner-up fi nish in 2017, the 2010 Big Ten Regu-
lar Season Title as well as the 2013 Big Ten Tourna-
ment Championship.

In all, Maisonneuve helped lead Indiana to eight 
NCAA Tournament appearances, including two Col-
lege Cups and four NCAA Sweet 16 appearances. An 
All-American during his playing days for the Hoosiers 
(1991-94), Maisonneuve was part of Todd Yeagley’s 
staff  for nine years, coaching nine All-Americans as 
well as 22 players who went on to play professional 
soccer, including 14 in MLS.

Maisonneuve, who replaced John Bluem (retired 
in March of 2018), was named the NSCAA Assistant 
Coach of the Year for the Great Lakes Region in 2012 
and 2015. In 2016, Maisonneuve was named one of 
the Top 12 assistants in the nation for the third-con-
secutive year and fi fth time in his career. From 2010-
17, the Hoosiers had 21 players named fi rst team All-
Big Ten and 50 student-athletes earn Big Ten honors. 
IU players also earned nine conference player of the 
year accolades in that time. The Hoosiers excelled in 
the classroom, compiling 102 Academic All-Big Ten 
honors.

Prior to his return to Bloomington, Maisonneuve was 
on staff  at the University of Louisville from 2008-09. 
During his two seasons, the Cardinals were 24-11-4 

overall and 13-7-1 in Big East play with two NCAA Tour-
nament appearances.

Maisonneuve spent four years as an assistant coach 
with the U.S. U-17 National Team in Florida. He also 
served as an assistant coach for the U.S. U-20 Na-
tional Team in 2007 during the CONCACAF qualifi ca-
tion process and coached the U-20s in the 2007 FIFA 
World Cup in Canada.

Before joining the coaching ranks, Maisonneuve had 
a decorated playing career. He spent nine seasons 
with the Columbus Crew from 1996-2004 and was a 
member of the United States’ 1998 World Cup team, 
appearing in all three matches. He also was a mem-
ber of the 1996 U.S. Olympic team, leading the squad 
with a pair of goals in the tournament.

Maisonneuve, a native of Warren, Michigan, is one 
of the top players in Indiana soccer history. Playing 
alongside Todd Yeagley, under legendary coach Jerry 
Yeagley, he earned All-America honors as a junior and 
senior and was named the Hermann Trophy winner in 
1994. A two-time Big Ten Player of the Year, Maison-
neuve fi nished his career with 44 goals and 22 assists 
and led Indiana to a pair of NCAA College Cup ap-
pearances and back-to-back Big Ten regular season 
titles. During his four years at Indiana the Hoosiers 
were 73-15-7. He also was a four-time All-Big Ten 
selection and three-time Academic All-Big Ten selec-
tion. Maisonneuve earned his bachelor’s degree from 
Indiana.

Maisonneuve and his wife Diania have two children, 
Jacob and Emma.
