
 

 

 

 
Cowboy Postgame Notes vs. Oregon State – Aug. 30, 2019 

The Oklahoma State win… 
• Gave it three straight over Pac-12 opponents and improved it to 8-1 in its 
past nine with Pac-12 teams. 
• Improved Mike Gundy's record vs. the Pac-12 to 10-3, with a 2-1 record 
in true road games. 
• Made it 1-0 all-time vs. Oregon State. 
• Improved it to 26-10 in its past 36 games and 40-15 in its past 55 games 
overall. 
• Improved Mike Gundy's record in non-conference games to 50-11. 
• Gave it 11 straight wins in non-conference games, matching the third-
longest streak in program history. 
• Improved it to 33-5 in its past 38 non-conference games. 
• Improved its all-time record against teams in the Pac-12 to 34-37-1. 
• Made it 6-0 all-time in season opening games against the Pac-12. 
• Made it 63-12 in its past 75 games vs. unranked opponents, since 2010. 
• Made it 7-4 in its past 11 true road games and 17-6 in its past 23 true 
road games. 
• Improved it to 72-41-5 in season openers and to 19-32-1 in away season 
openers. 
• Gave it wins in 11 of its past 12, 14 of its past 16 and 31 of its past 39 
season openers. 
• Improved Mike Gundy's record in season openers on the road to 2-1 and 
his record in season openers away from Stillwater to 4-2. 

Trends 
• OSU has won 20 of its last 21 games when leading at halftime, dating to 
Sept. 17, 2016. 
• Matt Ammendola has made 28 of his last 34 field goal attempts, and 30 
of his last 37 tries. 
• OSU has outrushed its opponent in 18 of its last 28 games and in 20 of 
its last 31 games. 
• Dating back to 2005, OSU has won 36 of its last 38 games when not 
committing a turnover. 
::With its 52 points, OSU set a school record for most posts scored in a 
season opener on the road. 

:: Chuba Hubbard finished with a career-high 221 rushing yards, marking 
the most for a Cowboys since Justice Hill ran for 228 vs. OU in 2017. He 
tied his career high with 26 carries and tied a career high with three 
rushing touchdowns. 
 
:: It was the sixth time in Oklahoma State history a Cowboy has rushed for 
200 yards in a season opener. The list: 
 
1. 261 – Vernand Morency at UCLA in 2004 
2. 257 – Kendall Hunter vs. Washington State in 2010 
3. 241 – Bob Fenimore vs. Arkansas in 1945 
4. 237 – Thurman Thomas at Washington in 1985 
5. 221 – Chuba Hubbard at Oregon State in 2019 
5. 220 – Ernest Anderson vs. North Texas in 1982 
 
:: Hubbard has rushed for at least 100 yards in four of his past five games. 
With 132 yards in the first half tonight and 114 yards in the second half of 
the Liberty Bowl, Hubbard had more than 100 yards in consecutive halves. 

 
:: Oklahoma State has had a 100-yard rusher in 18 of its last 28 games. 
 
:: Tylan Wallace finished with 92 receiving yards and two touchdowns. He 
now has multiple receiving touchdowns in three of his past five games. 
 
:: Oklahoma State has scored on its opening drive in eight of its last 10 
games. 
 
:: With the exception of taking a knee to close the first half, Oklahoma 
State scored on each of its first seven possessions. 
 
:: Nine players made their first start in OSU uniform, including QB Spencer 
Sanders, WR Jordan McCray, OL Bryce Bray, DE Brock Martin, DE Tyler 
Lacy, DT Cameron Murray, DT Brendon Evers, LB Amen Ogbongbemiga 
and S Tre Sterling. Sanders, Bray and Lacy are redshirt freshmen; Martin, 
Evers and Sterling are sophomores; Murray and Ogbongbemiga are 
juniors; and McCray is a senior. 
 
:: More than half of OSU’s defense started for the first time in their careers, 
as six were first-time starters. By class, the OSU defense started one 
freshman, five sophomores, four juniors and one senior. The OSU offense 
started two freshmen, two sophomores, four juniors and three seniors. 
 
:: Sanders is the first freshman to start at QB for Oklahoma State since 
Mason Rudolph at Baylor in 2014. He's also the first freshman QB to start 
the season opener since Wes Lunt in 2012. 
 
:: Malcolm Rodriguez made his first career start at linebacker after starting 
at safety last season. 
 
:: Fourteen redshirt or true freshmen played in tonight’s game. 
 
:: Dillon Stoner has at least one catch in each of his last 26 games. 
 
:: Redshirt freshman CJ Moore recorded his first career receiving 
touchdown in the fourth quarter. 
 
:: OSU has now scored 50-plus points in four straight season openers. 
 
:: OSU played a turnover free opener. The Cowboys played two turnover-
free games all of last season. 
 
:: OSU’s 352 rushing yards vs. the Beavers were the most by the Cowboys 
since they ran for 431 in last year’s season opener vs. Missouri State. 
 
:: WR Dillon Stoner, CB A.J. Green, LB Malcolm Rodriguez and S Philip 
Redwine-Bryant served as Oklahoma State captain
