Fans outside of the Cowboy Radio 
Network can listen to the OSU broadcast for free through TuneIn Radio or the TuneIn Radio app.

Honoring Boone Pickens
	 A statue honoring Boone Pickens will be unveiled prior to Saturday's game. Sculpted out of bronze 
by Enid-based artist Harold Holden, the nine-foot-tall statue will be located immediately west of the 
stadium. When that happens, Pickens will become the third person memorialized with a statue on the 
Oklahoma State campus, joining former president Henry Bennett and OSU's first African-American 
student, Nancy Randolph Davis. 
	 Over the years, Pickens donated close to $600 million to Oklahoma State, split virtually equally 
between athletics and academics. 

In the Rankings
	 OSU is No. 21 in the Associated Press Top 25 and No. 22 in the Amway Coaches Poll. Including 2020, 
OSU has reached the top 15 of the AP poll at some point in 11 of the past 13 seasons. OSU has also seen 
a top 10 ranking in the AP poll at some point in nine of those 13 years.
	 This marks the 12th consecutive week that the Cowboys have been ranked by the AP, which is the 
eighth-longest streak in school history. The Cowboys are one of four Big 12 teams ranked in the polls, 
joined by Iowa State, Texas and Oklahoma.
	 OSU was also slotted at No. 23 in the initial 2020 College Football Playoff rankings released on Tues-
day. The Cowboys have now been included in the CFP rankings in five of the past six seasons.
	 Texas Tech is not ranked.

The Series
	 Saturday's game marks the 48th meeting between Oklahoma State and Texas Tech, with the series 
dating back to 1935. The 2020 season also marks the 25th consecutive year the teams have met. TTU 
owns a 23-21-3 edge in the all-time series, but Oklahoma State has won nine of the past 11 games. The 
Cowboys have a 12-8 advantage in Stillwater and have won seven of the past eight matchups played at 
home.
	 Coach Mike Gundy is 11-4 in his career against Texas Tech, while TTU coach Matt Wells is 1-0 in his 
career against the Cowboys.

Oklahoma State from a Distance
	 Oklahoma State is 5-2 overall on the year and is tied with Texas and Oklahoma for second place in 
the Big 12 standings. The Cowboys can still make the conference championship game by winning out 
and getting some help from elsewhere in the league.
	 The biggest storylines for the Cowboys this season have been the emergence of the Cowboy defense 
and the injuries suffered by the OSU offense, in particular the offensive line.
	 OSU's defense has held its first seven opponents to an average of 337.3 yards of total offense per 
game, which if the season ended today would mark the lowest average allowed by the Cowboys since 
the 2009 season (332.5). Allowing only 21.1 points per game, OSU ranks 21st nationally and second in 
the Big 12 in scoring defense. The Cowboys have held their opponents to a combined total of 25-for-
102 on third down attempts for an FBS No. 3 conversion rate of 24.5 percent. The OSU defense is also 
among the national leaders in tackles for loss (No. 9), sacks (No. 10), defensive touchdowns (No. 12) 
and passing yards allowed (No. 18).

	 There are many things that factor into whether a team wins a game, but a long-term look at the 
trends during Mike Gundy’s tenure at Oklahoma State shows that winning the turnover battle and win-
ning the run game are two of the best ways to predict an OSU victory.
	 Since 2005, when the Cowboys win the turnover battle they are 72-10 (87.8 pct.). They are 39-3 (92.9 
pct.) in games when they commit zero turnovers. OSU is 102-25 under Gundy when outrushing the op-
ponent (80.3 pct.) and is 43-5 when holding the opponent under 100 yards on the ground (89.6 pct.).
	 History also shows that OSU is tough to beat when it takes a lead into halftime, as the Cowboys are 
102-11 when leading at intermission under Gundy (90.3 pct.).
	 Gundy-coached teams are undefeated when holding opponents to fewer than 20 points, holding a 
perfect 64-0 record. OSU has won 72 consecutive games when holding its opponent to fewer than 20 
points, dating to Sept. 13, 2003 – the longest active time frame in the nation and the longest since at 
least 1980.

Making History
	 Oklahoma State’s combination of Tylan Wallace and Chuba Hubbard marks the first time in college 
football history that one team’s roster features returning finalists for the both the Biletnikoff Award 
given to the nation’s best receiver and the Doak Walker Award given to the nation’s best running back. 
Wallace was a 2018 Biletnikoff Award finalist, while Hubbard was a finalist for the 2019 Doak Walker 
Award.
	 On top of that, the Wallace-Hubbard duo also makes up the only pair of teammates in college foot-
ball with more than 3,100 career receiving and rushing yards, respectively. Wallace, a senior, has 3,168 
career receiving yards while Hubbard, a junior, has 3,459 rushing yards.

Chuba Hubbard’s Historic 2019 Season and His Career Impact
	 Chuba Hubbard put together one of the most impressive seasons in college football history last 
season, as his 2,094 rushing yards led the nation and ranked as the No. 16 single-season total in FBS 
history. Additionally, it was the second-best total in school history, trailing only Barry Sanders' historic 
1988 Heisman season. His 2,094 rushing yards were the most in FBS history for a Canadian, surpassing 
the previous mark of 1,818 set by Michigan's Tim Biakabutuka in 1996.

	 Among the interesting storylines in the first half of the season is how Oklahoma State is still near 
the top of the Big 12 standings despite having to deal with a significant injury at quarterback. Spencer 
Sanders, last year's Big 12 Offensive Freshman of the Year, was injured on the second offensive series of 
the season and missed nearly all of the opener against Tulsa, plus the next two games against West Vir-
ginia and Kansas. True freshman Shane Illingworth stepped in during that time and helped deliver three 
wins. Sanders returned to lead the Cowboys to victory over Iowa State and played again vs. Texas, but 
while he was out, Illingworth was able to build some confidence and secure valuable reps early in his 
career. Sanders also missed the middle two quarters vs. Oklahoma with Illingworth filling in last week.
	 Including this season, Oklahoma State has had to turn to a backup quarterback in a starting role in 
six of the past nine seasons.

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More on Sanders
	 A highly-regarded recruit who was the offensive player of the year at the highest level of Texas high 
school football as a senior, Spencer Sanders chose Oklahoma State over offers from a list of suitors that 
included Texas A&M, Penn State and others. He redshirted in 2018 and then set an OSU freshman record 
by passing for 2,065 yards in 2019 despite missing what amounted to three games to injury. At the time 
of Sanders' injury, the Cowboys were 7-3. Among Power Five teams led by a freshman quarterback in 
2019, only Ohio State (Justin Fields) had a better record.

More on Illingworth
	 With two Big 12 starts already under his belt - one of which came on the road - true freshman quar-
terback Shane Illingworth is ahead of schedule. Against Tulsa, he became the first true freshman to play 
at quarterback for Oklahoma State in his first career game since Wes Lunt in 2012. Thus far, Illingworth 
has completed 58.6 percent of his passes and has a passer rating of 141.05.
	 A native of Norco, Calif., Illingworth was a four-star prospect rated among the top-five pocket pass-
ers in the nation. Despite offers from a long list of schools out west, plus Arkansas, Missouri and others, 
Illingworth chose Oklahoma State, both for its offensive reputation and the proximity to family who live 
in Oklahoma.

Lock Down Defense
	 Oklahoma State's defense has been dominant through seven games, holding its first seven oppo-
nents to an average of 337.3 yards of total offense per game, which if the season ended today would 
mark the lowest average allowed by the Cowboys since the 2009 season (332.5).

Defensive Playmakers
	 The Oklahoma State defense is among the nation's best this year and one of the reasons is that 
there are big-time playmakers on each level. Up front, defensive end Trace Ford has 3.5 sacks, four 
pass break-ups, three quarterback hurries and a forced fumble and is a consistent matchup problem for 
opponents. Tyler Lacy is the other end and has 4.0 sacks and four QB hurries as well. On the second 
level, linebackers Amen Ogbongbemiga and Malcolm Rodriguez seem to be all over the field. The duo 
has combined for 100 tackles, 10.0 tackles for loss, 5.5 sacks and six quarterback hurries through seven 
games.
	 In the secondary, cornerback Rodarius Williams is the owner of a Jim Thorpe Award résumé that 
includes this statistic - according to data analytics site Pro Football Focus, he is the national leader 
among FBS cornerbacks as he has only been targeted 20 times (min. 200 coverage snaps) this season. 
In Kolby Harvell-Peel (two interceptions and two pass break-ups) and Tre Sterling (one interception, 
two pass breakups and the team's third-leading tackler), Oklahoma State has a pair of game-changers 
at safety.
