* Oklahoma State is 28-23 and has won 10 of
its last 12 games. The Cowboys received an
NCAA Regional at-large berth, marking their
12th consecutive NCAA tourney appearance.

« OSU finished seventh in the Big 12 standings
with a 15-12 conference record.

* Up next, the third-seeded Cowboys open play
at the NCAA Athens Regional with a matchup
against No. 2 seed Duke Friday at 5 p.m. (CDT).

* The Pokes own a .254 team batting average
and .461slugging percentage and are averaging
6.6 runs per game. Brayden Smith leads OSU
with a .312 batting average and 14 doubles,
while Nolan Schubart paces the Cowboys with
17 homers and 54 RBlIs.

¢ OSU'’s pitching staff sports a 4.33 ERA; the
Cowboys rank among the nation's best in
shutouts (5), strikeouts per nine innings (9.8)
and strikeout-to-walk ratio (2.64).

* Host and No. 7 national seed Georgia brings
a 42-15 record into the Regional. The Bulldogs
posted an 18-12 record in SEC play. UGA is
making the 75th NCAA Regional appearance in
program history and second in a row.

¢ Head coach Wes Johnson owns an 85-32 in his
two seasons at UGA.

¢ Duke is 37-19 on the season, which includes
a 17-13 mark in the ACC. The Blue Devils are
making their third consecutive NCAA Regional
appearance and 12th in program history.

¢ In his 13th season leading the Blue Devils, head
coach Chris Pollard owns a 416-294 record.

* Binghamton enters tourney play with a 29-24
mark. The Bearcats went 13-11 in the America
East Conference before winning the league's
tourney title. BU is making its sixth overall NCAA
Regional appearance and first since 2022.

* Head coach Tom Sinicki is in his 33rd season as
Binghamton's head coach and owns a career
record of 729-742-9.

Josh Holliday returned home to Stillwater in 2012
poised to lead the Oklahoma State baseball program
back to national prominence, and he has done just
that over the last dozen seasons.

Holliday took over OSU baseball on June 8, 2012,
when he was named the 15th head coach in program
history. The Oklahoma State alumnus and native of
Stillwater had served the previous three seasons as
an assistant coach at Vanderbilt and established him-
self as one of the nation’s top assistant coaches over a
span of just over a decade.

Holliday’s hire has paid huge dividends as he has led
the OSU program back to national prominence in his
first 13 seasons at the helm.

Since Holliday took over the reins, the Cowboys
have never failed to make the postseason as he has
guided them to 12 NCAA Regional appearances. Dur-
ing his tenure, the program has also celebrated five
Big 12 Conference championships, including the pro-
gram’s first-ever regular season title, three NCAA
Super Regional berths and a return to the College
World Series for the first time since his playing days in
1999.

Over his 13 seasons, OSU won 473 games, the sec-
ond-highest win total among Big 12 teams during that
span, and has finished first or second in the confer-
ence standings eight times. His win total ranks as the
second highest in program history, trailing only Gary
Ward’s 953.

0OSU’s time under Holliday has also yielded 109
All-Big 12 Conference performers, 72 Major League
Baseball Draft picks, 16 All-Americans, four Big 12
Newcomer of the Year winners, two Big 12 Pitcher of
the Year honorees and a Big 12 Player of the Year.

The Cowboys have also raised their performance
in the classroom under Holliday. OSU has earned the
ABCA Team Academic Excellence Award each of the
last five years, posting a team grade point average
above 3.0 from 2020-24.

During his tenure, the program has counted over
100 graduates, and a dozen of those graduated with
honors.

OSU has had 148 Academic All-Big 12 performers
under Holliday, including a conference-record 20 in
2021. In 2024, Nolan Schubart became the sixth Cow-
boy in program history to earn Academic All-America
honors, and Zach Ehrhard was named OSU’s first-ever
Big 12 Baseball Scholar-Athlete of the Year.

Holliday is the first former OSU player to serve as
the program’s head coach. A four-year letterwinner
for the Cowboys from 1996-99, Holliday was a starter
on Cowboy teams that made four NCAA Tournament
appearances and reached the College World Series in
1996 and 1999.

During a career that spanned 256 games, which
ranks second all time at OSU, Holliday compiled a ca-
reer .311 batting average to go along with 53 home
runs, 62 doubles and 237 RBIs. He was inducted into
the OSU Baseball Hall of Fame in 2003.

Holliday’s name is prominent throughout the OSU
record book. He is OSU’s all-time leader in base on
balls with 225 and also ranks in the top five on the
Cowboys’ career lists in games, at bats, runs, hits,
doubles, total bases, RBIs and hit by pitches. He also
ranks seventh all-time in homers.

Holliday was a three-time All-Big 12 performer
(1997-99) and two-time All-American (1998-99).

Cowhoys At The NCAA Baseball Championship

« Oklahoma State is making its 50th appearance in
the NCAA Baseball Championship, which is tied
for the third most all time with Miami (FL) and
behind only Texas (64) and Florida State (61).

OSU owns a 159-106 (.600) record in the NCAA
tourney, with the 159 wins sixth on the all-time
list. The Cowboys’ 20 College World Series
appearances are tied for sixth all time.

The Cowboys are seeking to advance to the sixth
NCAA Super Regional in program history (1999,
2007, 2014, 2016, 2019). Should the Cowboys
advance out of the Athens Regional, they will
face the winner of the NCAA Oxford Regional in
a Super Regional.

OSU has made an NCAA Regional each season
under 13th-year head coach Josh Holliday. It is
the Cowboys’ 12th NCAA appearance under his
direction — there was no NCAA tourney in 2020
after the remainder of the season was cancelled
in March due to the COVID-19 global pandemic.

* The Pokes are 25-23 in NCAA tourney play under
Holliday — 20-17 in Regionals, 3-4 in Super
Regionals and 2-2 at the College World Series.
During his tenure, the Cowboys have made seven
NCAA Regional finals appearances and earned
three Super Regional berths. In 2016, Holliday led
his alma mater to the 20th College World Series
in program history.

* This year marks the fourth under Holliday that the
Pokes are a No. 3 seed (2013, 2017 & 2018). OSU
was a No. 1seed in 2014, 2015, 2019, 2022, 2023
& 2024 and was a No. 2 seed in 2016 and 2021.

Stout Competition
» OSU finished No. 44 in the NCAA RPI, and its
strength of schedule ranked 13th nationally.

* Inits first first 11 games this season, OSU faced
No. 8 Clemson, No. 13 Texas, No. 1 Tennessee,
No. 1 Texas A&M and No. 15 Mississippi State. The
Cowboys went 2-3 in those games.

¢ In 21 games at O'Brate Stadium this season,
which included 12 Big 12 contests, the Cowboys
posted a .282 team batting average while
smashing 52 of their 80 home runs on the season.
Brayden Smith hit .391 at home with six homers,
while Nolan Schubart hit .349 with 12 round
trippers in Stillwater. Colin Brueggemann posted
a .341 batting average and 11 homers at home.

* The Cowboy pitching staff posted a 3.73 ERA at
O'Brate Stadium in 2025; OSU's opponents had
an 8.74 ERA.

K Kounter

* In the first 110 seasons of Cowboy Baseball, no
OSU pitching staff recorded 600 strikeouts in a
season, but the Pokes reached that mark in each
of the last three seasons.

¢ In 2022, the Cowboys shattered the program
record for strikeouts in a season with 679,
besting the previous mark by 91. The total
ranked fifth nationally, and OSU was seventh in
the NCAA in strikeouts per nine innings at 10.7.

¢ In 2023, OSU led the Big 12 and was ninth in the
NCAA with 627 strikeouts; its 10.7 strikeouts per
nine innings ranked seventh nationally.

¢ Last season, the Cowboys racked up 663
strikeouts, the second-highest single season
total in program history. That total ranked eighth
nationally, and OSU was sixth in the NCAA with
11.0 strikeouts per nine innings.

Century Mark

¢ OSU eclipsed the 7100 home run mark in 2023 and
2024, the first time the Cowboys had achieved
that feat in back-to-back years since 1996-97 and
only the fourth time in program history to do it.

¢ The Pokes have hit 100-plus homers 12 times
in program history. They did it each year from
1985-88, again in 1991-92, went three-straight
years achieving the feat from 1995-97 and then
did it in 1999.

GAME NOTES

* In 2024, the Cowboys smashed 778 round
trippers, the seventh most in program history and
their highest total since 1999. OSU led the Big 12
in homers and ranked ninth nationally.

* OSU returned 63 percent of its home run
production as seven of the Cowboys' returners
combined for 74 homers in 2024.

Dandy Dozen

* Entering its game at Cincinnati on April 27, OSU's
record stood at 18-21. But the Pokes picked up
an 8-1 win in that game against the Bearcats,
which sparked them to a 10-2 record over their
last 12 games.

* Over that span, the Cowboys swept home
series against UCF and Arizona State and took
2-of-3 at Baylor before going 1-1 at the Big 12
Championship.

* The 12-game stretch saw OSU's pitching staff
post a 2.50 ERA. The Cowboys’ big three of
Bodendorf, Pesca and Youngerman made 11
starts and went 8-0 with a 219 ERA and 63
strikeouts in 70 innings over that span.

Carrying the Cowboys offensively has been
Brayden Smith (4 HR, 14 RBIs), Nolan Schubart
(6 HR, 15 RBIs) and Colin Bruggemann (5 HR, 12
RBIs). Smith is one of three Pokes, along with
Kollin Ritchie and lan Daugherty, to post .333
batting averages during the 12-game stretch.

Three-Headed Monster

* OSU's top three starting pitchers - Harrison
Bodendorf, Mario Pesca and Sean Youngerman
- have a combined 20-4 record and 2.80 ERA
while racking up 215 strikeouts in 202 2/3 innings
of work.

Dealing

* Inleading OSU to a three-game series sweep of
then No. 22 and Big 12 leader Kansas State, the
Cowboys' pitching staff was dominant against
a Wildcats' lineup that entered the weekend
averaging 8.5 runs per game and ranked 23rd
nationally with a .528 slugging percentage.

* OSU used eight pitchers in the series, and in 27
innings, that group combined for 38 strikeouts, a
1.33 ERA (4 ER) and a 133 batting average, with
10 of K-State's 12 hits being singles.

* Harrison Bodendorf took the ball for the series
opener and hurled a then career-high seven
innings, allowing just one unearned run and
giving up only two hits, both singles, to earn the
win. He racked up a career-best 12 strikeouts,
punching out the side in the second, third and
fifth innings.

¢ Sean Youngerman stepped up in the second
game of the series as he made just his second
start of the season and picked up the series-
clinching win with eight shutout innings and 11
strikeouts; both marked career highs. He retired
the first 17 Wildcat batters in order before losing
the perfect game on a single after 5 2/3 innings.

* Youngerman allowed just three hits, all singles,
and did not issue a walk in the 133-pitch
performance, which nearly doubled his previous
high pitch count of 74.

Dirty Harry
+ Transfer Harrison Bodendorf has had an instant
impact in OSU’'s weekend starting rotation.

* Bodendorf was named the Big 12 Co-Newcomer
of the Year and an All-Big 12 First Team
performer. He is also one of 16 semifinalists for
the College Baseball Foundation National Pitcher
of the Year and a semifinalist for the Dick Howser
Trophy, awarded to college baseball's top player.

* The southpaw is 10-1 with a 2.77 ERA and 100
strikeouts in 87 2/3 innings. He leads the Big 12
and ranks ninth nationally in wins (three behind
the NCAA leader).

* Bodendorfis the 77th different Cowboy to record
100 strikeouts in a season; that feat has now been
achieved 21 times in program history.

* Bodendorf is the first OSU pitcher since Jensen
Elliott in 2019 to record double-digit wins in a
season; Elliott also had 10. The last Cowboy to
surpass 10 wins in a season was Tyler Lyons, who
had 12 in 2008.

* Bodendorf has worked at least five innings in 12
of his 15 starts (one of those was shortened due
to rain) and has recorded at least six strikeouts
in 10 of those.

* Bodendorf was named Big 12 Pitcher of the Week
four times, tying the conference record with four
others. He earned the honor after tossing eight
shutout frames vs. UCF, following a 10-inning
complete game win at Arizona, after his seven-
inning, 12-strikeout effort vs. Kansas State and
following a performance against No. 1 Texas
A&M in which he tossed five shutout innings and
allowed just one hit.

* Bodendorf pitched his first two seasons at
Hawaii, where he was 9-5 with seven saves in 41
appearances, including 17 starts.

A Performance For The Ages

¢ Harrison Bodendorf reached uncharted
territory for a second consecutive week with
his performance in the series opener at Arizona.

» Bodendorf tossed the first complete game of his
career, but it wasn't your typical CG - the lefty
pitched 10 innings to get the win vs. the 20th-
ranked Wildcats.

* You have to go back to May 31, 2009, to find the
last time a Big 12 pitcher lasted more innings
- that came when Texas' Austin Wood hurled
a conference-record 13 innings in an NCAA
Regional game vs. Boston College (that game
lasted an NCAA record 25 innings).
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Bodendorf became just the seventh Big 12
pitcher since 2003 to work 10 innings in a game
(not counting Woods' 13). One other OSU pitcher
is on that list - Scott Richmond, who reached that
mark on April 18, 2004 in a game against Kansas
(the Cowboys won in 14 innings).

The 125-pitch effort by Bodendorf saw him rack
up 10 strikeouts and allow just one earned run on
three hits; he issued only one walk. At one point,
he retired 15-straight batters from the bottom of
the fourth inning until allowing a home run with
one out in the ninth.

For those curious, the OSU record for innings
pitched in a game is 12, set by Tom Borland
against Tulsa on May 6, 1955.

Whatever You Need

Sean Youngerman served as OSU's closer for
the much of the season but has also shined in
a starting role of late. In 20 appearances, six of
those as a starter, he's 3-1 with four saves to go
along with a 2.08 ERA that ranks seventh in the
NCAA this season.

Youngerman's most impressive stat? He's issued
only eight walks while posting 59 strikeouts. He
ranks fifth nationally with a WHIP of 0.87 and his
7.38 K-to-BB ratio is sixth.

Youngerman was named to the All-Big 12 Second
Team as both a starter and a reliever.

Youngerman spent the last two seasons at
Westmont College in his native California,
helping the program win an NAIA national
championship in 2023 before transitioning to
the Division Il level last season.

Shot In The Arms

Two other transfers - Hunter Watkins and Mario
Pesca - have had huge impacts on the pitching
staff.

Watkins, who spent his freshman season at Grand
Canyon, has primarily been a weekend starter
but has come out of the bullpen of late and is
5-4 in 18 appearances (10 starts). He's second
on the Cowboys with 66 strikeouts and had a
career-high 10 punchouts against lllinois State.

Pesca has been among OSU's best pitchers out
of the bullpen but has also proven a reliable
starter and has moved into a spot in the weekend
rotation over the last month. In 20 appearances,
including seven starts, the righty is 7-2 with a 3.43
ERA and has 56 strikeouts in 63 innings.

Pesca spent his first two seasons at St. John's,
where he earned All-Big East First Team honors
last season as a sophomore.

Start Me Up

While Sean Youngerman and Mario Pesca have
thrived in various roles, their emergence in the
starting rotation has paid the biggest dividends.

GAME NOTES

* In seven starts, Pesca is 4-1 with a 2.58 ERA and
30 strikeouts in 38 1/3 innings. By comparison,
in 13 stints out of the bullpen, he's 3-1 with a 4.74
ERA and 26 strikeouts in 24 2/3 innings.

* Youngerman has started six games and is 3-0
with a 1.53 ERA and 40 strikeouts in 35 1/3
innings in those appearances. Coming out of the
bullpenin 14 games, he is 0-1 with four saves and
a 3.24 ERA and 19 strikeouts in 16 2/3 innings.

* OSU'’s pitching staff sports a 3.57 ERA from its
starting pitchers, while the Cowboys' bullpen
ERA is 5.21.

No Doubt Nolan

 Inhis first two collegiate seasons, Nolan Schubart
established himself as one of the nation’s top
offensive players. In 110 games, he recorded a
.352 batting average, 40 home runs, 142 RBIs and
a1.223 OPS, and his .743 slugging percentage put
him in the top 10 in OSU history.

e Schubart is the 13th Cowboy in program history
to earn All-America honors in multiple seasons.
Only two Pokes - Pete Incaviglia and Robin
Ventura - have been three-time All-Americans.

* Despite missing 12 games last season after
suffering an injury on Feb. 27, Schubart led the
Big 12 in home runs (23), RBIs (68), on-base
percentage (.513), slugging percentage (.838)
and OPS (1.351), and he ranked second with a.370
batting average. After his return from injury, he
hit .396 with 21 homers and 60 RBIs over OSU's
last 43 games.

Writing His Name In The Record Book

* It's hard to crack the offensive career record book
in a program with the storied history of Oklahoma
State, but Nolan Schubart is doing just that.

* Schubart owns a career .330 batting average
in 161 games. With 57 homers, he is fourth on
OSU'’s all-time list, and with 196 RBIs, he needs
just three more to move into the top 10 in that
category.

* Schubart ranks just outside the top 10 on OSU's
career list with a .697 slugging percentage.

¢ Colin Brueggemann has been the Pokes' most

consistent hitter in 2025. After going hitless in
OSU's season opener, the senior first baseman
hit safely in 14-straight games.

The hitting streak came to an end at DBU, but
Brueggemann pushed his streak of games
reaching base safely to 17 before that was
snapped in the opener at Utah.

Brueggemann ranks second on the Cowboys with
a.301 batting average, 11 doubles, 14 homers, 52
RBIs and a .582 slugging percentage.

This SID credits Bruegge's walkup song, Alive
by Pearl Jam, as a big reason for the success.
Classic 90s banger.

Hitting His Stride

¢ Brayden Smith had a 19-game hitting streak

snapped against Oklahoma. The streak marked
the longest by a Cowboy since 2021 when
Christian Encarnacion-Strand also hit safely in
19 consecutive games.

The junior, in his first season in Stillwater after
beginning his career at lowa Western CC, hit.395
(32-for-81) during the streak with two triples,
seven doubles, six homers and 21 RBIs. He turned
in eight multi-hit games, including four games
of three or more hits, and six multi-RBI efforts.

That hot hitting saw Smith's batting average
Jjump 133 points to .313. The streak began in the
first game of a doubleheader against lllinois State
on March 9 and ended April 15.

Smith leads OSU with a .312 batting average and
14 doubles; he has tallied 14 multi-hit games.

In Big 12 play, Smith hit a team-high .343 and also
led the Pokes in doubles (9), slugging percentage
(.627) and on-base percentage (.424).

Smith finished the regular season on a tear.
In the series against Arizona State, he hit .667
with three doubles, two home runs and six RBIs.
He went 8-for-12 at the plate and also led the
Cowboys with six runs, 17 total bases, two walks,
a 1.417 slugging percentage and four stolen bases
(4-for-4 on attempts). During one stretch over
games two and three, he reached base safely in
nine consecutive plate appearances, including
collecting hits in seven of those at-bats with three
singles, two doubles and two homers.

STADIUM

Considered one of college baseball's top facilities, O'Brate Stadium has drawn in fans in droves on game days.

+ OSU has averaged over 5,000 fans in each of the last three seasons, ranking among the national leaders in attendance.

* In 2022, the first season O'Brate Stadium was open to fans at full capacity, OSU ranked eighth nationally in average home
attendance at 5,580. The following year, it ranked 11th nationally, and last season, the Cowboys came in at No. 12.

« In terms of total attendance, OSU has ranked ninth, 11th and 15th nationally over the last three years.

* In 2024, OSU set back-to-back attendance records against Oklahoma, drawing 8,067 fans on April 5 before 8,230 fans
came through the gates the following day.

+ Oklahoma State began play in its new baseball complex, O’Brate Stadium, in 2021. Work on the $75 million project ($60 million in
began in February 2018 and was completed during the spring of 2020.

+ Named after serial entrepreneur Cecil O’Brate, who gave $35 million toward the project

* Inspired by Boone Pickens Stadium, the home of the Cowboys includes 3,500 permanent seats, 11 suites and 420 premium seats
in dedicated club and suite areas. Seating can be expanded to 8,000 as needed.

* The concourse area encompasses the entire playing field. Highlights of the concourse area are tailgating tents (dubbed "corrals"),
refreshment areas down both the right field and left field lines, a dedicated student section with special loge seating and terrace seat-
ing in the outfield.

* A 2,000-square foot video board allows for top-of-the-line graphics and video content to further enhance the game day experi-
ence, and fans benefit from a large parking lot that accommodates about 600 vehicles beyond center field.

* The playing surface is natural grass and features a top-of-the line drainage system.

+ An artificial turf infield is used for practice and is one-third of a maximum-efficiency “training triangle” area that also includes an
indoor facility and a weight room that allows the Cowboys to practice year-round, regardless of weather conditions, without having to
utilize the ballpark’s main playing surface.

» Several notable cutting-edge technology features for swing training and pitching development are built into the complex, includ-
ing the TrackMan system, which measures pitch velocity, exit speed, launch angle, distance and more. Additionally, pitchers benefit
from specialized equipment built for arm care and injury prevention.

« Situated along the left-field line, the clubhouse and team room areas provide plush accommodations for the Cowboys, starting
with a 7,400-square-foot locker room and player lounge space that has top-of-the-line lockers for each player. In that same area are a
nutrition center that includes a sports performance pantry and fueling station and a tiered-seated classroom that seats 50.

* The operations center houses a sports medicine area with state-of-the-art hydrotherapy equipment, a modern weight room and
a baseball-specific laundry center and equipment room. Former players have a dedicated space within the operations center that
includes lockers they can utilize when returning to campus to continue their professional baseball training while finishing out their
academic degree programs.

“Our vision was to build a facility that would allow us to develop players at the highest level, teach leadership concepts and
principles, embrace the team concept and provide a first-class experience for our loyal fans and alumni ... The end result was exactly
what we wanted. We accomplished our goal, and it is beyond anything | could have envisioned.” Josh Holliday

The home of Cowboy Baseball bears the name of the late Cecil O’Brate, who gave $35 million toward the project; O'Brate passed
away at the age of 95 in January 2024

Born in Enid, Okla., O’'Brate attended Oklahoma State (then Oklahoma A&M) from 1946-48 and went on to a career as a self-made
serial entrepreneur. He is the owner, developer, and operator of multiple businesses in numerous and diverse industries such as agricul-
ture, banking, manufacturing, energy, hospitality, real estate, alternative energy, medicine, and food science.
