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In the spring of 1996, ground was broken for the construction of a new
multi-sport facility, and in July 1997, the complex, the Gillom Athletics
Performance Center, ushered in a new era in women's athletics at Ole
Miss.

The facility recently underwent an extensive renovation that was
completed in the summer of 2017. Updates to the facility included
additions to the volleyball competition area, a weight room and
training room and two video rooms for teams to watch film. The
building houses offices and locker rooms for the rifle, soccer, softball
and volleyball programs.

The volleyball portion of the Gillom Center experienced upgrades prior
to the 2010 season with the playing court being moved and additional
grandstand seating added to the facility. Chairback seating was added
to the north side of the court behind the team benches to completely
surround the playing surface with fans.

On April 28, 2000, the complex was dedicated as the Gillom Center
in honor of Rebel basketball legends Peggie and Jennifer Gillom. The
Gillom sisters are the top two scorers in the history of the program.

The facility, which was built on the University's intramural fields on
Hathorn Road near Highway 6, is a metal structure with a brick front
similar to other campus edifices.

Right off the court are locker rooms and a team lounge and meeting
room. The team meeting room and lounge provides the volleyball
program with a place to congregate during non-practice times and
can serve as a home away from home for the team. Athletes watch
TV, study or play games, including a pool table in the volleyball team
room.

Over the years, the Gillom Center has become a tough venue on
visiting teams thanks to a vocal and supportive fan base. Dating back
to the 2006 season, the Rebels have posted a 113-61 home record.
The Rebels equaled their most home wins in program history in 2017
with a 13-6 record.

All of the top-10 crowds in school history have come in the past
decade and the Rebels set a single-season attendance record with
13,168 fans coming to the Gillom Athletics Performance Center
throughout the 2077 season.

In 2018, back-to-back at-capacity attendance records were set in
Gillom with 1,057 fans on October 19 versus Florida, and then broken
two days later when 1,207 fans packed into Gillom to see Ole Miss
pick up a 3-1 victory over in-state rivals Mississippi State.

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A winner on every level of coaching, Steven
McRoberts was hired on Jan. 16, 2014, to take
Ole Miss volleyball to the top of the SEC and
make it relevant on the national stage.

It's safe to say, the Rebels are well on their way.

McRoberts inherited a team that in the two
years prior posted a 26-34 overall record and
finished at the bottom of the SEC standings. The
Rebels have posted four consecutive winning
seasons for the first time in three decades, won
12 reqular season tournament titles, set
numerous team and individual records, and
players have earned All-America, All-Region and
All-SEC honors.

In his fifth year at Ole Miss, McRoberts guided
the Rebels to 11 straight wins early in pre-
conference action, including sweeping the entire
Georgia State Invitational Tournament in
September in Atlanta. All-SEC and AVCA
All-Region selection Emily Stroup broke the
single-match kills record three separate times,
notching 30, then 31, and finally 32 kills during
the season. She also replaced herself as the
single-season kills leader, totaling 584 on the
season, a statistic she ranked second in the
country in.

A historic season capped McRoberts fourth year
at the helm, as the Rebels captured the NIVC
Championship and set numerous team and
individual records. A few close five-set losses
in conference play ended the Rebels NCAA
Tournament chances, but they took advantage
of their opportunity to play in the first NIVC
Tournament since the mid 90s. Led by the
senior duo of Kate Gibson and Lexi Thompson
and NIVC tournament MVP Emily Stroup, the
Rebels won six in a row to end the season,
including five straight on their way to the NIVC
title. They only dropped one set in all five post-
season matches played at the newly-renovated
Gillom Athletics Performance Center.

Records continued to fall, as the Rebels equaled
the most wins in the rally era (22) and set
single-season team marks for kills (1,846),
assists (1,708), digs (2,238) and blocks (294).
Gibson and Thompson became the first
members of the 7000/1000 Club at Ole Miss
