Against Washington

Oregon State holds a 7-3 mark against Wash-
ington in the team’s last 10 meetings. That
includes a 14-5 victory in Omaha last season
en route to the National Championship. The
Beavers have taken nine of the last 11 series
between the teams, including three of the
last four in Seattle.

Gretler’s Surge

Matthew Gretler has hit safely in three con-
secutive games after homering versus Port-
land on Tuesday. The freshman from Bonney,
Lake, Wash., has gone 4-for-10 with three
runs and two runs batted in over that stretch.

The Lefty

Brandon Eisert, the Beavers’ starter on Friday
night, gave up his first run of the season ver-
sus California last week. The lefty has issued
just three walks while striking out 35 in 23
2/3 innings. He is 12th nationally with a 11.67
strikeout-to-walk ratio, which also leads the
Pac-12 Conference.

Another Winning Month ...

The Beavers are 8-5-1in the month of March
and need one win to assure themselves of a
winning month. 0SU has posted a winning re-
cord every month for 28 consecutive months
and 33 of the last 34. The lone blemish over
that stretch was a 2-2 mark for the Beavers
in June 2012. The team’s last losing record in
a single month was a 6-9 finish in May 2011.

« Adley Rutschman picked up Oregon State’s
first triple of the season on Tuesday. The
Beavers were the last team in the Pac-12
without one.

* Rutschman is on also on a three-game hit
streak and has three RBI and a walk during
that stretch.

* Oregon State’s bullpen has a 3-2 record
and 1.63 earned run average in the month of
March. The ‘pen has allowed just 40 hits in
60 2/3 innings and has 77 strikeouts to 23
walks.

Throughout those trips, over 100 student-athletes were
able to experience life in a distinct culture, learn about the
impact of their work on a community and interact outside
of the university context to maximize the intercultural ex-
perience.

This year marked the second-straight year that Oregon
State Athletics has sponsored two Beavers Without Bor-
ders trips. In June, 12 athletes made the trip to the Domin-
can Republic, with another 12 heading to Guatemala in
August.
