OREGON STATE WOMEN'S BASKETBALL 101
If this is your first time covering Oregon State Women's Baskethall, these are the five most
important things to know about our culture and the way we play basketball:
* Elite position defense is normally the team's calling card. Under Scott Rueck the Beavs
rank fifth in the nation in FG% defense, holding foes to 35.7% shooting since 2010-11
* That FG% defense is no accident. Typically, 0SU looks to force opponents into their
lowest-percentage looks rather than risk their position for steals or turnovers.
* Holding opponents to one shot is crucial for defensive success: 0SU ranks 10th
nationally in rebound margin over the last 10 seasons (+8.1)
« (Offensively, Oregon State teams traditionally opt to surround posts with open shooters,
forcing defenses to pick their poison between guarding the arc and the rim
* Scott Rueck has coached 14 all-league posts at O0SU and his teams have shot an
average of 34.6 percent from downtown (14th nationally since his arrival in Corvallis)

HEADED BACK TO THE PAC (12)

The Beavs are grateful to be affiliate members of the WCC for the 2024-25 and 2025-26
seasons. Next year, Oregon State and fellow original league member, Washington State
will resume Pac-12 play with the new members on the conference: Boise State, Colorado
State, Fresno State, Gonzaga, San Diego State, Texas State and Utah State. New members
will officially join on July 1, 2026.

FILLING IT UP

Tiara Bolden is one of 19 players in the country to be averaging 15 points on 50% or better
shooting from the field and 45% or better from three-point range. Bolden leads the team,
averaging 15.3 points per game. With 20+ points against lllinois, Air Force and Utah State
Bolden became the first Beav to have 20+ point games in a row since Raegan Beers in
2024. The last to score 20+ points in four straight games was Marie Gulich in 2018.

HOW CAN SHE ASSIST YOU

Kennedie Shuler ranks among the nation's most consistent distributors. The Oregon
product is one of just 12 players nationally to hand out five-or-more assists in seven
games this season. Shuler is tied for 17th nationally and leads the WCC with 8.1 assists
per game.

CLUTCH KENNEDIE

The Beavers turned to Kennedie Shuler with the game on the line three times last season.
She delivered all three times. The then-sophomore point guard hit game-winning and-
ones against LMU (in regulation), at Santa Clara (in overtime) to secure crucial conference
play victories. With 0.8 seconds left in the WCC Semifinal game against Gonzaga, Shuler
clutched up once again with a layup to secure the ticket to the finals.

SHOOTIN' SCHIMEL

Ally Schimel joined Oregon State as a walk-on after dominating 3A Oregon high schools
for four years at Corbett on the way to two state runner-ups and a title as a senior. The
freshman quickly proved herself as a Beav, leading the team in season plus-minus, and
earned a scholarship at the team's holiday party. This year, the sharpshooting sophomore
is already a major threat from downtown, making 48.4% of her triples.

MS. MAKE IT HAPPEN

Kennedie Shuler's growth is on full display. After struggling at points last season, she is
emerging as one of the top table-setters in the WCC. Shuler sits second in the WCC with
an assist/turnover ratio of 2.44. Averaging 6.5 assists per game, the playmaker leads the
WCC after posting a career high of 14 assists against Long Beach State. Dating back to
last season, Shuler dished out at least five assists in five of her last six games including
the last fourin a row.

BOLDEN'S BIG SUMMER

Scott Rueck challenged Tiara Bolden to take 10,000 three-pointers this summer. She
doubled that, and the results are plain to see. It's early, but Bolden is shooting more than
10% better from three (50% vs. 31.5% in 2024-25) this season on two more attempts per
game. The work with Rueck over the summer helped refine the senior's jumper and she's
averaged 17.8 points per game through the Beavs opening six games.

BOLD(EN) ON THE BOARDS

In addition to elite speed and work ethic, Tiara Bolden makes an extraimpact on the boards
with 5.8 per game to open the season. The senior averaged 3.9 rebounds per game in
2024-25, which ranks third among returning conference guards. Bolden pulled down 5+
rebounds 13 times last season.

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| // HEAD COACH SCOTT RUECK (16 TH SEASON)

It was a homecoming of sorts for 0SU alumnus Scott Rueck, who was named the fifth
E%?S coach in the history of the Oregon State women'’s basketball program on June 30,

Rueck has been the architect of an accelerated turnaround of the women’s basketball
program at Oregon State, bringing the team onto the national stage.

Rueck has led the Beavers to nine NCAA Tournaments, including the 2024 event where he
took a team picked 10th in the Pac-12 preseason poll to the Elite 8. 0SU was also poised to
garn a top-4 seed prior to the cancellation of the 2019-20 Tournament due to COVID-18.
Oregon State won three-straight Pac-12 titles from 2015-17, and has made five Sweet-
16’s, three Elite Eight’s and a Final Four.

The two-time OSU graduate entered the Oregon State Hall of Fame for the first time with
his 2016 Final Four Team on Naovember 10, 2023. Rueck led the Beavers to a sweep of the
Pac-12 regular season and conference titles in addition to the Final Four

The now-15th-year coach has led the Beavers to 49 wins over AP Top 25 programs during
his time at Oregon State, including 16 over top-10 teams. Squarmgr_loff against some of the
best players in the nation, the Beavers have often at least held their own. 0SU went 4-4
against Oregon during Sabrina lonescu's time in Eugiene andrecorded an 7-1mark against
Washington while Pac-12 all-time leading scorer Kelsey Plum played for the Huskies.

Oregon State also developed its own superstars under Rueck. Five players earned All-
America haonors in six years between 2015-2020. Jamie Weisner and Ruth Hamblin won
back-to-hack Pac-12 Player of the Year honors in 2015-16 and Hamblin, Gabhy Hansen and
Marie Gulich won Pac-12 Defensive Player of the Year in four straight seasons between
2015-18. Sydney Weise was another of the All-Americans and also won the Senior Class
Award in 2017 after earning All-Pac-12 recognition for four straight seasons.
