Alot has happened since the fall of 1965 when Coach Bill White assembled the first team to play a predominant junior varsity schedule just two years after
the school was founded by Oral Roberts.

ORU made the move to NCAA Division | in time for the 1971-72 campaign and responded with a 26-2 recard and a trip to the NIT that season. That record is
still the second-best in NCAA history for a first-year Division | program.

A total of six NCAA Tournament appearances, including a trip to the Elite Eight in 1973-74, along with 12 other postseason tournament appearances have
followed.

Over the past 16 seasons, ORU has gone to five NCAA Tournaments, including the Sweet 16 in 2020-21, and has won a conference regular season or tourna-
ment championship seven times. In all, ORU has finished below third in the conference standings just 11 times in 33 seasons as a member of either the Midwestern
Collegiate Conference (1979-87), Mid-Con/Summit League (1997-2012, 2013-14) or Southland Conference (2012-2014).

The 2014-15 season was the 50th season of basketball at 81st and Lewis, and ORU has earned 29 All-America accolades, had 10 conference Players of the
Year and 22 NABC All-District selections.

Despite a difficult non-conference schedule, ORU
postedasecond consecutive 20-winseasonand won
a postseason tournament game for the first time in
38 years. Led by the senior duo of Damen Bell-Holter
and Warren Niles, both of whom earned NABC All-
District First Team honors, the Golden Eagles did

better than just win a postseason tournament game,
they won a pair and made it to the quarterfinals of
the CIT. Bell-Holter and Niles ended their careers in
the top-10 in a number of single season and career
statistical categories in ORU history. Niles finished
with 1,984 career points (8th) and 292 made
3-pointers (4th), while Bell-Holter finished fifth with
878 career rebounds and fourth with 139 career
blocks. Bell-Holter was also the first in the nation
during 2012-13 to post 25 points and 20 rebounds in
agame,and the firstat ORU since Caleb Green. Aside
from those two, it was a young ORU team, with just
15 combined years of experience between 15 players
ontheroster,making ORU one of the youngest teams
in the nation. The youth showed up as ORU faced a
new conference and bowed out of the tournament
early. With a renewed excitement in the CIT, ORU
posted two dominant wins in the first two rounds
before facing a Weber State team that wan 17 of its
last 19 games and 30 games on the season.
