> On Friday the program lost its legendary former coach, Hall of Famer John
Chaney, who passed away at the age of 89.

> Playing through emotions, the Owls will take on an opponent it defeated
in New Orleans two weeks ago.

> Redshirt freshman Damian Dunn continues to lead Temple and ranks 10th
in the AAC in scoring (14.0 ppg). He also leads league and ranks ninth
nationally in free throws made (6.0 pg).

> Sophomore Khalif Battle, who has made a huge impact since coming off
an injury, is second in scoring (13.0 ppg) and leads in rebounding (7.7 rpg).

> Junior Jake Forrester (9.4 ppg, 6.4 rpg) tops TU and ranks third in the AAC
in FG% (.596).

> Senior De'Vondre Perry, who scored a season high 17 in the Tulsa win,
averages 8.4 ppg while freshman Jeremiah Williams (8.3 ppg) tops the
Owls and is third in the AAC in assists (4.5 apg).

> Senior J.P. Moorman Il (7.5 ppg, 7.0 rpg) rounds out the starters while
graduate reserve Brendan Barry (7.9 ppg) leads the AAC in three-point
percentage (19-39, .487).

NEWS AND NOTES PROGRAM INFORMATION

SCOUTING TULANE

> Tulane is on a three-game skid, falling to #6/6 Houston (83-60) after seeing two
games postponed due to positive COVID-19 cases in the program.

> The Green Wave has won just one conference game, defeating East Carolina, 60-56,
in New Orleans to open the New Year.

> The team has two players averaging in double figures, with Jaylen Forbes (14.8 ppg)
and Jordan Walker (12.5 ppg) leading the team.

SERIES HISTORY

> This is the 18th meeting between the teams with Temple holding a 13-4 advantage.

> Temple split last season's series, falling 65-51 at home and earning a 72-68 victory at
Tulane. The Owls defeated Tulane 65-57 in New Orleans earlier this month in the first
game of this season's series.

> The Owls have won eight of the last 10 meetings, but the Green Wave snapped a
three-game losing streak to Temple with a 65-51 win in Philly on Jan. 11, 2020.

> Temple is 5-2 against Tulane in the Liacouras Center, but the Green Wave have won
two of the last three in Philly. The other win was an 85-75 victory on Dec. 28, 2017.

LAST MEETING: Temple 65, @ Tulane 57 (1/16/21)

> Leading 28-26 at the half, Temple clamped down defensively over the final 20 minutes
in posting a 65-57 win over Tulane at Fogelman Arena. The Owils held the Green Wave
to 9-34 shooting in the second half (23.x%) to break the game open.

> Redshirt freshman Damian Dunn scored 14 of his game-high 18 points in the second
half while junior Jake Forrester had his first double-double of the season with 17 points,
on six-of-seven shooting from the field, and 10 rebounds.

> Jaylen Forbes led the Green Wave, who were without their head coach Ron Hunter
(Covid protocol issues), with 14 points.

> Temple jumped out of the gate quickly, making its’ first five shots to take a 15-4
lead by the first media timeout.

> Tulane responded with an 10-3 run, holding the Owils to one-for-seven shooting
over the next four minutes to cut the deficit to 18-14.

> The game stayed tight the remainder of the half with the Owls holding a 28-26
advantage at the break.

> Temple again jumped out quickly, scoring the first 11 points of the second half to
push the margin to 39-26.

> Tulane finally got on the scoreboard with free throws from Gabe Watson, but
the Temple defense continued to clamp down on the Green Wave, holding the
hosts without a field goal until the 10:07 mark.

> The Owls twice extended their lead to 14 points, the last on a Forrester basket
at the 5:08 mark (55-41), before the Green Wave went on a 9-2 run to cut the
margin to seven, 57-50, with 1:29 remaining.

> That would be as close as the hosts would come.

LAST GAME: @ Temple 76, Tulsa 67 (1/26/21)

> Sophomore transfer Khalif Battle had a career day, scoring 22 points and
grabbing 11 rebounds for his first collegiate double-double to lead Temple to a
76-67 win over Tulsa.

> Battle, who shot 6-10 from the field (3-6 3-pt) while also dishing three assists
over 32 minutes, led four Owl double-figure scorers.

> He was joined by De’Vondre Perry (17), Damian Dunn (10) and Jake Forrester
(10).

> Temple built an early lead and held a double-digit margin for most of the
contest. Tulsa, led by Rey Idowu (20 pts), made a late run, cutting a 22-point
lead to single digits over the final 10 minutes, but the Owls held on for the victory.
digits, 70-62, on two Idowu free throws with just over two minutes remaining.

> Three free throws from Tulsa put the score at 72-65 with 51 seconds left. That
would be as close as the Golden Hurricane would come as the Owls made four
free throws in the final minute to seal the win.

MOURNING A LEGEND

> John Chaney, the Hall of Fame Temple coach who drove his student-athletes to
excellence on the court while teaching them to succeed off it, died late Friday morning
after a short illness. He celebrated his 89th birthday last week (Jan. 21).

> One of the most respected coaches in college sports, Coach Chaney led Temple’s
men’s basketball program for 24 years. He was twice named the national Division |
coach of the year, and his 1987-88 team ended the season ranked No. 1in the country.
> Coach Chaney’s run at Temple was one of the most successful of any coach in

the nation. Twenty-three of his 24 Temple teams played in postseason tournaments,
including 17 NCAA Tournament appearances.

> Before Coach Chaney’s arrival in 1982, the men’s basketball program had never
participated in back-to-back NCAA Tournaments. Under his leadership, the Owls earned
five consecutive berths between 1984 and 1988.

> The program rode a school-record streak of 12 straight appearances in the March
Madness field from 1990 through 2001, including five trips to the Elite Eight (1988, 1991,
1993, 1999 and 2001). Only four schools went to as many regional finals in those 16
years.

> “John Chaney was a great coach, but he was so much more. For generations of
Temple University students, he was a wise counselor, a dedicated teacher, an icon of
success, and a passionate leader who always led by example and with conviction. For
generations of his players, there is only one man whom they all lovingly called Coach
even to this day. That was John Chaney. Our most sincere condolences go out to his
wonderful family members. We will keep them all in our prayers.” - Temple President
Richard M. Englert, who has known Chaney since he came to Temple in 1982. “| am also
honored to say he was a dear friend.

> “John Chaney was more than just a Hall of Fame basketball coach. He was a Hall of
Famer in life. He touched countless lives, including my own. | will miss him dearly and
my thoughts and prayers go out to his family during this difficult time.” - Fran Dunphy,
Acting Director of Athletics and former Temple coach (2006-19).

> “Coach Chaney was like a father to me. He taught not just me, but all of his players
more than just how to succeed in basketball. He taught us life lessons to make us better
individuals off the court. | owe so much to him. He made me the man | am today."-
Temple coach Aaron McKie.

> Today’s game Aaron McKie and his coaching staff are proudly participating in Coaches
vs. Cancer Suits And Sneakers Week by wearing their sneakers to raise awareness
about the fight against cancer and inspire hope.

> Their efforts, along with Coaches vs. Cancer supporters nationwide, will help the
American Cancer Society attack cancer from every angle and provide support to millions
of cancer patients living in the USA today.

RECORD PACE

> Graduate student Brendan Barry, who joined the team two days before the season
opener, is off to a record setting pace in his first season as an Owl.

> The Dartmouth transfer leads the American Athletic Conference and ranks third in the
nation in three-point percentage (19-39, .487) and is seventh in the AAC in three-pointers
made per game (2.4). Both numbers could challenge TU single season school records.
> The Owls' current single season records are held by Dionte Christmas (3.14, 2008-09)
and Lynn Greer (50-106, .472). Jake O'Brien, another graduate transfer, made a similar
impact from long range (58-135, .430) in helping lead the Owls' 2012-13 team to a 24-10
record and a NCAA Tournament berth.

> Barry, who has come off the bench all season, ranks fourth on the Owls (20th AAC) in
minutes played (29.30mpg). He also is sixth on the team in scoring (7.9 ppg).

CHARITY STRIPE

> Redshirt freshman Damian Dunn has been living at the foul line this season.

> The Owl guard not only leads the team in scoring (14.0 ppg), but also ranks ninth in the
NCAA in free throws made per game (6.0) and fifth in attempted (8.25).

> His numbers could also challenge Temple single season records. Bill Kennedy holds
the school record for free throws made per game (6.8, 1959-60) while Jim Williams holds
the mark for free throws attempted per game (8.9, 1963-64).

LEGACY OWL

> Temple sophomore forward Jake Forrester is following in his father's footsteps as a
member of the Owls' basketball team. Jake's father, Dwight Forrester, played in 54 games
from 1981-82 through 1984-85, scoring 58 points and grabbing 55 rebounds.



NEWS AND NOTES 2020-21 PRESEASON HONORS

BATTLE RETURNS TO BATTLE

> The NCAA approved Khalif Battle's waiver to compete during the 2020-21 season on
Nov. 25 making the sophomore guard immediately eligible.

> Battle, however, was sidelined with a hamstring injury for the first five games before
debuting at Tulane with three points and six rebounds in 19 minutes off the bench.

> He followed that with 14 points, six rebounds and two assists in 33 minutes against
#8 Houston and then his first double-double, 22 points and 11 rebounds in a win over
Tulsa. The 22 points were a season high for all Temple players.

> Currently he ranks second on the team in scoring (13.0 ppg) while leading the Owils in
rebounding (7.7 rpg).

SIXTH MEN

> Brendan Barry and Khalif Battle are the top sixth men in the nation in one category

-- minutes per game.

> Barry leads the nation in minutes per game for reserves who have not started a single
contest, averaging 29.0 mpg.

> Battle, who has played in just three games so far, is second in the country with a 27.7
minutes per game average.

> Third (as of Jan. 29) is Isaiah Coleman-Landis of Miami (Ohio) at 271 mpg.

BROOKS IS BACK

> Ryan Brooks, the first recruit by former head coach Fran Dunphy, has returned as one
of three graduate managers for this season's team. He is joined by two other former
collegiate standouts, Cameron Ayers (Bucknell, "10-14).and Sean O'Brien (Colgate, "14-
18).

> A familiar face to Temple fans, Brooks was Fran Dunphy's first recruit in 2006 and was
instrumental in the Owls winning three straight Atlantic 10 Conference Championships
(2008, 2009 2010). As a senior, he led Temple in scoring (14.3 ppg.), helping the Owls
win 29 games and finish the season ranked 12th in the nation. Brooks, who played 10
seasons in Europe, finished his career with 1,225 points, 383 rebounds and 191 assists.

CALL TO THE HALL

> On Dec. 14, Temple University announced its 2020 Temple Athletics Hall of Fame
Class.

HEAD COACH

One of the greatest players
in Temple Basketball his-
tory, Aaron McKie is in his
second season as the head
coach at his alma mater.

McKie officially took over
the program where he
starred under Hall of Fame
coach John Chaney and
served as an assistant
coach for five seasons
under Fran Dunphy, in April
of 2019. He is the 18th head coach in Temple men’s basketball history,
but just the fifth since Hall of Fame coach Harry Litwack took over the
reins of the program in 1952. He is also the first alum to serve as the
Owils’ head coach since Litwack, who won 373 games and made two
Final Four appearances in his 21-year tenure.

His first season at the helm was a year of transition for the new Tem-
ple mentor. After starting the season with four straight wins, which is
the best start by a first-year Temple coach since Josh Cody ('42-43),
the Owis fell in a close contest, 76-69, to #5 Maryland. The team end-
ed the calendar year with a 9-3 mark, but the 2020 took its toll.

Temple posted just one win in January, but that victory, a 65-53 defeat
of #16 Wichita State, extended the program streak of 13 straight sea-
sons with a win over a ranked foe. McKie also became the first first-
year Temple coach to defeat a nationally-ranked team since 1952-53
(Harry Litwack).

After regrouping, the Owls finished the 2019-20 campaign with a 14-17
record with the season coming to abrupt end to the Covid-19 pandem-
ic.

Prior to the 2019-20 season, McKie served five seasons on Dunphy's
staff at Temple, the last as associate head coach. In 2018-29, the Owls
went 23-10, earned an NCAA Tournament berth and tied for third in
the American Athletic Conference after being picked to finish sixth.
The 20-win season was the third for Temple in McKie's five years on
the staff, during which the Owls went to the NCAA Tournament twice
and to the NIT Semifinals in 2015.

The Philadelphia basketball roots are deep for McKie and started in
high school where he played at nearby Simon Gratz ('90). There, un-
der the tutelage of legendary coach Bill Ellerbee, he helped lead the
Bulldogs to the 1990 Philadelphia Public League Championship, their
first title since 1939.

McKie then took his talents to North Broad Street to play under an-
other legend in Chaney. Arguably one of the best players in Temple
history, he had an incredible three-year playing career for the Owls
(1991-92 through 1993-94) and is tied for sixth on the school's all-time
scoring list with 1,650 points. A starter for all 92 games, he averaged
17.9 points per game while leading the Owls to three NCAA Tourna-
ments and a trip to the 1993 Elite Eight. He earned many accolades
during his heralded collegiate career, including Atlantic 10 Confer-

ence and Philadelphia Big 5 Player of the Year for his performance in
the 1992-93 season, when he averaged a team-best 20.6 points per
game.

Selected in the first round (17th overall) of the 1994 NBA Draft by the
Portland Trail Blazers, McKie played 13 seasons, including eight with
the Philadelphia 76ers where he was coached by another basketball
giant in Larry Brown. As a member of the Sixers in 2000-01, McKie
enjoyed his best season, taking home Sixth Man of the Year honors
while helping his hometown team reach the NBA Finals.

McKie has more than a decade of coaching experience. Besides serv-
ing as an assistant coach under Dunphy for the past five seasons, he
was also a five-year assistant (2007-13) on the 76ers staff and helped
lead the franchise to four NBA playoff appearances.

McKie resides in the Philadelphia area with his wife, Lisa, and their
four children, Erin, Jaron, and twin sons Justin and Julian.
