Ranked No. 8 by The Associated Press and No. 9 in the USA Today
coaches poll, Pitt has its highest November ranking since 1982. The
Panthers are 12th in this week's Bowl Championship Series ratings,
their highest BCS listing ever.

Pitt achieved its lofty rankings after winning five consecutive games
to improve to 8-1 on the year, its best start since the 1982 Panthers,
led by quarterback Dan Marino, also started 8-1.

The Panthers' final three opponents are a combined 20-5 (.800) against
FBS competition, giving them the fourth toughest remaining schedule
(based on future opponents) according to the NCAA.

Pitt has won two of its last three games against Notre Dame with both
victories occurring on the road (2004 and '08). The Panthers are seek-
ing their first home victory over the Irish since 1999.

Big East Best: Following its Nov. 7 victory over Syracuse, Pitt
boasts a 5-0 Big East mark, matching its best league start ever.

(five fumbles and four interceptions) to rank tied for seventh
nationally in fewest turnovers.

Pitt has had multiple turnovers in a game just twice this year
(Connecticut, two interceptions; Rutgers, two fumbles.)

Bringin® Heat: Pitt's pass rush has been outstanding thus far,
producing an average of 4.22 sacks per game to lead the nation.
The Panthers have animpressive 38 total sacks over nine games.

Defensive end Greg Romeus paces Pitt's pass rush with 7.5
sacks, while middle linebacker Adam Gunn is second with five
sacks.

To Serve and Protect: As potent as Pitt's pass rush has been,
the Panthers have been equally air tight on their own pass
protection. Pitt has given up just nine sacks to rank 12th (tied)
nationally (1.00 sacks/game) and first (tied) in the Big East.

Devastating Defense: Pitt boasts the No. 1 total defense in
the Big East Conference. The Panthers are yielding only 310.9
yards per game to lead the Big East and rank 21st nationally.

Since its Oct. 2 win at Louisville, no opponent has managed
more than 305 yards against the Panthers. Pitt has held its last
three opponents to less than 300 yards, including Rutgers (286),
USF (212) and Syracuse (285).
