Tonight's Top Notes

e It'll be the earliest the Princeton-Penn regular-season series has
wrapped up since 1992 when the Tigers and Quakers get together for the
final time Tuesday at The Palestra. Princeton will have the chance to make
some program history, as the Tigers, winners of six in a row over Penn,
have never won seven straight over the Quakers. It would be just the fourth
seven-game winning streak for any lvy team over Penn. Columbia won
eight in a row from 1929-33, Dartmouth won seven straight from 1939-42,
and Yale has an active nine-game winning streak since 2013.

® Up next: Princeton’s only home weekend of the month is this weekend,
when Cornell and Columbia come to Jadwin. Princeton has won 12 lvy
games in a row in Jadwin, with Yale, on Feb. 14, 2015, as the last home Ivy
loss. The streak is Princeton’s longest since winning 21 in a row from 2010-
13.

¢ Senior Spencer Weisz earned Ivy League Player of the Week honors for
the first time since Feb. 29, 2016 after averaging 19.5 points and 8.0 re-
bounds per game last weekend at Dartmouth and Harvard. Weisz reset his
career high with 26 points at Dartmouth.

* Princeton is on its first 5-0 lvy League start since the 2011 season, the last
time the Tigers won the lvy title. It's the 17th time Princeton has started 5-0
in the Ivy, All but three of those times, Princeton went on to at least share
the lvy title. Princeton started 8-0 in 2011 before a home loss to Brown.

* Princeton’s eight-game winning streak matches a Mitch Henderson-era
best. The Tigers have won eight in a row under Henderson three other
times, twice within one season and once over two seasons, with the last
such streak occurring entirely in February 2016. Princeton’s last streak
longer than eight was in January and February 2011, a 10-game run.

¢ Should the Tigers make it back to The Palestra for the lvy League tourna-
ment, it'd be the first time any of the current Tigers have played a playoff/
postseason game there, but far from the first time for the program. Prince-
ton is 5-8 all-time in such games at the 90-year-old venue, including 1-4 in
EIBL/Ivy playoff games, last in 2002, and 4-4 in NCAA Tournament games,
last in 1984.

e Steven Cook is just one point from 1,000 for his career, and he’d become
the 32nd Tiger all-time to reach that mark. He would join Spencer Weisz

as an active member of the 1,000-point club, and it'd mark the first time
since the last month-plus of the 2011-12 season that Princeton had two
1,000-point scorers at the same time (Douglas Davis "12 & lan Hummer "13).
Cook would be the fifth player to reach 1,000 points under Mitch Henderson
(Davis, Hummer, T.J. Bray '14, Weisz), and that would put Henderson along-
side only Pete Carril as Princeton coaches who have had as many as five
players reach 1,000 during their tenures. Carril had 14 during his 29-season
career.

¢ In Princeton’s 61-52 win over the Quakers last month in Jadwin, what
went right for Princeton included rebounding, taking and making its free
throws, and avoiding too many turnovers. The Tigers outrebounded Penn
34-29 and allowed only three offensive rebounds to the Quakers. Princeton
was 24 of 28 from the stripe, better than Penn’s 11 of 20, and the Tigers
outscored Penn in points off turnovers 15-4, committing 10 turnovers to 15
for Penn. Where Penn had the advantage was from the floor, outshooting

Princeton 40.5 percent to 34.7 percent and holding the Tigers to 3 of 19 from
3-point range. Princeton didn’t shoot well from 3 in its last visit to the Pales-
tra, going 5 of 15, but in 2015, the Tigers went 11 of 22 from beyond the arc,
including a 3 of 4 night from Spencer Weisz, in a 73-52 win.

® Princeton had a 21-point lead with 16-plus minutes to go in the game in
the Penn game last month, but the Quakers went on a 26-5 run to tie it at
44-all with seven minutes to go. The Tigers were 2 of 12 with two turnovers
during that stretch of nearly 10 minutes. Princeton never let Penn take the
lead, however, holding a single-digit lead the rest of the way after the tie.

® Princeton and Penn have faced six of the same opponents this year in
Lafayette, Saint Joseph’s, Yale, Brown, Harvard and Dartmouth. Princeton is
5-1 (SJU) against that group, while the Quakers are 1-5 (Lafayette).

* While Mitch Henderson has already passed two coaches on Princeton’s
all-time wins list since the start of the season, he still has at least a few
weeks to go before jumping the next spot. After starting the season with 96
wins, Henderson (108) has since passed Frederick Leuhring (100) and Butch
van Breda Kolff (103) to stand as Princeton’s fourth-winningest coach with
Albert Wittmer (115) in third.

e The Tigers are 28-5 in home back-to-back lvy weekend games under
Mitch Henderson, including 14-2 in Fridays and 13-3 in Saturdays of home
back-to-backs. Princeton is 18-14 in road games on back-to-back Ivy week-
ends under Henderson, including 10-6 in Friday games and 8-8 in Saturday
games of such weekends.

® Princeton is 33-5 against the lvy at home under Mitch Henderson and 21-
16 on the road.

¢ Under Mitch Henderson, the Tigers now have a 41-35 (.539) record in the
pre-New Year portion of the schedule and a 67-24 (.736) record from Jan. 1
forward.

¢ Through Sunday’s (2/5) games, Princeton is tied for the most wins among
New Jersey’s eight Division | teams since Mitch Henderson took over at
Princeton prior to the 2011-12 season. Princeton’s 108 wins during that time
match Seton Hall's 108.

¢ Through Saturday’s (2/4) games, Princeton ranked No. 1 in the nation in
fewest turnovers (185), and was top 10 percent in the nation in fewest turn-
overs (second, 308), turnovers per game (seventh, 10.3), 3s per game (15th,
9.9) and assist-to-turnover ratio (22nd, 1.39).

¢ Through Saturday’s (2/4) games, Penn was in the top 10 percent of the
nation in fewest turnovers (eighth, 232) and fewest fouls (ninth, 350).

® Princeton averages 10 (9.9) of 27 (26.7) from 3-point range this season.
Three Penn opponents have tried 27 or more 3s this year, including Harvard
(9 of 30), Fairfield (10 of 28) and Dartmouth (12 of 27). Princeton tried only 19
3s in the Penn game at Jadwin last month, and Princeton’s three 3s made
tied for the fewest for a Penn opponent this season. Along with Dartmouth,
Villanova also made 12 3s, the most for a Penn opponent this season.

¢ Princeton was 86th in the KenPom rankings through Sunday’s (2/5)
games. The Tigers had five non-league opponents in the KenPom top 100,
including VCU (46), California (54), BYU (74), Bucknell (89) and Monmouth
(92).

* Senior Spencer Weisz has been close to a triple-double this season,

netting 13 assists Dec. 10 at Liberty, getting 10 points, 11 rebounds and eight
assists against Saint Joseph’s on Dec. 14, and getting nine points, eight re-
bounds and seven assists Dec. 31 against Cal Poly. Princeton has never had
a recorded triple-double.

e At Bucknell, Weisz surpassed the 300-assist and 500-rebound mark,
becoming the third player in program history to have 1,000 points along with
500 boards and 300 helpers. Weisz stands at 1,119 points, 547 rebounds and
327 assists. The other two players are Kit Mueller 91 (1,546 pts., 560 reb.,
381 ast.) and lan Hummer 13 (1,625 pts., 725 reb., 308 ast.).

® ESPN's Feb. 2 bracketology had the Tigers as a 14th seed in the West in

Greenville, S.C. against Virginia. Among Princeton opponents, VCU was a

ninth seed in the South, Monmouth was a 14th seed in the East and Buck-
nell was a 15th seed in the Midwest,.

¢ Princeton leads the lvy in scoring margin (+8.5), turnover margin (+2.78),
assist-to-turnover ratio (+1.4), defensive rebounding percentage (.764) and
3s per game (9.9). Steven Cook leads the lvy in steals at 1.7.

¢ The Tigers have been bitten by the injury bug in a big way this season,
losing a pair of starting senior forwards. Hans Brase was injured (knee)
during the Nov. 29 game at VCU and was declared out for the season Dec.
11, and Henry Caruso played in the Dec. 10 win at Liberty and was declared
out for the season Dec. 14 (toe). Brase, who missed last season due to
another right knee injury, was Princeton’s leading rebounder in 2014-15 (7.5
rpg) and Caruso was Princeton’s leading scorer (15.0 ppg) and a first-team
All-lvy League pick a year ago.

¢ Princeton traveled nearly 15,000 (approx. 14,801) miles before hosting its
first Division | opponent in Saint Joseph’s on Dec. 14, going to BYU, Lehigh,
Lafayette, VCU, Hawaii for Cal and Hawai’i, and Liberty.

¢ Princeton was in the top 10 percent of the nation (top 34) in five statistical
categories at the end of last season: third in fewest fouls (503), sixth in few-
est turnovers (331), 14th in 3s per game (9.7), 21st in scoring margin (+10.5
ppg) and 31st in 3FG percentage (.383).

¢ Princeton led the Ivy League at the end of last season in scoring offense
(79.1 ppg. 39th nationally) in fewest turnovers, fewest fouls, defensive
rebounds per game (26.93), fewest personal fouls per game (17.3) and 3s
per game.Princeton’s 79.1 ppg last season was the third-highest in pro-
gram history and highest since the 1971-72 season, a program-record 79.69
points per game. The 1964-65 Final Four team averaged 79.69 ppg.

¢ Princeton is coming off its quadrennial foreign trip. The Tigers went to
Italy in late August, spending two nights each in Rome, Florence, Bologna
with a side trip to Venice, Vicenza and Cernobbio on Lake Como. Princeton
played three games, starting by closing a 21-point fourth-quarter deficit to
defeat Fortitudo Kontatto in Bologna, a second-division Italian team, 93-87
in overtime. Khyan Rayner hit a halfcourt buzzer-beater to send the game
to OT. Next, Princeton faced ASD Pallacanestro Vicenza, winning that game
67-58 against a third-division Italian team. The Tigers closed the trip with an
84-80 OT loss to Junior Casale, another second-division Italian team. Princ-
eton had 15 players on the trip, not including the freshmen, and 13 (except
Elias Berbari and Hans Brase) saw playing time. Among the Tigers on the
Italy trip was Devin Cannady, who had also studied in Tanzania earlier in the
summer.
