•  GW and Princeton last played Dec. 6, 2017 in D.C., and GW leads the all-time 
series 3-2 with last year’s 71-60 win as the only meeting after 2009. Devin Cannady 
(23) and Myles Stephens (13) had 36 of the Tigers’ 60 points, and Princeton returns 
58 of the 60. GW returns only 17 of the 71, led by nine from Arnaldo Toro.  

• Devin Cannady has been outstanding since returning from missing the first two 
games to injury. He’s scored 21, 21 and 28 points in the three games back, averag-
ing 23.3 points, and he’s done that while hitting at a 59.5 percent clip from the field 
(22-37), 58.3 percent from 3 (14-24) and a perfect 12-12 from the stripe. He’s also 
third on the team in rebounding average at 5.0 rpg. 

• Junior Richmond Aririguzoh has had a breakout start to the season, scoring all 
three of his career double-figure scoring games in this season’s five contests, and 
he had his first career double-double with 10 points and 10 boards Wednesday night 
at Maine. 

• Cannady broke into the program’s top 10 in scoring Wednesday at Maine, now with 
1,294 career points. He’d need a big night against the Colonials to catch Geoff Petrie

’70 for ninth, with Petrie 27 points ahead of Cannady at 1,321. Cannady could pass Sean Jackson ’92 for third on Princeton’s career 
3-point list, with Cannady at 232 and Jackson three ahead at 235. After that, only Douglas Davis ’12 (276) and record holder and 
current Cornell coach Brian Earl ’99 (281) would be in front of Cannady. As it happens, with Cannady’s current seasonal clip of 4.7 
3s per game, he could pass Earl when the Tigers and Big Red meet in Ithaca on Feb. 2. 

• Cannady has upped his season scoring total annually, from 337 as a rookie to 403 as a sophomore and 484 as a junior. If he can 
reach 500 points this season, he’d be just the second Tiger player since 1972 to reach that number. Ian Hummer ’13 did so in his 
junior season of 2011-12 (515), becoming the first Tiger to hit 500 since Brian Taylor ’84 scored 676 in 1971-72. With at least 22 
games left, Cannady is on pace for 583 points this season.

• Along with being on track to become the program’s second-leading all-time scorer (he needs 332 points to pass Hummer for 
second), Cannady also has a .907 career FT percentage (244-269) and could surpass Joe Heiser ’68 (.888, 246-277) for Princeton’s 
career record holder in that stat.

• Myles Stephens is also climbing up Princeton’s career scoring list, now 28th at 1,058. Jim Brangan ’60 is 27th at 1,062, Art 
Hyland ’63 is 26th at 1,064, Chris Mooney ’94 is 25th at 1,071, Bob Roma ’79 is 24th at 1,076, and Barnes Hauptfuhrer ’76 is 23rd at 
1,079.

• The Tigers have a Princeton familial connection in Ethan Wright, as Wright’s mother, Ellen (DeVoe) ‘86 was a four-year bas-
ketball letterwinner, a two-year captain, a first-team All-Ivy honoree in 1985 and a second-team honoree in 1983 and 1986 who 
graduated as Princeton’s second-leading scorer in program history, with 1,290 points. She still holds the program’s single-game 
scoring record of 38 points, set in 1985 against LIU, remains Princeton’s second-leading career rebounder (942), and holds the 
program record for career (157) and single-game (nine) blocked shots.

• Despite graduating 2018 Ivy League Defensive Player of the Year Amir Bell ’18, Princeton returns nearly 75 percent (74.6) of its 
scoring from last season, led by seniors Devin Cannady (16.7 ppg) and Myles Stephens (15.3) with Bell (10.9) as the third-leading 
scorer a year ago. Bell is playing for Agrigento in Serie A2 in Italy this year.

• Rookie Jaelin Llewellyn was rated as a four-star recruit by 247sports, Rivals and ESPN, was an ESPN.com top-100 recruit in 
his class, and was selected as one of “The 10 Names You Need to Know in the Recruiting Class of 2018” by Bleacher Report. His 
father, Cordell, played at Wake Forest and Rhode Island.

• Among the returners are four of the five players to start at least 10 games last season, with sophomores Sebastian Much and 
Jerome Desroiers starting 19 and 10 games during their rookie seasons. Princeton returns two-thirds of its minutes (67.2 per-
cent) of its minutes from a year ago, with Cannady, Stephens, Much and Desrosiers accounting for 74.5 percent of the returning 
minutes.

• Cannady and Stephens are well-accoladed by the Ivy League. Stephens is the 2017 Ivy League Defensive Player of the Year, a 
first-team All-Ivy Leaguer in 2017 and a second-teamer in 2018. Cannady was an honorable mention All-Ivy in 2017 and second-
team in 2018. Stephens was also the 2017 Ivy League Tournament MVP.

• Princeton’s top NCAA stat rankings at the end of last season were for fewest turnovers, where the Tigers were sixth at 334, 
23rd for fewest fouls, with 504, and 24th in 3s made per game, at 9.9. Devin Cannady had top-50 individual rankings with an .884 
free throw percentage (24th) and 2201.4 total minutes (29th). Princeton ranked highly in some of the same categories this season 
entering Friday’s games, ranking seventh in fewest fouls (78), 17th in fewest turnovers (61) and 33rd in fouls per game (15.6). For 
George Washington, Arnaldo Toro is a top-50 rebounder, entering Friday’s games 42nd in rebounds per game at 9.3 and 48th in 
total rebounds at 65.

• Now in his eighth season, head coach Mitch Henderson passed 26 other Princeton coaches to become the third-winningest 
coach in program history, now with 135 wins (135-78) to stand behind only Cappy Cappon (250) and Pete Carril (514). 

• Princeton has quite a December lined up, with trips to Madison Square Garden, Boardwalk Hall in Atlantic City, Cameron Indoor 
Stadium and a holiday trip to Arizona State. The Dec. 9 game against St. John’s, part of an MSG Holiday Festival doubleheader that 
follows Iona-Columbia, will be Princeton’s first trip to MSG since playing in the same event against Penn State and Rutgers on 
Dec. 26 and 27, 2000. It’ll be Princeton’s first-ever visit to Boardwalk Hall, and the first visit to Duke since opening the Ivy title-win-
ning 2010-11 season there. The Tigers have never played at ASU, meeting the Sun Devils only once, in the 2007 Maui Invitational.

• Princeton’s next game after GW will be against Saint Joseph’s, Wednesday at 7 in Jadwin. The Hawks lead the all-time series 
9-8, and the teams have played in each of the last three seasons with the Hawks winning by 12, eight and 13 points. In last year’s 
71-58 SJU win, the Hawks put together margins in shooting percentage (.472 FG to .412 for Princeton), rebounding (30-25) and 
fewer turnovers (9-4). Devin Cannady (22), Amir Bell ’18 (15) and Myles Stephens (13) had 50 of Princeton’s 58, while the Tigers 
return only Cannady’s and Stephens’ totals from that game. SJU returns 45 of its 71, led by 23 off the bench from Taylor Funk, who 
went 7-8 from the field and 5-6 from 3 in that game.
