#BOILERNOTES

The Boilermakers return to Mackey Arena after a holiday trip to the U.S. Virgin Islands, set to play in the ACC/Big
Ten Challenge for the 13th time, and at home for the first time since 2015. Purdue is 5-2 overall on the season,
boasting an early 3-0 record at home, and searching for its third win in event history.

Purdue continues to be led by the trio of Ae'Rianna Harris, Karissa McLaughlin and Dominigue Oden, who head
into Thursday averaging a combined 40 points per game. Oden has gotten the best of things the last two games,
including an 18-point, five-rebound, six-assist outing against Ole Miss in the Paradise Jam, while McLaughlin
dropped a career-high 25 points against St. John's and Harris took home all-tournament honors.

Freshman Kayana Traylor is coming off a career-best 12-point effort against No.2 UConn, hitting 5-0f-9 shots and
dealing three assists in 28 minutes.

Miami is the Boilermakers’ second ranked opponent of the season, entering Thursday at No. 21 in the AP Poll
with their 6-1 record and a runner-up finish in the Preseason WNIT. Purdue and the Hurricanes are meeting for the
first time since 1991, and the first time ever in the ACC/Big Ten Challenge.

TEAM NOTES
- Purdue is in its 44th season of women's basketball,
holding a 848-468 all-time record

- The Boilermakers are 5-0 on the season when
outrebounding their opponents, and when at least three
players score in double figures

- Purdue is averaging 15.1 offensive rebounds per game,
converting them into an average of 14.0 second chance
points

- The Boilermakers are leading the conference with 43
made 3-point field goals

- After not getting double-figure scoring from the bench

in the final seven games of 2017-18 and 21 of the last

22 games of the season, the Boilermaker reserves are
averaging 20.1 points per game, including 33-point totals
against Ball State and Purdue Fort Wayne

- Purdue has had five different starting lineups in seven
games this season

- The Boilermakers' season-opening win at Ball State

was the fifth-largest road win in program history and the
biggest since a 43-point win at Butler in 2006

- Purdue had 16 steals against Ball State, its most since
Nov. 28, 2012 vs. Georgia Tech in the ACC/Big Ten
Challenge

- The Red Storm were the second of three inaugural
opponents on the Purdue schedule this season, and the
Boilermakers are 143-55 all-time in first-ever meetings

- Purdue owns an active streak of 31 consecutive wins
when leading after three quarters, including an 18-0 mark
last season, and last surrendered a fourth-quarter lead on
Jan. 15, 2017 to 11th-ranked Ohio State

- The Boilermakers' four returning starters marks their most
since the 2011-12 season, when they returned four as well
- With Ae'Rianna Harris and Dominique Oden earning
Preseason All-Big Ten honors from the coaches and media,
Purdue is one-of-two schools to have two players on both
teams (lowa)

LAST TIME OUT

- The Boilermakers suffered a 46-point loss at the hands
of second-ranked UConn in the final game of the Paradise
Jam, marking the largest neutral-court defeat in program
history

- Purdue managed to hit only 24.6 percent from the floor,
including 4-of-31 from 3-point range, while the Huskies
cashed in 57.6 percent from the field, including 11-of-15 in
the opening quarter

- Just two players scored in double figures as junior
Dominique Oden and freshman Kayana Traylor posted 12
points apiece

HEAD COACH SHARON VERSYP

- In her 13th season on the Boilermaker sidelines, Versyp
now has the longest tenure of any coach in program history
- She is the winningest coach in program history, owning
262 victories at Purdue

- Has nine 20-win campaigns in 12 seasons with the
