Leonard Wilson Award

Presented annually by the coaching staff, the award
goes to the member of the football team who best
exemplifies the unselfishness and dedication of the late
Leonard Wilson.

Arriving as an unheralded freshman halfback in 1956,
Wilson worked to make every contribution possible for
the success of the squad. His determination led to the
Outstanding Back Award on that freshman team. Later,
during three seasons as a letterman and starter on the
varsity, Wilson’s skill and leadership proved invaluable.
His career offensive totals read 178 rushes for 785
yards and a 4.41 average per carry. He scored seven
touchdowns and also caught 14 passes for 133 yards.
But Wilson was also a defensive halfback for Purdue
and in 1957 was named Best Defensive Back. He was
selected to participate in the 1959 Blue-Gray Game.

A graduate of Purdue’s School of Science, the Chicago
native was a Cadet-Group Commander in the Air Force
ROTC program and earned a private pilot’s license. The
U.S. Air Force commissioned Leonard in June of 1960 and
on June 26, 1967, he was killed in a crash of his aircraft.
