Press Credentials / Parking for Home Games
- Credentials for Purdue home games are issued to working media only and should be requested as early
as possible. Email your requests to lan MacDougall at imacdoug@purdue.edu.

- Credentials will not be mailed out. Visit the Hays Family Ticket Office for pick up on gameday.

- All parking is now digital and will be sent through email. Be sure to accept the parking pass when
emailed. When you arrive show the attendant your parking pass to scan for access.

- The media lot is located in R Lot, north of Ross-Ade Stadium.

Releases / Photos via Email

- All Purdue women's basketball releases, game notes and media advisories are distributed via email to
alist maintained by lan MacDougall. Media that wish to be included on this list can register by emailing
imacdoug@purdue.edu. Photographs are available upon request.

Photographers
- Still and newsreel photographers with hand-held equipment may work the baseline in both directions.
Credentials are normally issued to photographers representing daily newspapers, wire services,
magazines and television stations or networks. Camera crews handling the coaching film for the opposing
school will work from an assigned location.

Telephones / Internet
- Wireless internet is available throughout Mackey Arena and a username and password will be provided.
- Courtesy telephone and ethernet lines are available at press row as well as in the media room.

Media Services

- The Purdue strategic communications office will furnish all working media with complete statistical
information at home games. Materials available include game program, pregame notes, final and halftime
statistics and play-by-play box. Live stats will provided via StatBroadcast.com.

- A pregame meal will be served one hour before the start of the game.

Visiting Radio
- Visiting team radio is located next to the visiting team bench.

- A variety of connections are available for radio broadcast, including POTS, ISDN and ethernet.

- If a visiting team wishes to have more than one radio broadcast team at a game, the visitors will
designate who receives the courtside location, while the other can broadcast from upper press row.

Interview Policy
- Non-postgame interviews with Purdue basketball student-athletes must be arranged through lan
MacDougall and requested at least 24 hours in advance of the desired interview time.

- Coach Gearlds will be available before each game at a designated time throughout the course of the
season. Typically, the media session will occur one or two days prior to a scheduled game, depending on
travel plans. Please contact lan MacDougall for more information.

- Student-athlete interviews are generally granted alongside Coach Gearlds before practice (depending
on class and practice schedule) on weekdays. Players' phone numbers and email addresses WILL NOT
be given to the media. Student-athletes can also be made available during the day, provided there is
clearance in the class schedule.

- Our student-athletes should NEVER be contacted directly for interviews, regardless of previous
relationship or knowledge of their contact information.

- Only postgame interviews for both coaches and players are allowed on game day.

Postgame Availability
- Student-athletes and Coach Gearlds will be available postgame in a designated area in Mackey Arena
following a cooling off period.

- The visiting coach and/or student-athletes (upon request) will be made available first in the media room,
followed by Purdue student-athletes and Coach Gearlds.

- The Purdue locker room is off limits to media personnel.

Practices

All Purdue practices are closed to the general public. Media members may attend practice through
clearance by the Purdue strategic communications office. Media members are invited for practice with
clearance and television stations can film the first 20 minutes for B-Roll footage.

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WE'RE BACK

» Purdue Women's Basketball enters its 47th season in 2021-22.

- With an all-time record of 887-511, the Boilermakers are 13 wins
away from joining the 900-victory club.

- Purdue has reached the NCAA Tournament 26 times (last 2017),
won the Big Ten Tournament nine times (last 2013) and the Big Ten
regular-season title seven times (last 2002).

- The 1999 NCAA Champions, Purdue is the only program to win a
national title as a member of the Big Ten.

THE KG ERA

- Katie Gearlds enters her first season at the helm of the
Boilermakers, following eight successful campaigns at NAIA Marian.
- Gearlds is the ninth head coach in program history and the
second alumna to take the helm, following Sharon Versyp.

- One of the all-time greats in program history, Gearlds took Purdue
to four NCAA Tournament appearances during her playing career
from 2003-07 finishing with an All-America honor and Elite Eight
bid as a senior.

- Gearlds was originally slated to move into the head seat in 2022
as part of a succession plan, but Versyp's retirement on Sept. 16,
2021, moved that timeline up by six months.

47 DAYS

- The quick change to head coach gave Gearlds just 47 days
between her elevation and the start of the 2021-22 season.

- Fortunately, Gearlds had extensive work with the team during
the late spring and all of summer workouts to start forming an
early bond.

- Here's a list of things that happened in less than 47 days -
Beatles' recording of “Please Please Me" (13 hours), Apollo 11
landing on the Moon and returning safely (8 days), writing the
Declaration of Independence (18 days), William Henry Harrison's
presidency (31 days), average length someone sticks with a diet
(36 days).

YOUNGEST COACHES

- At age 37 (born - Oct. 26, 1984) at the start of the season, Gearlds
is one of the youngest coaches in Division | women' basketball.

- Out of 343 programs, there are only 29 head coaches younger
than Gearlds, topped by Lipscomb’s 29-year-old head coach
Lauren Sumski.

- Gearlds is the second youngest Power 5 coach, behind Florida
interim head coach Kelly Rae Finley at age 35.

- Gearlds is the highest draft pick in Purdue history, going seventh
overall to the Seattle Storm in 2007,

- She is one-of-seven current Division | head coaches who were
also a Top-10 WNBA pick.

- The MVP of the 2003 McDonald's All-America Game alongside
the boy's game honoree LeBron James, Gearlds is one-of-four
former MVPs to be a head coach in 2021-22 and the only women's
representative.

- Following a six-year professional career, Gearlds took over the
reins at Marian in Indianapolis, posting a 227-49 record over eight
years, winning three NAIA Coach of the Year honors and claiming
two national championships.

- Jayla Smith is the 10th Indiana Miss Basketball to play at Purdue,
winning the award in 2021 after a senior campaign of 19.5 points
and 4.6 steals per game at Lawrence North.

- The long history of Purdue welcoming the state's top player
extended back to 2003, when Katie Gearlds became the fifth
honoree to pick West Lafayette.

- Madison Layden nearly added to the tally in 2020, only to be
edged by Hamilton Southeastern and Oregon Duck Sydney Parrish.
+ Purdue holds the record for most Indiana Miss Basketball
winners, followed by Indiana, Notre Dame, Tennessee tied for
second with four.

« The Boilermakers roll into 2021-22 with a new-look roster.

- Purdue brought in six newcomers between a trio of freshmen
and transfers,

- With the graduation of four players and two transfers out, the
Boilermakers lost 52.5% points, 54.3% rebounding, 51.9% assists
and 51.5% of minutes played from the 2021-22 roster.

- The freshman class features a trio of all-state performers in Jayla
Smith (Indiana), Skye Williams (Ohio) and Ava Learn (New York).

- The transfer group of Jeanae Terry (lllinois), Abbey Ellis (Cal Poly)
and Mide Oriyomi (Northeastern) enters the 2021-22 season with a
combined 151 games, 125 starts and 1,611 points in their careers.

ON THE TRANSFER MARKET

- The Boilermakers hit the transfer portal hard after the 2020-21
season concluded, picking up a trio of names.

- Guard Abbey Ellis from Cal Poly will join Purdue after nearly 1,000
points for the Mustangs in two seasons. She's a native of Yallambie,
Australia.

- Jeanae Terry will trade in her jersey at Illinois for the Old Gold and
Black. The Detroit native committed to the Boilermakers after two
seasons as a starter for the Fighting Illini.

- Canadian international forward Mide Oriyomi joined the
Boilermakers following a two-year spell at Northeastern.

OH CAPTAIN, MY CAPTAINS

- First-year head coach Katie Gearlds picked a trio of first-time
captains for the 2021-22 roster in Madison Layden, Cassidy Hardin
and Jeanae Terry.

- Layden is the first sophomore captain since FahKara Malone in
2007-08,

- The trio were named captains ahead of the 2021 Big Ten Women's
Basketball Media Day in October.

RESPECT THE SPECS

- Madison Layden enters her second campaign after one of the
better all-around freshman seasons in program history.

- The Kokomo native finished with 8.7 points, 3.2 rebounds, 3.0
assists and 2.1 steals per game in 2020-21.

- Layden was the only rookie from the Big Ten with at least 65
assists and 45 steals during the regular season, totaling 69 dimes
and 48 swipes.

- Layden was one-of-nine freshmen nationally to average at least
8.5 points, 3.0 assists and 2.0 steals per game.

- On the defensive end, Layden finished with 48 steals as a
freshman in the COVID-19 truncated season, still good for seventh
by a rookie in program history.

- Connecting from the outside, Layden drained 45 3-points in her
rookie season at a 40.5% clip, ranking ninth among freshmen with
at least 40 triples in 2020-21.

- The 2020 Indiana Gatorade Player of the Year has worn glasses
when playing in games ever since she was a kid.

- Madison Layden was named a trialist for the U19 United State
Junior National Team ahead of the 2021 FIBA U19 World Cup.

- After spending three days at Metro State University in Denver,
Colo,, Layden fell just shy of reaching the final cuts for a squad that
claimed the gold medal.

- Layden was the first Boilermaker to be called up for a national
team tryout since Karissa McLaughlin received a bid in 2018-19.

HEIGHT & DEPTH CHART

- The Boilermakers' depth chart this season is fairly guard centric,
with 11 players listed as a guard, one as a guard/forward, two as
forwards and one as a center.

- Madison Layden and Ava Learn are the tallest guards in program
history, listed at 6-foot-1.

- Ra Shaya Kyle is in the tallest player in program history club at
6-foot-6, along with Summer Erb (1996), Nora Kiesler (2016-19) and
Michele VanGrop (1995-96).

- The Boilermakers have had 17 players listed as guards or guard/
forwards that were 6-feet or taller, a list that includes Katie Gearlds,
Katie Douglas and Brittany Rayburn.

- The average height of the 2021-22 Boilermakers is 5-foot-11.

FRESH FACES

- The Boilermakers welcomed a trio of ranked rookies in the 2021
signing class - Jayla Smith (Lawrence North - Indiana), Skye
Williams (Pickerington Central - Ohio) and Ava Learn (Our Lady of
Lourdes - New York).

- Learn was tabbed the No. 153 player in the nation, the No. 41
guard from Girls Basketball Report. Smith was the No. 42 player in
the nation, No. 13 guard and a 4-star recruit by Prospect Nation.

- Williams was tabbed was a 4-star recruit, the No. 93 player in the
nation, the No. 38 guard and 91 rating by ESPN HoopGurlz

- The signing class was recognized by multiple national reports -
No. 24 by ESPNW, No. 28 by Prospects Nation and No. 33 by All-Star
Girls Basketball Report.

SIMILAR FACE, BETTER THREADS

- The Boilermakers welcomed familiar face into their ranks during
the offseason with Illinois transfer Jeanae Terry.

- Named a captain, Terry plays with a mix of finesse and power.

- She averaged 8.2 points, 3.6 assists and 5.5 rebounds in 26.2
minutes per game during two seasons at lllinois.

- Terry chose Purdue based on the connection she made with
then-associate head coach Katie Gearlds.

PRESEASON NOTES
THUNDER FROM DOWN UNDER
- Abbey Ellis is the first Australian in Purdue Women's Basketball
history.

- Despite standing just 5-foot-6, the Aussie has shown she's one of
the loudest and most energetic players on the team.

- In just two seasons at Cal Poly, including a shortened season in
2020-21, she tallied 818 points over 53 games.

- Outside of basketball, Elllis is a proud supporter of Melbourne-
based teams - Carlton (AFL), Melbourne Stars (Big Bash Cricket),
Melbourne United (NBL).

AFROBASKET DUO

- Nyagoa Gony (South Sudan) and Rokia Doumbia (Mali) were
called upon to represent their nations in the 2021 Women's
AfroBasket Championship, a biennial tournament to crown the
champions of Africa.

- Gony was named to the first ever competitive roster for South
Sudan, since its independence in 2011. Gony’s parents immigrated
to the United States before she was born.

- The senior started every game during a qualifying tournament
in July, winning the first jump ball in the nation's history.
Unfortunately, her squad was unable to break out of the Zone 5
Qualifiers to reach the main tournament.

- Doumbia played in her second straight senior AfroBasket event,
playing in the main event in Cameroon in September. Mali ran
through their opening four games by an average winning margin of
24.3 points to reach the final, when a stout Nigeria squad won 70-53.
- Doumbia finished the tournament with 2.2 points, 1.8 rebounds,
2.0 assists and 15.4 minutes per game.

RO YEAH

- In her second season in West Lafayette, Rokia Doumbia will look
to expand upon her role from a season ago, when she came off the
bench in 15 games.

- She averaged 3.8 points and 3.4 rebounds in 14.5 minutes per
game last year, up to 8.3 points and 5.5 boards when playing over
20 minutes.

- The senior missed the first four games in 2020-21 before being
declared immediately eligible following her transfer from Arkansas.
+ Doumbia is one of two Boilermakers with NCAA Tournament
experience, reaching the dance twice with Arkansas.

CASS SPLASH

- Senior Cassidy Hardin returns as one of Purdue's key
sharpshooters beyond the arc and a captain in 2021-22.

- The Bargersville, Ind,, native has drained 86 career field goals
with 76 coming from 3-point land.

- After battling through injuries, the last two years, Hardin is poised
to build on her 3.3 points per game and 29.7% clip from deep.

- A two-time Academic All-Big Ten honoree, Hardin plans to attend
medical school with a focus, as of now, in anesthesiology.

SOPHOMORE SHAY

- Ra Shaya Kyle is poised for a sophomore jump in 2021-22 after 23
appearances, 5.3 points, 3.8 rebounds and 11.3 minutes per game in
her freshman campaign.

- Kyle nearly recorded a double-double in her first career game
against North Alabama on Nov. 29, 2020, going for 15 points and
nine rebounds.

- The Marion, Ind, native is one of the Top-100 scorers in IHSAA
history with 1,816 points behind a 52% clip.

- Kyle's cousin Dejah Cyrus, a 2019 NAIA All-American and two-time
national champion, played for Katie Gearlds for four seasons at

- Ra Shaya Kyle is the tallest player in the Big Ten this season,
standing at 6-foot-6.

- Kyle is the tallest player in program history club at 6-foot-6,

- Including Rickie Woltman at 6-foot-4, only 17 players in program
history have stood 6-foot-4 or taller.

TOWERING SUPPORT

- Purdue will boast a pair of forwards in support roles entering the
year with Rickie Woltman and Nyagoa Gony.

- While both saw limited minutes in 2020-21, the new campaign
will see them build on their combined 1.3 minutes, 1.5 points and
2.3 rebounds over the last three seasons.

- A point of emphasis for Katie Gearlds is putting the two forwards
in positions that specifically benefit their abilities.

MEET MIDE (me-DAY)

- The Boilermakers added a new Canadian to the roster in 2021-22
with transfer Mide Oriyomi.

- Oriyomi played two campaigns at Northeastern, earning All-CAA
honors in 2020-21.

- The Hamilton, Ontario, native averaged 8.0 points, 4.6 rebounds
and 22.6 minutes per game at her first collegiate stop.

STELLAR STALLINGS

- Senior Ajah Stallings found the floor 15 times in 2020-21 with two
starts, both career highs.

- The Indianapolis native enters her fourth year on the roster and,
more impressively, her second year within the Purdue College of
Pharmacy, a challenge rarely embraced by a student-athlete.

- Despite an injury at birth that resulted in no feeling and limited
use of her right hand, Stallings has worked her way from walk-on
to a scholarship during her career

WELCOME BACK, ROX
- Redshirt sophomore guard Roxane Makolo returns after missing

last season due to a knee injury picked up during preseason camp.

- Makolo came off the bench in 31 games as a freshman in 2019-20,
averaging 1.0 points and 1.5 rebounds per game.

- The Canadian international represented her country in the U19
FIBA World Championships and the U18 FIBA Americas during her
junior career.

INTERNATIONAL BOILERS

« Purdue’s 2021-22 roster includes four international student-
athletes - Roxane Makolo & Mide Oriyomi (Canada), Abbey Ellis
(Australia), Rokia Doumbia (Mali).

- There have been just 10 international Boilermakers in program
history from Russia, Canada, Mali, Senegal, England and Australia.
- Makolo and Oriyomi are the third and fourth Canadians,
respectively, while Doumbia and Ellis are the first representatives
from their countries.

CHASING 900

- Purdue is tracking down the 900th win in program history,
entering 2021-22 with 887.

- The Boilermakers are 40th in NCAA Division | history for total
wins, which comes out to around 19.5 per season.

- Only one team has more wins and started after Purdue's
inaugural season in 1975-76 - Notre Dame.

- In addition to graduating two Rhodes Scholar finalists, doctors
and lawyers, Purdue has sent its fair share of student-athletes to
the professional level.

- Head coach Katie Gearlds played six professional seasons
between the WNBA, Slovakia, Greece and Spain.

- Fifteen Boilermakers have played in the WNBA, last by Lindsay
Wisdom-Hylton, current Boston College assistant coach, back in 2012

Katie Gearlds returned to her alma mater to serve as an associate head coach for
the Purdue women's basketball team on March 26, 2021. As a part of a succession
plan, Gearlds will become the eighth head coach of the Boilermakers following
the 2021-22 season.

PRIOR TO PURDUE

Gearlds spent eight seasons taking Marian University to unparalleled success
as its head coach, winning back-to-back NAIA National Championships in 2016
and 2017 She is the winningest coach in Marian history with a 228-50 record,
an 82% clip.

A three-time NAIA National Coach of the Year, Gearlds guided the Knights to
six straight Crossroads League regular-season titles, four league tournament
championships and seven appearances in the NAIA Tournament.

With only five All-Americans in program history before her arrival, Gearlds
mentored 12 All-America honorees, including 2021 WBCA NAIA National Player of
the Year Imani Guy, as well as 28 All-Crossroads League selections.

Her teams averaged more than 70 points per game in all eight campaigns at Mar-
ion and over 75 points in four seasons. Defensively, the Knights kept opponents
10 60 points per game or less in six of her eight years.

At the conclusion of the 2020-21 campaign, Gearlds was named to the coaching
staff for the 2021 USA Basketball U16 Junior National Team.

PROFESSIONAL EXPERIENCE

Prior to her jump into coaching, Gearlds spent three seasons in the WNBA with
the Seattle Storm. She was taken with the seventh overall pick in the 2007 WNBA
Draft, the highest selection ever from Purdue and the 10th top-10 pick in Big

Ten history.

Over three campaigns with the Storm, Gearlds shot just under 40% from the field
and 379% from distance. She also spent time playing professionally in Spain,
Greece, Portugal and Slovakia. Two of her closest teammates and friends over
the years are WNBA legend Sue Bird and fellow WNBA great and New Orleans
Pelicans Vice President of Basketball Operations Swin Cash.

ALL-AMERICA COLLEGE CAREER

One of the most-prolific players at Purdue,
Gearlds was a three-year starter for the
Boilermakers during her career from 2004-07,
appearing in 133 games with 100 starts. She
ranks fourth in program history with 1974 points
and was the ninth fastest to join

the 1,000-point club, reaching the plateau in
just 80 games.

The Boilermakers won two Big Ten Tournament
titles and never missed the NCAA Tournament
with Gearlds in the squad, reaching three Sweet
16s and one Elite Eight. Her senior class ranks
seventh with 103 wins, eighth in winning per-
centage at 774% and seventh in Big Ten winning
percentage at 781%.

As a senior in 2006-07, she set the Purdue single-game record with 41 points
at Wisconsin on Feb. 18,2007 and scored 707 points to tie the single-season
program record.

Gearlds' senior season awards haul featured Third Team All-America by the
Associated Press, All-America Honorable Mention by the Women's Basketball
Coaches Association and a spot NCAA Regional All-Tournament Team. She was a
four-time All-Big Ten selection, a three-time All-Big Ten Tournament Team honoree
and was the 2004 Big Ten Freshman of the Year.

Even more than 15 years after her playing days ended in West Lafayette, Gearlds
name is still scattered across the Purdue record book - fourth with a 14.8 scoring
average for her career, four in double-figure scoring games with 102, third

in field goals made, third in career 3-pointers with 238, first in single season
assist-to-turnover ratio at 2,57 in 2005-06 and tied for second in that career
category at1.64.

Gearlds earned a bachelor's degree in sociology with minors in psychology and
communications form Purdue in 2007

AN IN-STATE TALENT

A native of Beech Grove, Indiana, Gearlds was named the Indiana Miss Basketball
in 2003. She amassed 2,521 career points, good for sixth in IHSAA history. She
averaged 301 points, 94 rebounds, 54 assists and 51 steals per game to lead
Beach Grove High School to the 2003 Class 3A State Championship. Her high
school accolades included Nike/WBCA All-America, First Team All-State and the
Gatorade Indiana Player of the Year. A McDonald's All-American, Gearlds was
named the MVP of the McDonald's All-America the same season as a young
talent from Akron, Ohio - LeBron James.

COVID-19 pandemic. The 2019-20 Boilermakers featured a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Dominique Oden,
Karissa McLaughlin and Ae'Rianna Harris for the first time since 2007 Working with the guards, Couture
helped Purdue record an assist on 62% of its made field goals.

Her first three seasons with the Boilermakers were impressive, helping tutor an impressive group of
guards that includes Ashley Morrissette, Dominique Oden and Karissa McLaughlin. She helped the Boiler-
makers to a second straight NCAA Tournament appearance and one of the most impressive late-season
runs in program history in 201617 and in 2017-18 and 2018-19 saw some of the top individual season
performances in program history as Oden and McLaughlin set some of the top marks in the Boilermaker
record books. Oden has already climbed to No. 18 on Purdue's all-time scoring list, while McLaughlin was
a First Team All-Big Ten pick in 2019 and tied the Boilermakers' single-season 3-point record.

Couture started her coaching career at Presbyterian College in Clinton, South Carolina, where she was
an assistant coach for two seasons before serving as the head coach of the Blue Hose for 13 seasons.
She compiled 258 wins, posting 20-plus victories eight times, including a 28-2 mark in 1999-00, as
Presbyterian won the South Athletic Conference championship and was ranked as high as fourth in
NCAA Division II.

Couture led Presbyterian to six NCAA postseason appearances, four SAC tournament titles and three SAC
regular-season titles. Her squads achieved 10 all-league honors, including three SAC Players of the Year
and two SAC Freshmen of the Year, and Couture was a four-time SAC Coach of the Year recipient.

Butler introduced Couture as its head coach in 2002, and she quickly built a winning program, amassing
193 wins in 12 seasons. The Bulldogs posted four straight 20-win seasons from 2008 to 2011 and had five
WNIT appearances during her tenure. She is the all-time winningest coach in Butler women'’s basketball history and mentored 15 Bulldogs to all-league honors,
including the 2009-10 Horizon League Player of the Year and a pair of Horizon League Sixth Players of the Year.

Couture spent the 2014-15 campaign as the head coach at NCAA Division Il Converse College, and then joined Cleveland State as the associate head coach of the
Vikings for 2015-16. All told, she has amassed 455 victories as a head coach.

Not only has Couture been successful on the sidelines, but she was also a standout on the court at Erskine College, where she was named a Kodak All-American
during her senior season. She was a two-time District 6 Player of the Year, four-time Erskine Most Valuable Player and scored more than 2,000 points during her
collegiate career.

Michael Scruggs enters his third season on the Purdue women'’s basketball staff, serving as
an assistant coach and the Boilermakers' recruiting coordinator.

Scruggs' second season with the Boilermakers saw the guards flourish on the court, while
he also played a stabilizing role throughout the COVID-19 pandemic. Junior guard Kayana
Traylor's point production jumped up to 15 points per game to earn All-Big Ten honors,
while freshman Madison Layden made a profound impact on both ends of the floor as
one-of-seven freshmen nationally with 85 points, 3.0 assists and 2.0 steals per game.
Traylor, Layden and transfer Brooke Moore accounted for 35.8 points per game combined
or 541% of Purdue’s points. His first full season as the recruiting coordinator also saw the
Boilermakers land the No. 22 recruiting class, per ESPNW HoopGurlz, including 2021 Indiana
Miss Basketball Jayla Smith.

In 2019-20, Purdue was poised to reach the NCAA Tournament before the COVID-19 pandemic. Scruggs' first campaign with the Boilermakers saw a Ae'Rianna Harris,
Karissa McLaughlin and Dominique Oden received All-Big Ten honors. Working with the guards, Scruggs helped Kayana Traylor become just the sixth player in
program history to dish out 100 assists as a freshman and a sophomore, as the Boilermakers tallied an assist on 62% of made field goals. In his first season as the
recruiting coordinator, Scruggs helped the Boilermakers ink Ra Shaya Kyle and Madison Layden for the 2020 class, which was ranked 19th in the nation by ESPNW.

Prior to his hiring in August of 2019, Scruggs spent the previous 10 years in various assistant coaching roles, most recently at Marshall and Loyola Chicago.

In addition to stops at Marshall and Loyola Chicago, Scruggs has also coached at LSU, Cleveland State, Samford and Chattanooga, along with time as a student in
the legendary Pat Summitt's program as an undergraduate at Tennessee.

In three seasons at Loyola Chicago, Scruggs helped build the Rambler program up to a 13-win season in 2018-19, including victories in six of their first eight games
to mark their best start in 17 years, and their first postseason win since 2015, He helped mentor three individuals to All-Missouri Valley Conference honors in his
tenure, including sophomore Abby 0'Connor in 2018-19 after she averaged 14.6 points, 76 rebounds and 1.6 blocked shots per game and became the Ramblers' first
first-team All-MVC honoree since 2016.

Scruggs spent the 2015-16 season alongside fellow Boilermaker assistant Beth Couture at Cleveland State, where they guided a pair of Vikings to All-Horizon League
honors. Ashanti Abshaw was named Freshman of the Year, while Brooke Smith earned All-Defensive Team honors.

Scruggs spent three seasons under Nikki (Caldwell) Fargas at LSU, working as the team's director of video operations from 2012 to 2014, and then serving as an
interim assistant coach for the 2014-15 season. The Tigers racked up 60 wins in his three seasons, making the NCAA Tournament all three years and advancing to
the Sweet 16 twice.

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PURDUE VS. INDIANA

Beginning with the 1993-94 season, the Purdue and Indiana women's basketball teams have played an annual game for the Barn Burner Trophy.
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The traveling trophy, funded by the Sara Lee Corporation as part of its Discover Women's Sports program, is similar in concept to football's Old Oaken Bucket,
volleyball's Monon Spike and women's soccer's Golden Boot. The winner of the wood plaque is responsible for bringing it back to its campus and adding a panel
to denote its victory, detailing the score and the Most Valuable Player.

Purdue won the first Barn Burner game on March 2,1994, and has won 18 of the 28 contests. The Boilermakers' all-time series with the Hoosiers dates to Jan. 28,
1976, when Indiana beat Purdue 80-44 in Bloomington.

Since 2001-02, the two schools have conducted an all-sports competition. It originally was known as the Titan Series until the fall of 2004, when it was renamed
the Crimson & Gold Cup. It then became the Indiana National Guard Governor's Cup in the fall of 2013. The results of meetings between every varsity sport in
which both schools compete figure in the final tally, with the winner of each event earning one point. In sports that feature two meetings in one season, the
winner is awarded half a point for a victory. Indiana won the inaugural trophy by a score of 10-9. Purdue has won the trophy seven times, including three straight
from 2014-to-2016, tied twice, and Indiana has claimed outright victory nine times.

Women's soccer's Golden Boot is the newest rivalry trophy between the two schools and since its inception in 1999, Purdue has claimed the four rivalry trophies
on six occasions (2000-01, 2003-04, 2004-05, 2005-06, 2006-07, 2009-10). Indiana has never accomplished the feat.
