	» Winners of 12 straight and 14 of their last 15, the Johnnies own the nation’s 
third longest winning streak and the longest winning streak by a high-
major team. The Red Storm’s winning streak spans more than 45 days since 
starting at Butler on Jan. 6.

	» The 12-game winning streak is the program’s first since the 2018-19 team 
opened the season with 12 straight victories. The Red Storm has not had 
a winning streak of 13 or more games since winning 19 straight from Dec. 
22, 1984 to Feb. 23, 1985.

	» The team’s current 12-game winning streak is second-longest BIG EAST 
winning streak in program history behind only the 1984-85 team’s 14-game 
winning streak to open BIG EAST play.

	» Dating back to Feb. 25, 2024, St. John’s is 19-2 at Madison Square Garden 
against BIG EAST opponents. 

	» The Red Storm stayed at no. 17 in the latest edition of Associated Press 
Top 25 Poll released on Monday. The Johnnies jumped one spot in the USA 
TODAY Sports Coaches Poll to no. 16. 

	» Saturday is the fourth annual Johnnies Day, celebrating the school’s proud 
contributions globally and rich history dating back to 1870. St. John’s is 
3-0 all-time on Johnnies Day with all three wins coming against ranked 
opponents. The last two of those victories came at the expense of Creighton, 
which was ranked 15th in 2024 and 24th a year ago.

	» Saturday’s matchup will pit the fifth and sixth winningest coaches in the 
history of the BIG EAST Conference against one another. Rick Pitino has won 
155 BIG EAST regular season games in 13 seasons in the league spanning four 
different decades at Providence, Louisville and St. John’s. Greg McDermott, 
also in his 13th season in the league, has tallied 146 BIG EAST regular season 
victories, all at Creighton.

Creighton leads, 19-14 (9-6 H, 2-13 A, 3-0 N)

Overview
St. John’s and Creighton will meet for the 34th time in a series 
that dates back to 1961. The Johnnies have won three straight 
and four of the last five against Creighton, including a victory in 
the 2025 BIG EAST Championship Game. St. John’s is 10-6 all-time 
against the Bluejays at Madison Square Garden.
Coaches
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Famer Rick Pitino is in his 
third season at St. John’s. Pitino owns an 906-316 career record in 
38 seasons as a Division I head coach. The winningest active coach 
in NCAA Division I has led his teams to 29 postseason appearances 
with 24 trips to the NCAA Tournament, including seven Final Four 
berths. He is the first coach to lead three different programs to 
the Final Four and the only coach to lead two different schools 
to a National Championship (Kentucky-1996, Louisville-2013).
Greg McDermott is in his 16th season at Creighton, where he owns 
a 364-184 (.664) record and has taken the Bluejays to 10 NCAA 
Tournaments. Overall as a Division I head coach, McDermott is 513-
315 (.620).

The No. 17/16 St. John’s men’s basketball team edged Marquette 
at Fiserv Forum, 76-70, to extend its winning streak to 12 games on 
Wednesday.

The 12-straight victories match the program’s longest since St. John’s 
started 12-0 to begin the 2018-19 season. The winning streak ranks 
the third longest active in NCAA Division I. After tonight’s victory and 
UConn falling to Creighton at home, St. John’s (21-5, 14-1 BIG EAST) 
moves into sole possession for first place in the BIG EAST standings.

St. John’s improved to 8-0 on the road this season, its best start away 
from home in nearly a century. It marks the first time the Johnnies won 
their first eight on the road since the 1928-29 season, when St. John’s 
won 10-straight under James “Buck” Freeman. 

Bryce Hopkins registered a stellar performance on Wednesday, finish-
ing with 23 points and 10 rebounds for his first double-double as a 
Johnnie and his fourth 20-point game of the season. The graduate stu-
dent shot 8-for-14 from the floor and 6-for-7 from the free throw line. 
Hopkins’ scoring total marked his highest since he poured in a season-
high 26 on Nov. 25 against Baylor.

j	 Bryce Hopkins turned in what was arguably the best game of his St. John’s tenure on Wednesday 
night in Milwaukee, posting 23 points on 8-of-14 and matching a season-high with 10 rebounds 
for his first double-double as a Johnnie. He also went 5-for-5 from the line in the second half to 
help hold off a late Marquette charge. On the team’s 12-game winning streak, Hopkins ranks 
second on the squad in both scoring (15.0) and rebounding (6.9) while posting an assist-to-
turnover ratio of just under 3-to-1 (21-to-8). He has finished in double figures 10 times in those 
12 games and has posted no fewer than eight points in any one contest. The Chicago area native 
has grabbed nine or more rebounds in each of the Red Storm’s last three games.

k	 On the team’s current 12-game winning streak, the Johnnies have been superb at generating 
extra possessions through turnovers and offensive rebounds. Over the last 12 games, St. John’s 
is averaging 16.2 points off 13.1 turnovers compared to just 7.1 points off 8.5 turnovers for the 
opposition. Wednesday’s win at Marquette marked the first time on the winning streak that the 
opponent tallied more points off turnovers than the Red Storm, as the Golden Eagles logged 12 
to the Johnnies’ 11. The Johnnies are also averaging 12.6 offensive rebounds per contest and 
converting those extra opportunities into 14.2 points per game compared to just 8.5 second-
chance points on 9.3 offensive rebounds for the opposition. As a result of these efforts, St. John’s 
is averaging 5.6 more field goal attempts and 5.3 more free throw attempts per game than its 
opponent since Jan. 6. On the season, St. John’s leads the BIG EAST and ranks 20th nationally 
in offensive rebounds per game (13.5). The Johnnies also rank second in the BIG EAST and 25th 
nationally in turnover margin (+3.4). On the team’s current winning streak, the Johnnies own a 
turnover margin of +4.6.

When the Johnnies woke up on Thursday morning, their NCAA Tournament resume featured 
two more Quad 1 wins than it did on Wednesday night thanks to Creighton’s win over UConn 
moving the Bluejays back inside the top 75 of the NET and Baylor jumping back into the top 
50. The Red Storm’s 12-game winning streak has added three Quad 1 wins and seven Quad 2 
victories to the Johnnies’ team sheet, improving the Red Storm’s record to 11-4 (.733) in the first 
two quadrants. St. John’s has enjoyed jumps in both predictive and resume-based metrics on 
its 12-game tear. As of Thursday, St. John’s sits 24th in the NET, 21st in KenPom, 21st in T-Rank 
and 16th in BPI. The Red Storm ranks 19th in strength of record, 20th in Wins Above Bubble 
and 19th in KPI. The Johnnies’ biggest boost has come in Wins Above Bubble, in which the Red 
Storm ranked 66th on the morning of Jan. 6. Since the start of the winning streak, St. John’s 
ranks second nationally in Wins Above Bubble (+5.0) according to BartTorvik.com.

 

m	With the close of the regular season less than three weeks away, Zuby Ejiofor is putting 
exclamation points on his candidacy for BIG EAST Player of the Year. Ejiofor leads the Red Storm 
in nearly every major statistical category, ranking first in scoring (16.0), rebounding (7.3), assists 
(3.5) and blocks (1.9) while ranking third in steals (1.2). His numbers are even better in BIG EAST 
play, averaging 17.3 points, 7.5 rebounds and 4.0 assists against league foes. After scoring just 
one point and pulling down no rebounds in the opening half against Marquette on Wednesday 
night, Ejiofor was pivotal in the Red Storm’s efforts to hold off the Marquette charge over the 
final 20 minutes. He tallied nine points, six boards and three blocks in the latter stanza, helping 
the Red Storm hang on for a six-point win. Ejiofor leads the BIG EAST and ranks 13th nationally 
in free throw attempts while pacing the league and ranking 28th nationally with 144 makes at 
the charity stripe. With Ejiofor leading the way, St. John’s ranks fifth nationally in free throw 
attempts per game (27.2) and eighth in free throws made per game (19.7).

n 	While the efforts of his St. John’s teammates often garner the lion’s share of headlines, senior 
guard Oziyah Sellers has been an undeniably impactful part of the Red Storm’s recent success. 
Over the last 12 games, Sellers ranks third on the team averaging 11.3 points per outing and has 
reached double figures in four of his last five. On Wednesday night in Milwaukee, Sellers came 
off the bench for the first time this season and delivered an efficient 12 points, going 4-of-8 
from the floor and 2-of-5 from long distance while finishing as a team-high +12. Sellers has also 
been a key part of the Red Storm’s improvement in taking care of the basketball. In BIG EAST 
play, Sellers has dished out 27 assists while surrendering only four turnovers in 15 games.

•	 Creighton heads to Madison Square Garden on the heels of a stunning upset against No. 5/5 

Connecticut, 91-84, on Wednesday night at Gampel Pavilion. With the win, the 

Bluejays have now defeated at least one top-10 team in each of the last 11 seasons.

•	 Josh Dix scored a team-high 21 points, going 6-of-10 from the floor and 3-of-4 

from beyond the arc. Nik Graves (18), Fedor Zugic (14) and Blake Harper (12) also 

finished in double figures. Harper did not miss a shot, going 3-for-3 from the floor, 2-of-2 from 

3-point range and 4-for-4 from the charity stripe.

•	 Dix is the team’s leading scorer this season, averaging 12.3 points per game. Austin Swartz chips in 

11.4 points per contest and is shooting a team-high 39.7% from beyond the arc.

•	 As a percentage of its total field goal attempts, Creighton attempts more 3-pointers (48.7%) than 

any other team in the BIG EAST.

St. John’s at a Glance
Pitino Picks Up Win No. 900
•	 Red Storm Head Coach Rick Pitino entered an exclusive coaching 

fraternity on Jan. 24, becoming just the fourth coach in history to 
record 900 Division I on-court victories.

•	 Just over two weeks later on Feb. 9, Pitino recorded his 904th 
career victory, passing Roy Williams (903) and moving into sole 
possession of third placed on the all-time wins list for Division I 
men’s basketball.

•	 Pitino (906) now trails only Jim Boeheim (1,116) and Mike 
Krzyzewski (1,202). 

•	 Pitino’s 900th win came in dramatic fashion, as the Johnnies erased 
a 16-point second-half deficit to escape with an 88-83 victory in 
Cincinnati.

•	 Pitino’s milestone 900th and 904th victories came at the expense of 
his son, Richard, in his first year coaching at Xavier.

Pitino Joins Elite BIG EAST Company
•	 The Red Storm’s win against Butler on January 28 marked the 

150th BIG EAST regular season win of Rick Pitino’s career.
•	 Heading into this week, Pitino owns 155 BIG EAST regular season 

victories.
•	 He became just the fifth coach in league history to win 150 regular 

season games, joining Jim Boeheim (366), Jim Calhoun (274), Jay 
Wright (244) and John Thompson Jr. (198).

•	 Those five coaches have combined to win nine national 
championships. 

Picked to Repeat, Five Johnnies Earn Preseason All-BIG EAST
•	 For the first time in more than three decades, St. John’s was picked 

to win the BIG EAST in a preseason poll of the league’s coaches.
•	 St. John’s garnered seven first place votes. Connecticut received the 

other four.
•	 It marked the first time St. John’s has been the league’s preseason 

favorite since 1991-92 following the Johnnies’ run to the 1991 Elite 
Eight.

•	 Zuby Ejiofor was named BIG EAST Preseason Player of the Year 
after averaging 14.7 points and 8.1 rebounds per game a season 
ago. Ejiofor led the nation with 4.4 offensive boards per contest 
and ranked second in the BIG EAST in rebounding average behind 
Ryan Kalkbrenner. Ejiofor earned First Team All-BIG EAST honors 
and won the league’s most improved player award.

•	 Ejiofor is the first Johnnie to be named BIG EAST Preseason Player 
of the Year since Shamorie Ponds in 2018-19. Before Ponds, Malik 
Sealy was the last Johnnie to earn the preseason recognition in 
1991-92.

•	 In addition to Ejiofor’s accolade, Bryce Hopkins earned a place on 
the Preseason All-BIG EAST First Team and Ian Jackson found a spot 
on the second team. Joson Sanon and Dillon Mitchell were named 
to the Preseason All-BIG EAST Third Team.

•	 This is believed to be the first time in league history that five 
players from the same program were named to Preseason All-BIG 
EAST Teams.

Top Five Johnnies
•	 St. John’s checked in at no. 5 in the preseason release of the 

Associated Press Top 25 Poll on Oct. 13.
•	 It marked the highest preseason ranking in program history since 

the AP started conducting a preseason poll prior to the 1961-62 
season. 

•	 Before this season, St. John’s had never been ranked higher than 
seventh in the preseason poll.  Prognosticators picked the Johnnies 
seventh in the 1984-85 preseason AP Top 25. That campaign saw 
the Redmen spend five weeks at no. 1 and reach the Final Four.

•	 This season marked the 14th time that St. John’s has been ranked 
in the preseason and the first since 1999-2000. It is the fourth time 
that St. John’s has been ranked inside the top 10 before an official 
game was played.

•	 Last season, St. John’s climbed as high as no. 5 in the AP Top 25 and 
was ranked for a total of 12 weeks, including each of the final 10. 
The Red Storm spent six weeks inside the top 10. 

Pitino In Familiar Territory
•	 When the AP Top 25 came out on Oct. 13, Rick Pitino found himself 

ranked inside the top five of the preseason poll for the 10th time 
in his career.

•	 Each of those nine previous Pitino teams received a bid to the 
NCAA Tournament with all but one advancing to at least the 
second weekend. Seven of those teams made it to at least the 
Elite Eight, four punched a ticket to the Final Four and two (2013 
Louisville and 1996 Kentucky) won the national title.

•	 Several St. John’s players found their way onto preseason watch 

lists for national awards before the campaign officially tipped off 
in November.

•	 Zuby Ejiofor, Bryce Hopkins and Ian Jackson were named to the 
preseason watch list for the Naismith Trophy. St. John’s was one 
of just three teams to place three or more players on the list 
alongside Florida (4) and Houston (3), the two teams who played 
for the national championship last April.

•	 On Nov. 18, that trio of Ejiofor, Hopkins and Jackson was also 
named to the Top 50 watch list for the Wooden Award.

•	 Ejiofor was named to the watch list for the Kareem Abdul-
Jabbar Award recognizing the nation’s top center. Bryce Hopkins 
was tabbed to the Karl Malone Award watch list honoring the 
nation’s best power forward. Ian Jackson found a spot on the Jerry 
West Award watch list. All three of those positional awards are 
presented by the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.

•	 Ejiofor was also named to the preseason watch list for NABC Player 
of the Year Award and was tabbed as a Preseason Third Team All-
American by the Sporting News.

•	 On Feb. 6, Ejiofor was named the midseason watch list for the 
Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Award, one of 10 big men nationally to 
make the list.

•	 On Feb. 19, Ejiofor was named to the Naismith Trophy Men’s 
College Player of the Year Late-Season Team.

10-Game Tears
•	 The win over Xavier on Feb. 9 gave the Red Storm its third separate 

winning streak of 10 or more games over the last two seasons.
•	 Last year, the Red Storm won 10 straight from Jan. 4- Feb. 7 before 

rattling off 10 straight again from Feb. 16-March 20.
•	 From the start of the 1986-87 season until the start of 2025, St. 

John’s recorded a winning streak of 10-plus games just once, a 12-0 
start to the 2018-19 season.

•	 The Red Storm’s current 12-game winning streak is tied for the 
longest in program history since the 1984-85 team won 14 straight 
to begin BIG EAST play. 

Get Old, Stay Old
•	 The Red Storm boasts one of the most experienced rosters in the 

country.
•	 According to KenPom, the Johnnies rank third in the BIG EAST and 

38th nationally in D1 experience.
•	 Three of the Red Storm’s starting five (Bryce Hopkins, Dillon 

Mitchell and Zuby Ejiofor) are 1,000-point scorers for their

collegiate career while Oziyah Sellers is 37 points shy of the 
milestone.

•	 Dylan Darling has scored more than 750 collegiate points. 

Transfer at Jamaica
•	 After posting the program’s best record in four decades, Pitino and 

his staff went out and secured the nation’s top transfer class.
•	 Five of the Red Storm’s seven transfers sat inside the top 100 of 

ESPN’s transfer rankings: Ian Jackson (10), Bryce Hopkins (12), Joson 
Sanon (33), Dillon Mitchell (68) and Oziyah Sellers (81).

•	 The Johnnies also added the reigning Big Sky Player of the Year, 
Dylan Darling, who averaged 19.8 points and 5.7 assists for the 
Bengals in 2024-25. He was one of only three players to rank inside 
the top 30 nationally in both points and assists.

St. John’s Breaks Ground on New Practice Facility 
•	 On October 18, St. John’s held a groundbreaking ceremony for a 

state-of-the-art men’s and women’s basketball practice facility set 
to open in the spring of 2027.

•	 The facility, located adjacent to Carnesecca Arena, will feature 
innovative amenities, including multiple practice courts, strength 
and conditioning areas, hydro-therapy pools, video review rooms, 
and team lounges. 

•	 The facility was made possible in large part through the historic 
gift made by Chair of the Board of Trustees William J. Janetschek 
‘84CBA, ‘17HON, who donated $25 million to the project.

No Place Like Home
•	 The Red Storm’s BIG EAST Tournament run in 2025 capped off 

an unblemished season at home, as the Johnnies went 21-0 at 
Carnesecca Arena and Madison Square Garden.

•	 It marked the first time since 1931-32 under the direction of James 
“Buck” Freeman that St. John’s went undefeated at home over the 
course of an entire season.

•	 Before falling to Alabama on Nov. 8, the Red Storm had won 
12 straight games at The Garden, the second longest streak in 
program history. The program’s longest winning streak at The 
Mecca is 14 games (Dec. 1, 1985-Feb. 16, 1987).

•	 Over the last two seasons, St. John’s is 19-2 at The World’s Most 
Famous Arena.

•	 The Red Storm has yet to lose a game at Carnesecca Arena under 
Rick Pitino, going 19-0 in Queens over the past three seasons. The 
winning streak is the fifth longest in the 64-year history of the 
building and the longest since the Johnnies rattled off 27 straight 
in Queens between Feb. 22, 1997, and Jan. 3, 2001.

•	 St. John’s will host 12 regular season games at Madison Square 
Garden this season, the program’s highest regular season total at 
The World’s Most Famous Arena since 1951-52.

Red Storm Welcomes Pair of McDonald’s All-Americans
•	 For the first time since 1998-99, St. John’s boasts a pair of former 

McDonald’s All-Americans on its roster in Dillon Mitchell and Ian 
Jackson. 

•	 That 1998-99 team featured sophomore Metta World Peace 
(formerly Ron Artest) and freshman Erick Barkley as part of a 
rotation that won 28 games and advanced to the Elite Eight.

•	 Prior to Jackson and Mitchell, the last McDonald’s All-American 
to suit up for St. John’s was Omar Cook, who played for the Red 
Storm in 2000-01 before being selected in the second round of the 
2001 NBA Draft. 

•	 Cook was a McDonald’s All-American in 2000 alongside current St. 
John’s assistant coach Taliek Brown.

Red Storm Returns to ESPN Radio
•	 For the first time in nearly two decades, the St. John’s men’s 

basketball team has its games aired on ESPN Radio in New York, 
one of the nation’s most listened to and influential audio outlets.

•	 At least 26 of the Red Storm’s 31 regular season games will air on 
either 880 AM or 1050 AM in New York while all 31 can be found 
on the ESPN New York app.

•	 In addition, fans can also find LEARFIELD Red Storm Sports 
Network audio broadcasts on the Varsity Network app, TuneIn and 
SiriusXM.

•	 John Minko returns for his 18th season anchoring the Red Storm 
radio crew. The New York broadcasting legend will be joined by 
a rotating cast of analysts including Brandon Tierney, Vin Parise, 
Tarik Turner and Brian Mahoney.

Tournament in 2021 and 2023 and earned a berth in the National 
Invitation Tournament (NIT) in 2022.

 Before Iona, Pitino coached parts of two seasons for Panathinaikos 
in the EuroLeague, leading the team to the 2019 Greek Cup title in 
his first season.

From 2001-17, Pitino spent 16 seasons as head coach at Louisville 
and led the Cardinals to a 416-143 overall record. While at Louisville, 
he took the Cards to the NCAA Tournament 13 times. Under Pitino, 
Louisville advanced to seven Sweet 16s, six Elite Eights, three Final 
Fours and a National Championship. The Cardinals set a school record 
with 35 wins during its national championship campaign of 2012-13.

 
For three and a half years prior to Louisville, Pitino served as 

president and head coach of the NBA’s Boston Celtics. He also spent 
four years coaching the New York Knicks, beginning as an assistant 
coach under Hubie Brown from 1983-85 before returning to serve as 
head coach from 1987-89. During the 1988-89 season, the Knicks won 
52 games and swept the Philadelphia 76ers in the first round of the 
NBA Playoffs. Pitino is one four current Division I head coaches who 
has also been a head coach in the NBA alongside John Calipari, Fred 
Hoiberg and Reggie Theus.

 
From 1989-97, Pitino served as the head coach at Kentucky, guiding 

the Wildcats to three NCAA Final Four appearances in his final five 
years. The Wildcats posted a 219-50 overall record (.814) under Pitino, 
winning the 1996 NCAA Championship and reaching the national 
title game in 1997.

 
Pitino, 73, got his start in coaching as a graduate assistant at Hawai’i 

in 1974 and served as a full-time assistant there in 1975-76 before a 
brief six-game stint as head coach prior to season’s end. He served 
two seasons as an assistant coach at Syracuse from 1976-78, before 
earning his first head coaching job at Boston University in 1978. Pitino 
produced a 91-51 record in five years at BU, departing as the most 
successful coach in program history. In his final season, he guided 
the Terriers to their first NCAA Tournament appearance in 24 years.

 
After his two years as an assistant with the New York Knicks, 

Pitino became the head coach at Providence College for two seasons 
from 1985-87, producing a 42-23 record with the Friars. He guided 
Providence to an NCAA Tournament appearance in 1986, followed 
by his first trip to the Final Four in 1987.

 
Pitino also has international coaching experience, leading the 

Puerto Rico national team in three competitions during the summer 
of 2015.

 
Pitino is a 1974 graduate of Massachusetts, where he was a standout 

guard for the Minutemen’s basketball team. A team captain his senior 
year, he ranked among UMass’ top 10 for career assists for more than 
40 years.

 
Born Sept. 18, 1952, Pitino is a native of New York City. He was a 

standout guard for St. Dominic High School in Oyster Bay, Long Island, 
from 1966-70.

 
Pitino and his wife Joanne have five children, Michael, Christopher, 

Richard, Ryan and Jacqueline, and 16 grandchildren.

One of the winningest coaches in NCAA Division I history, two-time 
national champion Rick Pitino was named the 22nd head coach in the 
history of St. John’s Men’s Basketball program on March 20, 2023.

 
A 2013 inductee into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of 

Fame with more than five decades of coaching experience, Pitino 
has established a stellar reputation for excellence on the court and 
a dedication to student-athlete academic success over his 38 seasons 
as a collegiate head coach. Pitino, who owns an 906-316 (.741) career 
head coaching record, has made 24 NCAA Tournament appearances 
with six different schools and advanced to the Final Four seven times, a 
total reached by only six coaches all-time. His 906 victories rank fourth 
all-time in Division I.

 
Pitino became the first coach to take three different schools to the 

Final Four and is the only coach to win an NCAA Championship at 
two different schools (1996 Kentucky and 2013 Louisville). He is one 
of only four coaches to ever reach the Final Four in four separate 
decades. With a 55-22 record in the NCAA Tournament, Pitino holds the 
second-highest winning percentage in NCAA Tournament games (.714) 
among all active coaches. Off the court, he has served as a charitable 
benefactor for a broad spectrum of worthy causes, often choosing to 
do so anonymously.

In just over two seasons at St. John’s, Pitino has taken a downtrodden 
program and returned it to its rightful status as a regional and national 
power. After reaching the 20-win plateau, advancing to the BIG EAST 
Tournament Semifinals and narrowly missing an NCAA Tournament 
berth with a roster that featured 12 newcomers in 2023-24, Pitino’s 
squad took a monumental leap in 2024-25.

This past season, the Red Storm finished with an overall record 
of 31-5, matching a program record set by the 1984-85 and 1985-86 
squads. After equaling a BIG EAST record with 18 league wins during 
the regular season, St. John’s captured the outright BIG EAST Regular 
Season title for the first time in 40 years before running through the 
BIG EAST Tournament to claim its first postseason conference crown 
since 2000. The Red Storm earned a no. 2 seed in the NCAA Tournament, 
taking down Omaha in the first round for the program’s first NCAA 
Tournament victory since 2000. St. John’s was ranked in each of the 
last nine Associated Press regular season polls, rising as high as no. 5 
for the first time since the 1990-91.

For his efforts, Pitino captured his first BIG EAST Coach of the Year 
honor before being named the United States Basketball Writers 
Association National Coach of the Year (Henry Iba Award), Associated 
Press National Coach of the Year and Werner Ladder Naismith National 
Coach of the Year. Pitino also earned Coach of the Year honors from 
the Metropolitan Basketball Writers Association, an award named in 
honor of his St. John’s predecessor Lou Carnesecca.

2024-25 marked Pitino’s ninth 30-win season as a college head coach 
and his 29th campaign with at least 20 victories.

 
Pitino’s teams have won 15 tournament championships and he owns 

a collective 59-17 conference tournament record (.776). At Kentucky, 
his teams posted an incredible 17-1 Southeastern Conference (SEC) 
tournament mark. His coaching resume also features three BIG EAST 
Tournament titles while at Louisville in 2009, 2012 and 2013. In 
addition, Pitino has mentored 32 players who were drafted or have 
played in the NBA. His 1996 NCAA Championship team at Kentucky 
featured seven future NBA performers.

 
Pitino joined the Red Storm after three seasons at Iona, where he 

led the Gaels to a 64-22 overall record with a 40-9 mark in the Metro 
Atlantic Athletic Conference (MAAC). A two-time MAAC Coach of the 
Year, Pitino led the Gaels to a pair of MAAC regular season titles and 
two MAAC Tournament championships. Iona made trips to the NCAA
