NCAA TOURNAMENT 3X - WNIT 9X
LAST TIME OUT
The University of Richmond women’s basketball team fell to 1-6 on the season after 
dropping both games at the UCF Thanksgiving Tournament to UCF (L, 70-48) and against 
Virginia Tech (L, 85-57). The Spiders battled in both games but ultimately ran out of gas. In 
the game against UCF, sophomore Alex Parson scored a team-best 14 points off 4-for-
7 shooting from downtown. Freshman Aniyah Carpenter, starting for the first time in her 
career, finished with 11 points off three three-pointers. 

The Spiders were outscored 43-29 in the third and fourth quarters by UCF. Their full-court 
press caused Richmond to make 25 turnovers, a season-high. Freshman Imani Mustaf 
finished with a career-high three blocks in 19 minutes. 

In the finale against Virginia Tech, freshman Claire Holt scored a season-high 13 points off 
the bench and Daijia Ruffin added 10 points. Richmond was again outscored 46-28 in the 
third and fourth quarters but only committed nine turnovers against the Hokies.

STARTING LINEUPS
The Spiders have had five different starting lineups in their seven games  
and only two have started all seven games in sophomore Alex Parson 
and junior Jaide Hinds-Clarke. Freshmen Emma Squires and Molly Mraz 
have started five games, Daijia Ruffin and Jayana Ervin have started four 
games. Freshman Aniyah Carpenter has started two games and junior 
Amy Duggan with one start. With so many new faces, Richmond hasn’t 
had a set rotation having played 14 different players this season.

HOLT SCORES CAREER-HIGH AGAINST VIRGINIA TECH
Freshman guard Claire Holt scored a career-high 13 points against 
Virginia Tech. Holt was 5-for-12 from the field and hit two three-pointers 
off the bench. Holt played 24 minutes and led the Spiders in the sec-
ond quarter scoring 11 of her 13 points to close within 10 points after 
two quarters. Holt has scored 25 points (8.3 per game) in her last three 
games after only scoring three in her previous four games. 

RUFFIN PROVIDING SPARK
Graduate student Daijia Ruffin has scored 41 of her 47 points in her last 
four games, including a season-high 17 points against Maryland Eastern 
Shore. Ruffin has been inserted into the starting lineup for the past three 
games and has scored 17, 12, 2 and 10 points. She is averaging 10.2 
points per game in her last four games and has dished out 12 assists 
(3.0 per game). Ruffin is fourth on the team in scoring at 6.7 points per 
game. 

100 YEARS OF RICHMOND WOMEN’S BASKETBALL
The University of Richmond will celebrate its 100th season of women’s 
basketball during the 2018-19 season. The largest crowd at the Robins 
Center in school history was on Dec. 10, 1994 against No. 12 Virginia 
when 8,349 people were in attendance. The Spiders have been to the 
NCAA Tournament three times (1990, 1991, 2005) and have made nine 
WNIT appearances, including a final-four run falling to Creighton, 81-72, 
on March 27, 2004. The Spiders have earned nine wins all-time at the 
WNIT Tournament. UR will host a alumni celebration game against La 
Salle on Feb. 24 at 2 pm. 

LAST TIME VS. WILLIAM & MARY   
The last time these two teams met the Tribe came away with a 78-64 
win at the Robins Center on Nov. 29, 2017, after senior Micaela Par-
son scored a game-high 21 points and grabbed six rebounds. Kailyn 
Fee added 11 points off three three-pointers and Amy Duggan scored 
seven points in the loss. The Spiders were outscored 25-14 in th second 
quarter and never came back. Richmond leads the all-time series 90-24, 
their 114 games is the most between any opponent the Spiders have 
faced in school history. The first meeting came back in 1920 and the 
Tribe have won two-straight meetings in 2016 and 2017.

the nation, while drawing rave reviews from players, coaches, fans and
media. The renovations created a more intimate game day atmosphere
and provided enhanced amenities for basketball fans. The renovations 
to the main arena of the Robins Center included new state-of-the-art 
LED lighting, midnight blue painted ceiling, four 15 feet by 32 feet video
boards, scoreboards, refurbished seats, new premium seating options,
new terrace hospitality areas, a refinished/newly painted court and 
renovated restrooms. The video boards are the largest in the Atlantic 10 
conference, and among the largest of any on-campus arena in the ACC
or Big East.

JAIDE HINDS-CLARKE AWARDED GINNY DOYLE SCHOLARSHIP 
The Ginny Doyle Scholarship was established in memory of Virginia T. 
Doyle, W’92, through the generosity of her family, friends, and 
colleagues to be awarded to a Women’s Basketball student-athlete with 
Ginny-like qualities. Ginny Doyle led the Spiders to the Colonial Athletic 
Association championship and NCAA appearance in 1991. Ginny was 
inducted into the University of Richmond Athletics Hall of Fame 
posthumously, following her sudden passing in May 2014. Jaide not 
only shares the position Ginny played but is one of the last Spider 
recruits to have ties with Ginny during her time as an assistant coach.

PARSON EARNS PRESEASON ATLANTIC 10 HONORS
Sophomore point guard Alex Parson was selected to the Atlantic 10 
preseason third team after averaging 10.3 points per game in her fresh-
man season with the Spiders. Parson was one of four sophomores to be 
chosen for the honor. Parson also hit 47 three-pointers, second best on 
the team. 

HINDS-CLARKE GRABS CAREER-HIGH 15 REBOUNDS
Junior forward Jaide Hinds-Clarke had a monster game against Mary-
land Eastern Shore pulling down a career-high 15 rebounds and came 
up with a career-high four steals. Hinds-Clarke also played a career-high 
33 minutes and had 10 offensive rebounds in the win. Hinds-Clarke kept 
Richmond in the game after a clutch offensive rebound in the closing 
seconds of the fourth quarter almost tying the game at 55-55 with 19 
seconds left. 
 
SHAFER WINS 200TH 
With a win over UMass on Feb. 15, 2017, Michael Shafer became the 
first coach in program history to reach the 200-win milestone. With win 
No. 200 he is just the seventh coach in Richmond athletic department 
history to reach that number joining men’s basketball coach Chris 
Mooney and women’s tennis coach Mark Wesselink as the only other 
active Spider coaches with at least 200 wins. He also joins Cindy Griffin 
at Saint Joseph’s as the only active A-10 coaches to reach that number 
at their current institution.

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HEAD COACH MICHAEL SHAFER 
University of Richmond women’s basketball head coach Michael Shafer enters his 
14th season at the helm for Richmond. Shafer guided the Spiders to five-straight 
WNIT postseason appearances from 2009-2013 and again in 2015 where the team 
advanced to the second round. The Spiders were awarded a bye in the 2012 
Atlantic 10 Tournament after finishing in the top-4.

Shafer has amassed a 214-193 record while at Richmond in 13 years. On Jan. 24, 
2015, he became the winningest women’s coach at Richmond when the Spiders 
defeated UMass for his 167th career triumph.  He passed legendary coach Fannie 
Crenshaw, who guided the Spiders for 35 years.

Shafer led Richmond to a 23-9 mark in 2011-12, its most wins since 2008-09 and 
fewest losses since 2004-05.

The National Women’s Basketball Insider named Shafer one of the nation’s top 
coaches in 2011-12. Shafer was one of 13 coaches that were recognized.

Shafer collected his 100th win against GW in 2012. He is only one of three coaches 
at Richmond to eclipse the century mark total.

Shafer has led Richmond to 20-win seasons in three of the last seven years and has 
guided the Spiders to six postseason WNIT appearances in that span.  In 2008-09, 
Shafer posted the most successful season in his tenure, after helping guide the 
Spiders to a 24-10 record, a runner-up appearance in the 2009 Atlantic 10 Tourna-
ment and school’s fourth bid to the WNIT. The 24-10 record marked the most wins 
since the 1988-89 season and third best overall record in program history.

Prior to his time at Richmond, Shafer spent 11 years as an assistant coach at the 
University of Georgia, serving his last two seasons as the associate head coach. 
He helped lead the Lady Bulldogs to 11-straight NCAA Tournament appearances 
and four Southeastern Conference championships, three regular-season titles and 
one tournament title. During his tenure, Georgia posted a 273-85 (.762) record and 
advanced to three NCAA Final Fours, appearing in the 1996 championship game.

A proven recruiter, he helped Georgia head coach Andy Landers sign five Top 10 
freshmen classes and inked the country’s fifth best class in 2005. Shafer signed five 
high school All-Americans while serving his last three years at Georgia as the Lady 
Bulldogs’ recruiting coordinator.

In addition, Shafer was instrumental in the development of current WNBA players 
Coco Miller, Kelly Miller and Deanna Nolan, a 2003 All-Star.

Shafer was named as one of the nation’s Top 10 assistant women’s basketball coaches in an informal internet survey 
of more than 750 coaches and administrators conducted by womenshoopscoop.com in 2003. His numerous 
contributions to the program were rewarded in June of 2003 when he was promoted to associate head coach.

A 1994 graduate of William & Mary, Shafer earned a spot on the men’s basketball team as a walk-on. He served as 
team co-captain in 1994 and served on the Student-Athletic Council during his senior season.

The Athens, Ga. native received a bachelor’s degree in business administration from William & Mary and earned his 
master’s degree in sport management from Georgia in 1997. 
 
Shafer, 44, is married to Denise Shafer and they have four children between them: Sophie (12), Sumner (10), Ellie (13), 
and Daniel (8).
