LAST TIME OUT
The University of Richmond women’s basketball team took down Florida Atlantic 57-55
after sophomore Emma Squires scored the game-winning basket with seven seconds re-
maining. The Spiders were outscored 19-10 in the fourth quarter but held on for their third
win of the season and have started 3-1 for the first time since the 2015-16 season.

Senior Jaide Hinds-Clarke led the team with 14 points and grabbed four rebounds. Sopho-
more Kate Klimkiewicz added 11 points with three assists and three steals. Redshirt junior
Kaila Clark pulled down seven rebounds, including three offensive in 11 minutes off the

bench.

The Spiders built a 20-point lead in the third quarter but FAU come storming back to tie
the game at 55-55 in the fourth quarter. In the end, Richmond got the game-winning layup
from Squires and made a final defensive stop to secure the win.

ABOUT WILLIAM & MARY

The oldest rivalry in the south continues at Robins Center with the two
teams playing each other since 1920. The Tribe comes into the game
with a 3-0 record with wins at Army (W, 77-65), Maryland Eastern-Shore
(W, 78-50) and at East Carolina (W, 78-68). All three wins for William

& Mary have been by double digits. Three players are averaging dou-
ble figures in Eva Hodgson (20.0 ppg) Sydney Wagner (13.3 ppg) and
Victoria Reynolds (11.7 ppg). Hodgson is a perfect 17-for-17 from the
free throw line in three games. The Tribe has hit 21 three-pointers and
is shooting 80.0 percent (40-for-50) from the free throw line in three
games.

LAST MEETING VS. WILLIAM & MARY

This will be the 116th meeting between the two teams with Richmond
leading the all-time series 90-25. In the previous meeting, the Tribe
earned a 65-55 win thanks to a strong third quarter outscoring the
Spiders 22-16. Jaide Hinds-Clarke scored 11 points and grabbed seven
rebounds off the bench in the loss. William & Mary’s Eva Hodgson led
the team with 15 points and Victoria Reynolds added 14 points. Rich-
mond had the game within three points at 55-52 with 4:48 remaining but
was outscore 10-3 to end the game.

HINDS-CLARKE THIRD IN A-10 IN STEALS

Senior Jaide Hinds-Clarke leads the team with nine steals in four games
(2.25 per game) and is ranked third in the Atlantic 10 just two behind the
leader from UMass Destiney Philoxy who has 11. Hinds-Clarke is 100th

nationally in steals. Hinds-Clarke finished with a season-high five steals

in the season opener against UNCG.

RICHMOND OFF TO BEST START SINCE 2015-16 SEASON
First-year head coach Aaron Roussell has guided the Spiders to a 3-1
start to the 2019-20 season. Richmond has picked up two road wins at
UNCG (W, 70-62) and at Georgetown (W, 51-49). The Spiders won their
home opener against Florida Atlantic on Nov. 16 picking up their third
win of the season. Richmond earned its third win on Jan. 2 last season
and is 3-1 or better for the first time since the 2015-16 season when
they started 5-1.

KATE KLIMKIEWICZ SCORES IN DOUBLE FIGURES AGAIN
Sophomore Kate Klimkiewicz, a native of Oakton, Virginia, made her
first career start as a Spiders against Georgetown. Klimkiewicz scored
12 points and grabbed three rebounds with a season-high three steals.
She also went 3-for-5 from the free throw line in the win. Klimkiewicz
scored 11 points in the win against Florida Atlantic. She is second on
the team at 10.3 points per game and tied for first with five three-point-
ers in four games played.

RICHMOND ADDS FOUR TO ROUSSELL’S FIRST RECRUITING
CLASS

First year head coach Aaron Roussell announced his first recruiting
class at Richmond added four student-athletes for the 2020 season in
forward Addie Budnik (Highland Park, lIl.), forward Maya Ettle (Beth-
lehem, Pa.), guard Kylee Lewandowski (Pittsburgh, Pa.) and Siobhan
Ryan (Buffalo, NY.). All four players bring length, size, shooting ability
and toughness to the 2020 squad. Budnik is 6-foot-1, Ettle is 6-foot-4,
Lewandowski is 6-foot-1 and Ryan is 6-foot.

Guensch brings nine years of
experience and Pinkney has six years of experience. Also joining the
staff was Director of Basketball Operations Ryland Adkins and Director
of Program Development John Studer. Video Coordinator Jack Sanders
also was added after spending two seasons at lllinois Springfield.

HINDS-CLARKE SELECTED TO A-10 PRESEASON ALL-CONFER-
ENCE

Senior Jaide Hinds-Clarke was selected to the preseason Atlantic 10
All-Conference third team. It marks the second-straight season Rich-
mond has had a preseason All-A-10 member after junior Alex Parson
earned the honor last season. Hinds-Clarke led the team in scoring with
10.2 points per game last season. She posted a team-best 10 dou-
ble-doubles and finished second in the A-10.The Westwood, N.J. native,
also led the team in rebounding at 7.8 rebounds per game (fifth in the
A-10) and finished the season with her 500th career rebound in the A-10
first round game against Saint Louis. Hinds-Clarke scored in double-fig-
ures 19 times, including a career-high 20 points against Dayton.

SQUIRES SCORES CAREER-HIGH AT CHARLOTTE

Sophomore Emma Squires, playing in just her 19th career game, scored
a career-high 19 points off 7-for-11 shooting at Charlotte on Nov. 9. Her
previous high was 10 points twice last season. Squires also hit three
three-pointers and didn’t miss a single basket from two-point range (4-
for-4). Squires had two steals and went 2-for-2 from the free throw line.

AARON ROUSSELL ERA OPENS 1-0

Roussell earned his first win as a Spider with a 70-62 road win at UNCG
on Now. 5, 2019. Roussell became the 11th coach in school history to
win their coaching debut with the Spiders. Roussell earned his 313th
career win as a coach. Other Richmond coaches who won their debuts
include Franny Crenshaw (1919), Michael Shafer (2005), Bob Foley
(1996), Bill Hotchkiss (1980) and Joanne Boyle (2002) to name a few.

ROBINS CENTER

Built in 1972 through the generosity of the E. Claiborne Robins family,
the Robins Center underwent a $17 million renovation in 2013-2014 that
has transformed it into one of the premier college basketball arenas in
the nation, while drawing rave reviews from players, coaches, fans and
media. The renovations created a more intimate game day atmosphere
and provided enhanced amenities for basketball fans. The renovations
to the main arena of the Robins Center included new state-of-the-art
LED lighting, midnight blue painted ceiling, four 15 feet by 32 feet video
boards, scoreboards, refurbished seats, new premium seating options,
new terrace hospitality areas, a refinished/newly painted court and
renovated restrooms. The video boards are the largest in the Atlantic 10
conference, and among the largest of any on-campus arena in the ACC
or Big East.

JAIDE HINDS-CLARKE AWARDED GINNY DOYLE SCHOLARSHIP
The Ginny Doyle Scholarship was established in memory of Virginia T.
Doyle, W’92, through the generosity of her family, friends, and
colleagues to be awarded to a Women’s Basketball student-athlete with
Ginny-like qualities. Ginny Doyle led the Spiders to the Colonial Athletic
Association championship and NCAA appearance in 1991. Ginny was
inducted into the University of Richmond Athletics Hall of Fame
posthumously, following her sudden passing in May 2014. Jaide not
only shares the position Ginny played but is one of the last Spider
recruits to have ties with Ginny during her time as an assistant coach.

HEAD COACH AARON ROUSSELL
First Season at Richmond - lowa ‘01

Aaron Roussell was named Richmond women'’s basketball head coach April 2, 2019. Roussell brings
over 15 years of head coaching experience and over 300 career victories to Richmond, including the past
seven highly successful years as the head coach at Bucknell University.

Roussell (pronounced ruh-SELL) brings a 312-122 (.719) career coaching record to the Spiders, includ-
ing a 102-30 (.773) mark over the past four years. He led Bucknell to six-straight winning seasons and
four-straight years of 22 wins or more. The Bison’s 102 wins over the past four years are the most in a
four—}&ear span in the history of the Patriot League and they also posted a 64-8 (.889) league record in that
period.

During that time, Bucknell advanced to the postseason four-straight years with a pair of NCAA Tourna-
ment and WNIT appearances. Roussell guided Bucknell to a program-record 12-game winning streak
in each of the past three seasons (2016-17, 2017-18, 2018-19) and a program-record 29-game home
winning streak. His Bison teams posted a 84-20 (.807) record on their home court during his seven-year
tenure as head coach.

Roussell, a two-time Patriot League Coach of the Year, guided Bucknell to its top season in program
history this past year as the Bison amassed a school-record 28 victories and a 28-6 overall record. The
Bison won the Patriot League regular season and tournament titles last season, advancing to the NCAA
Tournament. Bucknell was the No. 12 seed in the Greensboro region and took fifth-seeded Florida State

Richmond - Head Coach (2019-present) it with the team’s veteran players. Under this guidance, Bucknell earned three Patriot League Rookie of
Bucknell - Head Coach (2012-19 the Year award winners from 2014-16 and one of those student-athletes — Claire DeBoer — went on to

University of Chicago - Head Cogch (2004-12) €arn Patriot League Player of the Year accolades in 2016-17.

Prior to his time at Bucknell, Roussell spent eight years (2004-2012) as the highly successful head coach
at the University of Chicago where he compiled a 161-50 (.763) record, including a 52-5 mark with a 43-
game regular season winning streak over his last two seasons leading the Maroons.

Roussell logged the most victories and highest winning percentage of any women'’s basketball coach in Chicago’s 48-year history. He guided the
Maroons to the only three University Athletic Association outright championships in program history. Two of those came in his last two seasons,
both on perfect 14-0 league records. Roussell’s Chicago teams made four NCAA Division Ill Tournament appearances and advanced to three Sweet
Sixteen appearances and one Elite Eight showing.

In addition to their success on the hardwood, Roussell’s teams at the University of Chicago, one of the most prestigious academic institutions in the
nation, have also excelled in the classroom. His 2010-11 team combined for a 3.36 grade-point average and in his last season, Taylor Simpson of
Chicago was awarded the Jostens Trophy, given to the most outstanding Division Il women’s basketball student-athlete based on basketball ability,
academic success and community service.

Prior to Roussell’s arrival at Chicago in September 2004, the Maroons had never appeared in the national rankings. But they were listed in the ESPN/
WBCA and D3hoops.com top-25 polls in each of the last seven years under his tutelage. The program was ranked No. 1 in the nation in the ESPN/
WBCA Coaches’ Poll in 2006-07, and his 2011-12 team was ranked No. 2 for most of the campaign. Roussell was the UAA Coach of the Year in
2008, 2011 and 2012, and he was the WBCA Regional Coach of the Year in 2011 and 2012.

Roussell coached six of the 10 1,000-point scorers in program history, he mentored 15 different all-conference performers in eight seasons and had
plaéﬁrs earn All-America honors in 2005, 2011 and 2012. His teams posted a higher victory total than the previous season in seven of his eight years
at Chicago.

Roussell is a 2001 graduate of the University of lowa, where he double-majored in journalism/mass communications and political science. In 2002
he began a two-year stint as a graduate assistant women’s basketball coach at Minnesota State. In addition to his coaching duties, he completed a
master’s degree In sports administration.

His first coaching experience came at the high school level, where he was the boys’ varsity assistant coach and head JV coach at Breck High School
in Minneapolis, Minn., in 2001-02.

Roussell and his wife, Molly, have an nine-year-old son, Riley, a five-year old daughter, Kelsey, and a two-year old daughter, Kendall.
