SPIDERS STARTERS

- The Spiders beat the Colonials 76-56 on January 12 in Washington, D.C.,, Richmond's largest
road win over the last two seasons. In that game, the Spiders held GW to 32 percent shooting
from the field, UR's best field goal percentage defense in an A-10 game since Feb. 6, 2016 (30
percent vs UMass).

- The Spiders are 2-5 in seven games following that win. However, in those five losses, Richmond
has held second-half leads of eight (Duquesne), 14 (Saint Joseph's), and nine (La Salle) points.

- This is Richmond's first game against a repeat opponent this season. Last year, the Spiders
were 4-3 in their second game against an opponent.

- Jacob Gilyard recorded five of his six steals vs George Mason in the second half, including three
in a 90-second span during a 10-0 Spiders run. He ranks second in D-l with 3.24 steals per game
this season.

- Gilyard is averaging 19.3 points per game in A-10 games this season, first in the conference.
Under Chris Mooney, the only Spiders to average at least 19 points per game in conference play
in a season are T.J. Cline (2015-16) and Justin Harper (2010-11).

- Gilyard has scored at least 20 points in three straight games and could become the first Spiders
guard with four straight 20-point games since Kendall Anthony in February 2014 on Saturday.

- Gilyard is on pace to become just the third different non-senior to average 17 points, five
assists, and three steals in a season in D-l over the last 25 years. He'd join South Carolina's Devan
Downey (2007-08) and Jason Rowe of Loyola (MD) (1997-98 and 1998-99).

- Grant Golden tied a career high with six assists vs George Mason and is now averaging 4.0
assists per game in conference play, the best of any A-10 forward or center.

- Richmond's top four scorers this season in terms of total points are all freshmen or
sophomores. 86 percent of the Spiders points have come from underclassmen (freshmen or
sophomores) this season, the seventh-highest rate for any Division | team.

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The Spiders played their best defensive game of the season and Nathan Cayo led
four Spiders in double figures with 18 points as Richmond beat George Washington 76-56 at the Smith
Center on Saturday.

"We played a great defensive game," said coach Chris Mooney to Bob Black on ESPN Richmond after the
game. "We were able to read our scouting report and anticipate. | thought we were a step slow the first 15
minutes ... and then | think we kind of found it a little bit. You have to really pay attention to the scouting
report because if you're closing out to a shooter that's one speed - if you're closing out to a driver that's an-
other. | thought we did a good job and made it difficult for them to score. You don't get many double-digit
wins on the road so I'm really proud of our guys and very happy for them."

The 20-point win was Richmond's largest on the road since a 70-48 win at Fordham on February 25, 2017
and tied for the Spiders second-largest road win over the last five seasons.

The Spiders opened an 11-5 lead in the game's first three minutes as freshman Andre Gustavson, making
his second start of the season and first since Georgetown, hit a pair of three-pointers.

Richmond extended the lead to as many as eight and led by three at halftime, 35-32. The Spiders broke the
game open with an 8-0 run to start the second half behind a pair of three-pointers by Jake Wojcik.

"That run was just tremendous. We made a couple of shots and we were getting stops and that was the
theme of the second half;" said Mooney.

George Washington was never able to pull closer than eight over the remainder of the game as the Spiders
improved to 5-4 in their last nine games following a 2-5 start to the season. Richmond is now 4-1 in its last
five games at George Washington's Smith Center.

Cayo scored a game-high 18 points - the fourth time he's led Richmond in scoring this season - and added
seven rebounds, one off his career high. Grant Golden added 17 points and four assists, tied with Julius
Johnson for the team high.

Jacob Gilyard scored all 12 of his points in the second half and recorded four steals, moving the sophomore
into a tie for 10th with Scott Stapleton on Richmond's career steals list at 136.

With Gustavson joining freshman Wojcik and sophomores Cayo, Golden, and Gilyard in the starting lineup,
the Spiders didn't start a junior or senior for the first time in Chris Mooney's 14 seasons at Richmond.

The Spiders System

Over his 14 seasons at Richmond, Coach
Mooney's offense has evolved into a system
that embodies the concept of "basketball
without positions.”

While shorter players will begin most
possessions further away from the basket and
taller players will begin most possessions on
the wing or in the paint, they will rarely end
up anywhere near where they started.

On each possession, every player on the court
is equally as likely to handle the ball, shoot

a three, cut back door, or set up on the low
block. The Spiders offense places a premium
on passing, cutting, and outside shooting,
and Richmond's coaches focus on developing
those skills in each Spider.

While Richmond's was primarily known as

a half-court team earlier in Coach Mooney's
tenure, the Spiders have adapted a faster,
more up-tempo attack in recent seasons.
Richmond has averaged over 70 points per
game each of the last three years -- the only
seasons they've scored over 70 points per
game during Chris Mooney's tenure.

Two additional feature of the Spiders offense
are a focus on taking care of the ball and

a propensity for easy baskets that lead

to a high shooting percentage. Over the
previous 10 seasons (2008-09 through 2017-
18), Richmond ranked 11th in Division | in
turnovers per game (11.1) and 22nd in assist-
to-turnover ratio (1.2). Over the previous
three seasons (2015-16 through 2017-18),
Richmond shot 47.1 percent from field -- the
highest rate in the A-10.

Top of the Conference

In the first 13 seasons of the Chris Mooney
era, the Spiders have been one of the most
successful programs in the Atlantic 10,
ranking near the top of the conference

in wins, postseason appearances, and
attendance.

Milestone Win

Chris Mooney became the winningest coach
in Richmond history with an 84-74 win over

Wake Forest on December 1, 2018. It was his
240th victory as a Spider, breaking a tie with
Dick Tarrant for the most wins by a coach in

Richmond basketball history.

It was Mooney's 22nd win over a power-
conference opponent at Richmond and
gave him at least one win against a power-
conference team in 13 of his 14 seasons at
Richmond.

Mooney joined Phil Martelli (Saint Joseph's)
and Bob McKillop (Davidson) as the only
active A-10 coaches who own their school's
record for wins by a head coach.

Major Loss

Junior Nick Sherod tore his left ACL in the first
half against Hampton on November 25 and
will miss the remainder of the season.

Sherod, the Spiders leading scorer in
conference play in 2017-18 (17.6 PPG), was
Richmond's active career leader in starts (56),
minutes (1,955), points (797), and rebounds
(273) at the time of his injury. He was also the
only Richmond starter who was a junior or
senior over the season's first five games.

He is expected to apply for a medical redshirt
and could have two seasons of eligibility
remaining.

Underclassmen Everywhere

Of the Spiders 13 scholarship players, eight
are freshmen or sophomores. (Cayo, Gilyard,
Golden are sophomores; Grace, Gustavson,
Koureissi, Verbinskis, Wojcik are freshmen.)
Richmond is scheduled to return 11 of its 13
scholarship players next season, all except

seniors Julius Johnson and Keith Oddo.

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ROBINS CENTER

Built in 1972 through the generosity of the E. Claiborne Robins family, the Robins Center
underwent a $17 million renovation in 2013 that transformed it into the one of the
premier college basketball arenas in the nation.

In 2017-18, Richmond averaged 6,492 fans per game, its most since the 1992-93 season
when capacity at the arena was over 9,000. Today, the arena has a capacity of 7,201. The
Spiders average attendance last year was third-highest in the Atlantic 10 and the second-
highest in Division | among institutions with a total enrollment under 5,000 students,
trailing only Providence. Of the 93 Division | men's basketball teams to average at least
6,000 fans last season, none represented a school with a smaller total enroliment
than Richmond.

The Robins Center complex houses the University’s athletic squads and serves as the
showplace for University of Richmond basketball. Renovations to the lower level of

the building in 2018 resulted in the creation of the Blandford-Everett Student-Athlete
Performance Center, which provides Richmond's student-athletes with the latest strength
and conditioning equipment, access to a nutrition fueling center, and a state-of-the-art
sports medicine facility.

In addition to sporting and recreational activities, the Robins Center annually serves as
the site or Richmond's commencement exercises and also provides a forum for countless
other educational and cultural events.

The eyes of the world were focused on the Robins Center in 1992, when one of that
year’s Presidential debates was held in the Center’s main arena. In 2011, President Obama
delivered an economic address to a capacity crowd.

QUEALLY ATHLETICS CENTER

SPIDERS IN THE PROS

The Queally Athletics Center will be the new home for Richmond's men's and women's
basketball, providing a designated practice facility and much more to the Spiders..

Sports medicine and nutritional facilities, along with an athletic training room with
hydrotherapy, will ensure the health and well-being of student-athletes. Strength and
conditioning areas, including a full-sized practice gym, coaches offices and team locker
rooms will help athletes compete at maximum performance levels. A new Academic
Support Center will be located in the renovated Millhiser Gymasium to ensure that
student-athletes have access to the resources they need to maintain progress toward their
educational goals. A Spider Heritage Hall will engage fans and alumni in celebration of the
proud tradition of University of Richmond athletics.

The facility is named for 1986 alumni Paul and Anne-Marie Queally, longtime supporters
of the University of Richmond who contributed a $7.5 million lead gift to launch the
fundraising efforts for the new center.

Preliminary work on the site began in September with building construction scheduled to
begin in spring 2019 and conclude in the fall of 2020.

The site will also be home to Richmond's new student Well-Being Center, which will house
all campus health care services in addition to providing facilities for wellness education
and nutrition services.

Former A-10 Player of the Year T.J. Cline currently stars

for Hapoel Halon in Israel's Premier League, where he
frequently faces off against former Spider teammate Terry
Allen, who plays for Ironi Nahariya.

While at least 10 former Spiders have played
professionally in international leagues over the last year,
many Richmond athletes have found positions in the NBA.

2011 graduate Justin Harper, the 32nd overall pick in

the 2011 NBA Draft, appeared in three games for the
Philadelphia 76ers during the 2016-17 season. Harper has
also played for the Pistons and Magic and is currently with
the South Bay Lakers in the NBA's G League.

Harper and Cline both played in the NBA Summer League
in Las Vegas this year, Harper as a member of the New
York Knicks and Cline with the Milwaukee Bucks.

2011 graduate Dan Geriot current serves as an assistant
coach for the Cleveland Cavaliers. In 2016, Geriot was a
video coordinator with the team when the Cavaliers won
the franchise's only NBA championship.

Curtis Blair, who graduated from Richmond in 1992 and
remains ninth on the Spiders all-time scoring list, is a
referee in the NBA.

1990 graduate Kenny Atkinson is in his third season as
the head coach of the Brooklyn Nets in 2018-19. Chris
Fleming, a member of UR's class of 1993, is an assistant
coach on Atkinson's staff.

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Chris Mooney has more wins than any other coach in
Richmond basketball history. His record-setting 240th win
came against Wake Forest on December 1, 2018. With the
victory, Mooney broke a tie with Dick Tarrant for the most
wins by a coach in Richmond basketball history.

Now in his 14th season with the Spiders, Mooney is the
third longest-tenured coach in the Atlantic 10, trailing

only Bob McKillop (Davidson) and Phil Martelli (Saint
Joseph’s). Mooney entered 2018-19 ranked fifth all-time in
conference history in both A-10 wins by a head coach (118)
and overall wins by an A-10 head coach (237).

Mooney has led the Spiders to seven postseason
appearances in the last 11 seasons. Under Mooney, the
Spiders made trips to the NCAA tournament in 2010 and
2011 and trips to the NIT Quarterfinals in 2015 and 2017.
Mooney'’s Spiders made national headlines en route to the
Sweet 16 in 2011, knocking off five-seed Vanderbilt and
Morehead State in the process. Richmond finished both
the 2010 and 2011 seasons ranked in the top 25.

Richmond has averaged 20.0 wins over the previous 10
seasons and is 99-69 in Atlantic 10 play during that span,
the second most wins in the conference behind Dayton.

Few teams have had as much success against ranked
opponents as the Spiders under Mooney. Richmond has
won 13 games vs teams ranked in the AP Top 25 under
Mooney, including 12 in the previous 10 seasons, best of
any A-10 school. During that span (2008-09 to 2017-18),
Richmond is 12-14 vs ranked teams, the 15th-best winning
percentage (.462) of any Division | team vs top-25 teams.

Mooney'’s teams have always excelled on their home court,
winning 72 percent of the time at the Robins Center over
the last 10 seasons. The Spiders average attendance of
6,492 in 2017-18 ranked third among A-10 schools and
was the highest at the Robins Center since 1992-93, when
the building’s capacity was nearly 2,000 more than it is
today. Among all Division | schools with a total enrollment
under 5,000 students, Richmond ranked second in average
attendance in 2017-18, trailing only Providence (9,548).

Mooney was named the Sporting News Atlantic 10 Coach
of the Year in 2010, while also being selected as a finalist
for the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year Award. That
same year, he won Richmond’s Voice of the University
Award, given to a faculty or staff member for being a
voice that represents the University of Richmond in a
positive manner to the wider community. Also in 2010,
Richmond Style Weekly tabbed him for the 40 Under

40 list, spotlighting UR’s community involvement with
homelessness, Special Olympics, Arthritis Foundation, and
the ASK Foundation for Childhood Cancer Research. For
the last five years, Mooney has headlined the Coaches’
Cookoff which raises money for Max’s Positive Vibe Cafe,
a non-profit dedicated to training and employing people
with learning disabilities.

20 of Mooney's former players have gone on to play
professionally overseas, including at least one from 11 of
his 13 graduating classes.

In 2017-18, Mooney oversaw the development of

one of the nation’s youngest teams. With a junior, two
sophomores, and two freshmen in the starting lineup,
Richmond was without a senior starter for the first time

since 1999-2000. Facing one of the 25 most difficult out-
of-conference schedules in Division |, the Spiders entered
A-10 play with a 2-10 record. But Richmond exceeded
expectations in the league, finishing tied for fifth with a 9-9
record that included a pair of wins against crosstown rival
VCU and a 2-0 mark against eventual league champion
Davidson. Following a 3-13 start, Richmond went 9-7
over the final two months of the season. Grant Golden

set the program record for points by a freshman and was
named All-Rookie and Third-Team All-Conference by the
A-10. Fellow freshman Jacob Gilyard broke Richmond'’s
single-season steals record and finished with the most
steals by any D-I freshman since 2012-13 (Marcus Smart).
Gilyard also set the school record for assists by a freshman
and finished tied for sixth on UR’s freshman points list. 77
percent of Richmond’s points were scored by freshmen or
sophomores, one of the highest rates for any program in
Division I.

In 2016-17, the Spiders swept the two major Atlantic 10
awards, with senior T.J. Cline winning A-10 Player of the
Year and freshman De’Monte Buckingham earning Rookie
of the Year honors. It was just the third time one school
swept the awards in A-10 history. Cline recorded the first
triple-doubles in school history en route to a season that
saw him rank top 10 in points, rebounds, and assists in the
single-season record book. UR rebounded from a 6-6 start
to finish third in A-10 play and earn an NIT bid where the
Spiders won games at Alabama and home vs Oakland.

In 2014-15, Richmond finished the regular season on a six-
game winning streak, and was one of the “Last Four Out”
of the NCAA Tournament at-large field, thereby securing
the No. 1 seed and home-court advantage in the NIT,
where they would reach the tournament’s quarterfinals.
Senior Kendall Anthony wrapped up a career that saw him
break the school’s all-time three-pointers record and earn
All-Atlantic 10 First Team, NABC All-District First Team and
VaSID All-State First Team honors in 2015.

2009-10 and 2010-11 are remembered as two of the top
seasons in Spider basketball history. In the spring of 2010,
Richmond earned its first NCAA at-large bid since 2004,
garnering a seven seed before falling in the first round of
the tournament. Mooney was named the 2010 Sporting
News Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year, and was a finalist for
the 2010 Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year award. The
Spiders finished the season ranked 24th nationally.

In 2011, Richmond defeated Dayton in the A-10
Championship to earn Mooney'’s first conference
championship, the Spiders first and only league title since
Richmond joined the Atlantic 10 in 2001.

That team would go on to the second Sweet 16 in program
history by downing Vanderbilt and Morehead State in the
NCAA Denver Subregional. While the Spiders run came to
an end at the hands of Kansas in San Antonio. Richmond
finished 29-8, set a school record for wins, and finished no.
21 in the coaches poll.

During those years, the Spiders were led by Kevin
Anderson, a 2010 AP All-American Honorable Mention
selection and the 2010 Atlantic 10 Player of the Year.
Anderson (2007-11) finished his career as the second-
leading scorer in school history.

Anderson had plenty of help to lead Richmond to national

A 1994 graduate with a B.A. in English, Mooney led Princ-
eton to the NCAA Tournament twice following a pair of
conference titles. The four-year letterwinner amassed 1,071
points, which ranks 20th on Princeton’s all-time scoring

list, and started all 107 games in his career. He currently
ranks seventh on Princeton’s career list with 142 career
three-pointers and is one of five Princeton student-athletes
to score 1,000 points, grab 350 rebounds and dish 200
assists.

He was drafted by the Cleveland Cavaliers in the second
round of the 2011 NBA Draft, and saw action for the
Orlando Magic, Detroit Pistons, and Philadelphia 76ers.

Before Richmond, Mooney coached at Air Force for five
seasons: three as an assistant, one as an associate head
coach and one as head coach.

His 18 victories were the most by a first-year head coach
at Air Force.

Mooney began coaching at the high school level, taking
a job at Lansdale Catholic High School in Lansdale, Pa.,

in 1994. His first college coaching experience came

at Division Il Beaver College, now known as Arcadia
University. He spent two seasons there from 1998-2000.
While at Beaver College, Mooney only coached part-time,
spending much of his time as an event coordinator. He
helped plan weddings and events while also serving as
the team manager. Mooney is married to the former Lia
Chomat, a Princeton graduate who also has a doctorate in
psychology from Penn. The couple has two sons, Danny
and Ryan.
