e Richmond and VCU SE“I their two meetings last season, with the Rams winning by 19 at home and the Spi-
ders winning by 18 at the Robins Center. That was the second time Richmond had a 15-point win and a 15-point
loss against the same team in a season in the last 40 years (East Carolina, 1998-99). Richmond's 18-point win in
its last meeting vs VCU tied the Spiders largest margin of victory in series history.

® Blake Francis, first on the Spiders and eighth in the A-10 in scoring this year at 16.6 points per game, didn't
play in Richmond's game at VCU last year. He was recovering from a fractured sternum, which caused him to
miss six games. This year, the Spiders are without Nick Sherod, who scored a game-high 23 points in the last
meeting between Richmond and VCU last February at the Robins Center.

e Richmond has won four straight road games and is 5-1 on the road this season. This is UR's longest road win
streak since winning 4 straight road games over two seasons in 2015. Over the last two seasons, Richmond is
14-4 on the road, tied for the eighth best road record in Division | over that span.

* Jacob Gilyard, who currently leads the nation in steals with 3.80 per game, was one of 15 players named to the
watch list for the Naismith National Defensive Player of the Year Award in January. Gilyard has 333 career steals,
tied with Maryland's Juan Dixon for 16th most Division | history.

e Richmond leads the Atlantic 10 and ranks 20th nationally in field goal percentage, making 48.9 percent of its
shots from the field this season. In 16 seasons under Chris Mooney, the Spiders have never shot better than 48.2
percent from the field in a season. (48.2 in 2015-16)

e Tyler Burton scored a career-high 25 points on 10-13 shooting from the field in his last conference game vs
Saint Joseph's. Durin(gJ conference play, Burton ranks ninth in the A-10 in scoring (15.8 PPG), sixth in rebounding
(8.2 RPG), fourth in FG pct(.569), and fifth in 3-pt FG pct (.448).

e Richmond has three of the 63 active D-I players with 1,400 or more career points: Grant Golden, Jacob Gilyard,
and Blake Francis. Richmond's three active 1,400-point scorers are more than any other D-I school (Arizona State,
lowa, UTSA each have two).

® On Tuesday, Richmond was 54th in the NCAA's NET Rankings, fourth among A-10 teams. Richmond currently
has three games remaining vs conference teams ahead of them (2 vs #32 VCU, 1 vs #33 Saint Louis).

RICHMOND, Va. - All five starters scored in double figures and Richmond men's basketball never trailed in a dominating 77-59
win over VCU Saturday evening in front of a sold out crowd at the Robins Center in the Lumber Liquidators Capital City Classic. The
18-point margin of victory tied the largest for the Spiders in their 85 all-time meetings vs VCU.

"This was a big game and | thought we rose to the moment and met the opportunity head-on.” said head coach Chris Mooney.
The victory moves the Spiders to 19-6 on the season and 9-3 in Atlantic 10 Conference. The 19-6 record is the Spiders best after 25
games since 2010-11 while the 9-3 start moves Richmond into sole possession of third place in the A-10.

Junior guard Nick Sherod (Richmond, Va.) scored a game-high 23 points while adding eight rebounds. Sherod connected on 5-of-7
from three-point range, including hitting his first four from distance. Junior forward Grant Golden (Winchester, Va.) added 15 points
and 10 rebounds while also dishing out six assists in the all-around performance.

Golden connected on seven of his 11 field goal attempts, helpin? the Spiders shoot 50 percent (29-0f-58) from the field in the vic-
tory. Richmond also shot 50 percent (11-0f-22) from three-point [and on the night, led by Sherod's five and four threes from redshirt
junior guard Blake Francis (Herndon, Va.).

The Spiders came out of the %ate on fire, led by Sherod who scored nine of the Spiders' first 11 points as Richmond opened an 11-4
lead. Sherod would go on to hit his first four three-pointers of the game as the Spiders used a 20-7 run to open to a 33-16 lead 14
minutes into the game.

Richmond hit three-straight three-pointers to close out the run, including a four-point play bK Francis and a deep ball from junior
Euard Jacob Gilyard (Kansas City, Mo.). Richmond did damage on the inside as well during the stretch as Golden scored a pair of
uckets and junior forward Nathan Cayo (Montreal, Quebec) converted a three-point play.

VCU found life later in the first half, scoring eight-straight points to pull within nine at 33-24 but the Spiders did not back down.
Richmond scored the final nine points of the half, including a Golden three-point play through contact that ignited the crowd. The
Spiders took a 42-24 lead into the locker room at halftime.

The Rams scored the first five points of the second half but the Spiders again had the answer waiting with a 12-2 run, to take a 54-31
lead. This time the damage was done from in close as Cayo scored five in the run while Gilyard scored a pair of baskets off the drive
for the 23-point lead.

VCU would have one final push, scoring nine-straight to trim the deficit to 68-55 but the Spiders would not be deterred on their way
to an 18-point victory. The win was tied for Richmond's largest ever against its crosstown rival. The Spiders also recorded 18-point
wins over VCU on December 3,2003 (70-52) and February 27,2001 (72-54).

Francis, who missed the first meeting against the Rams, scored 13 points in the victory and helped the Spiders' defense limit the
Rams on the perimeter. Cayo added 11 points and six rebounds while Gilyard was strong all night with 10 points, six assists and
five steals. The Spiders held VCU to just 59 points and --following consecutive losses to Dayton and VCU in January - has kept four
straight opponents under 60 points, Richmond's longest stretch since a six-game run in February-March, 2011.

"After the Dayton and VCU games we clipped up a lot of really good defensive possessions and said to the team ‘hey - we're close
here.' It has felt like the past four games we've really played tremendously on defense."
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ATLANTIC 10 FAVORITES

For the first time since joining the conference in
2001, Richmond was picked to win the A-10 when the
league’s official preseason poll was released in No-
vember. The Spiders received 19 of the 28 first-place
votes in the poll, with Saint Louis (7) and Dayton (2)
receiving the others.

Prior to 2020, Richmond had never been picked high-
er than third in the A-10 preseason poll. The Spiders
were third in both the 2009 and 2010 preseason polls
and advanced to the NCAATournament each time.

Last season, Gilyard was named First Team All-Atlan-
tic 10 and Francis and Golden were Second Team
selections, making Richmond the only team in the
conference with three players on the top two All-Atlan-
tic 10 teams.

POLL POSITION

The Spiders were 19th in the AP Top 25 poll released
on November 30, Richmond's best ranking in 63
years! The last time Richmond was ranked as high as
19th in the poll was on December 23, 1957, when UR
was ranked 17th.

The November 30th poll was the first time Richmond
had been ranked in the AP Top 25 since landing at No.
24 in the final poll of the 2009-10 season, which was
released prior to UR's participation in the 2010 NCAA
Tournament.

BLUEGRASS SHOWCASE CHAMPIONS

The Spiders won November's season-opening Blue-
grass Showcase event at Rupp Arena with wins over
Morehead State and 10th-ranked Kentucky.

UR opened the event with an 82-64 win over More-
head State as Nathan Cayo tied a career high with 23

%s on 10-10 shooting from the field. Cayo was the

seventh pla?/er in A-10 history to go 10-10 or better
from the field in a game.

In the championship game against Kentucky, Rich-
mond rebounded from a four-point halftime deficit
to outscore the Wildcats 48-32 in the second half en
route to a 76-64 win. The victory was the first road
win in program history over an AP top-10 team. UR
had been 0-25 on the road vs top-10 teams entering
the game. The win was Richmond's first over a ranked
opponent since November 27,2015 against #14
California at the Las Vegas Invitational.

The victory was Mooney's 14th over a ranked team

at Richmond, tying the Spiders with Dayton for the
most wins vs ranked teams of any A-10 school during
Mooney's tenure (since 2005-06). Mooney improve:
to 6-5 vs SEC opponents at Richmond and has now
beaten at least one power-conference opponent in 14
of his 16 seasons with UR.

Richmond's 12-point margin of victory tied for the
largest of any visiting team at Rupp Arena during the
John Calipari era (since 2009-10).

Grant Golden was named to the Bluegrass Showcase
All-Tournament Team (29 Pts, 11 Reb, 9 Ast in two
games) and Nathan Cayo was named the event's Most
Valuable Player after totaling 41 points and shooting
78 percent from the field. Cayo was also named A-10
Co-Player of the Week following the event, the first
weekly conference honor of his career.

While Cayo and Golden earned All-Tournament hon-
ors, Jacob Gilyard landed the top spot on SportsCen-
ter'sTop 10 PYays the night of November 30th for his
outstanding steal and behind-the-back pass to Blake
Francis for a layup early in the second half.

GILYARD, GOLDEN IN MIX FOR NATIONAL AWARDS
Jacob Gilyard and Grant Golden, who are rorommates,
were both named to watch lists for national awards
in November. Gilyard was one of 20 players named
to the watch list for the Bob Cousy Award, given to
the nation’s top point guard. Golden was was one of
20 players named to the watch list for the Kareem
Abrj)ul-JabbarAward, given to the nation's top center.

GILYARD = THE NATION'S BEST DEFENDER

Gilyard, the reigning A-10 Defensive Player of the Year,
is a candidate for the Naismith National Defensive
Player of the Year for the second straight season.

Gilyard, who set the Spiders career steals record in
January of his junior year, has the three highest
single-season steals totals in school history, including
a record 99 last season.

Were it not for COVID-19, there's a good chance
Gilyard could have ended his career as the all-time
Division | steals leader. Even after COVID-19 forced
the cancellation of multiple Spiders games at the end
of 2019-20, Gilyard entered his senior season with
276 careerstans,just 109 shy of the Division | career
record owned by Providence’s John Linehan, who
registered 385 steals from 1997 to 2002.

The only players to enter their final season with more
career steals than Gilyard (276) over the last 20 years
are VCU's Briante Weber (296), Kansas' Mario Chalm-
ers (283), and Temple's Pepe Sanchez (280).

ROBINS CENTER HOSTING THE A-10 TOURNEY

The Atlantic 10 announced in January that the 2021
A-10 Championship would be co-hosted by Richmond
and VCU, with 9 of the 13 games to be held at UR's
Robins Center, including both semifinals (March 13)
and the title game (March 14).

The tournament was originally scheduled to be played
the Barclays Center in Brooklyn, NY.

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EXPECT BIG THINGS

Richmond appeared in several preseason top 25 rank-
ings during the offseason, and March Madness's Andy
Katz chose the Spiders as one of his seven "Final Four
sleepers” in October. ESPN's Dick Vitale said Richmond
is this year's Dayton, "a mid-major that can surprise the
elite powers," in November.

SHEROD GOES DOWN

The Spiders suffered a major blow on October 15 when
guard Nick Sherod suffered a season-ending injury,
tearing his right ACL, MCL, and meniscus.

Sherod, who missed all but six games of the 2018-19
season after tearing his left ACLin a game against
Hampton in November 2018, was the Spiders
second-leading rebounder (5.4 RPG) and tied for UR's
third-leading scorer (12.7 PPG) last season. He made
a team-high 78 three-pointers, tied for the sixth-most
in a season in school history, and shot 43.8 percent
from three-point range, 10th best among al?players in
Division I.

Sherod underwent successful surgery on November 2.

OTHER MISSING PIECES

Richmond's depth, which Chris Mooney has said he
believed was among the best in the nation prior to the
season, suffered another blow in late December, when
redshirt sophomore Connor Crabtree was diagnosed
with a fractured right foot. Crabtree, who missed the
first four games O?the season while recovering from a
groin injury, totaled eight points and five rebounds in
21 minutes in his final game before the injury, against
Hofstra on December 22. Crabtree could be c?/eared to
return in mid-March.

Freshman forward Andre Weir left the program at the
end of the first semester. He did not appear in a game
at Richmond and has since transferred to FGCU.

THE SPIDERS SYSTEM

Over his 16 seasons at Richmond, Chris Mooney's
offense has evolved into a system that embodies the
concept of “position-less basketball.” While shorter
players will Eegin most possessions further away from
the basket and taller players will begin most posses-
sions on the wing orin tKe paint, they will rarely end up
anywhere near where they started. On each possession,
every player on the court is equally as likely to handle
the ball, shoot a three, cut back door, or set up in the
post. The Spiders offense places a premium on passing,
cutting, and outside shooting, and Richmond's coaches
focus on developing those skills in each Spider.

Richmond's offense often results in a high team field
goal percentage, a ton of oppor’[unities%’or assists, and
relatively few turnovers. Over the previous five seasons
(2015-16 through 2019-20), Richmond ranks 20th in
D-lin field goal percentage (47.0), 10th in assists per
game (16.0), 11h in fewest turnovers per game (10.9),
and third in assist-turnover ratio (1.47).

FROM ZONE TO MAN

While Richmond's offense has been one of the best

in Division | for years, the Spiders made a major im-
provement on defense last year after switching from a
matchup zone scheme to a man-to-man system during
the offseason.

Richmond ranked 54th in adjusted defensive efficiency
last season, according to KenPom, after ranking 287th
in2018-19.

Richmond was the A-10's top defense during confer-
ence play last season, allowing just 92.9 points per 100
possessions. NCAA.com named Richmond a “Defense
to Watch” this season.

TITANIC TURNAROUND
Richmond finished 24-7 in 2019-20, an 11-win
irr%ement from its 13-20 mark in 2018-19 that was

tied for the third-best wins increase of any D-l program
last season.

The Spiders tied a school record for regular-season wins
and won a program record 14 conference games en
route to earning a 2-seed in the Atlantic 10 Champion-
ship, Richmond's highest since joining the conference
in2001.

Over 82 percent of industry bracketologists had the Spi-
ders in the NCAATournament field in their final bracket,
according to BracketMatrix.com.

COVID PAUSES

The Spiders paused all team activities due to COVID test
results on November 30 and resumed team activities
on December 6.

The Spiders again paused team activities due to COVID
test results on January 12 and resumed full team
activities on January 20.

Richmond paused team activities due to COVID test
results on January 31 and resumed full team activities
on February 12.

The Spiders season-opening game against Detroit
Mercy on November 25 was postponed due to COVID
testing results in the Detroit program.

VOICE OF THE SPIDERS

For the 38th straight season, Bob Black is handling

Elay-by-play duties for Spider men's basketball
roadcasts. Black also hosts a morning show on ESPN

Richmond, the Spiders radio rights-holder.

For home games, Black is teamed with analyst Greﬁ
Beckwith, a member of the Richmond Athletics Hall of
Fame who is still the program'’s career leader in assists.

In addition to doing the ESPN Richmond radio
broadcast for all Robins Center games on national TV,
Black and Beckwith anchor the SpiderTV broadcast for
all of Richmond's home games on regional TV. Those
broadcasts are produced and directed by Richmond
Athletics Video Specialist Blake Ellett.

REPLACING UR'S "BEST CLASS EVER"

Richmond currently has five scholarship seniors/grad
students on the roster: Nathan Cayo, sz)ake Francis,
Jacob Gilyard, Grant Golden, and Nick Sherod. Chris
Mooney predicted during the 2018-19 season that this
group would eventually be known as "the best class
Richmond's ever had.”

ROBINS CENTER

Builtin 1972 through the generosity of the E. Claiborne Robins family, the Robins Center is in its 49th
season as one of the premier small-school college basketball arenas in the nation.

Last season, Richmond averaged 6,001 fans per game, a five percent increase from 2018-19 and the
second-highest attendance for any Division | program among schools its size (enrollment of 4,002)
or smaller. The only school Richmond's size or smaller to play in front of larger crowds in 2019-20 was
Siena (6,228).

The Spiders average attendance ranked fifth in the Atlantic 10 last season behind Dayton, VCU,

Saint Louis, and Rhode Island and among the top quarter of all Division I schools (85th out of 350).
Richmond's crowds swelled as the Spiders fought their way into the NCAA Tournament conversation. An
average crowd of 6,826 attended the Spiders final six home games of 2019-20, a stretch that included
four sell-outs.

Renovations to the lower level of the building in 2018 resulted in the creation of the Blandford-Ever-

four 33'x 15" video boards in the corner sections. The renovation also reduced the arena's capacity from
more than 9,000 to its current 7,201.

QUEALLY ATHLETICS CENTER

The Queally Athletics Center is the new home of Spiders basketball.

Opened in October following 18 months of construction, the $15 million practice facility's centerpiece is the
Spiders new practice gym. The gym includes a replica of the Robins Center court plus two additional half-
courts and two more retractable baskets on the sidelines of the main court, for a total of six in the facility.
Steps from the court is a 20-seat theater that allows for instant review of practice film and diagramming of
offensive and defensive schemes.

The Spiders new strength and conditioning area abuts the court's endline, separated only by a pair of see-
through retractable overhead doors. A six-table Sports Medicine suite, a hydrotherapy room with two pools,
and a nutrition station all border the strength and conditioning area.

Locker rooms and lounges for the men's and women's team are also located on the ground floor, while

the second floor includes Spider Hall, the main entrance to the Queally Athletics Center. The space, which
serves to engage fans and alumni in celebration of the proud tradition of Richmond Athletics, features a
giant video board as well as entrances to Millhiser Gymnasium and the University's new Student Well-Being
Center, which are both adjacent to the QAC.

Head coach Chris Mooney believes that the facility will have a tremendous impact on his team. "The Queally
Athletic Center will transform our entire basketball program. Our student-athletes will utilize the amenities
of the physical structure each and everyday as prospective Spiders see the facility and anticipate their future
at Richmond," said Mooney.

The facility is named for 1986 alumni Paul and Anne-Marie Queally, longtime supporters of the University

MILLHISER GYMNASIUM (MiLL-high-zer)

As it nears its 100th birthday, one of the most historic and celebrated buildings on Richmond's campus has
been completely renovated and is now home to Richmond Athletics Student-Athlete Development Center
and offices for both the men's baskethall and women's basketball staff.

The newest version of Millhiser Gymnasium opened in fall 2020 after being refurbished as part of the
University's construction of the Queally Athletics Center and Student Well-Being Center. A mezzanine level
was installed to provide office suites for Richmond's basketball programs while the first floor, which still
includes the historic gymnasium court surface, is the site of the Student-Athlete Development Center. The
Center includes work and meeting space for Richmond's student-athletes as well as offices for the Spiders
Academic Services and Leadership Development departments.

Millhiser's entry hall also includes a classroom that overlooks the Queally Athletics Center's practice court
and a recruiting room with end zone views of Robins Stadium.

As part of Richmond Athletics commitment to a sensitive restoration of the facility, many of Millhiser's iconic Gothic windows, which had been bricked in for decades, were re-opened. Millhis-
er ;ignasium opened in 1921 and was Richmond's home court between 1922 and 1946.

Chris Mooney is the Winingest coach in Richmond basketball's storied history, having compiled a 274-222 record in his first
15 seasons with the Spiders. In 2019-20, Mooney led Richmond to one of the best regular seasons in program history and
was on the verge of taking the Spiders to the NCAATournament for the third time when the postseason was canceled due to
COVID-19.

Despite not having a senior on the roster, the Spiders went 24-7, tying the school record for regular-season wins, and posted
three wins over power-conference opponents, including a victory over eventual Big Ten champion Wisconsin in the Legends
Classic. Richmond went 14-4 in conference play, a program record for conference wins in a season, and finished second in
the Atlantic 10, the highest regular-season finish for UR since joining the conference in 2001. Mooney's Spiders relied on

a starting lineup comprised entirely of juniors, three of whom -- Jacob Gilyard, Blake Francis, and Grant Golden - earned
All-Atlantic 10 honors following the season. Gilyard was also named A-10 Defensive Player of the Year and was a semifinalist
for the Naismith National Defensive Player of the Year Award after leading D-I with 99 steals, a single-season school record.
The Spiders received votes in the AP Top 25 six times, including a season-high six in the final poll of the season. Richmond's
turnaround was one of the most impressive in the nation, with the Spiders 11-win improvement from 2018-19 tying for the
third-highest of any team in Division I.

Hired by Richmond prior to the 2005-06 season, Mooney has led the Spiders to seven postseason appearances, including two
NCAATournaments and two NIT Quarterfinals, and is the second longest-tenured coach in the Atlantic 10, trailing only Bob
McKillop (Davidson). Mooney enters 2020-21 fifth all-time in conference history in both A-10 wins by a head coach (138) and
overall wins by an A-10 head coach (274).

Mooney has earned many honors at Richmond. He was tabbed the Sporting News Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year in 2010, while
also being selected as a finalist for the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year Award. That same year, he won Richmond's

Voice of the University Award, given to a faculty or staff member for being a voice that represents the University of Richmond

in a positive manner to the wider community. Later in 2010, Richmond Style Weekly tabbed him for the 40 Under 40 ist,
spotlighting UR's community involvement with the homeless, Special Olympics, Arthritis Foundation, Friends of Jaclyn
Foundation and the ASK Foundation for Childhood Cancer Research. For the last five years, Mooney has headlined the Coaches’
Cookoff which raises money for Max's Positive Vibe Cafe, a non-profit dedicated to training and employing people with
learning disabilities.

22 of Mooney's former players have gone on to play professionally in either the NBA, the G League, or overseas, including at
least one from 11 of the last 14 graduating classes.

In 2018-19, the Spiders became the first team in four years to place a pair of sophomores on the Atlantic 10's All-Conference
teams, as Jacob Gilyard earned Second Team honors and Grant Golden was named to the Third Team. Gilyard and Golden were
forced into bigger roles after junior Nick Sherod, the Spiders most experienced starter, suffered a season-ending knee injury in
late November. In December, the Spiders knocked off ACC-foe Wake Forest for Chris Mooney's 240th win at Richmond, moving
him past Dick Tarrant as the winningest coach in school history.

In2017-18, Mooney oversaw the development of one of the nation’s youngest teams with a junior, two sophomores, and

two freshmen in the starting lineup. Facing one of the 25 most difficult out-of-conference schedules in Division I, the Spiders
entered A-10 play with a 2-10 record. But Richmond exceeded expectations in the conference, finishing tied for fifth with a 9-9
record that included a pair of wins against crosstown rival VCU and a 2-0 mark against eventual league champion Davidson.
Following a 3-13 start, Richmond went 9-7 over the final two months of the season.

In2016-17, the Spiders swept the two major Atlantic 10 awards, with senior T.J. Cline winning A-10 Player of the Year and
freshman De’Monte Buckingham earning Rookie of the Year honors. It was just the third time one school swept the awards in

A 1994 graduate with a B.A. in English, Mooney
led Princeton to the NCAA Tournament twice
following a pair of conference titles. The four-year
letterwinner amassed 1,071 points, which ranks
25th on Princeton’s all-time scoring list entering
2019-20, and started all 107 games in his career.

A-10 history. UR rebounded from a 6-6 start to finish third in A-10 play and earn an NIT bid where the Spiders won games at Alabama and home vs Oakland.

In 2014-15, Richmond finished the regular season on a six-game winning streak, and was one of the “Last Four Out" of the NCAATournament at-large field, thereby securing the No. 1 seed and

home-court advantage in the NIT, where they would reach the tournament's quarterfinals.

2009-10 and 2010-11 are remembered as two of the top seasons in Mooney's coaching career and in Spider basketball history. In the spring of 2010, Richmond eared its first NCAA at-large bid
since 2004, garnering a seven seed before falling in the first round of the tournament. Mooney was named the 2010 Sporting News Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year, and was a finalist for the 2010
Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year award. The Spiders finished the season ranked 24th in the final AP Top 25.

In 20711, Richmond defeated Dayton in the A-10 championship game to earn Mooney's first conference championship, the Spiders first and only league title since Richmond joined the Atlantic 10
in 2001.The 2010-11 Spiders would go on to the second Sweet 16 in program history by downing Vanderbilt and Morehead State in the NCAA Denver Subregional. The Spiders run came to an
end at the hands of Kansas in San Antonio. Richmond finished 29-8, set a school record for wins, and finished 21st in the coaches poll.

Mooney previously coached at Air Force for five seasons: three as an assistant, one as an associate head coach and his final season as head coach. In 2004-05, Mooney led the Falcons to an 18-12
record and votes in the national polls. His 18 victories were the most by a first-year head coach at Air Force.

Mooney began coaching at the high school level, taking a job at Lansdale Catholic High School in Lansdale, Pa., in 1994. His first college coaching experience came at Division |1l Beaver College,
now known as Arcadia University. He spent two seasons there from 1998-2000. While at Beaver College, Mooney only coached part-time, spending much of his time as an event coordinator. He

helped plan weddings and events while also serving as the team manager. Mooney is married to the former Lia Chomat, a Princeton graduate who also has a doctorate in psychology from Penn.
The couple has two sons, Danny and Ryan.
