SERIES HISTORY VS MOUNT ST. MARY’S

Mount St. Mary’s holds a 6-3 all-time series advantage over Richmond. The
Mount collected the victory the last time out 75-67 at the Anne Donovan Classic,
hosted by Old Dominion in Norfolk, Va. Starters Claire Holt paced Richmond
with 17 points and Elaina Chapman chipped in 13 points and nine boards. Amy
Dugan came off the bench to score 14 points and pull down six rebounds.

SCOUTING THE MOUNT

The Mount opened the season with a 101-45 loss at No. 13 Virginia Tech (Nov.
7). Michaela Harrison led the squad with 15 points, while Natalie Villaflor chipped
in 11 points and three rebounds. MSM joined the MAAC this season after putting
together an 11-5 record in the Northeast Conference, before claiming the NEC
Championship as the three seed at home. MSM ended Emilija Krista Grava’s
senior season at Wagner in the NEC Tournament last season.

BUDNIK BLOCKING PARTY

Addie Budnik finished her sophomore campaign 12th in the country with 77 total
blocks and 11th in the country averaging 2.57 blocks-per-game. She was second
in the league to Saint Louis’ Brooke Flowers. Budnik paced a Spiders squad that
tallied 159 total blocks to lead the A-10 and rank 17th nationally and ninth overall
with 5.3 blocks per game.

PRESEASON EYES ON BUDNIK

Addie Budnik was named to the 2023 Becky Hammon Mid-Major Player of the
Year, presented by Her Hoop Stats (10/19). The award was first given out to
South Dakota’s Ciara Duffy in 2020, while FGCU’s Kierstan Bell brought it home
in 2021 and 2022. Budnik was also named to the Katrina McClain Award, to
honor the best power forward (10/20), as announced by the Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame and the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association. She
is one of five non-power five players and the lone A-10 player to appear on the

list.

NEW KIDS ON CAMPUS

The Spiders have five new faces on the squad this season. Graduate transfer
Emilija Krista Grava joins the Spiders after a four-year career at Wagner. The
2022-23 freshman class includes guards Torin Rogers (Brasstown, N.C.) and
Rachel Ullstrom (Auburn, Mass.) and forwards Jada Green (Parkland, Fla.)
and Maggie Doogan (Broomall, Pa.). Rogers, Green and Doogan were each
McDonalds All-American nominees during their prep careers.

BUDNIK NAMED PRESEASON FIRST-TEAM ALL-CONFERENCE

Junior Addie Budnik is the Spiders first all-conference first team pick since
Janelle Hubbard in 2016. Budnik is Richmond’s leading returner in scoring,
rebounds, 3-pointers, blocks, and minutes played. She posted double-digits in 23
of 30 games last season, including nine in-a-row from Nov. 18 to Dec. 19. She
led Richmond with 19 points against Davidson in the second round of the A-10
Tournament. Budnik opened the season with her first-career double-double on
16 points and a career-high 10 rebounds against Charlotte. She notched six 20+
point games including a tied career-high 23 against UMBC. She put up a career-
high seven blocks in back-to-back games early in the season, and she ended the
regular season by scoring the game-winning basket in the last second against
VCU for a comeback victory where the Spiders erased a 17-point deficit. Her
team-high 77 blocks last year are second-most in a single season in Richmond’s
program history.

RICHMOND PICKED EIGHTH IN A-10 PRESEASON POLL

The Spiders, who finished eighth in the conference last season with a 7-9 mark
in league play, received 125 points in the voting process from the A-10’s head
coaches. UMass was the unanimous favorite with all 15 first-place votes and 225
points. La Salle was picked second with 188 points, and Rhode Island rounded
out the top three with 184 points.

KOCLANES INDUC TED INTO RICHMOND ATHLETICS HALL OF FAME
Michelle “Belle” Koclanes ‘02 was inducted into the Richmond Athletics Hall

1" of Fame on Nov. 4. Koclanes finished with 1,205 points and program record

793 assists. The three-time team captain helped the Spiders transition from

the CAA to the A-10, collecting All-Conference and All-Academic in both
leagues. Her career 160 three-pointers and 300 free throws made remain in the
program’s Top-10, as well as her 14 free throws made in a game. After playing
professionally overseas in Greece and Bulgaria, Koclanes made the jump to
coaching, serving as an assistant coach at American and Old Dominion before
becoming the head coach at Dartmouth from 2013-21. She joined former Spider
Amy Mallon’s staff at Drexel prior to the 2022-23 season.

MWANZA, SWIDER, SWEENEY SIGN WITH UR FOR 2023-24 SEASON
Head Coach Aaron Roussell welcomed Melissa Mwanza, Courtney Swider and
Ally Sweeney to the Richmond program on National Signing Day Wednesday.

Melissa Mwanza, a post player from Life Christian Academy in Richmond, Va.,
averaged 11 points and six rebounds per game as a junior. Her sophomore
season was cut short due to COVID. Mwanza moved to Life Christian from
Zimbabwe prior to the start of her sophomore season. She also gained a lot of
experience playing with AAU team Cap City Ballerz.

Ally Sweeney, a point guard, comes to Richmond as a four-year starter for
Sparta High in Sparta, N.J. She led her squad to a State Championship in 2021
and 2022, as well as three-straight league and county championship titles. She
is a three-time All-League and All-County selection and Sparta High team MVP,
while twice serving as team captain.

Courtney Swider, a 6-4 forward from Portsmouth, R.I., helped Tabor Academy

to a NEPSAC Class AA Championship last season. From a basketball family,
both her parents played college basketball, her mother at University of New
Hampshire and her father at Fordham University. Her brother Cole is a rookie on
the Los Angeles Lakers and her sister Kylie is a Junior on the Villanova Women'’s
Basketball team. Courtney is also a member of the varsity volleyball team at
Tabor.

Aaron Roussell enters his fourth season at the helm of the Richmond Spiders women’s basketball
team in 2022-23. He was named head coach on April 2, 2019. Roussell has 18 years of head coaching
experience and a career winning percentage of .687 with an overall record of 356-162.

In year three with the Spiders, Roussell saw his best statistical season offensively at Richmond. The
team ranked first in the Atlantic 10 in field goal percentage, effective field goal péercentage, and two-

oint percentage while ranking second in three-point percentage and points per game, and third
In assists. Previously, the Spiders ranked 13th and 14th in each of these categories in Roussell’s first
season as head coach in 2019-20. The Spiders also ranked top-10 in the nation in effective field goal
percentage and two-point percentage after ranking 339th in both categories in 2019-20.

K/(‘)mplled a 161-50 (.763) record, including a 52-5 mark with a 43-game regular season winning streak over his last two seasons leading the
aroons.

Roussell is a 2001 graduate of the University of lowa, where he double-majored in journalism/mass communications and political science. In
2002 he began a two-year stint as a graduate assistant women'’s basketball coach at Minnesota State. In addition to his coaching duties, he
completed a master’s degree in sports administration.

Roussell and his wife, Molly, have an 12-year-old son, Riley, a eight-year-old daughter, Kelsey, and a five-year-old daughter, Kendall.
