- Richmond opened December with a 74-62 victory over William & Mary, extended their current
winning streak over the Tribe to four-straight wins. Grace Townsend tallied 23 points to lead the
Spiders, including nine points over two minutes in the fourth quarter.

- The Spiders wrapped up November at the Navy Classic, splitting the weekend’s pair of games. UR
defeated Idaho 80-49 (Nov. 26) but fell on a last second shot to Northern lllinois (Nov. 27) 67-64.
Siobhan Ryan paced the Spiders with 29 points, with seven three-pointers, and 10 rebounds, while
Addie Budnik chipped in 24 points,16 rebounds, five assists and three blocks. Maggie Doogan turned
in a career-high 13 of her weekend 21 points against Idaho, with nine boards, four assists and four
steals in two games. Grace Townsend was two rebound shy of averaging a double-double over the
weekend (20 pts, 18 reb.).

- Richmond currently tops the Atlantic 10 in field goal percentage defense (35.0), rebound margin
(+7.0), three point percentage defense (26.0) all categories that they finished the previous season at
the bottom of the league. UR is also first in free throw percentage (83.1), second in scoring defense
(56.6) and third in scoring margin (11.6).

SERIES HISTORY VS DUKE

This marks the first time since the late nineties that the Spiders and Blue Devils
have played against each other. Then No. 15 Duke won the last matchup 89-60 in
Richmond. The Spiders only win came Jan. 31, 1988 at home, 87-70.

SCOUTING THE BLUE DEVILS

Receiving votes in the latest AP poll, Duke brings in a 7-1 record to the Robins
Center, winning two-straight over Northwestern (66-50) in the ACC/Big Ten
Challenge and Oregon State (54-41) after falling to UConn (78-50) at the Phil
Knight Legacy in Portland, Oregon. Duke tallied their third victory of the season over
fellow A-10 team Davidson 60-37 (Nov. 12). Celeste Taylor leads Duke averaging
11.1 points, 4.0 rebounds, 2.3 steals and 2.1 assists per game. Elizabeth Balogun
and Kennedy Brown both hover around nine ppg and five rpg for the Blue Devils.

ROUSSELL CAPTURES MILESTONE

With the Spiders 80-49 victory over Idaho (Nov. 26), Head Coach Aaron Roussell
captured his 200th victory at the NCAA Division | level. UR'’s victory over William
& Mary is his 50th victory at the helm of the Spider women’s basketball program
in his fourth season.

BUDNIK BLOCKING PARTY

Addie Budnik finished her sophomore campaign 12th in the country with 77 total
blocks and 11th in the country averaging 2.57 blocks-per-game. She was second
in the league to Saint Louis’ Brooke Flowers. Budnik paced a Spiders squad that
tallied 159 total blocks to lead the A-10 and rank 17th nationally and ninth overall
with 5.3 blocks per game. Through five games in 2022-23 season, Budnik has
four blocks.

PRESEASON EYES ON BUDNIK

Addie Budnik was named to the 2023 Becky Hammon Mid-Major Player of the
Year, presented by Her Hoop Stats (10/19). The award was first given out to South
Dakota’s Ciara Duffy in 2020, while FGCU’s Kierstan Bell brought it home in 2021
and 2022. Budnik was also named to the Katrina McClain Award, to honor the best
power forward (10/20), as announced by the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Fame and the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association. She is one of five non-
power five players and the lone A-10 player to appear on the list.

BUDNIK NAMED PRESEASON FIRST-TEAM ALL-CONFERENCE

Junior Addie Budnik is the Spiders first all-conference first team pick since Janelle
Hubbard in 2016. Budnik is Richmond’s leading returner in scoring, rebounds,
3-pointers, blocks, and minutes played. She posted double-digits in 23 of 30 games
last season, including nine in-a-row from Nov. 18 to Dec. 19. She led Richmond
with 19 points against Davidson in the second round of the A-10 Tournament.
Budnik opened the season with her first-career double-double on 16 points and
a career-high 10 rebounds against Charlotte. She notched six 20+ point games
including a tied career-high 23 against UMBC. She put up a career-high seven
blocks in back-to-back games early in the season, and she ended the regular
season by scoring the game-winning basket in the last second against VCU for
a comeback victory where the Spiders erased a 17-point deficit. Her team-high
77 blocks last year are second-most in a single season in Richmond’s program
history.

coaches. UMass was the unanimous favorite with all 15 first-place votes and 225
points. La Salle was picked second with 188 points, and Rhode Island rounded
out the top three with 184 points.

KOCLANES INDUCTED INTO RICHMOND ATHLETICS HALL OF FAME
Michelle “Belle” Koclanes ‘02 was inducted into the Richmond Athletics Hall of
Fame on Nov. 4. Koclanes finished with 1,205 points and program record 793
assists. The three-time team captain helped the Spiders transition from the CAA to
the A-10, collecting All-Conference and All-Academic in both leagues. Her career
160 three-pointers and 300 free throws made remain in the program’s Top-10, as
well as her 14 free throws made in a game. After playing professionally overseas
in Greece and Bulgaria, Koclanes made the jump to coaching, serving as an
assistant coach at American and Old Dominion before becoming the head coach
at Dartmouth from 2013-21. She joined former Spider Amy Mallon’s staff at Drexel
prior to the 2022-23 season.

MWANZA, SWIDER, SWEENEY SIGN WITH UR FOR 2023-24 SEASON
Head Coach Aaron Roussell welcomed Melissa Mwanza, Courtney Swider and
Ally Sweeney to the Richmond program on National Signing Day Wednesday.
Mwanza, a post player from Life Christian Academy in Richmond, Va., averaged
11 points and six rebounds per game as a junior. Her sophomore season was
cut short due to COVID. Mwanza moved to Life Christian from Zimbabwe prior to
the start of her sophomore season. She also gained a lot of experience playing
with AAU team Cap City Ballerz. Sweeney, a point guard, comes to Richmond as
a four-year starter for Sparta High in Sparta, N.J. She led her squad to a State
Championship in 2021 and 2022, as well as three-straight league and county
championship titles. She is a three-time All-League and All-County selection
and Sparta High team MVP, while twice serving as team captain. Swider, a 6-4
forward from Portsmouth, R.I., helped Tabor Academy to a NEPSAC Class AA
Championship last season. From a basketball family, both her parents played
college basketball, her mother at University of New Hampshire and her father at
Fordham University. Her brother Cole is a rookie on the Los Angeles Lakers and
her sister Kylie is a Junior on the Villanova Women'’s Basketball team. Courtney is
also a member of the varsity volleyball team at Tabor.

Aaron Roussell enters his fourth season at the helm of the Richmond Spiders women’s basketball
team in 2022-23. He was named head coach on April 2, 2019. Roussell has 18 years of head coaching
experience and a career winning percentage of .687 with an overall record of 356-162.

In year three with the Spiders, Roussell saw his best statistical season offensively at Richmond.The team
ranked first in the Atlantic 10 in field goal percentage, effective field goal percentage, and two-point
ercentage while ranking second in three-point percentage and poinfs per game, and third in assists.
reviously, the Spiders ranked 13th and 14th in each of these categories in Roussell’s first season as
head coach in 2019-20. The Spiders also ranked top-10 in the nation in effective field goal percentage
and two-point percentage after ranking 339th in both categories in 2019-20.
