The Spiders named three team captains at the end of the spring football camp for the 2022 season ... Redshirt senior running back Aaron Dykes,

redshirt junior linebacker Tristan Wheeler and redshirt senior defensive lineman Aidan Murray were chosen by their teammates as leaders on
the team ... Dykes has played in 32 career games for the Spiders, including 28 starts at running back ... He has made 18-straight starts at running
back and has been the team’s kickoff returner since his redshirt freshman year ... Wheeler has played in 30 games and has made 27-straight starts
at linebacker — the most on the team ... Murray has played in 27 games in his career and has made 15-straight starts but will miss the 2022 season
after suffering an Achilles tendon injury in early July ... Murray was on track to be named to the preseason All-Colonial Athletic Association team
prior to the injury.

Graduate transfer quarterback Reece Udinski has put up impressive numbers in his collegiate career, playing at both VMI and Maryland ...
Udinski spent most of his playing career with the Keydets, finishing his career connecting on 783-0f-1,268 passing for 7,877 yards and 48 passing
touchdowns at VMI ... He finished his VMI career after 39 games as a Keydet as the program’s all-time leading passer and ranking sixth all-time in
Southern Conference history.

Udinski enters Saturdays game with 8,720 passing yards in NCAA FCS play ranking second among all current quarterbacks in FCS football ... He
trails only Tim DeMorat from Fordham who has 9,872 in his career ... Udinski has 8,820 total career passing yards, taking into account his time at
Maryland.

Dykes, a two-time First Team All-Colonial Ath-
letic Association selection, enters 2022 second among all returning FCS
kick returners with three career kickoff returns for touchdown and ranks
seventh among all returners with 1,564 kickoff return yards ... Last season,
Dykes averaged 27.3 yards per kickoff return, ranking second all-time in
program history in a single season, trailing only Justin Rogers’ 30.4 yard
average in 2004.

Dykes has returned three kickoffs for touchdowns in his career ... He post-
ed a 98-yard return last fall against Villanova and recorded two returns for
touchdowns against Delaware in 2019 - both in the first half of the Spiders’
victory.

New Look Offense...

Head coach Russ Huesman made a big change in his coaching staff
in the offseason, making a change at offensive coordinator and bring-
ing in Billy Cosh to take over an offense that ranked sixth in the Co-
lonial Athletic Association in scoring in 2021 ... Cosh comes to Rich-
mond after spending four season at VMI, including the past two as
offensive coordinator ... Cosh’s offense, dubbed the Air Raid Offense,
finished in the top 20 in the country in numerous categories and top
two in the SoCon in seven offensive marks ... The Keydets ranked
20th in the nation in scoring offense (29.2), 18th in passing efficiency
(144.77), 17th in total offense (427.6 yards), ninth in passing offense
(309.4 yards) and fifth in total first downs (201).

Replacing Defensive Line...
The Spiders had one of the top defensive lines in Colonial Athletic As-

sociation Football last season with two All-Conference selections and
a third that was in line for preseason All-Conference accolades this
season ... Richmond will have to replace all three of those performers
this season though ... All-Conference selection Darius Reynolds led
the team with 9.5 sacks and 13.0 tackles for loss in his final year of
eligibility ... All-Conference defensive tackle Kobie Turner added 3.0
sacks and 10.5 tackles for loss before transferring to Wake Forest for
his final year of eligibility ... Captain Aidan Murray added 5.0 sacks
and 7.5 tackles for loss and was in line for the leading role this year
before suffering a season-ending Achilles injury in the summer ... De-
fensive ends Jeremiah Grant and Marlem Louis lead the returning
healthy players with 4.5 and 4.0 tackles for loss last season, respec-
tively ... Defensive tackles Carsen Stocklinski and Matei Fitz made
their collegiate debuts against Virginia.

Coleman and Clayton McConnell but bring a wealth of experience
back to the team with 60 career starts for the Spiders ...

Russ Huesman is in his sixth season as head coach of the University of Richmond
football program and his 14th season overall as a collegiate head coach in the fall
of 2022. This is Huesman's second stint with the Spiders after spending five seasons
: (2004-08) as an assistant coach, including the 2008 National Championship team.
| In his 30-plus years of coaching, Huesman has coached 48 All-Americans and 21
NFL Draft Picks, while being a part of nine conference championships and the 2008
National Championship with the Spiders. He has spent 23 years coaching in the Colo-
nial Athletic Association, bringing a wealth of experience to the Spiders.

Last fall, the Spiders closed out the year winning four-straight games to finish the season with a 6-5 overall record. Richmond post-
ed wins down the stretch over New Hampshire, Towson, Delaware and rival William & Mary. The win over UNH on the road marked
the first victory for the Spiders in Durham since 2000 while the win over William & Mary gave the Spiders the lead in the all-time series
64-63-5.The Spiders placed seven on the Colonial Athletic Association All-Conference teams, including five First Team All-CAA honors
in Tristan Wheeler, Tyler Dressler, Kobie Turner, Clayton McConnell and Aaron Dykes.

During the unconventional spring 2021 season, the Spiders posted a 3-1 record in the shortened CAA season that saw Richmond
nationally ranked for most of the season. The Spiders finished the year No. 14 in the
country and were third in the CAA standings with a 3-1 record. Defensive lineman
Kobie Turner was named the CAA Co-Defensive Player of the Year while eight Spiders
earned All-Conference accolades.

Prior to returning to Richmond, Huesman spent eight tremendously successful
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. D
seasons at Chattanooga. He was named the Southern Conference Coach of the Year three times (2009, 2013, 2014) and was a finalist
for the Eddie Robinson National Coach of the Year three times.

In his eight seasons at Chattanooga, Huesman helped guide the Mocs to a 59-37 record, including a 36-16 mark in his last four
seasons (2013-16), which featured three Southern Conference regular season championships. Chattanooga was one of only 10 pro-
grams in the country to reach the FCS Playoffs each year from 2014-16. The Mocs were also just one of four programs in the country
to post a playoff win during that time.

In his eight seasons, the Mocs had at least seven players named to the All-SoCon team every year, including a school-record 17
honorees in 2014. Prior to Huesman's arrival, the Mocs had not boasted seven members of any All-SoCon team since 1979.

Chattanooga had 17 All-America honorees and three NFL draft picks with DB Buster Skrine (Cleveland - 2011), QB B.J. Coleman
(Green Bay — 2012) and LB Davis Tull (New Orleans - 2015) over eight-year period.

Huesman'’s first stop at Richmond came from 2004-08 as defensive coordinator molding the Spiders’ defensive unit into one of the
best in the country. In his final year at Richmond, the national championship season, the Spiders led the country in interceptions and
finished in the top-10 in four other defensive categories.

Under Huesman'’s guidance, the Spiders had 23 All-Conference selections, including former NFL standouts Lawrence Sidbury, Jr.
and Justin Rogers. During his five-year period as an assistant coach, the Spiders posted a 42-23 (.646) record and played in the FCS
Playoffs three times with a quarterfinal appearance in 2005, a semifinal appearance in 2007 and the National Championship in 2008.

Prior to his time with the Spiders, Huesman spent six years at the University of Memphis (1998-03), where he held several posi-
tions, serving as the recruiting coordinator and offensive line coach. He also coached the outside linebackers, tight ends and running
backs. As recruiting coordinator, Huesman brought in a Top 50 recruiting class, ranked No. 1 in Conference USA, in 2002. It was the
first recruiting class ranked in the Top 50 at Memphis.

Huesman also coached for 13 years at William & Mary (1985-97), both with the defense and special teams. During his time in Wil-
liamsburg, Huesman coached Steve Christie, a 15-year NFL place kicker with Tampa Bay, Buffalo, San Diego and the New York Giants.
His coaching family tree also includes Mike Tomlin, head coach of the Pittsburgh Steelers, Sean McDermott, the head coach of the
Buffalo Bills and Alan Williams, the former defensive backs coach of the Detroit Lions. All three played for Huesman at William & Mary.

Huesman'’s success on the gridiron is not limited to just coaching as he was a standout player at perennial power Moeller High
School in his native town of Cincinnati, Ohio.
