OPENING TIP

The University of Richmond women’s basketball team retumns to the Robins Center on Wednesday for a 6 p.m.
matchup against Georgetown. The Spiders (8-0) are coming off a successful Thanksgiving weekend at the Daytona
Beach Classic, where they defeated Oakland, 76-49, and Big 12 Conference member Oklahoma State, 57-53.

In Friday’s opener, Rachel Ullstrom set a program record with 11 made three-pointers while scoring a career-high
35 points. Richmond shot 45.3% from the field and 41.7% from beyond the arc while holding Oakland to 32.3%
shooting. Maggie Doogan added 16 points, and Katie Hill recorded a career-high seven assists. Ullstrom became
the first Spider to score 35 or more points since Kate Flavin on Dec. 21, 2004, and the first NCAA Division | player
to hit 11 or more three-pointers since Sharn Hayward of Stonehill on Jan. 15, 2024. Against Oklahoma State, the
Spiders picked up their first win over a Big 12 opponent dating back to 2002-03 and their first Power 6 victory since
defeating Virginia on Nov. 28, 2021. Richmond's defense held the Cowgirls to their lowest scoring output of the
season and forced 13 turnovers, turning them into 14 points.

Richmond, which received 13 votes in this week’s AP Top 25 poll, faces Georgetown for the first time since 2019
and the 19th time overall. The Spiders defeated the Hoyas 51-49 in Washington in the last meeting, but the Hoyas
claimed the last matchup in the Robins Center, 73-53, on Nov. 6, 2018. Richmond’s last home win in the series
came on Nov. 16, 2014, with a 65-57 victory. The game will also mark the return of Siobhan Ryan, a graduate
transfer for Georgetown who averaged 7.9 points and 2.9 rebounds over her four seasons at Richmond. Ryan has
appeared in seven games for the Hoyas this year with four starts, averaging 2.4 points per game.

WOMEN'S BASKETBALL SIGNS FOUR SPIDERS FOR 2025-26

Richmond women'’s basketball unveiled its 2025 signing class on Nov. 16 with four Spiders
joining the roster for the 2025-26 season in Rayne Wright, Aneisha Scott, Shaneka Campbell
and Ava Persichetti.

“We knew 2025 was going to be a very important class for us and our staff really hit this

one out of the park,” Head Coach Aaron Roussell said. “Each of these student-athletes
complement each other well and will make a huge impact on our program. In addition to their
on-court potential, | am equally excited about them as young women and what they and their
incredible families will bring to Richmond women'’s basketball.”

Wright, a Midlothian, Va. native, joins Richmond as a First Team All-Reigon, All-State and
All-Metro honoree and plays for Team Durant. Most recently, she helped lead the Manchester
High School to the program’s first VHSL Class 6 State Championship in 2024.

Scott, a product of Minnesota, is a 2021-22 Tri-Metro All-Conference Honorable Mention in
addition to being named to the 2022-23 3A Girls State All-Tournament Team, 2022-23 Tri-
Metro All-Conference Team, 2022-23 2023 Tri-Metro All-Defensive Team, 2023-24 3A Girls
State All-Tournament Team and 2023-24 MGBCA 3A All-State team. She was also named
the 2023-24 Tri-Metro Player of the Year and has surpassed 1,000 points in her high school
career.

Campbell joins the Spiders from The Bronx, N.Y. as she was named Harry S. Truman Pre
Holiday Tournament MVP in 2022, Rose Classic Super Jam MVP in 2023 and holds a PSAL
Championship fitle after being the league leader in total rebounds (2022-23). Most recently,
she was named the Rose Classic Super Jam MVP in 2024.

Persichetti hails from Blairsville, Pa. and is a 2x First-Team All-State selection in addition to
being named All-Gazette and Renda Media Player of the Year. Persichetti has 1,737 total

points for River Valley HS through three seasons and averaged 20.3 points, 6.5 rebounds,
and 3.8 assists per game in 2023-24.

WOMEN'S BASKETBALL RECEIVES VOTES IN LATEST AP TOP 25 POLL
The University of Richmond women’s basketball team is receiving votes in the latest
Associated Press (AP) Top 25 Women'’s College Basketball Poll.

The Spiders are off to a 4-0 start to begin the season, the best start since 2015-16, highlighted
by a 93-39 home-opening win over Morgan State on 11/9/24, and a dominating 62-39 win at
Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference preseason favorite Fairfield on Nov. 12.

Through four contests, the Spiders rank eighth nationally in field-goal percentage (53.5%) and
10th in free throw percentage (83.3%) and three-point percentage (43.3%). Richmond leads
the Atlantic 10 Conference in bench points per game (31.8), field-goal percentage defense
(33%), scoring defense (48.5) and scoring margin (33). Individually, Rachel Ullstrom leads the
conference in field goals (25) and free throw percentage (100%) while she is second in the
A-10in steals (13) and total points (75).

ULLSTROM TABBED A-10 CO-PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Rachel Ullstrom has been tabbed Atlantic 10 Conference co-player of the week, the league
office announced on Nov. 11. The weekly honors are the first of the season for the A-10, the
second weekly honor of Ullstrom’s career and first for Richmond since Feb. 19, 2024 (Grace
Townsend). Talya Brugler (Saint Joseph’s) picked up the other player of the week honor for
the A-10.

Ullstrom shined in the first week of competition as she posted a staggering career-high 32
points in the 79-72 season-opening win at Temple on Nov. 4. She finished the game with five
steals, a block and six rebounds in addition to shooting 9-11 from the field, 4-5 from deep and
a perfect 10-10 from the charity stripe. She is the first Spider to post 30 or more points in a
game since 2016 (Micaela Parson — 33, 3/2/16) and is also the second Spider with 30 points
and an 80 FG% in the last 20 years (Rachel Bliney - Jan. 11, 2012).

ROUSSELL NAMED TO 2025 KATHY DELANEY-SMITH MID-MAJOR

COACH OF THE YEAR PRESEASON WATCGH LIST
Aaron Roussell has been named to the 2025 Kathy Delaney-Smith Mid-Major Coach of the
Year Preseason Watch List presented by Her Hoops Stats.

Roussell is set to begin his sixth season as head coach of the Richmond women'’s basketball
team in 2024-25 after taking over the reins in 2019.

He was named the 2024 A-10 Coach of the Year and also celebrated his 400th career

win and has climbed to No. 4 on Richmond’s all-time wins list following the conclusion of

last season. Under his leadership, Richmond has boasted stellar offensive and defensive
metrics and finished first in the A-10 in several key statistical cate%ories, including field goal
percentage (47.3%, 12th nationally), three-goint percentage (38.1%, seventh na |ona||y();,
assists ger game (15.5), blocks per game 5 .7), scoring offense (73.1), three pointers per
game (9.1) and winning percentage (82.9%, 16th nationally).

Over his 20-year coaching career, Roussell holds a .694 winning percentage with an overall
record of 406-179. Prior to Richmond, he spent seven seasons at Bucknell'and eight at the
University of Chicago, earning multiple Coach of the Year honors and leading his programs to
numerous postseason appearances.

To be eligible for the award, coaches must compete in one of the 26 conferences deemed

to be “mid-major.” The following conferences are considered high-maé'or for the purposes of
this award and thus ineli%ible: CC, Big 12, Big East, Big Ten, and SEC. Additionally, Oregon
State and Washington State are ineligible this year as membership in the Pac-12 Conference
evoIv_gs. Irt1terim head coaches are eligible, although total games coached will be taken into
consideration.

The 10-person midseason watch list will be announced in January. The five finalists for the
award will be announced in March, with the winner beinP named around the Final Four.
Coaches will be assessed across the entire season, including postseason play. Beyond on-
court success, other factors such as recruiting, preseason expectations, injuries, and tactical
coaching will also be weighed when assessing each candidate. Inclusion on previous watch

lists is not a requirement to be considered for future watch lists.

WOMEN’S BASKETBALL TABBED PRESEASON FAVORITES; BUDNIK,
DOOGAN AND ULLSTROM HIGHLIGHT PRESEASON ALL-CONFERENCE
TEAMS

The Spiders have been tabbed preseason favorites in the 2024-25 Atlantic 10 Conference
preseason poll, the league office announced on Oct. 7. In addition to the preseason poll,

the Spiders also have the honor of highlighting Addie Budnik and Maggie Doogan to the
Preseason All-Conference First Team while Rachel Ullstrom picked up Second Team honors.
Budnik, who was named A-10 Defensive Player of the Year in 2023-24, was also named to
the Preseason All-Defensive Team.

In 2023-24, Budnik was Named Most Outstanding Player in the A-10 Championship
Tournament and was named to the A-10 All-Conference Second Team. Doogan highlighted
the 2024 A-10 All Championship Team and the A-10 All-Conference First Team last season
and finished the year as the leading scorer for the Spiders, averaging 15.4 ppg. Ullstrom, the
reigning A-10 Sixth Women of the Year ended the season 10th in the A-10 in three pointers
(68) and was 11th in the A-10 in three pointers per game with 1.94.

The Spiders welcome back a plethora of core talent in 2024-25 in addition to seven new faces
in transfers Faith Alston (App State), Sam Dewey (lllinois), Alyssa Jimenez (FGCU, Nevada),
Steph Ouderkirk (JMU) and freshmen Annika Manthy, Payton Richard and Alicia Newell. Anna
Camden and Jada Green, who both missed last season due to injury, will look to return to the
court this season.

Roussell saw a remarkable tenure as the head coach of Bucknell, leading the team to a 102-30 (.773) record
over his final four seasons. Under his guidance, Bucknell achieved six consecutive winning seasons, including
four seasons with 22 or more wins. Roussell was recognized as the Patriot League Coach of the Year twice and
produced three Rookie of the Year winners between 2014 and 2016, including Claire DeBoer, who went on to
become the Player of the Year in 2016-17.

Roussell’s leadership resulted in four straight postseason appearances, including two NCAA Tournament berths and
two WNIT appearances, marking the best postseason run in the program’s history. The pinnacle of his coaching
came in the 2018-19 season, where Bucknell set a school record with 28 wins and claimed both the Patriot League
regular season and tournament titles, ultimately competing in the NCAA Tournament. That season also saw the
Bison set program records for points scored (2,462), field goals (875), 3-pointers (283), and assists (529).

University of Chicago Maroons Women'’s Basketball (2004-2012)
Prior to his time at Bucknell, Roussell led the University of Chicago women'’s basketball to a 161-50 (.763) record.
He led the Maroons to three outright UAA championships, with his last two seasons culminating in perfect 14-0

league records. Roussell’s teams made four NCAA Tournament appearances, including three Sweet Sixteen runs and one Elite Eight showing. He earned multiple
Coach of the Year honors and guided six of the program’s ten 1,000-point scorers.

Roussell also emphasized academic excellence, with his 2010-11 team achieving a 3.36 GPA. His commitment to player development and success is reflected in
the numerous all-conference selections and All-America honors earned by his players during his tenure. The Maroons reached a No. 1 ranking in the ESPN/WBCA
Coaches’ Poll in 2006-07 and maintained a strong presence in national rankings throughout his coaching career.
