UP NEXT
Longwood (March 11) heads to Pitt Field for the first of two midweek contests this season between the programs. Richmond will 
open Atlantic 10 Conference action hosting St. Bonaventure (March 14-16) to close out 13-straight home games. 

SPIDERS VS LAFAYETTE COLLEGE
The Leopards continue the road for a fourth-straight weekend as they head to UR. Lafayette snapped a seven-game losing streak 
against Davidson last weekend, taking game one of the series, 7-6, before dropping the other two games, 15-5 (8) in game two and 
9-1 in game three. Eastern Brenner paces the Leopards with a .345 average, with 10 hits, including four doubles and one home run, 
seven RBI, three walks, three HBP and a stolen base. Joe Skapinetz has logged 14.1 innings on the mound in three starts, allowing 
seven runs on 14 hits, five walks and 18 strikeouts for a 4.40 ERA.

SPIDERS VS UMASS LOWELL
UMass Lowell heads to Pitt Field for a third straight weekend on the road. UML has had weekend series in South Carolina and North 
Carolina before setting up in Virginia for five games. After games at Pitt Field, the River Hawks will face Longwood in midweek action 
before opening America East action at UMBC in Maryland for 14-straight games on the road to open the season. UML’s Sean O’Leary 
collected America East Player of the Week honors after tallied two multi-hit contests in a weekend series at USC Upstate, boasting 
an overall batting average of .636 (7-11) with a slugging percentage of 1.364. He registered two home runs, bringing his total to 
three on the season, so far, and added seven RBI and four runs. The three River Hawk starting hurlers have each logged at least 13.0 
innings and 10 strikeouts.  

REINKE COLLECT A-10 PITCHER OF THE WEEK HONORS
Tuesday (March 4) relief pitcher Brian Reinke was named Atlantic 10 Conference Pitcher of the Week, his second of his career and first 
for the program in 2025. Reinke went 2-0 in two relief appearances over 7.2 innings of work, allowing only one hit and striking out 
seven. He picked up the win at NC State (Feb. 25) after tossing four and a third of an inning, striking out four. Against Toledo (Mar. 2), 
he allowed one hit then retired eight straight including three strikeouts.

SPIDERS SHUTDOWN TOWSON
The Spiders scored in five of six innings at the plate against seven Towson pitchers. Brady O’Brien paced the Spiders with a two-for-
three day at the plate with, two walks, a double, a two-run home run and four RBI. Conor Larson went three-for-three with two 
doubles, as eight of nine Spiders in the starting line-up picked up at least one hit against the Tigers. Towson got single runs in the 
first and second off UR starter Gerry Peacock. He allowed two runs on four hits, a walk and a hit batter, while striking out two. Chase 
Topolski took over and tossed four scoreless frames, allowing one hit and hitting one batter while striking out one. Kellan Heney 
tossed the seventh, allowing one run on three hits and striking out two.

BOSTON COLLEGE MIDWEEK RAINED OUT
The Spiders Wednesday midweek contest against the Eagles was canceled due to inclement weather in the area. The game will not 
be made up. 

SPIDERS FALL TO PENN STATE
Richmond stumbled against Penn State Friday in the Central Virginia Challenge, falling 17-6 in seven innings. PSU got to Spider 
starter Esteban Rodriguez, forcing him out after an inning plus of work, allowing four runs, three earned on three hits, two walks 
and two hit batters. Jordan Jaffe collected three RBI and scored two runs including a two-run home run, while Jack Arcamone also 
went three-for-four at the plate.

ARCAMONE, BILKA POWER SPIDERS PAST BOSTON COLLEGE
After BC got a run off UR starter Chase Topolski on two hits, it was all Richmond. Ryan Bilka took over on the mound in the second 
and kept the Eagles off the scoreboard for five innings, working around two hits and striking out five to pick up his second victory 
of the year. Jordan Jaffe brought in Aaron Whitley from second with an RBI base hit through the infield in the first. In the second, a 
sacrifice fly by Aidan O’Keefe gave the Spiders a lead they never let go of. Connor Larson had a strong day at the plate. He led off the 
third with a double, took third on a Whitley fly out and scored on a wild pitch. With two outs and two on via walks, Jack Arcamone 
hit a three-run home run to push the Spiders lead out to 6-1, for his third home run of the season. Richmond tacked on single runs 
in the fourth as Phil Bernstein brought in Whitley to extend his hit streak to eight games. In his first start in left field, Grant Kennedy 
got his first hit in the second, then followed it up with his first RBI double in the fifth.

SPIDER ARMS STIFLE TOLEDO OFFENSE
Richmond wrapped up the Central Virginia Challenge with a 5-1 victory over Toledo Sunday. Phil Bernstein doubled to extend his hit 
streak to nine games then scored on Brady O’Brien’s base hit in the first. The Rockets only run came in the second, a solo home run off 
starter Jackson Hinchliffe. Brian Reinke took over on the mound in the fourth and tossed three and a third of an inning of scoreless 
action. Toledo got one hit off Reinke, then he retired eight straight, including three strikeouts to collect the victory. UR got two runs 
on three hits, a walk and a Toledo error in the second to take a 3-1 lead. UR added insurance runs in the sixth and seventh. Chayse 
Gruber tossed the final two and two-thirds of an inning, allowing only one runner to reach on an error, for Richmond.

SPIDERS ATOP THE LEAGUE
Through 12 games, graduate outfielder Phil Bernstein paces the league as the toughest to strikeout (20.0 at bats), second in batting 
average (.475), on base percentage (.596), fourth in runs (19), and fifth in hits (19). Jack Arcamone is third with five doubles and 
seventh with a .725 slugging percentage. Relief pitcher Ryan Bilka leads the league with a 0.57 ERA, 0.38 WHIP, second in the league 
with a 0.57 walks allowed per nine innings, strikeout-to-walk ratio (15.00) and hits per nine innings (2.87).

SPIDERS VS THE ATLANTIC 10
Richmond leads the league in the following categories: ERA (4.23), fielding percentage (0.978), 
hits allowed per nine innings (7.92) and WHIP (1.33). UR is just behind George Mason and George 
Washington (29) with 28 doubles.

SPIDER PITCHERS DOMINATE NC STATE
NC State got a run in the first and that was it Tuesday at Doak Field as the Spiders defeated the 
Wolfpack 5-1. It was the fourth-straight victory for UR in Raleigh and first since the 2014 season. 
Brian Reinke (1-0) took over in the third and retired the next 13 Wolfpack batters, striking out 
four over four and a third of an inning. UR tied the game in the third on a Jack Arcamone RBI hit 
to score Jordan Jaffe. UR bats came alive in the seventh, scoring four runs with two outs. Jaffe 
hit a three-run home run as Arcamone followed with a solo shot to put the game out of reach. 
Chayse Gruber took over for Reinke and tossed 2.2 innings with five strikeouts and one walk to 
close out the win. 

SPIDERS TAKES SERIES FROM STAGS
Richmond picked up the series win after taking game one 2-1 (seven innings) of the Sunday 
doubleheader before Fairfield snagged game two 6-3. UR came back from a 9-1 deficit in the 
series finale Monday to collect a 11-10 win. Joey Wilga collected his second pinch-hit walk off 
victory in game one, powering the ball into short right center. Monday, UR hurlers Jason Shockley 
and Tyler Rigot slammed the door on Stag batters, combining for five scoreless innings over seven 
innings of relief. Outfielder Phil Bernstein extended his hitting streak to five games as he led the 
team with six hits, two walks, a home run, three RBI and two stolen bases against Fairfield. Aaron 
Whitley launched two solo home runs to left field in game three. 

SPIDERS PICK UP ROAD WIN OVER TRIBE
Richmond collected the program’s first win in Williamsburg Tuesday (Feb. 18) at Plumeri Park, 
12-3, since 2011. The Spiders jumped on the Tribe pitching staff early and often, led by Jordan 
Jaffe’s three doubles in a four-hit, four runs scored day. Phil Bernstein also went 4-for-4 with two 
RBI and three runs scored. Aidan O’Keefe tallied three hits with three RBI while Brady O’Brien 
chipped in two hits and two RBI. Rookie Glenn Smith picked up his first collegiate victory, tossing 
two scoreless innings after working around three hits and striking out two. Ryan Bilka struck out 
four and allowed one hit in his two innings of scoreless work while Dane Armson retired the Tribe 
in order with two strikeouts. 

SEASON OPENING SERIES SWEEP VS NAVY
Richmond came from behind to take the Opening Day doubleheader, both by a score of 2-1. In 
game one, Aidan O’Keefe sent a bloop single into rightfield to score Brady O’Brien in the ninth 
for the win. Jordan Jaffe legged out a two-RBI triple down the right field line in the bottom of 
the sixth in game two. In the series finale, Jaffe put the Spiders out in front from the start with a 
two-run home run in the first inning. Richmond scored five runs in the sixth, including RBI singles 
by Joey Wilga and Aaron Whitley to put the game out of reach of the Midshipmen.

GOTTA EARN IT
Coming off a second-place finish in the 2024 Atlantic 10 Tournament, the University of Richmond 
baseball program has been picked to finish atop the league, along with VCU, in 2025. The Spiders 
received 125 points and one first-place vote in the annual league-wide coaches preseason poll, 
the conference announced Feb. 12. The Spiders and crosstown rival VCU tied with 125 points, 
while the Rams collected four first-place votes to the Spiders one. Saint Louis landed in third 
one point off with five first-place votes, while George Washington (104 points) and Davidson 
(80 points) both collected one first-place vote to land in fourth and fifth, respectively. Dayton 
(75 points), Rhode Island (71) and Saint Joseph’s (66) land in sixth, seventh and eighth. George 
Mason (58), Massachusetts (44), Fordham (35) and St. Bonaventure (29) round out the league.

PRESEASON LOVE
Senior pitcher Esteban Rodriguez and graduate centerfielder Aaron Whitley were both named to 
D1Baseball.com’s preseason top 150 player ranking lists for their respective positions. Rodriguez 
landed at 119th among the nation’s top pitchers while Whitley was 78th among outfielders. The 
site also picked the Spiders to take the A-10 title. 

SPIDER STARTERS RETURN
UR didn’t lose much of its offence to graduating in 2024. Seven fielders, including all three 
outfielders DJ Pacheco, Aaron Whitley and Phil Bernstein, are set to keep the offense going for 
second-year Spider skipper Mik Aoki. Pacheco led the squad with a .335 average and .438 on-
base percentage with 30 walks, 11 doubles and seven stolen bases. Ironman Bernstein paced 
UR with 45 RBI, 33 walks and nine stolen bases with a .330 average making 58 starts. Whitley, 
delayed a bit by early injuries, hit his stride in the conference season tallying a .367 average with 
12 doubles, 10 home runs, 18 of 19 in stolen bases as he collected A-10 Defensive Player of the 

Year accolades. Corner infielder Jordan Jaffe went .317 at the plate, while slugging .546 with 
12 doubles and 10 home runs. Shortstop Connor Larson and utility infielder Aidan O’Keefe also 
return to shore up the middle of the infield and keep defenses on their toes when the team looks 
to steal bases.

MONSTERS BEHIND THE DISH
Graduate transfer Cole Palmeri joins the mix with sophomores Jack Arcamone and RJ Rickabaugh 
to receive the Spider hurlers this season. Arcamone saw a lot of time as a designated hitter and 
outfielder in his rookie season, while Rickabaugh platooned with 2024 graduate Zach Lass. 

EXPERIENCED STAFF
Four-year arms Esteban Rodriguez and Brian Reinke will be called upon to help meld the pitching 
staff. Rodriguez paced the Spiders with 90 strikeouts and a 4.50 ERA over 17 appearances and 
12 starts in 76 innings. Reinke mixed in in both a starter role (8) and out of the pen to make 21 
appearances over 57.1 innings of work with 66 strikeouts. Sophomore Jackson Hinchliffe will see 
work on the weekends as well after tossing 32.0 innings in 12 appearances and three starts his 
rookie season. Jason Shockley has made the transition from a catcher to just a flame thrower from 
the mound in his senior season after making six appearances over six innings of work late in 2024. 
Richmond will also lean on junior Chase Topolski to toe the rubber as a starter in 2025. 

SPIDER ARMS RELOADED
After graduating starter Kyle Roche who ate up 86.2 innings with 72 strikeouts and only four 
walks, Logan Ymker 48.2IP, 27 strikeouts and closer Cole Hentschel (4.15 ERA, 4-2 with eight 
saves in 26 appearances), pitching coach Josh Epstein went out and found a mix of graduate and 
undergraduate transfers as well as six freshmen to add to his 11 returners. UR returns graduate 
pitchers Josh Willitts, Dylan Siesky, Gerry Peacock that missed last season while adding Mauricio 
Rodriguez (Rice), Tyler Rigot (Susquehanna) and Sawyer Duarte (Middlebury). Undergraduate 
transfer arms Ryan Bilka (Wagner) and Chayse Gruber (Neosho County CC) look to make a big 
impact from the start. Freshmen jumping at the bit to see action include Paul Witkop, Sam Young 
and Joey Giordano as well as two-way arms Angel Santiago-Cruz and Glenn Smith.

Aoki joined Richmond in June 2023, bring-
ing more than 20 years of head coaching 
experience and over 500 career wins to the 
Spiders.

Aoki led the Spiders to a 27-32 record and 13-11 conference record 
in his first season at the helm of the program in 2024. UR clinched an 
Atlantic 10 Conference Championship tournament berth and as the 
four seed made it to the Championship Finals, going 3-2, suffering 
both losses to crosstown rival VCU. In the team’s three postseason 
victories, the squad defeated George Washington 12-4, top-seeded 
Saint Louis 13-10, and Saint Joseph’s 14-6.
 
Against Atlantic 10 opponents, the Spiders won four series in 2024, 
including a series sweep of George Washington at Pitt Field, and 
captured a victory against every A-10 opponent avoiding being 
swept. In the second game against George Mason, the Spiders 
came back from a 15-run deficit to collect a 17-16 extra innings walk 
off victory.
 
Spider starting pitcher Kyle Roche finished the season allowing 
just four walks, two during the regular season and two in the A-10 
Tournament in 86.2 total innings on the hill. Roche led the nation 
averaging 18.0 strikeouts to every walk surrendered and 0.42 walks 
allowed per nine innings pitched.
 
Six different Spiders collected hardware in 2024. Brian Reinke (pitch-
er), Aidan O’Keefe (rookie) and Aaron Whitley (player) all collected 
weekly A-10 regular season honors. Esteban Rodriguez was named 
to the A-10 Second Team, while Jackson Hinchliffe picked up Rookie 
Team honors and Whitley was named A-10 Defensive Player of the 
Year. Phil Bernstein was named to the A-10 All-Academic  and to the 
Jewish Baseball News All-America teams.

He came to UR from Morehead State, where in 2023 he guided the 
Eagles to a 36-20 record and the outright Ohio Valley Con- ference 
regular season title, the first for the program since 1979. Morehead 
State’s 36 wins were tied for fourth-most in school history and 
marked the third straight year the Eagles increased their win total 
from the previous season.

Aoki served as the head coach at Notre Dame for nine seasons from 
from 2010-19, when he oversaw the program’s transition from the 

Big East to the Atlantic Coast Conference. In their final Big East sea-
son in 2013, Aoki guided Notre Dame to a 34-24 re- cord and a run-
ner-up finish in the Big East Tournament. In the program’s second 
ACC season in 2015, the Irish finished 37-23 and advanced to the 
NCAA Tournament for the first time since 2006.

Aoki spent seven seasons at Boston College as both an assistant and 
head coach, leading BC to some of the most successful sea- sons in 
program history. In 2009 — the third of Aoki’s four sea- sons as head 
coach — the Eagles won 34 games and advanced to the NCAA Tour-
nament for the first time since 1967. From 2004 to 2006, Aoki served 
as BC’s pitching coach. He helped BC to a program-record 37 wins in 
2005 and had six Eagles pitchers drafted by MLB clubs.

Aoki’s first collegiate head coaching position was at Columbia from 
1999 to 2003. Aoki led the Lions to 20 wins in 2001, their first 20-
win season since 1987. The Lions reached 20 wins again in 2002 
and 2003, compiling the second-longest string of 20-win seasons in 
school history at the time.

Everywhere he’s coached, Aoki has demonstrated an ability to de-
velop future professional players. More than 55 of his players have 
been selected in the MLB Draft, and 15 have gone on to reach the 
major leagues.
Aoki’s teams have also performed in the classroom, posting a pro-
gram GPA of 3.0 or better every year from 2012 to 2021. In 2018 and 
2019, his Notre Dame teams received “The Trophy,” an award given 
to the Irish team most committed to community service.

Aoki earned a Bachelor’s degree from Davidson College in 1990 and 
a Master’s degree from Ohio University in 1994. He and his wife Sue 
have three children, son Kai, and daughters, Bryn and Reese.
