What’s On Tap . . .

The rematch is set as Richmond faces off against Cornell in the NCAA Tournament Quarterfi-
nals at Hofstra’s James M. Shuart Stadium, with a trip to the Final Four on the line . . . The two 
teams previously met earlier this season when Cornell traveled to Richmond, slipping past 
the Spiders, 12-11 . . . Richmond is coming off its first-ever NCAA Tournament victory in six 
appearances and is making its quarterfinals debut, while Cornell, the nation’s No. 1 team, is 
coming off a 16-5 First Round win over UAlbany

Series History . . .

Richmond and Cornell’s only other meeting took place this season on March 2, when the then 
third-ranked Big Red visited Robins Stadium and narrowly passed the Spiders, 12-11 . . . The 
Spiders jumped out to a 6-1 lead in the first quarter, but the Big Red rallied, taking their first 
lead with 2:21 left in the game and scored the game’s final four goals . . . Richmond’s early 
offensive burst was powered by six different scorers, but Cornell responded with three unan-
swered goals in the second quarter, narrowing the gap to 7-6 . . . After briefly pushing the lead 
back to 8-6, the Spiders allowed a late Cornell goal to make it 8-7 at halftime . . . Richmond 
went up 11-8 with a goal at 10:48 in the fourth, but Cornell scored four unanswered goals to 
close out the game, including the game-winner at 2:21 . . . Despite struggles at the faceoff dot 
(8-of-27), Richmond’s defense held firm, with goalie Zach Vigue making 13 saves, including 
his 500th career save . . . The Spiders defense forced 12 turnovers, led by Hunter Smith, Mi-
chael Farrell, and Brayden Penafeather-Stevenson with two caused turnovers each.

About The Spiders . . .

•	 Richmond won its first ever NCAA Tournament game last Saturday, taking down #8 
North Carolina, 13-10, in Chapel Hill. 

•	 Richmond joins two-time defending national champion Notre Dame as the only teams 
in the 2024 NCAA Tournament to rank in the top 10 nationally in both scoring offense 
(8) and defense (2).

•	 Richmond, along with Notre Dame and Georgetown, are the final three unseeded teams 
remaining in the NCAA Tournament field.

•	 Richmond (9 games) and Cornell (11 games) own the two longest win streaks in the 
country . . . Richmond’s nine-game win streak, which began with a 13-12 upset over #13 
Georgetown on March 22, is the longest in program history.

•	 Richmond’s 14-3 record includes the most wins in a season in program history, along 
with a perfect 5-0 mark in conference play . . . This is the first time the Spiders have 
gone undefeated in Atlantic 10 competition, and only the second time they have done 
so in any conference (the other being a 6-0 record in the Southern Conference in 2015) 
. . . Richmond earned its first Atlantic 10 regular-season title and was crowned tourna-
ment champions for the second time in three years.

The Pick Is In! . . .

With the 21st overall pick in the 2025 PLL College Draft, the Utah Archers selected Spiders 
graduate defenseman Mitchell Dunham, making him the first active Spider ever drafted into 
a PLL club . . . Chosen as the fifth pick in the third round, the left-handed defenseman brings 
elite size and reach to the league . . . Standing at 6-foot-5 and weighing 220 pounds, he ranks 
third nationally with 38 caused turnovers and has added 50 ground balls this season . . . A 
graduate transfer from Mount St. Mary’s, Dunham has made a significant impact in his lone 
season at Richmond, registering a caused turnover in 16 games this season, including five 
against Georgetown and High Point . . . His 38 caused turnovers are tied for second all-time for 
a single season in Richmond program history . . . Twice selected as the Atlantic 10 Defensive 
Player of the Week (March 24 and April 14), Dunham also earned First Team All-Atlantic 10 
honors and was named to the Atlantic 10 All-Tournament Team.

Spiders Headline Atlantic 10 Postseason Awards . . .

Following a record-setting regular season that featured its first-ever four wins over ranked opponents, the program’s first undefeated Atlantic 
10 slate, and a climb to No. 9 in the national polls—the highest ranking in program history—the Spiders claimed five of the six Atlantic 10 
postseason major awards . . . Aidan O’Neil (Offensive Player of the Year), Max Merklinger (Midfielder of the Year), Zach Vigue (Goalie of the Year), 
Hunter Smith (Co-Defensive Player of the Year), and Dan Chemotti (Coach of the Year) all earned top honors, while the Spiders placed 10 players 
on All-Conference teams.

Iron Sharpens Iron . . .
As they say, “to be the best, you’ve got to play the best,” and the Spiders have never taken the easy way out when it comes to scheduling, having 
played at least three ranked opponents each season, excluding 2016 when they played two . . . Richmond is 14-36 all-time in program history 
against top 20 opponents . . . Richmond’s 14 wins over ranked opponents have come in 2025 (5 times), 2022 (2 times) 2019 (2 times), 2018, 2017 
(3 times) and 2016 ... The highest-ranked opponent Richmond has ever beaten came in 2022 when it knocked off No. 2 Virginia at Robins Stadium 
. . . The highest-ranked opponent the Spiders have defeated on the road has been No. 7 three times - Virginia in 2025, North Carolina in 2017 and 
Duke in 2016.

Pilling Earns Preseason All-America Honors From Inside Lacrosse. . .

Short stick defensive midfielder Jack Pilling was named a Third Team Nike Lacrosse Preseason Men’s DI Media All-American, as announced by 
Inside Lacrosse . . . Pilling, a junior, is one of just two Atlantic 10 men’s lacrosse players to earn IL Preseason All-America honors, with Saint Joseph’s 
defenseman Levi Verch receiving honorable mention recognition . . . In 2024, Pilling played all 16 games and earned Inside Lacrosse All-American 
Honorable Mention honors . . . He scored two goals and recorded one assist while picking up 31 ground balls and causing 12 turnovers . . . In a 
win over High Point on April 13, Pilling recorded a career-high five caused turnovers, tying for eighth place on the program’s single-game record 
list . . . Following that performance, he was named both Axia/Inside Lacrosse Player of the Week and Atlantic 10 Defensive Player of the Week . . . 
He was also ranked No. 14 on Inside Lacrosse’s Top-20 Most Under-Appreciated Players list for 2025.

Vigue Named USA Lacrosse Preseason All-America Honorable Mention . . .

Zach Vigue was named a USA Lacrosse Preseason All-America Honorable Mention . . . In 2024, the Apex, N.C. native was named the Atlantic 10 
Co-Goalkeeper of the Year and earned Inside Lacrosse All-American Honorable Mention honors . . . He started 15 games, recording 159 saves on 
507 shots faced, with a career-high .556 save percentage . . . Vigue ranked third in the nation in goals against average (9.26) and played a key role 
in Richmond’s defense, which was the third-best in the country, allowing just 9.38 goals per game . . . He finished 12th nationally and first in the 
A-10 in save percentage, while also picking up 31 ground balls and causing three turnovers . . .  Additionally, he was named an Inside Lacrosse 
Midseason All-American Honorable Mention and earned Atlantic 10 Defensive Player of the Week honors three times in 2024.

Vigue Added To Tewaaraton Award Watch List . . . 

Zach Vigue was added to the prestigious Tewaaraton Award Watch List . . . Vigue currently ranks fourth among NCAA Division I active leaders in 
minutes played with 3,234, eighth in saves with 587, and eighth in goals against average at 9.54 . . . His goalkeeping has been a key factor in Rich-
mond’s ranking of second the nation in scoring defense, allowing just 7.75 goals per game . . . Additionally, the Spiders rank second in clearing 
percentage (.917) . . . The Apex, N.C. native is Second at Richmond in career GAA (9.53), wins in a season (13), career wins (41), first in career saves 
(587), third in career saves per game (9.78), fifth in career save percentage (.533) . . . Only second Richmond goalie to ever record 400+ saves. 

Inside Lacrosse Names Pilling, Smith Midseason All-Americans . . .

Inside Lacrosse named its 2025 Nike Lacrosse Midseason Media All-Americans, naming Richmond short stick defensive midfielder Jack Pilling and 
close defenseman Hunter Smith to the Second Team . . . Pilling and Smith are key members of a Richmond defensive unit that has held opponents 
to just 7.75 goals per game this season . . . As a result, the Spiders have four wins over ranked opponents for the first time in program history . . . 
Thanks to Pilling and Smith, Richmond ranks second in the nation in clearing percentage (.917) and third in caused turnovers per game (11.44) 
. . . Pilling has collected 26 ground balls, caused 17 turnovers, and scored one goal so far this season, while Smith has gathered 24 ground balls, 
caused 24 turnovers and has added an assist.

Seven Spiders Named USA Lacrosse Magazine All-Americans . . .

Seven standout members of the University of Richmond men’s lacrosse team have been recognized as All-Americans by USA Lacrosse Magazine 
and Inside Lacrosse . . . Attackman Aidan O’Neil, midfielder Max Merklinger, defensemen Hunter Smith and Mitchell Dunham, and goalie Zach 
Vigue were all named All-American Honorable Mentions by USA Lacrosse Magazine. Meanwhile, Dunham and Vigue, along with midfielder Joe 
Sheridan, were named Inside Lacrosse All-American Honorable Mentions . . . Additionally, Smith and Jack Pilling earned recognition as Inside 
Lacrosse Second and Third Team All-Americans, respectively.

O’Neil, Smith Take Home Week One Under Armour A-10 Player of the Week Honors . . .

Two Spiders were named week one Under Armour Atlantic 10 Men’s Lacrosse Players of the Week . . . Aidan O’Neil was named Offensive Player of 
the Week after scoring four goals in the season-opening loss to 2024 national runner-up and fifth-ranked Maryland, while Hunter Smith earned 
Defensive Player of the Week honors after collecting two ground balls and causing a turnover . . . O’Neil led the Spiders offense, which outpaced 
the Terrapins 7-5 after halftime . . . His four goals were the most he’s scored in a game since netting five against St. Bonaventure on March 30, 2024 
. . . This marked the 18th time O’Neil has recorded a multi-point performance in his career . . . On the other side of the field, Smith was assigned 
to guard Maryland’s dodging attackman, who was held scoreless under his coverage.

Vigue Tabbed Under Armour Atlantic 10 Men’s Lacrosse Defensive Player of the Week . . .

Zach Vigue was been named the Under Armour Atlantic 10 Men’s Lacrosse Defensive Player of the Week following his standout performance in 
Richmond’s 17-2 win over Robert Morris . . . Vigue made nine saves on 17 shots faced for a .889 save percentage in 53:44 of play in Richmond’s 
first win of the season . . . He didn’t allow a goal until 6:21 in the third quarter and conceded just one of the two goals scored against Richmond . . 
. The two goals allowed matched the program’s lowest goal total, previously set against St. John’s in 2024 . . . Vigue also led the Spiders in ground 
balls, recording five . . . This marks the second week in a row the Spiders have earned Defensive Player of the Week honors, with close defenseman 
Hunter Smith taking home the award last week.

Littlejohn, Vigue Earn Under Armour Atlantic 10 Men’s Lacrosse Players of the Week . . .

Two Spider standouts were named Under Armour Atlantic 10 Men’s Lacrosse Players of the Week, with graduate goalie Zach Vigue earning De-
fensive Player of the Week honors and sophomore attackman Lucas Littlejohn being recognized as Offensive Player of the Week following the 
Virginia game . . . Littlejohn set career highs with four goals, two assists, two caused turnovers, and two ground balls in Richmond’s 13-10 win over 
#7 Virginia . . . Vigue recorded 14 saves, led the Spiders with a career-high seven ground balls, tallied a career-high two caused turnovers, and also 
registered the first point of his career with an assist in the victory . . . Littlejohn was also named the Axia/Inside Lacrosse Player of the Week and 
was named to the USILA Team of the Week for his performance.

Merklinger Recognized As A-10 Offensive Player of the Week. . .

Max Merklinger was named Atlantic 10 Offensive Player of the Week and took home the award after two standout performances in Richmond’s 
pair of wins against Mercyhurst and UMBC . . . Against Mercyhurst, Merklinger tallied a career-high four points against the Lakers (3 goals, 1 assist), 
before following up that performance with a new career-high six points via five goals and an assist against the Retrievers.

Dunham Takes Home A-10 Defensive Player of the Week Honors  . . .

Graduate defenseman Mitchell Dunham was named the Under Armour Atlantic 10 Men’s Lacrosse Defensive Player of the Week after his perfor-
mance in the win over Georgetown . . . The Mount St. Mary’s transfer and Hamilton, Ontario native led the Spiders defense in the 13-12 upset over 
No. 13 Georgetown . . . Dunham was a standout in the contest, recording a season-high six ground balls and five turnovers.

Littlejohn Secures Offensive Player of the Week Honors . . .

Lucas Littlejohn was named the Under Armour Atlantic 10 Men’s Lacrosse Offensive Player of the Week after his standout performance over the 
against Hobart . . .  Littlejohn recorded his third consecutive game and fourth of the season (at the time) with five or more points, scoring five 
goals and adding an assist in Richmond’s 15-7 win over Hobart on the road . . . Littlejohn also led the Spiders in ground balls, picking up a ca-
reer-high six while also adding a caused turnover.

Early Run Helps No. 5 Maryland Pass Spiders In Season Opener . . .

Maryland built an early 7-0 lead in the first half, capitalizing on seven of eight shots on goal landing . . . Richmond struggled to get on the board, 
with Aidan O’Neil scoring Richmond’s first goal of the season at 13:57 in the third quarter . . . Despite a strong finish from Richmond, who out-
scored Maryland 5-1 in the fourth, the Terrapins maintained a commanding lead through much of the game . . . O’Neil recorded a hat trick and 
added a fourth goal late, while freshman Daniel Picart also scored in his collegiate debut . . . Maryland won the ground ball battle (26-19) and 
faceoffs (13-21), while Richmond was flawless in clears, going 16-for-16 . . . Several Spiders made their debuts, including Picart, Mount St. Mary’s 
transfer Mitchell Dunham, Bucknell transfer Ethan Gyllenhaal, and freshmen Evan O’Neil and Luke Spitzer.

Spiders Rain Down on Robert Morris For First Win of the Season . . .

Richmond dominated Robert Morris in rainy conditions during their 2025 home opener at Robins Stadium last Saturday, securing a commanding 
17-2 victory . . . This marked Richmond’s first win of the season, while the Spiders defense stifled Robert Morris (0-1), holding them to just two 
goals—a feat matching the program’s lowest goal total allowed, set against St. John’s in 2024 . . . Offensively, Richmond was led by a trio of play-
ers: Joe Sheridan, Aidan O’Neil, and Henry Alpaugh, each recording four points. Sheridan (4 goals) and Alpaugh (3 goals, 1 assist) picked up their 
first points of the season, while O’Neil followed up his four-point performance from the Maryland game, contributing three goals and an assist 
. . . With his four-point performance, O’Neil now has 96 career points, tying for 10th place in the program’s all-time record book . . . Other Spider 
goals came from Lucas Littlejohn, Evan O’Neil (assist), Daniel Picart, Jack Ricciardi (assist), Max Merklinger (2 assists), Leo Caine, and Lukas Olsson 
(assist). Gavin Creo and Lucas Slate also registered assists, contributing to Richmond’s largest margin of victory since their 18-2 win over St. John’s 
last season . . . In goal, starter Zach Vigue made nine saves before freshman Brody Murphy entered for the final 6:16 of play, recording three stops 
in his collegiate debut . . . Both goalies allowed one goal each . . . Several freshmen made their Spider debuts, including Porter Barnett, George 
Insley, Matt Jacobsen, Evan Leonardo, Harrison Voelzke, Kaleb Griffith, William Schneider, and Jacob Fusco, along with junior Stony Brook transfer 
Jack Dougherty . . . Brayden Penafeather-Stevenson tallied four caused turnovers, while Mitchell Dunham contributed three ground balls and 
three caused turnovers . . . Short-stick defensive midfielder Jack Pilling also made his presence felt, recording two ground balls and three caused 
turnovers . . . Anthony DiCenso (5-of-12) and Jackson Strickland (4-of-11) split face off duties throughout the game.

All Phases Impress As Richmond Earns Road Upset Victory Over #7 Virginia . . .

From the opening whistle to the final horn, the Spiders dominated in the matchup against No. 7 Virginia, securing a 13-10 road upset under soak-
ing conditions . . . The win marked just the second time in the program’s 12-season history that Richmond defeated the Cavaliers, and it was the 
first victory over a ranked opponent since 2022—the same year the Spiders achieved their first-ever win over Virginia . . . Richmond (2-1) came 
out strong, jumping to a 4-0 lead by 10:38 in the first quarter and maintaining momentum throughout the game . . .

The Spiders jumped to a 6-1 lead in the first quarter against No. 3 Cornell, but the Big Red responded down the stretch, took their first lead of 
the game with 2:21 left to play, and ultimately handed Richmond its second loss of the season, 12-11, Sunday in front of a packed Robins Stadi-
um crowd . . . The Spiders opened the game with a 6-1 lead in the first quarter, thanks to goals from six different scorers . . . Up 6-1, Richmond’s 
offensive burst gave way to a quick need for more defense as the Big Red answered with three unanswered goals in the first four minutes of 
the second quarte . . . Richmond responded with a goal, but Cornell quickly added two more to make it a one-goal game at 7-6 with under five 
minutes left in the half . . . The Spiders then tallied another goal with 3:59 left in the half, pushing them to an 8-6 lead . . . However, the Big Red 
cut their deficit to one with a goal in the final five seconds of the half . . .

Richmond’s 35 total points (23 
goals, 12 assists) tied for the sixth-most in a single game, with 18 players recording points . . . Freshman Porter Barnett led with five points (3G, 2A), 
while Leo Caine scored four goals, and Max Merklinger added three goals and an assist . . . Other scorers included Aidan O’Neil, Lucas Littlejohn, 
Joe Sheridan (2), Daniel Picart, Lukas Olsson, Ryan Spilman, Gavin Creo (2), Lucas Slate (A), Evan O’Neil, Brayden Penafeather-Stevenson, and Jack 
Dougherty (A) . . .

Duke jumped out to a 1-0 lead 82 seconds into the game before Richmond responded with one of its own just seven seconds later at 13:27 off the 
stick of Chenoy, who won the faceoff and scored his first of two goals in the game.
