Exactly nine months ago, on Nov. 30, 2024, the Spiders played their final game of the 2024
season, falling to Lehigh in the First Round of the FCS Playoffs. Excluding the unusual gap be-
tween the 2019 and spring 2021 seasons—when Richmond ended 2019 against William & Mary
and then opened the spring 2021 season against the Tribe—this marks the first time since the
1917-1918 seasons (Randolph-Macon) that the Spiders have opened a season against the same
team they faced in the previous season finale.

Over a third of Richmond's 2025 roster—32 of 90 players—are new to the program. That group
includes 26 freshmen and six transfers. Of the transfers, five come from FBS programs: lineback-
er Tayshaun Burney (Wake Forest), wide receiver Jaiden Fair (Maryland), offensive linemen
Jason Smith (North Carolina) and JT Sowell (App State), and tight end Aidan Steinfeldt
(Marshall). Four of the five FBS transfers are listed on the two-deep for Saturday’s game. None of
them have seen collegiate game action yet. The sixth transfer, wide receiver Joey Duggan, joins
Richmond from Fordham.

Six players who started the final game of the 2024 season remain on the Spiders
roster: DE Camden Byrd, OL Gabe Carbajal, DT Matei Fitz, LB Carter Glassmyer,
and OL Scott Hummel. Of those six, five are listed as starters on the depth chart
for Saturday’s game. Fitz and Glassmyer will each extend their starting streak to 14

Series History ...
Saturday’s game marks the fifth all-time meeting between Richmond and Lehigh, with the Spiders holding a 3-2 edge in the series ... While the all-

time series only includes four games, three have been played since 2021 ... Lehigh won the first matchup in 1998, edging Richmond 24-23 in the
opening round of the I-AA Playoffs ... The Spiders evened the series with a dominant 31-3 win in 2021, then followed it up with a 30-6 road victory
in Bethlehem, Pa., in 2022 ... The most recent meeting came in the First Round of the 2024 FCS Playoffs, where Richmond fell 20-16 . .. Despite
reaching the red zone on three of their first four drives, the Spiders were forced to settle for field goals each time.. .. Lehigh grabbed a 7-6 lead late
in the first half, but Richmond answered with another field goal just before halftime to go up 9-7 ... In the fourth quarter, a 43-yard interception
return set up a Spider touchdown, pushing the lead to 16-7 ... But Lehigh stormed back with a 65-yard touchdown run and a 54-yard touchdown
pass on back-to-back drives to take the lead for good . . . With just over a minute remaining, Richmond got the ball back after a Lehigh punt, but
the return was muffed . .. Lehigh recovered at the Spiders 17-yard line and took a knee to run out the clock and seal the win.

2024 At A Glance...

Richmond posted a 10-3 overall record, went undefeated in conference play, and claimed a share of a conference title for the second straight year.
The Spiders also reached the FCS Playoffs for a third consecutive season and delivered the program’s first 10-win regular season since 2009, match-
ing the school’s all-time best. The perfect 8-0 run in conference play was only the second in Richmond history—and the first since 1968—making
the Spiders just the seventh team in CAA history to finish league play unbeaten.

Transfer Portal Giveth, Transfer Portal Taketh...

When the transfer portal opened last year on December 9, Richmond found itself without 10 starters—half of whom were All-Conference honorees
...In addition to the starters lost, the Spiders lost another eight players due to graduation and/or exhaustion of eligibility ... The team also lost two
key specialists to graduation . .. Of the 51 players on Richmond’s depth chart for its final game of the 2024 season, just 29 returned ... Of the 11
All-CAA honorees in 2024, only two will return for the 2025 season in linebacker Carter Glassmyer and defensive end Camden Byrd.

Start’‘Em Young. ...
16 players listed on Richmond'’s week one two-deep will/could make their collegiate debuts during Saturday’s game . .. The list features a mix of

true freshmen (4 players), sophomores who did not play in more than four games as freshmen (10 players) and junior Maryland transfer Jaiden Fair
who will make his collegiate debut Saturday.

Under Center...

In 2023, quarterback Kyle Wickersham led all FCS quarterbacks with a.726 completion percentage, threw for nearly 1,400 yards, rushed for 401
yards, scored four rushing touchdowns, and was named Capital Cup MVP in Richmond'’s win over William & Mary . .. In 2024, he started the first
three games of the season before missing time due to injury ... While the Spiders haven’t won a game with Wickersham as the starting quarter-
back since Sept. 14, 2024 against Charleston Southern he’s back in 2025 as Richmond'’s unquestioned starter at quarterback and offensive leader.

New Season, New Coaches...

Wide receivers coach Jerry Taylor, a Richmond native and former Spider graduate assistant (2011-12), returns to the program after a decade
of coaching experience . .. He most recently served as Assistant Head Coach, Offensive Coordinator, and Quarterbacks Coach at Bluefield State
in 2024 ... His résumé includes stints at Columbia, William & Mary, Dartmouth, Virginia State, Saint Francis, and the Buffalo Bills . . . Co-Offensive
Coordinator and offensive line coach Mike Cummings joined Richmond after two seasons as the offensive line coach at Appalachian State
(2023-24), where he helped lead a unit that allowed just 15 sacks in 2024 and blocked for a 1,000-yard rusher ... He brings over 30 years of coach-
ing experience, including roles at Cincinnati, Central Michigan, and UConn, and held offensive coordinator roles at Central Michigan (2010-13)
and UConn (2014-16) and coached under Nick Saban at Michigan State (1998) . .. Cummings will share offensive coordinator duties with Jacob
Huesman, who will continue to lead the quarterbacks in his third season on staff.

New Play Caller...

Jacob Huesman enters his third season on the Richmond coaching staff in 2025, now serving as Co-Offensive Coordinator, Play Caller and
Quarterbacks Coach ... After joining the staff in 2023, he helped guide the Spiders to back-to-back CAA championships ... Under his leadership,
quarterback Camden Coleman (now at James Madison) went 13-1 as a starter over two seasons... Huesman previously coached at Chattanooga—
his alma mater—where he was a record-setting All-America quarterback and coached tight ends from 2019 to 2023 ... Huesman, 33, carries nearly
every major offensive program record at Chattanooga and is one of only four FCS players to record at least 40 rushing touchdowns (43) and 40
passing touchdowns (64) in a career and is one of only two FCS players to rush for over 4,000 yards (4,051) and pass for over 8,000 yards (8,197) in
a career ... He was a three-time Southern Conference Offensive Player of the Year and an All-America selection in 2015.

Upward Momentum...

The 2021 season saw Richmond battle through injuries and a 2-5 start before finishing with four straight wins. Since that turnaround, the Spiders
are 33-10 overall, with an impressive 25-3 record in conference games . .. Richmond has the second-most conference wins (21) of any team in the
country since the beginning of the 2022 season, with South Dakota State narrowly leading with 23 ... The Spiders are the owners of the seventh-
most wins in the nation since the beginning of the 2022 season.

Under the leadership of Assistant Head Coach and Defensive Coordinator Justin Wood, the Spiders de-
fense has continued to flourish ... Between the 2021 and 2024 seasons, Richmond ranked in the top 20
in nearly every defensive category and ranked in the top three in the CAA.

Preseason Honors...

Ahead of Richmond's inaugural season in the Patriot League, five Spiders earned Preseason All-League
honors, and the team was picked to finish second in the eight-team conference behind Lehigh . ..
Offensive linemen and team captains Gabriel Carbajal and Scott Hummel, along with tight end
Sean Clarke, were selected to the All-League Offense. On defense, linebacker and captain Carter
Glassmyer and defensive end Camden Byrd were named All-League.
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Carbajal and Hummel anchored an offensive line that started every game in 2024 and helped
Richmond average 27.15 points and 380.4 total yards per game, while allowing just 16 sacks. The
unit ranked second in the CAA in rushing yards (2,527) and fourth in total offense (4,945).

Clarke appeared in 12 games with six starts, contributing as both a blocker and receiver. He re-
corded five catches for 38 yards, including a touchdown in the FCS Playoffs First Round against
Lehigh.

Glassmyer, a Second Team Stats Perform FCS Preseason All-American, returns as Richmond’s lead-
ing tackler. He totaled 87 tackles (53 solo), 7.0 TFLs, three sacks, two fumble recoveries, a forced
fumble, and three pass breakups in 2024, earning Second Team All-CAA honors.

Byrd started 11 games at defensive end and was also named Second Team AllI-CAA. He recorded
45 tackles, including 8.5 for loss and seven sacks, along with a forced fumble, a fumble recovery,
five quarterback hurries, and a pass breakup.

16 KYLE WICKERSHAM

Sr. « QB « Metairie, La. « Archbishop Rummel

A dynamic quarterback with poise under pressure and big-game production. In 2024, started three games,
finishing 34-of-59 passing with a touchdown in a win over Charleston Southern (09/14/24). Also rushed for
100 yards on 15 carries against Wofford and ran for touchdowns against Virginia and Charleston Southern.
Had a standout 2023 campaign, seeing action in 10 games and completing 100-of-138 passes for 1,396 yards
while adding 401 rushing yards and four touchdowns on the ground. Led all of FCS in completion percentage
(.726). Earned 2023 Capital Cup MVP honors, guiding Richmond to a 27-26 win over rival William & Mary with
152 passing yards and 72 rushing yards. Delivered a strong postseason performance in the NCAA Playoffs First
Round, throwing three touchdowns on 16-of-23 passing vs. North Carolina Central.

10 CARTER LLASSMYER

Sr. « LB - York, Pa. - Central York

An instinctive and highly productive linebacker with a proven track record across conferences. In 2024, started
all 13 games for Richmond and earned Second Team All-CAA honors after leading the team with 87 total tackles
(53 solo), along with 7.0 tackles for loss, 3.0 sacks, three pass breakups, two fumble recoveries, one forced
fumble, and a quarterback hurry. Delivered a season-high 15 tackles and a sack in the win over Hampton,
helping the Spiders clinch a share of their second-straight CAA title and earn an automatic FCS Playoff bid.
Tranfered to Richmond ahead of the 2024 season from Saint Francis where was a Jerry Rice Award Finalist and
Stats Perform FCS Freshman All-American as well as NEC Defensive Rookie of the Year where h recorded a team-
high 90 total tackles with 6.5 tackles for loss, 2.5 sacks, one forced fumble and one fumble recovery in 2023 and
led FCS freshmen and was 28th overall with 9.0 total tackles per game. He led the NEC with his 90 total tackles
and his 78 during conference play were 23 more than any other player.
