SPIDER NOTES

Richmond, winners of 14 of its last 15 games and one of seven undefeated teams remaining
in the country, looks to continue the best start in program history with a chance to improve
to 6-0 when it hosts No. 13 Georgetown Saturday. Just 13 seasons removed from a 0-5 start
as a first-year program in 2014, the Spiders are now off to the best start in program history at
5-0.

Richmond holds both the sixth-best scoring offense (7.60) and scoring defense (14.80) in the
country.

The Spiders are now unanimously ranked No. 2 in the Inside Lacrosse, USA Lacrosse
Magazine and USILA polls—the highest ranking in program history. The Spiders received
nine first-place votes in the Inside Lacrosse poll, edging No. 1 Notre Dame (eight).

Richmond already owns wins over three ranked or receiving-votes teams five games into the
season: No. 13 Virginia, RV Lehigh and No. 5 Cornell.

Richmond’s 8-7 win over Cornell last Saturday carried major significance, coming against
the defending national champion and the No. 5 team in the country at the time. The victory
marked the program’s first-ever win over Cornell after two one-goal losses last season,
including in the NCAA Quarterfinals. The win stands as the highest-ranked road victory

in program history and the Spiders’first over a defending national champion, while also
handing the Big Red their first regulation defeat since May 3, 2024.

Senior attackman Aidan O'Neil (12g, 12a) leads the Spiders in points and is just three goals
away from the 100th of his career.

Midfielder Joe Sheridan and faceoff athlete Vincent Gaylord were named to this week’s USILA
Team of the Week following their performances in the Spiders’8-7 victory over Cornell.
Sheridan led all players with four points on two goals and two assists while adding a ground
ball to power Richmond’s comeback. Trailing 7-5 with 11:59 remaining, the Spiders closed
the game on a decisive three-goal run with Sheridan involved in each score, assisting Lucas
Littlejohn at 10:03 to cut the deficit to 7-6, scoring the game-tying goal at 4:43, and setting
up Gavin Creo for the game-winner with 1:04 to play. Richmond also gained an edge at the
faceoff X behind Gaylord, who went 10-of-16 and collected a game-high five ground balls.
Cornell entered the matchup leading the nation at over 70 percent on faceoffs, but the
Spiders held the Big Red to just 39 percent in a game where possessions came at a premium.
For his efforts, Sheridan was also named the A-10 Offensive Player of the Week and added to
the Tewaaraton Watch List.

SERIES NOTES

Richmond and Georgetown have met four times, with matchups in 2022, 2023, 2024 and
2025. Georgetown holds a 3-1 advantage in the all-time series after Richmond earned its
first win over the Hoyas last season in Washington, D.C., 13-12. Saturday’s game marks the
first time Richmond enters a matchup against Georgetown as the higher-ranked team.

YOUTH MOVEMENT

Richmond saw high production out of

a trio of freshmen in its season opener
against Robert Morris, including faceoff
athlete Vincent Gaylord and midfielders
Tanner Huber and Cole Hayden. Huber (3
goals) and Hayden (2 assists) combined for
five points in their collegiate debuts, with
Hayden assisting Huber on his third goal to
secure the hat trick in his first career game.
At the faceoff stripe, Gaylord went 0-for-4
on his first four attempts before settling

in and going 15-for-20 the rest of the way,
putting together streaks of five and three
consecutive wins that corresponded with
Richmond scoring runs.

Dan Chemaotti enters his 13th season as head coach of the University of Richmond men’s lacrosse program in 2026, continuing a
tenure that has defined the program since its inception. Hired in 2012, Chemotti is the program’s first and only head coach and
has overseen its development from a first-year Division | team into a nationally recognized contender.

Chemotti has guided Richmond to six NCAA Tournament appearances (2014, 2018, 2019, 2022, 2023, 2025) within the program’s
first 12 seasons, including conference tournament championships in three different leagues (Atlantic Sun, Southern Conference,
Atlantic 10). Under his leadership, the Spiders have won five regular-season conference titles and reached the conference
championship game in every season of program existence and has produced 17 All-Americans during his tenure.

Entering 2026, Chemotti has compiled a 118-67 (.637) career record at Richmond, including nine seasons with double-digit wins.
The Spiders have won more than 80 percent of their conference games all-time (54-12) and earned the program’s 100th victory
on March 30, 2024.

The 2025 season marked the most successful campaign in program history. Richmond finished 14-3 overall and went a perfect
5-0in Atlantic 10 play to secure its first A-10 regular-season title and a second conference tournament championship in three
years. The Spiders earned their first NCAA Tournament victory with a 13-10 upset of No. 8 North Carolina on the road and
reached a program-high national ranking of No. 5. Richmond finished the season ranked in the top 10 nationally in both scoring
offense and scoring defense, joining Notre Dame as the only NCAA Tournament teams to do so in 2025.

Richmond defeated four nationally ranked opponents during the season, set a program record with a nine-game winning streak,
and ranked among the national leaders in scoring margin, scoring defense, caused turnovers, clearing percentage, scoring
offense, and points per game. Eight Spiders earned All-America honors, and the team claimed five of six Atlantic 10 major
postseason awards, including Chemotti's first Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year honor. Close defenseman Mitchell Dunham became
the first active Spider selected in the PLL College Draft when he was chosen 21st overall by the Utah Archers.

Prior to Richmond, Chemotti served as offensive coordinator at Loyola University Maryland, where he helped lead the
Greyhounds to the 2012 NCAA National Championship. During his time at Loyola,
the program earned four NCAA Tournament berths, produced 12 All-Americans,
and led the nation in several offensive categories. Earlier coaching stops included
Dartmouth and St. John's.
