» The Robert Morris University women's basketball team conclude a season-opening two-
game road swing on Saturday, Nov. 9 when it travels to La Salle. The Colonials are in search
of their first win of 2019-20, nearly getting it against Power 5 opponent, TCU, on Tuesday.
Following its game against the Explorers, RMU makes its UPMC Events Center debut on
Wednesday, Nov. 13 at 7:00 p.m. against Youngstown State.

» The Colonials were selected as the unanimous favorite in the NEC Preseason Coaches'
Poll, earning all 10 possible first-place votes. RMU has been selected on top of the presea-
son standings in five of the last seven seasons, with a pair of second-place nods in 2016-17
and 2017-18 being the only difference.

» RMU boasted one of the top defenses in the nation statistically last season, ranking 12th
in scoring defense (55.3), 24th in turnovers forced (20.18), 26th in turnover margin (+4.18)
and 32nd in steals per game (9.9).

» Nneka Ezeigbo was chosen unanimously on the Preseason All-NEC Team, as she returns
as the lone senior on a team bringing back 85.6 percent of its scoring and 77.3 percent of its
minutes from 2018-19. Ezeigbo won NEC Defensive Player of the Year and NEC Tournament
MVP as a junior, serving as the only player in the league to rank in the top eight in blocks
(1.4, 4th) and steals (1.7, 8th.)

FOURTH SEASON AS ROBERT MORRIS HEAD COACH

In 2019-20, Charlie Buscaglia will enter his fourth season as head coach
of the Robert Morris University women'’s basketball team. Coach B,

as he is respectfully called, is no stranger to the Colonials’ basketball
program, however. The long-time assistant spent 13 seasons on the
RMU coaching staff before taking over the head coaching role, and
served as the associate head coach from 2008-09 to 2015-16.

Robert Morris lived up to preseason expectations in 2018-19, as the Northeast Conference (NEC)
preseason favorite went 22-11 overall and 16-2 in league play, winning the NEC regular-season
and tournament titles. The Colonials advanced to play No. 5 Louisville in the NCAA Tournament
First Round, the team’s fourth consecutive postseason tournament appearance. RMU closed

out the North Athletic Complex with a 65-54 victory over in-state rival Saint Francis U in the NEC
Championship Game, finishing with a 28-5 record at ‘The NAC’, a mark that included a perfect 22-0
mark against NEC opponents.

Once again, defense told the story of the Colonials’ success. RMU ranked 12th nationally in scoring
defense - its third straight season inside the top 25 - by allowing just 55.3 points per game. Coach
B earned his third consecutive Brenda Reilly NEC Coach of the Year award, establishing a new
league record. Nneka Ezeigbo and Isabella Posset were named to All-NEC teams, highlighted by
Ezeigbo’s First Team and NEC Defensive Player of the Year nods. Posset, the program’s first player
from the Pittsburgh area since 2013-14, was named to the All-NEC Rookie Team.

Despite losing three important seniors, Coach B guided the Colonials to a school-record 25

wins in 2017-18, culminating in the program’s sixth Northeast Conference (NEC) regular-season
championship and second Postseason Women’s National Invitation Tournament (WNIT) berth.
RMU finished the season at 25-8 overall and 16-2 in NEC play and tied the school record for out-of-
league victories with seven. The Colonials also advanced to their fifth straight NEC Championship
Game, despite playing in a new temporary facility at the North Athletic Complex while RMU’s
newest home, the UPMC Events Center, is under construction.

Coach B continued the program’s recent run of success in his first season in charge as the
Colonials advanced to their fifth NCAA Tournament following a 65-52 victory over Bryant in the
NEC Championship Game and final contest at the Charles L. Sewall Center. Robert Morris entered
the NEC Tournament as the number one seed after claiming the league regular-season title and
finished the 2016-17 campaign with a 22-11 overall record and 14-4 mark in conference.

Buscaglia came to Robert Morris from Manhattan College, the 2003 Metro Atlantic Athletic
Conference (MAAC) champions and NCAA Tournament participant, where he was an assistant from
1998 to 2003. While at Manhattan, Buscaglia focused mainly on recruiting and developing the
perimeter players. He signed Rosalee Mason, who averaged a double-double for the Lady Jaspers
and finished her career as Manhattan’s all-time leading scorer and rebounder. She is one of the
many players Coach B has signed that has played professionally in Europe.

“The entire Robert Morris community continually strives to fulfill all the needs of its students
and student-athletes, which is beneficial to building a winning tradition,” stated Buscaglia. “The
university has given me tremendous support in my quest to recruit top student-athletes, which
has helped RMU to build a tradition of not only being a Northeast Conference contender, but a
nationally competitive program.”

RMU's last road victory in the series came on Nov. 21, 2015, a 76-45 rout of the Explorers.
Anna Niki Stamolamprou '17 led all scorers with 15 points, adding seven rebounds and
four assists. Mikalah Mulrain '18 posted a 13-point, 11-rebound double-double.

Scouting the Explorers - La Salle was selected 14th in the Atlantic 10 Conference Preseason Poll, but came away with a 78-62 road victory
against Howard in its season opener on Tuesday. Mountain MacGillivray is entering his second season as head coach of the Explorers, who went
6-25in 2018-19.

Freshman guard Claire Jacobs was immense in the win over the Bison, leading the team with 20 points on 7-of-9 shooting. Junior guard Deja
King, who paced La Salle in scoring (9.0) in 14 games last season, added 12 points and six assists, while sophomore forward Kayla Spruill provid-
ed 12 points and eight rebounds.

The Explorers were efficient from the field against Howard, shooting 45.6 percent on 57 attempts. They also drew 19 fouls and went to the line
32, converting 20 for a 62.5 percent rate. La Salle did struggle with turnovers, however, committing 25 compared to the 14 it forced.

Near Miss - Robert Morris nearly had a statement victory in its season opener on Tuesday, taking Big 12 opponent TCU to the wire before falling,
66-61. The Colonials made up an 11-point deficit and led 50-47 through three quarters, but the Horned Frogs swung back with an 11-4 advantage
in the final frame to take back control.

The win would have been just the fourth ever for RMU over a Power 5 opponent. The Colonials' most recent triumph came in 2010 at Virginia
Tech (66-52), and they also defeated West Virginia in 1994 (88-80, OT) and Purdue in 1982 (67-55).

RMU's next chance to add a Power 5 win to its history won't come until a potential postseason contest, though it will host Big East foe Xavier at
the UPMC Events center on Sunday, Dec. 1.

Forbes Avenue - Making her NCAA debut at TCU, accomplished junior college transfer Holly Forbes showed a quick adjustment to Division |
basketball, providing the Colonials with 10 points (4-5 FG, 2-3 FT), four rebounds, two steals, and a block in 27 minutes. Forbes comes to Moon
Township by the way of Mineral Area College in Park Hills, Mo., where she was a two-time NJCAA Division | All-America selection.

Forbes is the fourth Colonial in the last six seasons to score in double figures in their team debut, joining current redshirt sophomore Megan
Callahan (14, Nov. 11, 2017 at Michigan State) and alumnae Nia Adams '19 (11, Nov. 11, 2015 vs. West Virginia Wesleyan) and Megan Smith '18
(11, Nov. 16,2014 at lowa). The Bonne Terre, Mo. is also the first RMU player to start their first game with the team since Honoka Ikematsu did in
2017 at Michigan State.

Run It Back - Coming off its eighth NEC Tournament and seventh NEC regular-season championships in 2018-19, Robert Morris was selected
as the unanimous favorite in the NEC Preseason Coaches' Poll, earning all 10 possible first-place votes. This is the fifth time in the last seven
seasons that the Colonials were chosen as the top team in the preseason poll, with the two outlier years being 2015-16 and 2016-17 when they
were picked to finish second.

RMU returns 85.6 percent of their scoring and 77.3 percent of their minutes from last season, despite only having one senior (Nneka Ezeigbo) on
the roster. Ezeigbo, Isabella Posset, and Nina Augustin started at least 19 games in 2018-19, as that trio makes up three of the nine returning
letterwinners.

The Senior - Nneka Ezeigbo enters her senior season as one of the most accomplished
players in program history.

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Welcome to Hoop Township - Robert Morris is in the midst of its most successful run,
having compiled a 251-166 (.602) overall record and 170-64 (.726) mark in the NEC.

The Colonials have won six NEC Tournaments (2007, 2008, 2014, 2016, 2017, 2019) and
advanced to nine postseason tournaments (6 NCAA Tournaments, 2 Postseason WNITSs,
1 Postseason WBI) over this stretch. RMU has played in the last six NEC Championship
Games, posting a conference record of 84-22 (.792) during this span - the best mark
among NEC teams.

The standard has been raised even higher since head coach Charlie Buscaglia took the
reins prior to the 2016-17 season. In three seasons under Buscaglia, the Colonials have
posted a 69-31 (.690) overall record and 46-8 (.852) mark in league play, capturing three
straight NEC regular-season titles and a pair of NEC Tournament crowns. RMU won a
school-record 25 games in 2017-18 - the one season that didn't end with a league tourna-
ment title.

The Defense (Never) Rests - Robert Morris prides itself on its defense and last season
was no different. The Colonials ranked 12th in the NCAA in scoring defense (55.3), 24th in
turnovers forced (20.18), 26th in turnover margin (+4.18), and 32nd in steals (9.9) - all num-
bers that topped the conference circuit.

The Colonials have posted a top-25 scoring defense in each of the last three seasons, com-
ingin at 25th in 2016-17 (57.0 PPG) and eighth in 2017-18 (54.1 PPG). The 2017-18 mark is
a school record, breaking the previous record set the previous season.

On the Court, In the Classroom - Robert Morris' run of success extends beyond the
basketball court, as it has been a regular fixture recently in the WBCA Academic Top 25
Division | Honor Roll. The Colonials posted a cumulative grade point average of 3.713 in
2018-19, which was the third highest among Division | teams.

RMU is the only school to be ranked inside the top four of the WBCA Academic Top 25 in
three straight seasons, coming in at fourth in 2017-18 with a 3.748 team GPA and second
in 2016-17 with a 3.726 mark. The Colonials have also captured three consecutive NEC
Team GPA Awards over this stretch.

New Season, New Home - RMU debuts a brand-new arena in 2019-20 with the opening of
Peoples Court at the UPMC Events Center. The new state-of-the-art home of the Colonials
seats 4,000 and replaces the North Athletic Complex, which served as a temporary home
during the Events Center construction.

RMU hopes that it finds the same success at the UPMC Events Center as it did at 'The NAC".
In two seasons at the North Athletic Complex, the Colonials went 29-5 (.853) - a mark that
includes a perfect 22-0 (1.000) record against NEC opponents.

The North Athletic Complex saw its curtains close in the same fashion as the Charles L.
Sewall Center - which served as RMU's home since November of 1985 - with a NEC Tour-
nament title. The Colonials defeated Saint Francis U, 65-54, in the final game at 'The NAC'
this past March, while RMU topped Bryant, 65-52, in the 2017 NEC Championship Game to
close out 'The Chuck'.

The Magic Number - When Robert Morris reaches the 70-point barrier, it's been "Game
Over" for its opponents under Charlie Buscaglia. The Colonials are 20-0 when scoring 70
since Buscaglia took over in 2016-17.

RMU reached the mark in eight contests last season, all but one of those coming in NEC
play. The Colonials opened the league slate by scoring 70 or more in four straight con-
tests, and then hit the mark in three straight contests against St. Francis Brooklyn (74-57),
LIU Brooklyn (71-54), and Wagner (77-57).

Basketball Never Stops - Esther Castedo and Nina Augustin spent their summers com-
peting for Spain and Finland, respectively, in various international tournaments.

Castedo has been a regular fixture in Spain's system, having represented the country

on the U15, U16, and U18 teams before attending Robert Morris. The sophomore guard
earned bronze at the FIBA U19 World Cup, then brought home a fifth-place finish at the
FIBA U20 European Championships. She averaged 5.3 points, 2.3 rebounds, and 1.6 assists
per game at the World Cup, then provided 4.7 points, 2.4 rebounds, and 2.1 assists per
contest at the European Championships.

Augustin, who is one of eight RMU players to represent their home country on the senior
national team, played for Finland at the FISU University Games. The junior averaged 3.3
points, 1.3 rebounds, and 1.2 assists off the bench in six contests, as the team rebounded
from an 0-2 start to finish ninth with four straight wins.

Since retired head coach Sal Buscaglia and his son Charlie took over the RMU
program in 2003-04, it has posted 10 20-win seasons. The Colonials rattled off four
consecutive 20-win campaigns from 2004-05 to 2007-08, collecting 87 victories in all
over that stretch. RMU also won 20 or more games in 1981-82 (20-8), 1983-84 (23-5), and 2009-10 (23-9).

Quick to Contribute - Robert Morris immerses its freshmen into the rotation pretty quickly, and it has paid off with nine All-NEC Rookie Team
selections since 2012-13. This season's edition of the team features three Rookie Team picks in senior center Nneka Ezeigbo, junior guard Hono-
ka lkematsu, and sophomore guard Isabella Posset.

Posset collected the accolades last season after leading all NEC freshmen in steals (1.9, 5th overall) and assists (2.7). She won NEC Rookie of the
Week three times and paced the Colonials in assists, steals, and minutes played (25.9), while finishing second in scoring (7.6).

In 2017-18, lkematsu started all 32 games she played in and ranked third in the NEC in three-point percentage (.414), eighth in three-point field
goals made (2.0), and 10th in assists (2.8). She collected two NEC Rookie of the Week awards and finished fourth on the team in scoring (8.8
PPG).

Three years ago, Ezeigbo averaged 6.8 points and 4.8 rebounds in just 17.1 minutes per game. She played in all 33 games, starting 10 of them,
and ranked 13th in the NEC in blocks (0.7). The center earned a pair of NEC Rookie of the Week nods and posted eight games of double-figure
scoring.

New to RMU - The Colonials welcome five newcomers into the fold for 2019-20, three being freshmen and the other transferring in.

Dahomée Forgues hails from Saint-Jean-Sur-Richelieu, Quebec and will add depth to the guard position. Forgues won a pair of gold medals
in 2018 and 2019 at RSEQ Provincials with Dawson College, and a silver in 2017. She also captured two silver medals in 2017 and 2019 at CCAA
Nationals.

The second freshman, Ramatoulaye Keita, is from Bamako, Mali and played at Lake Forest Academy in Illinois. Keita helped lead Mali to the
FIBA U18 Women's African Championship in 2018, averaging 6.5 points per game off the bench. She owns the school record for career points at
LFA, tallying 1,240 while winning two Team MVP awards.

Trinity Papamandjaris rounds out the freshman trio. A forward from London, Ontario, Papamandjaris won three straight Senior Girls Basketball
MVP awards at Sir Frederick Banting, and collected three TRVAA All-Star nods and a 2017 JUEL Championship with London Ramblers.

Junior forward Holly Forbes was a two-time NJCAA All-American at Mineral Area College, earning First Team accolades in 2018-19. Forbes aver-
aged 16.5 points on 58.1 percent shooting and 10.4 rebounds per contest as a sophomore, and collected Region 16 Player of the Year accolades.
She was also the Region 16 Freshman of the Year in 2017-18 after scoring a school-record 1,759 points during her high school career at North
County.

Sophomore forward Sydney Palermo will sit out the 2019-20 season due to NCAA transfer rules after arriving from Bowling Green. Palermo, an
Erie, Pa. native, played eight games for the Falcons last year, averaging 0.3 points and 1.5 rebounds per game. She was a PIAA 4A All-State First
Team selection as a senior at Villa Maria Academy, and helped lead the Hurricanes to back-to-back state runner-up finishes in 2016 and 2017.

Three-Ring Club - Nneka Ezeigbo is looking to join an illustrious club this season, as a NEC Tournament championship would give the senior
center her third ring. Robert Morris currently has five players in the NEC's Three-Ring Club - a group that includes 34 total players - with Janee
Brown '17, Rebeca Navarro '17, Anna Niki Stamolamprou '17, Shakema Dashiell '18, and Nia Adams '19.

Insurmountable Lead - Robert Morris has never lost a game in which it has held the lead at the end of the second half. The Colonials were 22-0
in such situations last season. All-time, RMU is 620-0 when holding the lead at the final whistle.

» The "Financier of the American Revolution", he isn't as

famous as his friend George Washington, but without Robert
Morris, the American colonies' bold attempt to throw off British
rule never could have succeeded.

» Born in 1734 in Liverpool, England, Robert Morris sailed to
the United States with his father when he was 14 years old.
Morris became a partner at the import export firm of William
& Morris where he made his millions. After, he became the
spokesman for opposition to the Stamp Act, smuggled arms for the new American army
and navy, signed the Declaration of Independence, secured funding — often using his per-
sonal credit —to fight the Revolutionary War, and served as a Pennsylvania state senator.
He died in Philadelphia on May 8, 1806.
