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•	�Arkansas will play its second consecutive SEC game away 
from home Saturday when they head to Tuscaloosa to take 
on No. 1 Alabama. It will be the fourth time in the last three 
seasons the Razorbacks have played SEC road games in 
back-to-back weeks.

•	�The Razorbacks will face the No. 1 team in the Associated 
Press poll for the 23rd time in program history. Three of the 
Razorbacks’ last five showdowns against the No. 1 team in 
the nation have been against Alabama. The Hogs’ last win 
vs. a top-ranked team came at LSU in 2007, when they beat 
the Tigers 50-48 in three overtimes.

•	�Alabama leads the all-time series with Arkansas, 19-8. 
The Crimson Tide won 49-30 last year in Fayetteville. The 
Hogs’ 30 points scored in that game are the most Alabama 
has allowed in its last 10 SEC games. Arkansas is one of 
only three schools to score 30-plus points or gain 400-
plus yards of total offense against Alabama in the Tide’s 
last 21 games, joining Ole Miss, who gained 522 yards in a 
48-43 loss on Sept. 17 and Clemson, who totaled 511 yards 
in a 35-31 win in the College Football Playoff National 
Championship Game.

•	�Jonathan Nance recorded season highs in catches (8) 
and receiving yards (116) and caught a 34-yard touchdown 
pass at South Carolina last Saturday. It was his second 100-
yard receiving performance of the season, while the TD 
reception upped his total to an SEC-tying best 5.

•	�Through five games, Jonathan Nance ranks among the top 
five in the SEC in touchdown receptions (5, T-1st) receiving 
yards (374, 5th), receiving yards per game (74.8, 4th), 20+ 
yard catches (7, T-4th), 30+ yard catches (5, T-2nd) and 40+ 
yard catches (3, T-5th).

•	�Jonathan Nance’s 34-yard touchdown reception from Cole 
Kelley in the fourth quarter at South Carolina extended 
his streak of games with a receiving touchdown to four, 
the longest active streak in the SEC. Four of Nance’s five 
touchdowns this season have been over 30 yards (49, 44, 
34 and 31 yards).

•	�Arkansas is tied for fifth nationally (2nd in SEC) in red-zone 
touchdown percentage (85.0%). In the past three games, 
the Hogs have scored a touchdown in the red zone in 11 of 
their last 12 trips.

•	��The Hogs lead the SEC and rank 11th nationally in percentage 
of total plays that have produced either 12+ yards rushing 
and 15+ yards passing (57 of 340, 16.76%).

•	�Arkansas has recorded 400+ yards of total offense in three 
of its five games this season. Since 2000, the Hogs have 
totaled 400+ yards an SEC-best 112 times. Arkansas has had 
33 such games under Bret Bielema, including 23 since 2015 
to rank tied for second in the conference during that span.

•	�Arkansas has scored 40+ points in three of five games this 
season. The Razorbacks are one of 23 FBS teams and four 
SEC teams to score 40+ points in 60 percent of their games 
this season.

•	�Since 2015, Arkansas has topped the 40-point plateau 13 
times, good for second-most in the SEC. The Hogs are 11-2 in 
such games during that span.

•	�The Razorbacks are one of seven SEC teams that have 
rushed for 200+ yards three or more times and one of just 
four to both rush and pass for 200+ yards in the same game 
two or more times in 2017.

•	�Kelley entered the game at South Carolina with 12:47 left in the fourth quarter. He completed 
8 of 13 attempts for 140 yards against one interception, including a 34-yard TD strike to 
Jonathan Nance. He also rushed twice for 23 yards and a pair of first downs. 

•	�On the season, he’s converted first downs on seven of his eight carries and is 11-of-18 passing 
(61.1 percent) for 186 yards and three touchdowns against one interception through his four 
games played. He also boasts a 191.80 passer rating.

MORE ON KELLEY
•	Eight of 11 completions have gone for a first down or touchdown.
•	Six completions have gained 15+ yards, while three have gone for 25+ yards.

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STUFFING THE STAT SHEET
•	�Team captain and junior defensive back Santos Ramirez has stuffed the stat sheet through 

five games this season. Ramirez has turned in 24 tackles (17 solo), including 1.0 for loss, 
forced two fumbles, picked off one pass and broke up four passes.

•	�He is one of only six players in the FBS, including two in the SEC (Armani Watts, Texas 
A&M), with 20+ tackles, multiple pass breakups, multiple fumbles forced and at least one 
interception and one tackle for loss.

•	�Last Saturday at South Carolina, Ramirez matched a career-high in tackles (8) eclipsing 100 
for his career (102). He previously had eight stops against No. 23 TCU to go along with an 
interception and forced fumble. 

•	�So far in 2017, Ramirez is the only player in the SEC and one of seven in the FBS to log eight 
or more tackles, force a fumble and pick off a pass in a single game.

•	�Another notable performance for the big-play safety came against New Mexico State, 
recording a team-high tying five tackles (all solo), including 1.0 for loss, forcing a fumble 
and breaking up two passes.

•	�Ramirez is known for his heavy hitting and ball-hawking ability. Last season, he delivered 
a huge hit on Ole Miss quarterback Chad Kelly that forced a fumble out of bounds during a 
fourth-down scramble late in the fourth quarter to secure the victory for the Hogs. He also 
returned an interception 24 yards for a touchdown against No. 11 Florida.

SOSA’S SEC-BEST TFL STREAK ENDS
•	�Prior to last Saturday at South Carolina sophomore defensive lineman McTelvin “Sosa” 

Agim had recorded at least one-half tackle for loss in seven consecutive games (6.0 total), 
dating back to last season, which was the longest active streak in the SEC.

•	�Since earning his first career start against No. 11 Florida last season, Agim has started 10 
straight games, totaling 31 tackles, 6.5 for loss and 2.0 sacks.

•	Highlighted by a game and career-high 17 total tackles against No. 23 TCU and 14 against 
Texas A&M, junior linebacker Dre Greenlaw has 176 career tackles over 25 games played and 
needs 24 to hit the 200 mark and become just the seventh Razorback in the last 10 seasons 
to accomplish that feat.

In fact, Arkansas and Boise State were the only two FBS teams to have a 3,000-yard passer and 1,300-yard rusher 
in each of the last two seasons. Even more impressive, Arkansas was the only school that accomplished the feat with two 
different quarterbacks and two different running backs.

•	�The combo of a 3,000-yard passer and 1,300-yard rusher has been accomplished three times in Arkansas’ program history 
(2010, 15, 16) with two coming under Enos the last two years.

•	�Arkansas was one of 14 FBS programs with a 3,000-yard passer and 1,300-yard rusher in 2016 and one of just nine FBS 
programs with a different 3,000-yard passer in 2015 and 2016.

•	�Brandon Allen (2015) and Austin Allen (2016) each passed for 3,000 yards in the last two seasons. The only other time two 
different Arkansas quarterbacks threw for 3,000 yards in consecutive seasons came in 2010 (Ryan Mallett) and 2011 (Tyler 
Wilson).

•	�Arkansas was one of just four FBS programs with a different 1,300-yard rusher in 2015 and 2016. It was just the second time 
Arkansas had a 1,300-yard rusher in back-to-back seasons and the first time two different players accounted for 1,300 yards 
rushing in consecutive seasons.

RAZORBACKS IN THE NFL

Five players on the 2017 Arkansas roster have already earned 
their undergraduate degree: QB Austin Allen (supply chain 
management), DB De’Andre Coley (communication), RB 
Connor McPherson (business), OL Jake Raulerson (finance 
at the University of Texas) and RB David Williams (retail 
management at the University of South Carolina).

These players were honored with and will don a special 
patch on their jersey that brings light to their academic 
achievement on a national stage. 

An initiative championed by Vice Chancellor and Director 
of Athletics Jeff Long a year ago, the patch features a red 
and white SEC logo with a “stole” wrapping underneath it 
emblazoned with the all-important word, “Graduate.”

DEGREES IN HAND
•	Arkansas ranks fifth in the SEC in scoring offense (32.6) and fifth in touchdowns (23).

•	�So far in 2017, 34 of Arkansas’ offensive drives (58.62%) have had either a 12+ yard rush or 15+ yard pass. The Hogs have 
scored touchdown on 61.76 percent of those drives.

•	�This season, 13 different Arkansas players have made a catch and nine have made multiple catches. Six players have caught 
a touchdown pass. Jonathan Nance leads the way with five followed by Deon Stewart with two and Cheyenne O’Grady, 
David Williams, Jordan Jones and Jared Cornelius with one apiece.

•	I�n 2017, 34.04 percent of Arkansas’ drives have resulted in touchdowns. That’s the second-best percentage in the SEC and 
25th best in the FBS.

•	The Hogs are averaging 2.11 points per possession, which ranks fourth in the SEC.

•	Arkansas is averaging 0.52 points per play, which ranks second in the SEC.

•	13.3 percent of the Hogs’ run plays have gone for 12+ yards. This is second best in the SEC and 18th in the FBS.

•	An SEC-best 22.5 percent of Arkansas’ pass plays have gained 15+ yards. This also ranks 17th in the FBS.

•	Arkansas is 4-1 in games where Austin Allen has thrown three or more touchdowns over the past two seasons. 

•	Arkansas is averaging 2.20 passing touchdowns per game, which ranks No. 3 in the SEC and No. 32 nationally.

•	The Razorbacks lead the SEC and rank No. 25 nationally in time of possession (32:59).

•	Arkansas is averaging 5.10 points per red-zone trip, which ranks No. 4 in the SEC and No. 13 nationally.

•	The Hogs are converting 2+ first downs on 46.55 percent of their offensive drives, which ranks No. 3 in the SEC and No. 35 
nationally. On drives Arkansas has converted at least two first downs, it has scored a touchdown 74.07 percent of the time.

•	�Arkansas has had 13 offensive drives (22.41%) with a completion of 20+ yards. The Hogs have scored a TD on 84.62 percent 
of those drives.

•	Hjalte Froholdt is the top-graded guard in the SEC (87.3) according to Pro Football Focus. 

•	�Henre’ Toliver is the second-highest graded cornerback in the SEC (87.9) according to Pro Football Focus. He has 10 tackles, 
three pass breakups an interception and a fumble recovery for a TD this season.

•	�Jonathan Nance is the third-highest graded wide receiver in the SEC (82.4) according to Pro Football Focus. Nance’s 85.6 
grade last Saturday was No. 2 among WRs in the SEC for the week and landed him a spot on PFF’s SEC Team of the Week.

�
•	�Last week, Kamren Curl’s 82.2 overall grade ranked No. 6 among SEC cornerbacks for the week. He only allowed two 

catches on nine targets for 18 yards and had two passes defensed.

•	All-American center Frank Ragnow was selected to a list of 30 candidates for the 2017 Senior CLASS Award To be eligible 
for the award, a student-athlete must be classified as an NCAA Division I Football Bowl Subdivision senior and have notable 
achievements in four areas of excellence: community, classroom, character and competition. In the classroom, Ragnow 
maintains a 3.31 GPA. He needs just three credit hours to graduate and will earn his undergraduate degree in recreation and 
sport management in December. He was selected to the SEC Academic Honor Roll last year and was named to the league’s 
2014-15 First Year Academic Honor Roll as a freshman. A team captain as voted by his teammates, Ragnow is a tremendous 
ambassador for the University of Arkansas, the Razorback football program, and college athletics. He has consistently 
volunteered his time off the field to the Northwest Arkansas community.

•	�For the first time as a head coach, Bret Bielema named team captains prior to the fall. Frank Ragnow, Austin Allen, Santos 
Ramirez and Kevin Richardson II were named captains by their teammates during the 2017 Spring Game.

HEAD COACH BRET BIELEMA AT A GLANCE . . .
The University of Arkansas captivated the college football world by naming Bret Bielema the 32nd head coach in Razorback 
history in December 2012. Since arriving in Fayetteville, Bielema, who enters his fifth season on The Hill, has in turn captivated 
the passionate Razorback fan base and the state with the culture he is creating and the standards he is holding the program to.

Backed by his “Five Edges” to success, Bielema represented the qualities Arkansas was looking for: a leader of young men who 
holds student-athletes responsible both on and off the field and a coach who has a proven record of winning championships.

Over his 11 seasons as a head coach, Bielema has won three conference championships and coached 15 first-team All-Americans, 
numerous award winners, 42 NFL Draft picks and NFL superstars. Among the NFL players coached by Bielema are three-time 
Defensive Player of the Year J.J. Watt, Super Bowl winning quarterback Russell Wilson and No. 1 overall draft pick and 10-time 
Pro Bowler Joe Thomas.

Since his arrival and over 51 games, Bielema, who is the only head coach in Arkansas history to win back-to-back bowl games, has 
dramatically changed the direction of the program. From his first 20 games as head coach to his most recent 20, Arkansas has 
gone from tied for 14th in the SEC in wins over that span to a tie for fourth with a 13-7 mark. His three straight winning seasons at 
Arkansas have featured seven wins over ranked teams, including five against top 15 opponents, and three on the road.

Arkansas’ pro-style offense has produced a different 3,000-yard passer each of the last two seasons, making it one of just 
nine FBS programs to do so, while Bielema has had a 1,000-yard rusher in each of his 11 seasons as a head coach. In fact, the 
Razorbacks are the only FBS program to have a different quarterback pass for 3,000 yards and a different running back go for 
1,300 yards on the ground in each of the last two years.

• Was promoted to defensive coordinator in January 2017, after 
serving the previous season as the defensive backs coach. It’s 
his third stint as a defensive coordinator and second in the SEC.

• Over his nine combined season as a defensive coordinator at 
Auburn (2008) and Pittsburgh (2000-07), his units ranked in the 
top 30 nationally in scoring defense six times and the top 12 for 
fewest yards three times. 

• The defense forced 10 interceptions in 2016, returning four 
of those for touchdowns. The four interceptions returned for 
touchdowns were the program’s most in one season since at 
least 1985, tying for fourth-most in the nation and second-most 
in the SEC.

• In his seven seasons at Iowa State, he led the Cyclones to three 
bowl game appearances. He recorded four wins over ranked 
opponents, including three on the road – half of the school’s all-
time road victories over ranked teams.

• Enters his second season as offensive line coach, joining the 
Arkansas staff in January of 2016 after spending three years in the 
NFL (2013-15) with the Buffalo Bills as assistant offensive line coach. 

• The Hogs’ line paved the way for running back Rawleigh 
Williams III to capture the SEC regular-season rushing title with 
1,326 yards and provided time for quarterback Austin Allen to 
throw for an SEC best 3,430 yards despite returning just two 
players with starting experience in 2016. 

• During his stint with Buffalo, the Bills led the NFL in rush yards 
per game (152.0), yards per rush (4.8) and were fifth in the AFC in 
total offense (360.9).

• Prior to joining the Bills, spent five seasons at Eastern Michigan 
University (2008-12), serving as the tight ends coach before 
moving to the offensive line and run game coordinator in 2010. 
In 2011, The Eagles posted the 14th-best run game in the nation. 

• Joined the Arkansas staff in 2015 with 30 years of collegiate 
coaching experience, including the previous 17 years at the 
Football Bowl Subdivision level. 

• During his first season at Arkansas, Hargreaves helped develop 
Brooks Ellis, who led the team in tackles with 102, and Dre 
Greenlaw, who finished fifth nationally among FBS freshmen and 
tops among SEC rookies with 95 tackles. 

• Before joining Arkansas, Hargreaves spent two years at 
Houston (2013-14) helping the Cougars rank as the third-most 
improved defense nationally in 2013. 

• Spent eight seasons (1998-2005) as linebackers coach at Miami, 
helping mold Jonathan Vilma, Dan Morgan, D.J. Williams, Rocky 
McIntosh, and Nate Webster into NFL linebackers. Seven of his 
linebackers at Miami were selected in the NFL Draft, including 
Morgan who won the Butkus Award, Nagurski Trophy and the 
Bednarik Award in 2000.

• Enters his fifth season as tight ends coach at his alma mater 
where he has strengthened the program’s reputation as #TEU 
over four years. 

• Helped develop Hunter Henry, who earned All-SEC second team 
honors in 2013 and 2014, before winning the John Mackey Award 
while being named a consensus first-team All-American as a 
junior in 2015. 

• Oversaw the transition of A.J. Derby from quarterback to tight 
end. Derby finished fifth among tight ends in the SEC with 303 
receiving yards during the 2014 season.

• Three of his tight ends have been selected in the NFL draft, 
highlighted by Henry being the first tight end to be selected in 
the 2016 draft. Derby and Jeremy Sprinkle were taken in the 2015 
and 2017 NFL drafts. Arkansas is the only school with three tight 
ends taken over the last three drafts.

• Joined Arkansas’ staff in 2016 after spending the previous six 
seasons (2010-15) as the running backs coach and recruiting 
coordinator at Kansas.

• With more than 30 years of coaching experience, has coached 
or recruited 33 players that have been selected in the NFL Draft, 
including six first round picks. 

• During his first season at Arkansas, he helped guide Rawleigh 
Williams III to the SEC regular-season rushing title with 1,326 yards, 
while Devwah Whaley had 602 yards in his freshman campaign. 

• Prior to joining the Jayhawks, Mitchell was the assistant head 
coach at Illinois (2005-09) where he helped the Illini win Big Ten 
rushing titles in 2006 and 2007.

• Joined Arkansas’ staff in February 2017 after spending two 
years as the defensive line assistant coach for the New York Jets. 

• Running a 3-4 defense, the Jets led the NFL in rushing 
touchdowns allowed and red zone defense in 2015, while finishing 
second in rushing defense and fourth in total defense. 

• Scott was promoted to defensive line assistant prior to the 2016 
season in which the Jets finished fifth in the AFC in rush defense 
and rushing touchdowns allowed. 

• Prior to joining the Jets, he spent two years (2014-15) as the 
defensive line coach at Texas Tech, helping tutor a trio of Red 
Raiders to the NFL. 

• Known for his recruiting prowess, he has been instrumental in 
making Arkansas a top choice for high school football players 
from Louisiana, signing six players from the state in the last two 
classes. 

• In 2016, coached a pair of 700 yard receivers in seniors Drew 
Morgan and Keon Hatcher, more than 3,400 yards receiving for 
the second straight season.

• In a season with numerous injuries his unit started 10 different 
receivers in 2015, while 14 players caught at least one pass 
leading his group to 30 receiving touchdowns.  

• Prior to joining Arkansas, Smith spent four years (2009-12) at 
Kansas State, helping the Wildcats capture their second Big 12 
title and play in the Fiesta Bowl in 2012.

• Named outside linebacker’s coach in February 2017, less than 
a week after coaching in Super Bowl LI with the Atlanta Falcons.
 
• Spent two years (2015-16) with the Falcons as a defensive 
assistant helping coach defensive backs in 2015 and linebackers 
in 2016. In his first season with Atlanta, the Falcons went from 
32nd in the NFL to 16th in total defense.

• The Falcons tied for the NFL lead with five defensive touchdowns 
while outside linebacker Vic Beasley led the league with 15.5 
sacks and six forced fumbles and Deion Jones was one of three 
linebackers named to the 2016 NFL All-Rookie team. Jones was 
one of two Falcons rookies to start at linebacker in 2016.

• Started career as a graduate assistant at Louisiana-Monroe and 
West Virginia before returning to his home state where he was a 
defensive assistant on LSU’s 2003 National Championship team.
