CLEVELAND, Ohio –  The No. 2 seed Alabama men’s basketball team has 
advanced to its third consecutive Sweet 16 thanks to an 80-66 victory over No. 
7 seed, St. Mary’s, Sunday night in the 2025 NCAA Tournament second round.

The Crimson Tide (27-8) had six players reach double figures and none scoring 
more than 13 points to lead a balanced scoring attack. Chris Youngblood led 
UA with 13 points on 4-of-5 shooting from the field and 3-of-3 from beyond 
the arc. Clifford Omoruyi collected his 11th double-double this season with 
10 points and 11 boards to go with two blocks, while Mark Sears (12), Grant 
Nelson (12), Aden Holloway (12) and Mouhamed Dioubate (10) all scored in 
double figures.

The Gaels (29-6) were led by Mitchell Saxon’s 15 points in the loss, while Harry 
Wessels grabbed a team high eight rebounds to go with his 12 points.

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OATS' TIMELINEWhen Nate Oats was formally introduced as head men’s basketball 
coach at The University of Alabama on March 28, 2019, he promised 
fans would see an entertaining, up-tempo and fast-paced style of 
play. And that’s exactly what he has delivered during his five years in  
Tuscaloosa highlighted by Alabama’s first-ever appearance in the NCAA 
Final Four.
Oats continues to lead the Crimson Tide men’s basketball resurgence 
to national prominence, having guided his team to 117 wins, highlighted 
by a pair of SEC Regular Season championships, two SEC Tournament 
championships, three trips to the Sweet 16 and the program’s first ever 
appearance in the Final Four. Oats the only coach in program history 
to win multiple SEC regular season and tournament championships. 
He has compiled a record of 117-54 (.684) in his five years at The  
Capstone. In fact, in his nine years as a head coach, Oats owns an  
impressive record of 213-97 (.687) and has led his teams to NCAA
