Tip-Off Banquet on Sunday, March 10, in the Hotel Muehlebach beginning at 6:00 p.m.

The former New York Knickerbocker star has been a great credit to NAIA
basketball while at Grambling, at the NAIA basketball tournament in Kansas City,
as a member of the 1963 United States Pan American team, and as a professional
basketball player.

As a starting center for four years at Grambling, the 6-10 Reed led the
Tigers to the NAIA National finals in Kansas City three times. In those three
appearances, Grambling won the 1961 tournament and finished third in the 1963
classic.

Willis ranks 14th in NAIA tournament scoring, having averaged 22.8 points
in 12 championship games in which he played.

After having been an NAIA First Team All-America basketball selection in
both 1963 and 1964, Reed received his B.S. degree in Secondary Education from
Grambling in 1964. That summer he was selected to the NAIA All-Star team that
participated in the Olympic Trials which took third place. Reed played on the
1963 United States team that won the Gold Medal in the Pan American games. He
was drafted in 1964 in the second round by the New York Knicks.

In 10 seasons with the Knicks, Willis was not only a great scorer, rebounder .

and defensive threat in every game but his leadership on the Knicks squad was
responsible for the New York team playing in the NBA playoffs seven times in 10

years and winning the 1969-70 and 1972-73 World titles.

Willis played in a total of 650 games for the Knicks in his professional
career and tallied 12,183 points for an 18.7 average. He pulled down a total
of 8414 rebounds for a 12.9 average and finished with a 47 percent field goal
average and a 75 percent mark from the free throw line.

The seven years of playoffs stats read almost the same as his season
performance--he averaged better than 17 points per game and almost 11 rebounds
per contest. His seven years in the NBA All-Star game was slightly under his
season record--12.5 points per game and eight rebounds.

Reed was a triple-crown winner in 1970 as he was named the Most Valuable
Player in the All-Star game, the MVP in the NBA Playoffs, and the MVP in the
NBA. He was also the Most Valuable Player in the 1973 Playoffs.

Willis was inducted into the NAIA Basketball Hall of Fame as an athlete
in 1970--the year he won the triple crown in the NBA.

Reed joins a select group of distinguished alumnus honored by the NAIA--

The eight include a football coach, basketball coach, three basketball players, and
three individuals in the Meritorious Service Category. They are: Frank (Muddy) Waters,
Saginaw Valley College MICH; Gene Alexander, Wofford College SC; Robert Allan Kauffman,
Guilford College NC; Vernon Earl Monroe, Winston-Salem State University NC; Grady Lewis,
Southwestern Oklahoma State University; Ernest W. Anderson, Augsburg College MINN;

Dr. Eldon Graber, Bluffton College OHIO; and Dr. Herbert Hearsey, Western Washington
State College.

Frank (Muddy) Waters enters the NAIA Football Hall of Fame as a coach. He is
presently the Athletic Director and Football Coach at Saginaw Valley College MICH. A
1950 graduate of Michigan State, where he lettered in football, Muddy began his coaching
career at Wallad Lake (1950-51) and Albion High School (1952) in Michigan before moving
to Hillsdale College in 1953 as Head Football Coach and Athletic Director.

In 21 years at Hillsdale, Water's team posted a 136-45-5 record. He assumed the
Saginaw Valley College job in 1974 and inaugurated the school's first intercollegiate
football program.

Waters was named the Associated Press Football Coach of the Year in 1957 and also
was named the Washington Touchdown Club Outstanding Small College Coach of the Year.

He has served on the NATIA Football Championship Committee, Football Games Administration
Committee, and is a Past Chairman of the NAIA Football Advisory Committee and Past-
President of the NAIA Football Coaches' Association. He has served on the District #23
Executive Committee for over 20 years; is a Past District #23 Chairman; and was elected
to the NAIA Executive Committee in 1973. He was the 1957 NAIA Football Coach of the
Year and his post-season competition includes the 1957 NAIA Holiday Bowl, 1959 and 1969
NAIA playoffs, and the 1960 Mineral Water Bowl.

Gene Alexander of Wofford College enters the NAIA Hall of Fame as a Basketball
Coach. He is presently the Head Basketball Coach and Coordinator of Intercollegiate
Athletics at the North Carolina institution along with being NAIA District #6 Chairman.

Alexander is a 1936 graduate of Benton ILL High School and was graduated from the
University of South Carolina in 1940. He lettered in football and basketball while at
South Carolina and was captain of the basketball team in 1940.

Gene began his coaching career at Gordon Military College GA in 1940 as Football
Line Coach and Head Basketball Coach. He coached at Erskine College from 1947-50, was
recalled to Military Service and returned to Erskine as coach in 1952 through 1958. His
1948 Erskine team participated in the NAIA National Tournament and was defeated by Regis
College. His basketball record at Erskine was 194-84. He moved to Wofford in 1958, and
his 1960 squad advanced to the quarter-finals of the NAIA Nationals before bowing to
Tennessee A&I. His overall basketball coaching record is 434-304.

Bob Kauffman, now playing for the Atlanta Hawks of the NBA, is a 1968 graduate of
Guilford College NC. He was the third player chosen in the 1968 NBA draft. Bob
lettered four years at Guilford and played in the 1966, 1967 and 1968 NAIA National
Tournaments in Kansas City. He was named to the NATA All-America Team in 1967 and again
in 1968 and was also a member of the NAIA's Pan American Trials Team.

Kauffman was signed by the Seattle Supersonics in 1968 and traded to the Chicago
Bulls in 1969. 1In 1970, Bob was traded to Philadelphia and then on to Buffalo during
the same year. He went to Atlanta in 1974.

Bob has been a member of the NBA East All-Star squad in 1971, 1972 and 1973 and was
captain of the Buffalo team in 1973-74.

Earl (The Pearl) Monroe is now playing with the New York Knicks in the NBA. A 1967
graduate of Winston-Salem State NC, Earl was a four year letterman in basketball. He
was drafted in the first round by the Baltimore Bullets and was traded to New York in
1969.

Monroe was named NBA Rookie of the Year in 1968 and has been named to every NBA
All-Star Team from 1968 to the present time. He played in the 1965 NAIA National Basket-
ball Tournament, was NAIA All-America in 1966 and 1967, and was the Nation's leading
scorer in 1967 with a 41.7 average. He was a member of the NAIA Olympic Trials Team
in 1967.

Grady Lewis, a Vice-President in the Sports Goods Division of Converse Rubber
Company, played three years at Southwestern Oklahoma State University prior to World War
II and in 1940 was a member of the Olympic Basketball Team.

While at Southwestern, Grady was named to the All-Conference Team two years in a
row, and was named to the AAU All-America Team while he was a member of the Phillips "66"
squad.

After being in the Military Service, Grady played a year with Oklahoma University
and rejoined Phillips for the 1945-46 seasons. He joined the Baltimore Bullets in 1947
and remained there three years as Player-Coach, winning two World Championships.

Grady later coached the St. Louis Bombers of the NBA. He is a member of the Helms
Foundation Hall of Fame in both the Collegiate Basketball and AAU Basketball Category.

Three individuals have been named to the NATA Hall of Fame in the Meritorious
Service Category. They are: Ernest Anderson, Dr. Eldon Graber, and Dr. Herbert Hearsey.

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Ernie Anderson is presently the Athletic Director at Augsburg College MINN, a post
he has held since 1947. He lettered in basketball and baseball four years as an under-
graduate at Augsburg College. He has had a long tenure as a Basketball Coach and his
teams won the MIAC Championships in 1963-64-65 and participated in the NAIA National
Tournament in 1963 and 1965. He was voted the MIAC Basketball Coach of the Year in
1963-64-65.

Anderson has served as Chairman of NAIA District #13 and was on the District #13
Executive Committee for 20 years. In 1965 Ernie was elected to the NAIA Executive
Committee and served as President of NAIA in 1970-71.

Dr. Graber is a graduate of Bethel College KAN, earned his Masters at Kansas State,
and his PhD from Northwestern University in 1950. He has a long career as an
Administrator, Teacher and Coach.

Dr. Graber served as Secretary-Treasurer of the Kansas Collegiate Athletic
Conference from 1949-61 and was Chairman of the NAIA's Conference Advisory Committee
from 1953-61.

He was Chairman of the NAIA National Eligibility Committee from 1958-61 and in

1962 was elected to the NAIA Executive Committee. He served as President of the NAIA
in 1968-69.

!3 e Dr. Herb Hearsey is retired from Western Washington State but is still active on

the NAIA District #1 Eligibility Committee, a job he has held for more than 20 years.
At present he is Secretary of the NAIA National Eligibility Committee.

He helped write the Evergreen Conference Constitution and Bylaws, and it was from
these documents that much of the NAIA Constitution and Bylaws came into being. He
helped write the NAIA Constitutions and Bylaws and the Eligibility Rules and Regulations
of the NAIA.

Dr. Hearsey has assisted in the writing of all five editions of the NAIA Handbook
and has acted as Parlimentarian at the NAIA Annual Meeting for the past five years.
