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2006 WVIAC FOOTBALL PREVIEW

There'slittle surprise atthe top as the 2006 West
Virginia Conference football season dawns. The Shep-
herd University Rams are the overwhelming favorites to
record their third consecutive WVIAC championship.

The Rams claimed eight of nine first place votes
to easily outdistance Charleston and Glenville State for
the top spot in the annual pre-season coaches' poll. UC
and GSC tied for second in the voting with the Golden
Eagles claiming the other first place vote.

West Liberty State is picked fourth, while
Fairmont State is in the fifth spot. Concord, West Virginia
Wesleyan and West Virginia State round out the voting.
League newcomer Seton Hill is not eligible for the 2006
WVIAC football championship.

Shepherd (11-1, 8-0) has nearly all of the
ingredients in place for another NCAA Division |l playoff
spot with 16 returning starters. The Rams own record
setting performers on each side ofthe balland a 16-game
win streak in WVIAC play. Head coach Monte Cater is
merely the winningest coach in league annals with 129
victories during his 19-season tenure in the Eastern
Panhandle.

Slippery running back Dervon Wallace (5-8,174,
Jr.) smashed the WVIAC single-season scoring record
with 27 touchdowns in 2005. He headed up a strong rush
game with 1,389 yards on the ground. West Virginia
University transfer Bryan Wright (5-7, 195, Sr.) should
provide another strong runner as he bounces back from
an injury plagued season last year.

Dan Chlebowski (6-4, 196, Sr.) completed over
62% of his passes in his first year as a starter. Rodney
Jackson (5-11, 176, Sr.) and Mark Springirth (6-1, 173,
Jr.) will the be the top targets in the passing game.

Dan Peters (6-0, 211, Sr.) led the NCAA with a
dozeninterceptionsin 2005. The defense alsowelcomes
back standoutlinemen Andre Henderson (5-11, 253, Sr.)
and Nick Costello (6-2, 303, Sr.). Todd Edmondson (5-
10, 212, Sr.) heads up the linebacking corps.

Ricky Schmitt (6-2, 192) gives Shepherd an
edge in the kicking game. The senior earned first team
All-WVIAC accolades as a kicker and punter in 2005.

Charleston (8-3, 6-2) made a big leap forward
with a six-win improvement during the program's third
season following a 47-year hiatus. Sixteen starters
return for second-year head coach Tony DeMeo and the
Golden Eagles also welcome a highly regarded crop of
newcomers.

Senior quarterback Corey Isner (6-2, 188, Sr.)
has guided UC for most the past three seasons. The
accurate Ripley native completed 65% of his throws in
2005, while only being intercepted twice on the way to
1387 passing yards.

Running back Blake Burr (5-8, 190, Sr.) rumbled
for867 yards and ten touchdownsto pace the UC ground
game. TE Jason Johnson (6-4, 250, Sr.), WR Jarius
Parker (5-11, 190, Sr.), and SB Rusty Taylor (5-6, 170,
Jr.) are amongthe other offensive weapons forthe Golden
Eagles.

Six defensive starters return from a unit that
limited foes to 17.6 points and 283.6 yards per game.
Defensiveend T.L. Asbury (6-5, 220, Soph.) anchors the
line. Jason Wilson (6-0, 240, Sr.) and Antonio Smith (5-
9, 210, Soph.) provide a solid foundation at linebacker.
The secondary remains nearly intactas Jason Waters (6-
1, 175, Jr.), Vincent Tweed (5-9, 170, Sr.), and David
Pickett (5-9, 175, Soph.) look to make life difficult for
opposing passers.

Glenville State (9-2, 7-1) has to fill the large
shoes of record breaking quarterback Joey Conrad, but
the cupboard is not bare for head coach Alan Fiddler.

Conrad, the NCAADivision Il career passing and
total offense leader, isgone. However, acorps of fleetand
skilled wide receiversis still on hand. Tavon McGee (6-
2, 190, Sr.) and DaMon Lindsey (6-1, 185, Sr.) each
caught over 60 passes each in 2005. Tight end Emery
Williams (6-4, 250, Jr.) will give the new signal caller a big
target. Senior offensive lineman Andrew Dennis (6-8,
290) has earned pre-season All-American honors.

The overlooked GSC defense only gave up 15.7
points pergame lastyear. DB Kashif Ealey (5-9, 175, Sr.)
intercepted nine passesin 2005. LB Jacquez Taylor (5-
10, 240, Jr.) and DE Michael Harden (6-3, 230, Jr.) each
recorded 13 tackles for loss. DL Tamasepani Brown (6-
2, 290, Sr.) is a massive run-stopper in the line.

West Liberty State (6-5, 4-4) was the league's
surprise with a winning record during Roger Waialae's
first season as the head coach of the Toppers.

WLSC will rely on the passing combination of
Jay Gullion (6-2, 195, Sr.) to Renard Stevens (6-5, 210,
Sr.). Stevens, who received attention from pro scouts,
grabbed 13touchdown passesand 1016 receiving yards
in 2005.

The Toppers must replace Derrick Stickles, the
all-time leading rusherat West Liberty. However, Larvan
Hines (5-10, 190, Jr.) gained 6.2 yards per carry in a
backuprole lastyear. Drew Furguson (6-5, 295, Jr.), Josh
Whetstone (6-2, 290, Jr.), and Steve Janiszewski (6-3,
320, Soph.) plow the way for the WLSC ground attack.

DE Kevin Dixon (6-1, 230, Jr.) ranked among the
WVIAC leaders with 21 tackles for loss. The Topper
stoppers alsowelcome back four other defenders withten
or more tackles forloss. Aaron Poling (6-2, 235, Jr.) and
J.J. Guida (6-0, 220, Jr.) key the linebackers. lan
Whttington (5-10, 190, Sr.) and Drew Cannon (5-11, 215,
Jr.) are back in the secondary.
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Fairmont State (4-6, 4-4) went through an
up-and-down 2005 campaign. Sixteen returning
starters and experience at the quarterback position
give hope that the Falcons will return to contending
status.

FSU has traditionally fielded one of the
WVIAC's top defenses under head coach Rusty
Elliott. Despite the loss of All-Northeast Region
selection Matt Vance, Vince Black (6-2, 225, Jr.), John
Marano (6-0, 225, Sr.), and Jared Sams (6-4, 220, Sr.)
form a strong group of linebackers. Defensive linemen
Brandon Geary (6-3, 245, Jr.) and Jesse Valentine (6-
0, 200, Jr.) return up front. Kyle Miller (5-10, 200, Jr.)
and Matt Vujaklya (6-2, 215, Soph.) key the second-
ary.

Wendell Johnson (6-0, 185, Sr.) is on pace to
become Fairmont State's all-time leading rusher. The
Miami, FL native gained 904 yards in 2005. Robbie
Graham (5-7, 165, Sr.) is a threat at wide receiver after
catching 37 passes last year.

Quarterback John Rahl (6-3, 215, Soph.)
gained valuable experience with five starts as a rookie.
Junior college transfer Nate Lewis (6-5, 230, Sr.), who
started the first two contests before being lost to injury
is also back for FSU.

Concord (4-7, 3-5) will play on a new atrtificial
turf surface when a veteran group of Mountain Lions
report back to campus. Head coach Greg Quick
looks to see more points on the scoreboard in 2006 as
standout TE Ron Busky (6-6, 270, Jr.) is back in the
fold after missing last season.

Four returning starters key an offensive line
that averages over 300 pounds per man. They hope to
clear the way for Marshall transfer Tank Tunstalle (6-1,
225, Jr.), who rushed for a team-best 668 yards during
his first season at CU.

Defensive lineman Terrance Lee (6-3, 250, Sr.)
made 21 tackles for loss in 2005. Senior Rodney
Hughey (6-1, 205) paces a secondary that returns
intact. LB Joe Spano (5-11, 210, Sr.) is the top
returning tackler for the Mountain Lions with 70 stops
last season.

West Virginia Wesleyan (3-8, 2-6) seeks to
solidify a defense that allowed over 40 points per game
in 2005. Bill Struble's Bobcats must also find a
replacement for quarterback Marc Kimes, who left
Buckhannon with virtually every WVWC passing
record.

Wide receivers Bryan Overton (6-3, 200, Jr.)
and Alex Puente (6-3, 210, Jr.) form an explosive 1-2
punch. Overton was named first team All-WVIAC after
gaining 1183 yards on 52 receptions. Ben Vance (5-
10, 210, Jr.) rushed for 454 yards on only 84 carries in
2005.

Linebacker Aaron Hoxie (5-11, 237, Sr.) and
defensive back Dominique Staten (5-8, 165, Jr.) lead
the Bobcat defense.

West Virginia State (2-9, 2-6) will introduce
the conference's only new head coach as long-time
defensive coordinator Earl Monroe takes a crack at
turning around the Yellow Jackets' grid fortunes.

WVSU returns a mere 13 lettermen as they
seek the program's first winning record since 1992.
Linebackers DeMichael Nesbitt (5-10, 220, Soph.) and
Eugene Chop (6-1, 215, Jr.) each recorded over 100
tackles in 2005. DB Brandon Truesdale (5-11, 155,
Jr.) had a team-high three interceptions.

RB Brandon White (5-10, 220, Sr.), who led
the Jackets with 435 rush yards, is the lone returning
starter on the offensive side of the ball.

Seton Hill (1-9) enters their second season of
football. The Griffins, who became WVIAC members
on July 1, will play a league schedule in 2007.

Seven offensive starters and nine defensive
starters are back for the program's second go-around.
DB Andrew DeMase (6-2, 195, Soph.) led the team
with 81 tackles last year. WR Derek Thompson (6-1,
175, Soph.) caught 19 passes.

Head coach Chris Snyder netted a well-
regarded class of 50-plus newcomers that looks to
make an immediate impact. The Griffins open the
season with back-to-back contests versus WVIAC
foes West Liberty State and Charleston.

THE NORTHEAST REGION

The West Virginia Conference will compete within the Northeast Region during the 2006 season. The NCAA
realigned the regional structure in 2004 as part of increasing the Division Il playoff field from 16 to 24 squads.

The Northeast Region contains the WVIAC, the Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference, and the Northeast-
10 Conference. Six playoff spots will be alotted from all four regions across the country (Northeast, South, North-
west, and Southwest) for a total of 24 bids into the NCAA Division Il Football championship.

2004 introduced “earned access” into the Division Il football lexicon. Earned access assures any league
with a team in the final regional top ten of a playoff spot. The highest ranked squad in a conference receives
earned access regardless of conference standing.

The regional rankings are compiled by the NCAA Division Il Football Committee with assistance from the
Northeast Region Advisory Committee. Each conference within the region has two members of the RAC.

East Stroudsburg was last season's regional champion as the Warriors took wins over Southern Connecticut,
Bloomsburg, and C.W. Post before falling to eventual national champion Grand Valley State in the national semifinals.
Top-seeded Shepherd fell to C.W. Post in the second round 28-21 in Shepherdstown.

Glenville State was also ranked in the final 2005 regional poll. The 9-2 Pioneers finished eighth in the last

ranking of the year.

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PRESIDENT'S & COMMISSIONER'S CUPS

The West Virginia Intercollegiate Athletic Conference annually awards the President’s and
Commissioner's Cups to recognize all-around athletic excellence among its member schools. West Virginia
Wesleyan won four sport championships to earn their fourteenth consecutive Commissioner's Cup award.
Shepherd used titles in football and men's tennis to key the school's first President's Cup honor.

The President's Cup is awarded to the school that has the highest average score for sports sponsored
within the WVIAC. Points are awarded based on finishes in the regular season of each sport. Scoring of
WVIAC sports is a reflection of the number of teams participating for that championship.

The Commissioner's Cup is awarded to the institution with the highest cumulative score as deter-
mined by a scoring method used by the league. Points are awarded based on the school's finish after comple-
tion of each of the sports sponsored by the WVIAC.
