Coaches,
players and support staff are prohibited from participating in any
interviews without prior authorization from the Athletic Commu-
nications Office.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS

All media credential requests must be submitted via email to cre-
dentials@scarletknights.com. Admittance to the High Point Solu-
tions Stadium press box is limited to working media members only.
Credential requests must be made formally to the credential email
address.

Requests for game day credentials must be received at least two
weeks in advance of the date of the contest to provide sufficient
time for processing and mailing. Media credentials which cannot
be mailed will be left at the West Gate Media Will Call (Media En-
trance) beneath the press box at High Point Solutions Stadium.

EVERYTHING BUT THE PRE-GAME MEAL
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VERSUS INDIANA
e Rutgers won the first two meetings in the
series before Indiana claimed last season’s
matchup.
¢ In the last meeting in Bloomington in 2015,
Rutgers tied its school record with a 25-point
comeback in a 55-52 victory that featured
1,223 combined yards of total offense. The
55 points are the most scored by Rutgers in
a Big Ten game since joining the conference.
Rutgers rallied for 28 unanswered points to
end the game, as Kyle Federico hit a 26-yard
field as time expired.
e Last season in Piscataway, Rutgers built a
24-13 |lead at the beginning of the third quar-
ter, but Indiana rallied to score three consec-
utive touchdowns and held on to win. The
Scarlet Knights scored touchdowns on a 68-
yard reception by Andre Patton, a one-yard
run by Giovanni Rescigno and a 75-yard fum-
ble return by Darnell Davis. Defensively, RU
totaled a season-high 13 tackles-for-loss and
special teams blocked two field goals.
e Rutgers won the first matchup in 2014 by
the score of 45-23, its largest margin of vic-
tory over a Big Ten opponent in a conference
game.
¢ Robert Martin has six touchdowns and 207
rushing yards (7.4/carry) in his career versus
Indiana.

LAST TIME OUT
e Rutgers traveled to Penn State, who was
ranked No. 14 in the latest College Football
Playoff poll, for the fourth Big Ten meeting
between the programs.
e Lawrence Stevens claimed the live ball off
the opening kickoff for Rutgers’ first recov-
ered on-side kick since 2012 at USF. It led to a
field goal, as the Scarlet Knights became the
first team to take a first-quarter lead over the
Nittany Lions this season.
e Rutgers took a 6-0 advantage on a second
Andrew Harte field goal in the second quar-
ter to cap a 15-play, 7:25 drive. It was the lon-
gest drive of the season by plays and time for
the Scarlet Knights.
e The game lasted two hours, 51 minutes,
the first Rutgers game to span less than three
hours since the 2010 contest versus Tulane
(2:52).
e The attendance of 107,531 marked the
third-largest crowd to witness a Ruggers
football game. The top five have all occurred
since the Scarlet Knights joined the Big Ten
in 2014.

e Rutgers has played two participants from
last season’s College Football Playoff, hosting
both Washington and Ohio State.
e Five 2017 opponents are listed in the latest
AP top-25 poll (No. 8 Ohio State, No. 13 Penn
State, No. 16 Washington, No. 19 Michigan,
No. 22 Michigan State).

e Rutgers earned its third Big Ten win of the
season and second-straight at home with a
31-24 triumph over Maryland. The two new-
est members of the Big Ten have now split
four conference meetings.

e The defense sealed the win by preventing

o Offensively, Gus Edwards hauled in a 23-yard
touchdown from Giovanni Rescigno to break a
tie with 7:30 remaining. It capped RU’s second
touchdown drive of 11 plays in the game. Ed-
wards also rushed for a season-high 109 yards
on 21 carries. The team rushed for 239 yards and
allowed no sacks.

HOMECOMING WIN OVER PURDUE
e Rutgers held off Purdue, 14-12, to win its
Homecoming game. It was the first meeting be-
tween the teams.
e Rutgers did not commit a turnover for the first
time this season.
e The defense held Purdue to 3-of-15 on third
downs and 1-for-4 on fourth down.
e Rutgers totaled 11 pass break-ups for the first
time since having that many versus Washington
State in 2015.
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e The 12 points permitted were the least
amount allowed for Rutgers in a confer-
ence game since a 31-6 victory over USF as
a member of the American Athletic Confer-
ence in 2013. The previous low in a Big Ten
contest was allowing 13 against Penn State in
the first game in the league in 2014.

o After Purdue scored with 25 seconds re-
maining, Rutgers denied a two-point conver-
sion attempt.

e Offensively, Gus Edwards had the longest
play by a Scarlet Knight this season with a 74-
yard touchdown run on the first drive. It was
also the longest run for RU versus a Big Ten
opponent. Giovanni Rescigno hit Raheem
Blackshear for a 35-yard touchdown pass in
the third quarter.

BIG TEN ROAD WIN AT ILLINOIS
e Coming off a bye week, Rutgers traveled to
Illinois and picked up a 35-24 win over the
Fighting Illini. It was the third Big Ten road win
since joining the league (2014 at Maryland,
2015 at Indiana). The victory also marked the
first over a Big Ten West opponent and head
coach Chris Ash’s first conference triumph.
e RU never trailed in the contest, led by as
many 18 points and scored in each quarter.
e The Scarlet Knights won the battle in
the trenches on both sides of the ball by
out-rushing the Fighting lllini, 274-86. The
274 yards (5.8 per carry) were the most by
RU in a Big Ten game and most overall ver-
sus an FBS opponent since totaling 312 in a
2015 win over Kansas. Gus Edwards led the
way with 91 yards and two touchdowns, with
Raheem Blackshear following with 87 yards
with an average of 14.5 per carry.
e Four different running backs combined for
five rushing touchdowns, the most for Rut-
gers against an FBS opponent since having
five versus Navy in 2003.
e Giovanni Rescigno made his first start at
quarterback and totaled 89 passing and 41
rushing yards.
¢ Defensively, Jawuan Harris transitioned to
safety for his first collegiate action on de-
fense and totaled a game-high 11 tackles to
go with an interception and a forced fumble.
K.J. Gray also snagged an interception and
Dacoven Bailey recovered a fumbled punt to
garner three total turnovers.

LEWIS EARNS BIG TEN CO-FRESHMAN OF
THE WEEK HONOR

e After accounting for five touchdowns in
the win over Morgan State, freshman quar-
terback Johnathan Lewis was named Big Ten
Co-Freshman of the Week on Sept. 18.

e He is the first Scarlet Knight to earn the
honor since the program joined the league
for the 2014 season. The last RU true fresh-
man to pick up a conference weekly honor
was Janarion Grant (American Athletic Con-
ference Special Teams Player of the Week on
Sept. 23, 2013).

e Lewis rushed for four touchdowns versus
Morgan State, the most by a Rutgers quar-
terback in a game in program history. He be-
came the eighth player in program history to
rush for four or more touchdowns in a game
and the second true freshman in that group
(Justise Hairston, four at Navy in 2003). Ray
Rice was the last Scarlet Knight to rush for
four scores in a single game in his final col-
legiate game in the 2008 International Bowl.

MORGAN STATE VICTORY
e Rutgers routed Morgan State, 65-0, to
round out a three-game non-conference
homestand to start the season.
e |t was the first shutout for the Scarlet
Knights since blanking Norfolk State, 38-0, in
2013. It was the largest shutout since beating
Columbia, 69-0, in 1978 at Giants Stadium.
e Rutgers scored 65 points in the game
(nine touchdowns, one field goal), the most
since tallying 68 versus Colgate in 1993 at
Giants Stadium. The number is tied for the
12th-highest scored by an FBS team and
most by a Big Ten team this season.
e Rutgers’ 34 points at halftime were the
most through two quarters since totaling 42
versus Howard in 2009.

It was the first
time since the 2012 game at Arkansas that
RU held the ball for over 38 minutes.
e Rutgers received an immediate impact
from transfers on offense. Kyle Bolin (24-for-

debut at quarterback, while Gus Edwards led
the team in rushing (24 attempts, 79 yards),
Jerome Washington had the most receptions

¢ Rutgers Athletics held a ribbon-cutting cer-
emony for the newly dedicated Marco Batt-
aglia Practice Complex on Aug. 6. Named for
the former consensus All-American and Big
East Offensive Player of the Year, the complex
will serve as the practice site for the foot-
ball program. The upgraded practice facility
features two new Kentucky Bluegrass fields
equipped with a state-of-the-art drainage
and irrigation system. A separate FieldTurf
playing surface with CoolPlay technology
was installed, providing the Scarlet Knights
with an additional area for practice drills. The
complex has been fitted with a high-powered
Musco LED light system. Two permanent 54-
foot film towers were constructed in the
complex along with two new scoreboards, a
new LED video board and six game clocks. A
5,000 square foot storage unit was installed
along with new maintenance equipment
and permanent restrooms. In addition to
the functional improvements, the practice
complex also underwent several aesthetical
changes, including a new brick entranceway
and wall, fencing around the perimeter and
redesigned landscaping throughout the fa-
cility.

Football Drops Road Game at No. 14 Penn State

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. — Rutgers football (4-6, 3-4) took a 6-0 lead with
11:16 remaining in the second quarter, but No. 14 Penn State (8-2, 5-2)
scored five-straight touchdowns to claim a 35-6 victory in a Big Ten East
matchup on Saturday at Beaver Stadium. The Scarlet Knights entered the
contest having won three of their previous four conference games.

Senior Robert Martin, a native of Harrisburg, Pa., picked up 53 rushing
yards, while fifth-year senior Gus Edwards added 43 yards on the ground.
Junior Giovanni Rescigno competed seven passes and ran for a team-high
57 yards in his fifth start of the season. Defensively, junior Deonte Roberts
collected nine tackles.

As a team, the Scarlet Knights out-rushed the Nittany Lions, 157-90. In
addition, the offense permitted only one sack, making it one or less sacks
allowed in 9-0f-10 games this season.

Rutgers won the opening coin toss and elected to defer the option until
the start of the second half, with the kickoff unit taking the field first.
Freshman Justin Davidovicz lofted the opening boot into free space
around the 15-yard line that landed untouched. Being a live ball, redshirt
freshman Lawrence Stevens recovered the football to give the Scarlet
Knights possession. That would lead to a 33-yard field goal by fifth-year
senior Andrew Harte. Harte added another field goal in the second quar-
ter.

Football Scores Late to Top Maryland

PISCATAWAY, N.J. — With less than eight minutes to go in the fourth quar-
ter and a tie score, Rutgers junior quarterback Giovanni Rescigno con-
nected with fifth-year senior running back Gus Edwards for a 23-yard
touchdown to lift the Scarlet Knights to a 31-24 victory over Maryland on
Saturday evening at High Point Solutions Stadium. It was the third win in
the last four outings for RU.

Maryland (4-5, 2-4) kicked off the back-and-forth battle with a 7-0 lead
late in the first quarter. Rutgers (4-5, 3-3) responded with 17 consecutive
points in the second quarter for a 17-7 lead. The Terrapins added a touch-
down with a little over a minute until halftime, bringing the Scarlet Knight
lead to 17-14 at the break.

Football Drops Big Ten Opener at Nebraska

LINCOLN, Neb. — Despite two forced turnovers, Rutgers football (1-3, 0-1)
fell to Nebraska (2-2, 1-0) in its Big Ten Conference opener, 27-17, in front
of a crowd of 89,775 Saturday at Memorial Stadium.

The Scarlet Knight defense held the Cornhuskers to just 109 yards pass-
ing. Junior defensive backs Blessuan Austin and Kiy Hester each had an
interception, as Hester’s went 33 yards for a pick-six to open the second
half. Sophomore linebacker Trevor Morris led the unit with 12 tackles.

Fifth-year senior running back Gus Edwards produced 60 total yards of
offense, including a touchdown run in the first quarter. Classmate quar-
terback Kyle Bolin completed 15 passes to eight different receivers in the
contest and finished with 126 yards through the air.

RU wasted no time getting on the scoreboard, as Edwards capped a
game-opening 11-play, 75-yard scoring drive with a two-yard touchdown
run to go up, 7-0, at 10:28 mark in the first quarter. Bolin was 5-of-7pass-
ing for 65 yards on the drive, as five different Scarlet Knights — Edwards,
sophomore Dacoven Bailey, freshman Hunter Hayek, fifth-year senior Da-
mon Mitchell and junior Jerome Washington — recorded a catch during
the series.

Washington kept the opening drive alive with an acrobatic catch on third-
and-nine, as the tight end hauled in a reception on the backside of his
legs to keep the ball in play.

Lewis Rushes for Four Touchdowns in 65-0 Shutout of Morgan State

PISCATAWAY, N.J. — Fueled by four rushing touchdowns from true fresh-
man quarterback Johnathan Lewis, Rutgers football dominated Morgan
State in a 65-0 shutout on Saturday afternoon at High Point Solutions Sta-
dium in front of 39,892 fans. It was the largest shutout by RU since 1978.

Overall, Lewis was responsible for five RU touchdowns, including four
rushing and one passing. It marked the most rushing touchdowns for a
quarterback during a single game in school history and the second time a
true freshman ran for four scores.

Freshman running back Raheem Blackshear also posted two rushing
touchdowns, pacing the offense with 132 all-purpose yards, which includ-
ed 102 rushing yards on 14 carries. Senior running back Robert Martin
contributed a rushing touchdown of his own, while tight ends Jerome
Washington and Nakia Griffin-Stewart each posted a TD grab to wrap up
the RU scorers.

Fifth-year senior quarterback Kyle Bolin posted his third start for RU, re-
cording 140 yards and a touchdown on 11-of-17 passes.

Fifth-year senior defensive end Darnell Davis led the defense with 10 total
tackles, along with a sack and a forced fumble. Freshman wide receiver
Hunter Hayek registered a blocked punt, marking RU’s second blocked
kick of the season and 49th dating back to 2009, which leads the nation.

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HEAD COACH CHRIS ASH e SECOND SEASON

Chris Ash took over the helm of the Rutgers football program, his
first season as a head coach in 2016, culminating a nearly 20-year
career as an assistant coach.

A coach with a national championship pedigree, Ash enjoyed a dec-
orated and accomplished career prior to arriving “On the Banks,”
including five years in the Big Ten Conference (four as a defensive
coordinator) with four Big Ten championships.

An accomplished and decorated coach, Ash built a reputation as a
relentless and tireless worker throughout his various stops. Upon
becoming the 30th head coach in the 147-year history at the Birth-
place of College Football, Ash made clear his vision for the Scar-
let Knights program - “I want to build a first-class program here, a
program that the University, the State of New Jersey, high school
coaches and high school players can be proud to say that this pro-
gram is theirs and they want to come here and be a part of it.”

Ash has embarked on outlining the plans to complete that vision, which includes a mission to create an
environment to develop student-athletes mentally, physically and spiritually to reach their full potential and
to be successful in life after football.

In his previous post before Rutgers, Ash served as co-defensive coordinator and safeties coach at Ohio State
and helped lead the Buckeyes to the 2014 national championship.

In his five seasons as a defensive coordinator, Ash pioneered four groups ranked in the top 25 statistically,
including a top-10 defensive unit in 2015. As the defense coordinator at Wisconsin in 2011 and 2012, the
Badgers put together back-to-back seasons ranked 15th overall in total defense. The 2011 squad was 13th
in scoring defense while the 2012 team turned in a 17th-place ranking.

Ash was hired by Ohio State head coach Urban Meyer in January 2014 to improve a Buckeye defense that
placed 112th in pass defense and 47th in total defense in 2013. In his first season, OSU’s defense ranked
19th nationally in total defense and 29th in pass defense. The Buckeyes also ranked fourth in the country
with 24 interceptions en route to Big Ten, Sugar Bowl and national championships.

In 2015, the Ohio State defense continued its strides under Ash, ranking second in scoring defense national-
ly and ninth-best in total defense. The Buckeyes earned a berth in the Fiesta Bowl, finishing the season with
a 12-1 record after defeating Notre Dame in the bowl game.

The 2016 NFL Draft saw numerous players from Ash’s defensive unit selected, including the first overall
defensive player in Joey Bosa, who was picked third by the San Diego Chargers. In all, the draft featured six
defensive players taken from Ohio State with three in the first round.

Prior to taking over the OSU defense, Ash held the defensive coordinator post and coached the secondary
at the University of Arkansas in the Southeastern Conference in 2013 under head coach Bret Bielema. He
helped improve Arkansas’ pass defense in his one season in Fayetteville, with the Razorbacks’ defense fin-
ishing 72nd nationally in passing yards allowed after ranking 113th in 2012.

Ash was first promoted to the defensive coordinator role in the Big Ten while at the University of Wisconsin,
where he spent three seasons with the Badgers. His 2011 defense led the Big Ten (conference games only)
in total defense and pass defense efficiency, and it ranked fourth nationally in fewest passing yards allowed
(163.6), 13th in scoring (19.0) and 15th in total defense (316.4). In 2012, the UW defense ranked 15th na-
tionally in total defense (322.5), 17th in scoring (19.1), 18th in fewest passing yards allowed (193.6), 22nd in
pass efficiency and 24th against the run (128.9).

Ash began his coaching career as a defensive graduate assistant at his alma mater, Drake University, in 1997.
He was promoted to defensive coordinator for the next two seasons before moving on to lowa State Uni-
versity in 2000. Ash spent eight seasons over two different stints in Ames, including the 2009 season, during
which current Texas head coach Tom Herman was also on the staff. Ash progressed from graduate assistant
with the Cyclones in 2000-01 to defensive backs coach for a total of six seasons.

Ash spent the 2007 and 2008 seasons at San Diego State University as the defensive backs coach and recruit-
ing coordinator under head coach and College Football Hall of Fame inductee Chuck Long.

Ash has produced numerous instructional videos, including a three-video series -- “Aggressive 4-3 Defense”
-- that includes shutting down the passing game and stuffing the run segments. He has coached 34 different
players that have gone on to sign NFL contracts.

A native of Ottumwa, lowa, Ash earned his undergraduate degree from Drake in 1996, and was a two-time
letterwinner at defensive back for the Bulldogs. He is one of three from that era of Drake football who
became a FBS head coach, joining Dave Doeren (NC State) and Charlie Partridge (formerly with Florida
Atlantic). Ash completed his master’s degree in education from lowa State in 2005.

Ash and his wife, Doreen, are the parents of a son, Brady and daughter, Alexis. Ash also has a son, Tanner,
and a daughter, Jacey.
