THE GAME
Rutgers officially accepted an invitation to the 
2014 Quick Lane Bowl on Sunday, Dec. 7. It marks 
the ninth bowl appearance over the last 10 sea-
sons for the Scarlet Knights and the 10th bowl 
game all-time in school history.

Rutgers (7-5, 3-5 Big Ten) will face North Carolina 
(6-6, 4-4 ACC) at Ford Field, home of the Detroit Li-
ons. Kickoff is set for 4:30 p.m. with live television 
coverage on ESPN.

Coverage on the Rutgers IMG Sports Network be-
gins at 3:30 p.m. with Marc Malusis and Jamaal 
Westerman on the pre-game show. Chris Carlin, 
Ray Lucas and Anthony Fucilli have the game 
broadcast at 4:30 p.m. Fans can listen to the 
game on WCTC-1450 AM in Central Jersey, 710-
WOR AM Radio in New York City and 610-WIP AM 
in Philadelphia.

SERIES NOTES
Rutgers and North Carolina have met six times in 
series history – each team has won three games 
in series play. It marks the first time the two 
schools have met in a bowl and it will be Rutgers’ 
third bowl versus an ACC opponent (2012 Russell 
Athletic Bowl vs. Virginia Tech; 2008 PapaJohns.
com Bowl vs. NC State).

The series began between the two schools in 
1894. The Scarlet Knights won the first three 
games in the series with the last win coming over 
the Tar Heels in the 2006 season opener in Chap-
el Hill (21-16).

UNC has won three consecutive games in the se-
ries. The Tar Heels won the last meeting, 24-22, at 
North Carolina in 2011.

WITH A WIN
Rutgers would finish with eight wins for the sev-
enth time over the last nine seasons.

It would be the first bowl victory for Kyle Flood as 
head coach and  would raise Rutgers’ record to 
6-4 all-time in bowl games.

Rutgers’ would move to 45-111-2 all-time against 
current members of the Atlantic Coast Confer-
ence. The Scarlet Knights are 1-1 in bowl games 
vs. the ACC.

BOWL BOUND AGAIN
The Quick Lane Bowl will debut in 2014 and marks 
a new partnership between the Big Ten and the 
Detroit Lions.

RUTGERS FOOTBALL QUICK LANE BOWL FACT BOOK
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The Scarlet Knights are one of four Big Ten teams 
to be bowl eligible in nine of the previous 10 sea-
sons joining Nebraska, Ohio State and Wisconsin.

“We’re thrilled to participate in the Quick Lane 
Bowl at a world-class venue against a power five 
opponent in North Carolina,” said Rutgers Director 
of Athletics Julie Hermann.

“This is a tremendous reward for our program 
following a successful first season in the Big Ten. 
The opportunity to be in Detroit is based largely 
on the record-setting support we had from our 
fans this season. We believe our fan base will look 
forward to the opportunity to show up in force at 
Ford Field, one of the top NFL venues in the coun-
try, where it will be 72 degrees at kickoff.”
	
Kyle Flood is the first coach in school history to 
lead Rutgers to a bowl game in each of his first 
three seasons as head coach.  
	
Flood guided Rutgers to seven wins so far in 2014 
in the program’s first season as a member of the 
prestigious Big Ten Conference. Rutgers won all 
four of its non-conference games and earned Big 
Ten victories over Michigan, Indiana and Mary-
land. 
	
Following the regular season, four players (wide 
receiver Leonte Carroo, defensive lineman Darius 
Hamilton, defensive lineman Kemoko Turay, offen-
sive lineman Kaleb Johnson) were named all-con-
ference, with Carroo earning First Team All-Big Ten 
accolades in the media vote.
	
The Scarlet Knights are 5-4 all-time in bowl games 
after last season’s 29-16 loss to No. 25 Notre 
Dame in the New Era Pinstripe Bowl at Yankee 
Stadium.

RUTGERS IN NFL VENUES
Rutgers will be playing a game for the second 
time this season in a NFL venue in the 2014 Quick 
Lane Bowl at Ford Field, home of the Detroit Lions. 
The Scarlet Knights opened the season facing 
Washington State at CenturyLink Field, home of 
the Super Bowl champion Seattle Seahawks.

Rutgers is 7-3 over its last 10 games played at NFL 
venues. The Scarlet Knights have played in the fol-
lowing NFL venues since 2006.

NEWS AND NOTES...
Kyle Flood is the first coach in school history to 
lead Rutgers to a bowl in each of his first three 
seasons as head coach. 

The senior class is bowl eligible for the fourth 
straight season. The only other senior classes in 

school history to play in four straight bowls were 
members of the 2008 and 2009 senior classes.

Rutgers is 23-5 in the last four seasons when at-
tempting at least 35 rushes in a game.

Rutgers has scored in 34 of its 38 trips (87%) to 
the red zone this season. One of the trips where 
RU did not score in the red zone vs. Tulane was 
kneeling to end the game. In 2013, Rutgers fin-
ished 42-of-55 in the red zone (76.4%).

Rutgers is one of 20 teams in the power five con-
ference (64 teams) to reach a bowl game in at 
least nine of the last 10 seasons (Clemson, Florida 
State, Georgia Tech, Virginia Tech, Oklahoma, Okla-
homa State, TCU, Texas, West Virginia, Nebraska, 
Ohio State, Rutgers, Wisconsin, Oregon, Alabama, 
Florida, Georgia, LSU, Missouri, South Carolina).

Rutgers is 20-3 when scoring 20 points or more 
under Kyle Flood and 17-3 when leading after 
three quarters over the last three seasons.

A stadium record crowd of 53,774 attended Rut-
gers’ inaugural Big Ten game against Penn State 
on Sept. 13. The previous attendance record at 
High Point Solutions Stadium was 53,737 vs. Cin-
cinnati in 2009. This season, Rutgers has sold a 
record amount of season tickets (over 31,000) 
and sold out each of its first three Big Ten games.

Kyle Federico has made 22 of his last 29 field 
goals to bring his career total to 32. He is sixth in 
school history in career made field goals.

Kyle Flood is 10-1 in games played in September, 
winning by a combined mark of 312-153.

Rutgers is the only school in the nation to post 
a shutout in each of the previous eight seasons.

Rutgers is 47-5 since 2000 when holding oppo-
nents to less than 300 yards of total offense. 

The Scarlet Knights are 40-9 since 2006 when

As a head coach Kyle Flood is 14-3 when leading 
at the half, 11-2 in games played in August or Sep-
tember, 11-1 when scoring over 30 points, 15-5 
when having more rushing yards than the oppo-
nent and 8-4 in games decided by seven points 
or less.

Rutgers has had 21 touchdown drives of less than 
three minutes. Four of the five touchdown drives 
against Howard were under two minutes, 35 sec-
onds.

Gary Nova has 12 career touchdown passes of at 
least 60 yards and four of 80 yards or more.

Thirty-seven of Leonte Carroo’s 53 catches have 
gone for either a first down or touchdown (70%).

Steve Longa leads the defense with 54 tackles 
against the run, while Gareef Glashen leads with 
36 stops versus the pass. Davon Jacobs leads 
with 13 tackles on special teams.

The offense has scored touchdowns 14 times on 
plays originating outside the red zone.

Rutgers led at halftime in each of the first six 
games this season.

Rutgers has had three quarters this season hold-
ing possession for more than 10 minutes, includ-
ing 10:41 in the third against Michigan (others 
were first against Howard and fourth at Navy). The 
Wolverines were held to only one yard of offense 
that quarter.

Five of Andrew Turzilli’s nine receptions have gone 
for at least 36 yards, including touchdown catch-
es of 80 and 93 yards.

Kemoko Turay leads the nation with three blocked 
kicks in 2014. Justin Francis and Jamal Merrell 
were the last RU players to block three kicks in a 
season in 2011.

Rutgers scored 21 points in the third quarter 
against Indiana. That total matched the most 
scored by a quarter under Kyle Flood (2014: Indi-
ana third quarter, Howard second quarter; 2013: 
Norfolk State first quarter; 2012: Temple third 
quarter, Army fourth quarter).

In six of Rutgers’ seven wins this season, Rutgers 
trailed at some point in the game.

The Rutgers defense allowed Indiana to convert 
just one third down on 15 attempts. The last time 
the Scarlet Knights allowed one or less third down 
conversion was against Norfolk State in 2013 (1-
of-13). The last time that happened against an 
FBS opponent was in 2009 at Army (1-of-11).

Steve Longa reached double-digit tackles for the 
11th time in his career against Michigan State.

The offense had a season-best 5.3 yards per rush 
against Indiana.

Steve Longa went over 200 career tackles with 
his 11 stops against No. 10 Michigan State. He is 
second on the team with 216 career tackles. Kev-
in Snyder leads the active roster with 222 stops 
in his career.

The 45 points against Indiana were the most by 
Rutgers in a November conference game since 
scoring 49 at USF (11/15/08).

ALL-BIG TEN HONORS
The Big Ten Conference announced the 2014 All-
Big Ten Teams as voted on by the league’s head 
coaches along with conference media members.
 	
The media All-Big Ten Team featured Rutgers ju-
nior wide receiver Leonte Carroo (Edison, N.J.) 
as he earned All-Big Ten First Team honors while 
junior defensive tackle Darius Hamilton (West 
Paterson, N.J.), redshirt freshman defensive end 
Kemoko Turay (Newark, N.J.) and senior offensive 
guard Kaleb Johnson (Jacksonville, Fla.) earned 
honorable mention all-conference accolades from 
the conference media.
 	
Carroo and Johnson were named honorable men-
tion All-Big Ten by the league’s head coaches.
 	
Carroo is putting together an All-America caliber 
season. As of Dec. 1, the New Jersey native ranked 
17th nationally and second in the Big Ten in receiv-
ing yards (1,043) and 11th nationally and second in 
the Big Ten in receiving touchdowns (10). Carroo 
has tied the Rutgers single-season record with 10 
touchdown receptions.
 	
He leads the nation in yards per reception (19.7) 
for players with at least 40 receptions and is sev-
enth nationally with 13 receptions of 25+ yards.
Carroo is already second in Rutgers history with 
19 receiving touchdowns in just 22 career games 
at wide receiver. He is the only player in 145 years 
of Rutgers football to record three touchdown re-

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ceptions in a game twice
 	
An every-down lineman in 2014, Hamilton has 
started all 12 games at defensive tackle for Rut-
gers. The junior leads the defense with 9.5 tack-
les-for-loss, including a career-best five sacks 
which rank 19th in the Big Ten. Overall, he has 43 
tackles from the interior of the defensive line with 
a career-high-tying eight stops in the recent win 
at Maryland. Hamilton had a key tackle for no gain 
on a late third down against the Terrapins to help 
lead a defensive stop that sealed the victory.
 	
Turay emerged as a pass rushing specialist in his 
redshirt freshman season for the Scarlet Knights. 
He picked up a team-high 7.5 sacks during the 
regular season, ranking tied for seventh among 
Big Ten players and third among freshmen na-
tionally. The defensive end started off with two 
sacks in the season-opening win at Washington 
State on his way to 26 tackles overall in 12 games. 
Turay also established himself on special teams 
with three blocked kicks to tie the nation’s lead, 
including one on a late field goal attempt by Mich-
igan to prevent a potential go-ahead score.
 	
Johnson earns postseason honors for the fourth 
consecutive season on the offensive line. Follow-
ing multiple Freshman All-America honors, he was 
named second team all-conference in both the 
Big East and the American as a sophomore and 
junior, respectively. In 2014, Johnson has started 
every game at left guard to extend his starting 
streak to 49, the most by an offensive lineman in 
program history. The Jacksonville native has been 
part of a group that has paved the way for two 
different 200-yard team rushing games and al-
lowed just two sacks in the final three games of 
the regular season.

NOTING THE HISTORIC WIN OVER 
MARYLAND
Rutgers overcame a 25-point deficit in the sec-
ond quarter (35-10) to win 41-38 at Maryland on 
Nov. 29. The 25-point comeback was the largest 
in school history, topping the 24 points overcame 

in a win at Vanderbilt in 2004 (27-3).

Rutgers won its first Big Ten road game and third 
overall to reach seven total wins. The Scarlet 
Knights will have a winning season for the eighth 
time in 10 years.

Rutgers won its fourth game under Kyle Flood 
when trailing after three quarters.

Rutgers has three receivers total at least 100 
yards (Grant, Carroo, Patton) for the first time in 
school history.

Gary Nova had a career-high 28 completions in 
the game. He is now second in school history with 
680 career completions.

Nova had 347 yards passing for his second game 
of at least 300 yards this season and seventh 
of his career. He is now at 9,074 career passing 
yards.

Nova had at least four touchdowns passing for 
seventh time in his career to extend his program 
record to 71.

Nova added his seventh career fourth quarter or 
overtime comeback.
 
Leonte Carroo had two receiving touchdowns to 
bring his season total to 10, tied with Brandon 
Coleman (2012) and Marco Battaglia (1995) for 
the most in a single season in school history. His 
career total is up to 19, one of Coleman’s record 
of 20.

Carroo had multiple touchdowns in a game for the 
third time this season and for the seventh time 
in his career.

Carroo went over 1,000 yards for the season with 
a 42-yard reception in the second half. He is only 
the sixth player in school history to reach that 
milestone for a single season.

Andre Patton set new career-highs with eight 
catches, 101 yards and two touchdowns. His 
previous high for catches was three in a game 
against Wisconsin and Indiana this year.

Janarion Grant had 317 all-purpose yards in the 
game, with a career-bests of 105 receiving and 
188 on kick returns. He tied his season long with 
a 71-yard return to start the second half.

CARROOOOOOO
Junior wide receiver Leonte Carroo ranks 18th 
nationally and second in the Big Ten with 1,043 
receiving yards. The Edison native is 13th nation-
ally and second in the Big Ten with 10 receiving 
touchdowns.

Carroo leads all players in the Big Ten with 19.7 
yards per reception.

Overall, Carroo leads Rutgers in receptions (53), 
receiving yards (1,043) and receiving touchdowns 
(10).  Carroo has six 100-yard receiving games in 
2014.

Carroo is already tied for second in Rutgers his-
tory with 19 career receiving touchdowns. Even 
more impressive, the 19 career receiving touch-
downs have come in just 22 career games at wide 
receiver. Carroo played in 13 games as a true 
freshman in 2012 but only on special teams.

He is the only player in school history to record 
three touchdown receptions in a game twice 
along with being the first player to ever record 
three touchdown receptions in his first career 
start at wide receiver.

Carroo is tied for eighth nationally and is tied for 
the lead in the Big Ten with 13 receptions of 25 
yards or more in 2014. 

DON’T CALL IT A COMEBACK
Senior quarterback Gary Nova has shown through-
out his career under center the ability to rally his 
team from behind in the fourth quarter. Nova has 
led Rutgers to seven come-from-behind victories 
in the fourth quarter or overtime over his career, 
tied for the most of any active player in college 
football.

RUTGERS IN THE NCAA/BIG TEN RANKINGS season a Scarlet Knight ran for over 100 yards, as 
Paul James did so at Washington State and Justin 
Goodwin went over 100 at Navy. Hicks also scored 
his first career touchdown.

The true freshman has spent time both at safe-
ty and running back this season for the Scarlet 
Knights.

BIG PLAY JAMES
The Rutgers offense will miss running back Paul 
James for the remainder of the 2014 season after 
he suffered a torn ACL in the Navy game. 

James led Rutgers and ranked 32nd nationally in 
rushing yards with 363 yards at the time of his 
injury. He was averaging 5.8 yards per carry and 
was 10th nationally in rushing touchdowns (5) at 
the time of his injury.

James reached 1,000 career rushing yards on 
his 56-yard touchdown run in the second quarter 
at Washington State. It took him 174 carries to 
reach the mark. 

By comparison, it took Ray Rice 170 career rushes 
to obtain 1,000 yards (2005 vs. Cincinnati). Over-
all, James is second in school history to Steve 
Simms with 5.5 yards per rush (minimum 100 car-
ries).
 
James’ 56-yard rushing score was the longest 
rushing touchdown since Jawan Jamison had 
a run that long to the end zone Nov. 12, 2011 at 
Yankee Stadium against Army. The longest before 
that was Mohamed Sanu’s school record rush of 
91 yards versus Tulane on Oct. 2, 2010.

MORE PJ NOTES ...
James had 100 receiving yards on two catches, in-
cluding a 69-yard reception in the Howard win. His 
previous high for yards in a game was 30 versus 
Eastern Michigan Sept. 14, 2013.

James was the first Rutgers running back to to-
tal 100 yards receiving in a game since Jim Cann 
against Temple (11/18/89). Cann totaled 11 recep-
tions for 113 yards against the Owls.

James has scored 15 career touchdowns in 15 ca-
reer games.

THE KEMOKO DRAGON
Kemoko Turay is the first Rutgers player with 
multiple sacks in consecutive games since Alex 
Silvestro in the games against Syracuse and Cin-
cinnati in 2010. 

The redshirt freshman is tied for 39th nationally 
and is third in the Big Ten with 7.5 sacks in 2014. 
He is fourth among all freshmen nationally with 
7.5 sacks.

Turay also leads the nation with three blocked 
kicks in 2014. He is tied with two others for the 
top spot in the nation with three blocks.

Turay made quite the debut in his first game as a 
Scarlet Knight. Turay was the first Rutgers player

son was the last player to do that against an FBS 
opener opponent (Buffalo, 2007) and Val Barnaby 
was last to do that against a power conference 
opener opponent (Illinois, 2005). 

ONE FOR THE RECORD BOOKS
Senior Andrew Turzilli will always remember his 
first touchdown as a Scarlet Knight. The New Jer-
sey native scored on a 93-yard touchdown pass 
from Gary Nova - the school record 60th touch-
down pass of Nova’s career - on the longest offen-
sive play in stadium history at Rutgers.
	
Turzilli leads the nation in yards per reception 
(38.1).

THREE STRAIGHT BOWLS FOR FLOOD
Kyle Flood became the first coach in 145 years of 
football at Rutgers to guide the Scarlet Knights 
to three consecutive bowls in his first three years 
as head coach. Flood and Greg Schiano are the 
only coaches in RU history to guide the Scarlet 
Knights to multiple bowl appearances. He is the 
only coach in RU history to lead a team to a bowl 
and conference championship in their first sea-
son.

PLENTY OF RETURNING EXPERIENCE UP 
FRONT
Rutgers returned five starters on its offensive line 
in 2014. The returning unit of LT Keith Lumpkin, LG 
Kaleb Johnson, C Betim Bujari, RG Chris Muller and 
RT Taj  Alexander have combined to play in 178 
games, including 154 career starts. Johnson leads 
the unit with 49 career starts in 49 games played.

Seabrooks (2001-02) and Brian Sheridan (1995 
and 1997) as the eighth two-time Rutgers captain 
in the past 20 years.

RECORD POINT TOTAL IN ROAD OPENING 
WIN
Rutgers scored 41 points in its season-opening 
win on the road at Washington State in Seattle 
- the most points scored in a win vs. FBS compe-
tition in school history for the Scarlet Knights in 
the first game of the season on the road.

AIKEN BECOMES FIRST B1G PLAYER OF THE 
WEEK
Senior free safety Johnathan Aiken became the 
first player in Rutgers history to be named Big Ten 
Defensive Player of the Week for his efforts in the 
win over Washington State. 
	
The Big Ten named Aiken the defensive player of 
the week on Sept. 1 after totaling seven tackles 
and being in the center of two critical plays in the 
fourth quarter against the Cougars.
	
Aiken first forced a Washington State fumble on a 
punt return with just seven minutes remaining as 
Rutgers trailed 38-34. Teammate Anthony Cioffi 
recovered the fumble as it setup the game-win-
ning touchdown for the Scarlet Knights.
	
On 4th-and-13 from the WSU 38 with 59 seconds 
remaining in the game, Aiken broke up a pass in-
tended for River Cracraft to seal the come-from-
behind 41-38 victory.

NOVA & TURAY EARN B1G HONORS
Gary Nova and defensive end Kemoko Turay  each 
earned conference player of the week honors. 
Nova is the first Big Ten Offensive Player of the 
Week in school history after his 404-yard perfor-
mance in the win over Michigan. Turay claimed 
Rutgers’ first Big Ten Special Teams Player of the 
Week honor as he blocked a Michigan field goal 
late in the fourth quarter to preserve the 26-24 
victory.

Rutgers football fifth-year senior defensive lineman David Milewski (Sayre-
ville, N.J.) has been named to the Capital One Academic All-America Division 
I Football team in a release by the College Sports Information Directors of 
America. Milewski is one of just 24 student-athletes nationally to earn First 
Team Academic All-America status.

Milewski becomes the second Scarlet Knight football player to earn First 
Team Academic All-America, joining Nathan Jones (2003). Rutgers Athletics 
now has 22 Academic All-American selections overall.

Working towards a Masters of Business Administration with a 3.88 GPA, 
Milewski has achieved success in the classroom. He earned the program’s 
Scholar-Athlete Award last season by accumulating the highest GPA on 
the team and is a three-time member of a conference all-academic team. 
Milewski was previously named a semifinalist for the William V. Campbell Tro-
phy earlier this year and was inducted into Rutgers’ New Jersey Delta Chater 
of Chi Alpha Sigma, The National College Athlete Honor Society.

As a team captain on the field, Milewski has started all 12 games on defense 
for Rutgers with a career-best 50 tackles. The lineman has eight tackles-for-
loss, including four sacks, and has forced a pair of fumbles. The senior to-
taled a career-high nine stops in a recent game at Michigan State. Milewski 
returned to the field last season after battling back from three significant 
knee injuries. His effort earned him the R Man Courage Award at the annual 
banquet, which is given to the player who best demonstrates courage, belief, 

strength and inspiration to all. Milewski followed that up in the spring to win 
the Frank R. Burns Award, which is given to the player who displays extraor-
dinary mental and physical toughness during spring practice.

Off the field, Milewski has given numerous hours to serving the community. 
One of three finalists for the Lee Roy Selmon Community Spirit Award, he has 
taken part in such events as the March of Dimes, Special Olympics of New 
Jersey, Raritan Bay Cougars Pop Warner, Urban Impact, Embrace Kids Foun-
dation, Jackson Back 2 School Drive, Read Across America, T. Shoer Middle 
School Talk, A Walk to Believe and the Bocce Ball Invitational for the Wound-
ed Warrior Project. The senior has also made visits to Robert Wood Johnson 
Hospital and took a six-day trip during spring break to Haiti in conjunction 
with the United Methodist Volunteers in Mission to help with earthquake 
relief. He was a nominee for the 2014 Allstate American Football Coaches 
Association Good Works Team.

Milewski is one of four Big Ten student-athletes to earn First Team Academic 
All-America, joining Minnesota tight end Maxx Williams, Indiana defensive 
back Mark Murphy and Michigan State punter Mike Sadler.

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The media All-Big Ten Team featured Rutgers junior wide receiver Leonte 
Carroo (Edison, N.J.) as he earned All-Big Ten First Team honors while junior 
defensive tackle Darius Hamilton (West Paterson, N.J.), redshirt freshman 
defensive end Kemoko Turay (Newark, N.J.) and senior offensive guard Ka-
leb Johnson (Jacksonville, Fla.) earned honorable mention all-conference 
accolades from the conference media.
 
Carroo and Johnson were named honorable mention All-Big Ten by the 
league’s head coaches.
 
Carroo is putting together an All-America caliber season. The New Jersey na-
tive ranks 17th nationally and second in the Big Ten in receiving yards (1,043) 
and 11th nationally and second in the Big Ten in receiving touchdowns (10). 
Carroo has tied the Rutgers single-season record with 10 touchdown recep-
tions.
 
He leads the nation in yards per reception (19.7) for players with at least 45 
receptions and is seventh nationally with 13 receptions of 25+ yards.
 
Carroo is already second in Rutgers history with 19 receiving touchdowns 
in just 22 career games at wide receiver. He is the only player in 145 years 
of Rutgers football to record three touchdown receptions in a game twice
 
An every-down lineman in 2014, Hamilton has started all 12 games at de-
fensive tackle for Rutgers. The junior leads the defense with 9.5 tackles-

for-loss, including a career-best five sacks which rank 19th in the Big Ten. 
Overall, he has 43 tackles from the interior of the defensive line with a ca-
reer-high-tying eight stops in the recent win at Maryland. Hamilton had a key 
tackle for no gain on a late third down against the Terrapins to help lead a 
defensive stop that sealed the victory.
 
Turay emerged as a pass rushing specialist in his redshirt freshman season 
for the Scarlet Knights. He picked up a team-high 7.5 sacks during the reg-
ular season, ranking tied for seventh among Big Ten players and third amid 
freshmen nationally. The defensive end started off with two sacks in the sea-
son-opening win at Washington State on his way to 26 tackles overall in 12 
games. Turay also established himself on special teams with three blocked 
kicks to tie the nation’s lead, including one on a late field goal attempt by 
Michigan to prevent a potential go-ahead score.
 
Johnson earns postseason honors for the fourth consecutive season on 
the offensive line. Following multiple Freshman All-America honors, he was 
named second team all-conference in both the Big East and the American 
as a sophomore and junior, respectively. In 2014, Johnson has started ev-
ery game at left guard to extend his starting streak to 49, the most by an 
offensive lineman in program history. The Jacksonville native has been part 
of a group that has paved the way for two different 200-yard team rushing 
games and allowed just two sacks in the final three games of the regular 
season.

since Marco Battaglia in 1995. Redshirt freshman mid-
dle linebacker Steve Longa earned several Freshmen 
All-America honors as he ended the season as the first 
middle linebacker at Rutgers to total over 100 tackles in 
a season since Gary Brackett in 2002.
	
Six players from the 2013 squad signed NFL free agent 
contracts following the 2014 NFL Draft. In all, 20 play-
ers have inked NFL contracts in Flood’s first two years as 
head coach at Rutgers.
	
Flood’s first year as head coach of the Rutgers football 
program was as memorable as any first-year coach in 
Rutgers’ 144 years of football. Flood guided Rutgers to 
its first BIG EAST Championship, earned BIG EAST Coach 
of the Year honors and won more games (nine) than any 
rookie head coach in RU history. Flood was named the 
29th head coach at the Birthplace of College Football on 
January 31, 2012. 

Eight players garnered All-BIG EAST honors as the Scar-
let Knights tied a school-record with a 5-2 league record. 
Khaseem Greene became the second player in league 
history to be named BIG EAST Defensive Player of the 
Year for two consecutive seasons.
	
Greene also became the fourth player in school history 
to be named to the Walter Camp Football Foundation 
All-America team, joining former RU standouts Ray Rice, 
Anthony Davis and Battaglia on the prestigious list. 
Greene and cornerback Logan Ryan both earned various 
All-America accolades after the 2012 campaign.
	
Following the championship 2012 season, a school-re-
cord seven players were selected in the 2013 NFL Draft. 
In addition, seven players also signed NFL free agent 
contracts as a total of 14 players from the 2012 squad 
joined the professional football ranks. 
	
While being part of a program producing victories at a 
rate unprecedented in Rutgers’ history, Flood has under-
stood the value of academics for the Scarlet Knights. The 
Rutgers football program was the lone state university 
to be ranked in the top 10 percent nationally in APR for 
the seventh consecutive year in June.
	
The latest APR figure coincides with the best football 
team grade point average since 2000. Three players 
earned a perfect 4.0 GPA during the fall semester while 
the team grade point average of 2.96 was a record high 
for the team for the fourth consecutive semester.

Kyle Flood is in his third season as the head coach at Rut-
gers and 10th overall with the Scarlet Knights. He is the 
first coach in the 145-year history of Rutgers football to 
lead the program to three bowl appearances in his first 
three seasons at the helm.
	
Flood was named Big East Coach of the Year in 2012 after 
leading the Scarlet Knights to a Big East championship. 
He currently owns a 22-16 record.
 	
Flood has guided RU to seven wins so far in 2014 in the 

program’s first season as a member of the 
prestigious Big Ten Conference. Rutgers 

won all four of its non-conference games 
and earned Big Ten victories over Mich-

igan, Indiana and Maryland. Following 
the regular season, four players (wide 

receiver Leonte Carroo, defensive 
lineman Darius Hamilton, defensive 

lineman Kemoko Turay, offensive 
lineman Kaleb Johnson) were 
named all-conference, with Car-

roo earning First Team All-Big Ten 
in the media vote.

	
Flood had the second-high-

est total of victories for 
any coach after two 

seasons in school 
history. Four players 
garnered all-confer-
ence honors in 2013 
under Flood’s watch 
for the first time 
– sophomore tight 
end Tyler Kroft 
(first team), sopho-
more running back 
Paul James (first 
team), junior center 

Betim Bujari (second 
team) and true fresh-

man return specialist 
Janarion Grant (second 

team). 
	
In addition, Kroft earned 
All-America status from 
SI.com, becoming the 
first Rutgers tight end to 
be named an All-American 

Forty-three players finished the 2013 fall semester with 
a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher while 
24 student-athletes earned Dean’s List honors during 
the fall semester with at least a 3.5 GPA.
	
Off the field, Flood has made an impact in community 
service. He has served the past two years as the hon-
orary coach of the New Jersey Special Olympics, serves 
on the honorary board of directors for Lauren’s First and 
Goal Foundation and has taken an active role with volun-
teering with Embrace Kids Foundation. 
	
Flood was one of 17 people honored by the White House 
among Hurricane Sandy “Champions of Change,” earning 
the nod for Rutgers’ relief efforts after the deadly fall 
storm hit the Northeast region. The Rutgers football 
program under Flood’s leadership has helped raise over 
$175,000 for the New Jersey Hurricane Sandy Relief Fund.
The Rutgers football team helped after Hurricane Sandy 
in several ways, including selecting 22 kids affected by 
Hurricane Sandy to play a flag football game in the final 
five minutes of the Scarlet-White spring football game, 
asking game attendees to make a $5 donation and work-
ing to remind everyone that there is still a lot to do be-
fore the state fully recovers from Hurricane Sandy.
	
The Champions of Change program gave the White House 
a chance to honor groups of people doing great work in 
their communities. 
	
One constant on any coaching staff with Flood is how 
successful those teams have fared. In 16 of Flood’s 17 
seasons as an assistant coach, his teams finished with 
winning records, including earning a National Champion-
ship at Delaware.
	
A highly respected figure in the coaching profession, 
Flood has served as the assistant head coach of the 
program since 2008 and has been a key part in Rutgers’ 
six bowl appearances over his seven-year tenure as an 
assistant in Piscataway. In addition to his four years as 
the assistant head coach, Flood has been in charge of 
the offensive line since coming to RU in 2005.
	
During his time “On the Banks”, the Rutgers offensive 
line has consistently produced top-level talent, including 
several of which who have gone on to the National Foot-
ball League. Most recently, Anthony Davis became the 
highest player ever drafted in Rutgers history as the 11th 
overall pick of the 2010 NFL Draft. Davis has started ev-
ery game of his three-year career with the San Francisco

49ers at right tackle and helped guide the 49ers to the 
Super Bowl in 2013.
	
In 2011, Flood helped tutor true freshman right tackle 
Kaleb Johnson into one of the nation’s premier rookie 
offensive linemen, earning Freshman All-America honors. 
In addition, senior offensive guard Art Forst collected All-
BIG EAST First Team honors while senior offensive guard 
Desmond Wynn was named to the All-BIG EAST Second 
Team. Wynn was signed as a free agent by the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers following the 2012 NFL Draft.
	
During his time as an assistant coach, Flood has coached 
10 All-BIG EAST First or Second Team selections on the 
offensive line, one All-American and two Freshman 
All-America honorees.
	
Flood has helped engineer some of the most potent of-
fenses in Rutgers history – evident in a record-breaking 
2007 season. The Scarlet Knights’ offensive line ranked 
second in the nation with just 10 sacks allowed in ad-
dition to an RU offense that became the first in NCAA 
history to have a 3,000-yard passer, 2,000-yard rusher 
and two 1,000-yard receivers in the same season.
	
The Rutgers offense was ranked 18th nationally in total 
offense in 2007. The offensive line featured two of the 
top tackles in the nation in Pedro Sosa and Jeremy Zut-
tah. Both players earned All-BIG EAST honors and were 
also invited to the NFL Scouting Combine in Indianapolis, 
with Zuttah becoming a third round selection by the Tam-
pa Bay Buccaneers.
	
Flood added run game coordinator to his duties in 2007 
and his offensive line helped pave the way for All-Ameri-
can running back Ray Rice, who rushed for a school and 
then-BIG EAST record 2,012 yards that season. Rice went 
on to become one of the most-recognizable faces in the 
NFL en route to consecutive Pro Bowl appearances in 
2010 and 2011.
	
In 2006, Flood coached an offensive line that helped 
Rutgers to one of its most productive seasons, as the 
group relinquished the fewest sacks in the nation with 
just eight. His unit was regarded as one of the best in the 
country and featured Cameron Stephenson and Darnell 
Stapleton, both who played in the NFL. Flood’s corps of 
hard-nosed blockers helped guide Rice to an All-America 
season, as he finished second in the nation with 1,794 
yards.
	
Flood came to Rutgers after three seasons at the Uni-
versity of Delaware, where he helped the Blue Hens to 
a 30-11 record, including a 15-1 mark in 2003 en route 
to the NCAA FCS National Championship and a share of 
the Atlantic 10 title in 2004. He also served as assistant 
head coach and recruiting coordinator during his stint.
	
Prior to his three seasons at Delaware, Flood was of-
fensive line coach at Hofstra from 1997-2001. While at 
Hofstra, he helped the Pride earn berths in the NCAA FCS 
playoffs in 1997 and 1999-2001. The Pride were among 
the top offensive teams in the nation during his tenure, 
ranking second in total offense, fourth in passing and 
fifth in scoring in 2001.
	
Flood, a 1993 graduate of Iona College, was a four-year 
letterwinner for the Gaels. A high school teammate of 
former Rutgers All-American tight end Marco Battaglia at 
St. Francis Prep High School in Queens, N.Y., Flood earned 
First Team All-Liberty Conference honors in 1991 and 
served as team captain of the Gaels in 1992.
	
Flood was a 2013 inductee into the Iona College Goal 
Club Hall of Fame.	
	
Flood’s first college coaching position came in 1995-96 
as offensive line coach at Long Island University-C.W. 
Post. While coaching at C.W. Post, he helped the team 
to the ECAC Division II Eastern title in 1996.

Ralph Friedgen is in his first season as the offensive coordi-
nator at Rutgers. One of the nation’s most highly acclaimed 
offensive coaches, Friedgen has coordinated the offense 
for both a collegiate national champion (Georgia Tech in 
1990) and a Super Bowl team (San Diego in 1994). He is 

known as an offensive tactician who utilizes multiple looks and features a balanced 
offense both through the air and on the ground. Prior to joining Flood’s staff at Rut-
gers, the Harrison, N.Y., native spent 10 years (2001-10) as head coach at the University 
of Maryland. Friedgen has 32 years of assistant coaching experience (including 21 as 
an offensive coordinator either in college or the NFL) and received the Frank Broyles 
Award, given to the nation’s top assistant coach in 1999 while at Georgia Tech. Friedgen 
directed the Terrapins to unprecedented heights in his tenure, taking the program to 
seven bowl games, including a pair of New Year’s Day appearances, and a school-record 
five bowl victories. He was the 33rd head coach in school history and ranks third in 
school history in career victories (75-50) and fourth in winning percentage (.600). Fried-
gen’s 75 wins rank 10th on the Atlantic Coast Conference all-time list. Friedgen and his 
wife, the former Gloria Spina, have three daughters: Kelley, Kristina and Katie.

Joe Rossi is in his first season as defensive coordinator 
after spending the last two seasons as special teams 
coordinator at Rutgers. Rossi directed one of the nation’s 
top special teams units over his first two seasons “On the 

Banks.” In 2013, Rutgers scored four special teams touchdowns, including two kick-
off returns and a punt return touchdown. True freshman Janarion Grant earned All-AAC 
Second Team honors as a return specialist.. In 2012, the Scarlet Knights put together 
a strong special team unit, ranking first in the nation with eight blocked kicks, ninth 
in kickoff return yardage defense (18.09) and 34th in kickoff return average (23.21). 
He also assisted with the fourth-ranked scoring defense (14.2 points per game) in the 
nation. Under Rossi’s tutelage, kick returner Jeremy Deering ranked third in the BIG 
EAST and among the national leaders in kickoff returns in 2012. Rossi also oversaw the 
development of two first-year place-kickers in true freshman Kyle Federico and red-
shirt freshman Nick Borgese, who combined for 11 made field goals last season. Rossi 
came to Rutgers after working alongside former RU defensive coordinator Robb Smith 
at Maine (2007-08). Rossi, who coached at Maine from 2007-11, was promoted to defen-
sive coordinator following Smith’s departure to Rutgers after the 2008 season. Maine 
annually had one of the top defensive units in the Football Championship Subdivision 
under Rossi’s watch. In 2011, the Black Bears ranked 26th nationally in sacks, 31st in 
pass defense and 25th in pass efficiency defense.

development on Rutgers’ young running backs. Wilson helped sophomore back Jawan 
Jamison have one of the most successful seasons in school history as the ball carrier 
became just the seventh player in program history to record 1,000 yards in a season 
and the third since 1976 enroute to Second Team All-BIG EAST honors. Under Wilson’s 
guidance, both Jamison and sophomore running back Savon Huggins recorded 41 rush-
ing attempts in single games in 2012, a school record. Jamison became the first Rut-
gers running back since Ray Rice to post six-straight 100-yard rushing games and was 
just the third player in the program’s history to rush for 100 yards in six-consecutive 
games. One of the top assistant coaches in the nation while at the Connecticut, Wil-
son became Columbia’s 18th head coach in December 2005. Wilson’s student-athletes 
earned 33 All-Ivy League honors, including two Rookies of the Year and 12 first team 
selections. Columbia had a total of eight student-athletes named All-Ivy League in foot-
ball, the second most in school history. In 2009, Wilson led Columbia to a fourth-place 
finish in the Ivy League, the Lions’ best league finish in six years.

After working 12 years at 
the collegiate level, Galiano jumped to the NFL in 2012 and helped the Buccaneers lead 
the league in blocked punts with three, including linebacker Dekoda Watson tying for 
the league lead with two, and earning NFC Special Teams Player of the Month for No-
vember.

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SEATTLE, Wash. (Aug. 28, 2014) – After spending the 
first 59 minutes trying to slow down Washington State’s 
pass-happy offense with only moderate success, Rut-
gers’ defense saved its best for last. With the Scarlet 
Knights clinging to a three-point lead, the defense held 
firm against quarterback Connor Halliday on his final 
drive tonight, enabling Rutgers to emerge with a 41-38 
victory over Washington State at CenturyLink Field in the 
season opener. Halliday finished 40-of-56 for 532 yards 
and five touchdowns but could not solve the Scarlet 
Knights’ defense when it mattered most. Rutgers was 
able to take that 41-38 lead in a back-and-forth second 
half just when things looked bleak. Trailing 38-34 after 
Halliday’s five-yard touchdown pass to Rickey Galvin with 
8:13 to play, the Scarlet Knights were forced to punt. But 
Johnathan Aiken’s hit on returner River Cracraft forced a 
fumble that teammate Anthony Cioffi recovered at mid-
field. From there, the Scarlet Knights marched the rest 
of the way for the eventual game-winning touchdown, 
getting it when Paul James scored from three-yards out 
with 3:24 to play, his third rushing touchdown of the 
game.James rushed for 173 yards on 29 carries, while 
Gary Nova passed for 281 yards and two scores. Wide 
receiver Leonte Carroo caught six passes for 151 yards 
and a touchdown as Rutgers beat a Pac-12 school for the 
first time in its history. Nova’s second touchdown pass of 
the game, and John Tsimis’ first of his career, had given 
Rutgers the lead back at 34-31 with 10:50 to play after 
those two hooked up on a 29-yard scoring play. Prior to 
that, Washington State had taken its first lead of the 
game at 24-21 on its opening possession of the second 
half as Halliday continued his hot hand. Rutgers would 
force a 24-24 tie on Kyle Federico’s 36-yard field goal 
on the very next series before Halliday picked up where 
he left off. This time he finished a drive with a 14-yard 
touchdown pass – his fourth of the game -- to Isiah My-
ers to get Washington State back on top at 31-24. But 
Rutgers wasn’t finished. Federico, who has made 10 of 
his last 12 field goals, connected on a 25-yard and to 
make it 31-27 and Nova then capitalized on a defensive 
stop. He did that by engineering a 73-yard drive that end-
ed with the touchdown pass to Tsimis, giving the Scarlet 
Knights the lead back at 34-31 in the wild passing affair. 
Rutgers’ ability to make just enough plays – thanks in 
large part to James and a defense that did its best to 
hold firm in the onslaught of Washington State’s pass-
ing game – was the difference as the Scarlet Knights 
claimed a 21-17 halftime lead. James tore through the 
Cougars’ defense in the first two quarters, rushing for 
110 yards and two touchdowns on 13 carries. The high-
light was a 56-yard touchdown run late in the second 
quarter that pushed the Scarlet Knights’ lead to 21-10. 

Though Rutgers led from the very first play from scrim-
mage – literally – Washington State’s relentless passing 
attack kept the Pac-12 team always within arm’s length 
through the first two quarters. Halliday finished the first 
half 20-of-29 for 289 yards with two touchdown passes 
and an interception. But he was always playing catchup 
early, starting with Nova’s 78-yard touchdown strike to 
Carroo on Rutgers’ first play. Halliday had his share of big 
plays in the first half, but the Scarlet Knights’ defense 
had theirs as well, most notably on a fourth and two play 
midway from the Rutgers six yardline through the first 
quarter. Halliday completed a crossing pass to Vince 
Mayle, who was stopped short of the first down by safe-
ty Johnathan Aiken. That preserved Rutgers’ 7-0 lead.But 
the offenses and the offensive stars were just getting 
warmed up. Rutgers built a 14-3 lead early in the sec-
ond quarter thanks to a 12-play, 75-yard drive capped by 
James’ one-yard touchdown run. Halliday answered with 
a four-yard touchdown pass to Isiah Myers that finished 
off an 80-yard drive, making it 14-10.That’s when Rutgers 
responded once more, with James breaking loose for 
that 56-yard touchdown run to push the Scarlet Knights’ 
advantage back to 21-10. Back came Halliday for more, 
though. This time he moved the Cougars 72 yards in eight 
plays, connecting with Mayle for a 26-yard touchdown. 
Washington State was within 21-17 with 1:42 left before 
the half at that point. The Cougars had a chance to get 
even closer, but Eric Powell’s 50-yard field goal try on the 
final play of the first half glanced off the upright. Nova, 
meanwhile, finished the half 5-for-10 for 107 yards with 
a touchdown pass and interception. And while Washing-
ton State managed gaudy passing numbers as usual, the 
Cougars rushed for just 18 yards on nine carries in the 
opening half.

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PISCATAWAY, N.J. (Sept. 6, 2014) - This was probably 
the furthest thing from the sharp, flawless performance 
Rutgers was looking for as a final tuneup for next Sat-
urday’s Big Ten Conference opener against Penn State.
But on a steamy, sweltering Saturday, the Scarlet Knights 
fought through the weather and distractions for a slug-
gish 38-25 victory over Howard before a crowd of 48,040 
at High Point Solutions Stadium, enabling them to finally 
turn their attention to the anticipated visit by the Nitta-
ny Lions. Gary Nova (15-of-19 for 282 yards) threw four 
touchdown passes and running back Paul James scored 
three times – all in the first half – as Rutgers improved 
to 2-0. James caught two passes for 100 yards and 
two touchdowns, becoming the first running back in 25 
years to have a 100-yard receiving game for the Scarlet 
Knights. James was in for just one play in the second half 
after Rutgers built a 24-point halftime advantage.
Desmon Peoples led the Scarlet Knights’ rushing attack 
with a career-high 55 yards on 11 carries. Nova’s final 
pass of the day came with 44 seconds left in the third 
quarter when he threw a 19-yard touchdown to John 
Tsimis to give Rutgers a 38-13 lead. Because of sacks, 
the running game struggled to break the 100-yard mark, 
finishing with 109 yards on 38 carries. Howard (0-2) then 
scored two touchdowns in the final 12:33, the first on a 
seven-yard run by quarterback Greg McGhee, with run-
ning back Terrance Tusan later breaking free for a 70-
yard scoring run with 5:22 to play. McGhee carried the of-
fense for the Bison, throwing for 168 yards while rushing 
for 79 yards and a touchdown. The visitors totaled 437 
yards of offense, getting 269 on the ground. James’ sin-
gular ability to change a game – this time when Rutgers 
surprisingly needed a pick-me-up – had helped the Scar-
let Knights wind up where they expected to be at half-
time with a 31-7 lead at the break. Coming off a 173-yard, 
three-touchdown rushing performance in the opener, 
James scored all three of his touchdowns in the first half, 
including the first two touchdown catches of his career. 
That enabled Rutgers to shake off a stunning early How-
ard score that saw the Bison take a 7-0 lead after their 
opening possession. James, with an assist from Nova’s 
sharp first half (11-of-14 for 251 yards and three touch-
downs), eventually had Rutgers back in control in the 
opening half. It started simply enough, with James tak-
ing a swing pass from Nova. He shook off an early tackle 
attempt from diving cornerback Tamlin Antoine and then 
raced 69 yards down the sideline for the longest pass 
play of his career. It was also his first career touchdown 
catch, pushing the Scarlet Knights to a 10-7 lead. From 
there, Rutgers took over the game on both sides of the 
line in the first half. Nova connected with Leonte Carroo 
on a snappy 38-yard touchdown pass, James turned a 

lost Howard fumble into a seven-yard touchdown run and 
James then added a 31-yard score on yet another swing 
pass from Nova, shedding two would be tacklers to make 
it 31-7. It marked James’ second straight game with 
three touchdowns and was his fifth multiple-touchdown 
game in 10 career starts. The fourth-year junior finished 
with 43 rushing yards on 13 attempts to go along with 
those 100 receiving yards. Rutgers rolled up 343 yards of 
total offense on 34 plays through the first two quarters, 
adding just 54 yards in the second half. Rutgers’ special 
teams weighed in as well. Placekicker Kyle Federico con-
verted a 42-yarder on his only field goal try – he has made 
10 of his last 12 now – while Kemoko Turay blocked a 28-
yard field goal try by the Bison. It was the first of two 
blocked kicks in the game for the Scarlet Knights.

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PISCATAWAY, N.J. (Sept. 13, 2014) – One bad defensive 
series -- after nearly 57 minutes of stellar play by the unit 
-- proved to be Rutgers’ undoing in its anticipated Big Ten 
Conference opener last night. Penn State’s Christian 
Hackenberg drove his team 80 yards in six plays, with Bill 
Belton finishing the drive with a five-yard run with 1:13 to 
play, as the Nittany Lions rallied for a 13-10 victory over 
the Scarlet Knights before a record crowd of 53,774 at 
High Point Solutions Stadium tonight. Held in check most 
of the game, Hackenberg needed just 1:49 to drive those 
80 yards after Penn State (3-0) took over at its 20 yard 
line trailing 10-6. A 53-yard completion to Geno Lewis 
followed shortly after by a 23-yard completion to Lewis 
were the key plays in the drive. Rutgers (2-1) could not 
overcome five interceptions by quarterback Gary Nova 
despite the strong defensive effort. Hackenberg finished 
25-of-44 for 309 yards despite game-long pressure. The 
Scarlet Knights led all evening until that Belton touch-
down run with 73 seconds remaining, limiting the Nittany 
Lions to a pair of Sam Ficken field goals in the second 
half until the game-winning drive by Penn State. It had 
been the return of Rutgers’ stout defensive play – and 
just enough fancy footwork by Nova – that turned out to 
be the difference in a surprisingly low-scoring first half 
that saw Rutgers claim a hard-fought 10-0 halftime lead 
tonight. Though Nova struggled with his passing early 
on (he was 8-of-15 for 125 yards with two interceptions 
in the first half), his new-found mobility proved to be a 
fitting reward for a defense that deserved some help 
from the offense. Facing a third and two from the Nittany 
Lions 14 yard line, Nova took off on a scramble, using a 
spin move at the 3 yard line to avoid safety Malik Gold-
en before diving into the end zone for a touchdown – the 
second rushing score of his career. That gave Rutgers a 
7-0 lead with 11:32 left in the second quarter, and provid-
ed some relief for a defense that kept Hackenberg and 
Penn State’s offense in check despite several tests. An 
assist by the special teams was critical to Rutgers’ abil-
ity to take an early lead, with Leonte Carroo blocking a 
punt (in addition to catching three passes for 52 yards in 
the first half) and Kemoko Turay blocking a 34-yard field 
goal try by the Nittany Lions to keep the game scoreless. 
Roughed up in the second half against Howard last week 
(259 yards allowed after halftime), and victimized for a 
school-record 532 passing yards by Washington State 
in the opener, Rutgers’ defense returned to its domi-
nant ways. Penn State managed just 102 yards of total 
offense in the first half, with the Nittany Lions limited 
to 23 rushing yards. Hackenberg, victimized by several 
drops, finished the first half  9-of-17 for 79 yards. Nova’s 
two first quarter interceptions, though, had Rutgers’ de-
fense on its heels. But the unit responded every time it 

needed to in the first half. The offense, meanwhile, did 
just enough to make that defensive effort pay dividends. 
In addition to Nova’s touchdown run, which capped a 10-
play, 80-yard drive, Rutgers did just enough on its final 
drive to get a double-digit halftime lead. Pinned at its 
own seven yard line with 5:05 left before halftime, Rut-
gers moved deep enough and far enough to get 32-yard 
field goal from Kyle Federico just 12 seconds before the 
break. Rutgers’ running game had some early success, 
most of it by Desmon Peoples, finishing with 74 yards 
on 19 carries through the first two quarters. The Scarlet 
Knights had 199 yards of total offense then.

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ANNAPOLIS, Md. (Sept. 20, 2014) – It’s no surprise 
that the winning team in today’s Rutgers-Navy game 
rushed for 284 yards and four touchdowns. The surprise 
was that it was the Scarlet Knights powering their way 
to that total on the ground, not a Navy team that entered 
the game leading the nation at 403 rushing yards. With 
Justin Goodwin and Desmon Peoples taking over after 
leading rusher Paul James suffered a first-half injury, 
Rutgers ran for its biggest yardage total in seven sea-
sons and then needed a late goal line stand to hold on 
for a 31-24 victory over the Midshipmen before a crowd 
of 33,655 at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium. The 
win improved Rutgers’ record to 3-1. Goodwin, who was 
the Scarlet Knights’ starting cornerback in the opener, 
rushed for 104 yards and a touchdown on 26 carries 
while Peoples added a career-high 82 rushing yards. But 
Navy (2-2) battled back from a 31-17 deficit, built on the 
second of quarterback Gary Nova’s two one-yard sneaks 
with 6:20 left in the third quarter. The Midshipmen were 
within 31-24 on quarterback Keenan Reynolds 14-yard 
touchdown pass to Brendan Dudek with 5:26 to play. 
That followed Kyle Federico’s missed 42-yard field goal 
try, apparently due to an errant snap, that could have giv-
en Rutgers a three-score lead. Instead it gave the Mids 
renewed life. They eventually drove to the Rutgers six 
yard line in the final minute before back-to-back sacks 
set them back, one a critical sack of 10 yards by Andre 
Hunt. That left Navy to heave a desperation pass into the 
end zone on its final offensive play. It was complete but 
out of the end zone with 17 seconds left. Nova, in addition 
to his two sneaks, was an efficient 11-of-14 for 151 yards. 
Though Rutgers held Navy to 232 yards below its rushing 
average, the nation’s worst passing team entering the 
game passed for 231 yards. All of that happened despite 
a potentially disastrous start – and the loss of James to 
a leg injury in the second quarter – with Rutgers able to 
immediately turn the ground-dominant tables on Navy in 
building a 24-14 halftime lead. The Scarlet Knights pow-
ered their way to 200 rushing yards on 27 carries in the 
opening two quarters, although that accomplishment 
was dampened by the loss of James. The fourth-year 
junior was hit directly on the right knee by the helmet 
of Brendon Clements at the end of a 13-yard run with 
Rutgers holding a 10-7 second quarter lead. James was 
helped off the field before leaving for the locker room 
on crutches and did not return. James had 96 rushing 
yards on just seven carries to that point, including a 
two-tackle-breaking 38-yard touchdown run in the first 
quarter that forged a 7-7 tie at the time. That followed 
an uncharacteristic lost fumble by James on the game’s 
first offensive play deep in Rutgers territory that the 
Midshipmen quickly turned into a touchdown for a 7-0 
lead after just 1:13 had elapsed. But Goodwin was able 

to take over from there, going for 71 yards on 13 carries 
the rest of the half, including a three-yard run just 27 
seconds before halftime that gave the Scarlet Knights 
their 10-point halftime advantage. That capped an eight-
play, 91-yard drive for Rutgers. In general, the first half 
looked as if the teams switched offenses. Navy actually 
attempted more passes (a season-high 10) in the first 
two quarters than Rutgers, with the Scarlet Knights run-
ning the ball more often than Navy, which came into the 
game leading the nation in rushing. The Mids had just 112 
rushing yards on 23 carries, though Reynolds did pass for 
75 yards in the first half. After taking a 10-7 lead, Rutgers 
pushed the advantage to 17-7 on the drive James was in-
jured on when quarterback Nova scored on a one-yard 
sneak. Navy responded immediately with a 75-yard drive 
to make it 17-14 before the Scarlet Knights embarked on 
that season-long 91 yard drive to make it 24-14. Nova fin-
ished the first half 7-of-9 for 97 yards.

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PISCATAWAY, N.J. (Sept. 27, 2014)  -- Rutgers’ final 
tune-up before a run of seven straight Big Ten games was 
exactly what the Scarlet Knights were looking for - and 
exactly what quarterback Gary Nova needed. In control 
from the start, Rutgers rode Nova’s record-breaking four 
touchdown performance, with three of those scoring 
passes going to wide receiver Leonte Carroo, to cruise to 
a 31-6 victory today over Tulane before a crowd of 48,361 
at High Point Solutions Stadium. The Scarlet Knights, 4-1 
overall, finished 4-0 in non-conference play, their first 
unbeaten showing out of league since the 2009 season. 
They host Michigan next Saturday. Nova’s 60th career 
touchdown pass, which enabled him to surpass Mike 
Teel’s former school record of 59, was a 93-yard comple-
tion to Andrew Turzilli in the second quarter. He added his 
fourth touchdown pass of the game (No. 61 of his career) 
on a roll out with 6:57 to play, hitting a crossing Carroo 
in the back of the end zone. Rutgers outscored Tulane 
(1-4), 10-0, in the second half. Nova finished 14-of-21 for 
291 yards with those four touchdown passes and one in-
terception. Carroo had seven catches for 140 yards and 
three scores. Desmon Peoples led the rushing attack 
with career highs of 83 yards on 21 carries, adding two 
catches for 50 yards. Justin Goodwin added 82 yards on 
12 carries. The Scarlet Knights’ defense, meanwhile, add-
ed four sacks. Nova’s early entry into the Rutgers record 
book, off what was one of the sharpest halves of the 
senior quarterback’s career, highlighted a first half that 
was dominated by the Scarlet Knights for all but one play 
-- setting the tone for what was to come. As it was, on the 
strength of Nova’s three touchdown passes, Rutgers had 
a 21-6 halftime lead over Tulane, and the school record 
book actually had two new entries - from the same play. 
Nova, who was 9-of-9 for 195 yards through the first two 
quarters, staked Rutgers to a 14-0 first quarter lead by 
throwing two touchdown passes to Carroo. The first, a 
beautiful lob over the outstretched arms of cornerback 
Lorenzo Doss that wound up as a three-yard touchdown 
pass to Carroo, capped a 53-yard drive that gave the 
Scarlet Knights a 7-0 lead after 7:29 had elapsed in the 
game. Nova’s second touchdown pass to Carroo was a 
25-yarder on the next series, a strike in which he caught 
the junior wide receiver in stride in the end zone. That 
finished an 80-yard drive covered in three plays, thanks 
in large part to a 46-yard completion from Nova to Car-
roo one play before the touchdown pass that made it 
14-0. The record breaker - Nova’s 60th career touchdown 
pass - was a 93-yard pass in stride to Andrew Turzilli that 
made it 21-0 in the second quarter. Turzilli caught the ball 
at the 22 yard line and raced untouched the rest of the 
way for his first touchdown at Rutgers. The play was the 
longest from scrimmage in stadium history, and capped 
a 99-yard, three-play drive. Tulane, which lost starting 
quarterback Tanner Lee midway through the second 

quarter to an undisclosed injury, produced its only high-
light of the first half shortly thereafter when Sherman 
Badie raced 86 yards for a touchdown after bouncing a 
running play outside. He raced down the right sideline 
without interference or the threat from a Rutgers de-
fender. The extra point was missed, making it 21-6. Minus 
Paul James, out for the year with a season-ending injury, 
Rutgers’ running back tandem of Desmon Peoples and 
Justin Goodwin combined for just 50 yards on 17 carries. 
But the defense produced three sacks to keep Tulane 
playing from behind most of the half. Devin Powell, who 
replaced Lee, was 3-of-6 passing for 36 yards during his 
time in the first half.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. (Oct 4, 2014)  – This time, Gary Nova 
didn’t just make history for himself. He helped make some 
for Rutgers as well. The senior quarterback, in one of his 
finest performances, threw for a career-high 404 yards 
and three touchdowns as the Scarlet Knights earned 
their first Big Ten victory with a 26-24 win over Michigan 
tonight before a sellout crowd of 53,327 at High Point 
Solutions Stadium. But the historic win wasn’t secured 
until Kemoko Turay blocked the potential go-ahead field 
goal - a 56-yard attempt - with 3:01 to play. It was Turay’s 
third blocked kick this year, with the redshirt freshman 
leaping high to deflect Matt Wile’s long try with his left 
hand. On a night when Rutgers’ running game managed 
just 74 yards, Nova - who last week set the school re-
cord for career touchdown passes -- was up to the task 
of making up for it in helping the Scarlet Knights move 
to 5-1 overall (1-1 in Big Ten play) as they head into a bye 
week. It was his third touchdown pass of the game, a 
14-yard pass to Andrew Turzilli with 13:12 to play, that 
proved to be the game winner. That gave Rutgers a 26-17 
lead and was the result of Davon Jacobs’ interception off 
Devin Gardner - the senior quarterback’s only turnover 
of the game. Because of Gardner and a revived running 
game, however, Michigan wasn’t done yet. Gardner (13-
of-22 for 178 yards) drove the Wolverines immediately 
following the Rutgers score, capping the drive with a 19-
yard scramble for a touchdown that made it 26-24 with 
9:17 to play. Michigan then reached the Rutgers 39-yard 
line with 3:07 to play when a third and nine pass from 
Gardner to Aamara Darboh was ruled incomplete and 
held up upon review. That left the Wolverines (2-4 overall 
and 0-2 in the Big Ten for the first time since 1967) in no-
man’s land, with coach Brady Hoke opting to try for the 
potential game-winning 56-yard field goal on fourth and 
nine. With the best of Nova on display right from the out-
set - and the senior showing he can do damage with his 
feet as well as his arm - Rutgers had been able to claim a 
19-17 halftime lead. In addition to throwing for 282 yards 
and two touchdowns against the nation’s No. 9-ranked 
defense through the first two quarters, Nova was also 
the Scarlet Knights’ leading rusher in the first half with 
26 yards on two scrambles. Nova and Rutgers’ offense 
answered the call every time it needed to through those 
first 30 minutes, too. After building a 6-3 first quarter 
lead on the strength of two Kyle Federico field goals, the 
Scarlet Knights were quickly down 10-6 when Michigan 
drove 75 yards in seven plays. Gardner, the quarterback 
who came into the game with the reputation as a dual 
threat, completed that drive by racing four yards for a 
touchdown off a play-action fake. Two series later, Rut-
gers answered - needing just one play to do so.

That happened on an 80-yard strike from Nova to a 

wide-open Turzilli, who caught the pass in stride at the 
Michigan 41 yard line and raced in for what would be a 
12-10 Scarlet Knights lead after the extra point try was 
blocked. Both teams would have one more response 
left in an eventful first half. Despite being limited to 218 
yards of total offense in the first half, the Wolverines 
capitalized on a failed Rutgers fake punt to re-take the 
lead at 17-12 just 1:43 before halftime. De’Veon Smith 
capped that short 43-yard drive with a one-yard run, and 
when Rutgers took over at its 25 yard line with 1:43 to 
play the Scarlet Knights’ hopes of moving into scoring 
position depended on getting a couple of first downs. 
That’s exactly what happened, with Nova first finding 
Janarion Grant on a critical third and six play for a 27-yard 
pass play. But Nova would save his best for last. Facing 
a third and goal from the Michigan seven yard line, Nova 
was forced to backpedal to the 21 as defensive lineman 
Frank Clark came charging up the middle with a clear 
shot. Nova shrugged off Clark and fired a strike to John 
Tsimis in the end zone for a touchdown just 22 seconds 
before halftime. That gave the Scarlet Knights the lead 
back at 19-17. Nova finished the half 14-of-25 passing 
with no turnovers and no sacks. And he did that despite 
a non-existent running game, with Desmon Peoples and 
Justin Goodwin combining for one yard on seven carries.
Rutgers managed just 43 rushing yards on 10 carries in 
the half, with Nova and wide receiver Janarion Grant, on 
a 16-yard end around, accounting for all but one of those 
yards. Gardner, meanwhile, was 10-of-15 for 149 yards 
with two sacks. Michigan managed just 69 rushing yards 
on 20 carries through the first two quarters.

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OHIO STATE 56, RUTGERS 17

COLUMBUS, Ohio (Oct. 18, 2014) – If there’s one thing 
Rutgers learned today about life in the Big Ten, it’s the 
need for a short memory. No. 13-ranked Ohio State, a 
team predicted by many as a preseason national cham-
pionship contender before losing quarterback Braxton 
Miller, showed exactly why the early hype was warranted 
in a 56-17 victory over the Scarlet Knights today before 
a crowd of 106,795 at Ohio Stadium. Rutgers, coming off 
the school’s first-ever Big Ten victory (over Michigan), 
has to quickly put the loss in its rearview mirror with 
a game at Nebraska next Saturday. But the recurring 
image of Buckeyes redshirt freshman quarterback J.T. 
Barrett will be a tough one to shake. Barrett, the fill-in 
for the injured Braxton, passed for 261 yards and three 
touchdowns and rushed for 107 and two scores as Ohio 
State improved to 5-1 overall and 2-0 in the Big Ten. It 
was Ohio State’s 18th straight conference victory. Rut-
gers (5-2 overall, 1-2 Big Ten) struggled all game to keep 
Barrett and the Buckeyes’ explosive offensive in check, 
with Ohio State scoring 50 points or more for the fourth 
straight game. Running back Desmon Peoples provided 
one of the few bright spots on offense for the Scarlet 
Knights, matching his career high with 83 rushing yards 
and the first two touchdowns of his career. Peoples’ sec-
ond touchdown run was a 12-yard dash with 14:54 to play.
In addition, wide receiver Leonte Carroo had five catches 
for 100 yards, the junior’s third 100-yard receiving game 
of the season and fifth of his career. It was highlighted 
by a 40-yard catch in which Carroo wrestled the ball away 
from Ohio State cornerback Gareon Conley. But Barrett 
was simply too much, helping the Buckeyes to a 49-7 lead 
late in the third quarter, highlighted by his 33-yard touch-
down scramble early in the third quarter, before Rutgers 
showed a spark of offensive life with 10 points the rest 
of the way. The 6-1, 225-pound Barrett was impressive 
right from the outset, too, with his first-half performance 
and two costly turnovers first-half turnovers proving to 
be Rutgers’ undoing early on in the program’s first-ever 
Big Ten road game. Barrett, in a near-flawless opening 
30 minutes, hurt the Scarlet Knights with both his arm 
and legs as Ohio State raced out to a 35-7 halftime lead.
He connected on his first nine passes, finishing the first 
half 11-of-14 for 147 yards and two touchdowns, and also 
rushed for 50 yards in the half on four carries. As a team, 
Rutgers rushed for just 34 yards in the opening half. Bar-
rett was on point from the first possession, too, leading 
the Buckeyes to touchdowns the first three times they 
had the ball, with drives covering 52, 74 and 67 yards. 
Rutgers’ only answer then, after Ohio State opened a 
quick 14-0 first quarter lead, was a neatly-engineered 
66-yard touchdown drive by quarterback Gary Nova. 
Though Peoples was the workhorse during Rutgers’ 
touchdown drive, rushing for 34 of those 66 yards, Nova 

kept the drive going with a scramble on third and four by 
running for a first down. Peoples eventually finished the 
drive with a one-yard run – his first career touchdown – 
to make it 14-7 after the first quarter. From there, the 
Scarlet Knights simply couldn’t keep pace, and those 
two turnovers proved costly in that regard. With Rutgers 
backed up at its 10 yard line in a 21-7 game, Nova threw 
a swing pass to Janarion Grant, who was immediately 
sandwiched by Ohio State defenders Rashad Frazier and 
Darron Lee, with Lee forcing the ball loose. Cornerback Eli 
Apple scooped up the fumble at the four yard line and ran 
the short distance for a touchdown and a 28-7 Ohio State 
lead. It grew to 35-7 before Rutgers showed a spark of 
offensive life again, moving from its 11 yard line to the 
Ohio State five yard line for a third and two play with 16 
seconds left before halftime. But Nova’s fade to Leonte 
Carroo in the corner of the end zone was intercepted by 
Ohio State cornerback Doran Grant. Nova finished the 
game – in front of the largest crowd ever to watch Rut-
gers play – 17-of-28 for 192 yards. He had that one inter-
ception and no touchdown passes.

LINCOLN, NEB. (Oct 25, 2014)  – Rutgers is the latest 
team able to attest that the substance to Ameer Abdul-
lah’s Heisman Trophy campaign far exceeds the hype.
Nebraska’s star running back, among the leaders for the 
college football’s most prestigious individual award, bol-
stered his candidacy by totaling 341 all-purpose yards 
today as the No. 16-ranked Cornhuskers claimed a 42-24 
victory over Rutgers before a crowd of 91,088 at Memo-
rial Stadium. Nebraska improved to 7-1 overall and 3-1 in 
the Big Ten. The Scarlet Knights fell to 5-3 and 1-3 in con-
ference play. A 5-9 senior, Abdullah rushed for 225 yards 
(his fourth 200-yard rushing game this season) and 
three touchdowns on 19 carries, caught two passes for 
26 yards and had 90 yards on two kickoff returns.Though 
he didn’t score in the third quarter, he was the catalyst 
for two key Nebraska touchdown drives that kept Rut-
gers at bay. His 49-yard run was the jump start to a 72-
yard touchdown drive that gave the Cornhuskers a 28-7 
third-quarter lead, with Rutgers able to answer with Kyle 
Federico’s 41-yard field goal to make it 28-10. His ensuing 
76-yard kickoff return set up quarterback Tommy Arm-
strong’s second touchdown pass of the game to push 
Nebraska’s advantage to 35-10. But Rutgers would have 
another response. Forced to go the entire second half 
with backup quarterback Chris Laviano after Gary Nova 
was injured when he was hit by 300-pound defensive 
tackle Maliek Collins on the next to last play of the first 
half, the Scarlet Knights kept battling. When Armstrong 
mishandled a snap that was recovered by Rutgers’ Quan-
zell Lambert at the Nebraska 21 yard line, Laviano and 
the offense were able to turn that into Desmon Peoples’ 
three-yard touchdown run just before the end of the third 
quarter. That had the Scarlet Knights within 35-17.Abdul-
lah, who entered the game as the nation’s No. 3 rusher, 
negated that with a 23-yard touchdown run with 8:07 to 
play to make it 42-17. Laviano, in his first extensive ac-
tion, provided a spark in the running game, scrambling 
on one play for 46 yards. He wound up as Rutgers’ leading 
rusher with 54 yards on five carries, although true fresh-
man running back Robert Martin flashed promise. In the 
most extensive action of his career, Martin rushed for 
32 yards and his first college touchdown (a four-yard run 
with 5:11 to play). Wide receiver Leonte Carroo provided 
the other major offensive highlights, finishing with with 
five catches for 127 yards and one touchdown, a 71-yard 
score. It marked his fourth 100-yard receiving game this 
season and the sixth of his career. Nova left the game 
having gone 8-of-19 for 156 yards with one touchdown 
pass and one interception. But Abdullah was almost al-
ways the single response Nebraska had to all of Rutgers’ 
offensive highlights, and he asserted himself almost im-
mediately as Nebraska moved out to a 21-7 halftime lead.

Kept quiet in the first quarter, when he was limited to 
19 yards on five carries by the Rutgers defense, Abdullah 
flashed his big-play ability with second quarter scoring 
runs of 53 and 48 yards. He finished the first half with149 
rushing yards on 16 carries. Rutgers’ best answer to him, 
and with the running game unable to generate any con-
sistent yardage, was Nova’s 71-yard touchdown pass to 
Carroo. At the time, that forced a 7-7 tie, with Nebraska 
having scored first on Armstrong’s 16-yard touchdown 
run. Nova, able to sidestep defensive end Randy Grego-
ry, bought time by rolling right before finding Carroo. The 
touchdown was his 15th career receiving score, leaving 
him five shy of the school record. But Nova was done 
for the day after Collins twisted him to the ground after 
pressuring an incompletion just 31 seconds before half-
time. Prior to that the entire second quarter was domi-
nated by Abdullah. He answered the Carroo touchdown 
immediately, racing 53 yards for a touchdown. A series 
later, he boosted the Cornhuskers’ lead to 21-7 on a 48-
yard scoring run. Rutgers had other first-half chances, 
getting an Anthony Cioffi interception in the second 
quarter, but failed to convert. A 50-yard field goal try by 
Kyle Federico late in the second quarter was blocked by 
Randy Gregory, and the early struggles in the running 
game – 29 net yards on 20 carries in the first half – pre-
vented Rutgers’ offense from getting fully untracked ear-
ly on against Nebraska.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. (Nov 1, 2014) – The toughest three-
game stretch of Rutgers’ season - and one of the more 
difficult ones in program history - was everything it 
was cracked up to be. Now the Scarlet Knights get a 
much-needed break to regroup in their quest for that 
elusive sixth victory for bowl eligibility. Unable to muster 
anything offensively, Rutgers was beaten, 37-0, by Wis-
consin today, disappointing a rain-soaked sellout crowd 
of 52,797 at High Point Solutions Stadium - the Scarlet 
Knights’ third straight defeat. It was the school’s first 
time being shut out at home since West Virginia man-
aged the feat on Oct. 12, 2002. Following a three-game 
stretch of playing at Ohio State, at Nebraska and then 
home to the Badgers, Rutgers (5-4 overall, 1-4 Big Ten) 
has a bye week to collect itself before closing out the 
home portion of its season on Nov. 15 when Indiana vis-
its. Running back Melvin Gordon rushed for 128 yards 
and two touchdowns on 19 carries and backfield partner 
Corey Clement added 128 yards and two scores on 19 
carries as the Badgers improved to 6-2 overall and 3-2 
in the Big Ten. Wisconsin left little doubt as to the out-
come with Gordon and Clement each scoring on long sec-
ond-half touchdown runs and placekicker Rafael Gaglia-
none converting a 46-yard field goal, his third of the 
game, in the second half. Those 17 points padded a 20-0 
halftime lead. Gordon’s third-quarter touchdown run, his 
18th of the season, covered 18 yards. Clemet scored his 
second touchdown on a 36-yard run with 12:56 to play.
Rutgers did not top 100 yards of total offense until 2:31 
was left to play against the Big Ten’s top-ranked de-
fense. The Scarlet Knights had just five first downs to 
that point. They finished with 139 yards of offense. Not 
even the presence of senior Gary Nova at quarterback 
(he was a game-time decision after missing the second 
half of last week’s Nebraska’s game) could provide an 
offensive spark. The senior finished 5-of-15 passing for 
46 yards with one interception before being replaced by 
redshirt freshman Chris Laviano. But Laviano struggled 
as well, missing on nine of his first 10 pass attempts. He 
finished 2-of-12 for 17 yards. The defense, for as long as 
it could, did its part in holding Wisconsin to 161 yards 
of total offense in the first half, but a couple of costly 
mistakes then proved to be Rutgers’ undoing early, set-
ting the tone for what would be a lopsided affair. With a 
defensive battle unfolding at the outset, the tenor of the 
first half changed when Wisconsin’s A.J. Jordan blocked 
Tim Gleeson’s punt, putting the Badgers at the Scarlet 
Knights’ 20 yard line late in the first quarter of a score-
less game. Gordon cashed in the mistake with a 13-yard 
touchdown run off a third down and three for a 7-0 Wis-
consin lead. Rutgers continued to get inspired play from 
its defense until midway in the second quarter, when 
Clement ripped off a 43-yard touchdown run for a 14-0 

Badgers advantage with 9:36 left before halftime. Prior 
to that, Wisconsin’s longest play had covered 14 yards. 
Linebacker Marcus Trotter’s interception off Nova and 
18-yard return led to Rafael Gaglianone’s 32-yard field 
goal as the Badgers extended their second quarter lead 
to 17-0 with 3:17 remaining before the half time break. 
Gaglianone, a freshman, then added a 27-yard field goal 
six seconds before halftime.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. (Nov 15, 2014)  – For the rousing 
success that Senior Day turned into, Rutgers can thank 
a couple of true freshmen for jumpstarting it all. Sparked 
by a 47-yard third-quarter touchdown run by Robert Mar-
tin and fortified by a nine-yard score later in the quarter 
from Josh Hicks, Rutgers became bowl eligible for the 
ninth time in the past 10 years with a 45-23 victory over 
Indiana today before a crowd of 47,492 at High Point 
Solutions Stadium. Taking the lead for good at 17-16 on 
Martin’s career-long scoring run, the Scarlet Knights saw 
a game-changing third-quarter spree of 21 unanswered 
points, capped by Hicks’ score. Both are true freshmen.
In between, quarterback Gary Nova tossed a 34-yard 
touchdown pass to Leonte Carroo as Rutgers rallied from 
a 16-10 deficit to take command at 31-16 heading into 
the fourth quarter. The Scarlet Knights improved to 6-4 
overall and 2-4 in Big Ten play with two games remaining, 
both on the road. They needed one of their better offen-
sive showings of the season to overcome Tevin Cole-
man’s 32 carries for 307 rushing yards – the most by a 
Rutgers opponent in Piscataway. Hicks finished with 114 
yards on 20 carries while Martin had 83 rushing yards on 
11 carries and ran for three scores. It marked the first 
100-yard rushing game of Hicks’ career. When Indiana 
(3-7 overall, 0-6 Big Ten) closed within 31-23 on Zander 
Diamont’s 28-yard touchdown pass to Shane Wynn with 
14:36 to play, Nova and Carroo had one more response, 
too. Nova (16-of-27 for 217 yards and two touchdowns 
in his final home game) found Carroo open for a 56-yard 
touchdown pass with 11:50 remaining to make it 38-23.
Carroo finished with five catches for 125 yards and two 
scores, recording his fifth 100-yard receiving game of 
the season and seventh of his career. The high-scor-
ing affair and individual highlights could not have been 
predicted following a lethargic first half – at least until 
the final 6:12 before halftime. One long run by Coleman 
and an unkind crossbar, with both surfacing in the final 
18 seconds before halftime, proved to be the differ-
ence through the opening two quarters as the Hoosiers 
claimed a 13-10 halftime lead. Coleman’s 67-yard touch-
down run with 18 seconds left in the half gave Indiana 
that slim first-half advantage, which held up when the 
crossbar prevented Kyle Federico’s 46-yard field goal 
try from going through as the clock hit :00 for the half.
But the sleepy opening 23:48 of the game, dominated 
by both defenses, was nothing like the action-filled final 
6:12 to end the first half. Locked in a 3-3 game through 
most of the first 23-minutes plus, Rutgers started a wild 
final 6:12 of the first half by finishing a 44-yard drive 
with Martin’s two-yard touchdown run for a 10-3 Scarlet 
Knights lead. That opportunity was set up as a result of 
a fortuitous bounce and a head’s up play by linebacker 
Steve Longa. With Indiana back to receive a Joe Roth 

punt, the ball deflected off the Hoosiers’ Andre Booker, 
with Longa there for the fumble recovery that would be 
converted into Martin’s short scoring run. Then the game 
started to pick up. Coleman, held to 20 yards on his first 
nine carries midway through the second quarter, began 
finding a rhythm, helping Indian to a drive that ended 
with Griffin Oakes’ 36-yard field goal, his second of the 
half. That cut Rutgers’ lead to 10-6. The Scarlet Knights 
appeared to be in control then, too, but a failed third and 
one run from the Indiana 33 yard line, followed by a failed 
fourth down sneak by Nova, gave the Hoosiers the ball 
with just 36 seconds left. Where a kneel down seemed 
possible, a touchdown resulted instead, as Coleman 
bolted around the right side for that 67-yard touchdown 
run and the 13-10 Indiana lead just 18 seconds before 
halftime. That gave him 122 yards on 13 carries in a half 
when it appeared Rutgers had kept him in check. But the 
action wasn’t done. Janarion Grant took the ensuing kick-
off 71 yards to the Indiana 29-yard line with four seconds 
left, where Federico’s field goal try to tie hit the crossbar 
and bounced back into the end zone.

EAST LANSING, MICH. (Nov. 22, 2014) – The challenge 
of facing a top 10 team on the road becomes even more 
daunting when that nationally-ranked team is playing at 
the top of its game - even if it’s only for a half. Rutgers 
found that out the hard way today. No. 10-ranked Michi-
gan State parlayed a near-flawless first half into a 45-3 
victory over the Scarlet Knights before an announced 
crowd of 70,902 at Spartan Stadium, using all of its star 
power early to dismiss Rutgers’ upset hopes. The Spar-
tans (9-2 overall, 6-1 Big Ten) received contributions from 
all of their marquee offensive players in building a 35-0 
halftime lead. That proved to be more than enough of a 
cushion in a second half that saw the teams exchange 
field goals until Nick Hill’s 16-yard touchdown run with 
5:53 to play. Michigan State quarterback Connor Cook, 
who finished with 254 passing yards, had 205 of those 
and both of his touchdown passes in the first half. Run-
ning back Jeremy Langford, who extended his streak of 
100-yard games to eight by rushing for 126 yards, went 
for 92 yards and both of his scores before the halftime 
break. And wide receiver Tony Lippett had four catches 
for 54 yards and a score in the first two quarters. He fin-
ished with five catches for 72 yards. Both teams went 
to their back-up quarterbacks for most of the fourth 
quarter. The only points for Rutgers (6-5 overall, 2-5 Big 
Ten) came off the foot of placekicker Kyle Federico, who 
made a 44-yard field goal at the end of the third quarter. 
The Scarlet Knights finish the regular season next Sat-
urday at Maryland. They will look to get back on track 
offensively after senior quarterback Gary Nova struggled 
to generate consistent drives against a unit ranked No. 
9 nationally in total defense. Nova finished 11-of-26 for 
108 yards and was intercepted twice. True freshman run-
ning back Robert Martin was the bright spot on offense, 
rushing for 62 yards on 15 carries. As much as the star 
power carried the Spartans early, so did their offensive 
efficiency. Michigan State was also 7-of-8 on third down 
conversions in the first half, keeping touchdown drives 
alive every time. Rutgers couldn’t keep pace during the 
opening two quarters because it was just 2-of-8 on 
third down conversions, a season-long struggle for the 
Scarlet Knights. Michigan State had a 14-0 first quarter 
lead on Cook’s 30-yard touchdown pass to Lippett and 
Langford’s 18-yard scoring run. Langford added a 34-
yard second quarter touchdown run, Nick Hill scored on 
a one-yard touchdown run and Cook connected with R.J. 
Shelton for a seven-yard touchdown pass with 28 sec-
onds left before halftime for the 35-0 advantage. Michi-
gan State’s early dominance saw the Spartans total 334 
yards of offense in the first half to Rutgers’ 117, with the 
Scarlet Knights’ best scoring chance then a 46-yard field 
goal try by Federico that was short and wide in the sec-
ond quarter.

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COLLEGE PARK, MD. (Nov. 29, 2014) – Led by a rejuve-
nated Gary Nova, who passed for four touchdowns and 
had three receivers top 100 yards, Rutgers rallied from 
the biggest deficit in school history to stun Maryland, 41-
38, in the regular-season finale before a crowd of 36,673 
at Byrd Stadium. The Scarlet Knights (7-5 overall, 3-5 Big 
Ten) trailed 35-10 with 2:52 left in the second quarter 
before storming back for the victory in the second half, 
getting the game-winning points on Kyle Federico’s 25-
yard field goal with 6:14 to play. The biggest comeback in 
Rutgers history had been at Vanderbilt in 2004, when the 
Scarlet Knights rallied to win after facing a 27-3 deficit.
But for all of the offensive heroics by Nova and Rutgers, 
two late breaks were needed for Kyle Flood’s team to se-
cure its first Big Ten road win. Maryland placekicker Brad 
Craddock missed a potential game-tying field goal from 
54 yards with 3:44 to play and Rutgers holding that 41-
38 lead. He had made all 18 of his attempts this season, 
including a 50-yarder earlier in the game. Rutgers then 
had to survive a lost fumble by freshman running back 
Robert Martin at the Scarlet Knights’ 45 yard line with 
under three minutes to play. But on a fourth and two from 
the Scarlet Knights’ 36 yard line, the Terps eschewed a 
53-yard field goal try, running Brandon Moss instead. 
Moss was stuffed by Rutgers’ defense, led by lineback-
er Kevin Snyder, with 1:01 to play. Nova passed for 347 
yards overall to lead the second-half charge, with Janari-
on Grant, Andre Patton and Leonte Carroo becoming the 
first trio of Rutgers receivers ever to top 100 yards in the 
same game. Grant had career highs of eight catches for 
105 yards, Patton had career highs of eight catches for 
101 yards (and two touchdowns) and Carroo topped the 
1,000-yard mark for the season with six catches for 102 
yards and two scores. Trailing 35-17 at halftime, Rutgers 
was jumpstarted immediately by Janarion Grant’s 71-yard 
kickoff return to start the second half. That led to a one-
yard touchdown run by Martin to make it 35-24. Nova 
then moved Rutgers 70 yards in 10 plays on Rutgers’ next 
possession, finishing the drive with an eight-yard touch-
down throw to Carroo. It was 35-31 then, and all Maryland 
could do - despite having twer o 100-yard rushers and to-
taling 476 yards of offense - was answer with a 50-yard 
field goal by Craddock to make it 38-31. The game-tying 
touchdown came on Nova’s 10-yard touchdown pass to 
Andre Patton on third and eight with 14:55 to play. That 
made it 38-38. Federico’s game-winner came at the end 
of a 10-play, 72-yard drive.Maryland finished the regular 
season 7-5 overall and 4-4 in the Big Ten.

The Scarlet Knights pulled ahead in the first half on a 
touchdown by David Dorn and field goal from Kennan Startzell to take a 10-0 
lead. However, the Sun Devils closed the gap just before the end of the first 
half when Mark Malone found Bob Weathers in the end zone. In the third 
quarter, Arizona State claimed the lead with two Malone touchdown passes 
and in the final quarter added another score with a rushing TD to make the 
score 28-10. Ted Blackwell brought the Scarlet Knights to within 10 points 
with his five-yard rushing touchdown and successful two-point conversion. 
Rutgers had a final chance to take over the game when an offside kick 
came bouncing its way, but an offside flag on the kickoff erased the Scarlet 
Knights good fortune. Arizona State tacked on two touchdowns to secure 
the 34-18 victory.

In the first quarter, Mike Teel hit Brown 
in the end zone on a 14-yard touchdown pass and the pair later connected, this time 
with a 49-yard strike to give Rutgers a 14-0 lead. Jeremy Ito sent a 37-yard field goal 
through the uprights with less than a minute remaining in the first half to take a 17-10 
lead at halftime. In the opening minute of the third quarter, Rutgers extended its lead 
on an interception returned for a touchdown by Quintero Frierson. The Scarlet Knights 
scored the final 23 points of the game as Rice added a 46-yard touchdown run and Ito 
converted a pair of field goals to give RU the 37-10 victory.

Ray Rice had one of the finest individual outings in college football 
history, rushing for a career-high 280 yards and four touchdowns en route to being 
named the International Bowl’s Most Valuable Player, his second-consecutive MVP 
honor in a bowl game. Rice’s 280 yards were the third-most rushing yards in NCAA 
Bowl history. He entered the game with 1,732 yards on the ground and ended his sea-
son with 2,012 yards rushing to become the 13th player in NCAA history to amass 
more than 2,000 yards.

- Fitting that Rutgers would end the 2008 season with a come-
from-behind win. After winning only one of their first six games, Mike Teel and the 
Scarlet Knights erased an 11-point second half deficit to defeat North Carolina State 
29-23 in the PapaJohns.com Bowl. Leading the comeback -- as he did all season -- was 
Teel, who passed for 319 yards and two touchdowns, including a 42-yard scoring toss 
to Kenny Britt to give the Scarlet Knights (8-5) the lead for good in the fourth quarter. 
Teel’s pass to Britt with 8:30 to play proved to be the winning touchdown. Britt, a third-
team All-American, made a juggling catch as he crossed the goal line and finished with 
six catches for 119 yards. Teel, a senior, was the game’s most valuable player. He ended 
his career on a seven-game winning streak after being booed at home when he was 
struggling earlier in the season. NC State (6-7) held a 17-6 halftime edge, led by quar-
terback Russell Wilson who was 11-for-23 for 186 yards and a score. But Wilson left the 
game with a strained knee late in the first half and did not return. The Scarlet Knights 
scored 10 consecutive points in the third quarter on a 31-yard field goal by San San 
Te and an 11-yard pass from Teel to Tiquan Underwood. Rutgers took a 19-17 lead with 
13:31 to play on a 28-yard field by Te after a 10-play 70-yard drive. The Wolfpack came 
right back as reserve quarterback Daniel Evans drove them 64 yards in eight plays and 
hit Anthony Hill with a 16-yard touchdown pass to give NC State a 23-19 lead. But it was 
only two plays later when Teel hit Britt for the go-ahead score.

It was Coleman’s only catch, but it turned out to be 
the play of the game. Jamison, another redshirt freshman giving Rutgers fans hope for 
more bowls to come, finished with 134 yards on 27 carries.

The loss ended 
the Scarlet Knights’ bowl win streak at five, which had previously been the longest 
active streak in the nation. In the 15th meeting between the two squads, Rutgers held 
a 10-0 lead heading into the fourth quarter. The Scarlet Knights scored first on a ball 
that was snapped over Virginia Tech QB Logan Thomas and recovered in the end zone 
by Rutgers LB Khaseem Greene on the opening drive. An RU field goal by Nick Borgese 
late in the opening quarter would be the final points until the last stanza. In the fourth, 
the Hokies were able to tie it up. In the first overtime possession, the Hokies settled 
for a 22-yard field goal to take a 13-10 lead. Rutgers had a possession to answer, but 
after going three-and-out, Borgese missed wide-right on a 42-yard field goal attempt 
to end the game. Rutgers finished the year 9-4 and earned a share of the school’s first 
BIG EAST Championship.

2013 Pinstripe Bowl at Yankee Stadium. The Scarlet Knights end the season 6-7 while 
No. 25 Notre Dame finished the year 9-4. A Pinstripe Bowl record crowd of 47,122 
watched a back-and-forth affair for the majority of the contest, with neither team lead-
ing by more than one possession until late in the fourth quarter. Senior quarterback 
Chas Dodd (Lyman, S.C.) ended the day 9-of-26 for 155 yards with one touchdown and 
three interceptions. Junior wide receiver Brandon Coleman (Accokeek, Md.) led RU in 
receiving with two catches for 65 yards and a touchdown, while junior running back 
Paul James (Glassboro, N.J.) logged 48 yards on 10 attempts. Coleman finished his 
career with 20 touchdown receptions. He moved into a share for the school record in 
touchdown receptions with Tim Brown.
