2023-24. The 19th head coach in the 
history of Rutgers men’s basketball, 
Pikiell has been instrumental in turn-
arounds throughout his playing and 
coaching career that have resulted in 
conference championships and NCAA 
berths.

Hobbs served 10 seasons (2001-11) at 
the helm in the nation’s capital, tak-
ing over a GW program at the bottom 
of Atlantic 10 Conference standings 
and eventually winning two A-10 
titles (2005, 2007) in the midst of four 
straight post-season appearances 
(2004-07). He registered a 166-129 
(.563) overall record, including an im-
pressive 74 percent winning percent-
age from 2003-08.

In 2005-06, he guided the Colonials to 
their most successful year in program 
history, posting a 27-3 record, includ-
ing a perfect 16-0 league mark in the 
Atlantic 10 Conference, and a No. 6 
national ranking. As a result, Hobbs 
earned both Atlantic 10 and NABC 
District 4 Coach of the Year honors, 
while also being named one of four 
finalists for Naismith Coach of the 
Year. GW strung together a 24-game 
home winning streak, the fifth-longest 
in the nation, spanning the 2005-06 
and 2006-07 seasons.

Five of Hobbs’ assistants at George 
Washington advanced to head coach-
ing positions, including Pikiell, who 
served as an assistant coach at GW 
from 2001-05.

A noted relationship-builder, Hobbs 
has coached and recruited numerous 
NBA players during his career, in-
cluding Ray Allen, Richard Hamilton, 
Caron Butler, Emeka Okafor and Pops 
Mensah-Bonsu.

Hobbs was selected as an assistant 
coach for the United States U-19 team 
that included two-time NBA cham-
pion and MVP Steph Curry, and De-
Andre Jordan, at the 2007 FIBA World 
Championship. He helped guide the 
squad to a silver medal in Novi Sad, 
Serbia.

His experience on the international 
stage also includes serving as a court 
coach for the 2005 USA Men’s World

Hobbs spent the past four seasons 
(2012-16) in Storrs, assisting head 
coach Kevin Ollie in the development 
of the seasonal master plan, the prep-
aration of individual game strategies, 
practice sessions, fund raising and 
scheduling. He was also responsible 
for the fundamental development of 
all perimeter players and assisted with 
the organization and development of 
the team’s worldwide recruiting plan. 
Last year, the Huskies won the Ameri-
can Athletic Conference Champion-
ship to earn an NCAA berth. It came 
on the heels of the 2014 national 
championship, in which the Huskies 
defeated Kentucky 60-54 in the title 
game at AT&T Stadium in Arlington.

A former UConn team captain, Hobbs 
also spent eight years as a Connecti-
cut assistant from 1993-2001 under 
Jim Calhoun and helped the Hus-
kies to six NCAA appearances, three 
Big East titles and the 1999 National 
Championship.

Brandin Knight entered his fourth 
season as Assistant Men’s Basketball 
Coach at Rutgers University in 2019-
20 after being appointed to the posi-
tion on April 18, 2016. A New Jersey 
native with a reputation as one of 
college basketball’s rising coaches, 
he has advanced to 10 NCAA Tour-
naments as either a staffer (eight) or 
student-athlete (two), including four 
Sweet Sixteen appearances.

Hobbs entered his fourth season 
as associate head coach at Rutgers 

in 2019-20 under Steve Pikiell. The 
four-member coaching staff of Piki-
ell, Hobbs, Brandin Knight and Steve 
Hayn entered the season with 96 years 
of collegiate leadership experience.

In addition to playing an instrumen-
tal role in recruiting, game planning 
and opponent scouting, Knight is 
key in the development of the Scar-
let Knights’ backcourt and perimeter 
players. Rutgers has welcomed four-
star signees from New Jersey in con-
secutive classes, with Ron Harper, Jr. 
(2018) and Paul Mulcahy (2019) both 
electing to stay home. After arriving 
on campus without a national pros-
pect ranking, guard Geo Baker, the 
2017-18 Metropolitan Rookie of the 
Year, helps lead the charge after earn-
ing honorable mention All-Big Ten 
honors last season.

Despite playing the among the 
toughest conference schedule in the 
Big Ten according to Ken Pom analy-
sis the past three seasons, Rutgers has 
made significant strides with Knight 
on staff.

RU was recognized as the nation’s 
Most Improved Team in 2018-19 by 
Sports Illustrated. The Scarlet Knights 
improved 70 positions in the KenPom.
com rankings, best among all Power 
conference programs. Rutgers earned 
seven league victories, its most in 
conference play in 13 years, while 
competing with a roster ranked 330th 
in experience. 

The Scarlet Knights ranked among 
the top three in the Big Ten in eight 
statistical categories in 2017-18 and 
won two conference tournament 
games for the first time since 1998. In 
2016-17, Rutgers more than doubled 
its overall win total, while tripling their 
conference victory total, en route to a 
plus-117 rank improvement in RPI. 

Knight arrived “On the Banks” after 
an accomplished tenure at the Uni-
versity of Pittsburgh. Prior to being 
named assistant coach by Jamie Dix-
on in 2008, Knight served the 2007-08 
and 2006-07 seasons as Director of 
Men’s Basketball Operations and Pro-
gram Assistant/Video Coordinator, 
respectively. The Panthers compiled a 
252-101 (.714) record and reached the 

postseason all 10 seasons with Knight 
on staff. Pitt won the 2008 Big East 
Championship, earned two NCAA 
Tournament No. 1 seeds (2009 & 
2011) and captured the 2011 Big East 
regular season title.

Knight was instrumental in the devel-
opment of All-America selection Sam 
Young, along with all-league guards 
Levance Fields, Ashton Gibbs and 
Tray Woodall.

A point guard from 1999-2003, 
Knight’s leadership was instrumental 
in Pitt’s basketball renaissance. He 
helped lead the Panthers to con-
secutive Big East regular season titles 
(2001-02 and 2002-03), two NCAA 
Sweet Sixteen appearances (2002 
and 2003), the program’s first Big East 
Tournament title (2003), three con-
secutive appearances in the Big East 
Tournament final (2001, 2002, and 
2003) and an 89-40 (.690) four-year 
record.

A 2003 Wooden All-American, 2002 
Associated Press All-American and 
two-time All-Big East honoree, Knight 
concluded his career with 1,440 
points, 785 assists, 492 rebounds and 
298 steals. He earned the Big East’s 
co-Most Valuable Player and Most 
Improved Player awards in 2001-02. 
Knight still holds school records for 
career assists (785), career assist aver-
age (6.2), career steals (298), career 
3-point field goal attempts (261), sea-
son minutes played (1,284 in 2001-02) 
and consecutive games played with at 
least one assist (91 from 2000-03).

Knight’s No. 20 jersey was retired by 
the Panthers on March 4, 2009.

Following his collegiate career, Knight 
played two seasons with the NBDL’s 
Asheville Altitude. He helped lead 
the Altitude to back-to-back league 
titles in both 2003-04 and 2004-05. In 
2005, he signed a contract with the 
Houston Rockets, but suffered a knee 
injury. Knight spent the following two 
years in Pittsburgh rehabbing the 
injury. During that span, he became 
involved with coaching. He directed 
several AAU teams, including a squad 
that captured the Under-16 Pittsburgh 
Jamfest title in 2006.

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he also helped to recruit and coach 
2002 NEC Player of the Year Corsley 
Edwards, who was a second round 
NBA Draft choice of the Sacramento 
Kings.

At Rutgers University, the men’s 
basketball staff places as much 
emphasis on each player’s academic 
success as it does on his athletic 
achievement. The staff takes an 
active role in players’ academic 
progress. Each coach keeps a daily 
account of their assigned players’ 
class and tutor schedule, when 
assignments are due and when 
tests are approaching, thus offering 
continued focus and support.

As part of the staff’s commitment 
to academics, the Scarlet Knights 
have a full-time academic advisor 
who oversees all areas of the team’s 
academic life. Assistant Director of 
Academic Services for Student-Ath-
letes Randi Larson works closely with 
the student-athletes, coaches and 
instructors to facilitate and enhance 
academic progress.

Larson’s role with the basketball 
team includes help with scheduling, 
study skills and time manage-
ment plus providing tutors and 
services necessary for top academic 
performance. Through effective 
and constant communication 
with student-athletes, coaches, 
instructors, college deans and other 
university administrators, Larson is 
able to anticipate the needs of the 
student-athletes and provide sup-
port and structure for the fulfillment 
of each player’s academic goals.

In order to meet the needs of the 
Scarlet Knights during the season, 
Larson travels to away games, 
facilitating study hall while on the 
road. She also works closely with 
the Leadership Development and 
Strategic Partnerships program, 
which strives to provide growth in 
four areas: personal enhancement, 
community engagement, Student-
Athlete Advisory Committee and 
career development. 

The men’s basketball program 
entered the Fall 2019 semester with 
a 3.062 cumulative grade point 
average.

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20 - JAMES BAILEY
James Bailey broke into the Scarlet Knight lineup in the fifth 
game of his freshman season and remained entrenched in the 
lineup for 121 games and in the minds of admiring Rutgers 
fans, who came out en masse February 8, 1993 to honor him 
on the night his jersey number 20 was retired. He joined Bob 
Lloyd and Phil Sellers as the only players to have their jerseys 
taken out of service.

At the end of his freshman season in 1976, Bailey and his team-
mates had put together an undefeated regular season, had 
won 31 consecutive games, and had earned a trip to the Final 
Four. By the end of his four-year Rutgers career, he had helped 
amass a 95-28 record, which included a 50-3 mark at home. 

During his fabulous career, Bailey had not only picked up sev-
eral appropriate nicknames, but had also put his name in the 
third spot among the all-time scorers, and in second place in 
rebounds, steals and blocked shots.

Known as “King James,” “JB,” and “Jammin’ James,” and 
given less-endearing titles by non-plussed opponents and 
coaches, he earned All-America honors in 1978 and 1979. He 
was also a member of both the U. S. World University Game 
championship squad and the World International Tournament 
titlist team in 1978. In nine NBA seasons, which included stops 
in Seattle, New Jersey, Houston, New York and Phoenix, he 
scored nearly 5,000 points and 3,000 rebounds. He also played 
parts of three seasons in Italy before his knees sent him the sad 
message to cease and desist.

“Jammin’ James” was drafted in the first round by the Seattle 
Supersonics in 1979, the sixth player selected.

At Rutgers, Bailey averaged 16.8 points and 8.7 rebounds a 
game for 2,034-point and 1,074-rebound totals, which stand 
third and second, respectively, on the all-time lists. His career 
field goal percentage of .545 is fourth-best all-time and he also 
holds the record for field goals in a season (312 in 1978). The 
6-9 Bailey had an amazing 178 steals (only Eddie Jordan had 
more), blocked 304 shots and scored 849 field goals.

Bailey surely has to be credited with helping make the dunk off 
the lob one of college basketball most exciting plays. Rutgers 

statisticians were pressured into keeping dunks in 1977-78 and 
his final total was 116, far more than most teams in the country 
were able to throw down. That junior season was, perhaps, his 
greatest.

“King James” literally exploded onto the national scene that 
season. He scored 730 points for a 23.5 average and led the 
Scarlet Knights in field goal percentage (.585), rebounds (290), 
steals (56), blocked shots (72) and dunks. Honors abounded. 
He received the Widmer Trophy as the best player in the East. 
He was the Eastern Eight’s most outstanding player. The NBA 
coaches put him on their All-American First Team and United 
Press International made him a Second Team All-American. 
Many felt he was bypassed for the prestigious Haggerty Trophy 
as the metropolitan area’s top performer because he was only 
a junior.

Among his outstanding games that season were the Penn State 
game, when he scored 37 points and pulled down 11 rebounds; 
the Manhattan game in which he scored 39 points and had 15 
rebounds; and, the William & Mary game, with 43 points and 
13 rebounds, four blocked shots and at least a dozen “intimi-
dations.”

A local sportswriter described Bailey’s performance in that Wil-
liam & Mary game as “like sticking a slot machine in front of 
an addicted gambler. And all the numbers came up right for 
Bailey, who slammed and jammed and alley-ooped at will.”

Bailey, who keeps his competitive juices flowing by drag racing 
at sites such as nearby Englishtown, was the recipient of the 
Donald Leslie Coursen Trophy as the top male athlete in the 
senior class in 1980.

The night in his honor stands high on his list of favorites. Twelve 
of his former Scarlet Knight teammates joined in the welcome 
and the overwhelming applause  provided the proper exclama-
tion point to his exemplary career.

“The timing of it is just so perfect,” he said. “It’s tough for an 
athlete to let go, but having a night like tonight means - the 
heck with it. Now I feel that I can let go because the people 
who cared about me then still care about me enough to do 
this for me.”

That night was further punctuated by the return of the 1966-
67 Scarlet Knight team, the first Rutgers basketball squad to 
play in a postseason tournament. Lloyd, who captained that 
celebrated team, was present, and, among those who were on 
hand to honor Bailey, was Sellers. Those three, whose numbers 
14, 12 and 20 will not be worn again, combined for 6,478 points, 
while Bailey and Sellers collected a combined 2,162 rebounds.
	
Overheard that night was a compelling question.

“How would you like to coach a team with those three guys 
in their prime?”

The answer was a resounding “Yesss!”

RETIRED JERSEYS
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14 - BOB LLOYD
Bob Lloyd was the original.

Scan the Scarlet record book and players in the late seven-
ties and early eighties dominate the lists.  One name, how-
ever, dating to the sixties, holds prominence in a number 
of categories.

Check career scoring and free throw percentage, season 
points and scoring average, and single game scoring and 
free throws. The name dotting the record pages is Lloyd.

The first Scarlet Knight basketball All-America, Lloyd be-
came the first Rutgers athlete to have his jersey retired, on 
February 2, 1987, an afternoon, ironically, when his 22-year 
old single game scoring mark of 51 points was equaled by 
Eric Riggins.

Lloyd tossed in 51 points at the beginning of his junior sea-
son against Delaware on a night he hit 19 of 22 free throws. 
The 19 free throw conversions remain at the top of the re-
cord list, tied only when he canned 19 of 19 against NYU 
in his senior year.

For his three-year career, Lloyd scored 2,045 points, a mark 
which he held until Phil Sellers scored 2,399 between 1972-
73 and 1975-76. His scoring average for his 77 games was 
26.6, still the top figure in the Rutgers books. In fact, his 
consecutive 25.0, 26.5 and 27.9 averages for his career all 
rank in the top four of the single season scoring averages. 
As a sophomore, Lloyd scored 601 points, added 635 a year 
later and closed out his career with 809, which ranks second 
in school history.

Lloyd hit 60-consecutive free throws during his career and 
missed just 62 in his 605 attempts for a record .898 per-
centage.

Lloyd, who teamed with roommate Jim Valvano to form a 
backcourt which contributed a combined career total of 
3,167 points, led the Scarlet to a third place finish in the 
1967 National Invitation Tournament, Rutgers’ first NIT ap-
pearance. An all-tourney choice, he would later receive first 
team All-America honors from UPI, N.E.A. and Look Maga-
zine with second team recognition by the Associated Press. 

The 22-7 record under Bill Foster was the highest win total 
and held until the 1974-75 Scarlet squad posted the same 
mark in 1974-75 for Tom Young.

Lloyd remains in close touch with his older brother Dick, 
a former Scarlet Knight coach and now the analyst on the 
team’s radio broadcasts. In fact, on the day of his jersey’s re-
tirement, he left before the end of the Rutgers/Penn State 
game to watch his nephew, Rick, play at Rutgers Prep.

While crediting his brother, his coach and his teammates for 
his incredible success at Rutgers, Lloyd remembers that he 
shot about 200 jump shots a day.

“There’s a saying in our family,” he said.  “Shooters drive 
Mercedes and playmakers drive Fords and I hope that sinks 
in with Rick.”

He also recalled the days with Valvano in the Rutgers back-
court.

“Jimmy was a great player.  To score over 1,000 points 
in just three years when I was scoring 2,000, and playing 
great defense - which I didn’t play - he had to be great. You 
couldn’t get the guy to shut up, whether you were on the 
court or in the dorms.  I used to say back then that the guy’s 
going to be another John Wooden. It was like living with 
Henny Youngman.”

Lloyd says that his business sense is derived from his days 
at Rutgers.

“I want my people to know how to win, how to lose, how 
to compete and how to benefit from all those experiences. 
Those are the biggest things I got from my experience at 
Rutgers.”

Also with the same grace with which he accepted the award 
that went with his jersey’s retirement.

“When you think of the other guys who played here - Alex 
Knoll, Jeff Torborg, Phil Sellers - and what great athletes 
they were, the decision to make mine the very first number 
to be retired is really a big honor for me. I told my family 
that having this done when I was 21 would have been nice, 
but 20 years later, it’s especially nice.”

It is especially nice also to have number 14 now in its proper 
place.

These testaments were generated when Phil Sellers be-
came the second men’s basketball player to have his jersey 
retired at Rutgers. They came from his coaches and team-
mates and attest to his unsurpassed talent and his uncom-
promising toughness.

Add another dimension of the man forwarded by another 
of his coaches, Joe Boylan. 

“He was always great with kids and would always spend 
time with them.”  
That fills the portrait and brings the picture into clear focus.

We’re talking about an Atlas of an athlete, one who could 
do it all - drive the lane or baseline, hit the jumper, grab a 
rebound and break out of the pack, see the court and make 
impossible passes to his teammates.  A player who, when 
the chips were down, demanded and got the ball, driving 
hard to the basket and getting two or a shot at the free 
throw line. Challenging the opponent’s toughest player to 
a game of one-on-one. Taking on an official who sometimes 
didn’t see things his way. Begging his roommate (Eddie 
Jordan), asleep after a game, to pass the ball.

Phil Sellers could walk into Madison Square Garden and 
attract hordes of admiring fans, could silence hostile road 
court crowds with his style. His scowl was often a ploy and 
gave way to a smile if it worked to his advantage. But, now 
to some numbers.

A two-time All-American, Phil the Thrill scored 506 points 
as a freshman, 602 in his second season, 657 as a junior and 
634 in his final year when he led his team to 31-consecutive 
victories and into the 1976 Final Four.  He pulled down, in 
inimitable fashion, 264, 242, 272 and finally, 337 rebounds 
over the four remarkable seasons on the Banks. Add the 
season points and boards and you have the school records 
of 2,399 points and 1,111 rebounds.

Scoring points and grabbing rebounds was hardly all he 
did. His 293 assists, including 106 helpers his senior year, 
ranks him 13th place on the all-time list. He had 62 steals in 
1975-76 and blocked 19 shots. His career totals of 557 free 
throw conversions and 757 free throw attempts are records 
and he was once credited with taking seven charges in a 
game. He could literally take over a game, and, as Conlin 
has said, it “was a thing of beauty”.

“Sellers turned the Garden into his own playground,” wrote 
Joe Valerio of the Scarlet Knights’ victory over St. John’s, 
the 28th-consecutive win in 1975-76.

“He went one-on-one, or one-on-five, depending on your 
allegiance. First, he connected on an alley-oop drive, fired 
from the hip and banked high off the glass...the next time 
downcourt, he gave his defender four head fakes before he 
hit from the foul line. And the very next time Rutgers had 
the ball he connected on another drive, 64-59, RU.”

On the March 1, 1976, St. Bonaventure led the Scarlet, 75-
69 with 6:15 to play in the season finale in the College Ave-
nue Gymnasium. Sellers, Mike Dabney and Hollis Copeland 
scored lay-ups to bring Rutgers within a point and Sellers 
then scored on another lay-up to give the Scarlet Knights 
a one-point lead with 2:21 to go. His jumper preserved the 
lead and Rutgers went on to complete the perfect season 
with an 85-80 victory. At the time, only 18 other teams had 
pulled off perfect regular seasons.

Playing at 6-5, 200, Sellers averaged 19.5, 23.2, 22.7 and 
19.2 points in his four years. He also averaged, in order, 
10.2, 9.3, 9.4 and 10.2 rebounds between 1972-73 and 
1975-76.

Phil became the first Rutgers basketball player to receive 
First Team All-America honors from the Associated Press 
in 1976 (with Scott May, Kent Benson, Adrian Dantley and 
John Lucas).  Drafted by Detroit in the third round, he 
played one year for the Pistons and then played in the 
Netherlands for one season after which he was a part-time 
assistant at Rutgers for four years.

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1919-1920 NATIONAL AAU FINALIST TEAM

The first Rutgers basketball team to play in a postseason 
tournament, the team finished with an 11-4 record, playing 
a schedule against opponents that won nearly 70 percent 
of their games. The regular season was highlighted by a 
home win over Princeton, the program’s first win over the 
Tigers, and the second win by a Rutgers athletics team 
over Princeton since the inaugural college football game 
in 1869. The team was invited to participate in the National 
Amateur Athletic Union basketball tournament in Atlanta, 
Georgia, the lone national postseason tournament at the 
time. The event was a 16-team tournament held over four 
consecutive days, which Rutgers would play with just five 
players and without a coach. The Scarlet Knights defeated 
the University of Georgia, the University of Utah and the 
Young Men’s Organization of Detroit to advance to the 
championship game, where the squad fell to NYU to finish 
as the tournament runner-up.The five-man lineup included 
leading scorer Leland Taliaferro, team captain senior Cal-
vin Meury, sophomore Walter French, junior Art Hall and 
Edward Benzoni. A freshman on the 1920 team, Benzoni 
finished his career with 693 points, which stood as a Rutgers 
record for 26 years.

THE 1975-76 NCAA FINAL FOUR TEAM

The story of the 1975-76 team has been told and re-told 
for over 30 years. The number of people who claim to have 
been in the 2,800-seat College Avenue Gym on March 1, 
1976, the night RU sealed the perfect season with an 85-80 
win over St. Bonaventure, is in the hundreds of thousands. 
As was the case so many times before, paint chips fell from 
the ceiling that night, caused by the tremendous, vibrat-
ing noise and the heat generated in the building.  The 
names on that team still resonate within the minds of all 
Rutgers fans; Sellers, Dabney, Copeland, Jordan, Bailey, 
Anderson and on and on. That team pressed and ran op-
ponents right out of the gym on a nightly basis. In an era 
without the three-point shot, the team broke the 90-point 
barrier 25 times, the century mark on 11 occasions. The 
constant defensive pressure applied would often dictate 
an opponent mistake and an ensuing long pass and, ulti-
mately, an open layup. Sellers to Dabney to Jordan  - A blur 
of uniforms streaking to the hoop. That team won its first 
31 games, made an appearance in the NCAA Final Four 
in Philadelphia, featured a National Coach of the Year and 
included five of the six leading scorers in Rutgers history. It 
was a magical time, a magical season.  The achievements 
of that team have been well-told. They will be told again 
and again. 

AL ADLER
Al Adler, a 1931 Rutgers graduate, 
played for the Scarlet Knights from 
1928-1931.  He was the second-lead-
ing scorer on the 1928-29 team, which 
compiled a 10-5 record.  Known as an 
aggressive defensive player, the Bay-
onne, N.J. native was one of the top 
players for Rutgers in the 1920’s.  In 

fact, the current Rutgers defensive player of the year award 
is named after Adler. Adler was a member of the 1928-29 
team, which was the first Rutgers team to defeat CCNY, a 
team that was coached by the legendary Nat Holman. Fol-
lowing his playing career, Adler became a prominent fix-
ture in the Rutgers athletic scene.  He served on the Board 
of Trustees for 20 years, was a member of the President’s 
Council, was president of the Rutgers Alumni Association 
and served as the treasurer of the class of 1931.

ABDEL ANDERSON
Abdel Anderson enjoyed a brilliant 
Rutgers career from 1975-79.  In his 
four seasons, Anderson played on 
teams which made two NCAA and 
two NIT appearances.  Those teams 
were a combined 95-28, the best four-
season mark in school history. He was 
an unsung contributor as a freshman 

to the Scarlet Knights’ magical 1975-76 season.  Coming 
off the bench as the sixth man, the lithe 6-7 Anderson aver-
aged 9.4 points per game during that 31-2 season when 
the Scarlet Knights won their first 31 games and finished 
the season ranked fourth in the nation.  Anderson, em-
ploying a distinctive and unorthodox jump shot, was the 
consummate team player.  As a sophomore, he tallied 15.2 
points per game when the Knights went 18-10 and made 
the NIT.  His junior year, the Belleville, N.J. native averaged 
12.3 points an outing in helping to lead the Scarlet Knights 
to a 24-7 record and to a third-place finish in the NIT.  He 
capped his career by averaging 11.8 as a senior, second 
on the team to All-American James Bailey, as the Knights 
compiled a 22-9 record and a berth in the NCAA Tourna-
ment. Anderson’s 1,459 career points ranks him 13th on the 
all-time Rutgers University scoring list. 

GENE ARMSTEAD
Eugene Armstead was an imposing 
and productive force on both ends of 
the floor throughout his Rutgers ca-
reer. The first high school All-Ameri-
can to play basketball at Rutgers, the 
6-9 Armstead was, at the time, the 
tallest player in Scarlet Knight his-
tory. At the conclusion of his career, 
Armstead, was ranked first in RU his-

tory in blocked shots, second in rebounding and 10th in 
points. His .555 career field goal percentage was a Rutgers 
record that stood for 29 years. Nicknamed “the dominator” 
because of his ability to intimidate the opposition around 
the basket, Armstead poured in 1,046 points in a three-year 
career as freshmen were not eligible to play varsity in his 
era. The Media, Pa. native helped lead Rutgers to three 
winning seasons, an overall record of 45-29 and an appear-
ance in the 1973 NIT. Armstead was the second-leading 
scorer on the 1970-71 team with a 16.1 average and pulled 
down a team-leading 11.8 boards in helping RU achieve a 
16-7 record. He averaged 13.4 points and 11.8 rebounds 
in helping to lead the 1971-72 team to a 14-11 mark as a 
junior. He then averaged 13.7 and 9.4 rebounds per game 
his senior year for the 1972-1973 team which finished with 
a 15-11 record. 

JAMES BAILEY
James Bailey is number three on 
the Rutgers all-time scoring list (2, 
034), and just behind Phil Sellers in 
rebounding (1,047).  The 6-9 Bai-
ley was the freshman center on the 
1975-76 Final Four team and went 
on to capture All-America honors 
from UPI and The Sporting News in 
1978.  Bailey, whose number 20 was 

retired in 1992, played nine NBA seasons with the Seattle 
Supersonics, New Jersey Nets, Houston Rockets, New York 
Knicks and Phoenix Suns.  Known as “Jammin’ James,” he 
was the recipient of the prestigious Coursen Award and the 
Widmer Trophy.

RUTGERS HALL OF FAME
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JOHN BATTLE
John Battle enjoyed a brilliant Rut-
gers career from 1981-1985 before 
going on to a long and produc-
tive career in the NBA. Battle, a 6-2 
guard from Washington D.C. came to 
Rutgers as a lightly-recruited player 
who was the sixth man on his high 
school team as a senior. He played 

sparingly in his freshman year and then saw his role begin 
to expand late in his sophomore season, as he provided 
a spark which helped the 1982-83 Scarlet Knights gain a 
berth in the NCAA Tournament. That Rutgers team, which 
featured 1995 RU Hall of Fame inductee Roy Hinson, de-
feated Southwestern Louisiana in the first round of the 
NCAA Tournament. Beginning in his junior year, 1983-84, 
Battle exploded, averaging 21 points per game in both 
his junior and senior seasons. A tremendous leaper and 
dangerous three-point threat, Battle scored 608 points in 
his senior year, 1984-85, and finished his career with 1,385 
points. That point total places him 16th all-time at Rutgers 
(it was 10th when he graduated ). Battle was a fourth-round 
draft pick of the Atlanta Hawks in 1985. He played with the 
Hawks from 1985-1991 and played for the Cleveland Cava-
liers from 1991-96. In the NBA, Battle scored more than 
5,000 points and dished off more than 1,200 assists.

HOLLIS COPELAND
Hollis Copeland was a standout on 
the great Rutgers teams of the mid-
1970’s.  This uncommonly graceful 
6-6 forward is the fifth-leading scorer 
in Rutgers history with 1,769 points. 
His 850 rebounds is sixth-best on the 
all-time Rutgers charts. Possessor of 
a lithe physique which featured ex-

tremely broad shoulders, this high-jumping  native of Ew-
ing Township enjoyed his best statistical season as a junior, 
when he averaged 16.1 points per game, to go with 8.1 
rebounds per outing. His career average was 14.6 points 
per game and 7.0 rebounds an outing. As a sophomore, 
he played a significant role and was an integral member of 
the 1975-76 Final Four team. His teams qualified for post-
season play in all four of his years “On the Banks,” with a 
pair of NCAA and NIT appearances. An honorable mention 
All-American in 1977, Copeland was a third-round pick of 
the NBA’s Denver Nuggets. His 93-game NBA career also 
included a stint with the New York Knicks.

MIKE DABNEY
Mike Dabney, who played at Rutgers 
from 1972-76,  was a silky, smooth 
guard who starred for the great Rut-
gers teams of the mid 1970’s.  The 
East Orange native was the second-
leading scorer on the Scarlet Knights’ 
Final Four team in 1975-1976.  That 
season, Dabney averaged 19. 1 points 
per game and was named honorable 

mention All-American.  Teaming with backcourt mate Ed-
die Jordan, Dabney led the team in steals with 110.  He was 
known for his grace and quickness on the court. The image 
most Rutgers fans have of Dabney probably centers around 
his many fast break layups, many of which came off steals.   
The 1976 Rutgers graduate is the fourth-leading scorer in 
school history with 1,902 points.  He was a third-round draft 
choice of the Los Angeles Lakers. 

QUINCY DOUBY
Quincy Douby scored 1,690 points, 
the sixth-highest total in Rutgers histo-
ry, in three seasons. The Brooklyn na-
tive averaged 25.4 points per-game as 
a junior in 2005-06, setting the school 
record for points in a season (839), to 
lead the league in scoring en route to 
becoming RU’s only First Team All-Big 
East selection. He made a school-
record nine three-pointers to score a 

Carrier Dome opponent record 41 points at Syracuse on 
February 1, 2006. The Haggerty Award winner as the Met-
ropolitan Player of the Year and an All-American in 2005-
06, Douby is among the Rutgers career leaders in every 
offensive category. The sleek shooting guard burst upon 
the scene as a freshman in 2003-04, scoring 35 points in 
an NIT semifinals victory, while earning Big East All-Rookie 
and Met Rookie of the Year accolades. Douby was selected 
with the 19th pick in the first round of the 2006 NBA Draft 
by Sacramento, becoming the first Rutgers player drafted 
in the first round since Roy Hinson in 1983. 

BILL FOSTER
Bill Foster ushered in the first truly 
successful era in Rutgers basketball 
history.  His eight teams posted a 120-
75 record, following a 22-7 mark in 
1966-67 with a 21-4 mark in 1968-69.  
That 1966-67 team earned a third-
place finish in the NIT, becoming the 
first Rutgers basketball team to reach 
post-season play.  Eight of his players 

are currently in the top 50 in all-time scoring, including Bob 
Lloyd, Rutgers’ first All-American, first 2,000-point scorer, 
and the late Jim Valvano. Both were members of the in-
augural Hall of Fame class. In 1971-72, Foster became the 
head coach at Utah and then went on to Duke where he 
led the Blue Devils to the 1978 NCAA Championship game. 
Foster also had head coaching stints at South Carolina and 
Northwestern and has served as the associate commis-
sioner of the Southwest Conference. His commitment and 
dedication epitomizes the true meaning of college basket-
ball and he was honored by his colleagues as president of 
the National Association of College Basketball Coaches in 
1976-77.  Foster also served as the first vice president of the 
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.   

LARRY GORDON
Larry Gordon scored 1,213 points 
in a three-year period, which places 
him 21st on the all-time list.  When he 
graduated from Rutgers, Gordon was 
second on the all-time list.  Gordon’s 
19.0 ppg. scoring average is still the 
fifth highest all-time, his 321 convert-
ed free throws are ninth all-time and 

his 534 free throw attempts is sixth best all-time.  A veteran 
of the U.S. Army, Gordon became a top executive in the 
international petroleum research area at Shell Oil Com-
pany, where he was employed from 1956-1991.  A native 
of Elizabeth, N.J., he was an All-State selection at Thomas 
Jefferson (now Elizabeth) High School before becoming a 
Scarlet Knight.

BOB GREACEN
Bob Greacen was a dominant player 
during a career which saw the Scarlet 
Knights soar to previously unprec-
edented heights.  The 6-7 native of 
Merchantville played a prominent 
role on the 1967 team, which earned a 
third-place finish in the NIT.  An excel-
lent leaper, Greacen is 25th all-time in 

scoring with 1,154 career points.  He averaged 21.3 points 
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per game on the 1968-69 team, the 10th-best single sea-
son average in school history. That 1968-69 team went 21-4 
and beat NYU in the first round of the NIT. Greacen was a 
second-round draft choice of the Milwaukee Bucks and was 
a member of the 1970-71 Bucks’ NBA Championship team.

“BUCKY” HATCHETT
William F. “Bucky” Hatchett was Rut-
gers’ first 1,000 point scorer.  Hatchett 
is still ranked 19th on the all-time list 
with 1,245 points.  His scoring record 
stood until 1965-66.  He averaged 
12.6 ppg. in his freshman year, 18.3 
ppg. as a sophomore, 17.2 ppg. as a 
junior, and averaged 14.4 in his senior 
year.  A 1991 inductee into the Rut-

gers Football Hall of Fame, Hatchett won 10 letters in three 
sports (football, basketball, track).  After graduating from 
Rutgers, Hatchett became a legend in the Eastern Profes-
sional Basketball League.  During his pro career, he served 
as an executive with RCA.

FRANK HILL
The late Frank Hill (head coach, 1915-
43), recorded a 223-165 record.  Dur-
ing much of this same period, he also 
coached at Seton Hall and St. Bene-
dict’s Prep, where he was 191-80 (18 
seasons) and 209-28 (16 seasons), 
respectively.  He also enjoyed a long 
and successful career as an official 
and worked 16 Final Fours.  His Rut-

gers squads posted 19 winning seasons and his 1919-20 
squad was a finalist in the National AAU Tournament.  He is 
the grandfather of five Rutgers graduates.

ROY HINSON
Roy Hinson was a dominating defen-
sive force throughout his Rutgers ca-
reer, which spanned from 1979-1983.  
The 6-9 Hinson, who graduated from 
nearby Franklin High School, came to 
Rutgers as a raw, thin athlete and left 
as a first-round NBA draft choice. 
Hinson is the Scarlet Knights’ second 
all-time leading shot-blocker with 

356.  The 1983 Rutgers graduate added a little bit to his 
game each season at Rutgers, improving his scoring aver-
ages from 9.7 as a freshman to 16.6 as a senior.  His 1,521 
career points are 11th on the all-time list and he is the fifth-
leading rebounder in school history with 860.  Hinson was 
a first-round draft choice of the Cleveland Cavaliers.  He 
averaged 14.2 points per game in an NBA career, which 
included stints with the 76ers and Nets.  His NBA career 
ended after the 1991 season due to a knee injury.

EDDIE JORDAN
Eddie Jordan was the point guard and 
catalyst of the great Rutgers teams of 
the mid-1970’s.  “Fast Eddie” was the 
on-court general for the 1975-76 Scar-
let Knights, who fashioned a perfect 
26-0 regular season mark, reached 
the Final Four, and wound up with a 
record of 31-2. Jordan’s name remains 
prominent in the RU record books. He 

is the all-time assist leader with 585 and steals leader with 
220. Jordan is also the eighth-all-time leading scorer with 
1,632 points.  Drafted by the Cleveland Cavaliers in the 
second round of the 1977 NBA draft, Jordan was later a 
member of the 1982 Los Angeles Lakers’ NBA Champion-
ship team. In a career which also included stints with the 
New Jersey Nets and Portland Trailblazers, Jordan played 
in 420 NBA games, scored 3,414 career points and had a 

per-game average of 8.1. Jordan served five seasons as 
an assistant coach at Rutgers before later serving as head 
coach of the NBA’s Sacramento Kings, Washington Wiz-
ards and Philadelphia 76ers. He served as Rutgers Head 
Coach from 2013-16.

AUSTIN “BUS” LEPINE
Austin “Bus” Lepine played in a 
highly successful era of Rutgers bas-
ketball. A 1937 graduate, Lepine was 
a catalyst and floor leader on the 
great 1936-37 team, which, to that 
point in history, was the most success-
ful and decorated Rutgers team ever. 
An All-State selection at New Bruns-
wick High School, Lepine averaged 

a team-best 11.8 points per game for the 13-2 Rutgers 
team of 1936-37. Lepine was also the leading scorer on 
the team as a junior, and second-leading as a sophomore. 
Lepine played for coach Frank Hill, a member of the in-
augural Rutgers Basketball Hall of Fame Class of 1993. 
Rutgers raced out to an 8-0 start in 1936-37 before drop-
ping a pair of late season game one of which was a 39-38 
decision to national power NYU.

BOB LLOYD
Bob Lloyd was the first Rutgers All-
American in 1967 (UPI first-team and 
AP second-team) and was the first 
Scarlet Knight to score over 2,000 
points, this in an era when varsity ath-
letes were limited to three seasons.  
Averaging an astounding 26.5 points 
a game for his career, he amassed 
2,045 career points and led the nation 

in free throw percentage (.921) in 1966-67.  He and fellow 
Hall of Fame inductee Jim Valvano led the 1966-67 Scarlet 
Knights to a third-place finish in the NIT.  His number 14 
was the first to be retired, in 1987, in Rutgers basketball 
history.

DICK LLOYD
Dick Lloyd served the university in 
many capacities for 50 years, includ-
ing the 23 seasons (1992-2015) in 
the booth as men’s basketball radio 
analyst. Lloyd arrived as an assis-
tant coach in 1965 under Bill Foster, 
worked as head coach from 1971-73, 
and served with the Rutgers University 

Foundation and Alumni Relations for many years. Lloyd 
directed the freshmen and was the assistant varsity coach 
under Foster from 1965-71, before serving as head coach 
for two seasons. With his brother Bobby and Jim Valvano 
manning the backcourt, he helped the Scarlet Knights to 
a 22-7 record and a third place finish in the NIT in 1966-67. 
As head coach, he compiled a 29-22 mark with Dick Vitale 
and John McFadden as assistant coaches and recruited 
the freshmen class that would eventually lead the Scarlet 
Knights to the 1976 Final Four. 

GEORGE MACKARONIS
George Mackaronis was a fixture on 
the Rutgers men’s basketball scene 
for more than 50 years.  An All-State 
player at New Brunswick High School, 
he  became one of the best college 
players in the East, competing well 
against All-Americans the likes of 
NYU’s Dolph Schayes, Seton Hall’s 
Bobby Wanzer and Princeton’s Butch 

Van Breda Kolff, to name a few.  In 1942, due to World 
War II, he became the first Rutgers freshman to ever play 
on the varsity team.  From 1943-45, he served in World

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War II, was involved in the D-Day invasion and earned five 
battle stars. He returned to Rutgers in 1946 and started ev-
ery game over the next three seasons, leading the 1945-46 
team in scoring with as 15.0 average. The team captain in 
1948, Mackaronis was the winner of the Loyal Son Award 
and was considered to have one of the best set shots in 
Rutgers history. A leader on various committees, Mackaro-
nis founded the Court Club in 1956 and served as president 
for 30 years. He was the first president of the Rutgers Bas-
ketball Players Association and sponsored the Rutgers Bas-
ketball Scholar-Athlete Award, which is named in his honor.  

DOUG PATTON
Doug Patton was one of the most 
prolific scorers in Rutgers basket-
ball history. The 6-0, 165-pound 
native of Red Bank, N.J. became 
just the fourth Scarlet Knight to 
ever score 1,000 points, a feat 
even more impressive given that 
he played in an era where athletes 
could only play three varsity sea-
sons. At the time of his gradua-
tion in 1961, Patton was the third-

leading scorer in school history. In his first varsity season, 
as a sophomore in 1958-59, Patton averaged 15.1 ppg. In 
his junior season, he scored a career-high 495 points and 
averaged 19.8 per game, which was the second-best figure 
in school history upon his graduation. He was a first-team 
All-East selection as a senior in 1960-61 when he averaged 
18.3 ppg. Behind Patton’s leadership, the 1960-61 team fash-
ioned an 11-10 record, becoming the first Rutgers team in 12 
years to record a winning season. In addition to his prolific 
scoring, Patton led Rutgers in steals three years in a row.  
Nearly 40 years since his college basketball career ended, 
Patton’s 1,180 career points ranks 22nd in school history.

ERIC RIGGINS
As his career progressed, Eric 
Riggins developed into a vir-
tually unstoppable offensive 
force. The extremely quick 6-8, 
205-pound Riggins blended an 
assortment of crafty, low post 
moves with an uncommonly soft 
touch. He scored 1,604 career 
points, which ranks ninth on the 
all-time Rutgers scoring list. In 

1986-87, his senior season, Riggins put together one of the 
finest offensive seasons in school history. That year, he av-
eraged 24.7 points per game, fifth all-time in RU history. He 
finished the season with 692 points, the fourth-best single-
season total ever at Rutgers. He scored 20 or more points 
in a game 21 times that season, eclipsed the 30-point mark 
eight times and finished his RU career by scoring 20 or 
more points in 14 consecutive games. His 245 made field 
goals in 1986-87 are sixth all-time. His 200 free throws made 
and 256 attempted are both second all-time. On the after-
noon of February 21, 1987, he poured in 51 points vs. Penn 
State at the RAC, to tie fellow Hall of Famer Bob Lloyd for 
the most points ever scored by a Rutgers player. His 19 
made field goals that day also tied a school record.  

PHIL SELLERS
Phil Sellers was the leader of the 
1975-76 Final Four team.  This 
aggressive athlete set the tone 
for the 31-2 Scarlet Knights that 
season.  Sellers is Rutgers’ all-
time scoring and rebounding 
leader with 2,399 points and 
1,115 rebounds.  A 6-4 forward, 
Sellers was a two-time Hag-
gerty Award winner as the Met-
ropolitan New York area’s top 

performer.  He was a first-team AP All-American in 1976.  
He later returned to Rutgers as an assistant coach for four 
seasons.  His number 12 was Rutgers’ second to be retired 
in basketball history, in 1988.

GEORGE “SWEDE” 
SUNDSTROM 
George “Swede” Sundstrom is 
recognized as one of the great-
est rebounders in Rutgers bas-
ketball history.  Swede’s career 
average of 17.1 rebounds per 
game is the all-time best for the 
Scarlet Knights, and at the time 
of his induction into the Rutgers 
Basketball Hall of Fame, his 942 
rebounds over his 55-game ca-

reer spanning three seasons is No. 3 all-time. The 6-foot-5 
Sundstrom averaged 20.6 rebounds per game as a senior 
in 1953-54, after pulling down 17.3 per contest as a junior 
the previous season. Those two rebounding averages are 
the top two single season marks in Rutgers history. Twice 
in his career, he pulled down 30 rebounds in a single game 
– against Johns Hopkins in 1953 and Army in 1954, also Rut-
gers single game records. Sundstrom grabbed an incred-
ible 26 or more rebounds in eight games during his career, 
and owns or shares the top four single game rebounding 
records in Rutgers history. Sundstrom averaged 10.7 points 
with 588 career points, and was second on the team in scor-
ing as a senior, averaging 13.8 points per game. The ef-
ficient big man, a native of Elizabeth, N.J., also showed a 
good touch from the foul line, as he converted 73 per cent 
of his free throws (214-of-293) during his career.

KELVIN TROY
Kelvin Troy was a 6-5, 195-pound 
forward at Rutgers from 1977-
1981. During that period, the 
Scarlet Knights posted a record 
of 76-46, which included a 24-7 
record in 1977-78 and a third 
place finish in the NIT, and a 
22-9 mark in 1978-79 and an 
NCAA Sweet 16 appearance. 
In his junior year, 1979-80, Troy 
posted team-leading numbers in 

points (18.9), rebounding (8.3) and steals (51) and was an 
Honorable Mention All-American. In addition, he earned 
All-Eastern Eight, All-Metropolitan Area and All-New Jer-
sey honors. Upon his graduation, Troy was eighth all-time 
in scoring at Rutgers (he is now 14th) with 1,458 points in 
119 games and seventh all-time in rebounding with 703 
(now 11th). For his career, he averaged 15.9 ppg. and 5.9 
rpg. In addition to his offensive and rebounding prowess, 
Troy also crafted a well-earned reputation of a rugged, de-
fensive standout. Sports Illustrated named him one of the 
nation’s top 10 best defensive players prior to the 1979-80 
season. A fifth-round draft pick of the NBA’s Milwaukee 
Bucks, Troy played professionally in Ireland.
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JIM VALVANO
The late Jim Valvano co-cap-
tained the 1966-67 squad with 
Bob Lloyd and was known as 
“Mr. Defense.”  Named the Rut-
gers Senior Athlete of the Year 
in 1967, Valvano scored 1,122 
points, then the sixth-best scor-
ing figure in history.  Following 
two seasons as an assistant at his 
alma mater, this charismatic per-
sonality later held head coach-

ing positions at Johns Hopkins, Bucknell and Iona, before 
moving on to North Carolina State.  He guided the 1982-83 
Wolfpack squad to the national title.  The recipient of the 
Rutgers Medal in 1983, Valvano owned a 346-212 record 
for his 18-year head coaching career.  He later gained 
even more national acclaim as a sportscaster with ABC and 
ESPN. His final triumph came toward the end of his glorious 
life when he announced the formation of The V Foundation 
for Cancer Research at the 1993 ESPY Awards.  Founded by 
ESPN and Jim Valvano, The V Foundation was established 
to carry out Jim’s final, unmet dream—to soundly defeat 
cancer.   

TOM YOUNG
Tom Young, the winningest 
coach in Rutgers men’s basket-
ball history, presided over the 
greatest era in Scarlet Knight 
basketball history. From 1973-
1985, his teams won 239 games 
and lost just 117. The pinnacle 
of his career was the 1975-76 
season when the Scarlet Knights 
raced out to a perfect 26-0 regu-
lar season, eventually going 31-0 

and reaching the Final Four. The final record of 31-2 is the 
best in RU history. He was the 1975-76 UPI National Coach 
of the Year.  He led Rutgers to four NCAA Tournament and 
five NIT’s.  His 1978-79 team reached the round of 16 in the 
NCAA Tournament and his 1977-78 team reached the Fi-
nal Four of the NIT at New York’s Madison Square Garden. 
He coached eight All-Americans at Rutgers and recruited 
seven of them. Twelve of his players, including 11 that he 
recruited, were drafted by the NBA. He coached 10 of Rut-
gers’ top 11 all-time scorers and 15 of the top 50.  Young 
was especially noted for teaching the center position as he 
helped groom the All-American careers of RU Hall of Fam-
ers James Bailey and Roy Hinson.

The basketball court at the historic College Ave Gym, affectionately referred to as “The Barn,” was officially dedicated in 
honor of former Rutgers co-captain and hall of famer Jim Valvano in a ceremony on April 29, 2017. Valvano’s Rutgers team-
mates, his daughter Lee Ann, grandchildren and the Scarlet Knights’ basketball team were among the many attendees.

ALL - TIME SCOREBOARD
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THE UNFORGETTABLE SEASON

The 1975-76 season won’t be easily forgotten. Neither 
the excitement of the undefeated regular season, nor the 
appearance in Philadelphia among the nation’s top four 
teams.  Memory will retain the constant pressure applied 
both offensively and defensively in Tom Young’s intense 
style of play.

From the beginning, a Scarlet stage was set that would be 
a perfect forum for a style of play fans and players enjoy. 
The constant pressure applied would dictate an opponent 
mistake and a quick capitalization with a long pass and an 
open layup. It happened too many times to be accidental 
- Sellers to Dabney to Jordan - a blur of uniforms streaking 
toward the hoop.

The Scarlet strength was evident early, the quickness on of-
fense, the tenacious pressing defense.

A romp over visiting Bentley in the season opener got the 
Knights flying and quick wins over Purdue and Seton Hall 
set up a big match with Boston College.  When Rutgers 
ran away from the highly respected Eagles on the road by 
23 points, people began to take notice. The Knights were 
for real.

Prepping for the Christmas foray into South Carolina and 
Florida, Rutgers dispensed with Penn, Connecticut and Tem-
ple, each time scoring better than 95 points. In the opening 
round of the Poinsettia Classic, the Scarlet defeated The 
Citadel to go into the final against Georgia Tech. The tough 
Yellow Jackets posed a threat, but Rutgers went on to win its 
first holiday tourney in history.

Then, it was on to Stetson, where the Scarlet Knights com-
pleted the southern swing with a win over the Hatters who 
lost very infrequently on their home court. 

Back at home, Rutgers defeated Fordham on regional TV 
to push the record to 11-0 in the first week of the new year, 
and talk of going all the way began to be heard. Following 
a win over Columbia, Young’s confident club went on a tear, 
scoring over 100 points in games with Bucknell, Lehigh, 
Lafayette and Pitt, setting up a classic matchup with Princ-
eton, one of the nation’s top defensive teams. The hare 
raced past the tortoise by a 75-62 count, but would meet 
again when the race would be closer.

The season wound down with four home games and two 
dates in Madison Square Garden.  Averaging 93.5 points 
over the six-game span, Rutgers raised the record to 23-
0. Recognition poured in from all points and Rutgers was 
becoming a household word.

A pair of 100-point victories, over LIU and William & Mary, 
brought the record to 25-0. It came down to a Monday 
night in March, with St. Bonaventure the upset-minded visi-
tor. The bold Bonnies held a scary lead with two minutes 
to go, but Cinderella-like, Rutgers would not be denied.  
A clutch 85-80 win caused the fans to mob the court and 
then take to College Avenue to honor their heroes. It was 
perfection!

What many felt to be the “real season” began with a sec-
ond victory over LIU and a hard-fought win over St. John’s 
- games which brought Rutgers its second-straight ECAC 
Metropolitan crown and a bid to the NCAA tournament. 
The road to Philadelphia was shortened.

By draw, the Scarlet would face Princeton again in Provi-
dence. Close all the way, the game was closer at the finish. 
Pete Malloy’s missed foul shot and Mike Dabney’s recovery 
with four seconds remaining gave the Scarlet a 54-53 cel-
ebration and sent the Knights off to Greensboro for the 
Eastern Regionals.

Connecticut, a team which had fallen to Rutgers by 13 
points in the season’s sixth game, was the first-round foe. 
The Huskies were pesky, but the Scarlet Knights prevailed, 
93-79. A winner over DePaul in first-round action, VMI be-
came the 31st victim, succumbing to a rare Rutgers height 
advantage.  The Keydets faded after a fast start, falling, 
91-75.

The dream fostered back in October had become a reality, 
and the reality was named Michigan, Indiana, and UCLA.

Rutgers had not played a “bad” game all year long. There 
had been individual failures, but never a day when all had 
gone sour together. It would happen, unfortunately, against 
the Wolverines, who also predicated their game on quick-
ness and pressure. Sadly, silently, suddenly, the winning 
streak came to an end in an 86-70 loss. The bubble burst. 
Rutgers came back with a valiant effort against UCLA in the 
consolation game, but was unable to contain the big Bruins 
at the end, losing 106-92.

The season did not end there.  Following a short layoff, the 
squad flew to Italy to take part in the City of Rome Interna-
tional Basketball Tournament. Even in that historic city, the 
Scarlet Knights’ achievement had been well-told. It will be 
told again and again.

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ROBERT L. BARCHI
PRESIDENT OF RUTGERS UNIVERSITY

Robert Barchi is the 
20th president of 
Rutgers, The State 
University of New 
Jersey, a compre-
hensive research in-
stitution with 70,000 
students.

Appointed in 2012, 
President Barchi is leading Rutgers at one of the most ex-
citing moments of its more than 250-year history. He guid-
ed the 2013 formation of Rutgers Biomedical and Health 
Sciences, a major division of the university established 
through restructuring legislation that brought into Rutgers 
most units of the former University of Medicine and Den-
tistry of New Jersey. Five years later, he played a pivotal role 
in an affiliation agreement that RBHS entered into with RW-
JBarnabas Health to jointly operate New Jersey’s largest 
and most comprehensive academic health system.

President Barchi has led development and implementation 
of an ambitious universitywide strategic plan, the first at 
Rutgers in nearly 20 years, and creation of a corresponding 
physical master plan. He helped lead Rutgers into the Big 
Ten Athletic Conference, a group of similarly sized leading 
research institutions, and the conference’s academic con-
sortium, the Big Ten Academic Alliance.

Among other projects, President Barchi launched the Hon-
ors College at Rutgers–New Brunswick, implemented a 
forward-looking plan to ensure the continued strength of 
the humanities at Rutgers, championed great faculty diver-
sity across the university, undertook an overhaul of Rutgers’ 
administrative systems, and focused efforts on improving 
the student experience while increasing access and afford-
ability. In-state tuition increases during his tenure have av-
eraged less than 2.5 percent, significantly lower than those 
prior to his arrival. Since he took office, undergraduate en-
rollment has increased by more than 10 percent.

Working closely with Rutgers alumni and friends, he suc-
cessfully completed the university’s first billion-dollar capi-
tal campaign, and annual giving to the university has more 
than doubled in his tenure. After helping advocate for pas-
sage of a statewide bond referendum for higher education 
construction, Dr. Barchi has overseen a capital program to-
taling more than $2.5 billion in planning, design, and con-
struction of academic and student-services facilities across 
all Rutgers locations.

In 2016, President Barchi oversaw the 250th anniversary of 
Rutgers’ founding—a year-long celebration that culminat-
ed with then-President Barack Obama delivering the com-
mencement address in New Brunswick.

From 2004 to 2012, Dr. Barchi served as president of Thom-
as Jefferson University in Philadelphia, nationally regarded 
as a top university dedicated to health sciences education 
and research. Prior to Jefferson, he was provost and chief 
academic officer of the University of Pennsylvania, an Ivy 
League institution founded in 1740. There, he had respon-

sibility for Penn’s 12 schools, all academic programs, athlet-
ics, students, and faculty.

Dr. Barchi was born in Philadelphia but spent his formative 
years not far from Rutgers in Westfield, N.J. He received 
his B.S. and M.S. degrees from Georgetown University, and 
Ph.D. and M.D. degrees from the University of Pennsylva-
nia. He completed specialty training at the Hospital of the 
University of Pennsylvania and holds board certification in 
neurology. Throughout his career, Dr. Barchi has been ac-
tive as a teacher and as an NIH-funded researcher in the 
fields of neuroscience and neurology, and he has published 
extensively in his field. He was elected to the National 
Academy of Medicine in recognition of his pioneering re-
search on the structure and function of voltage-gated ion 
channels in nerve and muscle, and on the role these critical 
molecules can play in human disease. He was also elected 
to the American Society for Clinical Investigation and the 
Association of American Physicians and named a fellow of 
the American Association for the Advancement of Science, 
the American Neurological Association, and the American 
Academy of Neurology.

In 1972, Dr. Barchi began his academic career as a facul-
ty member at Penn. Within a decade, he rose to become 
the David Mahoney Professor of Neurological Sciences. 
Between 1983 and 1996, he served as director of the Ma-
honey Institute of Neurological Sciences—an interdisciplin-
ary, universitywide entity that he expanded to become the 
focus for Penn’s growth in neuroscience, encompassing the 
intellectual activities of more than 120 faculty members. 
Dr. Barchi founded the Department of Neuroscience at 
Penn and served as its first chair; he also served as chair of 
the Department of Neurology. He was named the Fairhill 
Professor in 2002, a position that he still holds in emeritus 
status.
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The University of Pennsylvania named Dr. Barchi as its pro-
vost and chief academic officer in 1999, and he served in 
this capacity until 2004. As provost, Dr. Barchi had respon-
sibility for the university’s 12 schools and their academic 
programs and budgets and Penn’s intercollegiate athletics 
program, as well as for Penn’s students and faculty. During 
his tenure, he worked with president Judith Rodin to reas-
sert the primacy of the academic mission in the direction of 
the university. He recruited new leadership to nine of the 12 
schools at Penn and established a number of universitywide 
interdisciplinary educational and research institutes. He 
also led the university through a comprehensive strategic 
planning process.

As president of Thomas Jefferson University, Dr. Barchi 
oversaw a period of tremendous growth. The university 
established three new schools—including the Jefferson 
School of Pharmacy, which graduated its first class in May 
2012, and the Jefferson School of Population Health, the 
only school in the nation to offer a master’s degree in 
chronic care management. Overall student enrollment in-
creased by 51 percent and annual degrees awarded rose by 
54 percent. Dr. Barchi also expanded the reach of the cam-
pus, inaugurating the Partnership in Healthcare Education, 
an academic affiliation with the University of Delaware that 
offers dual-degree programs between the two institutions.
Other accomplishments at Jefferson include successful im-
plementation of an ambitious strategic plan that integrated 
the university’s clinical, education, and research missions; 
a comprehensive facilities master plan that supports those 
missions; and a major fundraising campaign that provides 
the resources necessary for success. During Dr. Barchi’s 
tenure, Jefferson established 22 new endowed professor-
ships and 50 endowed scholarships, helping to ensure a 
healthy and diverse community of faculty and students. The 
university surpassed $300 million in fundraising under his 
leadership, twice the amount raised during the preceding 
eight-year period.

During his presidency, Dr. Barchi also oversaw the transfor-
mation of Jefferson’s urban environment into a vibrant uni-
versity campus. A coordinated construction program,  cou-
pled with improved landscape design and signage, helped 
provide visitors and the Jefferson community a sense of 

place and connectedness to the compact urban campus in 
the heart of the city’s historic district.

Dr. Barchi is married to Francis Harper Barchi, a faculty 
member in the Edward J. Bloustein School of Planning and 
Public Policy at Rutgers. Before coming to Rutgers, she was 
a senior fellow in the Center for Bioethics at the University 
of Pennsylvania, where she was engaged in education and 
research activities relating to international research ethics. 
Francis Barchi holds a Ph.D. in social welfare, a master’s in 
bioethics, and a master’s in nonprofit leadership from the 
University of Pennsylvania, as well as a bachelor’s degree 
from Smith College. She is the former executive vice pres-
ident of the Dana Foundation in New York, a post she as-
sumed following a 20-year span as president of her own 
company, which provided protocol and strategic commu-
nication services for international clients. Francis Barchi’s 
research focuses on the social and behavioral factors that 
influence women’s health in southern Africa. In 2009, she 
completed the first major quantitative study on women’s 
autonomy and gender-based violence in Botswana, and 
she is the principal investigator on a study in that country 
examining the extent to which women’s understanding of 
HPV and cervical cancer influences their decision-making 
about prevention and treatment. She is currently part of a 
team responsible for ethics training of health professionals 
in Botswana, Tanzania, and Guatemala.

As an avocation, President Barchi is an expert in the his-
tory and mechanical development of clocks and watches. 
In addition to collecting and conserving examples of these 
timepieces from the 17th and 18th centuries, he designs 
and constructs his own precision clocks in his basement 
machine shop.

The Barchis, who have four adult children and one dog, 
spend their leisure time at their home in coastal Maine 
where they are avid boaters and hikers.
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PAT HOBBS
DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

A New Jersey native with more than 
25 years of leadership experience in 
higher education and public service, 
Pat Hobbs enters his fifth year as the 
Director of Athletics at Rutgers Uni-
versity in 2019-20. Since his appoint-
ment on Nov. 29, 2015, he has fos-
tered a vision for the Scarlet Knights, 
which was further defined with the 
release of “The Relentless Pursuit of 
Excellence.” A strategic vision that 
outlines a plan and quantifying mea-
sures towards achieving goals over a 
five-year time frame, the plan is the 
first in the history of Rutgers Athletics.
 
In 2018-19, Rutgers Athletics im-
proved 25 positions in the Learfield 
Director’s Cup Division I standings, 
posting its best finish in 12 years. 
Thirteen Scarlet Knights earned 
All-America status, including wres-
tlers Anthony Ashnault and Nick Su-
riano, who claimed the first NCAA 
individual national titles in program 
history. Five student-athletes won Big 
Ten individual titles, as forty Scarlet 
Knights earned All-Big Ten honors 
or medaled at Conference Champi-
onships. 

Numerous programs earned NCAA 
postseason berths in 2018-19 to en-
sure RU’s rise in the Director’s Cup. 
Women’s basketball posted a 22-10 
record and earned its 25th NCAA 
Tournament berth, while women’s 
soccer garnered its seventh straight 
NCAA bid. Number 11-ranked field 
hockey qualified for its first NCAA 
Tournament since 1986, and rowing, 
nationally-ranked for the first time 
in program history, placed 11th at 
NCAA Championships. In addition, 
softball competed in the National 
Invitational Softball Championship, 
its first non-conference postseason 
tournament since 1996.
 
As the competitive success has trend-
ed upward during Hobbs’ tenure, 
attendance has risen accordingly. 
Men’s basketball, named the Most 
Improved Team of the 2018-19 sea-
son by Sports Illustrated, had five 
sell-outs, its most since 2004-05, and 
grew its season ticket base for the 
third consecutive year. Women’s bas-
ketball experienced a three-year high 
in average attendance and wrestling 
ranked third nationally in total atten-
dance.
 
In the classroom, a school-record 87 
student-athletes of at least sopho-
more standing were recognized by 
the Big Ten Conference as 2018-19 
Distinguished Scholars. The honor-
ees were among the school-record 
276 student-athletes that earned ac-
ademic all-conference honors overall. 
Rutgers Athletics had a 990 average 
APR rate, well above the NCAA aver-
age of 983. A school-record nine pro-

grams, which ranked second in the 
Big Ten behind only Northwestern, 
earned recognition from the NCAA 
for their multi-year APR scores.
 
The development of capital projects 
to support these student-athletes is 
at the forefront of Hobbs’ charge to 
further the mission of the only Power 
Five conference program located in 
the nation’s largest media market.
 
On April 13, 2019, R Fund hosted a 
ceremonial groundbreaking for the 
Gary and Barbara Rodkin Academic 
Success Center. Scheduled to open 
in December of 2020, the facility will 
serve all student-athletes and provide 
a range of resources, including aca-
demic advising, learning specialists, 
one-on-one and group tutoring, as 
well as housing soccer, lacrosse and 
administration. 

The “Rodkin” follows the RWJBarna-
bas Health Athletic Performance Cen-
ter, which began welcoming tenants 
in the summer of 2019. The Center 
represents a partnership between 
Rutgers and RWJBarnabas Health 
to create a comprehensive sports 
medicine program to serve Rutgers 
athletes, students and communities 
throughout New Jersey. The Center 
also provides state-of-the-art prac-
tice facilities, training areas, locker 
room and office space for men’s and 
women’s basketball, wrestling and 
gymnastics.
 
Much of the capital project success 
can be credited to “R B1G Build,” a 
comprehensive campaign launched 
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on Jan. 20, 2016 to raise $100 million 
for new or upgraded facilities. On 
April 10, 2019, R Fund announced 
the initiative crested its goal, as head 
coaches Steve Pikiell and Chris Ash 
made significant contributions to re-
alize the milestone.
 
Additional facilities to rise under 
Hobbs’ leadership include The Brown 
Family Football Locker Room, The 
Marco Battaglia Football Practice 
Complex, The Fred Hill Training 
Complex, The Garutti Strength and 
Conditioning Center, The Druskin 
Strength and Conditioning Center 
and the Abe Suydam Men’s Basket-
ball Locker Room.
 
A restructuring of athletics leader-
ship under Hobbs has enhanced the 
student-athlete experience, elevated 
communication, improved resource 
allocation and enriched customer 
service.  The Office of Leadership De-
velopment and Strategic Partnerships 
(LDSP) completed an organizational 
redesign and unit rebrand in 2018-19 
that redefined its mission and vision 
and developed a credit based intern-
ship program. LDSP created a credit 
based global abroad program and 
fostered new relationships with cam-
pus entities RU Global, the Graduate 
School of Education, Rutgers Busi-
ness School, Student Affairs, and the 
Office of Experiential Learning.
 
In the consumer space, Hobbs shep-
herded the partnership between 
Rutgers and adidas, providing that 
the Portland-based company serves 
as the official athletic footwear, ap-
parel and accessory brand through 
2023-24. 

Prior to joining Rutgers, Hobbs 
served as Ombudsman to the Office 
of the Governor in the Christie ad-
ministration, serving as a resource 
for whistleblowers within the Office. 

He also oversaw ethics training and 
guidance to the 140 employees in the 
Office of the Governor.
 
Hobbs moved south down the New 
Jersey Turnpike after notable achieve-
ments at Seton Hall University. He 
served as Dean at the Seton Hall 
School of Law from 1999 to 2015 and 
oversaw the Department of Athletics 
from 2009 to 2011. As Interim Direc-
tor of Athletics, Hobbs assumed su-
pervision of the department and led 
searches for men’s and women’s bas-
ketball coaches. He also negotiated 
the contract for the Prudential Center 
to serve as home site for men’s bas-
ketball games.
 
Hobbs joined the Seton Hall Law 
faculty in 1990 with a specialty in tax 
law. He became Associate Dean for 
Finance in 1995 and was named Dean 
in 1999. In his years as Dean, Hobbs 
shepherded the Law School through 
a series of groundbreaking initiatives 
that raised Seton Hall Law to unprec-
edented prominence. The school was 
the fastest-rising law school in the 
U.S. News & World Report ranking 
over the past decade.
 
The Garden State product also spear-
headed the school’s largest fundrais-
ing initiative, Seton Hall Law Rising, a 
$25 million-plus campaign that revital-
ized alumni support and resulted in a 
contribution rate of over 70 percent.
  
Hobbs has been dedicated to foster-
ing greater diversity in the legal pro-
fession. In 2008, he formed the Dean’s 
Diversity Council, comprising faculty, 
students, alumni and administration 
working in concert to enhance the 
Law School’s inclusive environment. 
In 2012, Hobbs was honored by the 
Thurgood Marshall College Fund with 
its Excellence Award for his work on 
behalf of diversity within the legal 
profession and for “exemplifying Jus-

tice Thurgood Marshall’s commitment 
to justice, civil rights and education.”
 
Prior to joining Seton Hall Law, Hobbs 
was a tax attorney with the law firm 
of Shanley & Fisher in Roseland, N.J. 
He received his B.A. in accounting, 
magna cum laude, from Seton Hall 
University, his J.D. from the Universi-
ty of North Carolina and his LL.M. (in 
taxation) from New York University.
 
Hobbs, 59, is the proud father of three 
children and resides in Basking Ridge, 
N.J. with wife Patrice.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS 
Credentials for Rutgers home games and media gather-
ings are issued to professional working media only and 
should be requested as early as possible due to space 
limitations and demand. To apply for credentials for 
football and men’s and women’s basketball, please email 
credentials@scarletknights.com. Media organizations 
covering Rutgers and the visiting school on a regular basis 
will receive top priority. Requests should be made at least 
48 hours in advance of each home game.

Season passes will be provided prior to the season for 
those who cover Rutgers throughout the entire season. 
Other credentials will be issued on a game-by-game basis.

Media credentials are issued solely to the person identi-
fied on it. It may not be transferred or used by any other 
person. Acceptance of a media credential requires 
compliance with all Rutgers University and Big Ten 
Conference rules and regulations applicable to the media 
credential. Any breach or failure to comply with these 
terms, conditions, rules and/or regulations may result in 
the cancelation and withdrawal of the media credential, 
including but not limited to expulsion from the athletics 
event for which it was issued, and denial of a media cre-
dential for any and all future athletics events. Credentials 
and working space for media members are issued at the 
exclusive discretion of the Rutgers University Athletics 
Communications Office.

Issuance of credentials may be based on the following pri-
orities and guidelines: (1) Originating radio and television 
personnel involved in a live broadcast; (2) Daily newspa-
pers regularly covering Rutgers or the current game op-
ponent. Wire services, regional and national publications 
are also afforded this priority; (3) Non-originating radio 
and television personnel producing reports on the game. 
Only local radio stations with a full-time sports director 
conducting a regular sports show receive consideration 
for credentials; (4) Officially recognized Rutgers University 
daily student publications or student electronic media 
outlets with daily sports reports; (5) Non-daily newspapers 
or publications reporting on the game; (6) All digital-only 
media outlets will be evaluated based on: a) purpose (e.g. 
newsgathering), b) news process/operation c) editorial 
oversight and d) traffic.

TV/RADIO
Space for broadcast crews are located in the press boxes 
on the North side of the Athletic Center. Space will be pro-
vided for the official radio station of the visiting school as 
well as the Rutgers student station. All other stations wish-
ing to broadcast will need to contact Athletic Communica-
tions at least one week prior to the game.  

PRESS ROW/PRESS BOX
Working media space is located in the press box on the 
north side of the Rutgers Athletic Center.

PHOTOGRAPHER CREDENTIALS
Credentials will be issued only to accredited media pho-
tographers who regularly cover the Scarlet Knights. Photo 
credentials must be requested at least 48 hours in advance 
of each home game.  Photographers may shoot from both 
endlines. They may not shoot from behind or in front of ei-
ther bench or from behind the scorer’s table.  They may not 
shoot from the sideline opposite the team benches.  

MEDIA WILL CALL
Credentials will be left at the media entrance of the Rutgers 
Athletic Center, located on the north side of the building. 

MEDIA CENTER
The media center is located at floor level in the Rutgers 
Athletic Center. Admittance is by media credential only. 
Complete NCAA stats, play-by-play, team statistics, media 
guides and game notes are available in the media room. 
Food and refreshments will also be provided to creden-
tialed media prior to the game.  

WIRELESS INTERNET
A password-protected wireless internet service is available 
for all media at the Rutgers Athletic Center. 

PARKING
Media parking is limited at the Rutgers Athletic Center. 
Those members of the media who are regularly assigned 
to cover Rutgers basketball will be issued season parking 
passes. All other members must make their requests known 
when acquiring media credentials.  

INTERVIEW POLICY
Rutgers players and coaches will be available to the media 
throughout the season. All interviews must be arranged 
through the Athletic Communications Office at least one 
day in advance and all players, coaches and support staff 
will not take part in an interview unless scheduled by the 
Athletic Communications Office. 

RADIO BROADCASTS
All Rutgers games will be broadcast by the Rutgers IMG 
Sports Network on WOR (710 AM), a 50,000-watt clear 
channel station located in New York City, and on WCTC 
(1450 AM) New Brunswick. The game audio will also be 
streamed live on ScarletKnights.com. The Rutgers student 
station, WRSU (88.7 FM), will also broadcast games.

WEEKLY AWARDS
The Big Ten Conference will select a men’s basketball 
Player and Freshman of the Week. The Big Ten office will 
announce weekly men’s basketball award winners on Mon-
days. Award winners are chosen by a vote of the Big Ten 
Communications staff from nominations supplied by the 
schools’ athletic communications offices. 
 
POSTSEASON AWARDS
In men’s basketball, coaches and a media panel choose 
All-Big Ten teams (first, second, third and honorable men-
tion), along with Player, Freshman and Coach of the Year 
honors. Coaches also select a Defensive Player of the Year, 
Sixth Man of the Year, an All-Freshman team and an  All-De-
fensive team. The Big Ten also names one Sportsmanship 
Award honoree from each institution. These 14 student-
athletes become candidates for the Big Ten Outstanding 
Sportsmanship Award, as the conference honors one male 

and one female student-athlete from each institution at the 
end of the school year. 
 
Academic All-Big Ten teams are named for every sport. The 
teams are composed of all letterwinners who are in at least 
their second academic year at their institution and carry a 
cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or higher. The 
conference office also presents the Distinguished Scholar 
Award at the end of each academic year. Student-athletes 
eligible for the Distinguished Scholar Award must be let-
terwinners in at least their second year in residence at their 
institution. Qualifying student-athletes must have earned a 
GPA of 3.7 or higher for the current academic year, exclud-
ing summer school.
 
BIG TEN BASKETBALL TOURNAMENT
The 2020 Big Ten Men’s Basketball Tournament will be 
held at Bankers Life Fieldhouse from Wednesday, March 
11 to Sunday, March 15. The tournament champion will 
be awarded the Big Ten’s automatic berth into the NCAA 
Championship. Credential application information will be 
sent out in February.

A results-driven athletic communications professional with two decades of experience, 
working for the past 10 years in the nation’s No. 1 media market (New York) and more than 
10 years in the No. 4 media market (Philadelphia), Kevin Lorincz serves as the Senior As-
sociate Athletic Director for Communications. The Cinnaminson, N.J. native has worked 
in public relations at the Division I and professional levels, as well as in print editorial and 
broadcast television.

In addition to serving as a department spokesperson, Lorincz manages a department of 
eight full-time staffers. He also oversees RVision, the video/television production arm of 
Athletics that consists of five full-time staffers and produces live events for BTN Plus, as well 

as news packages and highlights for online, in-stadium and linear outlets.

The primary media contact for RU’s Big Ten Conference basketball program and women’s golf team, Lorincz is also the 
department liaison to BTN. He facilitated the first national broadcast of the Rutgers Football spring game, worked with IMG 
College to expand the football radio network, and serves as associate producer for The Rutgers Basketball Story television 
show that broadcasts in the New York, Philadelphia and the Washington, D.C./Baltimore markets.

Lorincz helped lead an initiative to brand the long-standing Rutgers-Seton Hall basketball rivalry the “Garden State Hard-
wood Classic.” The series now features a perpetual trophy crafted from recycled Asbury Park boardwalks planks salvaged 
in the wake of Superstorm Sandy.

Among its multitude of duties, the Athletics Communications Office writes, edits and researches publications, including 
media guides, press releases, game notes, game programs and feature stories. The team also manages media interviews of 
players and coaches and coordinates press conferences.

Lorincz spearheaded a strategic redesign of athletics web site, ScarletKnights.com, with a focus on mobile connectivity that 
resulted in 20% monthly page view growth, while utilizing analytics to enhance digital engagement.

From August 18, 2017 through 
May 25, 2018, 1,685 previews, recaps or features were posted to ScarletKnights.com.

Lorincz was elevated to his current position in March 2015, after previously serving as assistant athletic director, director 
and associate director of athletic communications at Rutgers. He arrived “On the Banks” in 2007 after working as Associate 
Director of Sports Media Relations at Temple University. Lorincz spent eight years at Temple, initially serving as an assistant 
director from 1997 to 1999 before returning as associate director from 2001 to 2007. He worked seven seasons as the pri-
mary contact for football, including four as a member of the Big East, while also working seasons as the contact for both 
men’s and women’s basketball.

A 1995 graduate of the University of New Orleans, Lorincz began his career in the sports industry as an intern in the sports 
department at WVUE-TV in New Orleans. After graduation, he worked as an intern in the Philadelphia Eagles Department 
of Public Relations.

Jordan Ozer joined the Rutgers Athletic Communications office in 2014. He is the primary 
media contact for field hockey and men’s lacrosse and secondary men’s basketball contact.
