CAPTAINS

The Scarlet Knights will have two captains this year: Austyn Cuneo and
Alanna Gollotto. They will also have a leadership council that includes
Gianna Glatz, Kerrie Burns and Katie Larmour.

BUILDING ON LAST SEASON
The Scarlet Knights had a milestone season last year. Among the
accomplishments, Rutgers:

- Qualified for the NCAA Tournament, the program'’s first appearance
since 1986 and third all-time.

- Won 13 games, its most since 2008 and third most in school history.

- Had five ranked wins (No. 6 Princeton, No. 7 lowa, No. 15 Northwestern,
No. 18 St. Joe's and No. 19 Delaware.

- The 1-0 win against Princeton was the highest ranked win in progrmam
history.

- Finished the season 11th in the final NFHCA CoachesPoll, peaking as
high as 10, the highest mark in program history.

- Led the Big Ten in save percentage, goals-against-average and
defensive saves.
