Since assuming the head coaching reins at Rutgers, The State University,
five years ago, Frank Burns has quietly but rapidly guided the Scarlet Knights
into the national gridiron limelight as one of the East’s top football powerhouses.

In his five seasons at the helm, Burns has led Rutgers to a superlative
41-13-1 record, including a perfect 11-0 season in 1976, when the Scarlet was
the 17th ranked feam in the country. That fabulous campaign earned Burns “Coach
of the Year” accolades from the Walter Camp Foundation and the New Jersey
Football Writers.

Last year, after opening the season with a pair of tough losses, Rutgers re-
bounded to post an 8-3 mark that included a six-game win streak in mid-season.
However, Burns suffered a mild heart attack after Rutgers defeated Lehigh 20-0
in October for its fifth consecutive victory, and was forced to miss the Scarlet’s
final four games. Defensive coordinator Bob Naso took over admirably for
Burns, guiding Rutgers to a 3-1 mark in the interim, including a thrilling 22-21
jast second win over William and Mary.

By January, Burns had returned to work on a full time basis, actively directing
the Rutgers recruiting efforts while preparing for spring and pre-season practices.
It was clear evidence that the easiest way to characterize him is by using the term,
“a winner,”

In May, following the spring season, Burns underwent a successful quadruple
artery operation and spent the early summer in recuperation. Happily, he returns
for hissixth season.

In his first year as head coach in 1973, Rutgers compiled a 6-5 record. In
1974, the Scarlet rolled to a 7-3-1 record, which included an impressive 20-3
win over Air Force and a 62-21 rout of Colgate. The 1975 team, after splitting
the first four games, went on to take the last seven straight to earn a 9-2 record.
And, of course, the 1976 squad was 11-0 and ranked 17th in the nation by the
Associated Press.

Winning is nothing new for Burns, A 1949 graduate of Rutgers, he was the
Scarlet Knights’ starting quarterback between 1945-48, establishing a number of
passing records while earning the nickname “Flingin’ Frank.” An All-East selec-
tion twice, Burns received honorable mention on many All-American teams,
and went on to become the “Most Valuable Player” in the New York Herald-
Tribune All-Star game.
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Upon graduating, Burns became freshman coach of the Scarlet running
backs (1949-50), freshman head coach (1953-54), varsity backfield coach (1955-
56 and 1961-67), and offensive coordinator and associate head coach under John
Bateman (1968-72). In between, he took time out to become one of the youngest
head coaches in the country in’ 1951-52, when he was top man at Johns Hopkins
at age 23, Following the 1956 campaign, he took over as head coach at Chat-
ham High School (N.J.).

Burns also played professional football for a brief period with the Jersey City
Giants before returning to the Scarlet coaching staff. Also an outstanding catcher
on the baseball team, Burns helped Rutgers roll to an 18-8-1 record in his senior
year, the sécond best mark in diamond history.

“I'm really looking forward to the coming season,” says Burns. “We have
some good veterans and some fine younger players to work with, Whatever hap-
pens, it should be an interesting year,”

A native of Roselle Park and a resident of North Brunswick, Burns is married
to the former Linda Rudolph of New Brunswick. He has three children, Frank,
Jr., 25; Thomas, 24; and Barbara Jean, 21. Frank Jr. was an ECAC Division III

PETER SAVINO, Defensive Back Coach
One of the most versatile performers in Rutgers foot-
ball history, Pete Savino is entering his fifth year as coach
of the defensive backs. A former quarterback, wide re-
ceiver and defensive back in his three-year Rutgers
career, the 1969 alumnus was the first recipient of the
New Brunswick Touchdown Club Trophy. -
Named a Rutgers freshman assistant in 1969, he -
missed the following season due to a military obligation,
but returned to direct the yearlings to a 7-6 mark in two
years. In 1973, he was appointed defensive backfield
coach, and his troops rewarded him that year with a record
27 thefts.
The former Perth Amboy High School football and basketball star lives
with his wife Jill and their daughters, Suzanne, 5, and Randy, 2, in Belle Mead.

TED COTTRELL, Defensive Line Coach

The Rutgers defensive line, traditionally one of the
closest knit units on the team, has enjoyed great success
in recent years under the guidance of coach Ted Cotirell.
A former professional lineman himself, Cottrell is a grad-
uvate of Delaware Valley, where he won All-Middle
Atlantic Conference honors three times. After a four-year
pro career with the Atlanta Falcons and the Winnipeg
Blue Bombers, he served for a season as assistant foot-
ball coach and head track coach at his alma mater,

Cottrell’s imposing manner and concern helped him
earn the respect of his charges upon his arrival at Rutgers
four years ago. His rapport with and close supervision of the defensive line is evi-
dent and his dedication and enthusiasm are respected by all associated with Scar-
let football.

WILLIAM SPERANZA, Offensive Coordinator

Before the 1976 Rutgers football team compiled a
sparkling 11-0 record, the only other undefeated season in
the Scarlet’s gridiron history was 1961, Bill Speranza led
that squad to a 9-0 ledger and now enters his sixth season
as offensive backfield coach, and his second year as of-
fensive coordinator.

A 1962 Rutgers graduate, Speranza began his coach-
ing career in 1965 when he guided the Knight’s freshman
team to a 5-0 mark. Two years later, after the sub-varsity
unit compiled another unbeaten (5-0) season, Speranza

The Scarlet vir-
tuaily shut down the visitor’s prolific offensive attack, holding the Engineers to
just 21 yards on the ground.

Graduated quarterback Kosup, who was the author of 28 victories during
his sparkling career, was a record breaker last season. As the Scarlet was de-
feating Connecticut, the diminutive signal caller from Edison set the school record
for career total offense (3,666 yards), surpassing another former standout,
Scarlet head coach Frank Burns, along the way. Kosup also holds the mark for
career passing yardage, 3,613, as well as the longest pass completion in Rutgers
history, 97 yards.

A season with eight wins is certainly successful. Only eight other Scarlet
teams have turned the trick. The record is enhanced by consideration of the way
it was done, It may not have been as artistically beautiful as the previous
year, but then again, no team goes undefeated year after year. No season, perhaps,
produced greater pride.

110-16 margin. It was certainly a bright culmination of a season that began amid
frustration, as the 63 points against Boston University was the highest total
since 1949,

Included among the highpoints in the 8-3 season would have to be the 20-0
shutout over Lehigh, the eventual NCAA Division II champion. The Scarlet vir-
tually shut down the visitor’s prolific offensive attack, holding the Engineers to
just 21 yards on the ground.

Graduated quarterback Kosup, who was the author of 28 victories during
his sparkling career, was a record breaker last season. As the Scarlet was de-
feating Connecticut, the diminutive signal caller from Edison set the school record
for career total offense (3,666 yards), surpassing another former  standout,
Scariet head coach Frank Burns, along the way. Kosup also holds the mark for
career passing yardage, 3,613, as well s the longest pass completion in Rutgers
history, 97 yards.

A season with eight wins is certainly successful. Only eight other Scarlet
teams have turned the trick. The record is enhanced by consideration of the way
it was done. It may not have been as artistically beautiful as the previous
year, but then again, no team goes undefeated year after year. No season, perhaps,
produced greater pride.

None stands under six feet, the tallest a strapping 6-6. The lightest lineman
weighs in at better than 200 and only four in the total fail to reach that level
on the scales. The Scarlet recruiting rounds for members of the Class of 1982
obviously had size in mind and the search seems to have been successful.

Size certainly was not the lone criterion as Frank Burns and his staff scoured
the New Jersey-New York-Pennsylvania scholastic football scene. This year, there
is a notable difference.

Past successes have largely come from combing the home state. But, while
the squad will continue to show a dominant New Jersey flavor, New York and
Pennsylvania came vitally into the picture this year with eight and five recruits,
respectively, Of the 23 new men, 10 are Garden State residents.

Indicative of the quality of the incoming athletes are such linemen as
Carteret’s Mike Rustemeyer (6-4, 235), Morris Hills' Ken Bercier (6-5, 210)
and Glassboro’s Dave Wynn (6-5, 245) among the in-staters. From the neigh-
boring states are such as Bill Pickel (6-6, 230} of Maspeth, N.Y., Phil Razey
(6-3, 230) of Kingston, N.Y., and Barry Fyock (6-5, 225) of Commodore, Pa.

Among the outstanding scholastic backs are Stockton’s Joe Garefino, a 6-2,
215-pound QB from South Hunterdon Regional and Bryant Moore, Florence's
record-setting fullback who broke Franco Harris’ single season scoring mark.

All of the recruits carry glittering scholastic honors, from All-America notice
to local celebrity status. They are also distinguished by their versatility, a quality
that all fine athletes seem to have in common and one that especially catches the
eye of recruiters across:the nation.

Frank Burns and his Scarlet staff appear to have done another solid job in
attracting these young men to the State University. No less a concern than their
athletic ability is their academic talent. The men “will have every opportunity -
to improve as student-athletes at Rutgers.

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RUTGERS STADIUM DEDICATION PROGRAM

RUTGERS 20, PRINCETON 18
NOVEMBER 5, 1938
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40TH ANNIVERSARY

A very kind home to the Scarlet Knights over the past four decades,
Rutgers Stadium will celebrate its 40th birthday this season. The stadium was
dedicated November 5, 1938, appropriately enough, with a thrilling 20-18 win
over Princeton, Rutgers’ first win over the Tigers since the nation’s first inter-
collegiate game in 1869,

The Stadium has experienced 30 winning football seasons, and last year’s
4-0 home record extended the Scarlet’s home unbeaten streak to 17-0 since 1974,

Construction on the Stadium began in 1935 with funds from the Federal
Works Progress Administration and Rutgers University. Today’s East and West
stands sit along the sides of a narrow ravine from which 160,000 cubic yards of
earth were originally removed. ‘

Over the years, 45 colleges and three service academies have visited the
beautiful bowl, which is located in Piscataway on the Busch Campus. As many
as 31,000 people — a capacity figure expanded by temporary seating for the
naticnally televised 29-0 Centennial Game win over Princeton in 1969 — have
jammed the facility, althoungh the normal capacity is 23,000.

GIANTS STADIUM

The Rutgers football team will return for its fourth Giants Stadium appear-
ance September 30, when the Scarlet takes on Princeton in the nation’s oldest
intercollegiate gridiron rivalry. Columbia will also host Rutgers at the Meadow-
lands, Oct. 28.

Giants Stadium is becoming a “second home” of sorts for the Rutgers foot-
ball team. The Scarlet Knights own a 2-1 record in the new facility. Rutgers de-
feated Columbia 47-0 in October, 1976, before 42,328 fans in the first inter-
collegiate contest in the Meadowlands. Later that year, the Knights upended
Colgate 17-9 before 33,405 fans and a regional television audience on Thanks-
giving evening, capping the unbeaten 11-0 campaign. Last year, before 64,790
fans, the largest crowd ever assembled in New Jersey to watch a college foot-
ball game, Rutgers fell to Penn State,

The 76,800 seat stadium is located in East Rutherford, just off Route 3 and
Exit 16W of the Turnpike. Giants Stadium is the home of the NFL’s Giants
and the North American Soccer League champs, the Cosmos.

In future seasons, Rutgers will host a number of interesting opponents in
the magnificent stadium.

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With the perfect 11-0 record in 1976
(the second undefeated season for the Scar-
let which turned the trick with a 9-0 mark
in 1961), Rutgers was the first major col-
lege team in 19 years and only the sixth in
NCAA history to complete a season as the
leader in three team defensive categories.
The Scarlet Knight defense allowed just 7.4
points a game, permitted only 83.9 yards
rushing per contest and limited opponents
to 179.2 yards in total defense each time
out.

Seniors Mike Fisher, Dan Pfabe, and
Elvin Washington earned their fourth foot-
ball letiters last season. They joined Nate
Toran, John Alexander, Dwight Lipscomb
and Tom Holmes as the only ones over the
last 26 years to turn the trick. Freshmen
were not allowed to compete on varsity
teams between 1954 and 1972,

Rutgers will open the 1978 football
season against Penn State for the second
straight season. The Sept. 9 contest will be played at Beaver Stadium where an
expansion project has increased the capacity to over 76,000, Last year’s game
at Giants Stadium drew 64,790 fans, the largest attendance figure for a college
game in New Jersey. The Nittany Lions won, 45-7, in the renewal of an eight-
game series which had lapsed since 1955.

The Scarlet Knights will make two appearances in Giants Stadium during
the 1978 campaign, hosting Princeton, Sept. 30, and joining Columbia, Oct. 28.
Rutgers and Columbia met in the first intercollegiate game at the Meadowlands,
Oct. 23, 1976, a 47-0 Scarlet victory. The Knights defeated Colgate, 17-9, in the
1976 finale at Giants Stadium to post an undefeated season. The Rutgers-
Ceolumbia series began in 1870.

The 1978 football season marks the 109th for Rutgers which played the
first intercollegiate contest against Princeton in 1869. The original site of that
Nov, 6 game 110 years ago is now a parking lot located behind Rutgers Gym.
Rutgers did not compete in 1871.

Rutgers Stadium will celebrate its 40th anniversary this year. The 23,000-seat
stadium was dedicated on Nov. 5, 1938 and gave Rutgers its first win over Princeton
since the 1869 contest by a 20-18 count.

The home stadium has produced 30 winning seasons in the 40 years. Last
year’s 4-0 home record extended the undefeated streak there to 17. The last
Stadium loss was to Connecticut by a 9-7 margin in 1974, Eleven of the winning
seasons have produced perfect marks,

Rutgers holds a series’ edge against only four of its 1978 opponents (Buck-
nell, Connecticut, Columbia and Colgate) but comes ofl wins against eight of the
11 foes. Six teams return from last year’s 8-3 season but the Scarlet Knights
have previously faced the five others, Columbia (1976}, Holy Cross (1973),
Massachusetts (1976), Villanova (1962) and Yale (1966).
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Football at Rutgers has enjoyed a rich heritage, dating back to the first inter-
collegiate contest in 1869 when the Scarlet Knights defeated cross-state rival
Princeton, 6-4. In that time, there have been a number of players represented
on All-American teams, including four full-fledged, 24-karat geld first team
members.

The Knights’ first team All-
Americans are Paul Robeson (1917-
18), Homer Hazel (1923-24), Wil-
fiam Austin (1958) and Alex Kroll
{1961).

Between 1913 and 1918, four
other Rutgers stars were selected to
Walter Camp’s second and third
teams: Howard Talman, Bob “Nas-
ty” Nash, Al “Budge” Garrett, and
} Frank Kelly,

Three years ago, the most re-
cent member joined the All-America
club. Nate Toran, who spearheaded
the Rutgers defense in his four years
on the Banks, was a third-team All-
American defensive end in 1975
and moved up to the second team in
1976. The Scarlet Knights were a
sparkling 20-2 in Toran’s final two

Robeson was the initial first team All-American selection in 1917, and re-
peated the following year. He was only the third black athlete to be selected. The
iternationally known concert singer and actor, who died Jan. 23, 1976, was the
subject of a Broadway play this year.

Hazel, 2 member of the Hall of Fame, was a two-time selection as an end
and fullback. In his two seasons, Rutgers compiled a 14-2-2 mark. Hazel was
elected to the Hall of Fame in 1951, i

Austin, now second in all-time total offense, was named to the elite
squad after leading Rutgers to an 8-1 record. Kroll was a first team selection
in 1961, when he captained the Knights to a 9-0 season. In his two years of
competition, Rutgers was 17-1.
