BROOKINGS, S.D. — The South Dakota State University football team continues its 

attempt for another deep run in the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs by 
traveling Saturday to fifth-seeded Villanova in quarterfinal action. 

Kickoff is set for 2 p.m. Eastern Time (1 p.m. Central) at Villanova Stadium in the 
Philadelphia suburb of Villanova, Pennsylvania. Television coverage of the game will 
be exclusively through the ESPN+ streaming platform. 

South Dakota State, ranked 11th in the final regular season polls conducted by Stats 
Perform (media) and the FCS coaches, is making its 10th consecutive postseason 
appearance and 11th in the last 13 years. The Jackrabbits improved to 10-3 overall 
with a 24-19 victory Dec. 4 at fourth-seeded Sacramento State. SDSU is the lone 
unseeded team remaining out of the eight squads still alive in the FCS playoffs. 

Villanova, ranked sixth and seventh, respectively, received an opening-round bye as 
the No. 5 seed. The Wildcats improved to 10-2 overall with a 21-16 home win over 
Holy Cross in the Round of 16 on Dec. 3. 

THE SERIES: Saturday’s game will mark the second matchup between South 
Dakota State and Villanova on the gridiron. The first meeting also took place in the 
postseason, with the Jackrabbits pulling out a 10-7 victory on a late field goal by 
Chase Vinatieri on Dec. 3, 2016, at SDSU’s Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

South Dakota State has posted a 3-1 record against Colonial Athletic Association 
schools in FCS playoff games, with all three Jackrabbit wins coming on their home 
field. 

The full slate of SDSU-CAA playoff matchups is as follows: 
2016: South Dakota State 10, Villanova 7 (Dec. 3, 2016, at Brookings, S.D.) 
2017: South Dakota State 56, New Hampshire 14 (Dec. 9, 2017, at Brookings, S.D.) 
2017: James Madison 51, South Dakota State 16 (Dec. 16, 2017, at Harrisonburg, Va.) 
2020-21: South Dakota State 33, Delaware 3 (May 8, 2021, at Brookings, S.D.) 
ELITE COMPANY: South Dakota State is one of only two Football Championship 

Subdivision programs to reach the playoffs each of the last 10 seasons, including mak-
ing consecutive national semifinal appearances in 2017 and 2018. 

North Dakota State holds the longest active streak with 12 consecutive trips to the 
playoffs after the Bison earned the Missouri Valley Football Conference’s automatic bid. 

CAPTAINS: Leading the Jackrabbit football team are six captains: 
• Logan Backhaus, Sr., linebacker, Spirit Lake, Iowa; 
• Wes Genant, Sr., offensive lineman, Parkston; 
• Michael Griffin II, Sr., safety, Cottage Grove, Minnesota; 
• Mason McCormick, Jr., offensive lineman, Sioux Falls; 
• Pierre Strong, Jr.; Sr.; running back, Little Rock, Arkansas, and 
• Xavier Ward, Sr., defensive tackle, Freeman. 
Backhaus is in his third season as a team captain, while Genant, Griffin and Strong 

are in their second seasons in the leadership position. McCormick and Ward are first-
time team captains. 

SEASON 14 IN THE MVFC: The 2021 season marked South Dakota State’s 14th as 
a member of the Missouri Valley Football Conference. Since joining the league in 2008, 
SDSU is the only program in that span to not have a losing season in conference play. 

The Jackrabbits hold a 76-34 record in MVFC games and have won six or more 
league games six times. SDSU earned a share of league titles in 2016 and during the 
2020-21 spring season. 

RANKINGS STREAK: By being ranked 11th in the final Stats Perform FCS poll of 
the regular season on Nov. 22, SDSU has now appeared in the top 25 of 130 consecu-
tive media polls dating back to October 2012.

The Jackrabbits’ third-place preseason showing matched the highest in program 
history (2018, 2019). SDSU then spent five weeks in the No. 2 spot following a season-
opening win over Colorado State before dropping its first game of the year Oct. 9 
against Southern Illinois.

AWARD FINALISTS: South Dakota State running back Pierre Strong, Jr. and line-

backer Adam Bock were announced recently as finalists for two of the top awards in 
the Football Championship Subdivision. 

Strong is one of 25 finalists for the 2021 Stats Perform Walter Payton Award, which 
is presented to the top offensive player in the FCS ranks. 

A senior from Little Rock, Arkansas, Strong was selected as a finalist for the second 
season in a row. Strong ended the regular season with 1,317 rushing yards and 15 
touchdowns. He averaged 6.9 yards per carry in topping the 100-yard mark in eight of 
11 games for a Jackrabbit squad that is making its 10th consecutive appearance in the 
FCS playoffs. 

During the 2020-21 spring season, Strong finished seventh in the balloting for the 
Walter Payton Award. 

Strong has posted three 1,000-yard seasons in his career and ranks fourth on the 
all-time SDSU charts with 4,416 rushing yards and 39 rushing touchdowns. 

Northern Iowa offensive lineman Trevor Penning and Missouri State quarterback 
Jason Shelley were also named finalists from the Missouri Valley Football Conference. 

Bock has been selected as one of 25 finalists for the 2021 Stats Perform Buck 
Buchanan Award, which is presented annually to the top defensive player in the FCS. 

A sophomore from Solon, Iowa, Bock registered a team-best 100 tackles (55 solo) 
with nine tackles for loss and 2.5 sacks during the regular season. He tallied double 
figures in tackles in six of 11 games for a Jackrabbit defense that limited the opposition 
to 18.3 points and 97.8 rushing yards per game. 

In addition, Bock recorded an interception, five pass breakups, two forced fumbles 
and a blocked kick which he returned for a defensive extra point. 

Bock and Western Illinois safety Darius Joiner are the lone finalists from the Missouri 
Valley Football Conference. 

A 50-member national media panel will select the winners, who will be announced 
on Jan. 7 — the eve of the FCS championship game — in Frisco, Texas. 

JACKS PICKED TO WIN VALLEY: South Dakota State was picked to win the 2021 
Missouri Valley Football Conference title, according to a preseason poll conducted 
among the league’s coaches, sports information directors and a media panel 

The Jackrabbits received 24 of the 43 first-place votes to finish with 454 points, 
edging North Dakota State with 435 points and 18 first-place votes. North Dakota (357), 
Southern Illinois (345) and Northern Iowa (311) rounded out the top five, with UNI claim-
ing the final first-place vote.

It marked the first time since joining the MVFC in 2008 that the Jackrabbits, who 
returned 10 starters on both sides of the ball, were tabbed as the preseason favorite, 
after finishing second in the annual forecast six times. 

The remainder of the poll included: Missouri State, sixth, 256; Illinois State, seventh, 
196; South Dakota, eighth, 163; Youngstown State, ninth, 126; Indiana State, 10th, 112, 
and Western Illinois, 11th, 83. 

SDSU shared the MVFC title with Missouri State, finishing with a 5-1 conference 
mark during an abbreviated 2020-21 season that was moved to the spring due to the 
COVID-19 pandemic. The Jackrabbits were awarded the league's automatic bid to the 
Football Championship Subdivision playoffs and later advanced to the national champi-
onship game for the first time, ending the season with an 8-2 overall record following a 
23-21 loss to Sam Houston. 

MVFC AWARDS: Fifteen South Dakota State football student-athletes, led by three-
time first-team selection Pierre Strong, Jr., were named Nov. 29 to the all-Missouri 
Valley Football Conference Team. Selections were determined by a vote among the 
league’s coaches, sports information directors and a select media panel. 

Strong, a senior running back from Little Rock, Arkansas, finished the regular season 
with a league-best 1,317 rushing yards and 15 touchdowns. A finalist for the Stats 
Perform FCS Walter Payton Award, he topped the 100-yard mark in eight of 11 games 
and averaged 6.9 yards per carry. In addition, Strong caught 20 passes for 133 yards 
and threw three touchdown passes. 

Joining Strong on the first-team offense was sophomore tight end Tucker Kraft. The 
Timber Lake native tallied 51 receptions for 596 yards and six touchdowns during the 
regular season, surpassing the century mark in receiving yards on two occasions. 

Linebackers Logan Backhaus and Adam Bock represented the Jackrabbits on the 
first-team defensive unit. A senior from Spirit Lake, Iowa, Backhaus was a repeat first-
team honoree despite being limited to nine games due to injury. His regular season 
totals included 35 total tackles, including 2.5 tackles for loss and a sack. 

Bock, a sophomore from Solon, Iowa, posted a team-leading 100 tackles during regu-
lar season action, registering double figures in tackles six times. The Stats Perform FCS 
Buck Buchanan Award finalist ranked third on the squad with nine tackles for loss, while 
adding 2.5 sacks, an interception and two forced fumbles. 

The Jackrabbit offensive and defensive lines were well-represented on the second 
team. SDSU garnered three of the five offensive line spots on the second unit as Wes 
Genant, Aron Johnson and Mason McCormick were honored for a squad that averaged 
37.3 points and 441.1 yards of total offense per game during the regular season. 
McCormick was honored on the second team for the second season in a row, while 
Genant moved up from being an honorable mention selection this past spring. 

Also repeating on the second-team offense was junior wide receiver Jaxon Janke. 
The Madison native hauled in team bests of 53 receptions and 876 receiving yards, 
averaging 16.5 yards per catch with three touchdowns. He went over the 100-yard mark 
five times, including each of the last four games of the regular season. 

On the defensive side of the ball, tackle Caleb Sanders and end Reece Winkelman 
led the Jackrabbit contingent. Sanders, a senior from Glenwood, Iowa, bettered his 
numbers from the spring season, when he was a first-team all-MVFC selection, tallying 
team bests of 6.5 sacks and 12 tackles for loss out of 26 total stops. He recorded at 
least a half-tackle for loss in 10 of 11 games. 

Winkelman, a senior from Marshall, Minnesota, ranked second on the team with 10.5 
tackles for loss and 4.5 sacks. 

Also earning second-team recognition from the Jackrabbit defense was senior cor-
nerback Don Gardner. After missing four league games due to injury, Gardner returned 
to the lineup for the stretch run in November and contributed 13 tackles, including one 
for loss. He also was a second-team honoree in 2019 and a first-team pick in the spring.

Rounding out the SDSU second-team selections was long snapper Bradey Sorenson. 
The senior from Yankton returned to the line this fall and was part of a special teams 
unit that went 17-of-23 on field goal attempts and converted all 49 PATs. Sorenson pre-
viously was a second-team all-MVFC honoree in 2018. 

To complete the Jackrabbit list of honorees, tight end Zach Heins, quarterback Chris 
Oladokun and kicker Cole Frahm received honorable mention recognition. 

Heins, a junior from Sioux Falls, formed the other half of the Jackrabbits' tandem at 
tight end, catching 18 passes for 199 yards with five touchdowns. He was a first-team 
all-league honoree this past spring. 

In his lone season as a Jackrabbit, Oladokun made an immediate impact at quarter-
back, completing 63.9 percent (184-of-288) of his passes for 2,450 yards and 20 touch-
downs against only five interceptions. A graduate transfer from Tampa, Florida, and 
SDSU’s only representative on the league’s All-Newcomer Team, Oladokun threw at 
least one touchdown pass in 10 of 11 regular season games. 

Frahm was an honorable mention selection for the second year in a row after ending 
the regular season as the team's leading scorer with 98 points. The senior from Omaha, 
Nebraska, made all 47 of his extra-point tries and was 17-of-23 on field goals, including 
two of 50-plus yards. Frahm made at least one field goal in each of the team's last 10 
games. 

OLADOKUN UNDER CENTER: Graduate transfer Chris Oladokun has taken the 
reins of the Jackrabbit offense at quarterback and has responded with a number of 
impressive performances this season. 

Named the co-Missouri Valley Football Conference Newcomer of the Week following 
the Jackrabbits’ 42-23 season-opening win at Colorado State, Oladokun accounted for 
three touchdowns – two passing and one rushing — in his Jackrabbit debut. 

He completed 18-of-28 passes for 224 yards and also rushed two times for 19 yards, 
including an 11-yard touchdown that capped the scoring for SDSU. Both of Oladokun’s 
touchdown passes went to Jadon Janke, covering 10 and 17 yards. 

In the Jackrabbits’ Sept. 11 home opener against Lindenwood, Oladokun led SDSU 
on touchdown-scoring drives on each of the team’s first five possessions, which was 
highlighted by him throwing four touchdown passes. Oladokun, who exited the game 
midway through the second quarter with SDSU leading 35-0, completed 12-of-13 passes 
for 171 yards and the four scores — two each to tight ends Zach Heins and Tucker Kraft. 

For the season, Oladokun has completed 204-of-328 passes (62.2 percent) for 2,697 
yards and 22 touchdowns against five interceptions. He threw for a season-high 358 
yards Oct. 9 against Southern Illinois and had his streak of eight consecutive games 
with a touchdown pass end in the Nov. 6 victory over North Dakota State. Since then, 
Oladokun has a touchdown pass in three of the next four games, including three in the 
regular season finale against North Dakota. 

A native of Tampa, Florida, Oladokun began his collegiate career at South Florida, 
where he started two games in 2018 and completed 22-of-44 passes for 285 yards and 
three touchdowns. 

He then transferred to Samford and played in 19 games with nine starts over the next 
two seasons. Oladokun passed for 2,064 yards and 18 touchdowns in 2019, while also 
rushing 127 times for 493 yards and eight touchdowns. He was Samford’s starter at 
quarterback for the 2020-21 season opener and saw action in seven games. 

Oladokun became the fourth Jackrabbit in as many seasons to start the opener at 
quarterback. In 2018, Taryn Christion made his third consecutive start in the first game 
of a season, while J’Bore Gibbs inherited the starting role in 2019. True freshman Mark 
Gronowski won the starting quarterback battle for the 2020-21 opener and went on to 
lead the Jackrabbits to the FCS national title game before suffering an injury that has 
sidelined him this fall.

PLAYOFF RUSHING RECORD FALLS: With 446 yards on the ground in its Nov. 27 
win over UC Davis, South Dakota State broke a school playoff record. The previous 
mark of 434 yards was set in a 58-10 victory over Eastern Illinois on Nov. 24, 2012, at 
Coughlin-Alumni Stadium. 

Zach Zenner set the SDSU single-game record with 295 rushing yards on 33 carries 
with three touchdowns that afternoon, with Reggie Gandy adding 151 yards and two 
scores on 16 attempts. 

RISING TO THE OCCASION: South Dakota State running back Isaiah Davis played 
a big role in the Jackrabbits reaching the Football Championship Subdivision national 
title game in the spring and is again making his mark in the postseason this fall. 

A sophomore from Joplin, Missouri, Davis finished as the Jackrabbits’ leading rusher 
during the 2020-21 spring season with 818 yards. He averaged 8.5 yards per carry and 
scored 10 touchdowns, including three in the FCS national championship game versus 
Sam Houston. He ended that game with 305 all-purpose yards, tallying 178 rushing 
yards on 14 carries, catching one pass for 13 yards and returning four kickoffs for 114 
yards. His 85-yard touchdown run late in the fourth quarter gave SDSU a momentary 
21-17 lead. 

Davis set a new single-game career high in his next playoff game, Nov. 27 against 
UC Davis, rushing 15 times for 217 yards and a touchdown. That performance came 
after missing eight games due to an injury suffered in the Sept. 11 home victory over 
Lindenwood. He returned to the lineup in the Nov. 20 regular season finale against 
North Dakota, carrying nine times for 64 yards. His first rush covered 22 yards. 

In six career playoff games, Davis has racked up 771 rushing yards on only 77 
carries (10.0 ypc) and 1,013 all-purpose yards.

BIG-PLAY JACKS: Through its 13 games so far this season, the South Dakota 

State offense has averaged 7.0 yards per play. The Jackrabbits averaged at least 7.5 
yards per play in each of their first three games, highlighted by an average of 9.3 yards 
per play in their Sept. 11 home opener against Lindenwood. 

Conversely, SDSU is limiting the opposition to 5.0 yards per play, including 3.1 yards 
per rushing attempt. 

The Jackrabbits have 77 plays of 20 or more yards from scrimmage through 13 
games, the longest of which was an 85-yard touchdown run by Pierre Strong, Jr. Oct. 9 
versus Southern Illinois. 

SDSU was limited to a season-low one play of 20-plus yards in its Nov. 13 loss at 
South Dakota — a 49-yard pass from Chris Oladokun to Jaxon Janke on the first play 
of the second quarter. 

However, the Jackrabbits tallied 10 plays of 20 or more yards in its playoff-opening 
win over UC Davis on Nov. 27. Nine of the chunk plays were on rushing attempts — 
four each by Isaiah Davis and Strong, and one by Oladokun. The other was a 33-yard 
touchdown pass from Oladokun to Jadon Janke. 

LONGEST OF THE LONG: Malik Lofton’s 97-yard fumble return for touchdown in 
the third quarter of the Jackrabbits’ Oct. 9 game against Southern Illinois is the longest 
such return on record in program history. 

SDSU’s Pierre Strong, Jr., also scored on an 85-yard run in the fourth quarter for the 
longest run of his career.

It marked the first time since a 2014 game at Indiana State that SDSU had two scor-
ing plays of 85 or more yards in the same contest. That previous feat was accom-
plished in a 2014 game at Indiana State, when Jake Wieneke scored on a 91-yard 
pass from Austin Sumner in the third quarter and Zach Zenner tallied a 94-yard touch-
down run later in the second half. 

SPEAKING OF TURNOVERS: The Jackrabbits tied one of their longest-standing 
school records with their six interceptions against UC Davis in the opening round of the 
Football Championship Subdivision playoffs on Nov. 27. SDSU also intercepted six 
passes in a 1950 game against Augustana and in a 1952 matchup with St. Cloud 
State. 

Reserve cornerback Dalys Beanum came up with three of the interceptions, the last 
of which he returned 59 yards for a touchdown. 

Adam Bock also returned an interception 39 yards for a score early in the second 
half, giving SDSU two interception returns for touchdowns in the same game for the 
first time since Nov. 10, 2007, against Southern Utah. 

Beanum, who also returned an interception for a touchdown Oct. 2 against Dixie 
State, now leads the team with four interceptions this season. He became the first 
Jackrabbit player to pick off three passes in a game since All-American Tyler Koch 
accomplished the feat Nov. 3, 2007, at Central Arkansas. 

For the season, the Jackrabbits are plus-16 in turnover margin after adding two 
more interceptions in the their Dec. 4 win at Sacramento State. Defensive end Cade 
Terveer and cornerback Don Gardner each recorded their second interceptions of the 
season — and the postseason — in the first half. 

CONTROLLING THE CLOCK: South Dakota State held a 15-minute advantage in 
time of possession in its Oct. 30 victory at Youngstown State. 

The Jackrabbits held the ball for 37 minutes and 33 seconds in the 47-16 road victo-
ry, compared to 22:27 by YSU. That marked the highest time of possession in a game 
by an SDSU squad since racking up 37:42 against Montana State in 2018. 

SDSU has posted a 8-1 record in games this season in which it has led in time of 
possession. 

THIRD-DOWN EFFICIENCY: The Jackrabbits converted a season-best 10-of-12 on 
third-down attempts in its win at Youngstown State on Oct. 30, a game in which SDSU 
never punted. Both of the failed attempts came in the second quarter and resulted in a 
fumble and sack — after the latter of which Cole Frahm kicked a 52-yard field goal to 
end the first half. 

That performance came on the heels of some recent third-down struggles. SDSU 
had gone a combined 11-for-41 (26.8 percent) on third down in the prior three games. 

TIGHT ENDS CATCHING ON: South Dakota State’s stable of tight ends has played 
a key role in the passing game for the Jackrabbits this season. Combined, the trio of 
Tucker Kraft (6), Zach Heins (6) and Mike Morgan (2) have combined for 14 of the 
Jackrabbits’ 28 touchdown catches so far this season. 

Each of the three has a two-touchdown game this season, with Morgan recording the 
first two scores of his career on plays of 11 and 55 yards Oct. 2 against Dixie State. 

Kraft also ranks second on the team in total receptions with 56. 
SECOND-QUARTER OUTBURSTS: South Dakota State set a program Division I-

era record when it scored 35 points in the second quarter of its Oct. 2 Beef Bowl game 
against Dixie State. It marked the most points in any quarter by a Jackrabbit squad 
since moving to the Football Championship Subdivision in 2004, surpassing the previ-
ous record of 31 in the second quarter of a 2005 game against Valparaiso. 

Through 13 games this season, the Jackrabbits have outscored the opposition by a 
181-68 margin in the second quarter.

They 
followed the same script Oct. 16 at Western Illinois, with Jadon catching an 8-yard 
pass to open the scoring in the first quarter and Jaxon adding a 21-yard score to cap a 
21-point third quarter. 

The brothers again hauled in touchdown passes in the same contest Nov. 20 against

Strong, Jr. have both reached the 100-point mark during the 2021 campaign, becoming 
the latest Jackrabbit duo to top the century mark for scoring in the same year. 

Frahm, a senior kicker from Omaha, Nebraska, leads the team with 112 points after 
making 18-of-27 field goal attempts and all 58 PAT tries this season. He has made two 
or more field goals in six games this season, with his 18 field goals tied for third-most 
in a season by a Jackrabbit. His 32 career field goals are sixth on the all-time SDSU 
charts.

Strong, a senior running back from Little Rock, Arkansas, has 102 points on the 
strength of 17 touchdowns this season. He has scored a pair of touchdowns in a game 
six times this season to up his career rushing touchdown total to 39 (fourth in school 
history) and career points total to 252 (eighth in program history). 

Frahm and Strong are the third Jackrabbit tandem in five seasons to hit the 100-
point mark in the same year, joining Jake Wieneke (104) and Chase Vinatieri (103) in 
2017, followed by Vinatieri (114) and Cade Johnson (102) in 2018.

TWO RECEIVERS TOP 100: For the first time this season, two South Dakota State 
receivers topped the 100-yard mark in the same game. In the Oct. 9 contest against 
Southern Illinois, sophomore tight end Tucker Kraft set career highs with 10 catches 
and 124 yards, while junior wide receiver Jadon Janke added 117 receiving yards. 
Janke’s yardage total came on only three catches as he logged receptions of 52, 46 
and 19 yards — all in the first half. 

Jadon Janke also had a part in the last time the Jackrabbits had a pair of receivers 
top the century mark, teaming with his twin brother, Jaxon, in the second game of the 
2020-21 spring season — also in a losing effort — at North Dakota. In that contest, 
Jaxon caught seven passes for 161 yards, while Jadon hauled in five receptions for 
109 yards. 

40 AND COUNTING: South Dakota State scored 40-plus points in each of its first 
six games this season, marking the longest such streak in program history. Previously, 
SDSU put together a four-game streak of 40-point games late in the 2018 season, 
covering the final three regular season games (Missouri State (59), Southern Illinois 
(57), South Dakota (49) and a playoff victory over Duquesne (51). 

The Jackrabbits enter the week ranked eighth in the Football Championship 
Subdivision with an average of 37.7 points per game after reaching the 40-point mark 
for the eighth time this season in a 56-24 victory Nov. 27 over UC Davis. 

NOTES ON A SHUTOUT: South Dakota State recorded its first shutout since the 
2015 season when it blanked Indiana State, 44-0, on Sept. 25. The Jacks’ previous 
shutout also came on the road against a league opponent as SDSU downed Missouri 
State, 39-0, in a game played on Oct. 31, 2015, in Springfield, Missouri. 

The shutout also was the ninth by a Jackrabbit squad under head coach John 
Stiegelmeier. 

SDSU had its bid for back-to-back shutouts for the first time since 1962 come to an 
end with six seconds remaining in its Oct. 2 Beef Bowl game against Dixie State, when 
the Trailblazers scored on a 16-yard pass play. 

BOCK SETS CAREER HIGH: South Dakota State middle linebacker Adam Bock 
established a new career high with 17 tackles, including a half-sack, in the Jackrabbits’ 
overtime loss to Southern Illinois on Oct. 9. Bock’s previous high was 13 tackles last 
season against North Dakota State and matched versus Southern Illinois in their last 
matchup, an FCS playoff quarterfinal this past May. 

Bock’s 17 tackles are tied for sixth-most in a game by a Jackrabbit since tackles 
became an official NCAA statistic in 2000, and are the most by an SDSU player since 
Christian Rozeboom tallied 18 stops in a 2017 game at Missouri State. Bock currently 
leads the team with 112 tackles after the ninth double-digit-tackle performance of his 
career — and sixth this season — with 12 stops Nov. 20 against North Dakota. 

The sophomore from Solon, Iowa, also made Jackrabbit history when he returned a 
blocked extra-point attempt at Youngstown State for a defensive 2-point conversion. It 
was the third time an SDSU player scored a defensive extra point, joining Vic Sosa 
(1997 at Augustana) and Trey Carr (2014 at Southern Utah). 

SACK RABBITS: South Dakota State saw its streak of notching multiple sacks in a 
game end at 10 games when it managed only one sack in its Nov. 6 win over North 
Dakota State. The streak began with a seven-sack outing against Delaware in the semi-
finals of the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs in May. 

As a team, the Jackrabbits have a total of 35 sacks so far this year after notching 
two sacks in their Nov. 27 playoff opener against UC Davis. Their average of 2.69 
sacks per game ranks 26th among FCS teams this season. 

Caleb Sanders leads the team with 6.5 sacks, while a total of 17 different players 
have recorded at least a half-sack this season.

WINKELMAN, SANDERS NEAR TOP 10: Senior defensive linemen Reece 
Winkelman and Caleb Sanders are not only the top two sack artists for the Jackrabbits 
this season, but the Jackrabbit duo have nearly identical career numbers for sacks and 
tackles for loss as they both have either moved into the SDSU career top 10 in those 
categories or poised to enter that territory yet this season. 

Sanders, a defensive tackle from Glenwood, Iowa, has moved into ties for ninth in 
tackles for loss (32) and 10th in sacks (15) in recent weeks. His 32 TFLs match Eric 
Cohen’s total from 1978-80, while his 15 sacks are tied with Division II All-American 
Kevin Tetzlaff (1988-91). 

A defensive end from Marshall, Minnesota, Winkelman has tallied 14 sacks and 28.5 
tackles for loss in his career. Winkelman notched a team- and career-best 6.5 sacks 
during the 2019 campaign. 

50-PLUS CLUB: Cole Frahm made his second field goal of more than 50 yards this 
season— and third of his career — in the Oct. 30 game at Youngstown State, connect-
ing on a 52-yarder on the final play of the first half. It was the 15th field goal of 50 or 
more yards in program history. 

Frahm’s 54-yarder earlier this season against Lindenwood is tied for the fourth-
longest field goal in program history. Parker Douglass (2007) and Chase Vinatieri 
(2018) hold the school record with 57-yard field goals and Douglass connected on five 
field goals of 50-plus yards in his All-America career.

In addition, Frahm has moved into sixth place on the SDSU career charts for field 

goals made with 32. After booting two field goals in the Nov. 6 win over North Dakota 
State, he passed Adam Vinatieri, who made 27 field goals in a Jackrabbit uniform from 
1991-94. 

For his career, Frahm is 32-for-48 on field goal tries. He had a streak of 10 straight 
games with a made field goal end in the Nov. 27 game against UC Davis. He has 
made a field goal in 20 of 23 games over the past two seasons. 

605 HOGS: The success of the South Dakota State offense can be attributed in 
large part to the continuity the Jackrabbits have been able to maintain along the offen-
sive line. 

The quintet of Aron Johnson (left tackle), Mason McCormick (left guard), Wes 
Genant (center), Eagan Lickiss (right guard) and Garret Greenfield (right tackle) had 
started 17 games in a row dating back to the start of the 2020-21 spring season until 
the string was broken Oct. 30 at Youngstown State. In that game, senior Eddie Miller 
replaced Lickiss in the starting lineup at right guard and has continued to serve in a 
starting role.

Johnson missed the Nov. 20 regular season finale against North Dakota, but 
returned to the lineup the next week against UC Davis. Greenfield flipped over to start 
at left tackle in Johnson’s absence against UND, with Bo Donald earning the start at 
right tackle. 

SEEING DOUBLE: The 2021 edition of the South Dakota State football team 
features two sets of twin brothers. 

Returning for their junior seasons are wide receivers and Madison natives Jadon 
and Jaxon Janke. Jaxon Janke was the team’s top receiver a season ago, catching 32 
passes for 473 yards and six touchdowns. He also returned punts, averaging 13.2 
yards on eight attempts. 

Jadon Janke was right behind in the receiving categories, hauling in 21 receptions 
for 425 yards and five touchdowns. His 20.2 yards per reception led the squad and 
four of his touchdown receptions came in postseason action. 

Joining the Jackrabbits last fall were twins Aaron and Adam Kusler. The Sioux Falls 
tandem, who excelled at Roosevelt High School, are both redshirt freshman lineback-
ers on this year’s squad. 

SDSU has another set of brothers on the team in Brookings natives and offensive 
linemen Eddie and Gus Miller. Eddie is a senior on this year’s team, while Gus is an 
redshirt freshman. 

JACKS IN THE PROS: During the summer of 2021, six former South Dakota State 
standouts were in training camp with National Football League teams, continuing the 
Jackrabbits’ long tradition of developing players into pro prospects. 

Headlining the list is tight end Dallas Goedert of the Philadelphia Eagles. After being 
drafted in the second round of the 2018 NFL Draft, Goedert has gone on to record 178 
receptions for 2,061 yards and 16 touchdowns in four seasons. 

While Goedert was the lone former Jackrabbit on an opening day active roster, two 
other recent defensive standouts were assigned to practice squads. Linebacker 
Christian Rozeboom has spent time on the active roster with both the Kansas City 
Chiefs and Los Angeles Rams this season, and cornerback Jordan Brown returned to 
the Las Vegas Raiders. 

Rozeboom finished his Jackrabbit career as the program’s all-time leading tackler 
and then signed as a free agent following the 2020 NFL Draft. He spent the 2020 
season as a member of the Rams’ practice squad. 

Brown was a seventh-round choice of the Cincinnati Bengals in 2019 and also spent 
time on the practice squad for Jacksonville during his rookie campaign before entering 
2020 training camp with the Las Vegas Raiders. He spent the latter part of the 2020 
season as a practice squad player with the Washington Football Team. 

The most recent former Jackrabbit with professional aspirations is wide receiver 
Cade Johnson, who signed as a free agent with the Seattle Seahawks after the 2021 
NFL Draft. He has since been assigned to Seattle’s practice squad. 

Johnson set a pair of single-season school records as a member of the Jackrabbits 
from 2017-19. As a redshirt freshman in 2017, the Papillion, Nebraska, native estab-
lished a new Jackrabbit standard with 839 kickoff return yards, returning two kickoffs for 
touchdowns. The following season, his first as a starting receiver, he set the SDSU 
single-season record with 17 touchdown catches, totaling 67 receptions for 1,332 yards. 

In 2019, Johnson also posted his second consecutive 1,000-yard season, tallying 
1,222 yards on 72 receptions.Over three seasons, he ranked third in program history for 
touchdown catches (28), fifth in receiving yards (2,872) and sixth in receptions (162). 

He was a two-time first-team all-Missouri Valley Football Conference honoree and 
was selected to multiple Football Championship Subdivision All-America squads in 
both 2018 and 2019. Johnson was selected to play in the 2020 Reese’s Senior Bowl 
after deciding to opt out of his senior season.

among the last cuts by the Kansas City Chiefs this summer. Witzmann returned to the 
Kansas City Chiefs in 2020, an organization for which he earned a starting role in 
2017. He played in one game in 2020, but was assigned to the team’s practice squad 
for much of the year, including the postseason. 

Also awaiting his next opportunity is fullback and Brookings native Mikey Daniel, who 
spent this summer with the Carolina Panthers following a stint with Atlanta in 2020. 

In addition, wide receiver Jake Wieneke caught on with the Montreal Alouettes of the 
Canadian Football League in 2019 and finished the year with 44 catches for 569 yards 
with eight touchdowns. The CFL did not compete in 2020 due to the pandemic, but 
Wieneke has already exceeded his 2019 totals with 56 receptions for 898 yards and 11 
touchdowns thus far during the 2021 campaign. 

Also in the CFL is Wieneke’s former teammate Taryn Christion. A Sioux Falls native, 
Christion is a member of the Ottawa Redblacks. He has played in four games this sea-
son and has registered 20 yards on 2-of-6 passing. 

Recently announcing his retirement was former Jackrabbit standout Adam Vinatieri, 
who became the NFL career scoring leader in 2018 with the Indianapolis Colts. 

Over Vinatieri’s 24 seasons, his totals included NFL bests of 599-of-715 on field goal 
attempts, 83.8 percent, and 2,673 career points. He also ranks second in career extra 
points with 874. In all, Vinatieri set 15 NFL records, including 21 100-point seasons. 

Several other former Jackrabbit players and coaches have had ties to the profes-
sional game, including: 

• Steve Heiden (player from 1995-98), tight ends coach for the Arizona Cardinals; 
• Reed Burckhardt (player from 2004-07), director of pro scouting for the Minnesota Vikings; 
• Glen Fox (player from 2006-09), pro scout with the Arizona Cardinals; 
• Shawn Mennenga (assistant coach from 2009-10), former special teams coordinator for the 

Cleveland Browns and Green Bay Packers; 
• Trent Baalke (assistant coach from 1991-95), general manager of the Jacksonville Jaguars and 

formerly the GM for the San Francisco 49ers; 
• Brad Seely, longtime special teams coordinator with numerous NFL teams. 
ACADEMIC ALL-DISTRICT: South Dakota State offensive lineman Wes Genant and 

defensive end Reece Winkelman were both repeat selections to the CoSIDA Academic 
All-District 6 Team announced recently. Both student-athletes will advance to the 
national ballot for Academic All-America consideration in mid-December. 

A Parkston native who is in his first semester of graduate school, Genant was 
named to the squad for the fourth time after compiling a 3.90 undergraduate grade-
point average as a human biology major. The Jackrabbits' starting center, he has 
helped pave the way up front for an offense averaging 38.8 points and 215.7 rushing 
yards per game. 

Winkelman earned his second honor in as many seasons after posting a 3.97 GPA 
as a business economics major. The Marshall, Minnesota, native ranks second on the 
team this season with 11.5 tackles for loss and 4.5 sacks. 

The Academic All-District 6 Team is determined by a vote among members of the 
College Sports Information Directors of America in Arkansas, Iowa, Louisiana, 
Minnesota, Missouri, Mississippi, Montana, North Dakota, South Dakota, Wisconsin 
and Wyoming. Candidates must be at least a sophomore in athletic and academic 
standing, a starter or key reserve on his team and carry at least a 3.3 GPA. 

Genant is seeking to become the first Jackrabbit student-athlete to earn CoSIDA 
Academic All-America honors four times. He was was a second-team honoree in 2017 
and a first-team honoree in both 2018 and during the 2020-21 spring season. With his 
previous selections he joined Paul Kippley (1978-80), Kyle Minett (2008-10) and Zach 
Zenner (2012-14) as three-time honorees. 

SDSU has placed at least one player on the Academic All-America squad in 14 of 
the last 16 seasons, including multiple selections 12 times.

Overall, SDSU football student-athletes have received Academic All-America recog-
nition from CoSIDA 42 times since 1974. 

DANA J. DYKHOUSE STADIUM: Jackrabbit football moved into a new home in 
September of 2016 with the completion of Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

The stadium, which was constructed in phases on the site of SDSU’s previous home 
field, Coughlin-Alumni Stadium, seats 19,340 spectators and cost $65 million to build. 
The stadium is being funded through private gifts and long-term revenue streams, 
including concessions and suite, loge box and ticket sales. Bonds are financing nearly 
two-thirds of the project’s construction, with the remaining dollars coming from private 
support. Lead gifts totaling $12.5 million from former Jackrabbit football player and 
Sioux Falls banker Dana Dykhouse and philanthropist T. Denny Sanford were 
announced in October 2013. 

The stadium officially opened Sept. 8, 2016, featuring a concert by country music 
superstars Luke Bryan, Little Big Town and Lee Brice as part of the Jacks Bash open-
ing weekend. The first football game was two days later, on Sept. 10, when the 
Jackrabbits defeated Drake, 56-28. 

Jacks Bash 2 was held this past Sept. 8 and included a musical lineup of Zac Brown 
Band, Fall Out Boy and Gabby Barrett. 

SDSU has gone on to post a 35-7 record at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium during its 
first five-plus seasons of operation, including an 8-1 mark in FCS playoff games. 

The Jackrabbits went undefeated at home in 2018 at 7-0 and again during the 2020-
21 spring season with a 5-0 mark. 

Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium was designed by Kansas City-based Crawford 
Architects, with the construction firm JE Dunn serving as the project manager at risk 
and Henry Carlson Company of Sioux Falls serving as general contractor. 

The stadium won the 2017 Alliant Build America Award from the Associated General 
Contractors of America South Dakota Building Chapter. 

STIG SHOW: The John Stiegelmeier Radio Show airs Monday nights throughout the 
2021 season. 

The weekly, hour-long show begins at 6 p.m. Central Time and originates in front of 
a live audience once again at Cubby’s Sports Bar and Grill in downtown Brookings. 
Hosted by Tyler Merriam, the show airs along the Jackrabbit Sports Network, including 
flagship station WNAX 570 AM, and can be heard through the Jackrabbit app and 
online at GoJacks.com. 

Weekly segments include interviews with Jackrabbit head coach John Stiegelmeier, 
student-athletes and others associated with SDSU football. Fans can submit questions 
through social media platforms and fans in attendance can register for weekly prizes.

Chase Vinatieri kicked the game-winning 40-yard field goal with 1 
minute and 21 seconds remaining in the game to lift eighth-seeded South 
Dakota State to a hard-fought 10-7 victory over Villanova in the second 
round of the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs Dec. 3 at Dana J. 
Dykhouse Stadium. 

The Jackrabbits improved to 9-3 overall, while Villanova ended its 
season with a 9-4 mark. 

Each team put together a long scoring drive in the first half, with SDSU 
breaking into the scoring column first with a nine-play, 78-yard touchdown 
drive. Sophomore quarterback Taryn Christion, who completed his first 
nine pass attempts, connected with fellow Walter Payton Award finalists 
Dallas Goedert and Jake Wieneke on back-to-back pass plays of 26 and 
23 yards to move the ball to the Wildcat 17. Three plays later, Christion hit 
Goedert on the fade in the left corner of the end zone for a 4-yard touch-
down pass. 

SDSU squandered a scoring opportunity early in the second quarter 
after taking over on downs at the Villanova 44 after stopping the Wildcats 
short on fourth-and-1. The Jackrabbits picked up one first down, but 
Christion was sacked on third down to put SDSU out of field goal range. 

Villanova’s scoring drive came in the closing moments of the second 
quarter as the Wildcats marched 80 yards on 15 plays, chewing up more 
than six and a half minutes. After first considering a field goal attempt with 
under 10 seconds to play in the half, Villanova opted instead to run anoth-
er offensive play which paid off as Zach Bednarczyk hit Alex Padovani for 
a 6-yard touchdown with two seconds remaining. 

The defensive struggle continued in the second half as the two teams 
combined for nine punts before the Jackrabbits strung together the game-
winning drive. Following an 11-yard punt return by Marquise Lewis to their 
own 40, the Jackrabbits began the drive with 3:28 to play. On second 
down, Christion moved out of the pocket and hit Goedert for a 33-yard 
catch and run to the Villanova 26. A 3-yard run by Brady Mengarelli and 
two incomplete passes left the ball at the 23 to set up Vinatieri’s heroics. 
With a brisk breeze in his face, Vinatieri's kick banked off the inside of the 
right upright, but managed to sneak through. 

Cole Langer put Villanova in a hole on the ensuing drive by recording 
an 8-yard sack on the Wildcats' first play. A 10-yard completion was fol-
lowed by a pair of incomplete passes to turn the ball back over to the 
Jackrabbits and seal their fourth playoff victory in the last five years. 

Langer’s sack was one of three on the afternoon for a swarming 
Jackrabbit defense, which tallied four other tackles for loss. 

Villanova held a 321-197 advantage in total offense, along with a 34:27 
to 25:33 edge in time of possession. Bednarczyk completed 20-of-36 
passes for 220 yards, while Matt Gudzak caught four passes for 43 yards 
and gained a game-high 66 yards rushing on 17 carries. Ryan Bell (55 
yards) and Padovani (29 yards) also hauled in four receptions. 

Christion ended the afternoon 20-of-33 for 190 yards, with Goedert on 
the receiving end of eight balls for 92 yards. Goedert ended the day with a 
Jackrabbit single-season record of 86 receptions, breaking the previous 
mark of 78 by Jason Schneider in 2013. 

Mengarelli gained 31 yards on seven carries and added five receptions 
for 27 yards for the Jackrabbits.

FORT COLLINS, Colo. – Transfer quarterback Chris Oladokun threw 

two touchdown passes and ran for another in his Jackrabbit debut, 
helping lead a balanced South Dakota State team to an emphatic 42-23 
victory over Colorado State in the season opener for both teams Sept. 3 
at Canvas Stadium. 

The Jackrabbits, ranked third in the Football Championship Subdivision 
media poll and fourth in the coaches’ poll, never trailed in recording their 
second victory over a Football Bowl Subdivision opponent since moving 
to the Division I ranks in 2004. 

SDSU running back Pierre Strong, Jr. opened the scoring with the first 
of his two touchdowns on the night, breaking through the left side of the 
line for a 48-yard scoring run. 

Colorado State answered with a 17-play, 75-yard drive to knot the 
game at 7-all early in the second quarter. David Bailey capped the five-
and-a-half-minute march with a 1-yard touchdown run. 

The Jackrabbits sandwiched two 75-yard touchdown drives of their 
own around a Rams field goal late in the second quarter to build a 21-10 
halftime advantage. Oladokun connected with Jadon Janke on a 10-yard 
pass for the first touchdown and Strong added a 12-yard touchdown run 
with 49 seconds remaining. The second Jackrabbit scoring drive took six 
plays and all of 38 seconds and was set up by a 46-yard pass from 
Oladokun to Janke. 

The Oladokun-to-Jadon Janke connection continued to pay dividends 
in the third quarter as the duo hooked up on a 17-yard touchdown. That 
came two plays after the Jackrabbit defense, led by Joshua Manchigiah 
and Malik Lofton, stuffed Colorado State on a fourth-and-1 play. 

The Jackrabbit lead grew to 35-10 late in the third quarter as Isaiah 
Davis plunged in from 2 yards out following a CSU fumble. 

Oladokun tallied the final Jackrabbit touchdown an 11-yard run midway 
through the fourth quarter to complete another 75-yard scoring drive. The 
Tampa, Florida, native ended the night 18-of-28 passing for 224 yards. 
Jadon Janke recorded six catches for 92 yards and the two scores with 
Tucker Kraft adding a career-high five catches for 53 yards. 

Colorado State scored a pair of fourth-quarter touchdowns against 
SDSU reserves, including Bailey's second touchdown of the game on an 
11-yard pass from Todd Centeio. 

SDSU finished with nearly a 50-50 split in offense, posting 242 yards 
on the ground and 224 through the air for a narrow 466-462 advantage in 
total offense. Strong gained 138 yards on 13 carries, with Davis contribut-
ing 84 yards on 15 attempts. 

For CSU, Centeio completed 29-of-42 attempts for 304 yards, with 
Trey McBride hauling in a game-high 13 passes for 116 yards and Dante 
Wright adding six catches for 103 yards. Bailey gained 46 rushing yards 
on 19 carries. 

Isaiah Stalbird paced the Jackrabbit defense with nine tackles, while 
Adam Bock registered eight tackles. Tywan Francis posted a game-high 
11 tackles for CSU. 

Chris Oladokun had a hand in three South Dakota State touchdowns — two passing and 
one rushing — as the Jackrabbits knocked off Colorado State in the season opener.

Sept. 11, 2021 • Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium (Att.: 15,162) 
South Dakota State scored on all seven of its first-half drives, ending 

four of those drives on touchdown passes from Chris Oladokkun, as the 
second-ranked Jackrabbits rolled past Lindenwood, 52-7, before a crowd 
of 15,162 at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

With the win, SDSU improved to 2-0 on the season. Lindenwood, an 
NCAA Division II program, dropped to 0-2. 

The Jackrabbits needed only three plays after the opening kickoff to 
crack the scoring column. On the first play from scrimmage, Oladokun 
hooked up with Jaxon Janke deep along the right hash for a 55-yard 
pass play to the Lion 20. Pierre Strong, Jr. did the rest, gaining 13 yards 
on his first carry of the night before scoring from 7 yards out a minute 
and 13 seconds into the contest. 

Oladokun found tight end Zach Heins for touchdowns of 4 and 2 yards 
on the next two Jackrabbit possessions to put SDSU up 21-0 late in the 
first quarter. 

The SDSU onslaught continued in the second quarter as the 
Jackrabbits put 24 more points on the board. Oladokun worked with 
another Jackrabbit tight end, Tucker Kraft, for a pair of scores four 
minutes apart, covering 5 and 13 yards to push the lead to 35-0. 

All five of the Jackrabbits’ touchdown drives to that point canvassed at 
least 71 yards. 

Oladokun was an efficient 12-for-13 passing for 171 yards and the four 
touchdowns. Kraft caught a team-high four passes for 38 yards. 

SDSU pulled its starters midway through the second quarter and back-
up quarterback Keaton Heide led the Jackrabbits on two more scoring 
drives in the opening half. The first drive ended with a career-long 54-yard 
field goal by Cole Frahm, with the second culminating on a 14-yard touch-
down pass from Heide to Mason Leighton in the right corner of the end 
zone. 

The Jackrabbits finished the first half with 426 yards of total offense 
and ended the night with a 560-196 advantage for the game. SDSU 
rushed for 330 yards and threw for 230 as Heide completed 3-of-5 pass-
es for 54 yards and Rudy Voss completed his first collegiate pass attempt 
for five yards. Eight different Jackrabbits tallied at least one reception. 

Third-string running back Amar Johnson capped the Jackrabbit scoring 
with a 1-yard touchdown run midway through the third quarter to finish off 
a seven-play, 71-yard drive. 

Lindenwood ended SDSU’s shutout bid on the first play of the fourth 
quarter as Payton Rose hauled in a 37-yard touchdown pass from Cade 
Brister. 

The Jackrabbit defense limited Lindenwood to 84 net yards rushing 
with the help of three sacks. Nash Sutherlin tallied 33 yards on 11 carries, 
with Brister gaining 21 yards on the ground and throwing for 112 on 9-of-
18 passing. 

Both Strong and Johnson topped the century mark for SDSU. Strong 
gained 110 yards on only seven carries, while Johnson, filling in for an 
injured Isaiah Davis, collected 105 yards on 15 attempts. 

Daeton Mcgaughy led the Jackrabbit defense with five tackles. Payton 
Shafer recorded two of SDSU's 10 tackles for loss, including a sack. 

Zach Heins caught two first-quarter touchdown passes of 4 and 2 yards to help lift the 
Jackrabbits to a 52-7 nonconference win over Lindenwood.

TERRE HAUTE, Ind. – Big plays on offense and a stifling defense 

propelled South Dakota State to a 44-0 shutout victory over Indiana State 
in the Missouri Valley Football Conference opener for both teams Sept. 
25 at Memorial Stadium. 

The Jackrabbits, ranked second in the Stats Perform Football 
Championship Subdivision media poll and third in the coaches' rankings, 
improved to 3-0 overall. Indiana State dropped to 2-2 overall. 

South Dakota State asserted itself early, taking the opening kickoff and 
digging deep into the playbook for the opening salvo. Running back 
Pierre Strong, Jr. took a handoff, rolled right and threw back across the 
field to quarterback Chris Oladokun for a 22-yard touchdown. 

All four of the Jackrabbits’ first-half touchdowns would come via the air 
as Oladokun connected with Jadon Janke on a 33-yard scoring strike 
later in the first quarter, then hooked up with Tucker Kraft for a 26-yard 
touchdown and a 42-yard catch and run by Jaxon Janke two minutes 
apart in the second quarter. 

Strong topped the 100-yard mark for the third time in as many games 
this season, reaching the mark before halftime en route to 150 yards on 
20 carries. 

Cole Frahm added field goals of 45 and 32 yards in the first half to 
help give the Jackrabbits a 34-0 halftime lead, then booted his career-
best third field goal, a 27-yarder in the third quarter to up the lead to 37-0. 

The Jackrabbit defense, meanwhile, held Indiana State to 0-for-3 in 
red-zone opportunities and stopped the Sycamores on all four of their 
fourth-down attempts. Adam Bock led the effort with 10 tackles and an 
interception, followed by eight tackles from Logan Backhaus. 

Backup running back Amar Johnson closed the scoring with a 22-yard 
touchdown run in the fourth quarter, capping a five-play, 92-yard drive in 
which he also had a 34-yard reception on the play preceding his score. 

SDSU finished with a 517-226 advantage in total offense. Oladokun 
completed 12-of-21 passes for 216 yards, while Kraft led the receiving 
corps with five catches for 85 yards. 

Peterson Kerlegrand accounted for the bulk of the Indiana State 
offense, gaining 76 yards on 21 carries and tallying 50 yards on two 
receptions. Kurtis Wilderman was 9-of-22 passing for 89 yards, with 
Anthony Thompson going 5-for-6 through the air for 59 yards. 

The South Dakota State defense held Indiana State to 226 yards of total offense in a 44-0 
shutout victory on Sept. 25. The shutout was the first by a Jackrabbit squad since 2015.

Oct. 2, 2021 • Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium (Att.: 14,473) 
South Dakota State followed its worst offensive quarter of the season 

with a 35-point outburst in the second quarter to steamroll past Dixie State, 
55-7, in the 54th Beef Bowl game at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

The Jackrabbits ranked second in the Football Championship Subdivision 
media poll conducted by Stats Perform and third by the FCS coaches, 
remained undefeated for their first 4-0 start to a season since 2000. 

The Jackrabbit offense sputtered in the early going, picking up only one 
first down and being forced to punt on each of its first four possession as it 
netted only two yards in 15 offensive plays. 

As the game flipped to the second quarter, the floodgates opened. The 
Jacks’ next 16 offensive plays yielded 106 yards and three touchdowns. 

Pierre Strong, Jr., opened the scoring with a 21-yard touchdown run two 
plays into the second quarter and added a 30-yard run to open the next 
drive, kick-starting a six-play, 72-yard march that ended with an 11-yard 
touchdown pass from Chris Oladokun to tight end Mike Morgan with 7 
minutes and 6 seconds remaining in the stanza. 

A tick under a minute later, the Jackrabbit lead grew to 21-0 as backup 
cornerback Dalys Beanum picked off a Kenyon Oblad pass and returned 
the interception 36 yards for a touchdown. 

After Dixie State fumbled the ensuing kickoff at its own 38, SDSU cashed 
in on the short field with Strong scoring his second touchdown of the night, 
this one from 3 yards out one play after Jaxon Janke’s catch and run on an 
Oladokun screen pass on third-and-14 went for 39 yards. 

The final SDSU touchdown of the quarter was a 4-yard pass from 
Oladokun to another tight end, Zach Heins, from 4 yards out to cap a nine-
play, 81-yard drive that was aided by a pair of Thunderbird penalties. The 
Jackrabbits’ 35 points in the second quarter were the most in any quarter in 
program history in the Division I era, dating back to 2004. 

Jackrabbit reserves played the entire second half on offense, but the 
Jackrabbits extended their lead to 42-0 in the third quarter as backup quar-
terback Keaton Heide hooked up with Morgan for a 55 yard-touchdown 
down the left sideline. 

SDSU turned interceptions from Steven Arrell and Daeton Mcgaughy into 
points on fourth-quarter field goals of 26 and 37 yards from Cole Frahm 
before third-string quarterback Rudy Voss led the Jackrabbits on their final 
touchdown drive of the night in the closing minutes. After taking over on 
downs, Josh Buri closed out the Jackrabbit scoring with a 6-yard TD run. 

SDSU’s bid for back-to-back shutouts for the first time since 1962 was 
ended with six seconds remaining in the game as Dixie State put together 
its longest drive of the night. The Trailblazers' 13-play, 75-yard drive ended 
with a 16-yard touchdown pass from Kobe Tracy to Cade Veach. 

The Jackrabbits finished with a 404-253 advantage in total offense in 
which the SDSU defense held Dixie State to six net rushing yards after 
recording four sacks, nine tackles for loss and four interceptions. Arrell 
paced the Jackrabbits with seven tackles, including one for loss, and 
DyShawn Gales added six more from his cornerback position. 

Strong led SDSU’s offensive effort with 88 rushing yards on 15 carries, 
while Morgan’s two touchdowns went for 66 receiving yards. Janke also 
caught a pair of passes for 48 yards and Tucker Kraft added two receptions 
for 20 yards. 

Oladokun started the night 1-for-9 in the passing department, but com-
pleted seven of his final nine attempts for an 8-for-18 effort for 110 yards. 
Heide was 4-for-5 passing for 94 yards. 

Dalys Beanum returned an interception 36 yards for a touchdown as part of a 35-point 
second quarter for the Jackrabbits in their Beef Bowl win over Dixie State. 

For Dixie State, which dropped to 0-4 overall, Oblad was 14-of-25 pass-
ing for 126 yards, with Tracy ending the night 14-for-23 with 121 yards. 
Jalen Powell tallied seven receptions for 32 yards. 

The Trailblazers’ Malaki Malaki was credited with a game-high nine stops.

The Salukis improved to 5-1 overall and 3-0 in league play, while SDSU 
fell to 4-1 overall and 1-1 in the MVFC. 

The Jackrabbits dominated both sides of the ball in the first 21 minutes 
of the game in building a 20-0 advantage. SDSU took the opening kickoff 
and marched 75 yards on seven plays, with Walter Payton Award candidate 
Pierre Strong, Jr., tallying the first score of the game on a 20-yard run. 

SDSU ran its lead to 17-0 in the opening minute of the second quarter 
with 10 points over the span of 15 seconds. After Cole Frahm kicked a 40-
yard field goal, Jackrabbit linebacker Isaiah Stalbird forced a fumble and 
Xavier Ward recovered at the SIU 19. SDSU needed only one play to score 
as Strong lofted a halfback pass to Jadon Janke in the end zone. 

Frahm’s second field goal, one from 22 yards out with 9 minutes and 12 
minutes remaining in the first half, pushed the SDSU advantage to 20-0. 

However, the SDSU lead could have been even bigger by that point as 
SDSU fumbled – its first turnover of the season – in the red zone on its 
second possession of the game and the Jackrabbits were set up with first 
and goal at the SIU 8 before Frahm’s second field goal. 

SIU began to have the momentum turn in its favor midway through the 
second quarter. The Salukis got on the board on a 61-yard touchdown pass 
from Nic Baker to Jerron Rollins, then after an interception on the ensuing 
Jackrabbit possession, cashed in on a short field as Landon Lenoir hauled 
in an 18-yard touchdown pass from Baker. 

The Salukis were poised to take their first lead of the game late in the 
third quarter, but the SDSU defense came up with what could have been 
the decisive play of the game. After taking a field goal off the board due to a 
penalty, SIU opted to go for it on fourth and goal from the SDSU 2. Saluki 
running back Javon Williams Jr. went airborne in an attempt to score, but 
Ryan Van Marel jarred the ball loose before Williams broke the plane of the 
goal line and Malik Lofton scooped up the football at the 3 and proceeded 
to roll down the left sideline for the longest fumble return on record in 
Jackrabbit program history. 

The conversion was good as Chris Oladokun connected with Zach Heins. 
The big plays would continue in the fourth quarter, with three touch-

downs scored in the span of a minute. First, SIU scored on a 19-yard pass 
from Baker to Zach Gibson on a fourth-and-4 play. SDSU needed only one 
play to respond as Strong broke through an arm tackle and ran past the 
Saluki defense for a career-long 85-yard touchdown. The Salukis then drew 
back to within 35-28 on a 63-yard touchdown run by Donnavan Spencer. 

Baker then led SIU on the game-tying drive, a 14-play, 70-yard march 
that included two fourth-down conversions. First, the Saluki quarterback 
scrambled for eight yards and a first down on fourth and six, then he 
hooked up with Izaiah Hartrup for 18 yards and a fresh set of downs on 
fourth and 11 from the SIU 41. Baker capped the drive by tossing his fourth 
touchdown pass of the game with 34 seconds remaining, a 19-yarder to 
Lenoir. SIU opted to kick the extra point and play for overtime. 

SDSU won the overtime coin toss and opted to go on defense first, but 
SIU maintained its rhythm offensively with Baker picking up 14 yards to set 
up a 10-yard touchdown run by Spencer. 

The Jackrabbits needed only two plays answer with a touchdown of their 
own as Oladokun found Tucker Kraft in the end zone for an 11-yard score. 

Pierre Strong, Jr., ran for 162 yards and scored on touchdown runs of 20 and 85 yards 
Oct. 9 versus Southern Illinois. 

Rather than play for another extra session, SDSU opted to try to go for 
the win with another two-point try. However, Oladokun’s pass to Zach Heins 
was well defended and fell to the turf, giving SIU the 42-41 victory.

MACOMB, Ill. – South Dakota State broke loose from Western Illinois 
with a 21-point third quarter to defeat the Fighting Leathernecks, 41-17, in a 
Missouri Valley Football Conference matchup at Hanson Field. 

The Jackrabbits, who entered the game ranked seventh in the Stats 
Perform media poll and eighth by the Football Championship Subdivision 
coaches, improved to 5-1 overall and 2-1 in league play. WIU dropped to 
1-6 overall and 1-3 in the MVFC. 

Holding a 13-10 halftime advantage, the Jackrabbits began to assert 
themselves on the opening drive of the second half. After forcing a punt 
after a three-and-out, Kinser Madison blocked the Leatherneck punt at the 
WIU 15 and Canyon Bauer scooped up the football at 9 and carried it in for 
a touchdown. 

Although Western Illinois answered with a 15-yard touchdown run by 
Myles Wanza on its next drive, the Jackrabbits quickly regained the 
momentum with two touchdowns less than three minutes apart later in the 
quarter. Pierre Strong, Jr. found the end zone from 17 yards out for the first 
SDSU score and Jaxon Janke scored on a 21-yard pass from Chris 
Oladokun moments later as the Jackrabbits dominated the battle for field 
position in the third quarter. 

Strong, who rushed 19 times for 122 yards, capped the scoring less than 
a minute into the fourth quarter with a 3-yard touchdown run. 

The Jackrabbits drew first blood, scoring on an 8-yard touchdown pass 
from Oladokun to Jadon Janke midway through the first quarter. 

Western Illinois would score the next 10 points over a four-minute span 
to take its lone lead of the game. Dennis Houston tallied for the first points 
for the Leathernecks on a 12-yard end-around touchdown and Mason 
Laramie booted a 43-yard field goal into a brisk wind. 

Houston tallied a game-high 14 receptions for 71 yards. 
SDSU tied the game on a 47-yard field goal by Cole Frahm and grabbed 

the 13-10 halftime advantage on the final play of the first half as Frahm 
connected again from 29 yards out. 

The Jackrabbits limited WIU to 84 yards of total offense in the second 
half and held a 370-237 advantage for the game. SDSU’s offense was 
spread nearly evenly as Oladokun completed 17-of-25 passes for 195 
yards and the Jackrabbits gained another 175 on the ground. Jaxon Janke 
caught a career-high nine passes for 101 yards to lead the receiving corps. 

Defensively, the Jackrabbits notched four sacks, including two by Reece 
Winkelman, and were led by Adam Bock’s seven tackles. Michael Griffin II, 
Payton Shafer and Isaiah Stalbird each contributed five stops. 

Western quarterback Connor Sampson was 29-of-51 passing for 207 
yards. 

Kinser Madison blocked a punt that was picked up and returned 9 yards for a touchdown 
by Canyon Bauer to jump-start a 21-point third quarter by Jackrabbits at Western Illinois.

Northern Iowa held South Dakota State's high-powered offense in check, 

pulling out a 26-17 victory in a matchup of nationally ranked teams before a 
Hobo Day crowd of 16,889 Saturday afternoon at Dana J. Dykhouse 
Stadium. 

UNI, ranked 20th in the Stats Perform media poll and 24th by the 
Football Championship Subdivision coaches, improved to 4-3 overall and 
2-2 in league play. The Jackrabbits, ranked sixth and seventh, respectively, 
dropped to 5-2 overall and 2-2 in the MVFC. 

Early on, the game appeared to be headed toward a shootout. The 
Panthers forced an SDSU fumble on the opening drive of the game and 
turned a short field into a touchdown. Taking over at the Jackrabbit 14-yard 
line, Bradrick Shaw finished off a six-play drive — all on the ground — with 
a 1-yard run 5 minutes and 50 seconds into the game. 

The Jackrabbits who had scored 40-plus points in each of their first six 
games this season, responded with their best drive of the game, needing 
only six plays to cover 80 yards. The last 12 yards came on a touchdown 
pass from Chris Oladokun to Jadon Janke. It was Janke's team-leading 
sixth touchdown catch of the season. 

The two squads traded field goals for a 10-all tie as the game moved into 
the second quarter. UNI’s Matthew Cook booted a 55-yard field goal in the 
closing seconds of the first quarter before Cole Frahm answered with a 
34-yarder on the ensuing Jackrabbit drive. 

Northern Iowa took a lead it would not relinquish as Isaiah Weston got 
behind the Jackrabbit defense for a 40-yard touchdown pass from Theo 
Day. Cook pushed the UNI lead to 20-10 at halftime with a 27-yard field 
goal late in the second quarter, then tallied a 46-yarder midway through the 
third quarter. 

Weston ended the afternoon with a game-high 125 receiving yards on 
four catches. Day completed 11-of-21 attempts for 232 yards. Vance 
McShane led a balanced Panther rushing attack with 54 yards on 20 
carries. 

UNI continued to win the field-position battle until the Jackrabbits finally 
flipped the field by pinning the Panthers at their own 2 on a 63-yard punt by 
Ben Dinkel. After forcing UNI to punt out of its own end zone, the 
Jackrabbits made it a one-possession game in the opening minute of the 
fourth quarter with a four-play, 40-yard scoring drive. 

Oladokun connected with Tucker Kraft for 25 yards on a third-and-4 play, 
setting up Pierre Strong's 9-yard touchdown run, which proved to be the 
Walter Payton Award candidate’s longest run of the day as he finished with 
53 yards on 14 carries. 

Cook’s fourth field goal of the day, this one from 51 yards, on the next 
UNI drive provided the final tally on the scoreboard for either team. 

Several dropped passes thwarted Jackrabbit drives the remainder of the 
game and SDSU missed a chance to onnce again to get within one score 
as Frahm’s 47-yard field goal attempt with 2:45 to play sailed wide right. 

SDSU finished with a narrow 360-335 advantage in total offense. 
Oladokun threw for 300 yards on 24-of-53 passing, with Kraft recording 
nine catches for 123 yards and Jaxon Janke adding 101 yards on four 
receptions. 

Jackrabbit linebacker Graham Spalding led all players 12 tackles, includ-
ing 2.5 tackles for loss, and came away with the lone interception of the 
game. Michael Griffin II and Adam Bock each registered 10 tackles for 
SDSU, with Alfonzo Lambert pacing the Panthers with 10 stops. 

Tucker Kraft recorded his second 100-yard receiving game of the season, catching nine 
passes for 123 yards Oct. 23 against Northern Iowa.

YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio — Walter Payton Award candidate Pierre Strong, 

Jr. rushed for a season-high 163 yards and two touchdowns, and the South 
Dakota State defense turned in a strong effort to lead the Jackrabbit football 
team to a 47-16 road win Saturday afternoon at Stambaugh Stadium. 

South Dakota State, ranked 10th in the Stats Perform media poll and 
13th by the Football Championship Subdivision coaches, improved to 6-2 
overall and 3-2 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference. YSU dropped to 
2-5 overall and 1-4 in league play. 

The Jackrabbits wasted little time to break into the scoring column, 
taking the opening kickoff and marching 75 yards on eight plays. After 
extending the drive with a pair of third-down runs that resulted in first 
downs, quarterback Chris Oladokun found a wide-open Zach Heins down 
the middle of the field for a 25-yard touchdown pass three and a half 
minutes into the contest. 

SDSU would go on to finish 10-of-12 on third-down attempts in the 
game, compared to 1-of-9 by the Penguins. 

Strong made it 14-0 on the next SDSU possession, scoring the first of 
his two touchdowns on a 5-yard run to cap a nine-play, 71-yard drive that 
chewed up more than five minutes. 

YSU put its first points on the board on the ensuing first-quarter drive as 
Colt McFadden kicked a 28-yard field goal. The Penguins prevented SDSU 
from further increasing its lead by forcing a pair of turnovers deep in YSU 
territory in the second quarter, although Cole Frahm put up the only points 
of the second stanza on the board on the final play of the half for SDSU 
with a 52-yard field goal. 

The Jackrabbits put the game out of reach with a pair of touchdowns in 
the third quarter. After Malik Lofton intercepted a pass at the YSU 35 on the 
Penguins' first drive of the second half, SDSU and Strong needed only one 
play to answer as the senior running back broke through a big hole in the 
center of the line and rumbled to the end zone. 

That touchdown run put Strong over the 100-yard mark for the sixth time 
this season as he finished the afternoon with his 163 yards on 19 carries. 

Reserve quarterback Rudy Voss added a 14-yard touchdown run later in 
the quarter for a 31-3 Jackrabbit lead. 

The Penguin tandem of Bryce Oliver and backup quarterback Mitch 
Davidson connected for both of YSU's touchdowns — a 35-yard pass play 
late in the third quarter and a 31-yarder midway through the fourth. YSU 
starting quarterback Joe Craycraft completed only 4-of-10 passes for 36 
yards, while Davidson was 6-of-7 for 111 yards. 

However, after Oliver’s first touchdown, Adam Bock blocked and returned 
the PAT try for two points for the Jackrabbits. 

Oladokun and backup running back Amar Johnson each scored on 1-yard 
runs in the fourth quarter to finish off the scoring for SDSU, which reached 
the 40-point mark for the seventh time in eight games this season. Johnson 
carried 18 times for 87 yards, while Oladokun completed 16-of-22 passes 
for 260 yards. 

Jaxon Janke tallied game highs of seven catches and 111 receiving 
yards as the Jackrabbits finished with a 553-223 advantage in total offense. 

SDSU held Youngstown State’s Jaleel McLaughlin to 54 yards on eight 
carries. As a team, the Jackrabbits registered 10 tackles for loss, led by 
three from Reece Winkelman and sacks by Logan Backhaus and Ryan Van 
Marel. Cade Terveer notched a team-high five total tackles. 

Reece Winkelman recorded three of South Dakota State’s 10 tackles for loss in limiting 
Youngstown State to 76 rushing yards in a 47-16 road victory Oct. 30

South Dakota State scored on three long touchdown drives in the first 
half and held off second-ranked North Dakota State for a 27-19 victory 
Nov. 6 to retain the Dakota Marker before a crowd of 18,122 at Dana J. 
Dykhouse Stadium. 

The Jackrabbits, ranked ninth in the Stats Perform media poll and 10th 
by the Football Championship Subdivision coaches, improved to 7-2 overall 
and remained in contention in the Missouri Valley Football Conference race 
with a 4-2 mark. NDSU suffered its first loss of the season, falling to 8-1 
overall and 5-1 in league play. 

Two plays and 16 seconds into the game, Walter Payton Award candi-
date Pierre Strong, Jr. broke around right end for a 75-yard touchdown run, 
setting the tone for a Jackrabbit squad that had lost its previous two home 
games. 

NDSU knotted the game at 7-all midway through the opening quarter on 
a 22-yard touchdown pass from Cam Miller to Josh Babicz that capped a 
five-play, 54-yard drive. 

The Jackrabbits took the lead for good on the ensuing drive, putting 
together a 12-play, 75-yard march that was finished off by a 1-yard touch-
down run by Strong, his 14th of the season, with 18 seconds remaining in 
the opening quarter. 

SDSU upped its lead to 24-7 with a pair of scores over a two-plus-minute 
span late in the second quarter. With the aid of a pair of NDSU personal 
foul penalties, the Jackrabbits strung together their longest scoring drive of 
the season in terms of plays and time of possession with a 16-play, 80-yard 
trek that chewed up more than nine minutes following an interception by 
Chase Norblade. Facing fourth-and-1 from the NDSU 11, the Jackrabbits 
dug deep into the playbook, directly snapping the ball through the legs of 
quarterback Chris Oladokun to Strong, who lofted a pass over the defense 
to tight end Tucker Kraft down the left seam in the end zone for a touch-
down. 

After forcing a punt on the next NDSU drive, the Jackrabbits gained 52 
yards on seven plays to set up a 32-yard field goal by Cole Frahm on the 
final play of the first half. 

Frahm opened the second-half scoring with a 45-yard field goal midway 
through the third period for what proved to be the final Jackrabbit points of 
the afternoon. 

NDSU put together its best drive of the day later in the third quarter, 
drawing to within 27-14 on a 14-yard touchdown pass from Miller to RaJa 
Nelson. That finished off a 12-play, 75-yard drive for the Bison. 

The Bison had a chance to further trim the deficit as the clocked ticked 
under six minutes to go, but turned the ball over on downs deep in the red 
zone. Despite having first and goal from the SDSU 2, the Bison came up 
empty after three straight rushing plays resulted in the loss of one yard and 
a pass to the end zone on fourth down fell incomplete. 

Pinned deep in their own territory, the Jackrabbits gave up a safety out of 
punting formation and NDSU followed with a 33-yard field goal by Jake 
Reinholz with 1:09 to play after the free kick. 

The Jackrabbits' Cale Reeder recovered NDSU's attempt at an onside 
kick and SDSU took a pair of kneel-downs to run out the clock. 

Strong finished the game with 156 yards on a career-high 23 carries in 
topping the century mark for the seventh time in nine games this season. 
Oladokun completed 13-of-22 passes for 157 yards, with Jaxon Janke tally-
ing 118 yards on six catches and Kraft adding five receptions for 42 yards. 

South Dakota State retained the Dakota Marker with a 27-19 victory over North Dakota 
State, marking the Jackrabbits’ fourth win in the series in the last six seasons. 

Total offense was nearly even as NDSU finished with a slight edge, 
365-349. Miller completed 15-of-23 passes for 218 yards and also was the 
leading rusher for the Bison with 59 yards on 13 carries. Christian Watson 
was on the receiving end of three passes for 82 yards. 

Adam Bock registered a game-high 13 tackles, including 2.5 tackles for 
loss and a sack, for SDSU. Isaiah Stalbird added nine tackles and Reeder 
was credited with a career-high seven stops from his safety position.

VERMILLION — South Dakota's Jeremiah Webb hauled in a 57-yard 

Hail Mary pass on the final play of the game, lifting the 17th-ranked 
Coyotes to an improbable 23-20 victory over South Dakota State in their 
Showdown Series matchup Nov. 13 at the DakotaDome. 

USD improved to 7-3 overall and 5-2 in the Missouri Valley Football 
Conference, while the Jackrabbits, ranked fourth in the Stats Perform 
media poll and seventh by the Football Championship Subdivision 
coaches, dropped to 7-3 overall and 4-3 in league play. 

The Coyotes’ game-winner came after a single second was put back on 
the clock after a replay review following an SDSU attempt to run out the 
clock on a pass deep downfield on a play that began with eight seconds 
remaining. On the game-winner, USD quarterback Carson Camp eluded 
the Jackrabbit pass rush and heaved the ball down the right side of the 
field to about the 5-yard line, where it was batted around twice before 
falling into the waiting arms of Webb, who finished the game with six 
catches for 153 yards. 

SDSU had taken a 20-17 lead with six minutes and 10 seconds remain-
ing, putting together a methodical 13-play, 75-yard drive that ended with a 
4-yard touchdown run by Walter Payton Award candidate Pierre Strong, Jr. 

USD moved into scoring position on the ensuing drive, but Adam Bock 
stuffed the USD ball carrier on a fourth-and-inches play from the 
Jackrabbit 28 to turn the ball over on downs with two minutes to play. The 
Jackrabbits were able to pick up one first down as the Coyotes burned 
their timeouts, but failed to completely run out the clock. 

The Jackrabbits scored the first 10 points of the game as Cole Frahm 
kicked a 37-yard field goal on SDSU first drive of the game and Zach 
Heins hauled in a 6-yard touchdown pass from Chris Oladokun early in the 
second quarter. 

The Coyotes, who missed two field goals earlier in the opening half, got 
on the board with 76 seconds remaining in the first half on an 18-yard 
touchdown pass from Camp to Caleb Vander Esch. 

Frahm booted his second 37-yard field goal of the game to open the 
second half, but USD gained a 17-13 lead with 10 consecutive points 
bridging the end of the third quarter and start of the fourth on a 13-yard 
touchdown run by Nate Thomas and a 37-yard field goal by Mason Lorber. 

USD finished with a 422-348 advantage in total offense as Camp com-
pleted 19-of-27 passes for 288 yards and the two scores. Thomas carried 
16 times for 90 yards. 

Oladokun ended the afternoon 22-of-30 passing for 220 yards. Jaxon 
Janke was on the receiving end of seven of those completions for 105 
yards, with Strong crossing the 100-yard mark for the eighth time in 10 
games this season with 103 yards on a career-high 28 carries. 

Bock led the Jackrabbit defensive effort with 14 tackles, including a sack 
and 1.5 tackles for loss. Michael Griffin II added eight tackles. 

Jack Cochrane paced USD with nine tackles and had one of the 
Coyotes' two interceptions. 

A tipped Hail Mary pass as time expired resulted in a game-winning, 57-yard touchdown 
for South Dakota in the South Dakota Showdown Series game Nov. 13 in Vermillion.

In a back-and-forth game throughout, South Dakota State had the final 

answer as Cole Frahm kicked the go-ahead 38-yard field goal with just over 
five minutes remaining as the Jackrabbits outlasted North Dakota, 24-21, in 
the regular season football finale for both teams Saturday afternoon at 
Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

With the win, the Jackrabbits, ranked 12th in the Stats Perform media 
poll and 13th by the Football Championship Subdivision coaches, improved 
to 8-3 overall and 5-3 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference. UND 
dropped to 5-6 overall and 3-5 in league play, with all eight of its MVFC 
games decided by seven points or less. 

After a scoreless first period, SDSU cracked the scoring column in the 
opening minute of the second half on a 17-yard pass from Chris Oladokun 
to Jadon Janke. That capped a seven-play, 87-yard drive that included a 
22-yard run on the opening play of the drive by Isaiah Davis, who made his 
first appearance since the second game of the season. 

UND answered with a 14-play, 79-yard drive of its own on the ensuing 
possession, with Garret Maag scoring the first Fighting Hawk touchdown of 
the game on a 16-yard pass from Tommy Schuster. 

The Jackrabbits regained the lead in the final seconds of the half as 
Tucker Kraft caught a middle screen from Oladokun near the line of 
scrimmage and rumbled 23 yards for his sixth touchdown of the season. 

UND knotted the game at 14-all on the opening drive of the second half, 
putting together another lengthy drive that was finished off by a 1-yard run 
by backup quarterback Quincy Vaughn. 

After being stuffed just shy of the goal line on a fourth-down play on their 
next drive, the Jackrabbits took advantage of a short field after a UND punt 
to take the lead once again — thanks to a fortuitous bounce. On first and 
10 from the UND 21, Oladokun's pass to the end zone was originally 
intended for Jadon Janke, but was deflected in the hands of a diving Jaxon 
Janke for a touchdown. 

Once again the Fighting Hawks put together the game-tying drive, 
covering 75 yards on 14 plays, the final seven yards of which came on a 
rushing touchdown by Otis Weah. 

Tyler Feldkamp returned the ensuing kickoff 41 yards to set up SDSU at 
its own 42. Passes of nine yards to Kraft and seven yards to Jaxon Janke 
for first downs helped move the ball to as far as the UND 21, putting Frahm 
in position for his 38-yard field goal that proved to be the game-winner 
despite some anxious moments late. 

UND converted twice on third down and once on fourth down, the last 
conversion of which was a 25-yard pass from Schuster to Jacob Richter 
that put the ball at the SDSU 23. Following Cade Terveer's second sack of 
the drive, Malik Lofton came up with the game-sealing interception at the 
UND 12. It was the only turnover by either team in the evenly matched 
contest. 

Lofton’s interception was his team-leading third of the season. 
SDSU finished with a 368-329 advantage in total offense despite running 

20 fewer plays as UND converted 13-of-19 times on third-down attempts. 
The Fighting Hawks also held a 33:01 to 26.39 edge in time of possession. 

Oladokun completed 19-of-25 passes for 239 yards and the three 
touchdowns to lead the Jackrabbit offense, with Jaxon Janke tallying eight 
catches for 103 yards. Pierre Strong, Jr. rushed for 72 yards on 12 carries, 
with Davis adding 64 yards on nine attempts. 

Malik Lofton’s interception in the final minute of the game sealed a 24-21 Jackrabbit 
victory over North Dakota in the regular season final Nov. 20.

SDSU answered later in the quarter with a six-play, 70-yard drive capped 
by a 2-yard touchdown run by Walter Payton Award finalist Pierre Strong, 
Jr. It was Strong's 16th rushing touchdown of the season. 

The Aggies regained the lead after taking advantage of the Jackrabbits’ 
lone turnover of the day. After a muffed punt was recovered by UC Davis at 
the SDSU 9, the Aggies converted on fourth-and-goal as C.J. Hutton 
caught a 4-yard touchdown pass from Miles Hastings. 

The Jackrabbit running game hit full stride on the ensuing drive in the 
second quarter, quickly moving 75 yards — all on the ground — on only 
four plays. Strong carried for 24 and 31 yards on the first two plays of the 
drive to set up an 18-yard touchdown run by Isaiah Davis. 

On the next SDSU possession, Davis recorded attempts of 40 and 23 
yards before Strong tossed his fourth touchdown of the season on a 10-
yard throwback to quarterback Chris Oladokun down the left sideline. 

The SDSU lead grew to 28-10 moments after the first Jackrabbit inter-
ception of the afternoon as defensive end Cade Terveer picked off a pass 
that was initially broken up by Cale Reeder. On the very next play, 
Oladokun found Jadon Janke for a 33-yard touchdown. 

The Jackrabbits' lead could have been even larger had it not been for 
three missed field goals in the opening half. 

UC Davis cut the margin to 28-17 with a touchdown late in the first half as 
Ulonzo Gilliam plunged in from 2 yards out. Gilliam gained 73 yards on 10 
carries and added game highs of eight receptions and 55 receiving yards. 

Each of the Aggies' first four drives of the second half ended on intercep-
tions — two of which SDSU returned for touchdowns. Buck Buchanan 
Award finalist Adam Bock stepped in front of a Hunter Rodrigues pass on 
the opening drive of the half and returned it 39 yards for a touchdown. 

Don Gardner and Dalys Beanum picked off passes on the next two 
drives before Beanum came up with his third interception of the game 
midway through the fourth quarter, one he returned 59 yards for the score. 

In between, SDSU tacked on two more offensive touchdowns. Zach 
Heins caught a 3-yard touchdown pass from Oladokun after runs of 41 
yards by Davis and a 20-yard scramble by Oladokun on third-and-19. The 
final Jackrabbit touchdown came on a fumble recovery in the end zone by 
offensive lineman Gus Miller after Strong was stripped of the ball just shy of 
the goal line. 

Rodrigues scored the lone touchdown of the second half for UC Davis on 
a 15-yard run with four minutes remaining. 

The Jackrabbits' 446 rushing yards surpassed the program's previous 
playoff record of 434 yards set in 2012 against Eastern Illinois. Davis car-
ried 15 times for a career-high 217 yards, while Strong added a season-
high 185 yards on 19 carries. 

Oladokun completed 8-of-17 passes for 89 yards and two touchdowns. 
Jadon Janke led the receiving corps with 41 yards on two catches. 

Isaiah Davis ran for a career-high 217 yards on only 15 carries to lead a potent rushing 
attack by the Jackrabbits in a 56-24 playoff victory over UC Davis. 

Overall, SDSU finished with a 532-402 advantage in total offense and 
averaged 8.9 yards per play. 

Reeder led the Jackrabbits with eight tackles, followed by six each by 
Bock, Logan Backhaus and Isaiah Stalbird. Besides their six interceptions, 
SDSU also broke up seven passes.

SACRAMENTO, Calif. — South Dakota State dominated the first half 

and then held off a furious second-half comeback bid by fourth-seeded 
Sacramento State to advance in the Football Championship Subdivision 
playoffs with a 24-19 victory Saturday night at Hornet Stadium. 

With the win, the Jackrabbits improved to 10-3 overall and earned a date 
at fifth-seeded Villanova in quarterfinal action Dec. 11. 

SDSU scored on four of its five first-half possessions to build a 24-0 lead. 
The Jackrabbits marched 73 yards on eight plays on their opening drive, 
breaking into the scoring column on a 5-yard touchdown run by Pierre 
Strong, Jr. It was the 17th rushing touchdown of the season for the Walter 
Payton Award finalist. 

Cole Frahm added a 45-yard field goal on the next Jackrabbit posses-
sion and SDSU added a pair of scores in the second quarter with a pair of 
long drives. Isaiah Davis scored on runs of 7 and 6 yards to cap respective 
drives of 88 and 73 yards. 

The Jackrabbit defense held Sacramento State to a total of six yards on 
the Hornets' first two drives of the game and also came up with a pair off 
first-half interceptions. Don Gardner picked off a pass at the goal line to end 
a Hornet drive late in the first quarter and defensive end Cade Terveer 
dropped into coverage and came up with an interception in SDSU territory 
in the second quarter. 

Sacramento State, 9-3 overall, finally put points on the board on the final 
play of the first half as Kyle Sentkowski kicked a 44-yard field goal. 

The second half was nearly a mirror image of the first stanza as the 
Hornets found their rhythm offensively as the Jackrabbit offense began to 
sputter. Sac State tallied its first touchdown of the game on a 3-yard pass 
from Jake Dunniway to Pierre Williams late in the third quarter and 
Sentkowski drew the Hornets to within 24-13 with a 48-yard field goal five 
minutes into the fourth quarter. 

Meanwhile, SDSU managed only 80 total yards in the second half and 
was forced to punt on each of its first four possessions of the half. 

The Hornets kept the momentum, marching 89 yards on 13 plays with 
Isaiah Gable recording the final yard on a flip pass from Asher O’Hara with 
2:33 to play. The two-point attempt was broken up by Isaiah Stalbird to 
keep the score at 24-19. 

The Jackrabbits' Dalys Beanum recovered the onside kick attempt and 
Davis sealed the victory with a 2-yard run on fourth-and-1 from the Sac 
State 39 with under a minute and a half to play. 

Davis ended the night with a game-high 108 yards on 19 carries. Strong 
rushed 14 times for 73 yards. 

Sac State finished with a 480-363 advantage in total offense as 
Dunniway accounted for 331 through the air of 26-of-43 passing and a 
team-high 41 yards on the ground. Williams caught seven passes for 100 
yards. 

SDSU quarterback Chris Oladokun completed 12-of-23 passes for 158 
yards, with Jaxon Janke catching five passes for 48 yards and Tucker Kraft 
hauling in three receptions for 49 yards. 

Isaiah Stalbird registered a game-high nine tackles for the Jackrabbits, 
with Logan Backhaus adding eight. Abel Ordaz led Sac State with eight 
stops.

PLAYOFF HISTORY 
South Dakota State has made 12 postseason 

appearances in its football history, with 11 of those 
berths coming as a member of the Football Champi-
onship Subdivision. The Jackrabbits have compiled a 
13-11 record in the playoffs and have made 10 
consecutive appearances in the FCS playoffs. 

Following is a recap of each postseason contest 
from 1979 through the spring of 2021: 

• Nov. 24, 1979 — Youngstown State 50, SDSU 
7: South Dakota State’s lone appearance in the 
NCAA Division II playoffs resulted in a 50-7 defeat to 
second-ranked Youngstown State on a rain-soaked 
field in Ohio. 

The Jackrabbits turned the ball over seven times 
in the game, with Youngstown State cashing in three 
times after first-half turnovers to build a 22-0 halftime 
lead. 

SDSU pulled to within 22-7 midway through the 
third quarter on a 9-yard touchdown pass from Gary 
Maffett to Brian Bunkers, but the Penguins reeled off 
the final 28 points to complete the victory. 

Lionel Macklin caught seven passes for 89 yards, 
while Maffett finished the game 17-for-35 passing for 
204 yards. 

Youngstown State rushed for 319 yards in the 
contest, and was led by Robbie Robson’s 166 yards 
on 31 carries. 

• Nov. 28, 2009 — Montana 61, SDSU 48: Top-
seeded Montana scored the final 40 points of the 
game, including five touchdowns in the fourth quar-
ter, to post a wild 61-48 victory and spoil South 
Dakota State’s first appearance in an NCAA Division 
I Football Championship Subdivision playoff game, at 
Washington-Grizzly Stadium in Missoula, Montana. 

SDSU built a 17-0 lead early in the second quarter 
and led 34-14 at halftime after Colin Cochart’s third 
touchdown reception of the game and a 1-yard run 
by Kyle Minett late in the half. 

The Jackrabbit lead grew to 41-14 as Corey Jeske 
fell on a blocked punt in the end zone for an SDSU 
touchdown early in the third quarter. 

Montana’s comeback began late in the third quar-
ter on Marc Mariani’s 98-yard kickoff return. Mariani 
later added touchdown receptions of 15 and 4 yards, 
the last of which gave the Grizzlies their first lead of 
the game with 1:08 to play. 

A 32-yard interception return for touchdown by 
Severin Campbell sealed the win for Montana, which 
would go on to reach the FCS title game. 

• Nov. 24, 2012 — SDSU 58, Eastern Illinois 10: 
Zach Zenner rushed for a school-record 295 yards 
and three touchdowns, pacing SDSU to its first-ever 
playoff victory with a 58-10 victory over Eastern 
Illinois at Coughlin-Alumni Stadium. 

Zenner opened the scoring with a 68-yard TD run 
and added scoring runs of 4 and 7 yards as part of a 
24-point second quarter as SDSU built a 34-3 half-
time lead. 

Backup running back Reggie Gandy added 151 
yards and two touchdowns as SDSU finished with 
434 rushing yards and 580 yards of total offense. 

Zach Zenner rushed for a school-record 295 yards and scored three touchdowns as the Jackrabbits downed Eastern Illinois, 
58-10, in their first-ever home playoff game, in 2012 at Coughlin-Alumni Stadium. 

Eastern Illinois quarterback Jimmy Garoppolo 
completed 25-of-41 passes for 221 yards with an 
interception. 

• Dec. 1, 2012 — North Dakota State 28, SDSU 
3: Top-seeded North Dakota State scored three 
second-quarter touchdowns and the Bison defense 
held South Dakota State out of the end zone in a 
28-3 victory in Football Championship Subdivision 
second-round playoff action at the Fargodome. 

SDSU put the first points on the board with a six-
play, 66-yard drive capped by a 26-yard field goal by 
Justin Syrovatka two ticks under the three-minute 
mark of the opening quarter. A 49-yard pass play 
down the middle of the field from Austin Sumner to 
Brandon Hubert set up what would be the only score 
for the Jackrabbits. 

Bison quarterback Brock Jensen ran for one 
touchdown and threw a pair of touchdown passes to 
Garrett Bruhn. 

• Nov. 30, 2013 — SDSU 26, Northern Arizona 
7: South Dakota State scored 26 consecutive points 
and recorded seven sacks as the Jackrabbits 
advanced in the Football Championship Subdivision 
playoffs with a 26-7 victory in Flagstaff, Arizona. 

Tied at 7-all at halftime, the Jackrabbits took the 
lead midway through the third quarter on a safety as 
linebacker. T.J. Lally drove running back Zach 
Bauman out of the end zone for a 9-7 SDSU lead. 

On the free kick following the safety, Je Ryan 
Butler broke off a 38-yard return to the NAU 39. Two 
plays later, Zach Zenner broke around the right end 
for a 34-yard touchdown run. Zenner added an 87-
yard TD run later in the game as he finished the night 
with 249 yards on 30 carries. 

• Dec. 7, 2013 — Eastern Washington 41, SDSU 
17: Eastern Washington quarterback Vernon Adams 
threw for five touchdowns, including two in a pivotal 

third quarter, to lead Eastern Washington to a 41-17 
victory in frigid Cheney, Washington. 

The Jackrabbits took the opening kickoff and drew 
first blood with an eight-play, 75-yard scoring drive, 
which was capped by a 14-yard touchdown pass 
from Austin Sumner to running back Reggie Gandy. 

Adams hooked up twice with freshman sensation 
Cooper Kupp on scoring plays of 40 and 15 yards, 
the second of which gave the Eagles a 27-14 lead. 

Sumner completed 26-of-40 passes for 315 yards, 
while Trevor Tiefenthaler set career highs with 11 
receptions for 139 yards. 

• Nov. 29, 2014 — SDSU 47, Montana State 40: 
Zach Zenner accounted for 324 all-purpose yards 
and scored a career-high five touchdowns to lead 
South Dakota State to a 47-40 victory at a snowy 
Bobcat Stadium in Bozeman, Montana, in the 
opening round of the FCS playoffs. 

Zenner tallied the first of four long scores on the 
second play from scrimmage and a mere 30 seconds 
into the game with a 45-yard touchdown run. He 
added scoring runs of 7, 60 and 69 yards and caught 
another TD that also covered 69 yards. 

The two squads combined for 1,018 yards of total 
offense — 526 by SDSU and 492 for Montana State. 

Special teams loomed large as SDSU kicker 
Justin Syrovatka hit field goals of 21 and 30 yards in 
the adverse conditions. 

Montana State, meanwhile, had a bobbled snap 
on its first point-after attempt and had another extra-
point try blocked. 

• Dec. 6, 2014 — North Dakota State 27, SDSU 
24: South Dakota State took the lead late in the 
fourth quarter, but North Dakota State had the final 
answer in the closing seconds to pull out a 27-24 
victory in second-round playoff action in Fargo, North 
Dakota.

The final Bison tally came on a 12-yard touch-

down pass from Carson Wentz to R.J. Urzendowski 
with 54 seconds to play. 

SDSU had taken a 24-20 lead with 3:18 to play on 
a 3-yard touchdown pass from Austin Sumnner to 
Jake Wieneke. That capped a nine-play, 65-yard 
drive in which the Jackrabbits converted on fourth-
and-3 from the Bison 32 on a 4-yard run by Zach 
Zenner. 

The Jackrabbits fell behind 14-0 before first grab-
bing the lead with 17 consecutive points, including 
two short touchdown runs by Zenner. 

• Nov. 28, 2015 — Montana 24, SDSU 17: 
Montana built a 24-0 halftime lead and held off a 
valiant SDSU comeback attempt in the second half. 

The Jackrabbit defense held Montana without a 
first down on its first five possessions of the second 
half, allowing the offense to play catchup. A 34-yard 
field goal by Jay Carlson put SDSU on the board and 
a 1-yard touchdown run by Taryn Christion later in 
the third quarter trimmed the deficit to 24-10. 

SDSU pulled to within one score with 4:44 remain-
ing on a 30-yard touchdown pass from Christion to 
Dallas Goedert on a fourth-down play. 

Montana was able to run out the clock, mixing a 
short-passing game with a strong rushing attack. 

• Dec. 3, 2016 — SDSU 10, Villanova 7: Chase 
Vinatieri kicked the game-winning 40-yard field goal 
with 1:21 remaining in the game to lift eighth-seeded 
SDSU to a hard-fought 10-7 victory over Villanova in 
the second round of the FCS playoffs. The game 
marked the first postseason contest at Dana J. 
Dykhouse Stadium. 

Vinatieri’s heroics were set up by a 33-yard catch 
and run by Dallas Goedert on a pass from Taryn 
Christion that moved the ball to the Villanova 26. 
Christion and Goedert had hooked up on a 4-yard 
touchdown earlier in the game for the lone Jackrabbit 
touchdown of the game. 

Christian Rozeboom led a strong Jackrabbit 
defensive effort with 13 tackles. 

• Dec. 10, 2016 — North Dakota State 36, SDSU 
10: North Dakota State’s ball-control offense scored 
the final 36 points of the game, ending South Dakota 
State's season with a 36-10 victory in the Football 
Championship Subdivision quarterfinals at the 
Fargodome. 

The Jackrabbits reached into their bag of tricks to 
score the first touchdown of the game on a 5-yard 
run by Brady Mengarelli on the opening drive of the 
game. 

Chase Vinatieri’s 34-yard field goal later in the first 
quarter pushed the SDSU advantage to 10-0. 

NDSU countered with a 49-yard touchdown run by 
Lance Dunn later in the first quarter and took its first 
lead at 14-10 late in the second quarter on a 3-yard 
run by quarterback Easton Stick. 

The Bison continued the momentum in the third 
quarter with a safety and two Cam Pedersen field 
goals. Stick put the game further out of reach with a 
14-yard touchdown run in the fourth quarter. 

• Dec. 2, 2017 — SDSU 37, Northern Iowa 22: 
On a record-setting day by South Dakota State 
quarterback Taryn Christion, the Jackrabbits scored 
on all five of their offensive possessions in the first 
half and went on to avenge a regular season loss to 
Northern Iowa with a 37-22 triumph in second-round 
action of the Football Championship Playoffs at Dana 
J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

After kicking a field goal on the opening posses-
sion of the game, the fifth-seeded Jackrabbits made 
the score 10-0 on a 2-yard touchdown pass from 
Christion to Cade Johnson later in the first quarter. 
The touchdown pass was the 66th of his career, 
breaking the school record previously set by Austin 
Sumner. 

Chase Vinatieri kicked a career-best 55-yard field 
goal early in the second quarter, and the Jackrabbits 
led 26-7 at halftime after Christion ran 2 yards for a 
score and threw a 28-yard touchdown pass to tight 
end Dallas Goedert later in the stanza. 

Vinatieri added a 44-yard field goal in the fourth 
quarter to cap the scoring for SDSU. 

• Dec. 9, 2017 — SDSU 56, New Hampshire 14: 
Wide receiver Jake Wieneke caught two touchdown 
passes and ran for another for a South Dakota State 
team that cruised into to the Football Championship 
Subdivision semifinals for the first time in program 
history with a 56-14 victory over New Hampshire at 
Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

For the second week in a row, the SDSU offense 
clicked early and often. The Jackrabbits took the 
opening kickoff and drove 70 yards on only six plays. 
Junior quarterback Taryn Christion hit Dallas Goedert 
for 19 yards on the first play before back-to-back 15-
yard completions to Wieneke. Christion later scored 
on a 13-yard run. 

Wieneke’s first touchdown of the day came on the 
next Jackrabbit possession as he took the ball on an 
end around, got a key block downfield from Tyler 
Weir as he turned the corner and scored from 48 
yards out. 

SDSU made it 3-for-3 on first-quarter drives with a 
12-play, 85-yard scoring march. All but 24 yards — a 
one-handed catch by Wieneke — came on the 
ground as Isaac Wallace scampered into the end 
zone from 13 yards out in the final minute of the 
opening stanza for a 21-0 Jackrabbit lead. 

Wieneke added touchdown receptions of 32 and 10 
yards in the second and third quarters, respectively. 

Cade Johnson answered New Hampshire’s first 
touchdown of the game with a 99-yard return for 
touchdown on the ensuing kickoff in the third quarter. 

SDSU held a 265-96 advantage in rushing yards. 
• Dec. 16, 2017 — James Madison 51, SDSU 

16: A ball-hawking James Madison defense forced 
10 South Dakota State turnovers — five in each half 
— and the Dukes slammed the door shut on a 
Jackrabbit comeback with two long touchdown runs 
early in the third quarter en route to a 51-16 victory in 
the Football Championship Subdivision semifinals in 
Harrisonburg, Virginia. 

Each of the Jackrabbits’ five first-quarter drives 

Cade Johnson returned a kickoff 99 yards for a touchdown 
in the third quarter of South Dakota State’s 56-14 FCS 
semifinal victory over New Hampshire on Dec. 9, 2017, at 
Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. SDSU is 8-1 in home playoff 
games, including a 7-1 mark at DJDS. 

ended on turnovers, yet SDSU trailed only 7-0 after 
the first stanza. 

The Dukes later cashed in on a short field after 
forcing a second fumble in as many possessions 
deep in SDSU territory as Bryan Schor hit receiver 
Riley Stapleton on third-and-goal from two yards out. 

SDSU tied the game on its first possession of the 
second quarter, capping an eight-play, 74-yard drive 
on a 9-yard touchdown pass from Taryn Christion to 
Jake Wieneke. 

The Jackrabbits pulled to within 14-10 on a 37-
yard field goal by Chase Vinatieri with 56 seconds 
remaining in the first half, but JMU stole back the 
momentum with a 38-yard kickoff return by Marcus 
Marshall and a 30-yard pass from Schor to Stapleton 
that moved the ball deep into SDSU territory. Schor 
later scored from a yard out with nine seconds left in 
the quarter to push the JMU lead to 21-10 heading 
into halftime. 

Any hopes of an SDSU comeback were dashed 
when Marshall rushed for touchdowns of 65 and 87 
yards in the first five minutes of the third quarter to 
put JMU up 35-10. 

• Dec. 1, 2018 — SDSU 51, Duquesne 6: Fifth-
seeded South Dakota State turned to a potent rush-
ing attack to open its 2018 playoff run with a 
convincing 51-6 victory over Duquesne at snowy 
Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

On the opening drive of the game, SDSU went to 
the air, converting on fourth-and-1 from midfield on a 
pass from Taryn Christion to Cade Johnson. The pair 
hooked up three plays later on a 43-yard touchdown 
to cap a nine-play, 75-yard drive.

Early in the second quarter, wide receiver Isaiah 

Hill took a handoff from Johnson on a reverse and 
weaved his way around right end for a 23-yard 
touchdown run. 

SDSU pushed the lead to 24-0 going into intermis-
sion with 10 points in the final 92 seconds of the 
second quarter. Pierre Strong, Jr. continued his late-
season surge with a 52-yard touchdown run One 
play after the Jackrabbit defense stuffed Duquesne 
on fourth-and-1. 

After the SDSU defense forced a quick three-and-
out, Chase Vinatieri capped the first-half scoring with 
a 39-yard field goal. 

The Jackrabbits put the game away in the third 
quarter, reeling off 20 points in the span of a little 
over three minutes. Hill scored for the second time 
on a reverse, this time going around left end for a 15-
yard score. Two plays after a Larenzo Williams inter-
ception and 22-yard return, Mikey Daniel got into the 
scoring act by hurdling a defender en route to a 27-
yard highlight-reel touchdown run. 

The final SDSU tally of the scoring blitz came on a 
43-yard interception return for touchdown by Zy 
Mosley. 

As a team, the Jackrabbits racked up 326 yards 
on the ground, averaging 8.1 yards per carry. Strong 
ended the afternoon with 92 yards on 12 carries. 

• Dec. 8, 2018 — SDSU 27, Kennesaw State 17: 
The Jackrabbits earned their second consecutive 

trip to the FCS semifinals by grinding out a 27-17 win 
at fourth-seeded Kennesaw State. 

SDSU never trailed in the contest, building a 17-3 
cushion with two second-quarter touchdowns after 
the teams traded field goals in the opening stanza. 
Adam Anderson gave the Jackrabbits the lead for 
good on a 5-yard touchdown reception from Taryn 
Christion, with Pierre Strong, Jr. adding a 9-yard 
touchdown run in the closing minutes of the quarter. 

Kennesaw State rallied behind backup quarter-
back Daniel David, cutting the Jackrabbit advantage 
to 20-17 with a pair of fourth-quarter scores. David’s 
1-yard touchdown run with 6:42 to play in the game 
capped a nine-play, 91-yard drive. 

The Jackrabbits responded with the game-clinch-
ing drive on their next possession. First, Christion 
scrambled and hit Cade Johnson for 33 yards on a 
third-and-12 play before Christion scored from 15 
yards out on another third-down play later in the 
drive. 

Christian Rozeboom posted a game-high 14 
tackles, including three tackles for loss, for SDSU. 

• Dec. 14, 2018 — North Dakota State 44, SDSU 
21: North Dakota State quarterback Easton Stick ran 
for three touchdowns to lead the Bison back to the 
FCS national championship game with a 44-21 
semifinal victory at the Fargodome. 

NDSU grabbed 14-7 lead late in the first half on a 
34-yard run by Stick, then scored on its first five 
possessions of the second half to pull away for the 
victory. 

After Stick scored on a 5-yard run midway through 
the first quarter, the Jackrabbits’ Pierre Strong, Jr. 

South Dakota State ran for 326 yards at a snowy Dana J. 
Dykhouse Stadium in a 51-6 victory over Duquesne on 
Dec. 1, 2018. Mikey Daniel (pictured), rushed 10 times for a 
team-best 100 yards and scored touchdowns on runs of 27 
and 4 yards. 

answered with a 30-yard touchdown in the closing 
seconds of the opening stanza. 

The two squads combined for 35 points in the 
third quarter. Bruce Anderson scored all three Bison 
touchdowns, running to paydirt from 1 and 41 yards 
and adding a 14-yard touchdown reception. 

Blake Kunz (8 yards) and Cade Johnson (52 
yards) caught touchdown passes from Taryn 
Christion for SDSU’s third-quarter scores. 

Stick capped the scoring with a 28-yard touch-
down run as he ended the day with 147 yards on 16 
carries. The Bison accumulated 439 yards on the 
ground en route to 608 yards of total offense. 

Strong posted 135 yards on 20 carries to lead the 
Jackrabbits’ offensive attack. 

• Dec. 7, 2019 — Northern Iowa 13, SDSU 10: 
Northern Iowa scored the final 13 points of the 

game, including the game-winning 18-yard field goal 
by Matthew Cook with 2 minutes and 10 seconds 
remaining, as the Panthers knocked off seventh-
seeded South Dakota State, 13-10, in second-round 
action of the Football Championship Subdivision 
playoffs at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

The Jackrabbits dominated the first quarter, 
scoring all 10 of their points. Walter Payton Award 
finalist Cade Johnson put the Jackrabbits at midfield 
by returning the opening kickoff 43 yards. Freshman 
quarterback Keaton Heide completed all three of his 
passes on the five-play opening drive, culminating 
with a 22-yard touchdown pass to Adam Anderson. 

After the SDSU forced a three-and-out on the 
Panthers' first drive of the game, followed by a short 
punt, the Jackrabbits upped their lead to 10-0 on a 
22-yard field goal by Chase Vinatieri. 

SDSU turned the ball over on each of its first three 

possessions of the second quarter, but UNI could 
only capitalize once as the Panthers turned the final 
miscue into three points as Cook connected on a 23-
yard field goal with 2:13 to play in the first half. 

UNI tied the game with a 10-play, 75-yard drive to 
open the second half. Running back Trevor Allen 
scored on a 2-yard run, two plays after a 33-yard 
catch and run by Aaron Graham on a pass to the 
right flat by Will McElvain. 

Yards and first downs remained elusive for both 
offensive units until UNI put together the game-
winning 12-play drive that started midway through 
the fourth quarter. Starting at their own 19, McElvain 
jump-started the Panthers with a 31-yard scramble 
and run to midfield on the opening play. Allen ex-
tended the drive with a 2-yard run for a first down on 
fourth-and-2 from the SDSU 42 before McElvain hit 
Suni Lane along the right sideline for a 31 yards to 
the set up first and goal at the Jackrabbit 5. 

The SDSU defense held UNI out of the end zone, 
but Cook converted his second field-goal attempt of 
the game. 

UNI held a 238-220 advantage in total offense. 
For SDSU, Heide completed 14-of-27 passes for 167 
yards. Johnson caught five passes for 35 yards, with 
Anderson tallying four receptions for a season-high 
84 yards in his final collegiate game. Mikey Daniel 
paced the ground game with 43 yards on nine 
carries. 

Christian Rozeboom and Seven Wilson shared 
game-high honors in tackles with 10 apiece. Senior 
defensive end Ryan Eairth collected eight tackles, 
including a career-best two-and-a-half sacks. 

• April 24, 2021 — SDSU 31, Holy Cross 3: 
The top-seeded Jackrabbits’ march to the FCS 

national title game began with a convincing 31-3 
victory over Holy Cross in opening-round action at 
Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

Quarterback Mark Gronowski threw a season-high 
three touchdown passes to the Janke brothers, 
connecting with Jaxon Janke on an 11-yard TD late 
in the first quarter, followed by scoring strikes of 13 
and 45 yards to Jadon Janke in the second and third 
quarters, respectively. 

Gronowski completed 12-of-21 passes for 153 
yards 

SDSU put the game away on the ground, with 
freshman running back Isaiah Davis capping the 
scoring with a 60-yard touchdown run in the fourth 
quarter. Davis finished the game with 156 yards on 
only 10 carries. 

As a team, SDSU finished with a 439-198 edge in 
total offense, including a 281-112 rushing advantage. 
The Jackrabbit defense recorded eight tackles for 
loss, including a pair of sacks by linebacker Logan 
Backhaus. 

Adam Bock paced SDSU defensively with nine 
tackles. 

The Crusaders’ lone points came on a 46-yard 
field goal by Derek Ng in the final minute of the first 
half. 



     

 

PLAYOFF HISTORY 
• May 2, 2021 — SDSU 31, Southern Illinois 26: 

The Jackrabbits kept their postseason run alive by 
overcoming a 13-point first-half deficit to rally past 
Southern Illinois in FCS quarterfinal action at Dana J. 
Dykhouse Stadium. 

SDSU turned the tide with a goal-line stand early 
in the fourth quarter that was followed by a 67-yard 
touchdown run by quarterback Mark Gronowski that 
gave the Jackrabbits a 24-20 lead. Moments later, 
the Jackrabbits recovered an SIU fumble and cashed 
in as Isaiah Davis scored on a 4-yard touchdown run 
to push the advantage to 31-20. 

After the Jackrabbits opened the scoring on a 23-
yard touchdown pass from Gronowski to Jadon 
Janke on the first drive of the game, SIU reeled off 
the next 20 points. SDSU drew back to within 20-10 
on a 34-yard field goal by Cole Frahm on the final 
play of the first half. 

The Frahm field goal, which was set up by a 50-
yard kickoff return by Davis and a 31-yard catch and 
run by Pierre Strong, Jr., in the closing seconds of 
the half, ignited a streak of 24 consecutive points by 
the Jackrabbits. Janke opened the second-half scor-
ing with a 26-yard TD reception. 

SIU ran 31 more offensive plays than the Jacks, 
80-49, and held a 11-plus minute advantage in time 
of possession, although total yardage was nearly 
equal with the Salukis holding a 443-414 edge. 
SDSU did not turn the ball over while SIU committed 
three costly turnovers, including throwing the game-
sealing interception, which was picked off by Michael 
Griffin II at the SDSU 9-yard line with 13 seconds 
remaining. 

• May 8, 2021 — SDSU 33, Delaware 3: For the 
second time in the 2021 postseason, South Dakota 
State held an opponent out of the end zone in drub-
bing Delaware, 33-3, at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 

With the win, the Jackrabbits earned a trip to 
Frisco, Texas, to play for a Football Championship 
Subdivision national title for the first time in program 
history. 

Delaware actually opened the scoring with a 29-
yard field goal late in the first quarter, but it was all 
Jackrabbits from there. 

A 30-yard touchdown pass from Mark Gronowski 
to Jaxon Janke on the ensuing drive gave SDSU a 
lead it would not relinquish. The SDSU defense was 
in the Delaware backfield all afternoon, tying a team 
playoff record with seven sacks and a total of 12 
tackles for loss. 

Junior defensive end Reece Winkelman led the 
charge with 3.5 tackles for loss, including 2.5 sacks. 
SDSU held CAA Offensive Player of the Year Dejoun 
Lee to nine rushing yards on 11 carries and limited 
the Blue Hens to 216 yards of total offense for the 
game. 

Jackrabbit head coach John Stiegelmeier is doused as SDSU players celebrated their 33-3 win over Delaware in a 
Football Championship Subdivision national semifinal game at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium on May 8, 2021. With that 
victory, SDSU reached a national championship game in football for the first time and also marked the first national 
championship game appearance for the Jackrabbits in any sport at the Division I level. 

The Jackrabbits put the game out of reach with a 
20-point second quarter that included a 24-yard 
touchdown on a halfback pass from Pierre Strong, Jr. 
to Gronowski. Strong would later score on a 3-yard 
run and Gronowski capped the outburst with a 14-
yard touchdown pass to Blake Kunz that upped the 
SDSU lead to 27-3 seconds before halftime. 

• May 16, 2021 — Sam Houston 23, SDSU 21: 
South Dakota State’s quest for a national title came 
up one play and 16 seconds short as Sam Houston 
put together a game-winning drive in the closing 
minutes to defeat the Jackrabbits, 23-21, at a rain-
soaked Toyota Stadium in Frisco, Texas. 

The Jackrabbits overcame both an injury to starting 
quarterback Mark Gronowski on the first offensive 
series and the weather to battle back from a 17-7 
deficit to regain the lead in the fourth quarter. The 
Jackrabbits rode the legs of freshman running back 
Isaiah Davis, who scored on a 28-yard run two min-
utes into the final stanza, then gave SDSU its first 
lead since 7-0 with an 85-yard burst with 5 minutes 
and 41 seconds remaining. 

Sam Houston followed with the game-winning 
drive, a methodical 16-play, 65-yard march. The 
Bearkats converted twice on short-yardage fourth-
down plays – the second of which was a 5-yard pass 
to Jequez Ezzard on fourth-and-3 that set up Sam 
Houston with first and goal at the Jackrabbit 10. After 

two incompletions, quarterback Eric Schmid found Ife 
Adeyi in the middle of the end zone for the game-
winning 10-yard touchdown with 16 seconds left on 
the clock. 

Early on, the weather was the story. The game 
began in heavy rain, which hindered both squads’ 
offensive and special teams efforts. The Jackrabbits 
recovered a botched snap on Sam Houston’s first 
offensive possession at the Bearkats’ 41 and SDSU 
quickly turned that miscue into seven points as Davis 
scored from a yard out after a 20-yard run for the first 
of his three touchdowns on the day. 

Davis rushed for a career-high 178 yards on 14 
carries. 

Sam Houston began to gain control in the second 
quarter, tying the game when Ezzard caught a pass 
from Schmid along the left sideline and weaved his 
way through the Jackrabbit defense in the middle of 
the field for a 35-yard touchdown. 

The game was delayed for nearly 75 minutes due 
to lightning in the area, and when play resumed the 
Bearkat duo of Schmid and Ezzard hooked up again 
for a 15-yard touchdown. Ezzard hauled in 10 catches 
on the day for 108 yards, while Adeyi tallied five 
catches for 73 yards. 

Seth Morgan provided the only points of the third 
quarter for either team with a 45-yard field goal for 
Sam Houston.
