football playoffs came in 1979, when the Jacks fell 50-7 at Youngstown State.

The Jackrabbits have compiled a 24-13 record in the playoffs and are making their
14th straight appearance in the FCS playoffs in 2025. SDSU advanced to at least the
semifinal round each of the last five years and seven times in the last eight seasons.

SDSU made its first appearance in a national title game during the 2020-21 spring
season, falling to Sam Houston, 23-21, then claimed its first-ever national championship
in football with a 45-21 victory over North Dakota State in January 2023.

The Jacks repeated as national champions during the 2023 campaign with a 23-3
victory over Montana.

ELITE COMPANY: South Dakota State is one of only two Football Championship
Subdivision programs to reach the playoffs each of the last 14 seasons. Missouri Valley
Football Conference rival North Dakota State holds the longest active streak with 16
consecutive trips to the playoffs after earning the league’s automatic bid. The Bison are
again the top seed in this year’s 24-team tournament.

YEAR 22 IN FCS: The 2025 season marks the 22nd year South Dakota State has
competed in the Football Championship Subdivision.

Since joining the Division | ranks in 2004, the Jackrabbits have compiled a 192-86
record (.691 winning percentage).

SDSU went 4-0 in the month of November during the 2024 season and previously
posted a 3-0 mark in November five times in that span, with 2019 (2-2) and 2025 (1-3)
being the only times in the last 14 seasons the Jackrabbits have dropped more than
one game in the next-to-last month of the calendar year.

RANKINGS STREAK: By being ranked in the in each of the 14 Stats Perform FCS
polls of the 2025 campaign, SDSU has now appeared in the top 25 of 188 consecutive
media polls dating back to October 2012.

The Jackrabbits held the top spot in 29 consecutive polls from Oct. 17, 2022, until
relinquishing the top spot following their regular season loss at North Dakota State on
Oct. 19, 2024.

The Nov. 17 poll marked the first time that the Jackrabbits had not been in the top
10 of the Stats Perform rankings since the final regular season poll of the 2021 season
— a total of 56 polls.

PRESEASON ALL-AMERICANS: Four South Dakota State football players received
preseason recognition on the 2025 Stats Perform FCS Preseason All-America Team.

Representing the Jackrabbit offense on the second team was lineman Quinten
Christensen.

A junior from Wessington Springs, Christensen started all 15 games of the 2024
season at left tackle for a squad that averaged 236.1 yards per game on the ground
and allowed only eight sacks the entire year.

Defensive lineman Kobe Clayborne also earned second-team team recognition
following a 2024 season in which he tied for the team lead with 4.5 sacks. A starter in
the final 13 games of the year, the senior from Sioux City, lowa, finished his first
season at SDSU with 34 total tackles and 5.5 tackles for loss.

Incoming transfer Julius Loughridge also earned second-team recognition as an all-
purpose back. Loughridge previously excelled at the FCS level at Fordham, where he
racked up 3,005 rushing yards over three seasons, including posting back-to-back
1,000-yard campaigns in 2023 (1,146 yards) and 2024 (1,044). The Houston, Texas,
native also caught 21 passes for 155 yards last season.

Rounding out the Jackrabbit selections was third-team long snapper Kaydon Olivia.
A native of Schertz, Texas, Olivia has been a key member of SDSU's placekicking and
punting units on special teams. With Olivia leading the operation, the Jackrabbits
ranked second among FCS teams for net punting in 2024 with an average of 43.04
yards per attempt and converted 97 percent of their extra-point tries (138-of-142) over
the past two seasons.

MASON AT THE HELM: Dual-threat quarterback Chase Mason helped lead the
Jackrabbits to victories in each of his first seven career starts.

A senior from Hurley, Mason was efficient by completing a combined 111-o0f-169
passes for 1,419 yards and 11 touchdowns against only one interception. Mason
completed at least 17 passes in each of the Jackrabbits’ first four games highlighted by
a Sept. 27 performance against Mercyhurst in which he set career highs for comple-
tions (21) and passing yards (321) while tossing a career-best three touchdowns for
the second time this season.

In addition, Mason has carried the ball 60 times for 165 net yards and four touch-
downs thus far in 2025.

Mason has not seen action since being injured on the opening drive of SDSU’s Oct.
18 game at Murray State, but it is likely to return to the lineup this week.

While serving as an understudy to 2023 Walter Payton Award winner and two-time
All-American Mark Gronowski, Mason saw action in 19 games over the past two sea-
sons. He showed previous play-making ability both throwing and running the football,
including completing 17-0f-26 passes for 133 yards and two touchdowns and rushing
for 464 yards and six touchdowns during the 2024 campaign.

In averaging 10.1 yards per carry a season ago, Mason broke off touchdown runs of
38 and 48 yards against Youngstown State, followed by a 66-yarder a week later in the
regular season matchup against North Dakota State.

O’GROSKE STARTS FAST: Wide receiver Lofton O’'Groske put together a series of
strong showings in what was shaping up to be a breakthrough sophomore season.

A native of Coon Rapids, Minnesota, O’Groske tallied team highs of 25 catches, 312
receiving yards and three touchdowns in nonconference action, but has dealt with
injuries during Missouri Valley Football Conference play. After missing games against
Youngstown State and Northern lowa to open the league slate, he was held without a
catch in his return to the lineup Oct. 18 at Murray State. He accounted for the lone
Jackrabbit touchdown Oct. 25 against North Dakota State on a 17-yard reception, but
later left that game due to injury and remains sidelined indefinitely.

O’Groske matched a previous single-game career high with five receptions in the
Aug. 30 season opener against Sacramento State, while adding 31 rushing yards and
a touchdown on three rushing attempts. He then established new career bests with 12
receptions, 133 receiving yards and two touchdowns in the Sept. 6 double-overtime
victory at Montana State.

His 12 catches at Montana State are tied for the third-most in a game by an SDSU
receiver and the most by a Jackrabbit player since Dallas Goedert recorded a dozen
receptions at Southern lllinois in 2016.

BULLOCK COMING ON STRONG: Transfer wide receiver Alex Bullock has
emerged as the top pass-catching threat for the Jackrabbits during the 2025 season.

The Omaha native who previously played at Nebraska currently leads the team with
63 receptions and 803 receiving yards, averaging 12.7 yards per catch. He has caught
at least five passes in eight of SDSU’s 12 games this season, including tallying career
highs with 10 receptions for 162 yards Oct. 4 at Youngstown State. Bullock posted his
second 100-yard receiving game of the season with 107 yards on seven catches Nov.
1 against Indiana State.

Bullock also is tied for for the team lead with four touchdown receptions after scoring
on 27-yard pass plays in consecutive games versus Indiana State and at South
Dakota. He previously caught touchdown passes in back-to-back games against Drake
(9 yards) and Mercyhurst (28 yards) in September.

SMITH STEPS UP: Redshirt freshman Jack Smith has taken on a more prominent
role in a couple different areas in recent weeks.

The Sioux Falls native currently ranks third on the squad with 29 receptions for 328
yards. He also stands tied for third on the team with three touchdown receptions — two
of which (10 and 46 yards) came in the Jackrabbits’ Oct. 18 win at Murray State.

In a Nov. 8 game at South Dakota, Smith recorded a career-high 197 all-purpose
yards. He started the game in the backfield as scored on a 75-yard touchdown run on
the first play from scrimmage. Smith ended the game with 82 rushing yards on three
carries, along with 61 receiving yards on a career-best six receptions and an additional
54 yards on two kickoff returns.

Smith currently ranks third on the team with 749 all-purpose yards for the season.

LOUGHRIDGE DOES THE HEAVY LIFTING: Jackrabbit running back Julius
Loughride turned in a second half for the ages in South Dakota State’s come-from-
behind victory at Youngstown State on Oct. 4

A Houston native, Loughridge rushed for 145 yards and four touchdowns in the
second half as SDSU overcame a 17-7 halftime deficit. In the third quarter alone, he
rushed for 93 yards while scoring on runs of 3, 14 and 2 yards in a 21-point stanza.

For the game, he rushed 25 times for 176 yards and capped the scoring with a 24-
yard touchdown run late in the fourth quarter. Loughridge’s four-touchdown performance
marked the fourth by a Jackrabbit running back in the Division | era and was the first by
a Jackrabbit running back since Mikey Daniel at Missouri State in 2017.

Loughridge is currently the FCS active career leader in rushing yards with 4,038.

MR. EFFICIENCY: South Dakota State tight end/fullback Andrew Gustad has
produced every time his number has thus far during the 2025 season.

A junior from Volin, South Dakota, Gustad has either gained a first down or scored a
touchdown on all seven of his touches through six games. He has picked up a first
down on all five of his short-yardage rushing attempts for a total of 14 yards and scored
on touchdowns on each of his receptions — 4 yards in the season opener against
Sacramento State and 11 yards Oct. 11 versus Northern lowa.

HENRY THE NEXT MAN UP: Redshirt freshman Jack Henry became the third
different quarterback to start a game for the Jackrabbits this season when he went
under center Nov. 8 at South Dakota.

The Dell Rapids native, who appeared in a reserve role each of the two previous
weeks, ended the afternoon 13-of-24 passing for 139 yards and an interception. He
also threw his first collegiate touchdown pass — a 27-yarder to Alex Bullock — in
successfully executing the two-minute drill late in the first half. In addition, Henry ran
nine times for 30 yards.

Henry followed that performance by accounting for touchdowns both rushing (14
yards) and passing (4 yards) Nov. 15 against lllinois State. He ended the day 32-0f-51
passing for 254 yards, rushing also finishing as the team’s leading rusher with 41 yards
on 18 carries.

In the Nov. 22 regular season finale at North Dakota, Henry struggled for much of
the game before throwing a 42-yard touchdown pass to Greyton Gannon late in the
third quarter and the game-winning 23-yard touchdown pass to Grahm Goering in
overtime.

Chase Mason started the first seven games at quarterback, with Luke Marble taking
over starting duties in games against North Dakota State and Indiana State.

BALL-CONTROL OFFENSE: South Dakota State has ranked among the Football
Championship Subdivision leaders in time of possession throughout the 2025 season.
The Jacks currently rank fifth among FCS programs with an average of 33 minutes and
12 seconds per game after a season-best 41:12 Nov. 1 against Indiana State. That
bettered the team’s previous high of 41:06 in the season opener versus Sacramento
State.

The Jackrabbits have won the possession time battle in nine of 12 games in 2025.

HIGH VOLUME: The Jackrabbits ran 92 offensive plays in their Nov. 1 game against
Indiana State, setting a team record in that category in the Division | era (since 2004).
SDSU accumulated 441 yards of total offense in the game.

Two weeks later against lllinois State, the Jackrabbits nearly matched that total by
running 89 plays as their comeback bid came up short. SDSU’s last two scoring drives
in a 35-21 setback covered 15 and 16 plays, respectively.

The previous SDSU record for offensive plays in a Division | game was 91 in a 2016
loss at lllinois State.

9-FOR-9: South Dakota State possessed the ball nine times in its 51-7 victory
against Mercyhurst on Sept. 27 and came away with points on all nine drives — three
field goals and six touchdowns.

Starting quarterback Chase Mason directed the offense on the first eight drives
before redshirt freshman signal-caller Luke Marble made his Jackrabbit debut and
engineered a 14-play, 67-yard drive that took more than nine minutes off the clock
before ending in James Basinger’s second 1-yard touchdown run of the game. Marble
was 3-for-3 passing for 22 yards and added a 7-yard carry in his first collegiate action.

FEAST OR FAMINE ON FOURTH DOWN: The Jackrabbits did not convert a fourth-
down attempt in their first six Missouri Valley Football Conference games this season,
going a combined 0-for-11 in that span. The streak reached 12 consecutive unsuccess-
ful tries in the Nov. 15 game against lllinois State before SDSU converted each of its
next six fourth-down tries, including a 4-yard touchdown pass from Jack Henry to
Brayden Delahoyde on fourth-and-goal late in the second half.

For the season, SDSU is 13-for-34 on fourth-down attempts.

TAKE THAT BALL AWAY: South Dakota State has ranked among the best in taking
the ball away from the opposition throughout the 2025 season.

The Jackrabbits currently rank seventh among FCS programs by forcing 22
turnovers so far this season — 14 interceptions and eight fumble recoveries. Fourteen
of those turnovers came in Missouri Valley Football Conference action, including five
takeaways (4 interceptions, 1 fumble) Oct. 11 against Northern lowa and another four-
interception performance against Murray State a week later.

However, the Jacks have managed only four takeaways over the last five games.
SDSU also has limited the number of times it has turned the ball over this season,
with the Jackrabbits currently ranking 19th in turnover margin at plus-0.50 per game.

LINEBACKERS PACE DEFENSE: All in their first year as starters, South Dakota
State’s three starting linebackers rank among the Jackrabbits’ top four tacklers.

Junior Cullen McShane enters the week as the team leader with 81 tackles, includ-
ing a career-best 12 stops at both Montana State and Youngstown State. Fellow junior
Joe Ollman stands second with 78 tackles after a career-best 11 Nov. 15 against
Ilinois State, while sophomore Chase Van Tol is tied for fourth with 38 tackles despite
missing the last three games due to injury.

Ollman also has forced four fumbles this season and came away with his first career
interception Oct. 18 at Murray State.

LEE LEADS SECONDARY: Jalen B. Lee has elevated his play in the Jackrabbit
secondary throughout the 2025 season.

Originally a cornerback for the Jackrabbits, Lee has moved to safety this season and
currently is tied for the team lead with three interceptions while ranking third in tackles
with 54, including 2.5 for loss.

A junior from Wentzville, Missouri, Lee was honored Oct. 20 as the Missouri Valley
Football Conference Defensive Player of the Week. He ended two Murray State
scoring chances with interceptions inside the 20-yard line as part of a four-interception
performance by the Jackrabbit defense. His first interception came at the SDSU 18 on
the opening drive of the game while later picking off a pass at the Jackrabbit 15 in the
fourth quarter.

Lee also tied his previous career high with six tackles in the Oct. 18 game at Murray
State, then established a new personal standard with nine stops (five solo) a week
later against North Dakota State.

STADER REACHES MILESTONE: Kicker Eli Stader reached a milestone Sept. 6 at
Montana State as he topped the 500-point mark for his career.

Now with 555 career points, Stader spent the first five years of his collegiate career
at Northwestern College (lowa), where he was a four-time all-Great Plains Athletic
Conference selection and an NAIA All-American in 2024. He set school records with 62
field goals and 300 extra points at Northwestern, while adding a two-point conversion.
A native of Cedar Grove, Wisconsin, Stader connected on five field goals of 50 or more
yards, including a school-record 60-yarder in 2024.

Stader has scored a team-high 67 points so far this season by going 10-for-16 on
field goals and making all 37 of his extra-point attempts. He was 3-for-3 on field goals,
Sept. 27 against Mercyhurst, then connected on season-long 44- and 46-yarders Nov.
1 versus Indiana State.

LONELY AT THE TOP: South Dakota State currently ranks third among Foootball
Championship Subdivision squads in net punting, albeit with a small sample size
thanks to not having an attempt in back-to-back games against Drake and Mercyhurst.

The Jackrabbits’ 45 punt attempts in 2025 have resulted in a net average of 41.38
yards. In his first season as the Jackrabbits’ punter, Max Pelham is averaging an
MVFC-best 48.7 yards per punt and has landed 13 of his attempts inside the oppo-
nent’s 20-yard line, including four last week at North Dakota.

Pelham averaged a career-best 54 yards on six punts Oct. 18 at Murray State,
including a career-long 68-yarder, then booted another 60-yarder en route to a 49-yard
average over five punts Oct. 25 versus North Dakota State.

COORDINATORS RETURN: While the entire coaching staff turned over between
the 2024 and 2025 seasons, several coaches with ties to South Dakota State are once
again on the Jackrabbit sideline and coaching booth, including all three coordinators.
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Offensive coordinator Eric Eidsness is back for his third stint in the role. Eidsness,

Following suit, the first five home games of the 2025 season were announced as
sellouts, with 19,163 fans filing into the stadium for the Aug. 30 opener against
Sacramento State. That came two nights after a crowd of about 22,000 attended the
Jacks Bash 3 concert featuring country music stars Ty Myers, Thomas Rhett and Blake
Shelton.

A stadium-record crowd of 19,477 filed into the stadium for the Oct. 25 Dakota Marker
matchup against North Dakota State in a game that pitted the two top-ranked teams in
the FCS. That helped SDSU attain an average attendance of 16,278 this season.

DANA J. DYKHOUSE STADIUM: Jackrabbit football moved into a new home in
September of 2016 with the completion of Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium.

The stadium, which was constructed in phases on the site of SDSU’s previous home
field, Coughlin-Alumni Stadium, seats 19,340 spectators and cost $65 million to build.

Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium is being funded through private gifts and long-term
revenue streams, including concessions and suite, loge box and ticket sales. Bonds
are financing nearly two-thirds of the project’s construction, with the remaining dollars
coming from private support.

Lead gifts totaling $12.5 million from former Jackrabbit football player and Sioux
Falls banker Dana Dykhouse and philanthropist T. Denny Sanford were announced in
October 2013.

The stadium officially opened Sept. 8, 2016, featuring a concert by country music
stars Luke Bryan, Little Big Town and Lee Brice as part of the Jacks Bash opening
weekend. The first football game was two days later, on Sept. 10, when the Jacks
defeated Drake, 56-28.

SDSU has gone on to post a 65-10 record at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium during its
10 seasons of operation, including a 16-1 mark in FCS playoff games.

The Jacks put together a 33-game home winning streak (including playoff games)
that started with a 27-19 victory over North Dakota State on Nov. 6, 2021, and ended
with a loss to the rival Bison on Oct. 25, 2025.

In 2024, the Jacks completed their fifth undefeated season while playing at Dana J.
Dykhouse Stadium, compiling an 8-0 record. SDSU previously posted perfect home
records in 2018 (7-0), the 2020-21 spring season (5-0) and both 2022 and 2023 (9-0).

Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium was designed by Kansas City-based Crawford Architects,
with the construction firm JE Dunn serving as the project manager at risk and Henry
Carlson Company of Sioux Falls serving as general contractor.

JACKS IN THE PROS: Six former South Dakota State standouts appeared on 2025
National Football League opening day rosters, continuing the Jackrabbits’ long tradition
of developing players into pro prospects.

Headlining the list are a pair of tight ends — Dallas Goedert of the Philadelphia
Eagles and Tucker Kraft of the Green Bay Packers — who scored two touchdowns
apiece Oct. 26 on National Tight Ends Day.

After being selected in the second round of the 2018 NFL Draft, Goedert has gone
on to record 387 receptions for 4,461 yards and 31 touchdowns in eight seasons. He
won a Super Bowl ring with the Eagles last season after recording 42 receptions during
the regular season and adding 17 more catches during the postseason run.

Goedert posted season highs of 11 receptions and 110 receiving yards Oct. 9 versus
the New York Giants and extended his streak of games with a touchdown catch to four.

Thus far in 2025, Goedert has recorded 38 catches for 376 yards and a career-high
seven TDs.

Kraft put together a breakthrough second season with the Packers in 2024, tallying
50 catches for 707 yards and seven touchdowns. A third-round draft choice of Green
Bay in 2023, Kraft was on his way to an All-Pro caliber season in 2025 before suffering
a season-ending knee injury on Nov. 2. He had two 100-yard performances this sea-
son, including posting career bests of seven catches, 143 yards and two touchdowns

Oct. 26 against the Pittsburgh Steelers en route to 32 receptions for 489 yards and six
touchdowns.

His career totals include 113 receptions for 1,551 yards and 15 scores.

Linebacker Christian Rozeboom earned a Super Bowl ring with the Los Angeles
Rams during the 2021 season and is now in his first season with the Carolina
Panthers. A starter in both 2023 and 2024 with the Rams, Rozeboom totaled 214
tackles and two interceptions over the last two seasons, including 135 stops in 2024.

Rozeboom has registered a team-high 91 tackles through 11 games this season,
including a season-high 15 at Green Bay on Nov. 2. He now has career totals of 316
tackles and two interceptions.

SDSU had two players selected in the NFL Draft in 2024 when Mason McCormick
was taken in the fourth round by Pittsburgh and Isaiah Davis was a fifth-round pick of
the New York Jets. McCormick settled into a starting role at guard during the 2024
season while Davis saw spot duty for the Jets as a rookie.

McCormick and Davis squared off in the 2025 season opener, with Davis rushing
two times for 18 yards in a Jets' loss.

Davis finished his rookie year with 30 carries for 174 yards and a touchdown, as well
as notching nine receptions for 75 yards and a score. He added nine kickoffs for 232
yards (25.8 yards per return) and registered seven tackles on special teams in 2024.

Davis had one of his best days as a pro in a comeback win over Cincinnati on Oct.
26, rushing seven times for 65 yards, including a career-long 50-yard carry, and catch-
ing five passes for 44 yards. He has returned 11 kickoffs for an average of 29.4 yards
per attempt (long of 41) thus far in 2025, while adding 26 carries for 137 yards (5.3
ypc) and 15 receptions for 118 yards.

Another member of the Jackrabbits’ back-to-back national championship teams,
Isaiah Stalbird, is in his second season with the New Orleans Saints. Stalbird played
mostly on special teams in 2024, notching three tackles. This season, he recorded a
pair of tackles in a season-opening performance against Arizona, then notched a
career-best four stops Oct. 12 against New England. He has a total of 19 tackles in 11
games in 2025 after posting a career-high five tackles with a sack Nov. 23 against
Atlanta.

In addition, Amar Johnson was activated earlier this month by the Los Angeles
Chargers and carried twice for 8 yards in mop-up duty Nov. 16 against Jacksonville.

Johnson signed as an undrafted free agent with the Green Bay Packers before join-
ing the Chargers after being one of the Packers' final training camp cuts.

Several other former Jackrabbit standouts who were among their respective teams’
final cuts, includied: quarterback Chris Oladokun (Kansas City), running back Pierre
Strong, Jr. (Cleveland) and cornerback Dalys Beanum (New Orleans). Beanum and
Oladokun have since returned to their fall camp teams on the practice squad, while
Strong has hooked on with the Packers as a practice player.

Leading the list of Jackrabbit pro football alumni are Hall of Famer Jim Langer and
the NFL'’s career scoring leader, Adam Vinatieri.

Langer who played football at SDSU from 1967-69 and also was an All-American in
baseball, played center on every offensive down during the Miami Dolphins’ perfect
season in 1972. He played in a total of three Super Bowl games with the Dolphins from
1970-79 before finishing his career with the Minnesota Vikings from 1980-81.

Langer also was a first-team All-Pro four times and was selected to play in six Pro
Bowl games. He passed away in September 2019.

Vinatieri wrapped up his playing career after becoming the NFL's all-time scoring
leader in 2018 as a member of the Indianapolis Colts. Over Vinatieri's 24 seasons from
1996-2019, his totals include NFL bests of 599-0f-715 on field goal attempts, 83.8 per-
cent, and 2,673 career points. He also ranks second in career extra points with 874.

In all, Vinatieri set 15 NFL records, including 21 100-point seasons.

Dan Jackson was named the 22nd head football
coach in South Dakota State history on Dec. 31, 2024.
His hiring marked a return to the Jackrabbit program
which he previously was associated with as both a
student-athlete and assistant coach.

“South Dakota State is a special place and it's just
so comforting to be back. | cannot wait to begin this
journey and make this university and this football
program even more special than it already is,” Jackson
said during his introductory press conference. “I'm
ready. I'm prepared. | have seen and experienced so
many different things throughout my career that | have
no doubt that we're going to take this football program
to new heights.”

An Omaha native, Jackson began his association
with SDSU football as a player from 2003-05. He joined
the Jackrabbits’ coaching staff as a graduate assistant
in 2012, when SDSU began its current streak of 13
consecutive appearances in the Football Championship
Subdivision playoffs. He was elevated to cornerbacks
coach in 2014 and also served as recruiting coordina-
tor, special teams coordinator and assistant head
coach under John Stiegelmeier before moving on to
Northern lllinois following the 2019 season.

Jackson coached two seasons at Northern lllinois,
then was hired at Vanderbilt, where he coached defen-
sive backs during the 2022 and 2023 seasons. In 2024,
Jackson became a defensive coordinator for the first
time when he joined the coaching staff at Idaho under
former Jackrabbit colleague Jason Eck. He also
coached the linebackers for a Vandals squad that
advanced to the quarterfinals of the FCS playoffs.
Jackson recently was tabbed to become defensive
coordinator at New Mexico under Eck.

“There’s a new landscape in college football and
those things can change, and morph and move, but
our standards will not change,” Jackson said. “Our goal
will always be to win a national championship. Our goal
will always be to be the best football program in the
country. We will evolve and we will grow and we will
thrive in the new landscape of college football.”

Joining Jackson in Brookings is his wife, Missy.

Wide receiver Jake Wieneke caught two touchdown passes and ran for
another for a South Dakota State team that cruised into to the Football
Championship Subdivision semifinals for the first time in program history with
a 56-14 victory over New Hampshire Dec. 9 at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium.

The fifth-seeded Jackrabbits improved to 11-2 overall in winning their
seventh straight game. New Hampshire had its season end with a 9-5 mark.

For the second week in a row, the SDSU offense clicked early and often.
The Jackrabbits took the opening kickoff and drove 70 yards on only six
plays. Junior quarterback Taryn Christion hit Dallas Goedert for 19 yards on
the first play before back-to-back 15-yard completions to Wieneke. Christion
later scored on a 13-yard run.

Wieneke's first touchdown of the day came on the next Jackrabbit pos-
session as he took the ball on an end around, got a key block downfield
from Tyler Weir as he turned the corner and scored from 48 yards out.

SDSU made it 3-for-3 on first-quarter drives with a 12-play, 85-yard scor-
ing march. All but 24 yards — a one-handed catch by Wieneke — came on
the ground as Isaac Wallace scampered into the end zone from 13 yards out
in the final minute of the opening stanza for a 21-0 Jackrabbit lead.

After forcing New Hampshire to punt for the fourth time in as many drives,
the tandem of Christion and Wieneke put the Jackrabbits up 28-0 in the
second quarter on a 32-yard scoring strike. A senior from Maple Grove,
Minnesota, Wieneke set a new Missouri Valley Football Conference record
for career receptions and also topped the 5,000-yard mark for career receiv-
ing yards on the day. In addition, he tied the FCS record for consecutive
games with a reception at 52, equaling the mark set by Cooper Kupp of
Eastern Washington from 2013-16.

New Hampshire put together its best drive of the first 30 minutes in the
closing minutes of the first half. The Wildcats went for it on fourth-and-goal
from the SDSU 1, but linebackers Dalton Cox and Christian Rozeboom
stuffed running back Evan Gray just before he crossed the plane of the goal
line to keep the score 28-0 at intermission.

The two squads traded punts for most of the third quarter until a flurry of a
combined three touchdowns in a 26-second span. First, Wallace weaved his
way for a 48-yard touchdown run that put SDSU up 35-0.

On the next New Hampshire drive, the Wildcats needed only one play to
score as Trevor Knight found Kieran Presley behind the SDSU defense for a
75-yard touchdown.

SDSU countered on the ensuing kickoff as redshirt freshman Cade
Johnson motored 99 yards to paydirt for his second kickoff return touchdown
of the season.

Wieneke capped his day with a 10-yard touchdown catch in the right
corner of the end zone with 9 minutes and 20 seconds to play. He ended the
day with season highs of nine catches for 140 yards.

Mikey Daniel pushed the SDSU lead to 56-7 moments later with a 13-yard
touchdown run. Each of the last two Jackrabbit touchdowns came after
respective interceptions by Larenzo Williams and Marshon Harris.

Gray capped the scoring with a 1-yard touchdown run. He led UNH with
60 yards on 16 carries.

SDSU held a 455-348 advantage in total offense. Wallace led the ground
game with 79 yards on seven carries. Christion completed 13-0f-25 passes
for 190 yards and added another 48 yards on the ground on 13 carries on a
day in which he became the Jackrabbits' all-time leader in total offense.

Jake Wieneke became the Missouri Valley Football Conference’s career
receptions leader and scored three touchdowns — two receiving and one
rushing — as SDSU advanced to the FCS semifinals for the first time with a
56-14 win over New Hampshire.

Wildcat quarterback Trevor Knight completed 18-0f-34 passes for 236
yards, with Presley recording seven catches for 133 yards.

The Jackrabbits were led defensively by Ryan Earith with six tackles,
including a sack. Cox, Chris Balster and Rozeboom all tallied five stops.

The South Dakota State defense was dominant from start to finish and
the Jackrabbit offense scored a pair of touchdowns in the second quarter to
open the Dan Jackson era with a 20-3 victory over 14th-ranked
Sacramento State Saturday night at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium.

With the victory, the third-ranked Jackrabbits ran their home winning
streak to 30 games dating back to the 2021 season.

SDSU moved the ball almost at will in the first half, but some stumbles in
the red zone prevented the Jackrabbits from building a bigger advantage
early in the game. After losing a fumble inside the 5-yard line on the open-
ing drive of the game, SDSU had to settle for a 22-yard field goal by new-
comer Eli Stader after being set up first and goal from the Sac State 3 after
a 44-yard pass play from Chase Mason to Lofton O’'Groske on the first play
of the ensuing possession.

Another Jackrabbit miscue later in the first quarter, this time on a muffed
punt that was recovered by Sac State at the SDSU 23, resulted in what
would be the visitors’ lone points of the night. The SDSU defense rose to
the occasion on a short field, holding the Hornets to a game-tying 36-yard
field goal by Grant Meadors.

The Jackrabbits took the lead for good with a methodical 15-play, 75-
drive that chewed up more than seven and a half minutes between the end
of the first quarter and start of the second period. Twice SDSU converted
on fourth-and-short to keep the drive alive before Mason found fullback/
tight end Andrew Gustad open in the right front corner of the end zone for a
4-yard touchdown.

After turning over the Hornets on downs, running back Julius Loughridge
gained 58 yards on four carries to kick-start the next SDSU drive and
O'Groske finished the eight-play, 69-yard march by taking a handoff from
Mason around right end for a 3-yard touchdown run.

Meanwhile, a Jackrabbit defense that returned only one starter from last
year's squad, limited Sac State to only three first downs in the first half. The
Hornets did not complete a pass in the opening quarter and managed only
24 net yards rushing on 24 attempts for the entire game. Sac State’s
longest run of the night was 5 yards.

The two squads combined for five punts in the third quarter before the
Jackrabbits tallied the lone points of the second half by way of a 28-yard
field goal by Stader late in the final stanza.

SDSU finished the night with a 430-131 advantage in total offensive
yards and a 28-7 disparity in first downs. The Jackrabbits held the ball for
more than 41 minutes and limited their opponents to 2-0f-13 on third-down
attempts and 0-for-4 on fourth-down conversions.

A transfer from Fordham, Loughridge paced the Jackrabbit offense with
159 yards on 22 carries while Mason ended his first career start by com-
pleting 17-0f-23 passes for 190 yards. Alex Bullock was the top pass catch-
er with six receptions for 49 yards, with O'Groske adding five catches for
76 yards and rushing three times for another 31 yards.

Cullen McShane registered a career-best seven tackles to lead the
Jackrabbits and fellow linebacker Chase Van Tol was credited for four
stops.

Sac State quarterback Jaden Rashada was limited to 11-0f-27 passing
for 107 yards and was picked off by Jayden Oliver late in the first half.
Jordan Anderson was the top receiving target for four catches for 49 yards.

Derek Houston recorded a game-high 14 tackles and notched one of the
Hornets’ seven sacks on the night.

BOZEMAN, Mont. — South Dakota State quarterback Chase Mason
threw a pair of touchdowns in overtime, the last a 25-yarder to tight end
Brayden Delahoyde on the first play of the second extra session, to lift the
second-ranked Jackrabbits to a 30-24 road victory Saturday night at No. 3
Montana State.

The Jackrabbits improved to 2-0 on the season, while Montana State
dropped to 0-2. The game was played before a Gold Rush crowd of 22,117
at Bobcat Stadium.

Tied at 17 after regulation, Mason hooked up with wide receiver Lofton
O'Groske for a one-handed catch and a 2-yard touchdown for the first
score in overtime. It was the second touchdown of the game for the sopho-
more wide receiver and his 12th and final catch of a career night.

The Bobcats quickly answered with a six-play drive that ended with a 2-
yard touchdown run by Adam Jones.

On what would be the only SDSU offensive play of the second overtime,
Mason found Delahoyde, a redshirt freshman from Spearfish, open down
the left hash for a 25-yard score. The two-point attempt was no good.

Montana State picked up a first down early in the ensuing possession
and, after a Jackrabbit penalty for offsides on fourth-and-6 from the 10,
needed only a yard to extend the drive. However, SDSU linebacker Kytan
Fyfe stopped Bobcat running back Julius Davis inches shy of the line to
gain on a play up the middle to end the contest.

The Jackrabbits scored on the opening drive of the game, marching
deep into MSU territory before culminating the 11-play, 68-yard drive with a
25-yard field goal by Eli Stader.

Montana State took its lone lead of the night on a 7-yard touchdown run
by quarterback Justin Lamson early in the second quarter, finishing off a
nine-play, 88-yard drive that began with a 34-yard pass from Lamson to
Dane Steel.

A big play by the Jackrabbits' special teams set up the first Jackrabbit
touchdown of the night in the closing minutes of the first half. True fresh-
man Casey Larson broke through the line and blocked the MSU punt
attempt, setting SDSU up at the Bobcat 21. The Jacks needed only two
plays to find paydirt, with Mason scoring around right end from 8 yards out
after a 13-yard run by Julius Loughridge.

The Bobcats tied the game at 10-all on a 33-yard field goal by Myles
Sansted at the first-half horn, and the game remained knotted heading into
the final quarter.

After SDSU missed a field goal attempt in the third quarter, O'Groske put
the Jackrabbits back out front with an 8-yard touchdown reception with
9:08 remaining.

However, Montana State returned the favor with a momentum-changing
play of its own on special teams. SDSU punter Max Pelham initially evaded
a heavy rush near his own end zone, but his botched punt attempt after
moving to the right rolled into the hands of Seth Brock, who returned the
miscue 10 yards for the game-tying touchdown with 6:37 to play in regula-
tion.

Mason, who completed his first seven pass attempts of the night, ended
the game 17-0f-25 for 174 yards and a career-high three touchdowns.
O'Groske totaled 125 receiving yards on his dozen catches.

Loughridge recorded a team-high 99 rushing yards on 23 carries.

Montana State finished with a 349-297 advantage in total offense.
Lamson was the Bobcats' leading rusher with 96 yards on 20 carries and

Lofton O’Groske scored two touchdowns and also set career highs for receptions (12) and
receiving yards (125) in a double-overtime victory at third-ranked Montana State.

completed 18-0f-28 passes for 123 yards. Julius Davis added 76 rushing
yards on 12 carries.

Cullen McShane led the Jackrabbit defense with 12 tackles, followed by
fellow linebacker Joe Ollman with eight stops. Ollman and Noah St-Juste
each forced fumbles, with Logan Green adding a sack and a half.

Cole Taylor registered a game-high 13 tackles and forced a fumble for
Montana State.

Julius Loughridge rushed for 83 yards and a pair of touchdowns and true
freshman running backs James Basinger and Corey Blair Jr. also found the
end zone for a second-ranked South Dakota State squad that posted a
37-21 victory over Drake Saturday night at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium.

Playing before a Beef Bowl crowd of 19,213, the Jackrabbits improved to
3-0 overall and ran their home winning streak to 31 games. Drake, the two-
time defending Pioneer League champion, fell to 1-1 on the season.

Drake needed only five plays to score the first points of the night.
Quarterback Xavier Washington scrambled for 14 yards and Jaden
Meizinger ran for another 21 yards before Washington found Hank Foley
open over the middle for a 31-yard touchdown 3 minutes and 7 seconds
into the contest.

The Jackrabbits gained the lead with touchdowns 35 seconds apart later
in the first quarter. Following a short punt that placed the ball at the Drake
40, the Jackrabbits were aided by a pass interference penalty on the first
play of the drive and scored three plays later when Alex Bullock caught a
pass from Chase Mason in the left flat and scored from 9 yards out.

SDSU linebacker Joe Ollman came up with a strip sack on the first play
of the ensuing drive, with Dawson Ripperda falling on the loose ball at the
Bulldog 19. This time, the Jackrabbits needed only two plays to find the
end zone as Loughridge followed his blockers for a 15-yard touchdown run

A 41-yard field goal by Harry Balke on the first snap of the second
quarter pulled Drake to within 14-10, but the Jackrabbits extended their
lead to 21-10 on a 2-yard touchdown run nearly seven minutes later by
Basinger that capped a 12-play, 66-yard drive.

Loughridge scored his second touchdown of the night on a 4-yard run to
finish off the first drive of the third quarter.

Drake stuck around behind the play of backup quarterback Logan
Inagawa, who ran for a 3-yard touchdown midway through the third quarter,
then tossed a two-point conversion to Nick Herman that cut the deficit to
28-18.

SDSU responded with the next 10 points to put the game out of reach.
Following an interception by Noah Thompson, freshman kicker Ryan
Harrington connected on his first collegiate field goal — a 39-yarderd with
under two minutes to play in the third quarter.

The Jackrabbits strung together a 10-play, 59-yard drive in the fourth
quarter for their final scoring drive of the night. Blair ended the march with a
5-yard touchdown run as he ended the night with 50 yards on six carries.

Abalanced SDSU offense ended the game with a 436-295 advantage in
total yards gaining 225 yards through the air and 211 on the ground on a
night in which the Jackrabbits never punted. Mason completed 18-0f-25
passes, with Lofton O'Groske tallying a game-high six catches for 78 yards
and Bullock adding five receptions for 39 yards and his first touchdown as
a Jackrabbit.

Inagawa ended the night 15-0f-25 passing for 140 yards and also was
Drake’s leading rusher with 58 yards on 14 carries. Jackson Voth led
Bulldog receivers with five catches for 37 yards.

Cullen McShane paced the Jackrabbit defense with nine tackles, fol-
lowed by Ollman with seven stops, including two sacks. Chase Van Tol and
Logan Green also registered sacks for SDSU.

For Drake, Benjamin Wilson recorded a game-high 10 tackles.

Julius Loughridge led the South Dakota State ground game with touchdown runs of 15
and 4 yards in a Sept. 13 Beef Bow! victory over Drake.

South Dakota State scored on all nine of its possessions to roll past
Mercyhurst, 51-7, Sept. 27 in the annual Dairy Drive at Dana J. Dykhouse
Stadium.

In completing the nonconference slate undefeated at 4-0, the second-
ranked Jackrabbits ran their home winning streak to 32 games. Mercyhurst
dropped to 1-4 on the season.

After opening the scoring with a 36-yard field goal by Eli Stader on the
opening drive of the game, the Jackrabbits pushed their lead to 17-0 before
the end of the first quarter with a pair of touchdowns through the air 24
seconds apart. First, Chase Mason hooked up with Alex Bullock for a 28-
yard score, and after a Myles Taylor interception, SDSU needed only one
play to find the end zone again on a 19-yard catch and run by Lofton
O’Groske.

Mercyhurst answered with its longest drive of the day, an 11-play, 75-
yard march that ended with a 22-yard touchdown pass from Adam Urena to
Evan Van Dyke.

From there, it was all Jackrabbits. Stader closed out the first half with
field goals of 25 and 28 yards for a 23-7 advantage and all four SDSU
drives in the second half resulted in touchdowns.

Mason tied a career high with his third touchdown pass of the game
early in the third quarter, an 18-yard strike to Jack Smith. Mason would end
the game 21-0f-29 passing for a career-best 321 yards.

The remainder of the Jackrabbit scoring came on the ground as fresh-
man James Basinger found paydirt twice from a yard out around a 5-yard
touchdown run by Brenden Begeman. Backup quarterback Luke Marble
directed the final Jackrabbit scoring drive, completing all three of his pass
attempts for 22 yards.

SDSU finished with a 469-154 advantage in total offense. Grahm
Goering tallied career highs of seven receptions and 101 yards, with
Bullock adding 75 yards on six catches. Basinger topped the rushing attack
with 53 yards on 15 carries and added three receptions for 32 yards.

YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio — Second-ranked South Dakota State blitzed
Youngstown State with 21 points in the third quarter, overcoming a 10-point
halftime deficit and coming away with a 35-30 victory in the Missouri Valley
Football Conference opener for both teams Oct. 4 at Stambaugh Stadium.

Behind four second-half touchdowns by running back Julius Loughridge,
the Jackrabbits improved to 5-0 overall. YSU, ranked 18th by the Football
Championship Subdivision coaches and 24th in the Stats Perform media
poll, dropped to 3-2 overall.

After forcing a three-and-out on the opening drive of the second half, the
Jackrabbits needed only two plays to draw to within 17-14. On the first play
of the drive, Mason went up top to Alex Bullock for a 51-yard pass play and
Julius Loughridge carried in from 3 yards on the ensuing play.

YSU’s 43-yard field goal attempt on the next possession sailed wide
right and the Jackrabbits went back to work on the offensive end to take
the lead with their second scoring drive of the quarter. That drive followed
much of the same recipe as Mason connected with Bullock deep over the
middle for a 38-yard gain and Loughridge stutter-stepped his way around
left end two plays later for a 14-yard touchdown run.

Bullock picked up much of the slack in the absence of leading receiver
Lofton O’Groske by recording 10 catches for 162 yards.

Loughridge scored his third touchdown of the quarter on a 2-yard run
with 2 minutes and 18 seconds remaining in the stanza. He accounted for
all 57 yards on the drive, including gains of 23 and 27 yards, as he finished
the third quarter with 93 yards on 11 attempts.

The Penguins made it a one-score game early in the fourth quarter as
Brungard hit Max Tomczak for a 29-yard touchdown pass. YSU had a
chance to take the lead after getting the ball back at its own 13 with 6:49
remaining, but the SDSU defense came up with a much-needed stop and
then put the ball back in the hands of Loughridge for a game-sealing drive.

Once again Loughridge did all the heavy lifting as he picked up yards in
chunks before bursting through the line one final time for a 24-yard touch-
down run. The Houston native ended the night with 176 yards on 25 carries.

YSU again made it a one-score game with 38 seconds remaining on a
Brungard-to-Tomczak touchdown for the third time on the night, this time
from 2 yards out. The two-point try was broken up and the Penguins’
attempt at an onside kick rolled out of bounds, allowing SDSU to gain
possession and run out the clock.

Youngstown State grabbed the early lead after taking advantage of a
short field after the Jackrabbits failed on a fourth-down attempt near field
on the opening drive of the game. Quarterback Beau Brungard found
Tomczak behind the Jackrabbit defense for a 23-yard touchdown pass.

The Penguins pushed their advantage to 14-0 with a 15-play, 80-yard
touchdown drive that ended with a 4-yard touchdown run by Brungard. The
YSU quarterback ended the night 29-0f-44 passing for 275 yards and also
led the Penguins with 130 rushing yards on 22 carries.

SDSU got on the board with its longest scoring drive in terms of yards
later in the second quarter. Mason ran for 34 yards to get the Jackrabbits
across midfield, then found tight end Greyton Gannon open for a 4-yard
touchdown pass that capped a nine-play, 90-yard march.

The momentum was short-lived, however, as Brungard broke two tackles
on a 74-yard run to the Jackrabbit 8 to jump-start the next Penguin drive.
However, the SDSU defense held, limiting YSU to a 29-yard field goal by
Andrew Lastovka that made the score 17-7 going into halftime.

Alex Bullock caught 10 passes for 162 yards, with two of his catches covering 51 and 38
yards to set up a pair of third-quarter touchdowns in SDSU’s 35-30 road victory.

YSU finished with a 431-400 advantage in total offense, with Tomczak
catching eight passes for 92 yards.

Mason completed 14-o0f-30 passes for 180 yards and picked up another
40 yards on the ground on five attempts.

Cullen McShane led the Jackrabbit defense with a game-high 12 tackles,
followed by fellow linebackers Chase Van Tol with eight tackles and Joe
Ollman with seven stops. Ollman also recorded a sack.

South Dakota State forced five turnovers in once again holding Northern
lowa out of the end zone and quarterback Chase Mason accounted for all
four Jackrabbit touchdowns in a 31-3 Hobo Day victory Oct. 11 at Dana J.
Dykhouse Stadium.

In playing before a season-high crowd of 19,342, the second-ranked
Jackrabbits improved to 6-0 overall and 2-0 in the Missouri Valley Football
Conference. SDSU also extended its home winning streak to 33 games.
UNI dropped to 2-4 overall and 0-2 in league play.

Mason scored on a pair of 2-yard runs in the first half. His first touchdown
capped a seven-play, 37-yard drive following the first of four Jackrabbit
interceptions on the day as Isaiah Johnson picked off a Matthew
Schecklman pass to give SDSU a short field.

After UNI put up what would be its only points of the game on a 30-yard
field goal by Max Bartachek, the Jackrabbits answered with their second
scoring drive of the game. Julius Loughridge broke off runs of 27 and 20
yards before Mason plunged in again from 2 yards out with 2 minutes and
2 seconds remaining in the first half.

SDSU had a chance to put more points on the board late in the second
quarter when Cullen McShane punched the ball loose near midfield and fel-
low linebacker Joe Ollman recovered. However, the Jackrabbits missed
their second field goal attempt of the day as a 45-yarder into a gusty
southerly wind came up short.

The start of the third quarter was full of twists and turns, starting when
UNI forced a three-and-out and blocked a Jackrabbit punt, recovering at
the SDSU 12. The SDSU defense came up with a quick response when
backup quarterback Aidan Dunne entered the game as a running back and
lofted a pass to the right corner of the end zone that was picked off by
Jalen Lee.

Chase Van Tol added an interception later in the third quarter for SDSU,
but the Jackrabbit offense again stalled and turned the ball over on downs.

After the second UNI punt of the third quarter, the Jackrabbits were
finally able to add to their lead by turning to the air. Grahm Goering caught
passes for 12 and 16 yards before Mason found Greyton Gannon for
catches and runs of 26 and 22 yards, the last of which went for a touch-
down.

Mason connected with another tight end for the final Jackrabbit touch-
down of the day as he lofted a pass over a UNI defender into the left flat to
Andrew Gustad for an 11-yard score early in the fourth quarter.

SDSU tacked on a 30-yard field goal by Eli Stader on its next drive to
close out the scoring and freshman Myles Green notched the Jackrabbits'
fourth and final interception in UNI territory to keep the Panthers out of the
end zone for the third consecutive game in the series.

Mason ended the afternoon 19-0f-31 passing for 251 yards. Alex Bullock
caught five passes for 82 yards, followed by Goering and Jack Smith each
with four receptions for 51 and 36 yards, respectively.

SDSU finished with a 382-221 advantage in total offense. Loughridge led
the ground game with 76 yards on 19 carries.

For UNI, Scheckiman was 12-for-20 passing for 125 yards. Bill Jackson
led the Panthers with 10 carries for 29 yards, as well as five receptions for
42 yards.

Ollman paced the Jackrabbit defense with eight tackles, followed by six
by McShane. Van Tol stuffed the defensive stat sheet with four total tackles,
including two sacks, and an interception.

A swarming South Dakota State defense kept Northern lowa out ot the end zone and
forced five turnovers in a 31-3 Jackrabbit victory on Hobo Day.

Kolben Miller, Ryan Crandall and Tucker Langenberg all registered 10

stops for UNI.

MURRAY, Ky. — Redshirt freshman Luke Marble and Jack Smith
connected on two touchdown passes and the South Dakota State defense
came up with five stops deep in its own territory as the second-ranked
Jackrabbits pulled away for a 35-14 victory over an upstart Murray State
squad Oct. 18 at Roy Stewart Stadium.

With the win, the Jackrabbits improved to 7-0 overall and 3-0 in the
Missouri Valley Football Conference. Murray State remained winless, falling
to 0-7 and 0-3, respectively.

Marble entered the game after the Jackrabbits' starting quarterback,
Chase Mason, was injured on SDSU's initial drive of the game. Mason
hobbled off the field after ending a 14-play, 82-yard drive with a 6-yard
touchdown run.

The first Jackrabbit scoring drive came after SDSU took over at its own
18-yard line after the first of two Jalen Lee interceptions on the day.

Murray State would answer with a 65-yard touchdown pass from Jim
Ogle to Darius Cannon late in the first quarter, but Marble and the
Jackrabbits would take the lead for good early in the second quarter. On
the first play of the go-ahead drive, Marble fired a pass into a stiff breeze
that was hauled in by Alex Bullock for a 43-yard gain to the MSU 45. Five
plays later, Marble found Smith in the left flat for a 10-yard touchdown.

MSU appeared to be on the verge of re-tying the game late in the first
half, but SDSU middle linebacker Joe Oliman made a diving interception in
the back of the end zone to keep the Jackrabbits in the lead at 14-7.

SDSU extended its lead to 21-7 on the opening possession of the sec-
ond half when Marble found Smith wide open along the left sideline. The
Jackrabbit wide receiver again made a man miss as he slipped through a
would-be tackle on his way to the end zone for a 46-yard touchdown.

The Racers were again on the doorstep on the ensuing possession, but
were turned back on downs after getting as close as the Jackrabbit 4-yard
line. A sack by Dawson Ripperda on fourth down kept the SDSU advantage
at 14 points.

The Jackrabbits turned to freshman running back Josiah Johnson as the
third quarter flipped to the fourth. In his first offensive series of the season,
the Milwaukee native carried on eight of nine plays of the drive for 46
yards, including the final yard of a four-minute drive, for his first collegiate
touchdown.

SDSU continued to grind away down the stretch as all 20 of the
Jackrabbits’ offensive plays in the final stanza were rushing attempts. For
the game, the Jackrabbits ran 52 times for 211 yards with Julius
Loughridge leading the way with 88 yards on 25 carries. Johnson ended
the afternoon with 10 carries for 58 yards and James Basinger added 32
yards on six carries, including a 6-yard touchdown run to cap the scoring
after Murray State scored on a 60-yard screen pass from Ogle to Jordan
Washington.

Interceptions by Lee and Jayden Oliver — one at the SDSU 15 and the
other in the end zone — on the final two Racer possessions sealed the
Jackrabbit victory.

SDSU ended the game with a 469-439 advantage in total offense and
racked up 35 minutes and 55 seconds in time of possession. Marble com-
pleted 13-0f-21 passes for 189 yards while Mason was 5-of-6 for 69 yards
in his limited action. Bullock tallied six receptions for 99 yards — all in the
first half — and Smith contributed five catches for 91 yards to go along with
his two touchdowns.

Jalen Lee recorded two of South Dakota State’s four interceptions on the day to help lead
the Jackrabbits to a 35-14 road win at Murray State.

For Murray State, Ogle completed 20-0f-32 passes for 327 yards, with
Cannon catching five balls for an even 100 yards. Washington led the
Racers’ rushing attack with 56 yards on 13 carries.

Chase Van Tol led the Jackrabbit defense with eight tackles, followed by
Lee with six stops.

Conlee Crossno led all players with 12 tackles for Murray State.

North Dakota State quarterback Cole Payton rushed for four touchdowns
and racked up 380 yards of total offense to lead the top-ranked Bison to a 38-
7 victory over South Dakota State in the annual Dakota Marker game before
a Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium record crowd of 19,477.

In retaining the Dakota Marker, NDSU improved to 8-0 overall and 5-0 in
the Missouri Valley Football Conference. The second-ranked Jackrabbits
suffered their first loss of the season, falling to 7-1 overall and 3-1 in league
play. The loss also snapped SDSU's 33-game home winning streak that
dated back to the 2021 season.

Playing without starting quarterback Chase Mason, who was injured last
week at Murray State, SDSU was held without a first down until early in the
second quarter. All three Jackrabbit drives of the opening stanza resulted in
three-and-outs and a total of two yards.

The Bison, meanwhile, clicked on all cylinders throughout the first 20
minutes of the game as they scored touchdowns on each of their first three
possessions. NDSU strung together a 16-play, 84-yard drive that consumed
nine minutes the first time it held the ball, ending the march with 1-yard touch-
down run by Payton.

Payton would score from 2 yards out with 16 seconds remaining in the
first quarter and Bariku Kpeenu added a 2-yard touchdown run to complete a
seven-play, 68-yard drive early in the second quarter to push the lead to 21-7.

After the Jackrabbit defense came up with its first stop of the night, SDSU
turned a short field after a Bison punt into the wind into its only points of the
night. The Jackrabbits turned to some trickery on the first play of the drive as
wide receiver Isaiah Garcia-Castaneda threw a pass on an end-around to
Lofton O'Groske on the right-side numbers for 26 yards. On the next play,
quarterback Luke Marble tossed a pass to the other side of the field for a 17-
yard touchdown pass.

SDSU's attempt to seize more of the momentum was thwarted, however,
when Payton completed a pass to Bryce Lance for 10 yards on third-and-8,
then rambled 57 yards down the left side for his third touchdown of the night.

A 43-yard field goal by Eli Ozick with a couple seconds remaining in the
first half upped the NDSU lead to 31-7.

After a scoreless third quarter that included SDSU’s Koby Bretz picking off
a Payton pass at the goal line, Payton put the finishing touches on the night
with a 47-yard touchdown run. He ended the game 18-0f-23 passing for 243
yards and an additional 137 yards on 17 carries.

NDSU finished with a 500-166 advantage in total offense and accumulated
38 minutes in possession time. Lance recorded game highs on the receiving
side with five catches for 103 yards.

Marble finished his first career start by completing 7-0f-16 passes for 89
yards. Julius Loughridge tallied 38 rushing yards on 10 carries.

Cullen McShane registered a game-high 11 tackles for SDSU, followed by
Jalen B. Lee and Kobe Clayborne each with career highs of nine stops.

For NDSU, Donovan Woolen paced the defensive effort with nine tackles.

Kobe Clayborne recorded one of three South Dakota State sacks and registered a career-
high nine tackles in an Oct. 25 Dakota Marker matchup against North Dakota State.

Rashad Rochelle scored all three Indiana State touchdowns on a kickoff
return and two on pass plays to lead the Sycamores to a 24-12 upset of
South Dakota State Saturday afternoon at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium.

Indiana State improved to 3-6 overall and picked up its first Missouri
Valley Football Conference win of the season after four defeats. The
Jackrabbits, who entered the game tied for fourth in the Stats Perform
media rankings and fifth in the American Football Coaches Association poll,
dropped their second game in a row to fall to 7-2 overall and 3-2 in league
play.

SDSU took the opening kickoff and marched 50 yards on nine plays
before tallying the first points of the conest on a 44-yard field goal by Eli
Stader.

Rochelle quickly turned the tide in the Sycamores’ favor as he faked a
handoff on the ensuing kickoff before cutting up the left hash for a 95-yard
touchdown.

The Sycamores added to their lead after forcing the first of three SDSU
turnovers on the day. The Jackrabbits successfully executed a fake punt
near midfield as punter Max Pelham lofted a pass downfield to Koby Bretz
for a 28-yard gain, but Bretz was stripped of the football by Nic Yatsko, with
Yatsko recovering at the INS 29. A combination of short passes and effec-
tive running by quarterback Keegan Patterson set up a 46-yard field goal
by Sebastian Lopez in the first minute of the second quarter.

Stader answered with a 46-yard field goal of his own on the next
Jackrabbit drive to pull SDSU within 10-6.

After forcing the Jackrabbits to turn the ball over on downs on their first
possession of the second half, Indiana State pushed its lead to 17-6 with its
longest scoring drive of the day. Patterson completed five of his pass
attempts on the nine-play, 64-yard drive, the last of which to Rochelle
covered 14 yards for a touchdown.

SDSU again made it a one-score game at the 8:36 mark of the fourth
quarter with a 10-play, 81-yard scoring drive. Quarterback Luke Marble,
who was again filling in for an injured Chase Mason, connected with Alex
Bullock for a 26-yard gain on the first play of the drive, then hooked up
again with Bullock on a 27-yard touchdown pass in the right corner of the
end zone. The two-point attempt failed.

The Jackrabbit defense came up with a quick three-and-out to give the
offense the ball back with just under eighth minutes remaining. After picking
up a pair of first downs to enter INS territory, the SDSU drive again stalled
and the Jackrabbits once againfailed to convert on a fourth-down play.

Indiana State then came up with the dagger as Rochelle got open over
the middle for a 57-yard touchdown pass from Patterson. Rochelle ended
the afternoon with 179 all-purpose yards by way of his 95-yard kickoff
return and 84 receiving yards on four catches.

Keshon Singleton added five catches for 40 yards for the Sycamores,
while Patterson completed 15-0f-25 passes for 188 yards and tallied a
team-best 34 rushing yards on six attempts.

SDSU lost despite holding a 441-228 advantage in total offense and a
season-best 41 minutes and 12 seconds in time of possession. Marble
completed 17-0f-29 passes for 181 yards, with Jack Henry finishing the
game by connecting on 6-of-12 passes for 70 yards. Both quarterbacks
were intercepted once as SDSU turned the ball over a season-high three
times and went 0-for-5 on fourth-down attempts.

Josiah Johnson led the Jackrabbits in the rushing department with 75

Jack Smith recorded 136 all-purpose yards, including a career-long 50-yard kickoff return,
versus Indiana State on Nov. 1.

yards on 14 carries. Fellow true freshman James Basinger gained 57 yards
on 14 attempts.

Bullock led all receivers with seven catches for 107 yards.

Kimal Clark led all players with 15 tackles for Indiana State. Yatsko
contributed 14 tackles, including two for loss.

For SDSU, Isaiah Johnson registered a team-high seven tackles,
followed by six stops from Dontay Johnson.

VERMILLION — South Dakota running back L.J. Phillips Jr. rushed for
168 yards and two touchdowns, including a 32-yarder for the only points of
the second half, as the Coyotes knocked off South Dakota State, 24-17, in
the Interstate Series game Nov. 8 at the DakotaDome.

USD, ranked 22nd in the Stats Perform media poll and 24th by the
American Football Coaches Association, improved to 7-4 overall and 5-2 in
the Missouri Valley Football Conference. SDSU dropped its third straight
game, falling to 7-3 overall and 3-3 in the MVFC. The Jackrabbits entered
the game ranked eighth in the media poll and ninth by the coaches.

The Jackrabbits provided the opening salvo 11 seconds into the game
as wide receiver Jack Smith lined up in the backfield and took a pitch
through a seam on the right side and outraced the USD secondary down
the sideline for a 75-yard touchdown run.

USD also found the end zone on its first possession, stringing together a
15-play, 70-yard drive in which the Coyotes extended the march by con-
verting on fourth-and-3 from the Jackrabbit Phillips closed out the drive with
a 10-yard touchdown run.

SDSU regained the lead on a 40-yard field goal by Eli Stader later in the
first quarter, which was answered by a 34-yard field goal by the Coyotes'
Will Leyland at the 4:14 mark of the second quarter. Smith hauled in a 28-
yard pass from quarterback Jack Henry on a third-and-6 play that moved
the ball into Coyote territory to set up the field goal.

The Coyotes came up with a quick strike of their own as they grabbed
the lead for the first time late in the front half. After a personal foul against
SDSU on the first play of a Coyote drive, Aidan Bouman found Larenzo
Fenner down the left side for a 37-yard gain before the duo hooked up a
play later in the right corner of the end zone for a 19-yard touchdown with
1:03 to play in the first half.

Henry, who became the third SDSU starter at quarterback this season,
ran the two-minute drill to near perfection to knot the game for a third time.
The redshirt freshman who won two state championship games at the
DakotaDome while playing at Dell Rapids High School, completed 5-0f-6
passes over a 52-second span, three of which were completed to Alex
Bullock. Henry's final pass of the drive covered 27 yards on a post route to
Bullock with five seconds remaining in the half to make the score 17-all.

USD put together what would prove to be the game-winning drive on the
first possession of the second half. Facing third-and-6 at the SDSU 32,
Phillips took a handoff and knifed his way through the middle of the
Jackrabbit defense for his second touchdown of the afternoon.

The Jackrabbits were unable to move the ball into USD territory on their
two possessions of the third quarter, but were in position to tie the game
early in the fourth quarter behind an 18-yard pass from Henry to Smith and
a pair of first-down runs by Julius Loughridge that advanced the ball to the
Coyote 23. The drive would end, however, when Henry’s pass to the end
zone was intercepted by Dejuan Lewis.

The SDSU defense came up with a much-needed stop to get the ball
back at its own 41 with a few ticks under five minutes to play following a
24-yard punt return by Myles Taylor. Once again, the offense couldn’t con-
vert as the Jackrabbits turned the ball over on downs and USD was able to
run out the clock when Phillips picked up two first downs on the ground.

USD finished with a 333-330 advantage in total offense. Bouman
completed 14-0f-21 passes for 158 yards, with Fenner catching four balls
for 68 yards.

Jack Henry became the third Jackrabbit to start a game at quarterback this season and
threw for 139 yards, including a 27-yard touchdown pass to Alex Bullock.

For the Jackrabbits, Smith ended the day with 197 all-purpose yards,
including 82 on the ground after his opening touchdown. He also led the
SDSU receiving corps with a career-high six catches for 61 yards.

Loughridge added 44 yards on 10 carries, with Henry ending the day
13-0f-24 passing for 139 yards.

Joe Oliman led all players with eight tackles for SDSU, followed by Jalen
Lee, Koby Bretz, Kytan Fyfe and Cullen McShane all with seven stops.

Gabriel Hardman and Roman Tillmon each registered seven tackles to
lead USD.

Nov. 15, 2025 * Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium (Att.: 11,407)
llinois State took advantage of a rash of South Dakota State miscues in
the first quarter, blitzing the Jackrabbits with a 28-point opening stanza en
route to a 35-21 victory Saturday afternoon at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium.

The Redbirds, ranked 13th in the Football Championship Subdivision
coaches' poll and 14th in the Stats Perform media poll, ran their winning
streak to four games to improve to 8-3 overall and 5-2 in the Missouri
Valley Football Conference. SDSU dropped its fourth consecutive game to
fall to 7-4 overall and 3-4 in league play.

Illinois State scored touchdowns on each of its first three possessions,
including putting together an eight-play, 62-yard scoring drive after receiv-
ing the opening kickoff. The drive was aided by a Jackrabbit personal foul
penalty before Daniel Sobkowicz caught a 10-yard touchdown pass from
Tommy Rittenhouse a minute and 55 seconds into the contest.

The Redbird lead quickly grew to 14-0 a minute later when SDSU
quarterback Jack Henry's attempt of a screen pass deep in his own territory
was picked off at the 5-yard line by Patrick Bauer and returned for a score.

Things went from bad to worse for the Jackrabbits when the ensuing
kickoff was mishandled and lllinois State recovered at the SDSU 28.
Rittenhouse later connected on a 2-yard touchdown pass to Sobkowicz
giving the Redbirds a 21-0 lead less than five minutes into the game.

Another unforced mistake on special teams set up lllinois State for its
fourth touchdown of the opening quarter. A snap back to SDSU punter Max
Pelham was fumbled, with the Redbirds taking over at the Jackrabbit 25.
Rittenhouse then finished off the drive with a 2-yard touchdown run.

The Redbirds upped their lead to 35-0 with 10:15 remaining in the first
half when Sobkowicz became lllinois State's all-time leader in receiving
touchdowns with his third of the game and 33rd of his career. This one, on
a slant route, covered nine yards and completed a nine-play, 63-yard drive.

SDSU didn't pick up a first down until the first play of the game’s next
drive on a 27-yard pass from Henry to tight end Coleman Kuntz. That play
helped spark a Jackrabbit offense that dominated the statistical categories
the remainder of the game as Henry finished off a 10-play, 75 drive with a
14-yard touchdown run.

The Jackrabbits cut the margin to 35-13 with their longest drive of the
season in a two-minute situation to close out the first half. SDSU converted
twice on fourth-down plays in covering 96 yards in 15 plays. First, Henry
found Jack Smith for a 15-yard pass play on fourth-and-6 before throwing a
4-yard touchdown pass to Brayden Delahoyde on fourth-and-goal. The two-
point attempt failed.

In the third quarter, the SDSU defense limited lllinois State to one first
down and the Jackrabbit offense bridged a 16-play, 80-yard drive between
the final two quarters before Josiah Johnson scored from two yards out on
the second play of the fourth quarter. The Jackrabbits converted on the
two-point play this time on a pass play from Henry to Greyton Gannon.

The SDSU defense continued to rise to the occasion in the fourth
quarter and the Jackrabbit offense continued to put pressure on lllinois
State. However, each of the next three SDSU drives ended by turning the
ball over on downs in Redbird territory.

Rittenhouse ended the afternoon 17-0f-32 passing for 141 yards, with
Sobkowicz recording five catches for 55 yards, including his three scores.
Victor Dawson paced the Redbird rushing attack with 98 yards on 20 carries.

Henry completed 32-0f-51 passes for 254 yards and also was the
Jackrabbits’ leading rusher with 41 yards on 18 carries. SDSU finished with
a 320-275 advantage in total offense.

Tight end Greyton Gannon tallied career highs of nine catches and 63 receiving yards in a
losing effort against lllinois State.

Alex Bullock caught nine passes for 68 yards, sharing game-high honors
with Gannon, who recorded 63 yards on a career-best nine receptions.

Tye Niekamp led all players with 16 tackles for lllinois State. Dexter
Niekamp notched two of the Redbirds' five sacks.

For SDSU, linebackers Joe Ollman and Bryce Johnson each posted
career highs with 11 and 10 tackles, respectively. Fellow linebacker Kytan
Fyfe also registered a career-best eight stops.

GRAND FORKS, N.D. — Grahm Goering couldn't have picked a better
time for his first touchdown of the season.

The senior wide receiver made a leaping catch of a Jack Henry pass in
the front right corner of the end zone for a 23-yard touchdown in overtime
to propel South Dakota State to a 34-31 victory over North Dakota and
keep the 22nd-ranked Jackrabbits’ hopes alive for a 14th consecutive
appearance in the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs.

With its second overtime win of the season, SDSU improved to 8-4
overall and 4-4 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference.

On the walk-off winning play, Henry evaded pressure from multiple UND
defenders and threw across his body on the run on a third-and-8 play after
Kenten Laughman had given the Fighting Hawks a momentary 31-28 lead
with his third field goal of the game — from 40 yards — to begin overtime.

SDSU rallied from a 20-7 deficit late in the third quarter to take the lead
by scoring the next 21 points, including a pair of touchdowns 44 seconds
apart to close out the third stanza. After not completing a pass for nearly
two whole quarters, Henry rolled right and found tight end Greyton Gannon
open down the sideline for a 42-yard touchdown.

On UND’s first play of the ensuing possession, Kobe Clayborne sacked
and forced Kaminski to fumble, with Logan Green falling on the loose ball
at the 10. Two plays later, Josiah Johnson scored his second touchdown of
the game, this time from 6 yards out.

Johnson would give SDSU a 28-20 lead with his third touchdown of the
day, a 1-yard plunge with 6:30 remaining in regulation. That capped a six-
play, 64-yard drive that began with a 49-yard pass from Henry to Alex
Bullock.

The Fighting Hawks sent the game to overtime as they put together an
11-play, 85-yard drive that featured three third-down conversions after start-
ing the game 1-for-12 in that category. Quarterback Jerry Kaminski con-
nected with Nate DeMontagnac for a 16-yard touchdown with 1:52 left on
the clock, then tossed the tying two-point pass to Sawyer Seidl.

UND scored on consecutive offensive plays to build a 14-0 first-quarter
advantage before the Jackrabbits countered with a methodical 17-play, 80-
yard touchdown drive. After throwing an incomplete pass on the first day of
the drive, SDSU ran 16 consecutive rushing plays, with Julius Loughridge
gaining the first 58 yards on 11 straight carries. Johnson later converted
twice on short fourth down plays with carries of 9 and 5 yards before find-
ing the end zone for the first time from 8 yards out.

Loughridge ended the afternoon with 112 yards on 24 carries, while
Johnson tallied 76 yards on 19 carries.

UND turned an interception on the next Jackrabbit possession into
points to build a 17-7 lead before halftime. Zach Lewis’ pickoff gave the
Fighting Hawks the ball at the SDSU 42 and UND was set up first and goal
from the 5 after a 27-yard pass from Kaminski to DeMontagnac.However,
the Jackrabbit defense held, forcing UND to settle for a 20-yard field goal .

SDSU drove to the doorstep after a Noah St-Juste interception in UND
territory, but came up empty when tight end Coleman Kuntz took the snap
and was stuffed short of the goal line, turning the ball over on downs.

Another Jackrabbit miscue allowed UND to build its lead to 20-7 later in
the third quarter. After a muffed punt gave the Fighting Hawks the ball at
the SDSU 42, Laughman booted a 29-yard field goal with just under four
minutes remaining in the stanza.

UND finished with a 367-334 advantage in total offense as Kaminski
tallied 292 yards through the air on 20-0f-33 passing and leading the

rushing attack with 34 yards on 14 carries. DeMontagnac led the receiving
corps with seven catches for 71 yards.

SDSU righted the ship after a four-game losing streak by defeating nationally ranked North Dakota, 34-31, in overtime in the regular season finale Nov. 22 at the Alerus Center in Grand Forks, North Dakota.

SDSU’s lone appearance in the NCAA Division II football playoffs came in 1979, when the Jacks fell 50-7 at Youngstown State. 
	PLAYOFF REGULARS:
	-

	The Jackrabbits have compiled a 24-13 record in the playoffs and are making their 14th straight appearance in the FCS playoffs in 2025. SDSU advanced to at least the semifinal round each of the last five years and seven times in the last eight seasons.  
	SDSU made its first appearance in a national title game during the 2020-21 spring season, falling to Sam Houston, 23-21, then claimed its first-ever national championship in football with a 45-21 victory over North Dakota State in January 2023.  
	The Jacks repeated as national champions during the 2023 campaign with a 23-3 victory over Montana. 
	 South Dakota State is one of only two Football Championship Subdivision programs to reach the playoffs each of the last 14 seasons. Missouri Valley Football Conference rival North Dakota State holds the longest active streak with 16 consecutive trips to the playoffs after earning the league’s automatic bid. The Bison are again the top seed in this year’s 24-team tournament.

	In the decade of the 2020s, SDSU has put together a 68-14 record, which is good for an .829 winning percentage.  
	South Dakota State’s 35-30 win at Youngstown State on Oct. 4 marked the Jackrabbits’ 100th victory in Missouri Valley Football Conference play.  
	MVFC MILESTONE: 

	The Jackrabbits hold a 103-39 record (.725 winning percentage) in MVFC games and have won six or more league games 10 times. SDSU claimed three league titles in a row, winning outright championships in 2022 and 2023, while finishing in a three-way tie for the top spot in 2024 with North Dakota State and South Dakota. 
	Since the start of the 2022 season, SDSU has compiled a 27-5 record in league play, including putting together a 19-game league winning streak from November 2021 until October 2024.  
	The Jackrabbits also shared league titles in 2016 and during the 2020-21 spring slate. 
	South Dakota State ended its longest losing streak in more than a decade when it claimed a 34-31 overtime victory at North Dakota in the regular season finale on Nov. 22. 
	UNFAMILIAR TERRITORY: 

	The Jackrabbits had dropped four games in a row in the same season for the first time since the 2011 campaign, when SDSU suffered setbacks in succession against Illinois (56-3), Cal Poly (48-14), Illinois State (20-13) and Indiana State (38-28).  
	SDSU also avoided its first losing season in league play since joining the Missouri Valley Football Conference in 2008. SDSU is the only program in that span to never finish below .500 against league foes. 
	South Dakota State has a history of finishing strong down the stretch of regular seasons in recent years. 
	NOVEMBERS TO REMEMBER: 

	Since starting their run of consecutive playoff appearances in 2012, the Jackrabbits have compiled a 33-9 record in regular season games played during the month of November and have added four more playoff victories for an overall mark of 37-9 (.804 winning percentage). 
	SDSU went 4-0 in the month of November during the 2024 season and previously posted a 3-0 mark in November five times in that span, with 2019 (2-2) and 2025 (1-3) being the only times in the last 14 seasons the Jackrabbits have dropped more than one game in the next-to-last month of the calendar year. 
	 By being ranked in the in each of the 14 Stats Perform FCS polls of the 2025 campaign, SDSU has now appeared in the top 25 of 188 consecutive media polls dating back to October 2012.  
	RANKINGS STREAK:

	The Jackrabbits held the top spot in 29 consecutive polls from Oct. 17, 2022, until relinquishing the top spot following their regular season loss at North Dakota State on Oct. 19, 2024. 
	The Nov. 17 poll marked the first time that the Jackrabbits had not been in the top 10 of the Stats Perform rankings since the final regular season poll of the 2021 season — a total of 56 polls.

	Four South Dakota State football players received preseason recognition on the 2025 Stats Perform FCS Preseason All-America Team. Representing the Jackrabbit offense on the second team was lineman Quinten Christensen.  
	PRESEASON ALL-AMERICANS: 

	A junior from Wessington Springs, Christensen started all 15 games of the 2024  season at left tackle for a squad that averaged 236.1 yards per game on the ground and allowed only eight sacks the entire year. 
	Defensive lineman Kobe Clayborne also earned second-team team recognition  following a 2024 season in which he tied for the team lead with 4.5 sacks. A starter in the final 13 games of the year, the senior from Sioux City, Iowa, finished his first  season at SDSU with 34 total tackles and 5.5 tackles for loss. 
	Incoming transfer Julius Loughridge also earned second-team recognition as an all-purpose back. Loughridge previously excelled at the FCS level at Fordham, where he racked up 3,005 rushing yards over three seasons, including posting back-to-back 1,000-yard campaigns in 2023 (1,146 yards) and 2024 (1,044). The Houston, Texas, native also caught 21 passes for 155 yards last season. 
	Rounding out the Jackrabbit selections was third-team long snapper Kaydon Olivia. A native of Schertz, Texas, Olivia has been a key member of SDSU's placekicking and punting units on special teams. With Olivia leading the operation, the Jackrabbits ranked second among FCS teams for net punting in 2024 with an average of 43.04 yards per attempt and converted 97 percent of their extra-point tries (138-of-142) over the past two seasons. 
	Dual-threat quarterback Chase Mason helped lead the Jackrabbits to victories in each of his first seven career starts. 
	MASON AT THE HELM: 

	A senior from Hurley, Mason was efficient by completing a combined 111-of-169 passes for 1,419 yards and 11 touchdowns against only one interception. Mason  completed at least 17 passes in each of the Jackrabbits’ first four games highlighted by a Sept. 27 performance against Mercyhurst in which he set career highs for completions (21) and passing yards (321) while tossing a career-best three touchdowns for the second time this season. 
	-

	In addition, Mason has carried the ball 60 times for 165 net yards and four touchdowns thus far in 2025. 
	-

	Mason has not seen action since being injured on the opening drive of SDSU’s Oct. 18 game at Murray State, but it is likely to return to the lineup this week. 
	While serving as an understudy to 2023 Walter Payton Award winner and two-time All-American Mark Gronowski, Mason saw action in 19 games over the past two seasons. He showed previous play-making ability both throwing and running the football, including completing 17-of-26 passes for 133 yards and two touchdowns and rushing for 464 yards and six touchdowns during the 2024 campaign. 
	-

	In averaging 10.1 yards per carry a season ago, Mason broke off touchdown runs of 38 and 48 yards against Youngstown State, followed by a 66-yarder a week later in the  regular season matchup against North Dakota State.  
	Wide receiver Lofton O’Groske put together a series of strong showings in what was shaping up to be a breakthrough sophomore season.  
	O’GROSKE STARTS FAST: 

	A native of Coon Rapids, Minnesota, O’Groske tallied team highs of 25 catches, 312 receiving yards and three touchdowns in nonconference action, but has dealt with injuries during Missouri Valley Football Conference play. After missing games against Youngstown State and Northern Iowa to open the league slate, he was held without a catch in his return to the lineup Oct. 18 at Murray State. He accounted for the lone Jackrabbit touchdown Oct. 25 against North Dakota State on a 17-yard reception, but later left
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	O’Groske matched a previous single-game career high with five receptions in the Aug. 30 season opener against Sacramento State, while adding 31 rushing yards and a touchdown on three rushing attempts. He then established new career bests with 12 receptions, 133 receiving yards and two touchdowns in the Sept. 6 double-overtime victory at Montana State.  
	His 12 catches at Montana State are tied for the third-most in a game by an SDSU receiver and the most by a Jackrabbit player since Dallas Goedert recorded a dozen receptions at Southern Illinois in 2016. 
	Transfer wide receiver Alex Bullock has emerged as the top pass-catching threat for the Jackrabbits during the 2025 season. 
	BULLOCK COMING ON STRONG: 

	The Omaha native who previously played at Nebraska currently leads the team with 63 receptions and 803 receiving yards, averaging 12.7 yards per catch. He has caught at least five passes in eight of SDSU’s 12 games this season, including tallying career highs with 10 receptions for 162 yards Oct. 4 at Youngstown State. Bullock posted his second 100-yard receiving game of the season with 107 yards on seven catches Nov. 1 against Indiana State. 
	Bullock also is tied for for the team lead with four touchdown receptions after scoring on 27-yard pass plays in consecutive games versus Indiana State and at South Dakota. He previously caught touchdown passes in back-to-back games against Drake (9 yards) and Mercyhurst (28 yards) in September. 
	 Redshirt freshman Jack Smith has taken on a more prominent role in a couple different areas in recent weeks. 
	SMITH STEPS UP:

	The Sioux Falls native currently ranks third on the squad with 29 receptions for 328 yards. He also stands tied for third on the team with three touchdown receptions — two of which (10 and 46 yards) came in the Jackrabbits’ Oct. 18 win at Murray State. 
	In a Nov. 8 game at South Dakota, Smith recorded a career-high 197 all-purpose yards. He started the game in the backfield as scored on a 75-yard touchdown run on the first play from scrimmage. Smith ended the game with 82 rushing yards on three carries, along with 61 receiving yards on a career-best six receptions and an additional 54 yards on two kickoff returns. 
	Smith currently ranks third on the team with 749 all-purpose yards for the season. 
	Jackrabbit running back Julius Loughride turned in a second half for the ages in South Dakota State’s come-from-behind victory at Youngstown State on Oct. 4 
	LOUGHRIDGE DOES THE HEAVY LIFTING: 

	A Houston native, Loughridge rushed for 145 yards and four touchdowns in the  second half as SDSU overcame a 17-7 halftime deficit. In the third quarter alone, he rushed for 93 yards while scoring on runs of 3, 14 and 2 yards in a 21-point stanza. 
	For the game, he rushed 25 times for 176 yards and capped the scoring with a 24-yard touchdown run late in the fourth quarter. Loughridge’s four-touchdown performance marked the fourth by a Jackrabbit running back in the Division I era and was the first by a Jackrabbit running back since Mikey Daniel at Missouri State in 2017. Loughridge is currently the FCS active career leader in rushing yards with 4,038. 
	South Dakota State tight end/fullback Andrew Gustad has  produced every time his number has thus far during the 2025 season. 
	MR. EFFICIENCY: 

	A junior from Volin, South Dakota, Gustad has either gained a first down or scored a touchdown on all seven of his touches through six games. He has picked up a first down on all five of his short-yardage rushing attempts for a total of 14 yards and scored on touchdowns on each of his receptions — 4 yards in the season opener against Sacramento State and 11 yards Oct. 11 versus Northern Iowa. 
	Redshirt freshman Jack Henry became the third  different quarterback to start a game for the Jackrabbits this season when he went under center Nov. 8 at South Dakota. 
	HENRY THE NEXT MAN UP: 
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	The Dell Rapids native, who appeared in a reserve role each of the two previous weeks, ended the afternoon 13-of-24 passing for 139 yards and an interception. He also threw his first collegiate touchdown pass — a 27-yarder to Alex Bullock — in  successfully executing the two-minute drill late in the first half. In addition, Henry ran nine times for 30 yards. 
	Henry followed that performance by accounting for touchdowns both rushing (14 yards) and passing (4 yards) Nov. 15 against Illinois State. He ended the day 32-of-51 passing for 254 yards, rushing also finishing as the team’s leading rusher with 41 yards on 18 carries. 
	In the Nov. 22 regular season finale at North Dakota, Henry struggled for much of the game before throwing a 42-yard touchdown pass to Greyton Gannon late in the third quarter and the game-winning 23-yard touchdown pass to Grahm Goering in overtime. 
	Chase Mason started the first seven games at quarterback, with Luke Marble taking over starting duties in games against North Dakota State and Indiana State. 
	South Dakota State has ranked among the Football Championship Subdivision leaders in time of possession throughout the 2025 season. The Jacks currently rank fifth among FCS programs with an average of 33 minutes and 12 seconds per game after a season-best 41:12 Nov. 1 against Indiana State. That  bettered the team’s previous high of 41:06 in the season opener versus Sacramento State. 
	BALL-CONTROL OFFENSE: 

	The Jackrabbits have won the possession time battle in nine of 12 games in 2025.  
	The Jackrabbits ran 92 offensive plays in their Nov. 1 game against Indiana State, setting a team record in that category in the Division I era (since 2004). SDSU accumulated 441 yards of total offense in the game. 
	HIGH VOLUME: 

	Two weeks later against Illinois State, the Jackrabbits nearly matched that total by running 89 plays as their comeback bid came up short. SDSU’s last two scoring drives in a 35-21 setback covered 15 and 16 plays, respectively. 
	The previous SDSU record for offensive plays in a Division I game was 91 in a 2016 loss at Illinois State. 
	South Dakota State possessed the ball nine times in its 51-7 victory against Mercyhurst on Sept. 27 and came away with points on all nine drives — three field goals and six touchdowns. 
	9-FOR-9: 

	Starting quarterback Chase Mason directed the offense on the first eight drives before redshirt freshman signal-caller Luke Marble made his Jackrabbit debut and engineered a 14-play, 67-yard drive that took more than nine minutes off the clock before ending in James Basinger’s second 1-yard touchdown run of the game. Marble was 3-for-3 passing for 22 yards and added a 7-yard carry in his first collegiate action. 
	The Jackrabbits did not convert a fourth-down attempt in their first six Missouri Valley Football Conference games this season, going a combined 0-for-11 in that span. The streak reached 12 consecutive unsuccessful tries in the Nov. 15 game against Illinois State before SDSU converted each of its next six fourth-down tries, including a 4-yard touchdown pass from Jack Henry to Brayden Delahoyde on fourth-and-goal late in the second half. 
	FEAST OR FAMINE ON FOURTH DOWN: 
	-

	For the season, SDSU is 13-for-34 on fourth-down attempts. 
	South Dakota State has ranked among the best in taking the ball away from the opposition throughout the 2025 season. 
	TAKE THAT BALL AWAY: 

	The Jackrabbits currently rank seventh among FCS programs by forcing 22 turnovers so far this season — 14 interceptions and eight fumble recoveries. Fourteen of those turnovers came in Missouri Valley Football Conference action, including five takeaways (4 interceptions, 1 fumble) Oct. 11 against Northern Iowa and another four-interception performance against Murray State a week later. 
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	However, the Jacks have managed only four takeaways over the last five games. SDSU also has limited the number of times it has turned the ball over this season, with the Jackrabbits currently ranking 19th in turnover margin at plus-0.50 per game. 
	All in their first year as starters, South Dakota State’s three starting linebackers rank among the Jackrabbits’ top four tacklers. 
	LINEBACKERS PACE DEFENSE: 

	Junior Cullen McShane enters the week as the team leader with 81 tackles, including a career-best 12 stops at both Montana State and Youngstown State. Fellow junior Joe Ollman stands second with 78 tackles after a career-best 11 Nov. 15 against Illinois State, while sophomore Chase Van Tol is tied for fourth with 38 tackles despite missing the last three games due to injury.  
	-

	Ollman also has forced four fumbles this season and came away with his first career interception Oct. 18 at Murray State. 
	Jalen B. Lee has elevated his play in the Jackrabbit secondary throughout the 2025 season. 
	LEE LEADS SECONDARY: 

	Originally a cornerback for the Jackrabbits, Lee has moved to safety this season and currently is tied for the team lead with three interceptions while ranking third in tackles with 54, including 2.5 for loss.  
	A junior from Wentzville, Missouri, Lee was honored Oct. 20 as the Missouri Valley Football Conference Defensive Player of the Week. He ended two Murray State  scoring chances with interceptions inside the 20-yard line as part of a four-interception performance by the Jackrabbit defense. His first interception came at the SDSU 18 on the opening drive of the game while later picking off a pass at the Jackrabbit 15 in the fourth quarter.   
	Lee also tied his previous career high with six tackles in the Oct. 18 game at Murray State, then established a new personal standard with nine stops (five solo) a week later against North Dakota State. 
	Kicker Eli Stader reached a milestone Sept. 6 at Montana State as he topped the 500-point mark for his career. 
	STADER REACHES MILESTONE: 

	Now with 555 career points, Stader spent the first five years of his collegiate career at Northwestern College (Iowa), where he was a four-time all-Great Plains Athletic Conference selection and an NAIA All-American in 2024. He set school records with 62 field goals and 300 extra points at Northwestern, while adding a two-point conversion. A native of Cedar Grove, Wisconsin, Stader connected on five field goals of 50 or more yards, including a school-record 60-yarder in 2024. 
	Stader has scored a team-high 67 points so far this season by going 10-for-16 on field goals and making all 37 of his extra-point attempts. He was 3-for-3 on field goals, Sept. 27 against Mercyhurst, then connected on season-long 44- and 46-yarders Nov. 1 versus Indiana State. 
	South Dakota State currently ranks third among Foootball Championship Subdivision squads in net punting, albeit with a small sample size thanks to not having an attempt in back-to-back games against Drake and Mercyhurst. 
	LONELY AT THE TOP: 

	The Jackrabbits’ 45 punt attempts in 2025 have resulted in a net average of 41.38 yards. In his first season as the Jackrabbits’ punter, Max Pelham is averaging an MVFC-best 48.7 yards per punt and has landed 13 of his attempts inside the opponent’s 20-yard line, including four last week at North Dakota. 
	-

	Pelham averaged a career-best 54 yards on six punts Oct. 18 at Murray State, including a career-long 68-yarder, then booted another 60-yarder en route to a 49-yard average over five punts Oct. 25 versus North Dakota State. 
	While the entire coaching staff turned over between the 2024 and 2025 seasons, several coaches with ties to South Dakota State are once again on the Jackrabbit sideline and coaching booth, including all three coordinators.

	Offensive coordinator Eric Eidsness is back for his third stint in the role. Eidsness, who also coaches the quarterbacks, served as the Jackrabbits’ offensive coordinator on two previous occasions — from 1999 until 2003 while SDSU competed at the NCAA Division II level and again from 2010-18. The Jackrabbits made seven straight trips to the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs to close out his second go-around, including back-to-back semifinal berths in 2017 and 2018.  
	He also held the title of associate head coach under John Stiegelmeier from 2015-18.   
	With Eidsness directing the offense, the Jackrabbits have posted prolific numbers in both the running and passing games. SDSU has consistently re-written the record book under Eidsness’ watch, including establishing 28 new single-game, season and career marks during the 2016 campaign and 15 more in 2017. Among the team records set in 2017 were scoring (521 points), total offense (6,141 yards) and total offense per game (438.6), the last of which had stood for 66 years (437.7 ypg in 1951). 
	Most recently, Eidsness worked in similar coaching roles for six seasons at Northern Illinois. The Huskies played in three bowl games, including posting wins in the Camilla Bowl in 2023 and the Famous Idaho Potato Bowl in 2024. 
	Defensive coordinator Brian Bergstrom is back in Brookings after a three-year stint as head coach at Winona State. He previously was a member of the Jackrabbit  defensive coaching staff for five seasons. 
	Bergstrom first joined the SDSU coaching staff in 2017 as safeties coach and was promoted to co-defensive coordinator in 2019, positions he held through the 2021  season under John Stiegelmeier. SDSU qualified for the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs each of his five seasons in Brookings, including a national title game appearance during the 2020-21 spring season and semifinal berths in 2017, 2018 and the 2021 fall campaign. 
	Special teams coordinator Isaiah Jackson is new to the SDSU coaching staff, but played linebacker for the Jackrabbits from 2006-09. He ranked fifth on the team with 63 tackles in 2008 and tied for seventh with 52 stops as a senior in 2009, when the Jackrabbits made their first-ever appearance in the FCS playoffs. 
	For the past eight seasons, Jackson served on the coaching staff at UC Davis, which won a Big Sky Conference championship in 2018 and earned berths in the FCS playoffs three times (2018, 2021, 2024). He primarily coached the linebackers before moving to special teams coordinator in 2024. 
	In addition, tight ends coach Vince Benedetto also is a former Jackrabbit student-athlete. He lettered from 2010-13 before embarking on a successful coaching career at the high school level, highlighted by winning a state championship at Sioux Falls Jefferson in 2022. 
	South Dakota State has benefited from large crowds coming off the program’s back-to-back national championships. In 2023, the Jackrabbits averaged 18,208 fans for regular season games, followed by another record-setting year in 2024 with an average attendance of 18,504 over six regular season home games. 
	THE 12TH MAN: 

	Since the start of the 2023 season, 13 games have been sellouts, starting when 19,332 fans came out for the for Sept. 9, 2023, showdown against Montana State. The crowd played a big role in the game, helping factor in nine false-start penalties by Montana State in the game, including six in the final quarter. 
	The 2023 Dakota Marker game against North Dakota State, which was a rematch from the 2022 FCS national championship game, drew a then-record 19,431 fans. 
	SDSU also set program playoff attendance records in all three postseason games it hosted in 2023, highlighted by a crowd of 12,265 in the semifinals against UAlbany. 
	Large crowds continued to fill Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium in 2024 as the first four Jackrabbit home games of season were sellouts and rank in the top nine for most-attended games in facility history.

	Following suit, the first five home games of the 2025 season were announced as sellouts, with 19,163 fans filing into the stadium for the Aug. 30 opener against Sacramento State. That came two nights after a crowd of about 22,000 attended the Jacks Bash 3 concert featuring country music stars Ty Myers, Thomas Rhett and Blake Shelton. 
	A stadium-record crowd of 19,477 filed into the stadium for the Oct. 25 Dakota Marker matchup against North Dakota State in a game that pitted the two top-ranked teams in the FCS. That helped SDSU attain an average attendance of 16,278 this season. 
	Jackrabbit football moved into a new home in September of 2016 with the completion of Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 
	DANA J. DYKHOUSE STADIUM: 

	The stadium, which was constructed in phases on the site of SDSU’s previous home field, Coughlin-Alumni Stadium, seats 19,340 spectators and cost $65 million to build.  
	Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium is being funded through private gifts and long-term  revenue streams, including concessions and suite, loge box and ticket sales. Bonds are financing nearly two-thirds of the project’s construction, with the remaining dollars coming from private support.  
	Lead gifts totaling $12.5 million from former Jackrabbit football player and Sioux Falls banker Dana Dykhouse and philanthropist T. Denny Sanford were announced in October 2013.  
	The stadium officially opened Sept. 8, 2016, featuring a concert by country music stars Luke Bryan, Little Big Town and Lee Brice as part of the Jacks Bash opening weekend. The first football game was two days later, on Sept. 10, when the Jacks defeated Drake, 56-28.  
	SDSU has gone on to post a 65-10 record at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium during its 10 seasons of operation, including a 16-1 mark in FCS playoff games.  
	The Jacks put together a 33-game home winning streak (including playoff games) that started with a 27-19 victory over North Dakota State on Nov. 6, 2021, and ended with a loss to the rival Bison on Oct. 25, 2025. 
	In 2024, the Jacks completed their fifth undefeated season while playing at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium, compiling an 8-0 record. SDSU previously posted perfect home records in 2018 (7-0), the 2020-21 spring season (5-0) and both 2022 and 2023 (9-0).  
	Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium was designed by Kansas City-based Crawford Architects, with the construction firm JE Dunn serving as the project manager at risk and Henry Carlson Company of Sioux Falls serving as general contractor.  
	 Six former South Dakota State standouts appeared on 2025 National Football League opening day rosters, continuing the Jackrabbits’ long tradition of developing players into pro prospects. 
	JACKS IN THE PROS:

	Headlining the list are a pair of tight ends — Dallas Goedert of the Philadelphia Eagles and Tucker Kraft of the Green Bay Packers — who scored two touchdowns apiece Oct. 26 on National Tight Ends Day. 
	After being selected in the second round of the 2018 NFL Draft, Goedert has gone on to record 387 receptions for 4,461 yards and 31 touchdowns in eight seasons. He won a Super Bowl ring with the Eagles last season after recording 42 receptions during the regular season and adding 17 more catches during the postseason run. 
	Goedert posted season highs of 11 receptions and 110 receiving yards Oct. 9 versus the New York Giants and extended his streak of games with a touchdown catch to four. 
	Thus far in 2025, Goedert has recorded 38 catches for 376 yards and a career-high seven TDs. 
	Kraft put together a breakthrough second season with the Packers in 2024, tallying 50 catches for 707 yards and seven touchdowns. A third-round draft choice of Green Bay in 2023, Kraft was on his way to an All-Pro caliber season in 2025 before suffering a season-ending knee injury on Nov. 2. He had two 100-yard performances this season, including posting career bests of seven catches, 143 yards and two touchdowns

	Oct. 26 against the Pittsburgh Steelers en route to 32 receptions for 489 yards and six touchdowns.  
	His career totals include 113 receptions for 1,551 yards and 15 scores. Linebacker Christian Rozeboom earned a Super Bowl ring with the Los Angeles Rams during the 2021 season and is now in his first season with the Carolina Panthers. A starter in both 2023 and 2024 with the Rams, Rozeboom totaled 214  tackles and two interceptions over the last two seasons, including 135 stops in 2024.  
	Rozeboom has registered a team-high 91 tackles through 11 games this season, including a season-high 15 at Green Bay on Nov. 2. He now has career totals of 316 tackles and two interceptions. 
	SDSU had two players selected in the NFL Draft in 2024 when Mason McCormick was taken in the fourth round by Pittsburgh and Isaiah Davis was a fifth-round pick of the New York Jets. McCormick settled into a starting role at guard during the 2024  season while Davis saw spot duty for the Jets as a rookie. 
	McCormick and Davis squared off in the 2025 season opener, with Davis rushing two times for 18 yards in a Jets’ loss.  
	Davis finished his rookie year with 30 carries for 174 yards and a touchdown, as well as notching nine receptions for 75 yards and a score. He added nine kickoffs for 232 yards (25.8 yards per return) and registered seven tackles on special teams in 2024. 
	Davis had one of his best days as a pro in a comeback win over Cincinnati on Oct. 26, rushing seven times for 65 yards, including a career-long 50-yard carry, and catching five passes for 44 yards. He has returned 11 kickoffs for an average of 29.4 yards per attempt (long of 41) thus far in 2025, while adding 26 carries for 137 yards (5.3 ypc) and 15 receptions for 118 yards.  
	-

	Another member of the Jackrabbits’ back-to-back national championship teams, Isaiah Stalbird, is in his second season with the New Orleans Saints. Stalbird played mostly on special teams in 2024, notching three tackles. This season, he recorded a pair of tackles in a season-opening performance against Arizona, then notched a career-best four stops Oct. 12 against New England. He has a total of 19 tackles in 11 games in 2025 after posting a career-high five tackles with a sack Nov. 23 against Atlanta. 
	In addition, Amar Johnson was activated earlier this month by the Los Angeles Chargers and carried twice for 8 yards in mop-up duty Nov. 16 against Jacksonville.  Johnson signed as an undrafted free agent with the Green Bay Packers before joining the Chargers after being one of the Packers’ final training camp cuts.

	Several other former Jackrabbit standouts who were among their respective teams’ final cuts, includied: quarterback Chris Oladokun (Kansas City), running back Pierre Strong, Jr. (Cleveland) and cornerback Dalys Beanum (New Orleans). Beanum and Oladokun have since returned to their fall camp teams on the practice squad, while Strong has hooked on with the Packers as a practice player. 
	Leading the list of Jackrabbit pro football alumni are Hall of Famer Jim Langer and the NFL’s career scoring leader, Adam Vinatieri. 
	Langer who played football at SDSU from 1967-69 and also was an All-American in baseball, played center on every offensive down during the Miami Dolphins’ perfect season in 1972. He played in a total of three Super Bowl games with the Dolphins from 1970-79 before finishing his career with the Minnesota Vikings from 1980-81.  
	Langer also was a first-team All-Pro four times and was selected to play in six Pro Bowl games. He passed away in September 2019. 
	Vinatieri wrapped up his playing career after becoming the NFL’s all-time scoring leader in 2018 as a member of the Indianapolis Colts. Over Vinatieri’s 24 seasons from 1996-2019, his totals include NFL bests of 599-of-715 on field goal attempts, 83.8 percent, and 2,673 career points. He also ranks second in career extra points with 874.

	Dan Jackson was named the 22nd head football coach in South Dakota State history on Dec. 31, 2024. His hiring marked a return to the Jackrabbit program which he previously was associated with as both a  student-athlete and assistant coach. 
	“South Dakota State is a special place and it's just so comforting to be back. I cannot wait to begin this journey and make this university and this football  program even more special than it already is,” Jackson said during his introductory press conference. “I’m ready. I’m prepared. I have seen and experienced so many different things throughout my career that I have no doubt that we’re going to take this football program to new heights.” 
	An Omaha native, Jackson began his association with SDSU football as a player from 2003-05. He joined the Jackrabbits’ coaching staff as a graduate assistant in 2012, when SDSU began its current streak of 13 consecutive appearances in the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs. He was elevated to cornerbacks coach in 2014 and also served as recruiting coordinator, special teams coordinator and assistant head coach under John Stiegelmeier before moving on to Northern Illinois following the 2019 season.

He also coached the linebackers for a Vandals squad that advanced to the quarterfinals of the FCS playoffs. Jackson recently was tabbed to become defensive coordinator at New Mexico under Eck.

	Wide receiver Jake Wieneke caught two touchdown passes and ran for another for a South Dakota State team that cruised into to the Football Championship Subdivision semifinals for the first time in program history with a 56-14 victory over New Hampshire Dec. 9 at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. The fifth-seeded Jackrabbits improved to 11-2 overall in winning their  seventh straight game. New Hampshire had its season end with a 9-5 mark. 
	For the second week in a row, the SDSU offense clicked early and often. The Jackrabbits took the opening kickoff and drove 70 yards on only six plays. Junior quarterback Taryn Christion hit Dallas Goedert for 19 yards on the first play before back-to-back 15-yard completions to Wieneke. Christion later scored on a 13-yard run. 
	Wieneke’s first touchdown of the day came on the next Jackrabbit possession as he took the ball on an end around, got a key block downfield from Tyler Weir as he turned the corner and scored from 48 yards out. 
	-

	SDSU made it 3-for-3 on first-quarter drives with a 12-play, 85-yard scoring march. All but 24 yards — a one-handed catch by Wieneke — came on the ground as Isaac Wallace scampered into the end zone from 13 yards out in the final minute of the opening stanza for a 21-0 Jackrabbit lead.  
	-

	After forcing New Hampshire to punt for the fourth time in as many drives, the tandem of Christion and Wieneke put the Jackrabbits up 28-0 in the  second quarter on a 32-yard scoring strike. A senior from Maple Grove,  Minnesota, Wieneke set a new Missouri Valley Football Conference record for career receptions and also topped the 5,000-yard mark for career receiving yards on the day. In addition, he tied the FCS record for consecutive games with a reception at 52, equaling the mark set by Cooper Kupp of  E
	-

	New Hampshire put together its best drive of the first 30 minutes in the closing minutes of the first half. The Wildcats went for it on fourth-and-goal from the SDSU 1, but linebackers Dalton Cox and Christian Rozeboom stuffed running back Evan Gray just before he crossed the plane of the goal line to keep the score 28-0 at intermission. 
	The two squads traded punts for most of the third quarter until a flurry of a combined three touchdowns in a 26-second span. First, Wallace weaved his way for a 48-yard touchdown run that put SDSU up 35-0.  
	On the next New Hampshire drive, the Wildcats needed only one play to score as Trevor Knight found Kieran Presley behind the SDSU defense for a 75-yard touchdown.  
	SDSU countered on the ensuing kickoff as redshirt freshman Cade  Johnson motored 99 yards to paydirt for his second kickoff return touchdown of the season.  
	Wieneke capped his day with a 10-yard touchdown catch in the right  corner of the end zone with 9 minutes and 20 seconds to play. He ended the day with season highs of nine catches for 140 yards.

	The South Dakota State defense was dominant from start to finish and the Jackrabbit offense scored a pair of touchdowns in the second quarter to open the Dan Jackson era with a 20-3 victory over 14th-ranked Sacramento State Saturday night at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 
	With the victory, the third-ranked Jackrabbits ran their home winning streak to 30 games dating back to the 2021 season. 
	SDSU moved the ball almost at will in the first half, but some stumbles in the red zone prevented the Jackrabbits from building a bigger advantage early in the game. After losing a fumble inside the 5-yard line on the opening drive of the game, SDSU had to settle for a 22-yard field goal by newcomer Eli Stader after being set up first and goal from the Sac State 3 after a 44-yard pass play from Chase Mason to Lofton O’Groske on the first play of the ensuing possession.

	Another Jackrabbit miscue later in the first quarter, this time on a muffed punt that was recovered by Sac State at the SDSU 23, resulted in what would be the visitors’ lone points of the night. The SDSU defense rose to the occasion on a short field, holding the Hornets to a game-tying 36-yard field goal by Grant Meadors. 
	The Jackrabbits took the lead for good with a methodical 15-play, 75-drive that chewed up more than seven and a half minutes between the end of the first quarter and start of the second period. Twice SDSU converted on fourth-and-short to keep the drive alive before Mason found fullback/ tight end Andrew Gustad open in the right front corner of the end zone for a 4-yard touchdown. 
	After turning over the Hornets on downs, running back Julius Loughridge gained 58 yards on four carries to kick-start the next SDSU drive and O’Groske finished the eight-play, 69-yard march by taking a handoff from Mason around right end for a 3-yard touchdown run. 
	Meanwhile, a Jackrabbit defense that returned only one starter from last year's squad, limited Sac State to only three first downs in the first half. The Hornets did not complete a pass in the opening quarter and managed only 24 net yards rushing on 24 attempts for the entire game. Sac State’s longest run of the night was 5 yards. 
	The two squads combined for five punts in the third quarter before the Jackrabbits tallied the lone points of the second half by way of a 28-yard field goal by Stader late in the final stanza. 
	SDSU finished the night with a 430-131 advantage in total offensive yards and a 28-7 disparity in first downs. The Jackrabbits held the ball for more than 41 minutes and limited their opponents to 2-of-13 on third-down attempts and 0-for-4 on fourth-down conversions. 
	A transfer from Fordham, Loughridge paced the Jackrabbit offense with 159 yards on 22 carries while Mason ended his first career start by completing 17-of-23 passes for 190 yards. Alex Bullock was the top pass catcher with six receptions for 49 yards, with O'Groske adding five catches for 76 yards and rushing three times for another 31 yards.

	BOZEMAN, Mont. — South Dakota State quarterback Chase Mason threw a pair of touchdowns in overtime, the last a 25-yarder to tight end Brayden Delahoyde on the first play of the second extra session, to lift the second-ranked Jackrabbits to a 30-24 road victory Saturday night at No. 3 Montana State. 
	The Jackrabbits improved to 2-0 on the season, while Montana State dropped to 0-2. The game was played before a Gold Rush crowd of 22,117 at Bobcat Stadium. 
	Tied at 17 after regulation, Mason hooked up with wide receiver Lofton O'Groske for a one-handed catch and a 2-yard touchdown for the first score in overtime. It was the second touchdown of the game for the sophomore wide receiver and his 12th and final catch of a career night. 
	-

	The Bobcats quickly answered with a six-play drive that ended with a 2-yard touchdown run by Adam Jones. 
	On what would be the only SDSU offensive play of the second overtime, Mason found Delahoyde, a redshirt freshman from Spearfish, open down the left hash for a 25-yard score. The two-point attempt was no good. 
	Montana State picked up a first down early in the ensuing possession and, after a Jackrabbit penalty for offsides on fourth-and-6 from the 10, needed only a yard to extend the drive. However, SDSU linebacker Kytan Fyfe stopped Bobcat running back Julius Davis inches shy of the line to gain on a play up the middle to end the contest. 
	The Jackrabbits scored on the opening drive of the game, marching deep into MSU territory before culminating the 11-play, 68-yard drive with a 25-yard field goal by Eli Stader. 
	Montana State took its lone lead of the night on a 7-yard touchdown run by quarterback Justin Lamson early in the second quarter, finishing off a nine-play, 88-yard drive that began with a 34-yard pass from Lamson to Dane Steel. 
	A big play by the Jackrabbits' special teams set up the first Jackrabbit touchdown of the night in the closing minutes of the first half. True freshman Casey Larson broke through the line and blocked the MSU punt attempt, setting SDSU up at the Bobcat 21. The Jacks needed only two plays to find paydirt, with Mason scoring around right end from 8 yards out after a 13-yard run by Julius Loughridge. 
	-

	The Bobcats tied the game at 10-all on a 33-yard field goal by Myles Sansted at the first-half horn, and the game remained knotted heading into the final quarter. 
	After SDSU missed a field goal attempt in the third quarter, O’Groske put the Jackrabbits back out front with an 8-yard touchdown reception with 9:08 remaining. 
	However, Montana State returned the favor with a momentum-changing play of its own on special teams. SDSU punter Max Pelham initially evaded a heavy rush near his own end zone, but his botched punt attempt after moving to the right rolled into the hands of Seth Brock, who returned the miscue 10 yards for the game-tying touchdown with 6:37 to play in regulation.

	Mason, who completed his first seven pass attempts of the night, ended the game 17-of-25 for 174 yards and a career-high three touchdowns. O’Groske totaled 125 receiving yards on his dozen catches. 
	Loughridge recorded a team-high 99 rushing yards on 23 carries. Montana State finished with a 349-297 advantage in total offense. Lamson was the Bobcats' leading rusher with 96 yards on 20 carries and

	Julius Loughridge rushed for 83 yards and a pair of touchdowns and true freshman running backs James Basinger and Corey Blair Jr. also found the end zone for a second-ranked South Dakota State squad that posted a  37-21 victory over Drake Saturday night at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 
	Playing before a Beef Bowl crowd of 19,213, the Jackrabbits improved to 3-0 overall and ran their home winning streak to 31 games. Drake, the two-time defending Pioneer League champion, fell to 1-1 on the season. 
	Drake needed only five plays to score the first points of the night. Quarterback Xavier Washington scrambled for 14 yards and Jaden Meizinger ran for another 21 yards before Washington found Hank Foley open over the middle for a 31-yard touchdown 3 minutes and 7 seconds into the contest. 
	The Jackrabbits gained the lead with touchdowns 35 seconds apart later in the first quarter. Following a short punt that placed the ball at the Drake 40, the Jackrabbits were aided by a pass interference penalty on the first play of the drive and scored three plays later when Alex Bullock caught a pass from Chase Mason in the left flat and scored from 9 yards out. 
	SDSU linebacker Joe Ollman came up with a strip sack on the first play of the ensuing drive, with Dawson Ripperda falling on the loose ball at the Bulldog 19. This time, the Jackrabbits needed only two plays to find the end zone as Loughridge followed his blockers for a 15-yard touchdown run 
	A 41-yard field goal by Harry Balke on the first snap of the second  quarter pulled Drake to within 14-10, but the Jackrabbits extended their lead to 21-10 on a 2-yard touchdown run nearly seven minutes later by Basinger that capped a 12-play, 66-yard drive. 
	Loughridge scored his second touchdown of the night on a 4-yard run to finish off the first drive of the third quarter. 
	Drake stuck around behind the play of backup quarterback Logan Inagawa, who ran for a 3-yard touchdown midway through the third quarter, then tossed a two-point conversion to Nick Herman that cut the deficit to 28-18. 
	SDSU responded with the next 10 points to put the game out of reach. Following an interception by Noah Thompson, freshman kicker Ryan Harrington connected on his first collegiate field goal — a 39-yarderd with under two minutes to play in the third quarter. 
	The Jackrabbits strung together a 10-play, 59-yard drive in the fourth quarter for their final scoring drive of the night. Blair ended the march with a 5-yard touchdown run as he ended the night with 50 yards on six carries. 
	A balanced SDSU offense ended the game with a 436-295 advantage in total yards gaining 225 yards through the air and 211 on the ground on a night in which the Jackrabbits never punted. Mason completed 18-of-25 passes, with Lofton O’Groske tallying a game-high six catches for 78 yards and Bullock adding five receptions for 39 yards and his first touchdown as a Jackrabbit. 
	Inagawa ended the night 15-of-25 passing for 140 yards and also was Drake’s leading rusher with 58 yards on 14 carries. Jackson Voth led Bulldog receivers with five catches for 37 yards.

	South Dakota State scored on all nine of its possessions to roll past Mercyhurst, 51-7, Sept. 27 in the annual Dairy Drive at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 
	In completing the nonconference slate undefeated at 4-0, the second-ranked Jackrabbits ran their home winning streak to 32 games. Mercyhurst dropped to 1-4 on the season. 
	After opening the scoring with a 36-yard field goal by Eli Stader on the opening drive of the game, the Jackrabbits pushed their lead to 17-0 before the end of the first quarter with a pair of touchdowns through the air 24  seconds apart. First, Chase Mason hooked up with Alex Bullock for a 28-yard score, and after a Myles Taylor interception, SDSU needed only one play to find the end zone again on a 19-yard catch and run by Lofton O’Groske. 
	Mercyhurst answered with its longest drive of the day, an 11-play, 75-yard march that ended with a 22-yard touchdown pass from Adam Urena to Evan Van Dyke. 
	From there, it was all Jackrabbits. Stader closed out the first half with field goals of 25 and 28 yards for a 23-7 advantage and all four SDSU  drives in the second half resulted in touchdowns. 
	Mason tied a career high with his third touchdown pass of the game early in the third quarter, an 18-yard strike to Jack Smith. Mason would end the game 21-of-29 passing for a career-best 321 yards. 
	The remainder of the Jackrabbit scoring came on the ground as freshman James Basinger found paydirt twice from a yard out around a 5-yard touchdown run by Brenden Begeman. Backup quarterback Luke Marble directed the final Jackrabbit scoring drive, completing all three of his pass attempts for 22 yards.

	SDSU finished with a 469-154 advantage in total offense. Grahm Goering tallied career highs of seven receptions and 101 yards, with Bullock adding 75 yards on six catches. Basinger topped the rushing attack with 53 yards on 15 carries and added three receptions for 32 yards. 
	Urena completed 12-of-18 passes for 103 yards, but was picked off twice. Van Dyke notched five catches for 62 yards.

	Alex Bullock caught 10 passes for 162 yards, with two of his catches covering 51 and 38 yards to set up a pair of third-quarter touchdowns in SDSU’s 35-30 road victory. 
	YSU’s 43-yard field goal attempt on the next possession sailed wide right and the Jackrabbits went back to work on the offensive end to take the lead with their second scoring drive of the quarter. That drive followed much of the same recipe as Mason connected with Bullock deep over the middle for a 38-yard gain and Loughridge stutter-stepped his way around left end two plays later for a 14-yard touchdown run. 
	YSU finished with a 431-400 advantage in total offense, with Tomczak catching eight passes for 92 yards. 
	Mason completed 14-of-30 passes for 180 yards and picked up another 40 yards on the ground on five attempts. 
	Bullock picked up much of the slack in the absence of leading receiver Lofton O’Groske by recording 10 catches for 162 yards. 
	Loughridge scored his third touchdown of the quarter on a 2-yard run with 2 minutes and 18 seconds remaining in the stanza. He accounted for all 57 yards on the drive, including gains of 23 and 27 yards, as he finished the third quarter with 93 yards on 11 attempts.

	The start of the third quarter was full of twists and turns, starting when UNI forced a three-and-out and blocked a Jackrabbit punt, recovering at the SDSU 12. The SDSU defense came up with a quick response when backup quarterback Aidan Dunne entered the game as a running back and lofted a pass to the right corner of the end zone that was picked off by Jalen Lee. 
	Chase Van Tol added an interception later in the third quarter for SDSU, but the Jackrabbit offense again stalled and turned the ball over on downs. 
	After the second UNI punt of the third quarter, the Jackrabbits were  finally able to add to their lead by turning to the air. Grahm Goering caught passes for 12 and 16 yards before Mason found Greyton Gannon for catches and runs of 26 and 22 yards, the last of which went for a touchdown.

	Mason connected with another tight end for the final Jackrabbit touchdown of the day as he lofted a pass over a UNI defender into the left flat to Andrew Gustad for an 11-yard score early in the fourth quarter.

	SDSU tacked on a 30-yard field goal by Eli Stader on its next drive to close out the scoring and freshman Myles Green notched the Jackrabbits' fourth and final interception in UNI territory to keep the Panthers out of the end zone for the third consecutive game in the series. 
	Mason ended the afternoon 19-of-31 passing for 251 yards. Alex Bullock caught five passes for 82 yards, followed by Goering and Jack Smith each with four receptions for 51 and 36 yards, respectively. 
	SDSU finished with a 382-221 advantage in total offense. Loughridge led the ground game with 76 yards on 19 carries. 
	For UNI, Schecklman was 12-for-20 passing for 125 yards. Bill Jackson led the Panthers with 10 carries for 29 yards, as well as five receptions for 42 yards.

	MURRAY, Ky. — Redshirt freshman Luke Marble and Jack Smith  connected on two touchdown passes and the South Dakota State defense came up with five stops deep in its own territory as the second-ranked Jackrabbits pulled away for a 35-14 victory over an upstart Murray State squad Oct. 18 at Roy Stewart Stadium. 
	With the win, the Jackrabbits improved to 7-0 overall and 3-0 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference. Murray State remained winless, falling to 0-7 and 0-3, respectively. 
	Marble entered the game after the Jackrabbits' starting quarterback, Chase Mason, was injured on SDSU's initial drive of the game. Mason  hobbled off the field after ending a 14-play, 82-yard drive with a 6-yard touchdown run. 
	The first Jackrabbit scoring drive came after SDSU took over at its own 18-yard line after the first of two Jalen Lee interceptions on the day. 
	Murray State would answer with a 65-yard touchdown pass from Jim Ogle to Darius Cannon late in the first quarter, but Marble and the Jackrabbits would take the lead for good early in the second quarter. On the first play of the go-ahead drive, Marble fired a pass into a stiff breeze that was hauled in by Alex Bullock for a 43-yard gain to the MSU 45. Five plays later, Marble found Smith in the left flat for a 10-yard touchdown. 
	MSU appeared to be on the verge of re-tying the game late in the first half, but SDSU middle linebacker Joe Ollman made a diving interception in the back of the end zone to keep the Jackrabbits in the lead at 14-7. 
	SDSU extended its lead to 21-7 on the opening possession of the second half when Marble found Smith wide open along the left sideline. The Jackrabbit wide receiver again made a man miss as he slipped through a would-be tackle on his way to the end zone for a 46-yard touchdown. 
	-

	The Racers were again on the doorstep on the ensuing possession, but were turned back on downs after getting as close as the Jackrabbit 4-yard line. A sack by Dawson Ripperda on fourth down kept the SDSU advantage at 14 points. 
	The Jackrabbits turned to freshman running back Josiah Johnson as the third quarter flipped to the fourth. In his first offensive series of the season, the Milwaukee native carried on eight of nine plays of the drive for 46 yards, including the final yard of a four-minute drive, for his first collegiate touchdown. 
	SDSU continued to grind away down the stretch as all 20 of the Jackrabbits’ offensive plays in the final stanza were rushing attempts. For the game, the Jackrabbits ran 52 times for 211 yards with Julius Loughridge leading the way with 88 yards on 25 carries. Johnson ended the afternoon with 10 carries for 58 yards and James Basinger added 32 yards on six carries, including a 6-yard touchdown run to cap the scoring after Murray State scored on a 60-yard screen pass from Ogle to Jordan Washington. 
	Interceptions by Lee and Jayden Oliver — one at the SDSU 15 and the other in the end zone — on the final two Racer possessions sealed the Jackrabbit victory. 
	SDSU ended the game with a 469-439 advantage in total offense and racked up 35 minutes and 55 seconds in time of possession. Marble completed 13-of-21 passes for 189 yards while Mason was 5-of-6 for 69 yards in his limited action. Bullock tallied six receptions for 99 yards — all in the first half — and Smith contributed five catches for 91 yards to go along with his two touchdowns.

	In retaining the Dakota Marker, NDSU improved to 8-0 overall and 5-0 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference. The second-ranked Jackrabbits  suffered their first loss of the season, falling to 7-1 overall and 3-1 in league play. The loss also snapped SDSU's 33-game home winning streak that dated back to the 2021 season. 
	Playing without starting quarterback Chase Mason, who was injured last week at Murray State, SDSU was held without a first down until early in the second quarter. All three Jackrabbit drives of the opening stanza resulted in three-and-outs and a total of two yards. 
	The Bison, meanwhile, clicked on all cylinders throughout the first 20  minutes of the game as they scored touchdowns on each of their first three possessions. NDSU strung together a 16-play, 84-yard drive that consumed nine minutes the first time it held the ball, ending the march with 1-yard touchdown run by Payton. 
	-

	Payton would score from 2 yards out  with 16 seconds remaining in the first quarter and Bariku Kpeenu added a 2-yard touchdown run to complete a seven-play, 68-yard drive early in the second quarter to push the lead to 21-7. 
	After the Jackrabbit defense came up with its first stop of the night, SDSU turned a short field after a Bison punt into the wind into its only points of the night. The Jackrabbits turned to some trickery on the first play of the drive as wide receiver Isaiah Garcia-Castaneda threw a pass on an end-around to Lofton O’Groske on the right-side numbers for 26 yards. On the next play, quarterback Luke Marble tossed a pass to the other side of the field for a 17-yard touchdown pass. 
	SDSU’s attempt to seize more of the momentum was thwarted, however, when Payton completed a pass to Bryce Lance for 10 yards on third-and-8, then rambled 57 yards down the left side for his third touchdown of the night. 
	A 43-yard field goal by Eli Ozick with a couple seconds remaining in the first half upped the NDSU lead to 31-7. 
	After a scoreless third quarter that included SDSU’s Koby Bretz picking off a Payton pass at the goal line, Payton put the finishing touches on the night with a 47-yard touchdown run. He ended the game 18-of-23 passing for 243 yards and an additional 137 yards on 17 carries. 
	NDSU finished with a 500-166 advantage in total offense and accumulated 38 minutes in possession time. Lance recorded game highs on the receiving side with five catches for 103 yards. 
	Marble finished his first career start by completing 7-of-16 passes for 89 yards. Julius Loughridge tallied 38 rushing yards on 10 carries. 
	Cullen McShane registered a game-high 11 tackles for SDSU, followed by 
	Jalen B. Lee and Kobe Clayborne each with career highs of nine stops.

	Rashad Rochelle scored all three Indiana State touchdowns on a kickoff return and two on pass plays to lead the Sycamores to a 24-12 upset of South Dakota State Saturday afternoon at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 
	Indiana State improved to 3-6 overall and picked up its first Missouri Valley Football Conference win of the season after four defeats. The Jackrabbits, who entered the game tied for fourth in the Stats Perform media rankings and fifth in the American Football Coaches Association poll, dropped their second game in a row to fall to 7-2 overall and 3-2 in league play. 
	SDSU took the opening kickoff and marched 50 yards on nine plays before tallying the first points of the conest on a 44-yard field goal by Eli Stader. 
	Rochelle quickly turned the tide in the Sycamores’ favor as he faked a handoff on the ensuing kickoff before cutting up the left hash for a 95-yard touchdown. 
	The Sycamores added to their lead after forcing the first of three SDSU turnovers on the day. The Jackrabbits successfully executed a fake punt near midfield as punter Max Pelham lofted a pass downfield to Koby Bretz for a 28-yard gain, but Bretz was stripped of the football by Nic Yatsko, with Yatsko recovering at the INS 29. A combination of short passes and effective running by quarterback Keegan Patterson set up a 46-yard field goal by Sebastian Lopez in the first minute of the second quarter. 
	-

	Stader answered with a 46-yard field goal of his own on the next Jackrabbit drive to pull SDSU within 10-6. 
	After forcing the Jackrabbits to turn the ball over on downs on their first possession of the second half, Indiana State pushed its lead to 17-6 with its longest scoring drive of the day. Patterson completed five of his pass attempts on the nine-play, 64-yard drive, the last of which to Rochelle  covered 14 yards for a touchdown. 
	SDSU again made it a one-score game at the 8:36 mark of the fourth quarter with a 10-play, 81-yard scoring drive. Quarterback Luke Marble, who was again filling in for an injured Chase Mason, connected with Alex Bullock for a 26-yard gain on the first play of the drive, then hooked up again with Bullock on a 27-yard touchdown pass in the right corner of the end zone. The two-point attempt failed. 
	The Jackrabbit defense came up with a quick three-and-out to give the offense the ball back with just under eighth minutes remaining. After picking up a pair of first downs to enter INS territory, the SDSU drive again stalled and the Jackrabbits once againfailed to convert on a fourth-down play. 
	Indiana State then came up with the dagger as Rochelle got open over the middle for a 57-yard touchdown pass from Patterson. Rochelle ended the afternoon with 179 all-purpose yards by way of his 95-yard kickoff return and 84 receiving yards on four catches. 
	Keshon Singleton added five catches for 40 yards for the Sycamores, while Patterson completed 15-of-25 passes for 188 yards and tallied a team-best 34 rushing yards on six attempts. 
	SDSU lost despite holding a 441-228 advantage in total offense and a season-best 41 minutes and 12 seconds in time of possession. Marble completed 17-of-29 passes for 181 yards, with Jack Henry finishing the game by connecting on 6-of-12 passes for 70 yards. Both quarterbacks were intercepted once as SDSU turned the ball over a season-high three times and went 0-for-5 on fourth-down attempts.

	VERMILLION — South Dakota running back L.J. Phillips Jr. rushed for 168 yards and two touchdowns, including a 32-yarder for the only points of the second half, as the Coyotes knocked off South Dakota State, 24-17, in the Interstate Series game Nov. 8 at the DakotaDome. 
	USD, ranked 22nd in the Stats Perform media poll and 24th by the American Football Coaches Association, improved to 7-4 overall and 5-2 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference. SDSU dropped its third straight game, falling to 7-3 overall and 3-3 in the MVFC. The Jackrabbits entered the game ranked eighth in the media poll and ninth by the coaches. 
	The Jackrabbits provided the opening salvo 11 seconds into the game as wide receiver Jack Smith lined up in the backfield and took a pitch through a seam on the right side and outraced the USD secondary down the sideline for a 75-yard touchdown run. 
	USD also found the end zone on its first possession, stringing together a 15-play, 70-yard drive in which the Coyotes extended the march by converting on fourth-and-3 from the Jackrabbit Phillips closed out the drive with a 10-yard touchdown run. 
	-

	SDSU regained the lead on a 40-yard field goal by Eli Stader later in the first quarter, which was answered by a 34-yard field goal by the Coyotes' Will Leyland at the 4:14 mark of the second quarter. Smith hauled in a 28-yard pass from quarterback Jack Henry on a third-and-6 play that moved the ball into Coyote territory to set up the field goal. 
	The Coyotes came up with a quick strike of their own as they grabbed the lead for the first time late in the front half. After a personal foul against SDSU on the first play of a Coyote drive, Aidan Bouman found Larenzo Fenner down the left side for a 37-yard gain before the duo hooked up a play later in the right corner of the end zone for a 19-yard touchdown with 1:03 to play in the first half. 
	Henry, who became the third SDSU starter at quarterback this season, ran the two-minute drill to near perfection to knot the game for a third time. The redshirt freshman who won two state championship games at the DakotaDome while playing at Dell Rapids High School, completed 5-of-6 passes over a 52-second span, three of which were completed to Alex Bullock. Henry’s final pass of the drive covered 27 yards on a post route to Bullock with five seconds remaining in the half to make the score 17-all. 
	USD put together what would prove to be the game-winning drive on the first possession of the second half. Facing third-and-6 at the SDSU 32, Phillips took a handoff and knifed his way through the middle of the Jackrabbit defense for his second touchdown of the afternoon. 
	The Jackrabbits were unable to move the ball into USD territory on their two possessions of the third quarter, but were in position to tie the game early in the fourth quarter behind an 18-yard pass from Henry to Smith and a pair of first-down runs by Julius Loughridge that advanced the ball to the Coyote 23. The drive would end, however, when Henry’s pass to the end zone was intercepted by Dejuan Lewis. 
	The SDSU defense came up with a much-needed stop to get the ball back at its own 41 with a few ticks under five minutes to play following a 24-yard punt return by Myles Taylor. Once again, the offense couldn’t convert as the Jackrabbits turned the ball over on downs and USD was able to run out the clock when Phillips picked up two first downs on the ground.

	USD finished with a 333-330 advantage in total offense. Bouman  completed 14-of-21 passes for 158 yards, with Fenner catching four balls for 68 yards.

	Illinois State took advantage of a rash of South Dakota State miscues in the first quarter, blitzing the Jackrabbits with a 28-point opening stanza en route to a 35-21 victory Saturday afternoon at Dana J. Dykhouse Stadium. 
	The Redbirds, ranked 13th in the Football Championship Subdivision coaches' poll and 14th in the Stats Perform media poll, ran their winning streak to four games to improve to 8-3 overall and 5-2 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference. SDSU dropped its fourth consecutive game to fall to 7-4 overall and 3-4 in league play. 
	Illinois State scored touchdowns on each of its first three possessions, including putting together an eight-play, 62-yard scoring drive after receiving the opening kickoff. The drive was aided by a Jackrabbit personal foul penalty before Daniel Sobkowicz caught a 10-yard touchdown pass from Tommy Rittenhouse a minute and 55 seconds into the contest. 
	-

	The Redbird lead quickly grew to 14-0 a minute later when SDSU  quarterback Jack Henry's attempt of a screen pass deep in his own territory was picked off at the 5-yard line by Patrick Bauer and returned for a score. 
	Things went from bad to worse for the Jackrabbits when the ensuing kickoff was mishandled and Illinois State recovered at the SDSU 28. Rittenhouse later connected on a 2-yard touchdown pass to Sobkowicz  giving the Redbirds a 21-0 lead less than five minutes into the game. 
	Another unforced mistake on special teams set up Illinois State for its fourth touchdown of the opening quarter. A snap back to SDSU punter Max Pelham was fumbled, with the Redbirds taking over at the Jackrabbit 25. Rittenhouse then finished off the drive with a 2-yard touchdown run. 
	The Redbirds upped their lead to 35-0 with 10:15 remaining in the first half when Sobkowicz became Illinois State's all-time leader in receiving touchdowns with his third of the game and 33rd of his career. This one, on a slant route, covered nine yards and completed a nine-play, 63-yard drive. 
	SDSU didn’t pick up a first  down until the first play of the game’s next drive on a 27-yard pass from Henry to tight end Coleman Kuntz. That play helped spark a Jackrabbit offense that dominated the statistical categories the remainder of the game as Henry finished off a 10-play, 75 drive with a 14-yard touchdown run. 
	The Jackrabbits cut the margin to 35-13 with their longest drive of the season in a two-minute situation to close out the first half. SDSU converted twice on fourth-down plays in covering 96 yards in 15 plays. First, Henry found Jack Smith for a 15-yard pass play on fourth-and-6 before throwing a 4-yard touchdown pass to Brayden Delahoyde on fourth-and-goal. The two-point attempt failed. 
	In the third quarter, the SDSU defense limited Illinois State to one first down and the Jackrabbit offense bridged a 16-play, 80-yard drive between the final two quarters before Josiah Johnson scored from two yards out on the second play of the fourth quarter. The Jackrabbits converted on the two-point play this time on a pass play from Henry to Greyton Gannon. 
	The SDSU defense continued to rise to the occasion in the fourth  quarter and the Jackrabbit offense continued to put pressure on Illinois State. However, each of the next three SDSU drives ended by turning the ball over on downs in Redbird territory. 
	Rittenhouse ended the afternoon 17-of-32 passing for 141 yards, with Sobkowicz recording five catches for 55 yards, including his three scores. Victor Dawson paced the Redbird rushing attack with 98 yards on 20 carries. 
	Henry completed 32-of-51 passes for 254 yards and also was the Jackrabbits’ leading rusher with 41 yards on 18 carries. SDSU finished with a 320-275 advantage in total offense.

	The senior wide receiver made a leaping catch of a Jack Henry pass in the front right corner of the end zone for a 23-yard touchdown in overtime to propel South Dakota State to a 34-31 victory over North Dakota and keep the 22nd-ranked Jackrabbits’ hopes alive for a 14th consecutive appearance in the Football Championship Subdivision playoffs. 
	With its second overtime win of the season, SDSU improved to 8-4  overall and 4-4 in the Missouri Valley Football Conference.   
	On the walk-off winning play, Henry evaded pressure from multiple UND defenders and threw across his body on the run on a third-and-8 play after Kenten Laughman had given the Fighting Hawks a momentary 31-28 lead with his third field goal of the game — from 40 yards — to begin overtime. 
	SDSU rallied from a 20-7 deficit late in the third quarter to take the lead by scoring the next 21 points, including a pair of touchdowns 44 seconds apart to close out the third stanza. After not completing a pass for nearly two whole quarters, Henry rolled right and found tight end Greyton Gannon open down the sideline for a 42-yard touchdown. 
	On UND’s first play of the ensuing possession, Kobe Clayborne sacked and forced Kaminski to fumble, with Logan Green falling on the loose ball at the 10. Two plays later, Josiah Johnson scored his second touchdown of the game, this time from 6 yards out.  
	Johnson would give SDSU a 28-20 lead with his third touchdown of the day, a 1-yard plunge with 6:30 remaining in regulation. That capped a six-play, 64-yard drive that began with a 49-yard pass from Henry to Alex Bullock. 
	The Fighting Hawks sent the game to overtime as they put together an 11-play, 85-yard drive that featured three third-down conversions after starting the game 1-for-12 in that category. Quarterback Jerry Kaminski connected with Nate DeMontagnac for a 16-yard touchdown with 1:52 left on the clock, then tossed the tying two-point pass to Sawyer Seidl.

	UND scored on consecutive offensive plays to build a 14-0 first-quarter advantage before the Jackrabbits countered with a methodical 17-play, 80-yard touchdown drive. After throwing an incomplete pass on the first day of the drive, SDSU ran 16 consecutive rushing plays, with Julius Loughridge gaining the first 58 yards on 11 straight carries. Johnson later converted twice on short fourth down plays with carries of 9 and 5 yards before finding the end zone for the first time from 8 yards out.

	Loughridge ended the afternoon with 112 yards on 24 carries, while Johnson tallied 76 yards on 19 carries. 
	UND turned an interception on the next Jackrabbit possession into points to build a 17-7 lead before halftime. Zach Lewis’ pickoff gave the Fighting Hawks the ball at the SDSU 42 and UND was set up first and goal from the 5 after a 27-yard pass from Kaminski to DeMontagnac.However, the Jackrabbit defense held, forcing UND to settle for a 20-yard field goal . 
	SDSU drove to the doorstep after a Noah St-Juste interception in UND territory, but came up empty when tight end Coleman Kuntz took the snap and was stuffed short of the goal line, turning the ball over on downs. 
	Another Jackrabbit miscue allowed UND to build its lead to 20-7 later in the third quarter. After a muffed punt gave the Fighting Hawks the ball at the SDSU 42, Laughman booted a 29-yard field goal with just under four minutes remaining in the stanza.
