Bloomer Sullivan Gymnasium
and Bloomer Sullivan Arena are located to the immediate right, while Paul Laird Field is 0.1
miles west on University Boulevard.

From Highway 78, turn right (north) onto North First Street. Follow North First Street to the
second traffic signal (intersection of North First and University Boulevard) and turn left onto
University Boulevard. Bloomer Sullivan Gymnasium and Bloomer Sullivan Arena are located to
the immediate right, while Paul Laird Field is 0.1 miles west on University Boulevard.

From the West
