2011-12 ST. FRANCIS CoOLLEGE (NY) MEN’'s BASKETBALL OUTLOOK

St. Francis (NY) took a major step forward under first-year head coach
Glenn Braica in 2010-2011. The Terriers registered their finest cam-
paign since 2002-2003, as they finished 15-15 and earned the #5 seed
in the Northeast Conference Tournament after going 10-8 in the league.

“l was extremely pleased with our season,” said Braica. “The
guys worked extremely hard and | think we established our-
selves as an up and coming program in our conference.”

Although the Terriers are now on everyone's radar as a rising pro-
gram, the squad still figures to be an underdog in 2011-2012 after
graduating a pair of All-Conference players in Ricky Cadell (16.0 ppg.)
and Akeem Bennett (14.0 ppg.). Cadell, a two-time All-NEC per-
former, broke the men’s all-time scoring mark at St. Francis and Ben-
nett was named the league’s Defensive Player of the Year last season.
“It's the nature of our sport,” Braica said. “We leaned heav-
ily on those two guys and now it's up to the returning play-
ers to provide leadership on and off the court. | think there is
enough talent here for us to surprise some people this season.”

Although there are many question marks, the one certainty is that there will
be tremendous competition for starting roles and playing time this season.
There are seven returning players and six newcomers that the coaching
staff will have to mesh in order for the Terriers to match or even better last
year’s performance. “l think the competition this season will be a great thing,”
Braica said. “Nobody should feel comfortable about their role on this team.”

6-0 point guard Dre Calloway (6.5 ppg., 3.6 apg.) made a nice impact in
his initial season, averaging 26.6 minutes per game, and won the starting
berth from the first tap. Calloway demonstrated the ability to orchestrate
on both ends of the floor and figures to be one of the better lead guards
in the NEC with a year of Division | basketball under his belt. 6-0 senior
Justin Newton (1.2 ppg.) and 5-11 sophomore newcomer Brent Jones
(Bronx, NY/Bedford Academy)will also compete for the starting nod at the
point. Newton is regarded as one of the best defensive players in the
conference and is more than capable of running the offense. Jones is the
quickest of the three and does a great job of pushing the ball in transition.
The Bedford Academy product, who averaged 17.8 points and 9.5 assists
per game as a senior, had a game-high 33 points and seven steals to
lead the Panthers past South Bronx, 76-63, in the PSAL 'A' championship
game at St. Francis College in 2010. He was named the game’s Most
Valuable Player for his dominating performance on his future home court.

The coaching staff is excited about 6-2 lona transfer Ben Mockford, who
will be in the mix for the starting shooting guard spot. Mockford, a sopho-
more, has a full year of practice under his belt with the Terriers and will
be asked to replace some of the scoring that was lost with the graduation
of Cadell and Bennett. Although he’s regarded as a deadly three-point
shooter, the southpaw is more than just an outside bomber as he pos-
sesses the ability to get to the rim and set-up his teammates. The native
of England played for Apex’ (Pennsauken, NJ) Red squad in 2008-09 after
graduating from Oak Hill Academy in Mouth of Wilson, VA in 2008. Mock-
ford averaged 31.5 points and six assists while shooting nearly 50 percent
from behind the arc in his post graduate year with Apex. At Oak Hill, he
connected on 35 percent of his three point attempts while playing for a
squad that finished 34-4 overall and ranked No. 14 in the final national prep
poll. 6-2 sophomore guard Phillip “PJ” Santavenere (Middletown, Con-
necticut/Middletown) can play either backcourt position and will provide
depth. Santavenere is regarded as a due it all guard who can score and
set-up his teammates. Santavenere was a Middlesex County All-Star and
All-Conference player, and helped lead Middletown to a conference title.
The frontcourt battle will be fierce as eight men will compete for start-
ing jobs and playing time once the balls are thrown out on October 14th.
Three players will vie for the center spot, including 6-6 junior Akeem
Johnson, 6-8 sophomore Matt Milk (2.9 ppg., 2.1 rpg.) and 6-6 freshman
Jalen Cannon (Allentown, PA/William Alllen). Johnson, who converted 51
percent of his field goal attempts last season, averaged 8.9 points and 5.0

rebounds in 23.2 minutes of action per night. Milk got his feet wet in his
initial campaign and started 16 games while averaging 12.2 minutes per
outing. Cannon was named the Morning Call (Lehigh Valley) Co-Player of
the Year along with Villanova freshman Darrun Hilliard. He helped lead the
Canaries to a 23-5 record and was named Second Team All-State (PIAA
4A) after averaging 19.6 points, 10.3 rebounds, and 1.5 blocks per game.
Cannon poured in 550 points in his senior season and recorded two games
of 30 or more points. He also scored 22 points and ripped down 20 car-
oms in the District Il Class 4A Championship game victory against Liberty.
6-4 junior Travis Nichols, a power forward, showed flashes of brilliance in
his first season in the blue and red in 2010-2011. Nichols enjoyed his com-
ing out party last December at the “World’s Most Famous Arena,” Madison
Square Garden, erupting for 19 points against Northwestern. Nichols was
instant offense over a six-game stretch from January 27th through Febru-
ary 12th, reaching double-figures in each contest while pouring in 13.7
points on 30-of-49 field goal shooting (61 percent). He went on to average
7.3 points and 3.5 rebounds in just 14.0 minutes of action per game. 6-8
sophomore Milos Trivic (1.2 ppg., 1.1 rpg.) and 6-5 sophomore Lowell
Ulmer (Staten Island, NY/McKee/Staten Island Tech) will challenge for
time at the four-spot as well. Trivic plays with high energy and effort and
Ulmer has good size, strength, and athleticism but is still considered raw in
terms of his skill set. He's got a good mid-range game and grabs rebounds
in bunches. He averaged 16.8 points per game at Staten Island Tech dur-
ing the 2008-2009 season and was a Staten Island Advance All-Star.

6-6 senior Stefan Perunicic (8.6 ppg.) started 29 games last season
and is a candidate to hold down the starting small forward position. The
Serbian sharpshooter has drilled 207 treys, which is fourth on the pro-
gram’s list. 6-5 freshman Kevin Douglas (Bronx, NY/Frederick Dou-
glass Academy) has a tremendous upside and could play significant
minutes in his first season. The athletic wing, who was named to the
New York Post Third Team All Bronx squad, averaged 17.3 points, 9.2
rebounds, and 2.3 blocks per game last season at FDA Ill. He helped
lead the Lions to a 27-2 record and a berth in the PSAL Class “B” Finals.

The front of the schedule is unusual and perhaps a bit daunting as St.
Francis will play their first nine games away from the friendly confines of
the Pope Physical Education Center. The Terriers will open the campaign
on Saturday, November 12 at the Prudential Center against the Seton Hall
Pirates. After a visit to Lafayette on November 16, the squad will travel
to local rivals’ Hofstra (Nov. 19), St. John’s (Nov. 22), and NJIT (Nov. 26).
Following the Thanksgiving holiday, St. Francis will open the Northeast
Conference slate with road tilts against Mount St. Mary’s (December 1) and
Wagner (Dec. 3). The Terriers will then complete their travels with non-con-
ference contests at Colgate (December 10) and Howard (December 12).
Coach Braica’s squad will finally play in front of their home crowd on Monday,
December 19whentheyhostAlbany, and willalsoface Norfolk State (Decem-
ber 23) and Brown (December 29) at the Pope Physical Education Center
during the holidays. The Terriers will complete their non-conference sched-
ule on New Year’s Eve with a matinee contest against Army in West Point.
St. Francis will resume their NEC portion of the schedule on January 5
against Quinnipiac at home. The Terriers’ annual home-and-home se-
ries against Long Island will be held in February with a bit of a twist.
The Terriers and the defending league champions will play at Madison
Square Garden on February 8th and the Blackbirds will host the Terriers
just three days later on Saturday, February 11 at the Wellness Center.

“The schedule will make it a challenge for us to get off to a good
start,” said Braica. “We are going to play some really tough games
against great competition. If we can just keep our heads above wa-
ter on the road it will really bode well for us when we return home.”

Newark, NJ - - -The St. Francis (NY) Terriers fell to the Seton
Hall Pirates in heartbreaking fashion on Saturday evening, as
the Pirates escaped with a 75-71 victory in front of a crowd of
6,988 at the Prudential Center. It was the season-opener for both
squads.

Terriers' junior power forward Travis Nichols poured in a
career-high 25 points on 10-of-16 shooting, including 3-for-4
from long distance. The Brooklyn native, making just his second
career start, also corralled a career-best 14 rebounds and added
three steals in 42 minutes of action.

Sophomore lefty guard Ben Mockford, a transfer from Iona,
went 4-of-10 from behind the arc en-route to a career-high 13
points in his Terrier debut. Senior forward Stefan Perunicic (11
points) and classmate Dre Calloway (10 points, 6 assists) were
also in double-figures.

The Terriers, who were looking to knock-off their first Big East
squad since 2004 (St. John's), held a 62-60 advantage with just
nine seconds remaining and their junior forward Travis Nichols
on the foul line. However, Nichols, who played the finest game
of his Terrier career, missed the front-end of a one-and-one,
and following a timeout, Pirates' senior guard Jordan Theodore
forced overtime with a difficult off-balanced runner with one
second remaining.

St. Francis never led in the overtime as Theodore opened the
scoring with a conventional three-point play with 4:05 remain-
ing. Theodore, who scored nine of his career-high 25 points in
the extra session, hit a pair of free-throws to stake the hosts to a
71-66 advantage with just 22 seconds remaining.

Nichols drained his third trey of the night to bring St. Francis
within 71-69 with 15 seconds left, but Theodore converted two
from the stripe to give Seton Hall a four-point edge with 12 ticks
on the clock.

Nichols again converted underneath with three seconds left to
make it 73-71, but Theodore calmly hit two from the line for the
final points of the evening.

The Terriers built their largest lead of the contest, 52-39, with
12:02 remaining after Mockford stuck a trifecta from the left cor-
ner. It capped a 10-1 run for the Terriers after Seton Hall had
closed to within 42-38 after a jumper by Theodore at the 15:30
mark.

Perunicic hit a pair of clutch treys to answer buckets by the Pi-
rates, as he provided St. Francis with a 59-50 lead at the 7:21 mark
and then hit another bomb to make it 62-56 with just 3:02 left.
However, the Serbian native missed a key one-and-one with 2:09
left which initiated a run of six consecutive points by the hosts
to force overtime.

In the opening half, the Pirates grabbed their largest lead of the
game, 16-9, with 9:54 remaining but the Terriers went on a 12-0
run to forge ahead, 21-16, after Nichols went 2-of-2 from the
stripe.

Pirates' center Herb Pope (21 points, 14 rebounds) momentarily
stopped the bleeding with two free-throws but St. Francis went
on another 8-2 run, including five straight points by Nichols and
a right-side trifecta by freshman wing Kevin Douglas, which el-
evated the Terriers to a 29-20 advantage. The Terriers settled for
a 33-25 halftime edge.

St. Francis shot 40.3 percent (27-0f-67) overall and shot at a 46.2
percent clip (12-for-26) from three-point territory while Seton
Hall went 26-0f-63 (41.3 percent) and were just 1-of-13 (7.7 per-
cent) from three-point land.

The Terriers, who out-rebounded the Pirates by a 48-39 margin,
hurt themselves with 24 turnovers compared to just 14 by Seton
Hall.

ST. FRANCIS COLLEGE BOASTS THE OLDEST BASKETBALL PROGRAM AMONG NEwW YoORK CITY'S cOL-
LEGES, PUTTING ITS FIRST PLAYERS ON THE COURT IN 1896 ONLY FIVE YEARS AFTER DR. JAMES NAI-
SMITH INVENTED THE GAME. THE COLLEGE’S FIRST RECORDED GAME CAME IN 1901 AGAINST BROWN

UNIVERSITY. THE BOYS FROM BROOKLYN FINISHED THE 1901 SEASON WITH A 13-1 MARK.

ST. FRANCIS WAS A MAJOR PLAYER ON THE SPORTS SCENE DURING THE CITY'S COLLEGE BASKET-
BALL GLORY DAYS OF THE 1940s AND 1950s. THE 1942 SQUAD AVERAGED 59 POINTS PER GAME
AND IN 1949 THE TERRIERS BECAME THE FIRST TEAM IN THE NEW YORK CITY AREA TO HAVE ITS
GAMES BROADCAST ON TELEVISION. ST. FRANCIS DEFEATED SETON HALL IN THE INAUGURAL TELE-
cAsT oN WPIX.

CROSS IN THE QUARTERFINALS. IN 2003, THE TERRIERS PARTICIPATED IN THE PRESEASON NIT FOR

LED BY HEAD COACH DANIEL LYNCH, WITH AN OVERALL RECORD OF 21-4.

OVER THE LAST DECADE, THE TERRIERS HAVE COME CLOSE TO WINNING THEIR FIRST NORTHEAST
CONFERENCE CHAMPIONSHIP AND EARNING THEIR FIRST INVITATION TO THE NCAA BASKETBALL
TOURNAMENT. DURING THAT TIME THE TEAM HAS WON TWO NEC REGULAR SEASON TITLES — IN-
CLUDING A SHARE OF THE CROWN IN 2003-04 — AND HAS MADE FIVE NEC TOURNAMENT SEMIFI-

NAL AND TWO CHAMPIONSHIP GAME APPEARANCES.
