The 2813-14 squad is closing in on a pair of home win
records as they continue to dominate at home games
(see "Chuck’s Charms). RMU has won nine straight home
games, the second-longest streak in team history (11,
86-87 to 87-88; 9, twice). The Colonials 12 home wins are
also tied for third-most in team history (14, 86-87; 12 89-18
§84-85).

ONE THREE RECORD: TWO THREE SECONDS

Freshman Rebeca Navarro connected on 6-of-7 three-
pointers (857) vs. Sacred Heart, tied for a team record

for percentage with at least three makes. The Colonials
went 12-28 (688) from three-point range against Sacred
Heart, second-best percentage this season and also the
second-best in team history. The 12 threes are also second
in team annals.

REBOUNDING REVIEW

The Colonials 7.8 rebounding marginis the best in team
history. The margin is bolstered by four games in which
RMU has outrebounded its opponent by at least 25
rebounds. The Colonials averaged 43.1rebounds a game
while allowing 36.1.

DIALING LONG DISTANCE ... FROM EUROPE

The Colonials European born players have accounted for
168 of the team's 165 three-pointers this season. Anna
Niki Stamolamprou has 47, Ashley Ravelli 46 and Rebeca
Navarro 32.

NAVARO NETS VEINTE

Freshman guard Rebeca Navarro went 6-of-7 from three-
point range en raute to a season-high 28 points against
Sacred Heart. She was 5-5 and scored 15 paints in the first
half alone.

ANNA NIKI HITS 26

Freshman guard Anna Niki Stamolamprou tallied a season-
high 268 points against St. Francis Brooklyn. She was 7-of-
17 from the field with two three-pointers. Stamolamprou
went 4-of-7 from the charity stripe and had five assists.

HITTING THE CENTURY MARK

Raobert Morris reached the 188-point plateau for the just
the third time in team history beating St. Francis Brooklyn
181-95 in double-overtime Saturday. RMU had 188 against
Ohio Universityin 1997. The team-record for points was in a
186-38 win against Fairleigh Dickinson on Feb. 23, 2882

BROWN'S FLOATER WAS “TYUS EDNEY-LIKE™

Janee Brown went the length of the floor in 4.1 seconds

to tie St. Francis Brooklyn at the end of the first overtime.
Tyus Edney (UCLA) needed 4.8 seconds to cover the same
distance to beat Missouriin the NCAA Tourney in 1995.

OURSLER OUTDOES HERSELF

Freshman forward Cassie Oursler tallied season-highs

for points in back-to-back games on RMU's last road trip.
She went 12-of-14 from the charity stripe to score 16 at
Mount St. Mary's. Two dauys later, she scored 17 points and
ripped down Tlrebounds, both career highs, in recording her
second double-double of the seasan.

STACKING WINS

The Colonials seven-game win streak ended at Wagner,
butit was the team's longest since the 288S-18 squad
had 13 consecutive in the W-column. The 2887-88 team
owns the record with 17 in a row.

CHUCK'S CHARMS
The Charles L. Sewall Center, ak.a. "The Chuck”, has lent
a certain advantage for the Colonials over the past 18

seasons. Since 2884-85, RobertMarris is 187-38 (.781)
in home games, including an even more impressive 72-15
(.826) record against Northeast Conference opponents.

CHALK TALK

Rabert Morris went 16-for-17 (.941) from the free throw

line against Saint Francis, the secand-best free throw
shooting performance in team history. Artemis Spanou led
the way by going 9-8. Anna Niki Stamolamprou and Kelly
Hartwell were each 2-2 and Janee Brown was 3-4. The
recordis 17-17 against Central Conn.

TAKING CARE OF THE BALL

Robert Morris committed just six turnovers in the first
game against Sacred Heart this season, tied for the
second fewest in team history. The recordis threein a
game at Pitt (2141987). The last time RMU had just six
turnovers in a game was at Wagner (121.2886).

BIGGEST COMEBACK UNDER BUSCAGLIA

The Colonials overcame a 21-point second half deficit
against Central Connecticut State Saturday to win, 61-58.
It was the biggest deficit overcome by the team under 1ith
year head coach Sal Buscaglia. Previously, RMU climbed out
of a 14-point hole against Miami (Chio) to win 88-83in the
2086-87 season opener (Nov. 12, 2806).

TRACKING "OFFENSIVE FLOW™

The new of ficiating guidelines designed to create more
“offensive flow" have resulted in nearly 11 more whistles
per game this season compared to last season. Through
26 games, there have been an average of 48.2 fouls and
436 free throws per game. The Colonials games in 2812-13
averaged 29.8 fouls and 38.8 free throws per game.

INSURMOUNTABLE LEAD

Robert Moarris has never lost a game in which it has held the
lead at the end of the second half. The Colonials are 17-8in
such situations this season. All-time, RMU is 474-8 when
leading at the end of the second half.

PRESEASON PRIZEWINNER

With the NEC Player of the Year and Rookie of the Year
returning, the RMU women's basketball team is the
favorite in the 2813-14 NEC Preseason Women's Basketball
Coaches Pall. The Colonials received five of a possible nine
first-place votes and are the favarite for the first time
since the 2888-B9 season and third time overall.

RAVELLI ROOKIE OF THE YEAR

Saphomore Ashley Ravelli was named the 2812-13 NEC
Rookie of the Year. Ravelii finished fourthin the league
with 78 three pointers last season while averaging nearly 11
points per game.

PERENNIAL PLAYOFF POTENTIAL

Rabert Morris missed the playoffs for the first time since
2884-85 last season, falling shy by one game. RMU had
eight cansecutive playoff appearances from 2884-85
through 2811-12. RMU finished first in three of those
seasons, earning the tournament’s top seed in 2818.

INTERNATIONAL LOVE

The Robert Marris raster once again features members
from all over the warld. On a team of 12 players, seven hail
from outside the borders of the United States while five
call America home. Of the five Americans, all come from
different states with Pennsylvania, Maryland, New York,
California and Virginia represented. Two players hail from
Greece, two from Spain, and one each from France, Italy
and the BDemocratic Republic of the Congo.

& Bornin 1734 in Liverpoal, England, Robert Morris sailed to the United States with his father when
he was 14 years old. Marris became a partner at the impart export firm of Wiling & Marris where he made his milions. Af-
ter, he became the spokesman for oppasition to the Stamp Act, smuggled arms for the new American army and navu,
signed the Declaration of Independence, secured financing - of ten using his personal credit - to fight the Revolutionary
War and served as a Pennsylvania state senatar. He died in Philadelphia on May 8, 1886.

Tallying 12 paints in an 1-point win at Bryant, Spanou
become the all-time scoring leader at Robert Morris,
male or female. The senior forward surpassed the
points mark of 1,965 set by Myron Walker in 1994,

ONE GAME, THREE GAME RECORDS

Spanou set three single-game records in the Colonials
181-95 double-overtime win against St. Francis Brooklyn.
Her 39 points, 19 free throws and 23 free throw at-
tempts were all team records.

HISTORIC DOUBLE-DOUBLE STREAK ENDS AT 33
Spanou’s streak of 33 double-doubles ended against
Cornell was the second longest in NCAA Division | history,
Her streak lasted over a year from Nov. 28, 2812 to Dec.
21, 2813. Farmer Okhlahoma star Courtney Paris holds
the record at an astounding 112 consecutive games.

NEC DOUBLE-DOUBLES RECORD HOLDER

Spanou picked up her 73rd career double-double with 38
points and 19 rebounds against Wagner (128.14). That
double-double broke the NEC record of 72 that was set
by Jess Zinoble (1996-88) of Saint Francis University,

NEC REBOUNDING RECORD HOLDER

Spanou set the conference rebounding record by
collecting 28 caroms in a victory over Fairleigh Dickinson
(113.14). The total gave her 1,296 for her career, one
more than WNBA Draft pick Jess Zinoble (1336-88) who
collected 1,295 in her career at Saint Francis University.

FIBA EUROPE YOUNG WOMEN'S PLAYER OF THE YEAR
Spanou finished third for the FIBA Europe Young Women's Player of the Year 2813.1t's the
fourth consecutive year she’s been a finalist and it's the highest she’s finished in the

competition.

DAPPER DAN NOMINEE

Spanou was one of five finalists for the Dapper Dan Sportswoman of the Year. The Dapper
Dan Charities were founded by the Pittsburgh Post-Gazette in 1936 and donates all
contributions to the Boys and Girls Club of Western Pennsylvania.

SPANOU SETS REBOUNDING & POINTS MARKS

Spanauis the all-time leader at RMU in career points and rebounds. She surpassed Laura
Lindak's points record of 1,633 at Duguesne (12.18.13) and became the all-time leading
rebounder against Coppin State (1117.13). Elise James established the rebounding record in

28808 with 1,128 career boards.

Senior forward Artemis Spanou became the third player in RMU history and 17th in NEC
history to reach 1,888 career points, 588 rebounds, 268 assists and 188 steals.

Robert Marris University women's basketball coach Sal Buscaglia, now in his 11th season at
RMU, began the renaissance of Colonials basketball with his arrival in 2883-84. Since he has
taken over, the women's basketball program has played in five national tournaments, won twao
Northeast Conference championships and earned playoff berths in nine seasons.

Not only has Coach Sal, as he is respectfully called, turned the program into a perennial
NEC power, but a nationally competitive program. The turnaround could not have been more
dramatic.

His first squad, in 2883-84, posted a 3-24 record.Given a year to recruit and rebuild, his 2884-
85 squad posted a 28-18 recard marking the third-largest turnaround in NCAA history and
giving RMU its first 28-win season since the 1983-84 seasan. Perhaps the biggest piece in the
resurgence of the program came to the forefront that seasonin the form of Sugeiry Monsac.
It also earned Buscaglia the Brenda Reilly NEC Coach of the Year award, his first of two such

honors during his tenure at RMU.

Monsac was a highly-touted recruit sought out by numerous BCS level programs, but when she committed to Coach Sal and
RMU, it marked a turnaround. Monsac was named the NEC Player of the Year in 2884-85 and was a two-time All-NEC selection who
would score 1,177 points and grab 683 rebounds in just 67 career games.

After a 28-9 season and a trip to the league semifinals in 2885-86, 2886-87 marked the complete revival of the program.
Going 21-8/in the regular season and sharing the NEC title with a 15-3 record, RMU earned a berth into the NCAA Tournament for the
first time in team history after a victory in the Northeast Canference Championship in 2887. That squad finished with a program-
recard 24 victaries overall winning three tournament games including a thriling championship over Sacred Heart, 68-66.

One year later, Buscaglia and his Colonials repeated the feat. This time around, the squad was led by record-setting three-
point shooting of Sade Logan and the first triple-doubles in team history by NEC Tournament MVP Chinata Neshit. Coach Sal
and his staff put in a dribble-drive mation of fense - one of just twao teams in women'’s basketball running the offense - to take
advantage of the team'’s athletically-gifted guards. Logan would tie the NCAA record with 126 three-pointers that season and
RMU posted a 23-18 record. A 16-2 NEC record the squad its second straight regular season title prior to defeating LIU Brookiyn,
86-75 in the tournament title tilt.

After a 13-18 mark in an injury-marred 2888-89 season, the 2889-18 squad bounced back by setting team records for regular
season wins (22) and conference victories (17) while leading the team to its first outright NEC Regular Season Championship and
an eventual Postseason WNIT Tournament. The appearance marked the fourth consecutive season RMU played in a national
tournament. Angela Pace was the feature player on that team becaming the first player in league history to earn both Player of
the Year and Defensive Player of the Year.

Current senior Artemis Spanou made her mark in 2818-11 when she became the first Robert Morris player to earn NEC Rookie of
the Year honars. Spanou and her teammates posted a 16-14 mark and led the squad back to the NEC semifinals.

A year later, the Colonials went 18-14 overall and 11-6 in league games, returning for the eighth time in the last nine seasons to
the Northeast Conference semifinals. The team's regular season record earned them the top seed in the Women's Basketball
Invitational, the fifth national tournament appearance in six seasons.

The injury bug reared its head again in 2812-13, but a new look RMU squad took some impressive individual honars. Spanou led
the nation in rebounding and the conference in scoring to earn NEC Player of the Year hanars, the fourth Colonial under the watch
of Coach Sal ta be named the league’s top player. Ashley Ravelli, a three-point specialist, was named the Rookie of the Year jaining
Spanou as the only two players in program history to earn the moniker.

In 35 seasons, Buscaglia has put together 11 national tournament runs and has finished with a winning record in 38 of those
seasons. He has collected over 658 career victories, 481 of those coming on the Division | level, while posting an overall winning
percentage of .665.

Before Robert Marris, Buscaglia spent five seasons at Manhattan College (1938-2883). Injust his second season at
Manhattan, Buscaglia led the Lady Jaspers to a 17-win season, marking the fifth most victories in school history, and was
recagnized as the 24th most improved team in NCAA Bivision I. In five seasons at Manhattan, Buscaglia compiled a record of 7S-
65, including a 28-18 record and NCAA Division | tournament appearance in 2882-83.

Buscaglia’s Manhattan team received votes in the Top 25 in 2882-83 as the Jaspers claimed the Metra Atlantic Athletic
Conference regular season and tournament championships. The MAAC championship in 2883 was the first league title in schoal
histaory. Manhattan's 28-18 overall record was also the best in schoal histary, In 2881-82 he guided the jaspers tao an 18-18 overall
record and was named the Co-Coach of the Year in the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference.

For eight seasans prior to his arrival at Manhattan, Buscaglia was head coach of the University at Buffalo from 1998-98 and led
the Bulls to five 28-win campaigns. Inits first season in Division | competition in 1991-92, Buffalo finished with a 23-6 record, which
was the 18th highest winning percentage (.793) in Division | that season. The Bulls won East Coast Conference regular season
titles in 1992, 1993 and 1994, as well as tournament championships in 1992 and 1934,

In18994-95, Buffalo maved ta the Mid-Continent Conference and Buscaglia led the Bulls to a share of the Mid-Con regular-
season title in 1995 and an appearance in the conference tournament finals in 1997. In each of Buffalo's first three seasons in the
Mid-Con, Buscaglia led the Bulls to at least 28 wins. For his efforts at Buffalo, Buscaglia earned New York State Coach of the Year
honors in 1992 and 1936.

Buscaglia started his coaching career at Hilbert Junior Callege, in Hamburg, New York, where in 12 seasans from 1977-98 he
amassed a record of 249-62. During his tenure at Hilbert,
his teams collected 93 straight league wins, eight straight
Region Tournament Championships (1982-98), eight straight
regular season conference championships (1382-98) and
eight straight National Tournament appearances (1382-98).
In 1988-88S his team finished in the elite eight. Coach Salis a
member of the Hilbert College Hall of Fame.

Anative of Buffalo, New York, Buscagliais a 1976 graduate
of Canisius with a Bachelor of Science Degree in business and
accounting and in 1983 earned a Master's Degree in physical
education, also from Canisius. In 1988, Buscaglia received
aMaster's Degree in business education from the State
University of New York College at Buffalo.

Buscaglia, a proud father and grandfather, has a san
Charlie, who is an assistant with the Colonials, and a
daughter, Deanna. Beannaresides in Elma, N.Y. with her
husband Mark and their children Paityn (12), Shane (18) and
Eva (7).
