Senior
uard Yunus Hopkinson (12 points), freshman guard Gianni Ford (11 points), and
reshman forward Robert Montgomery (10 points, 9 rebounds) were also in double-
digits in scoring. It was the first time that five Terriers reached double-figures in the
same game this season.

St. Francis Brooklyn trailed 50-31 with 17:48 remaining after a 3-pointer by Bulldogs’
guard Nisre Zouzoua (game-high 17 points) But the Terriers toughened up on the
defensive end and climbed to within 50-38 after freshman forward Jahmel Bodrick
converted a layup with 14:53 left. Sanabria ignited the 7-0 spurt with a jumper and
he then added an assist on Ford’s trifecta.

Bryant responded with five straight points to extend their lead to 55-38 at the 11:36
mark, however, sophomore wing Keon Williams made two from the stripe and Ford
knocked down another triple to whittle the lead down to 55-43 at the 10:39 mark.

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TERRIER HISTORY

The St. Francis College men’s basketball team, founded in 1896, is
the oldest collegiate program in New York City. In the Terrier’s 120
year history, they have won 6 regular season championships and
have had 4 NIT bids.

The Terriers are one of five original Division | schools NEVER to Play
In the NCAA Tournament (Northwestern, Army, William & Mary,
Citadel) since it began in 1948. The school has played in four NIT
Tournaments (1954, 1956, 1963, 2015).

With an enrollment of 2,700 and a facility that holds just 1,000
fans (4th smallest in D1), St. Francis Brooklyn is one of the smallest
schools in all of NCAA Division I.

St. Francis Brooklyn is a Franciscan college located in downtown
Brooklyn. Most are shocked that there is a D1 basketball facility
inside the building, which is located on Remsen Street in Brooklyn
Heights.

Post-Season Heartbreak “l know we are Franciscan but this is a bit much”
St. Francis Brooklyn is the lone NEC charter member that has yet to
win an NEC title. The Terriers have also played the most games in
NEC Tournament history (38) without winning a championship. St.
Francis Brooklyn is 10-28 all-time in the NEC Tournament.

The Terriers reached the NEC semifinals five straight seasons from
1999-03. St. Francis reached the league championship game in
2001 (losing to Monmouth, 67-64) and 2003 (losing to Wagner,
78-61).

St. Francis Brooklyn won 20 games in 1998-99 but lost to Mount St.
Mary's, 68-66, in the semifinals of the NEC Tournament.

The Terriers won the Northeast Conference regular-season title in
2000-2001 but lost in the championship game to Monmouth de-
spite holding a 20-point lead with 14 minutes to go in the contest.

St. Francis Brooklyn won a share of the NEC regular-season crown
with Monmouth in 2003-04, but lost to Central Connecticut State in
the NEC quarterfinals.

In the the 2014 NEC quarterfinals, the Terriers led Mount St. Mary’s

by 17 points in the second-half but eventually lost on a 3-pointer at
the buzzer. To make things worse, the Mountaineers put 6 players
on the court by mistake and stole an inbounds pass which led to

a basket with less than 30 seconds left. The officials never caught
the violation. Mount went on to win the conference championship
game and play in the NCAA play-in game.

St. Francis Brooklyn equalled their program-record for victories in
a season with 23 in 2014-2015 and won the regular-season title.
However, the Terriers fell to Robert Morris on their home floor in
the championship game. They fell to Richmond in the NIT opener.

Recent Success
The Terriers defeated the Miami Hurricanes in the 2013 season-
opener, their first win against an ACC school.

The Terriers are 67-43 (.613) in NEC contests over the past seven seasons
under Glenn Braica.




WINNING THE TURNOVER BATTLE

The Terriers are leading the NEC with a +1.78 turnover margin and are 75th in the
country. The Terriers average 12.1 miscues a game and are forcing 13.9 turnovers
anight. They are also fourth in the league in'steals (6.70 pg.), which is good for
85th in the NCAA.

THANKS I'LL HAVE ANOTHER
The Terriers are 27th in the country in offensive reboundinghat 13.04 pg. Wagner
leads the NEC at 14.29 per game, which is good for 8th in the NCAA.

THREE-HEADED MONSTER

St. Francis Brooklyn’s guard trio of Glenn Sanabria, Yunus Hopkinson, and
Rasheem Dunn are averagﬂng a combined total of 38.3 pglg. (61 percent of the
team’s scoring. They also have distributed 174 out of the Terriers’' 257 total as-
sists) (68 percent). In addition, the trio have combined for 56 of the 66 individual
double-figure contests.

BOMBS AWAY

The Terriers are taking an averge of 26.3 3-pointers per game (10th in NCAA)
compared to 14.4 by their ?\Fgonents. Hopkinson (12th, 214) and Sanabria (41st,
184) both rank among the NCAA leaders in attempts.

BRAICA SECURES WIN #100

Seventh-year head coach became the third Terrier coach to record 100 wins at St.
Francis Brooklyn after the Terriers defeated Mount Saint Vincent. Danny Lynch
recorded his 100th win for the Terriers in his 6th season, the fastest to do so at the
College. He owns a career mark of 102-114.

SANABRIA'S CAREER DAY: SO guard Glenn Sanabria scored a career-high 30
points in the victory against Savannah State. He was named to the All-Tourna-
ment Team at the Emerald Coast Classic after netting 22.0 ppg...He’s third in the
NEC with 2.46 3s per game.

HOPKINSON ON FIRE AT SACRED HEART: Senior guard Yunus Hopkinson scored
a career-best 34 points at Sacred Heart last Thursday evening. Hopkinson hit 6
treys, just one shy of his career mark.

A JOB WELL-DUNN: Three-time NEC Rookie of the Week Rasheem Dunn has
established himself as one of the top freshmen in the NEC. The Brooklyn product
has already scored 20 or more points six times and he is the NEC's second-leading
freshman scorer at 13.4 ppg...He leads the team with 20 double-figure scoring
efforts...The last Terrier freshman to score 20 points in a game prior to this season
was Stefan Perunicic on 2/19/09. The guard scored a season—hi%h 24 points in the
overtime win against Bryant. Dunn scored the first nine points for the Terriers in
the extra period. He followed that up with 19 points and a season-high 5 assists
in another OT win against CCSU (12/31/16). He recorded his first career double-
double against RMU (2/4/17) with 15 points and a career-best 10 boards.
PRE-SEASON NEWS: The Terriers are down to 11 scholarship players after losing
a pair of student-athletes during the pre-season. 6-9 sophomore center Cori
Johnson will apply for a medical red-shirt after suffering a season-ending knee
injury in practice. Sophomore guard Dagur Jonsson left the program in October
to return to his native Iceland.

NEC PRE-SEASON COACHES POLL:

St. Francis Brooklyn was picked 7th out of 10 schools in the NEC Pre-Season
Coaches Poll after Iosinﬂ seven letterwinners off a team that went 11-7 in the NEC
and tied for second in the standings. The Terriers graduated a pair of Third Team
All-Conference players (Tyreek Jewell & Chris Hooper). In addition, two-time NEC
Defensive Player of the Year Amdy Fall graduated.

YOUTH WILL BE SERVED: The Terriers feature five players who are playing in their
first season of Division | basketball. In fact, seven of the 11 players are either
freshmen or sophomores.

DYNAMIC BACKCOURT POTENTIAL: Senior Yunus Hopkinson and sophomore
Glenn Sanabria are expected to be one of the toE starting backcourt duos in the
NEC this season. After playing sparingly during his first two seasons, Hopkinson
developed into one of the top guards in the league last ?/ear, and was named to
the NEC's Third Team as a result. Hopkinson was SFBK's feading scorer in NEC
contests at 14.1 ppg. (9th in league). He was 4th in the league in 3-pt fg made
per game (2.29), 5th in NEC in free throw percentage (.842), and poured in 20

or more points six different times. After a promising freshman season, Sanabria
injured his shoulder early in 2015-2016 and earned a medical red-shirt. Both
players can play on or off the ball. Coach Braica is also extremely excited about

the potential of a pair of true freshman, Rasheem Dunn and Gianni Ford. The pair g

entered the program with tremendous high school accolades.

GREEN IN THE POST: The Terriers lost three "bigs" to graduation and have already
lost another (6-9 Cori Johnson) to a season-ending knee injury. Onl?/ SO Josh
Nurse (71 minutes) and JR Jagos Lasic (26 minutes) had seen any collegiate ac-
tion prior to the season. SO Jahmel Bodrick and FR Robert Montgomery will be
counted upon to provde bulk up front in their initial season on Remsen Street.

WILL THIS BE THE YEAR? St. Francis Brooklyn is one of just five schools that have
never qualified for the NCAA Tournament. Army, Northwestern, Citadel, and
William & Mary are the others. The Terriers last won the Northeast Conference
regular-season title in 2014-2015 but were defeated by Robert Morris in the
championship game, which was played on the Terriers' campus.

ABOUT THE COLLEGE

St. Francis College, often referred to as St. Francis
or SFC, is a private, coeducational college locat-
ed in Brooklyn Heights, New York, in the United
States. The campus comrrises five interconnected
buildings, occupying half of a city block in Down-
town Brooklyn. It was founded in 1859 by friars
of the Order of Servants Franciscans, a Franciscan
order, as the St. Francis Academy and was the first
private school in the Roman Catholic Diocese of
Brooklyn. St. Francis College began as a parochial
all-boys academy in the City of Brooklyn and has
transformed into a small liberal arts college that
has 19 academic departments which offer 72 ma-
jors and minors.

St. Francis College is a predominantly undergradu-
ate institution, yet does have graduate programs in
accounting, project management and psychology.
St. Francis has been ranked nationally and region-
ally by Forbes magazine, Washington Monthly and
U.S. News and World Report as one of the top bac-
calaureate colleges. St. Francis is setin an urban en-
vironment and is considered a commuter college.
As of 2016, there are 2,700 undergraduates (10%
part-time) and 66 graduates (45% part-time).The
student to faculty ratio is 18:1 and 43.6% of classes
have 20 or fewer students. The 2,900 students that

attend St. Francis College come from over 80 coun-
tries. St. Francis College has been ranked by the
New York Times and Forbes as one of the more di-

verse colleges in the United States.

Braica, who has guided the Terriers to a 56-43 record
over the past three seasons, has developed a reputation as one
of the good guys in the industry and was named a finalist for
the frestl ious Skip Prosser “Man of the Year” Award in 2013-
2014 and 2014-2015.

) _On the court, Braica’s student-athletes exude the same
intensity as their leader does on the sidelines and it's easy to
tell why recruits sign up to I[1).Iay for him. A born-and-raised
Brooklynite, Braica has slpent is entire career in New York City,
which began after his playing days at Queens College. He was
an assistant at St. Francis rookI%n for 15 years before a stint at
St. John’s, returnln? in 2010 as the program’s head coach. That
experience has helped Braica navigate through a crowded re-
cruiting scene to thrust the Terriers back in contention to win
an NECchampionship each season. The current roster includes
six players who hail from New York City.

“The New York guys have been good to us,’ Braica said.”|t’s
a lot of long-standing’ relationships, coaches | know and like
and they trust us with their kids. “We never used to tell people
‘We're from Brooklyn,” Braica admitted. “But now we advertise
it because it's really the place to be.”

The Pope Center was the place to be for gerha?s the
most exciting week in school history in March of 2015. Playin
in front of sold out and boisterous crowds, the Terriers hoste
three NEC Tournament contests, including the championship
tilt in front of a national ESPN 2 audience.

“Although we came up.{'ust a bit short of qualifying for
the NCAA Tournament, we still had a phenomenal year“and
excited our students, alumni and the local community,” said
Braica. “The effort was there the entire season and I'm happy
that they were rewarded with post-season play. It was a huge
