John Thurston is entering his sixth season as the
head coach of the St. Francis Brooklyn women's
basketball squad.

One year removed from ?u.tting together the
best reglular season in school history with a record
of 19-11 (10-8 NEC) in 2013-14, Thurston helped
lead the Terriers to their first Northeast Confer-
ence Championship, marking the school’s first au-
tomatic NCAA tournament bid in either Division |
basketball program. The Terriers lost to eventual
National Champion and women’s basketball pow-
er U%onn Huskies in the tournament’s opening
round.

Last season, the Terriers finished 8-22 (6-12 NEC)
and reached the NEC Quarterfinals, where they
lost to the top-seeded Sacred Heart Pioneers,
c,rack,ln% the conference playoffs for the fourth
time in five years.

Off the court, the Terriers have excelled in their
academic ventures, proving to be one of the top
schools in the books, and aeerenmal contender
for the Women'’s Basketball College Association’s
Academic National Championship. In 2016, the
Terriers actually won the National Title with a
team grade gom,t average of 3.72, the highest ac-
cumulative GPA in the country.

As a group, St. Francis Brooklyn Women'’s Basket-
ball has finished in the top-five in each of the last
five seasons, and most recently finished in fourth
last season with a team GPA of'3.689.

Backin 2011-12, while coach Thurston served as
the associate head coach, the team first appeared

on the WBCA Academic Top-25 as they placed
tenth with an overall team grade point average
of 3.456. The following season, Thurston'’s first as
head coach, the team finished in a tie with DePaul
University for second in the nation with a team
grade point average of 3.625. The 2013-14 Terri-
ers caﬁp_ed off a sticcessful season with a fourth-
place finish with an overall GPA of 3.608.

In addition to being named to the WBCA Ac-
ademic Top 25 Honor Roll in every season dat-
ing back to 2011-12, the Terriers had previously
earned four consecutive Northeast Conference
Team Institutional Awards thanks in Iar?e part to
having one of their past student-athlefes, Sarah
Benedetti, being named one of 20 winners of the
13th annual Division I-AAA Athletics Directors As-
sociation (DI-AAA ADA) Scholar-Athlete Team. In
2013-14, Katie Fox, was one of 20 winners of the
12th annual Division I-AAA Athletics Directors
Association (DI-AAA ADA) Scholar-Athlete Team
while having 11 Terriers named to the NEC’s Ac-
ademic Honor and four being named to the NEC
Commissioner Honor Roll in that season.

Thurston is one of °“IK a few coaches who have
been a head coach at the NCAA DI, DII, DIll and
NAIA levels in 26 ;{ears of coaching men’s college
basketball from 1971-199 During the early
1970’s, Thurston’s Fairleigh Dickinson-Florham
teams were known for their high scoring offense,

averaging close to one hundred points per game.

After a stint at FDU-Florham, Thurston_joined
Lou Campanelli’s staff at James Madison, where he
spent ten years as an assistant and was later pro-
moted to head coach in 1985. During his tenure at
JMU, the Dukes went to four NCAA tournaments
and made one National Inyvitational Tournament
(NIT) appearance. For his tremendous efforts
durm% he_1986-87 campaign, Thurston was
named the Colonial Athletic Association “Coach of
the Year.”

Thurston’s next coachin% stop found him at
Wingate University, where he spent nine Xears in
North Carolina. He served a dual role as Athletic
Director and head basketball coach while helping
the school transition from NAIA to nationally com-
petitive DIl affiliation.

In the fall of 2003, Thurston returned to col-
legiate coaching as he served as Ann Hancock’s
top assistant at_the University of North Caroli-
na-Wilmington. Two rears later, Thurston moved
to West Palm Beach, Florida, where he was hired at
Northwood University to develop the school’s first
women'’s basketball program.

In their first two seasons of competition, he led
the Seahawks to two Florida Sun Conference titles
and their first aggearance at the NAIA National
Tournament in 2008 in Sioux City, lowa.

Thurston was named FSC Coach of the Year in
2008, and had back-to-back ,PIaByer of the Year se-
lections in current St. Francis Brooklyn assistant
(cggglél) Kaitlyn Vican (2007) and Kara Otterbine

Through 46 years in the game, Thurston has
gained the respect as an evaluator and develop-
er of talent rqng|n1gsfrom NBA players, six overall
NBA draft choicés, T5 European professionals, four
“Rookies of the Year,” three “Players of the Year,”
two “Defensive Players of the Year,” 19 All-Confer-
ence selections, three 2,000 point scorers and 16

Thurston is a 1966 graduate of Archbishop Mol-
loy High School in Queens, New yok, where he was
an All-City performer in both baseball and basket-
ball under legendary coach Jack Curran. In June
of 1966, Thurston was selected by the Los Ange-
les Dodgers in the 1966 MLB Amateur Draft. He
continuéd his education at Seton Hall University,
where he played both baseball and basketball for
the Pirates. In 1970, he was awarded the John F.
Kennedy Award as the school’s most outstanding
student-athlete.

In the most recent National Championships, as a U-20 member,
Delaney averaged 15.7 points per game while dishing out 5.3 assists. She also pulled down 6.3 rebounds
per contest and shot 94.1 percent from the free-throw line.

Among her accolades, Delaney was named Player of the Tournament at the Australian Schools Tour-
nament in 2013, NSW Youth League All Star 5 Team and Sydney Comets Warath League Best Defensive
Player in 2013.
