Siena posted a 17-13 overall record during the 2019 calendar year

Program’s best record in a calendar year since going 22-11 in the 2010 calendar year
Siena concludes its first of two season long four-game homestands today 

The Saints are in search of their first 6-0 start at the Times Union Center since winning nine straight at home to open 2015-16

Pickett was ranked the 25th best player in nation entering the 2019-20 season by ESPN’s John Gasaway, 68th by NBC Sports’ Rob

Dauster, and 69th by CBS Sports’ Matt Norlander
Pickett was the unanimous 2018-19 MAAC Rookie of the Year, a MAAC All-Rookie Team, and MAAC All-Tournament Team pick

Pickett became the second freshman in league history to be First Team All-MAAC (Lionel Simmons - La Salle, 1986-87)
Pickett won a league-record 11 MAAC Rookie of the Week honors which was tied for second most in NCAA Division I history
Pickett was also tabbed a Kyle Macy Freshman All-American, NABC District I First Team selection, and was the ECAC Rookie of

the Year and a Second Team All-ECAC pick
Pickett established new Siena freshman records for both scoring (521) and steals (66), while also achieving the fourth-highest

single-season assist total overall (221) in school history
Pickett ranked in the top-four nationally amongst all Division I freshmen in assists (6.7), assist-to-turnover ratio (2.76), and

steals (2.0)
Pickett declared as an early entrant for the 2019 NBA Draft and was invited to and participated in the inaugural NBA G League

Elite Camp as well as pre-draft workouts with several NBA teams before deciding to withdraw and return to Siena 
Junior guard/forward Manny Camper ranks sixth nationally in rebounding (11.6) and fifth in defensive rebounding (8.70)

Camper has registered his first five collegiate double-doubles this season 
Camper is averaging a double-double on the season with 12.7 points and 11.6 rebounds per contest
Camper pulled down a career-high 19 rebounds on Nov. 20 at Yale, the most by a Siena player in nearly seven years since OD

Anosike grabbed 21 on Jan. 27, 2013 against Marist
Camper had averaged just 3.9 rebounds over his first two seasons in 19.3 minutes per game

The Saints possess four of the top-17 scorers in the MAAC
The quartet of Pickett (16.8 - second), Elijah Burns (16.1 - fourth), Donald Carey (14.3 - 11th), and Camper (12.7 - 17th) have

The Saints’ streak of 39 consecutive games committing 15 turnovers or fewer was snapped Nov. 14 at Harvard (17)

It was the first time Siena committed more than 15 turnovers since a triple overtime loss vs. Monmouth on Feb. 21, 2018
The Saints ranked eighth nationally last season averaging just 9.8 turnovers per game

Siena returns two starters and 10 letterwinners from last year’s team
The Saints welcomed back 41% of their scoring and 40% of their rebounding from a year ago
Three of the team’s top-four scorers from last season either graduated or transferred

Siena welcomes five newcomers to the program this season, including four true freshmen
Illinois State transfer Matt Hein becomes the program’s third-ever graduate transfer, dating back to last season
Highly touted transfers Burns (Notre Dame) and Carey (Mount St. Mary’s) are also set to don the Green and Gold for the first

time after sitting out the 2018-19 season due to NCAA transfer regulations

The Saints are under the direction of alumnus Carmen Maciariello ‘01 who was named the program’s 18th head coach Mar. 25

The Saints are looking to build off last season’s 17-16 overall record which included an 11-7 mark in the MAAC
