LAST TIME OUT: Saint Joseph’s handed Temple its first loss of
the season as the Hawks downed the Owls, 1-0, on Saturday
evening at Sweeney Field. Senior midfielder Jimmy Reilly scored
the match's only goal off of an assist from sophomore midfielder
Tim Lazorko in the 61st minute. SJU’s defensive unit of Brendan
Reilly, Tommy Brooks, Brian Reynolds, and Brandon Stevis sti-
fled Temple’s offense while redshirt senior goalkeeper Andrew
D’Ottavi made two saves in the shutout.

SCOUTING SIENA: The Saints had a program-record eight-match
home win streak snapped by Bucknell in a 2-0 loss on Sunday
afternoon. After scoring four goals in their season opener, the
Saints have been held to just one total goal over the past three
matches. On the season, James Beeston leads the Saints in scor-
ing with eight points off of a team-high three goals and two
assists. Adam Myers and Ryan Vyskocil have split time in goal at
180 minutes apiece, with Vyskocil playing the full 90 against
Bucknell.

4.

PHILADELPHIA SOCCER SIX PLAYER OF THE WEEK
JIMMY REILLY

For his tally against Temple, junior
midfielder Jimmy Reilly has been
named the Philadelphia Soccer Six
Player of the Week.

Said Reilly of his goal: “All week in
practice, we've been really trying
to get our outside midfielders to
the back post. Finally | got there,
and | know coach [D'Ambra] is

happy about that. There was a
scramble in front, somehow the ball found its way through, and |
found it on my foot and tucked it in the corner."

CALLING ALL HAWKS: 31 Hawks from eight different states com-
prise the 2013 roster. The breakdown is as follows: Pennsylvania
(12), New Jersey (12), Maryland (3), Alabama (1), Louisiana (1),
Massachusetts (1), and Virginia (1).

FRESHMEN ON THE FIELD: Seven rookies have seen time on the
pitch for the Hawks through the first four games of the season,
with defender Bliss Harris (254 minutes) and midfielder Sam Irvin
(167 minutes) making three and two starts, respectively.
Midfielder Eric Jordan (278) is averaging 56 minutes per game
after being one of the first Hawks off the bench in each match
while defender Coupar Lipp (70 minutes) has seen action in three
games. Classmate Mori Diane (32 minutes) most recently saw 15
minutes off the bench against Temple while forward Cameron
Kadkhodai (19 minutes) saw action against Hofstra and Mike
Stuski (11 minutes) checked in against Wofford.

FROM FINNESEY TO SWEENEY: Longtime Saint Joseph’s land-
mark Finnesey Field will be renamed Sweeney Field this fall upon
completion of an extensive expansion project. The venue, which
has served as the home of Hawk Athletic teams for more than 80
years, will significantly increase the seating capacity for SJIU’s var-
sity lacrosse and soccer programs. The new name recognizes the
contributions of Sean S. Sweeney ‘94 (MBA), a member of the
University’s Board of Trustees and the lead benefactor to the ren-
ovation project. The current expansion includes the addition of
1,200 permanent seats to the hillside nearest to the University’s
iconic Barbelin Hall as well as the addition of 1,100 portable seats
on the opposite side of the field, increasing total seating capacity
to 3,000. In addition, the facility will include a new state of the
art press box and enhanced sound system.
