Senior Erin Shields and her mother, Renie (1978-82) have combined
to form one of th best mother-daughter duos in any school history.
Among mothers and daughters to have played at the same school,
the Shields currently are second all-time in scoring with 2,199 com-
bined points (932 for Renie, 1,267 for Erin), trailing Pittsburgh’s Jen-
nifer Bruce (Scott) and daughter Shayla (3,291 points). The Shields
additionally have combined for 827 assists

CLOUD NAMED TO LIEBERMAN AWARD WATCH LIST

Saint Joseph's junior guard Natasha Cloud has been named to the
watch list of 20 candidates for the 2014 Nancy Lieberman Award
for top point guard in the nation. The 6-foot-guard currently leads
the conference and is second nationally in assists per game (7.7),
ranks first in the A-10 in assists-to-turnover ratio (2.2), sixth in min-
utes per game (35.0) and is averaging a career-high 12.1 points per
contest.

HAWKS WIN 2013-14 BIG 5 TITLE

Saint Joseph’s claimed its 16th Big 5 title, and first since 2008-09,
with a 64-52 win at La Salle on January 19. The Hawks capped an un-
defeated season in the City Series to claim their first outright title since
2000-01. Additionally, SJU also topped Drexel, 70-52, on November
20, to complete a perfect season against all five Philadelphia schools.

FAIRBANKS’ STRONG START

What a difference a season makes for sophomore forward Sarah
Fairbanks. Earning playing time as a reserve last season, she tal-
lied 49 points and grabbed 60 rebounds over 27 contests. Starting
20 games, Fairbanks blossomed this season having scored more
than seven times her output of last year with 351 points as she leads
posts in scoring. Also leading the posts in rebounds (164), she tops
the team in blocked shots (32), is shooting 50.9 percent overall.

TRIO OF HAWKS SERVING AS CAPTAINS IN 2013-14

Senior Erin Shields, redshirt junior Ashley Robinson and junior
Natasha Cloud are serving as team captains this season. Shields
is serving as a team captain for the second straight year, while
Robinson and Cloud are captains for the first time this season.

HAWKS ON THE AIR

The Saint Joseph’s Sports Network (SJSN)
celebrates its 24th anniversary in 2013-14, as
the first broadcasts of men’s and women’s
basketball games took place in the Fall of
1990. The first women’s game aired on
WCZN-AM on November 23rd as the Hawks hosted Oregon. The
1990-91 season also marked the first in school history in which
every SJU men’s game aired on Philadelphia-area commercial
radio.

Since 1990, SJSN’s coverage of Hawk athletics has grown
and currently includes live coverage of all Hawk men’s and
women’s basketball games and previously produced Phil
Martelli’'s HawkTalk radio program, the nationally-renowned
HawkTalk television show and Courtside, the Saint Joseph’s
women’s basketball television show.

In 2013-14, all of SJU’s women’s games can be heard via
audio streaming on the internet at the Hawks’ official athletics
site, www.sjuhawks.com, free of charge through. Video stream-
ing of non-televised games is also available on the site as part of
the Hawks All-Access package.

CLOUD AND SHIELDS AMONG NATION’S ELITE

The pairing of senior Erin Shields and junior Natasha Cloud com-
prise one of the top backcourts in both the Atlantic 10 and nationally.
Currently, the two are averaging a combined 27.3 points and 11.0
assists per game to go with 34.9 minutes per contest. The pair also
rank among the national leaders in free throw percentage, with
Shields currently third in the nation at 94.9 percent, and Cloud sec-
ond in assists per game at 7.7.

ROBINSON MAKING AN IMPACT

After missing the first eight games of the season recovering from a
shoulder injury, redshirt junior forward Ashley Robinson has quickly
picked up from where she left off last year. Currently averaging 5.7
points per game, Robinson has also been a major contributor on the
boards, grabbing 5.0 per game. Robinson also posted her second
and third career double-double (16 points and 10 rebounds against
George Washington; 14points and 11 rebounds at George Mason)
and has set new career-highs in rebounds (11 at VCU and George
Mason) and blocks (four versus Penn).

Playing in 124 straight games in the Crimson and Gray, senior Erin
Shields is on track to challenge the career games played record of
127, set by Michelle Baker (2008-12) and Ashley Prim (2009-13).

THE HAWK AT WING BOWL

An annual Philadelphia tradition, Wing Bowl, had a Saint Joseph’s
flair this year as Brian Lafferty, The Hawk, qualified for this year’s
eating competition. Lafferty, in his first season as the SJU mascot for
the women'’s team, qualified for Wing Bowl 22 by eating 30 Oreos
and a drinking a half gallon of milk in 6 minutes 50 seconds. Wing
Bowl 22 was held January 31 at the Wells Fargo Center.

The Saint Joseph’s Hawk mas-
cot has been flapping its wings for
more than a half a century.

One of the most famous mas-
| cots in college sports, The Hawk is
best known for staying in constant
motion by flapping its wings
throughout every basketball game
and representing the Saint Joseph’s
motto, “The Hawk Will Never Die.”

Saint Joseph’s athletic teams
have been recognized with the nick-
i name “Hawks” since 1929. At that
) time, the school’s yearbook editor
initiated a contest among the stu-
dent body for a symbol. More than
100 submissions were narrowed,
with “Hawks” winning out over
“Grenadiers” by a slim margin. The
name was appropriate because it
typified “the fighting spirit of our crimson and gray athletes and it
is suggestive of the aerial attack which has made our football
team famous.” Football, ironically, was discontinued at SJU fol-
lowing the 1939 season.

The idea for The Hawk as a mascot was originated by Jim
Brennan during the 1954-55 season. Brennan, an ex-Marine
and SJU cheerleader, at first wanted to secure an actual hawk,
but later switched to the costume idea. The student govern-
ment raised the $120 needed to buy the initial costume, which
Brennan donned for three years. He made his debut as The
Hawk on January 4, 1956, a 69-56 win over La Salle at The
Palestra. The Hawk, who was present at most women’s basket-
ball games, became a mainstay in 1989. Since then, 12 SJU
students have donned the costume, with Brian Lafferty serving
as the Hawk this season.

The Hawk mascot has garnered numerous accolades in its
57-year history. It has been selected as the nation’s top mascot
by The Sporting News, Sports lllustrated, Sports lllustrated for
Kids, Street & Smith’s Basketball Yearbook and ESPN College
Basketball magazine and was a hominee for the 2008 Mascot
Hall of Fame.

Through 26 games, junior guard Natasha Cloud is fifth all-time in
single-season assists with 199. Additionally, she has tallied more
helpers this year than 34 SJU season leaders and could challenge
Angela Zampella’s record for assists in a season, 241, set in 1999-
00.

HAWKS IN THE POLLS

The Hawks received votes in the USA Today Coaches Poll last week
for the first time this year. They have previously earned votes in the
Associated Press Top 25 Poll six times between December and Jan-
uary.

GOTFRIDA AMONGST SJU’S MOST EFFICIENT SCORERS
Senior forward lize Gotfrida has proven to be one of the more effi-
cient scorers in Saint Joseph’s history. A career 48.5 percent shooter
from the floor (277-0f-571), she is currently on pace to finish among
the all-time leaders in efficiency in SJU history, while averaging a ca-
reer-best 8.4 points per game this year.

GRIFFIN SECOND ALL-TIME IN WINS AT HAWK HILL

Now in her 13th season at her alma mater, Cindy Griffin is second
all-time in team history in victories, posting a 243-163 mark to date.
Griffin, who has led SJU to a record nine postseason appearances,
trails only Women’s Basketball Hall of Famer Jim Foster (248) in
career wins.

ANDREWS ADDING OFFENSIVE PUNCH

A key reserve this season, sophomore guard Ciara Andrews has
proven to be a major piece to the Hawks’ puzzle in 2013-14. Aver-
aging 19.9 minutes per game and starting her first career game
against Rhode Island, Andrews has already surpassed almost all
her statistical totals from a season ago.

Saint Joseph's announced freshman forward Amanda Fioravanti
has transferred to the Hawk Hill for the Spring semester. Named the
2012-13 Gatorade Player of the Year for Maryland, Fioravanti
comes to SJU after playing at the University of Virginia the first se-
mester of this season. While with the Cavaliers, Fioravanti averaged
1.5 points and 1.1 rebounds per game over eight games. Named
an 2012-13 All-American by Parade Magazine as a senior at Our
Lady of Good Counsel High School, she will sit out a full academic
year before playing for SJU per NCAA transfer regulations.
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BEATING THE BEST

The Hawks posted three straight wins against teams that won their
league last year. Liberty was the reigning Big South champs, while
the Princeton captured the Ivy League title last year and Quinnipiac
won the NEC. Additionally, the Hawks topped Florida Gulf Coast,
who won the Atlantic Sun regular season title a year ago, but lost in
the conference tournament.

Junior Natasha Cloud was named both Atlantic 10 and Big 5 Co-
Player of the Week on December 9, Big 5 Player of the Week on
January 20 and A-10 Co-Player of the Week on Jnauary 27. In De-
cember, Cloud averaged 17.5 points, 10.5 assists and 6.5 rebounds
per game in wins over Temple and Villanova. A week ago versus La
Salle and Penn, she averaged 13 points, 9.0 rebounds and 7.5 as-
sists per game This past week, Cloud averaged 15 points, 8.5 re-
bounds and 8.5 assists per game in leading SJU to wins over
George Washington and Dayton.

SHIELDS REACHES 1,000 POINT PLATEAU

Senior guard Erin Shields became the 22nd player in SJU history
to reach 1,000 career points in the Hawks’ win over Hofstra on De-
cember 10. Shields has tallied 1,258 points (11th all-time) over 122
games, averaging 10.3 points per game for her career. Additionally,
Shields passed her mother, Renie (932 points), on SJU’s all-time
scoring list with a three-pointer at 10:22 mark of the first half in the
Hawks’ victory at Princeton on November 26 and passed her sister
Kerri, who scored 1,067 at Boston College from 2009-13, for family
bragging rights with a half-court buzzer beater to end the first period
against George Washington.

HAWKS GARNER ESPN TEAM OF THE WEEK HONORS

Fresh off a pair of Big 5 victories, Saint Joseph's garnered national
honors as the Hawks were named ESPN's Team of the Week by
Graham Hays on Monday, December 9.

Per ESPN, “Saint Joseph's was clearly the team of the week in
Philadelphia, but road wins against Temple and Villanova resonate
beyond just the City of Brotherly Love.

The Hawks lost their lone game of the season against a ranked
team, falling in Baton Rouge against LSU on opening weekend, but
they have since run off seven wins in a row without any real weak
links among the opponents and with five of the seven games com-
ing on the road. They remain an outstanding 2-point shooting team
(51.7 percent), but the 3-point shot also started to drop over the past
week. Including a win at Quinnipiac a week ago Sunday, Saint
Joseph's hit 16-0f-33 3-point attempts in its past three games,
bumping its season average from 29.5 percent to 34.4 percent. Pair
that with outstanding ball control, and it starts to look like the kind of
team that might stick around.

If not included with her team here, Natasha Cloud would deserve a
place at the table for weekly individual accolades. The redshirt jun-
ior guard totaled 21 points and 13 assists in the win against Temple.
The assists matched a career high that she had established just
three days earlier in that road win against Quinnipiac. She followed
those two efforts by coming close to a triple-double with 14 points,
eight assists and seven rebounds in the win against Villanova.”

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HAWK HILL ADVANTAGE
Saint Joseph’s has always had a reputation of playing well at home.
Over 41 seasons, the Hawks have boasted a 390-137 mark at Hawk
Hill, including a 58-20 record at Hagan Arena. Last year, SJUU went
just 4-3 at home against nonconference opponents, but finished with
a 12-4 home record overall.

HAWKS EXCEL IN NONCONFERENCE PLAY

Saint Joseph’s has posted a winning record in nonconference play
the past four seasons, including a 11-2 mark this year. The Hawks,
who went 9-5 in nonconference games last year, have posted a
combined 40-15 record during the nonconference portion of its
schedule the last four years.

HAWKS LOOKING FOR FIFTH STRAIGHT POSTSEASON BID
Saint Joseph'’s is coming off its fourth consecutive postseason ap-
pearance, earning the Atlantic 10’s automatic bid for the NCAA Tour-
nament last season. Saint Joseph’s, which earned Postseason
WNIT bids from 2009-10 to 2011-12, is currently tied for its second-
longest postseason appearance streak. The Hawks previously
made four straight appearances from 1975-79 and 1996-2000. Saint
Joseph’s longest consecutive postseason appearance streak is six
seasons, from 1984-85 to 1989-90.

HAWKS FINISH WITH 2-1 MARK IN PRESEASON WNIT

Playing in the Preseason WNIT for the second time in team history,
Saint Joseph’s began the season with a 2-1 mark as it posted wins
against Mount St. Mary’s (85-57) and Wichita State (81-73, OT) with
a loss at #15/17 LSU (80-64). The Hawks won their opening game
against Mount St. Mary’s and earned a Quarterfinal matchup at
LSU. Despite a hard-fought effort, SJU lost to the Tigers, setting up
a Consolation Third Round game versus the Shockers. The Hawks
would cap the tournament with a thrilling 81-73 overtime win at Wi-
chita State as SJU came back from down 16 points in the second
half.

FAIRBANKS NAMED BIG 5 PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Averaging 20.5 points per game en route to helping the Saint
Joseph's to a 2-0 record, sophomore forward Sarah Fairbanks was
named Big 5 Player of the Week for the week of November 18-24.
In SJU’s 70-52 win over Drexel, the starting post player tallied a ca-
reer-high 21 points on 9-0f-12 shooting and 3-of-3 from the foul line.
Fairbanks followed with a team-best 20 points, adding five rebounds
and a pair of steals in the Hawks’ 77-65 win over Liberty. For the
week, Fairbanks shot 62.5 percent from the floor and converted 11-
of-14 from the foul line, while adding 5.5 board per game.

CLOUD AND SHIELDS EARNS A-10 PRESEASON HONORS
Junior guard Natasha Cloud was selected to the Atlantic 10 Pre-
season All-Conference Second Team and Preseason All-Defensive
Team, while senior guard Erin Shields was selected to the Atlantic
10 Preseason All-Conference Second Team. Sitting out the 2011-12
season after transfering from Maryland, Cloud made an immediate
impact last year for the Hawks as she posted career-highs in scor-
ing (9.2 ppg), rebounding (4.6 rpg) and assists (4.4 apg). An A-10
All-Defensive Team honoree a season ago, she also led the Hawks
with 57 steals and added 17 blocks. Tallying 15 points and adding
six rebounds, six assists and two steals in the A-10 Championship
game against Fordham, Cloud was named Most Outstanding Player
of the 2013 A-10 Championship in leading SJU to the conference
title. The reigning A-10 Most Improved Player and All-Conference
Third Team selection, Shields averaged a career-best 32.6 minutes
per game as a junior.

Saint Joseph'’s senior class was a remarkable one, joining only five
other classes to make a postseason bid each year. On top of that,
and leading the Hawks to the Atlantic 10 title for the first time since
1999, all four seniors - Ashley Prim, Shelby Smith, Chatilla van
Grinsven and Mireia Vila - all have gone on to play professionally.
Prim is currently playing in Puerto Rico, while Smith is competing in
Ireland. van Grinsven, who earned a training camp invite from the
WNBA'’s Connecticut Sun, is playing for Bourges Basket in France,
while Vila is competing in her home country of Spain.

WHY S-A-I-N-T JOSEPHS UNIVERSITY?

The corporate title of “Saint” Joseph’s University, which has been in
place since Saint Joseph’s was granted university status by the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in 1979, is now the “public” title of
the institution for all aspects of its operations. Previously, the ab-
breviation of “St.” Joseph’s University was permitted in a number of
alumni and athletic contexts. According to the most recent edition of
the Higher Education Directory, there are at least nine recognized
"St. Joseph's" among the nation's colleges and universities. Only
one of them-Saint Joseph's University, Philadelphia-is a university-
level, Master's I, NCAA Division | institution. A complete spelling of
S-A-I-N-T Joseph's University in all contexts will help eliminate any
confusion among higher education and other public constituencies.

HAWKS INKS FIVE TO NATIONAL LETTERS OF INTENT

Saint Joseph's announced guards Avery Marz (Sinking Springs,
Pa./Wilson Area), Sarah Veilleux (Hebron, Conn./RHAM) and
Chelsea Woods (Philadelphia, Pa./Freire Charter) and post players
Candace Belvedere (Merrick, N.Y./Kellenberg Memorial) and
Adashia Franklyn (West Chester, Pa./West Chester Bayard
Rustin) have signed National Letters of Intent during the early sign-
ing period to attend Saint Joseph's University next year.

A four-year letterwinner, Marz is coming off All-State honors and
Sporting News All-American Honorable Mention as a junior. Lead-
ing Wilson Area High School to the Berks County title the last three
seasons, the 5-foot-7 guard garnered All-Berks County First Team
honors, was named MVP of the District 3 AAAA Championship and

Philadelphia Girls All-City Classic Most Unselfish Player. One of the
top guards in the country, Marz ranks 16th amongst senior guards
by Prospect Nation and 18th by ESPN HoopGurlz. Earning All-Di-
vision honors as a freshman and sophomore, Marz also competed
for the Philadelphia Belles AAU team, leading the squad to the Boo
Williams championship in 2010 and 2011, and the Vegas Champi-
onship in 2013.

Named the Gatorade High School Player of the Year for Connecti-
cut last season, Veilleux ranks among the top wing players in this
year's senior class, earning 25th ranking by ESPN HoopGurlz and
47th by Collegiate Girls Basketball Report for her position. Averag-
ing 28.4 points, 11.7 rebounds, 3.9 steals and 3.5 assists per game
last year, the 6-foot guard was selected to the Connecticut High
School Coaches Association First Team, New Haven Register
Player of the Year, First Team All-Hartford Courant and RHAM MVP
and Athlete of the Year.

Leading Freire Charter to the Philadelphia Public League Quarter-
finals and PIAA State Tournament appearances the past three
years, Woods is coming off a junior season that saw her eclipse the
1,000 point mark for her career. The 6-foot guard/forward averaged
22.8 points and 11.0 rebounds per game as she set the program
record for scoring as she enters her senior year with 1,184 career
points.

Freedom Stars, leading the team to the 2011 U-14 All-Gym Rats
Championship and garnering All-Tournament Challenge Team hon-
ors in 2010.

An All-League standout at Kellenberg Memorial High School,
Belvedere averaged a double-double as a junior, scoring 11.1 points
and grabbing 11.7 rebounds per game. Earning MVP honors,
Belvedere was also solid on defense for the Firebirds, blocking 2.3
shots per game and adding 2.9 steals per game, while earning a
Silver Pin Award for honor roll recognition.

Ranking 73rd amongst senior forwards according to ESPN
HoopGurlz, Franklyn enters her senior season at West Chester Ba-
yard Rustin after setting career-highs last year. A two-time Daily
Local News All-Area Team and Ches-Mont All-District Team selec-
tion, the 6-foot-1 forward led her team to the Ches-Mont District
Championship for the first time in program history last year and went
on to score 22 points and grab 20 rebound in the PIAA State Quar-
terfinals. Averaging 15.0 points, 12.0 rebounds and 4.0 blocks per
game, Franklyn was named the Daily Local News Player of the Year
last season. Serving as team captain this season, the four-year let-
terwinner has also starred at the AAU level, receiving the 2013 In-
ternational Student Athlete Academy-Lady Gryphons Award and
additionally led her team to the 2012 U-15 AAU Nike National
Championship.

Saint Joseph’s 91, MBA ’93 - 13th Season

Leading Saint Joseph'’s to its third Atlantic 10 championship in team history in 2012-13, Cindy Griffin is in her 13th
year as Saint Joseph’s head coach. A 1991 and 1993 graduate of SJU, Griffin (nee Anderson) has compiled an over-
all record of 291-196 in 16 seasons as a head coach, and a 243-163 record over 13 years at Hawk Hill.

Only the eighth coach in NCAA Division | history to lead her alma mater to the NCAA Tournament as a player and a
coach, Griffin’s squads have posted five 20-win seasons, six victories over nationally-ranked teams and advanced to
the postseason nine times, while her players have been honored as Atlantic 10 All-Conference performers 13 times.

Under Giriffin’s leadership, Saint Joseph’s posted one of its most memorable seasons in team history in 2012-13 as
the Hawks claimed the Atlantic 10 Championship for just the third time and earned the automatic bid in the NCAA Tour-
nament. Led by a senior class that advanced to the postseason every year, the Hawks finished with a 23-9 record that
included wins over #5 Maryland and #11 Dayton.

Individually, senior Michelle Baker and Kelly Cavallo had breakout years, both garnering All-Big 5 honors. Behind
Griffin’s teaching, Baker went on to be named to the A-10 All-Conference Second Team and capped her career as SJU’s all-time leader in games played
(127) and ranking in the top 20 for scoring and field goals made. After seeing limited time as a freshman, Cavallo developed into one of the top post play-
ers in the A-10, leading SJU and finishing in the top five of the conference in rebounding, blocked shots and field goal percentage. With Griffin’s aid, Cav-
allo finished her four-year career second all-time in blocks and 11th in rebounding at SJU.

Returning just one starter for the 2010-11 season, the Hawks quickly jelled under Griffin’s guidance as they went on to win 20 games, earned the program’s
700th victory, and advanced to the second round of the WNIT. Backed by All-Big 5 honorees Baker and Katie Kuester, Saint Joseph’s had its most effi-
cient offensive showing since 2002-03, as the Hawks finished 60th in the nation in field goal percentage (42.1).

Additionally, several Hawks were honored for outstanding seasons in 2010-11, headlined by sophomore Ashley Prim becoming the first SJU player to be
named Atlantic 10 Sixth Player of the Year. Baker became just the second Hawk to be named to the A-10 All-Defensive Team, while freshman Erin Shields
became the sixth player Griffin has coached to A-10 All-Rookie Team honors.

Earning a postseason berth for the first time in two years, the Hawks surpassed predictions in 2009-10 as they finished tied for fourth in the Atlantic 10
after being picked to finish ninth. After opening the season with a 3-7 mark, Griffin saw her team begin to click at the end of the non-conference schedule
as SJU claimed the 19th Annual Hawk Classic title and worked its way to .500 by the second week of the Atlantic 10 slate.

Posting a 9-5 mark against conference opponents, Griffin hit two milestones during A-10 play, earning her 150th win at Saint Joseph’s in a victory against
Dayton and earning her 200th coaching win against George Washington. The Hawks would go on to earn the program’s seventh WNIT bid, and play the
first postseason game at Hagan Arena.

In 2008-09, Griffin undertook arguably her toughest season to date as Saint Joseph’s played every contest away from Hawk Hill for the first time in pro-
gram history. And in typical SJU fashion, Griffin got her team to respond as Saint Joseph’s went on to post an 8-5 record at home venues and earn its first
Big 5 title since 2000-01. Individually five Hawks posted career-bests in scoring, with Brittany Ford and Mariame Djouara both earning All-Big 5 Second
Team honors.

Relying heavily on underclassmen in 2007-08, Griffin guided her Hawks to another winning season, including crowns at the Brown Basketball Classic and
the Hilton Philadelphia Hawk Classic. Among the wins, Saint Joseph’s posted its biggest win over a non-conference ranked opponent since the 1984-85,
topping #15 Auburn for the Hawk Classic title.

Despite losing several experienced players prior to the 2006-07 season, Griffin had her team peaking at the right time. Playing Griffin’s style of hard-nosed
defense and persistent offense, the Hawks advanced to the Atlantic 10 Championship game, including the program’s first win over a top 10 opponent (#8
George Washington) since 1992 along the way. Saint Joseph'’s capped the season with its fifth WNIT appearance in six years and tied the SJU record for
games played in a season with 33.

Fueled by a collection of newcomers and a developed core of upperclassmen, Griffin led the Hawks back to national prominence in 2005-06. The Crim-
son and Gray engineered the nation's best turnaround (13 games) and received votes in the national polls for the first time since 2003-04. The Hawks ad-
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vanced to the semifinals of the A-10 Championship and earned a berth in the WNIT.

With the loss of four 1,000-point scorers, the 2004-05 Hawks showed their true colors down the stretch, earning a hard-fought victory over La Salle in the
opening round of the Atlantic 10 Championship and coming within 10 points of 16th-ranked, and eventual A-10 Champion, Temple.

Led by six seniors, the 2004 team went 22-11 and advanced to the WNIT Elite Eight. Saint Joseph’s finished second in the A-10 East and dropped a heart-
breaker in the Atlantic 10 Championship to Temple. Four Hawk seniors reached the 1,000-point plateau, marking just the eighth time in NCAA history that
a quartet of players had reached the milestone in the same season. Erin Brady, Irina Krasnoshiok, Stephanie (Graff) McCaffrey and Amra Mehmedic went
on to sign professional contracts.

Following a memorable first year at the helm of her alma mater, Griffin upped the ante in her second season by capturing 2003 Atlantic 10 Coach of the
Year honors after guiding the Hawks to a 19-11 record. The team sprinted to the conference’s Eastern Division title and earned a berth in the WNIT for the
second straight season, despite the departure of SJU’s all-time leading scorer and a non-conference schedule that ranked fourth nationally.

Griffin helped to reinvigorate the SJU program in her first season, leading the squad to a 24-8 record and the second round of the WNIT. She capitalized
on the team’s tradition of scrappy play and rugged defense, while releasing the reins and allowing the team to play a more up-tempo style on the offensive
end of the floor. The Hawks finished the year among the national leaders in nine different categories and paced the nation in free throw percentage for the
second straight year.

Following her playing career, Griffin spent the 1992-93 season as a graduate assistant at her alma mater. She then accepted an assistant’s spot at Van-
derbilt University from 1993-95 under former Saint Joseph’s head coach Jim Foster. Foster recruited Griffin to SJU and coached her during her playing ca-
reer on Hawk Hill.

In her two years as an assistant at Vanderbilt, the Commodores finished 53-15 overall, won the 1995 SEC championship and reached the NCAA Sweet 16
both seasons. In addition to coaching responsibilities, she was the co-director of the Vanderbilt Basketball Camp and the director of the Black & Gold Club.

Griffin left Vanderbilt after the 1995 season to become an assistant coach at Loyola College (Md.). She spent three seasons as an assistant under Patty
Coyle before being promoted to associate head coach in 1998. Griffin was promoted to the position of head women’s basketball coach at Loyola midway
through the 1998-99 season. She was the seventh-youngest head coach in Division | at the time. Griffin — who was named head coach five games into the
season as Coyle left for an assistant coach position with the WNBA’s New York Liberty — kept the Greyhounds’ momentum going as Loyola won a team-
record 21 games that year. Overall she compiled a record of 48-33 during her tenure at the Baltimore school, guiding the squad to the Metro Atlantic Ath-
letic Conference semifinals all three seasons.

One of the top playmakers in Saint Joseph’s history, Griffin starred for the Hawks from 1987-88 through 1991-92 (missing the 1988-89 season due to in-
jury). A three-time team captain, Griffin finished her career with 662 points, 278 rebounds, 510 assists and 197 steals. She currently ranks fourth on SJU’s
all-time assist list.

As a junior in 1990-91, she played in 1,178 out of a possible 1,200 minutes to set the school record for minutes played in a single season. The Hawks made
three NCAA Tournament appearances and posted three straight 20-win seasons during her playing career. A two-time Second Team All-Big 5 choice, as
well as a Third Team All-Atlantic 10 pick as a senior, she was inducted into the Saint Joseph’s Women'’s Basketball Hall of Fame in 1998.

A native of Maple Glen, Pa., Griffin played her high school basketball for Bishop McDevitt, winning two Philadelphia Catholic League titles. A 1987 gradu-
ate of McDevitt, she was inducted into its Athletic Hall of Fame in 1997, and in 2002, received the Philadelphia Catholic League’s alumni achievement award.
She earned a bachelor’s degree in accounting from Saint Joseph’s in 1991 and completed her M.B.A. from SJU in 1993. She resides in Conshohocken,
Pa., with her husband Curtis and children, Kaylie (10), Hannah (8) and Curtis Jr. (5).
